Sir Edward Clarke Makes a Specch Favor.
inz the Report Presented by
the M-Mﬁl.

London, Jan, 4.—Sir Edward Clarke,
M. P., formerly Solicitor-General, to-
day delivered a speech at Prymouth,
which place he represemts In the
House of Commons. In the course oL
his’ address he took occasion to refer
to the claim of the Irish that they are
overtaxed to the amount of apout two
milljon pounds yearly, and to their de-
mand that taxation be peduced and
restitution made of the excess of
taxes collected during the past 4v
years or so. After referring to the
commission on the financial relations
between Great Britain and Ireianag,
which recently. submitted a report pav-
oring the Irish contention, Sir Bdward
said he could mot hesitate to accept
the decisions on matters of fact on
such a strong comenission.

This declaration is noteworthy as be-
ing the first from an English Tory in
support of the report of the commis-
sion. As a body the English Tories
are bitterly oppcsed to the accepterics
of the report as final, and during the
coming seesion of Parllament wih
seek to obtain the appointment of an-
other commission to reinvestigate tne
question.

As the banner industry of the Otta-
wa Valley, the lumber industry was
given precedence. The first witness
was the Hon. E. H. Bronson, who came
he said, to express his individual opin-
ions as a lumberman rather than the
opinions of lumbermen generaliy. He

y |added, by way of further introduction,

that the trade, belng mainly an export
one, was only affected in individual in-
stances' by the tarift. He, however, de-
sired to draw the attention of the. com-
missioners 10 the matter of pork, which
now pays a'considerabie duty. He
would.not ask the Government to make
any change, thougn, as ne was aware
that the duty was imposed to stimulate
the production or pork in Canada, and
therefore he felt some diffidence about
making suggestions upon , that point.
But if the Government saw its way to
assist otherwise in the ‘production of
pork by the remova] of the duty on
corn it might, by tBus giving déheaper
feed, lower the prices. His only other
recommendation would be the removal
of duties as far as possible from the
necessaries of life, - i

The pork from the United
States is heavier and firmer, and we
find that it does not waste so much
in the cooking. P

Mr, Laurier : What is the reason ?

Mr. Bronson: It is a firmer pork,
owing to the way it is cured and rais~
ed, being fed on corn, so that the re-
duction of the duty on corn would lead
to the production of a more suitable
class of pork in this country.

‘Mr, Davies : Then, it is owing to its
superior quality that you prefer the
United States pork ?

Mr, Bronson : I will not say that
the Canadian pork is not as sweet and
of as good quality, bue, being younger,
it is not the same in weight and firm-
ness. Anything that would cheapen
the cost of living to the laboring man
would indirectly _benefit the lumber
trade, said Mr. Bronson. Then he
continued on another topic: -

“There is just one other point that I
desire to refer to,” he said. “A strong
effort is being made in the Uited
States to have the duty re-imposed on
Canadian lumber. If successful we ar:
aware it will result In $trong pressure
being brought to béar on thé Govern-
ment here to place an export duty on
Canadian logs and pulpwood. I am

not prepared to express an opin-
fon omn that point ust. now,
because ‘ the action of the Govern-

ment as well as thé feeling of the trade
would depend, no doubt, upon just
what was done in the Unitéed States,
and the spirit In which it was done.
But I would just like to bespesk a
hearing in connection with that ques-
tion when a change does taks place,
that being the most important question
the Government could touch in con-
nection ,with the lumber industry.”
MR. BOOTH NEXT.

Mr. J. R. Booth wag next called upon,
He did not propoé o ada muuch to Mr.
 Bronson’s remarks in reference to tne
lumber trade. As a class the lumber-
men, he said, have generally accepted
what was imposed on them in the way
of tariffs, and he had no serous com-
plaint to make in regard to the. lum-
ber business. He thought, however,

might be changed. *“My idea is,” said
Mr. Booth, *“to foster in every way
what is natural to this country and
what is-not natural to make as free as
possible.”

