Londom, Sept. 2.—Marie Josephine Rast-
. wick of Philadelphia was ;rralzned in the

Gulld Hall Polfce Court to-day, chirged
with having forged a railway certificate of
the valme of £100,000.
The defendant, who Is of slight build
and apparently belonging to the middle
classes, was somewhat shabbily dressed.
' She was accommodated with a chair and
gat Nstlessly In the dock the whole time.
The public prosecutor said the def>ndant
had been residiag in England for eighteen
months, and was believed to be an' Am-
erican of wealth. She had been living with
'personl sald to be her father and sister
at the Metropole, London, and had been
coaching thru England, and living gener-
ally in the most expensive manner. Lat-
" terly she bad removed to Hempst2ad for
the benefit of her health. She obtained an
introduction to Mr. Beeton, a member of
the Stock Exchange, to whom the defend-
ant represented herself to be the owner
of securities worth roughly £500,000. She
said she wanted to buy & thous&n@@ues
of United States Steel Corporation, as a
speculatien. This operation required
£1000, which the defendant sald she did
not have. But, as she wanted to Imvest im-
mediately, she told Mr. Beeton she had to
cable to & Trust Company in Philadelphia
to break open her strong, box and forward
the money to her by mail. She' added that
the trustees telegraphed to her refusing
to ‘do so until they had possession of her
key. The deferrdant on Aug. 12 went to
the Charing Cross branch of the Credit
Lyounais and asked the manager to buy
two shares of Canadian Pacific Railroad.
THe manager took the order, but after-
wards | found it difficult to get so small a
pumber of shares, and wrote the :defand-
ant at the Red Lion Hotel, Henles’, asking
if he would be allowed to get five or ten
chares, As a result five shares were
Lought on Aug. 15, and the defendant duly
sent her cheque.” She wrote to Mr. Beeton
Aug. 15 from Stratford-on-Avon, saying
she expected a thousand Canadian Pacific
ghares from New York, and wanted a loan
on them, as she was desirous of buying
wore United States Steel. Mr. Beeton re-
plied that he did not think there would be
any difficulty in raising a loan on such se-
curity., She received a certificate for five
Canddian Pacific shares Aug. 16. The pro-
gccutor sald that by Aug. 26 the certificate
had been altered, the name of the original
holder having been erased and the name
of Marie Josephine Eastwick had been sub-
stituted. The word ‘“‘five’”’ in the aumber
of shares and the numerals had been al-
tered, so that It appeared to be a certificate
for a thousand instead of for five shares.
This was skilfully done, three xinds of
type and Ink béing wused, showing consid-

erable preparation. The only mistake was
that the document bore a shilling reveaue
stamp Instead of jone for £10, which a cer-
tificate for ome thousand shares would
carry. The defendant sent the altered
document, with a letter, to Mr. Beeton on
Aug. 26, asking him to buy a thousand
United States Steel shares in the irm
name, also requesting a loan of £4000, add-
ing that she was going in for motor cars
rather heavily, and was about to purchase
a stud farm. The defendant wired Mr.
Beeton from Buxton on Aug. 28, asking if
thes certificate had arrived. The mean-
while Mr. Beeton's clerk noticed the stamp
irregularity, and went to the Canadian Pa-
cifiec Railroad Office, where it was pro-
nounced to be a forgery.

Mr. Beeton wired this information to the
defendant, asking for an explanation. She
replied: “Call me on the telepl'wne," and
then wired: ‘‘Have sent no certifcate;
don’'t understand.” &

Mr. Beeton neotified the police of London
and a detective arrested the defendant at
the Palace Hotel, Buxton, Saturday after
midnight. The receipt for the registered
letter, in which the certificate was ent
was fognd among the defendant’s effects.

The testimony of Mr. Beeton and others
was heard, generally ‘sustaining the prose-
cutor’s statement. The detective sald the
defenflant told him that she had practically
no defence. -

The Magistrate asked if the person who
was sald to be her father was presépt,
and a well-dressed, somewhat distinguish-
ed-looking man stood up among the seats
reserved for spectators. The Magistrate
direoted him to be seated. In a conversa-
tion with a representative of the Assoclat-
ed Press the man said he was the father of
Marie Fastwick, who had come from Phila-
delphia.

