Ottawa, Nov. 25.—(Special.)—Now
that the first flurry of excitement at-
tending General Manager Hays' new
Pacific Railway announcement has
passed away, politicians and railway-
men at the Capital have settled down
to a cool discussion of the question
which is sure to be threshed out before

the coming session of parliament isl

many days old.

It is now a generally accepted fact

that Hon. George A. Cox laid the mat-
ter before Sir Wilfrid Laurier soon
after the Premier’s return from Eng-
jand, and that the leader of the gov-
ernment is considering the question in
all its bearings, political and other-
wise, while recruiting - his health in
West Virginia. It may also be said
that Mr. James Ross' connection with
the project is now pretty well defined.
As a matter of fact, Mr. Ross has not
yet consented to join the Grand Trunk
Company's project, altho great pres-
sure has been berought to bear upon
him to do so, and the general impres-
sion is that the president of the Do-

minion Steel Company will sooner or '

Jater join hands with those who aspire
to build\a.noxher railway across Can-
ada.

The statement is made that Senator
Cox has not quarreled with Mr. Mac-
kenzie, but ‘that a coolness exists be-
tween them, and, . consequently, the
government as a whole, and especially
Sir Wilfirid Laurier and Hon. Mr. Blair,
the Premier swearing by the Toronto
Senator and the Minister of Railways
by Mr. Charles M. Hays, would rather
scé the new Grand Trunk combine
build a second transcentinental ¥ne
than Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann. Here,
then, the trouble in the cabfiiet looms
up because Hon. Clifford Sifton will
stand by the Canadian Northern just
as long as the promoters of that com-
pany want him to.

All this means that a desperate ef-
fort is being made to squeeze Macken-
zie & Mann into selling their property
to the new syndicate that will scon
be formed, and old railway men say
there is about as much bluff in the
statement that the Grand Trunk will
yéach the Pacific Ocean by a new and
independent line as there is in the in-

sinuation that no government assist- li

ance will be_asked. As a matter of
fact, Ministers have alieady been can-
vassed as to the advisahility. of asking
8 moderate sum or stild oat W
heavy subsidy per mile and have the
members cut it down in the House of
Commons.

From those who have the ears of the
promoters it is learned that the G.T.P.
Railway will come before parliament
for a cash subsidy of $25,000,000,which
would be about $10,000 a mile. Some
say no land grant would be sought for,
as such a policy would be considered
unpopular at this time. Altho Eng-
Jand might be appealed to, it is pretty
well known that with a subsidy of

25,000,000 from 'the Canadian parlia-
niént, the Bank of Montreal and the
Canadian Bank of Commerce are quite
ready to finance the great undertaking
themselves.

Hard Coal Quoted in Toronto at Eight
Dollars, But It is Only
“Quoted.”

SURVEY OF THE SITUATION HERE

Fuel
Yards—Scotch Coal Heard From
—Welsh, Too.

It's a long lane that has no turm,
and it is a large ton of coal that will
last all winter. The same applies to a
cord of wood, and also to the stretch
of mild weather which is most unusual
| at this time of a Toronto year. Straw-
rberries have been growing near-by and
{ have been plucked during the past few
{ days, and while the community appre-
clates the novelty of the thing the
weather conditions which have since
vesterday morning necessitated the re-
sumption of acquaintance with the
winter overcoat makes one think that
it would be better all round if a nice
crop of coal was about to be garnered.

The probs for to-day are sleet or
snow, whereas coal or wood would be
much preferable. The indications are
that the busy day of the iceman is over
for a short time, and the fuel famine
makes food for thought. Food is al-
ways good for thought, but thought
is a bad ringer for food. When the
ordinary working -citizen gets in his
fuel at prevailing rates he has little
léft for his family to eat, excepting
coal and wood, and that is too expen-

sive to feed a growing family omn.
Kight Dollars Stmply Secenery.

It ‘looks - easy Wwhen
around town that the dealers are sell-
ing hard coal at $8 a ton. They call it
hard coal—possibly because it is hard
to get. Some folks say that the hard
coal has some soft spots, .even at 8 a
ton, and they attribute this to the fact
that many dealers have a lot of soft
coal that they won’t need when hard
coal becomes more plentiful, and “as
someone has to take it off their hands
they hate to cheat: you out of your
share,

The %8 quotation tho is only a piece
of scenery. If you want to order at
that figure get up early this morning
and hear the voice of the ceal man
remark that they have so many orders
on hand that they can’t poseibly take
your order, because there are so many
ahead of it. They will add that it's a
pity the chilly atmosphere came along
at all, for it has rushed them with so
many ordérs that they are all fussed
up. They may tell you other sympa-
thetic things, but you are lucky.if they
gend you the coal at $8 per ton.

