LONDON, Oct. 2—The change the prac­

tice of medicine ie undergoing was the 
keynote of several addresses made by lead­
ing London doctors at the opening of the 
winter seeeion of the medical schools con­
nected with the London hospitals.

The speakers said the day was coming 
when the doctors in private practice would 
disappear and be replaced by the public 
health offices, which work would lie in 
the prevention rather than in the cure of 
disease.

Dr. Ewart told the students that the 
profession was in the throes of a double 
crisis, economical and professional.

He declared that the growing success in 
reducing the prevalence of disease and the 
growth of specialism had contracted the 
field of general practice and the process 
was bound to continue.

He said it was inevitable that the pro­
fession should become more and more 
the servant of the state. Henceforth its 
members must devote themselves to the 
culture of health, preventing instead of 
curing disease.

Great Britain, the rate is now two cents 
per ounce the same as prevails through­
out Canada, similarly in the case of let­
ters for foreign countries.

The abolition of the half ounce 
means that letters weighing one ounce 
now be mailed for the same rate as has 
been charged previously for the half ounce. 
Thus a letter addressed to France or other 
European country now costs five cents per 
ounce instead of five cents per half ounce 
with three cents for each additional ounce 
instead of five cents for each additional 
ounce. A two ounce letter addressed to a 
foreign country now costs eight cents for 
postage whereas the former rate was 20 cts. 
An ounce letter can be mailed, as stated, 
for five cents in place of ten, and one 
weighing an ounce and a half costs eight 
cents, in place of fifteen cents at the rates 
formerly m force. Another advantage of 
the new postal scheme is the adoption of 
a system of coupons that may be ex­
changed in most foreign countries for a 
stamp to be placed on letters intended for 
delivery in the Dominion. These coupons 
will shortly be issued by the post office 
department with the requisite instructions 
to postmasters. The use of the coupons is 
to cover return postage.

A Canadian correspondent writing to 
Paris for example, instead of enclosing * 
French five cent stamp for reply, may 
now enclose, instead, a six cent coupon, 
the latter being exchangeable m Pans for 
a five cent stamp.

The clamor for the abrogation of the 
treaty with Japan is unwarranted. If it 
were complied with we do not see that it 
Would alter the case respecting Japanese 
immigration one iota. Of course, in such 
an event it might be claimed that anti- 
Japanese legislation would not be in vio­
lation of the treaty rights of the Japanese, 
but if any man runs away with the idea 
that the reason, why the people of Japan 
claim to have similar rights in Canada to 
what other people have, is the fact that 
the Dominion parliament ratified the 
treaty, he is under a very great misap­
prehension. The Japanese government be­
lieves that Japanese people have just as 
good right to go for lawful purposes to 
any part of the world, as Englishmen, 
Frenchmen or any one else. We may just 
as well let that idea soak down into our 
minds, for what we have to deal with in 
respect to Oriental immigration, so far as 
Japan is concerned, is not what that na­
tion has gained by treaty but what it has 
von in war, namely a national prestige, 
which is possibly reckoned at just a lit­
tle more than it is worth.

Let us be sensible in the discussion of 
this question. Practically we are all of 
one mind in Canada. It is an Imperial 
question ; it is a Canadian question ; it is 
a British Columbia question, but the set­
tlement of it must be through the Im­
perial Government with the co-operation 
of the Dominion government, and we will 
simply be standing in our own light if we 
take an attitude which has a tendency to 
make a satisfactory adjustment of it more 
difficult than it would be under normal 
conditions. The solution will come by an 
agreement and we have not the least 
doubt that Japan will bring to bear in 
negotiations for an agreement that exceed­
ingly good sense, which has marked her 
statesmen under much more difficult cir­
cumstances. It is an easy thing for a num­
ber of people to get together and pass reso­
lutions. We take no exception to such a 
course. The more plainly it is demon­
strated to Japan that the sober sense of 
the people of Canada demands that immi­
gration from that country to ours shall be 
greatly restricted, the more quickly will 
Japan see the need of meeting our views. 
The question has been discussed on one 
hand as if Japan were a negligible quan­
tity and that we have only to say what 
we want to get it. On the other hand, it 
has been approached as though the Island 
Empire were a political stinging nettle, 
which had to be handled with gloves, and 
even then was not safe to touch. Both 
these ideas are absurd. The Anglo-Japan- 
ese alliance is just as important to them 
as it is to us. Japan’s trade with us is as 
important to them as our trade with them 
is to us. Japanese racial characteristics 
have no more right, to be controlling fac­
tors in the intercourse of the two nations 
than ours have. An alliance which is lack­
ing in reciprocal obligation is not worth 
continuing. The people of Canada have 
expressed themselves; perhaps in one in­
stance they expressed themselves in an ex­
ceedingly foolish way. Now let the mat­
ter rest for a time. To keep rasping away 
at the feelings of the Japanese people will 
not help matters in the least.
