This seems to be so clearly and obviously
the true state of the case that it is strange
there should be any dispute over it, to say
nothing of costly litigation, which must eat
into the surplus while it also wastcs away
under the maturing of claims and the re-
duction of current.income by the controversy.
This relation of life insurance syrplus to
the rights of policy-holders is certainly ac-
cording to the general uanderstanding and
manifest equity, and if it is not frmiy es-
tablished by law in the case of a atook cor-
poration the sooner that ig known the bet-
ter. If it is not for the interest of stook-
holders, as well as policy-holders, that it
should be so established, it must be becauso
they have the right to accumulate a surplus
from the use of premdiums for the purpose of
dividing it among themselves, and if that
i8 to be established by law the business of
the company is destined to decline with
alarming rapidity. People will not have
their lives insured:for the profit of corporate
stockholders.

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP

The Results in an Exceptionally
Favored British City.

The financial year of the Leeds Corpora-
tion shows that the receipts of the street
car department for the last twelve months
have been $1,470,000, about $85,000 more than
in the previous year. The mileage is prac-
tically the same mow as it was two years
ago, but jthe past year’s increase in receipts
is nearly $10,000 more than that in the year
1903, when the increase reached $76,105.

Of a total number of 64,223,666 passengers
carried, 4,781,417 paid 1 cent fare, 50,778,052
paid 2 cents, 1,424,136 paid 3 oents, 6,160,880
paid 1,089,181 paid 6 cents. Dur-
ing the preceding twelve months the total
was 60,730,234 passengers, or 3,484,432 less.

The average receipts per mile amount to

The basement floor
affords large space for the storage of heavy
materials,

° Some General Remarks

Bpeaking generally of the equipment of
the building ite#lf there are two large
goods elevatoms end also a dumb waiter
for wmall parcels, connecting all the floors.
There & an intermal +telephone system
eonnecting all departments, There are
stairways running from top to botbotr} at
each side of the building. There is a
standpipe-with hose attashed on each floor.
The windows in the work-room floor are
of wire glass, with firon frames and
sashes.

The Retail Department

‘What will most interest the general vis-
ftor is the retail department, with its
handsome fittings and lofty steel ceiling
of beautiful design. Not only are there
large plate glass windows in front, but
there is one at thée south cormer, giving a
view right down to and across King street.
Luxfer prisms add to the light effect. At
pight incandescent lights in clusters near
the osiling shed brilliance and produce &
very artistic effect.

As the room is so very large,
there i3 no difficulty in serving a great
many customers at the same time. lvery-
thing is arranged in the most compact
and convenient way, and the room is at
the same time very attractive to the eye.

Fifteen years ago the State of New
Hampshire began 'a systematic effort bo
meke ¥nown to the world its attractions
for summer boarders. It was a conviction
of some of those thost interested in the
advancement of the State that there was
a field for profitable exploitation, New
Hampshire agriculture seemed to be de-
cadent; ita industries were holding their
own, but the character of the State itself
seemed to be changing. A eoncentrated
movement to bring summer boarders was
started, given its most powerful impulse
by the imauguration of the “Old Homeé
Week” idon of Governor Rolling, and the

Btate Board of Agriculture began to give | |

its thme 8o inducing people to come to
New Hampshine to tarn the abandoned
farns into wummer homes, instead of try-
ing do make new fatms out of worn out
ones—a task which had proved hopeless
unless outside capital wase initerested,

In the latest publication of the Btate
Board of Agriculture of New Hampshire
some of the results of the work are sum-
marized.Qompiled statistios show that since

ted | 1890, the year when the state immigratioy

department launched its work, 1,213 euin-
mer homes have been build in New Hamp-
ehire. The number of summer visitors
has increased from 83,000 to mearly 200,-
000 each year, and the oost of stmmer
homes improvements since 1890, summer
hotels and improvements, boarding-house
and farm-Mouse improvements on account
of summer board, reaches the grand total
of $11,021,975. A typical town is Warner,
near Keamsarge Mountain, which has the
general attractions of New Hampshire
towns for summer boardérs, and in which
eighteen summer homes have been built
in the last fifteen years at a cost of $21-
800, while $14,800 has been spent in im-
provements. It is estimated that $25000
was left in this town last season by sum-
mer boarders, and this town is by no
means exceptional, In the town of Carrol
the property which is occupied only in the
summer pays threefourths of the town,
taxes. In Conway White Homse and
Cathedral ledges were bought by summer
visitors and about 100 acres of Jjand
in both given to the state for perpetual
preservation.