Po“Mr, Booth the question seemed

heavily taxed for their meat to help
the fammer? The duty on flood pro-
duots was something the farmer could
not realize. Being able to ralse cattie,
sheep and hogs, he did mot find the
effect of the duty, but the workingman
of the towns and cities had to suffer.
He did not know, either, that Cana-
dian pork had been any more plenti-
ful since the imposition of ‘the auty.
The lumbermen generally buy In two
or three carload lots at a time and
they found it impossible to get Cana-
dian pork im such large quamnitities.

Mr. Reford: Both; but with the duty
we cannot send it there.

This section of road had never paid the
Grand Trunk, and when Mr. Hickson
succeeded in unloading it on the Gov-
ernment, his company promptly realiz.
ed ithe step which he had taken. The
proceeds of the sgle, amounting to
about onke million -and a half of dol-
lars, were applied in securing what
the Trunk had long wanted,
viz.: the comtrol of a direct line to
that great, busy and bustling city of
the west, Chicago. This was consid-
ened, at the time, a masterstroke of
railway taot, ability and diplomaey.

Clair Tunnel Compamy, .and some
dozen more companies in Canada; also
Vice-President of the Intermational
Bridge Osmpany at Buffalo, and a di-
rector of the Central Vermont Rail-
way, and several of its affillated com-
panies. He was for many years the
absolute comtrolling mind of more
than five thousamd miles of mallways
in Canada and the United States.

In January. 1890, the Queen, in rer
cognition of Mr. Hickson’s services to
Canada, conferred upon him the rank
and title of Knight Bachelor. When
the Dominion Govermment, in response
to a demand made by the temperance
members of Par'iament, created the
Prohibition Commission to enquire in-
to that question with a view of pass-
ing legislation on its report, Sir Joseph
Fickeson was named chairman of the
body.

MAKING BICYCLE TIRES.

The first step in the long process of mak-
fng a bicycle tire is to clean the crude
rubber, ‘which comes from South America
in great chunks that look like hams and
gre known as “biscult.’”” These are first
cut into small pieces, steamed for two or
three hours In hot water vats, and then
shoveled Into washers, which are eorru-
gated iron rollers of immense power. A load
of rubber_is caught between the two turn-
ing surfaces, while streams of cold water
play down upon it from above, washing out
all sand and impurities,

Five minutes In these washers is suffl-
cient to transform half a dozen shovelfuls
of rubber in rough fragments into continu-
ous sheets of 10 or 12 feet lonﬁ and 2 or 3
feet wide, that look as much like huge alli-
gator skins as anything else. These sheets
are carrled to the drying-room, where they
are hung on adjustable racks and left in a
temperature of 90 d es—sometimes for
two weeks or menths—for the longer rubber
is left in the drying-room the better it is
for the subsequent processes,

In the drying-room are lines and lines of
racks all hung with sheets of rubber; thou-
pands of them, presenting all shadings of
color, from yellow $o black. The money
value of the stock of rubber In drying-
rooms of big bicycle factories sometimes
reaches a total of $250,000. The price of
crude rubber in fair §uality will average
75 cents a pound.

CORBETT'S TITLE NOT CLEARED.

Jim Corbett has not a clear title to the
championship, though his is better than
was Bullivan’s.

Jim beat Sulllvan at New Orleans with
ease, fought a 6l-round ‘“no contest” with
Peter Jackson, and smothered Charlie Mit-
chell at Jacksonville, Fla., on Jan. 25,
1894, With but one blot against his re-
cord-that of the ‘‘no contest’’—Corbett is
more entitled to the title ‘‘champion of the
world,” than Sullivan ever was.
Sullivan’s belt was a present from a
crowd of admiring sports, who raised the
money and bought the emblem outright—
making John a present of it, -

He never fought for it.

The, so-called championship belt was
donated by Richard K. Fox, but Sullivan
designated it a ‘“dog collar,” and never
accepted it.