The defendant was remanded until Sept.
9. She will be offered special privileges on
account of poor state of health, and will be
examined by doctors. Her counsel intimat-
ed that the prisoner was suffering from
temporary insanity. Her father sald Re
could not explain matters at present, b
everything would come out all right.

The general tenor of Mr. Beston's evl-
dence was that the defendant Impressed
him as being a woman of wealth and po-
sition. ‘She told him ‘that while she was in
Russia the Czar placed a train at her dis-
posal, end that J. Plerpont Morgan had
written her, advising her to buy United
States Steel, common, in anticipation of an
immediate rise.

The defendant’s father was ~alled up by
the court, and consented with the grea~est
willingness that his danghter’s trunks be
scarched and the prisoner, speaking for
the first time, said: >

“You are welcome to search them all.”

GEORGE HEATH HAD LEG BROKEN

An Open Switch or an Obstructing
Engine, Improperly on the
Track, the Cause.

Several Toronto people were more oOr
less severely Injured in a railway colll-
sion at Lewiston last night shortly arter
7 o'clock. The New K York Central train
from Buffalo was conveying an excursion
parfy to Lewiston, when the smash came.
The New York Central Train, due at
Lewiston at 7.30 p.m. to meet the Chicora,
had to back down the steep grade running
a mile ‘from Lewiston. In doing this
last night at the speed of six miles an
hour the New York Central traln ran od
a switeh and crashed into an engine sptand-
ing on the wharf. Five coaches were
attached to the New York Central engine,
and several hundred persons were aboard.
The crash produced a startling ghock.
The rear coach was badly shattered, and
the ;passengers were thrown into confu-
sion.

Mr. Heath, seen last night, said that ne

FAILURE OF THE “SCRAP-IRON”
AMENDMENT.
As far as the assessment of the plant

of electrie
smaller mualcipalities is concerned, the
amendment to the assessment act, passed
at the last session of the Legislature,
has turned out to be worthless. The
town of Aurora sought to take advantage

of the amendment, and assessed the pro- |

perty of the Metropolitan Rallway sltuat-
44 within the municipality at its value
as part of a going concern, Instead of as
“gerap-iron,” as had previously been the
custom. On an appeal to the County Judge
the assessment was reduced from $4500
to $1500. In rendering his judgment His
Honor declided that the amendment of last
session, Intended to do away with the

“gcrap-lron” mode of assessment, 18 of

little effect in the case of railvays operat-
ing In a number of municipalities, because
rallway so operating cannot be assessed
in any one of them as a going concern.
A railway whose plant is all /ithin cne
municipality will appareutly come within
the scope of the amendment, while one
which does business over two or more
municipalities will escape its just assess-
ment.

The court also passed on the amendment
in its application to the assessment of
telephone poles, wires and other property
in an isolated municipality. The case was
an appeal by the Bell Telephone Company
before Judge Liddell akalnst the assess-
ment of its property in-‘the Township of
Winchester. This assessment was based
on ‘the value of the poles and wires as a
necessary in a going concern, and against
this the company appealed on the ground
that the amendment to the Assessment Act
above referred to, altho very wide in its
language, is still not effective to render
nugatory the decislons of the Ontario
courts, which previous to its passage had
held that these properties must be as-
sessed on what is known as the ‘‘scrap-
iron” basis. His honor, after going fully
into the matter, comes to the conclusion
that the contention of the company Is
fquite correct,, and that the language
of the recent amendment cannot be said
to have overridden the Ontario decisions
on the question, and he therefore direct-
ed the property to be assessed as Its
value as ‘‘scrap-iron.”