Price in Hard to Raise,

Don’t imagine tha the prices have
been raised. -After  what prominent
dcalers have said regarding the facili-
ties they have for getting coal it would
be inconsistent for them to raise prices,
but in case the présent source of re-
celving the valuable article should pan
out owing to ice in the lakes the pyra-
mids of coal -now doing ornamental
duty in some city yards could be lot
looge upon the public at the prices
whigh will be justified in the eves of
the coal man, if he is unable to get in
his supply by rail.

The question of raising the price does
not rest with the coal man just now.
It rests with the man who will have to
raise the price when he needs a ton
of coal and can’'t do without it

THE MAKING OF THE WEST.

The Canadian Northwest is a great
fact. This is the overwhelming con-
clusion borne in upon the mind by re-
cent and' pending railway develop-
ments. The C.P.R., of which it was
once said that it would never earn its
axle-grease, has vindicated itself, the
Canadian Northern Railway has just
about justified its partial construction
and is pushing on thru Saskatchewan
to the Pacific coast, and now the
Grand Trunk thinks that there is ample
room for it also beyond the Great
Lakes.

{And this making of the Canadian
west has been a matter of only a few
wears. It is a comparatively short
time since the region between On-
tario and the Rockies was a vast un-
known stretch of country, a dreary in-
terminable waste, an illimitable /terri-
tory that might some day in an in-
definite future be opened up and sparse-
ly gettled.

But what a transforpation scene is
this ! The west has come to a know-
ledge of its own vast possibilities, and
this knowledge is steadily permeating
the rest of Canada and the rest of the
civilized world. The Canadian west
grows the best wheat on earth, it Ie
destined to become the granary of the
empire, to share with or even wrest
from the United States the domina-
tion of the world’s wheat markets, and |
to become the home of millions. Mani-
toba and the Northwest this year pro-
duced 100,000,000 bushels of grain, five
years hence the yield will reach
000,000 bushels, and no limit can be
placed on the ultimate production of
these wide prairies. Canada has en-
tered upon a new era—upon a striking
epoch in her history.

COMMERCIAL PEAT FUEL,

The World is informed that the peat
fuel problem has been solved as far
as Canada is concerned, and that the
coming spring will see the new fuel on
the market in many parts of the Do-
minion. This news will be generally
welcomed, for the public will regard &s
satisfactory any development that will
even in a partial measure relieve On-
tario from its almost absolute depend-
ence upon the Pennsylvania coal fielis.
The existence in this province of a
good healthy peat fuel indastry would
have been a good thing for the people
during the recent anthracite famine,
and the establishment of such an in-
dustry in the future would, under a
repetition of similar conditions, prove
a boon to the community. In an ac-
companying article readers will learn
what has been accomplished to date
in the production of peaf fuel, It will
be seen that the Canadian manufac-
turers claim to be able to produce the
article at the factory at from $1.25 to
$1.50 a ton.

INFLUX OF YANKEES,

Philadelphia Record : It appears
that Canada is turning the tables hy
annexing, if mot the United States at
least a good many of the people who
have aided in the development of this
country. If the expectations of the

Dominion government shall be realiz-
ed as to the number of Yankee settlers
to be drawn from the States, it will
be an interesting question, whether the
settlers will be Anglicized or whether
they will promote the Americanization
of Canada and become clamorous for
annexation. According to all exper-
ience the native of this country who
goes to another becomgs more strong-
ly American in sentiment, and even the
naturalized American who returns to
his fatherland finds himself more
strongly attached to his adopted coun-
try than he suspected.

increase in Freight Rates,

The following report of the Commit-
tee on Frelght Rates was recelved:

Your committee, having been advised
that an increase in freight rates was
proposed by the Grand Trunk and
Canadian Pacific ‘Railway Companies, |
met on Monday, the 24th inst., when
the following resolution was unani-
mousl assed :

Mov,e'dpby Mr. Kemp, seconded by
Mr. Ames, that this committee report
to the Council of the bodrd a recom-
mendation that they communicate with
the Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific |
Railway Companies, stating that, it |
having been reported that a general
advance in freight rates was contem-
plated by the railways, the Council de-
sires to ascertain whether and to what
extent this is the case, and when such
increases as are proposed to.be made
are intended to come into operation;

Further, in view of the complexity
of the question relating to the auth-
orization by the government of tolls
which railways are authorized ta e¢ol-
lect for transportation of freight, and |
the various rulings, regulations- and |
ccnditions which are enforced by them |
in_ connection therewith; also in view |
of the fact that a bill Bas been framed |
by the government for the purposz ol
amending and consolidating the law re-
specting railways, in which bill it is
intended to provide for the regulatin
of all these matters;

Therefore, be it resolved, that this
Council authorize the investigation of
existing conditions in order to see
whether the present bill amply pro-
tects the publiec.

Pleased With the Change,

The Council of the board expressed
its satisfaction at the location in To-
ronto by the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company of the office of assistant
freight traffic mansgzer, now filled by
W. B. Bulling, thereby expediting the
freight business of the city of Toronto
and the surrounding district.

Commercial Scholarships.