Nature gave to New Hampshire majes-
fic mountains, beautiful lakes, & charm-
ing seacoast, a pure, bracing atmosphere.
To tthese gifts man has added much, and
some things that were overlooked at first
are being given héed. The forests and
fish and game ere being preserved; the
highways are coming to deserve the name
of “good roads.”

Hearing of the Steeves
Murder Case at Port-
land, Me.

Witness Swears That Edward
Cole Once Proposed to
Drug and Rob Steeves.

-

Portland,Me., May 11.—(Special) —When
the oonclusion of the State’s side was
reached, this afternoon, in the preliminary
hearing of Edward F. Cole, recently of
Hopewell Cape, (N. B.), who is charged
with the murder of his chum, John F.
Steeves of Hilleboro (N. B.), April 12,
Judge Hill, of the Portland municipal
coutt, called up Messrs. Wilson and Bodge,
the defending attorneys,and suggested that
they waive further examination. He said
itwush:ispmv-incednlymodemmim-thn
question of probable cause, and the state
had put in so strong a case it would be
a waste of time for the defence to call
witnesses unless every material point
could be overwhelmingly met.

The defending eattorneys had hithento
been hopeful of securing & discharge of
their client at the preliminary hearing.
They believed his alibi impregnable but
the case presented by County Atbtorney
Eaton and Sheriff Pennell was surprising-
ly strong.

The forenoon was given up io besti-
mony of residents of the suburban town
of Falmouth, in a pasture of which the
body of Steeves was found two weeks
after death, his skull fractured and his
throat out. Elven Falmouth residents
testified that April 12 they saw on the
roadmwhatvidnityartaﬂmanmnda
short man, both young, welking from the
direotion of Pontland. One carried @
stout maple stick.

Five of these witnesses positively iden-
tified Cole as the tall men in question.
Their description of his companion tallied
with the description of Steeves. The
other six Falmouth witnesses said they

faced be]ieved(blewnsweofmhemeninquei~

tion, but were mot positive.

Twenty witnesses in suppornt of the re-
spondents’ alibi were in court awaiting
the call to testify, but they will probably
not be heard until the September term of
the Cumberland county supreme court,
which is the mext grand jury sitting.

Throughout the forenoon the respond-
ent was at ease and joined in the laughter
mthnmommpoimadmdxhe-vﬂalwdsev-
eral times exchanged winks with friends
in the audience when points were
by his attorneys in cross-examination of
witnesses. But in the afternoon the tes-
timony came so strong aaginst him that

Currier’s pawnshop, eaid he bought a
Waltham open-faced watch of Cole, Aprl
12. His description tallied with Bern-
atein’s description of the watch sold to
Steeves. Three times Cole called at Cur-
rier’s stores. The first time he offered
tch, the second time

The most semsational testimony of the
day was that of Felix Lewis, a Portland
pelephone lineman, en uncle of Cole’s wife.
He eaid that four days before the disap-
pearance of Steeves he met Steeves and
Cole. He tried to borrow some money of
Cole. Cole took witness aside and bold
him that Steeves had some money and &
gold watch, and suggested that they could
easily get possession of them by getting
him' drunk or robbing him. “T told him
I didn’t want o be mixed up in such a
mess,” said the witness. “He wanbed me
to meet him at 1 o’clock that day. He
could get Steeves into his room
and drug him. He asked me what kind of
a drug he would use. To end the conver-
sation, 1 suggesbed using cigarette asheg in
whiskey. I had never heard of such a
drug, but suggested it so as to get away
from Cole. I promised to meet him but
didn’t keep the engagement. I never saw
Steeves afterwards. When I mext met
Cole I asked him where Steeves was. He
replied that he was away looking for &
job.”

Ernest C. Farr, a Portland coal dealer,
testified that April 13, the day after
Steeves’ disappearance, Cole bought two
baskets of wood and offered a Canadian
$5 bill in payment. Asked if he had no
smaller change, Cole replied that he had
not. Witness saw other Canadian bills in
Cole’s possession. Cole had a few days be-
fore asked credit for fuel ordered.

INFLUX OF JEWS
INTO CANADA

There Are Now Twenty Thou-
sand in Montreal --- Number
Increasing.

(Montreal Witness).