This belt went to Jim Corbett and was
afterwards stolen from him.,

There is but one world’s champion at
present, and that is Boston’s dusky feather-
weight, George Dixon; the decision given
against him by Sam Austin in favor of
Frank Erne being a set-back, but in ne
way taking from him the title. To win
that Dixon must be decisively beaten at
122 pounds.

This championship question is an interest-
ing one at present and the boxing pro-
moter who wouldl gét up a tournament big
enough to sift out the real champions would
be a public benefactor.

The battle between Fitzsimmons and Cor-
bett will settle the champlonship of Am-
erica and Kngland, because Corbett holds
them. Peter Jackson or Peter Felix must
be disposed of and then the champlonship
of Australin will be secure.

Until the
Government. of the ‘United States has
shown its hand in regard to Canada

meantime we are to.have an early ses-
sion, an® we are informed that * the
amelioration of some of the more Op-
pressive of the present imposts will be
at least a welcome measure of reform,
while a forecast from the Finance
Minister of what may be expected in
the near future will furnish sufficient
data to the merchant and manufac-
turer in planning a little ahead.”

In addition to the question of
tariff reform, whatever it.is to
be, the Government has several
other important matters’ to give thein
lots to think about for the next twelve
months. These questions comprise &
mining policy for British Columbia, in-
|cluding, as it does, an important rail-

way problem; the' fast steamship line;
| an immigration policy ; the transporta-
tion problem; reciprocity with the
United States; and lesser questiomns.

ANOTHER SUCCESSFUL YEAR FOR MANI-
TOBA.

The Government report of the
Manitoba harvest of 1896 is an' emin-
ently satisfactory statement. Although
the average yield of wheat for the pro-
vince was only 14.33 bushels per acre,
which is a great deal under the aver
age for the preceding years, the farm-
ers have really made as much money
out of this year’s crop as they did from
out of theé harvest of 1895. This is ac-
counted for from the fact that the price
of wheat has been higher this year and
the expense of harvesting and thresh-
{ing wae onfy about one-half of what
it was in 1895. It is claimed in the re-
port that in theé season of 1896 the cli-
matic conditions of Manitoba were at
their worst. The backward state of the
weather iIn the spring rendered it al-
most impossible for farmers in most
parts to put seed in the ground until a
late date. With much seed badly put in,
and with wet, cold weather continuing
for some time thereafter, the province
nevertheless had a crop of thirty mil-
lions of bushels of grain. It is argued
that if Manitoba produced a paying
crop in 1896 it ought to be able to do
120 any season. The farmers appear to
be well satisfied with the results of the
|yvear. The general condition of aflairs
in the province is satisfactory. Mani-
toba to-day is in a healthy and pros-
perous condition. The prosperity of
the past two seasons is exercising a
wonderful effect in bringing in set-
tlers, The immigration to Manitoba and
the| Northwest in 1897 will be one cf
the features of the year.

A PROTECTIONIST. PROPAGANDA FOR
ENGLAND,

A significant sign of the times is the
formation of local protectionist asso-
ciations throughout Great Britain. Thig
policy was decided! upcn at the confer-
ence recently held in London to pro-
mote a fiscal revision of the fiscal pol-
toy of the United Kingdom. An earn-
est protectionist propaganda is now to
be inaugurated in free trade England.
The wonderful progress of Germany
under protection has at last opened the
eyes of Englishmen. The American
Consul at Chemnitz reports that Ger-
many already stands second to IEng-
land in fhe value of her exports and
imports, and much exceedg the United
States. For 1895 these aggregated for
England $3,125,820,600; for Germany, $1,-
926,729,000; for the United States, $1,-
524,770,000, and for France $1,366,167,600.
Germany has also gone ahead of
France in ocean tonnage. Hamburg,
her great seaport, is surpassed only by
London in amount of foreign trade, and
she has the largest single steamship
company in the world. It looks very
much as if England will soon adopt a
policy that was “ made in- Germany.”

What Senator Mowey Saw.