INSECTS AND CONTAGIOUS
DISEASES,
The discovery of the fact that mosquit-

oes are the means by which yellow fever
is tm:%ﬂ,from those afflicted with
the @ se to the healthy Is certain to
be followed by a crusade agalnst insect
pests generally. If the mosquito of the
South can transmit the germs of yellow
fever, why shouldn’t the mosquito as we
find him hereabouts.-transmit the germs of
malaria, typhoid and other diseases? And
if the mosquito possesses this deadly pro-
pensity it is only natural to infer that the
common house fly and other Insects will
be capable of producing equal mischief.
The campalign against the mosquito has
already started. To the town of Win-
chester, Va., belongs the credit of mak-
ing the first move. The Mayor of that
town, being impressed with the existence
of a close connection between the mos-
quito and the transmission of infectious dis-
eases,sent a méssage to the Council in which
he discussed briefly the life and habits
of the mosquito and particularly its me-
thods of multiplying. .He suggested a
means of exterminating mosquitoes within
the eity, or atleast of preventing their
multiplication. He recommended the use of
kerosene on the ponds, pools, rain barrels
and stagnant water of the nelghborhood.

The Council adopted an_ ordinance pro-
viding for the methodical use of kero-
sene, and it was enforced by the Mayor.
Altho no penalty was attached for fallure
to comfly with its provisions, the Influ-
enee of the Mayor was sufficlent to have
them very generally carried out.

Following the
Fnglish Bank Act of 1844, the law of
1875 provides for the assumption by the
Relchbank of the note issues of any minoz
banks which choose to surrender their
note-issuing privilege, and as a matter
of fact all but four or five of the small
banks have surrendered their pote issues.
The branches of the Reichbank have In-
creased from 182 in 1875 to 300 in 1900,
and its resources have increased from
one billion marks in 1873 to nearly two
billions in 1900.

“In the Palace of the King” for Miss Viola
Allen. He was at work on another drama
when he was taken ill, and that work Is
left unfinished.

Mr. Stoddard was much respected in the
dramatie profession, and the news of 'Hs
death was received last evening with many
\ | expressiong of regret and of sincere sym-
pathy for his sorrowing mother and father.

CONTRACT IS S'GNED.

Messrs. Mackenzie and Mann Will
Build South Shere Line.
Halifax, N.S., Sept. 2.—The contract for
the construction of the South Shore Line
has-been signed. /The negotiations which
were In progress between the government
of Nova Scotia and Mackenzie and Mann
fr':r the construction of a railway from
Halifax to Barrington, under aid to be
gronted by both the Local and Dominion
governments, have been concluded. The
ccntract was signed by Hon. C. E. Church
on pehalf of the government, and William
Mackenzle on behalf of Mackenzie & Mann,
who are Incorporated under a provincial

charter as the Halifax and. South Shore!

Rallway Company. The Local goveramcnm:
at the last session of the Legislature puss-
ed a special Act authorlzln; a loan of $10,-
000 a mile for this road. The government
has now gone a step further, and has given
a further loan of $3500 a mile, which, with
the Dominion subsidy and the private capi-
tal of the company, will, it is believed, {’n-
sure the construction of the road. The ef-
fect of this arrangement i{s that the road
will be financed with the government ered-
it, thus avoiding the burdens on iraffic
which are necessitated by large capitalisa-
tion and expensive financing. The present
centract covers the construction of a line
of rallway from Halifax te Barrington,
connecting therewith the existing road to
Yarmouth, and thus forming a complete
line from Hallfax to Yarmouth, following
the south shore. It also Includes the
branch from New Germany to Caledonia in
Worthern Queen’s, known as the Hervey
Line. The system covered by the con‘ract
will be 180 miles in length and will cost
about two and a half millions of dollars.

MOVEMENTS OF ROYALTY.

Czar, King Edward and Kaiser in
Eyes of the World.

London, Sept. 2.—The movements and
relations of the royal figures on the Eure-
pean stage make up the bulk of the mews
at midnight. It Is reported from Copen-
hagen that the Czar and King Edward will
not meet at Fredensborg, as has been pre-
viously apmounced. If this rumor be con-
firmed, It will not be proof that anything

has gone amiss, but merely that it has

been inconvenient to shorten the King's
stay at Homburg and impracticable to
alter the Czar's engagement at Dantzlic.
The Czar, while on good terms with the
King and the German Emperor, must con-

sider the bearings of the dual alllance and
give preference to Framce in ceremenial
visits. He s not likely to single out Eng-
land for a deliberate affront, and there is
po evidence that he intends to do so.

The Russian press s more hostile to Ger-
many than to England, and this is ap indi-
catlon that the German Emperor rather
than Edward VII would be slighted i the
Czar were looking for an epportunity to
discriminate against either power.