The Technical Education Committee
recommended that the University auth-
ovities be communicated with to the
effect that the Council desires that the
funds placed in their hands last year
for the purpose of a scholdrship in the
commercial course be retained in the
hands of the treasurer of the Torgnto
University until such times as the
schilarship or wscholarships can be
awarded in pursuance of the original
intention of the Council. |

The committee would not recommend
a repetition of the scholarship this
vear, owing to the last being unused
up to the present, but suggested that
a small grant be made by the Council
to the Technical School authorities to-
wards providing a scholdrship lin their
commercial course, and that a Board
of Trade night be arranged for at the
Toronto Technical School.

Trade Inquiries.

A firm in Sydney, New South Wales,
inquires, .thru the Canadian Manufac-
turers’ Association, as to obtaining
oats for milling, barley for pearlings,
and peas for splitting. J. W. Taylor,
formerly agent of the association in
the Transvaal, has just placed an order
in Canada for timber, doors, etc..to
the value of £94,000, to be shipped to
Johannesburg.

CANADIAN PFAT FUEL

Will Be Largely in Evidence 1in
Canadna During Spring of 1908.

Mr. Gunsaulus, the United States
Consul in this city, recently sent his
government a report on the progress
of the peat fuei industry in Canada,
yesterday’s issue The World
editorially used an extract tmom this
cousular report. Since then we learn
tnat Mr, Gunsaulus considers the ex-
tract untairly made and not calculat-
eu to wnaicate tne general tenor of his
report. 'he World is besides Informed
oL, good authority that tne industry
is proving successful, and that peat
fuelr will without douot be largely in
evidence in many parts of Canada in
the spring of 1903. As Mr. Gunsaulus’
report is of unusual interest, we print
it in fuil, as below:

“Recognizing that a good and cheap
substitute for anthracite coal would
prove a great boon to the people of
many States of the Union, and hawing
learned that the efforts in Canada to
produce dense fuel blocks from peat
have within the last few months been
brought to a successful issue, I have
made careful inquiry with a view to
reporting whatever has been definitely
accomplished; and I find that practi-
cal experiments, which have been per-
severingly continued for some years,
have now .resulted in the economical
production of a saleable peat fuel,
highly satisfactory for domestic pur-
poses.

“Manufacturing operations on a com-
mercial scale have been reported upon
by engineers of high standing, and all
agree in the opinion that methods and
appliances are now available whereby
peat briquets may be produced, ready
for shipment, for a maximum manu-
facturing cost of $1.50 per ton, and
probably for considerably less in
plants of large capacity.

“A number of experienced business
men and government officials concur
in the engineers’ conclusion, and I find
the large majority of custome:s are
much pleased with the fuel, which, if
burned with proper regard to the few
simple precautions necessary to en-
sure best results in combustion, can-
not fail to mét the most exacting re-
quirements heretofore expected of an-
thmceite coal. There is, however, soma
difference of opinjon as to the length
of time a given weight of peat
hriguets will burn. as compared v®h
the same weight of anthmacite: thenr-
atleallv. the heat unite in peat heing

I think it would he
well to give publicity to the following
Canadian experiences: Fully $400,000
hae in the c¢ourte of smeven or eight
years heen  practically wasted in
futile attempts made in this line by
many persons and corporations, It
would appear advisah'e for all intend-
ing overators to confer with those in
Canada. who have the advantage of
thoro acquaintance with peat in its
practical manipulation, before adopt-
ing untried methods or appliances.

For Better Ferry Service.

The Island Committee had a comfort-
able meeting in the Mayor’s office Tues- |
day afternoon, and they talked over
ferry matters with Manager Solman of |
the Toronto Ferry Company. Mr, Sol- |
man said the complaints of inadequate |
ferry service were largely to be at-
tributed to lack of wharfage facilities. |
He could promise much more satisfac- |
tion if the Ferry Company were allow-
ed the use of the whole of the south |
and east sides of the new wharf at the |
foot of Bay-street. This would give |
them about four times their present
wharfage at the foot of Yonge-street. |
and would make a much more satis- |
factory service possible. The Mayor |
was of the opinion that if permission |
ig obtained for extending the windmill |
line to allow short slips being built on |
the south end of the dock the ferries |
could then come in end on, as they do |
uow at Hanlan’s, and sufficient room |
for the ferry boats could then be found
at the south end of the Bay-street
wharf. This, Manager Solman thought,
would do if forty feet slips were built.
He thought there should be a dock for
‘the ferry service alone, so as to be
away from the shipping.

Belt Line Boat Service.

The committee endorsed the proposal
for a belt line ferry service, the boats
calling at different points on the city
front, and also calling .at Hanlan's,
Island Park and Ward’'s. This would
be desirable to residents on both sides
of the Bay. A large quantity of dredg-
ing would have to be done to make a
channel from Hanlan’s to the eastern
end of the Island. Engineer Rust was |
asked to submit a report on 'the cost'
of the dredging and other \details. He
will also report as to the increased
wharfage facilities asked by the com-
pany.

Gas Settlement Again,