Jews from all parts of the world are at
present pouring into Montreal. Bspecial-
ly is the influx of Russian end Polish
Jews remarkable. These people are much
Jower in the seale of civilization than the
great majority of their race. The Russian
and Polish Jews have suffered the most
ruthless persecutions - for centuries. They
have been denied all righte of citizenship;
they have been kept from the soil; even
education has been withheld from them.
They will need, therefore, a generation
in which to work up to the level of Chris-
tian citizenship in Montreal. This is
the opinion of a prominent educational-
ist, who has taken much interest, for over
a quarter of a century, in the Jewish peo-
ple of the «ity. In the opinion of this
gentleman, the Jews are mo menace to the
general Christian population, from the
point of view of irreligion or impoverish-
ment, The Jews are intensely religious,
and practice the tenets of their faith with
¢ar more earnestneas than do Christian
peoples. They have, too, e encient ci-
vilization, although many of the race have
retrogressed. But even these, when they
ocome to the city, poor and dirty, are most
anxious that their chi ghould receive
an education, and the latter are at once
sent to school.

About thirty years ago, or thereabouts,
there were exactly twenty Jewish children
being educated in this city—in a public
way—a small house being rented for the
purpose on St. Urbian street. In the Pro-
testant schools of the city there are now
2,411 Jewish children receiving a free edu-
cation. This number jncludes those who
attend -the Baron de Himsch Institute
Schiool, which is maintained by the Pro-
testant Board of School Commissioners.

These children are remarkably eager to
Jearn. They especially desire to become fa-
miliar with the English tongue. This be-
ing a foreign language to them, tey do
not make the progress, of course, which
children of English-speaking parents make
in Whe acquisition of their own tongue. Un
the other hand, they are remarkably pro-
ficient in arithmetic. !

‘Asked if that were mot & transmitted ap-
titude, rendered prominent by necessity of
dealing imposed om the Jewigh race by
persecuting European fovernments, the
gentleman referred to said there possibly
was something in that; but the Jewish
children generally were very proficient.
There were 82 Jews in the High School,
55 in the Senior School, end 618 in the
Baron de Hirsch School. The Jews paid
their school taxes inwo the {Protestant -pan-
el, but up ‘to the present comperatively
few Jews owned real estate, and the taxes
realized made a very slight contribution
to ithe cost of Jewish education, At the
same time, there was a. disposition to own
real estate—such as stores, factories and
the like. The Jewish children did mot, as
yet, constitube any menace to Protestant
education either as regards numbers or rac-
ial aptitudes, but the educationist said
that it avas conceivable that such a men-
ace might' exist in the future if the Jews
continued to come as they were coming &t
present.

There were twenty thousand Jews in
the city. The number was increasing rap-
idly. Their manner of living was mot ours;
their haebits were peculiar; and their en-
vironment in the segregation which marked
weminc@ta.inmmof#hechbywmﬂd
certainly mark them out for disease im
case an epidemic struck the city.

The educationalist said that he had seen
some remarks attributed to Dr. Bryce, of
Ottawa, who appeared to think that the
manner in which the “foreign” Jews lived

in Montreal constituted a menace to the Ti

public health. It would certainly take
a long time for the mewcomers from Rus-
sia to reach the etandard of the majority
of our people; their children would pro-
bably reach it. In the Baron de Hirsch
School, for instance, it was necessary for

tions such as had been described as exist-
ing in New York, prevailing in Montreal.
On the other hand, the commercial metro-
polis of the country was becoming more
and more cosmopolitan, and would be
more and more the home of the oppress-
ed Jews, chiefly because it permitted of
their following industrial pursuits — that
is to say, manufacturing clothing, and the
like, though it was @ noticeable thing
about the Jewish children in the Protest-
ant echools that they discovered but lit-
tle ‘aptitude for manual training, and the
Jews, es a rule, did not engage in trades,
such as carpenters or the like, choosing
meens of livelihood which had relation
chiefly to dealing.

LONDON, May 12. — In the natural
history museum this afternoon Andrew
Carnegie presented the cast of the skele-
ton of a diplodocus to the trustees of the
British Museum. In a brief speech, Mr.
Carnegie said the museum owed the gift
to King Edward who, when at Skibo Cas-
tle, remarked that he hoped Great Britain
would some day possess the ekelebon of a
diplodocus. The cases which brought
over the cast are going back to Pitteburg
filled with valuables from duplicate arti-
cles in the British Museum,