New York, Jan, 4—A despatch to
The Herald from Havane says: Sena-
tor-elect H. D. Money, now a repre-
sentative in the House and a member
of the Committee of Foreign Affairs,
and Fitzhugh Lee, jr., visited Guan-
bacoa on Friday last and vlewed{the
general havoc wrought by the insur-
gents at that place. The Senator-
elect’'s visit was for the purpose of
learning all he could of the gruesome
details of the murders committed by
the Spanish authorities of Guanbacoa
since Christmas. Mr. Money declared
his visit was entirely unofficial.

He said the Spanish guard at Guan-
bacoa refused to allow him ¢to wvisit
the spot where the bodies of the Cu-
bans murdered at that place were said
to have been thrown. There could
not be any moral doubt, he declared,
that the men were taken out in the
night and killed with machetes.

The Senator-ele:t was of the opinion
that there was mno precedeat where a
legislative body had recognized either
the belligerent Tights or the indepem-
dence of any country. He was also
of the opinion that the House and
Benate have gone to work in the wrong
way in passing a concurrent resolu-
tion that the indepemdence of Cuba
should be recognized. He thought that
the end could be best attained by the
passage of an act to megulate the
commercial intercourse between the
United States and Cuba, which might,
§f vetoed by the Premident, be carried
notwithstanding his vote.

Under the tlfle, “Feminine Types in

|London,” Jesse Francis Sheppard gives

in the Nouvelle Revue an account of

the London barmaids, :

“They arerecruited,” he says, “among
the bourgeoigie as well as among tue
lower classes. Some of the most inter-
esting types can be found in the bars
or public houses of the West End,
close to the fashionable .tneatres.
Among them aré very many perfectly
respectable girls, who have chosen the
career of a barmaid in order to make
a living, and, especially if they are
| pretty, to get a chance to catch a rich
husband,

““A public house, situated at the an-
gle of one of the principal thorough-
fares, is both a gilded palace and a
mine of gold. It exercises a strang2
fascination upon the young eccuntry
bumpkins, who have just enough to
pay for a drink; but the dude coming
out of the theatre, the country green-
horn, the fashionable snob, and the
frequenter of the music halls are al-
ways to be found there. It is among
these that the barmaids hunt for a
husband. If there is one class of Lon-
don spociety more stupid than another
it is that one which includes the fre-
quenters of the public houses. With a
pipe in his mouth and a glass of beer
or whiskey in front of him, the young
Englishman, dressed in fashionable
style; with a slight and elegant figure
and regular features, remains stand-
ing for more than an hour paying pret-
ty litle compliments to one or several
of these ladies. .

“The barmaid judges her customers
by the cut of their clothes. If you
want to attract her attention you must
present yourself with a silk hat and a
handsome cane in your hand, and a
suit cut in the latest fashion. The high
hat is de rigeur. Without hat there i8
no possible chance of success.

“It was not without difficulty that I
managed to get an interview with one
of these young ladies, whose intel:i<
gence was,.equal to her beauty., At
first I was astonished at finding so
much intelligence in an English girl;
but I learned that she was Irish, and
that explained the mystery. Her fa-
ther was dead and her mother was left
without resources. So she was deter-
mined to come to London and look for
a hushand, by posing behind a bar in
Piccadilly.

“1 was hardly more than three days
here,” she said with an amiable and
roguish air, “when I understood why it
was that so many pretty English girls
don’t get husbands. When they are
beautiful, they are generally =wupid.

Driven Out of an Ambuscade
by Fire

AND 200 BURNED TO DEATH

——

Thirteen Hundred Philippine Insur-
' gents Slaughtered.

—

A Most Deeisive Vietory Gaimed by the
Spanish Forces—Ofiicials at Madrid
Jabilant—A saspicion That Japan Has
Had a Good Deal to Do With the Philip-
pine Rebellion and Satisfaction im
spanish Circles at Her Discomfiture.

Madrid, Jan. 4—The Queen Rege'nt‘
and the Government have gent mes-
sages to Gen. Polavieja, Captain-Gen-
eral of the Philippine Islands, congratu-
lating him upon_his great victory ©
the insurgents on the heights of Ca-
caron, Province of Bulacan. In the first
engagement the loss of the rebels was
600 killed. The troops captured a large
quantity of munitions of war and &
factory in which the rebels had been
making cartridges. .

While the Spaniards were pursuing
the fleeing rebels it suspected that
the latter would mpt to 1 the
troops into an amby e in the dense
thickets through which the pursuit led.
The troops were therefore ordered to
et fire to the bushes in many places
in order to drive out any rebels who

might be lurking in them. The flames

i ith great rapidity and it was
soon learned that the suspicion of an
ambuscade was well founded,

L of the insurgents
in the bushes, evidently
waiting for the troops to pass, when
they would have attacked them in the
.  Many of the rebels. succeeded In
ing their escape for the time being,
but 200 of them perished in the fire.
In, the meantime other Spanish
columns had been hurriedly despatched
to outflank the fleeing insurgents, and
this they were successful. The reb-
els were utterly routed, losing 500 kill-
ed. The total insurgent lozs was 1300,
of the number given in
yesterday's despatches. These 200 were
without doubt,
to death. The Spanish loss was qne
officer and 26 privates killed. The vie-
tory, which, it is believed, will prove &
crushing blow to the insurrection, is
hailed everywhere with delight.

Gen. Polavieja has confirmed the sen-
tence of death imposed by a court mar-
tial on 11 rebel#chiefs, including three
priests. They will be shot to-morrow
at Manila,

A court martial sitting at Manila has
commenced the trial of 18 alleged reb-
els, The evidence thus far adduced
shows that the were in corre-
spondence with patrons in Japan, who
were interested in fomenting and aid-
The prosecutor

ed on the whole 18 prisoners. The trial
of 80 other meg accused of comp
in the revolt is impending,
tence of death will be asked in the
of each of them. The despatch from
Manila states that a great sensation
has been caused there by the revela-
tions that have been made by conspir-
ators now under arrest. One.of the
prisoners has stated that he knew that
Japan intended to send a squadron of
war ships to the Philippine Islands, and
that she would recognize the belliger-
ency of the rebels if all the provinces
revolted. This confirms the belief that
has been entertained ever since the
outbreak of the insurrectiom, that Ja-
pan,which is very anxious to secure pos-
session of the islands, is responsible for
much, if not all, of the trouble.

SPOKANE GROWS FAT

©n the Trade That Eastern Canada Should
Have.

The city of Spokane in ‘Washingtion
State is, owing to the lack of railway
communication between the Kootenay
and Eastern Canada, reaping a tre-
mendous harvest from its almost total
monopolization of the trade of that and
other rich districts. Spokane people
are jubilant over the improvement in
the state of trade there noticeable since
January, 1896. It is doubtful if a line
of business could be found in whicn this
improvement does not exist. Whole-
sale dealers and retail merchants unite
in the general testimony. There is not a
merchant in the city who has conduct-
ed his business wiszly and has properly
advertised, but will say that his busi-
ness in 1896 has increased very materi-
ally over the business in 1895.

As an indication of Spokane’s trade
with British Ceolumbia, it may be said
that as an example on the 24th of last
month 28 car loads of merchandise were
at Northport going into British Colum-
bia, and chiefly from Spokane merch-
ants. It was not an accumulation of
shipments for a week or two, but mere-
1y a day’s business perhaps a little
larger than usual.

The result has been that the town has
grown and new business firms have gone
in. A careful estimate puts the num-
ber of new firms or individuais who
have gone into business in the ecity in
1896 at 75. This does not include persons
who have purchased into old firms or
bought out someone’s business, but
merely the number of new business en-
terprises that have started.
large number for a city of 35,000, and
when it is remembered that scarcely any
have gone out the showing is most
excellent.

Bank clearings in Spokane will be
26 per cent, better for 1895 than they
were in 1895. The increase is about
$5,000,000. Banks in the wheat districts
and country towns show the same ex-
cellent improvements.

And the retail business is-also much
tmproved. In fact it is about one-
third better this year than in 1895.
Drummers all say Spokane is the best
town in the northwest.
