Jphn R. Haycock swore out information
that on October 28th last, White forged
a money order alleged to be signed by
P. J. Donohue, and payable to G. R. Boly-
ton for 850. F. B. Perkins was the remit-

This morning, in the police court, F.
R. Taylor called John R. Haycock, route
agent of the Dominion Express Company,
who said that his duty wds to inspect the
different offices. The witness was shown
the order, and .said that the writing on
the front, filling in the order, and the en-
dorsement was written by the.same per-
son.

Mr. McKeown asked him if he would
swear to that, and on receiving an affirm-
ative reply remarked: ‘“You are the only
one in the court that would.”

Mr, Taylor produced  another order,

which he alleged was made out the same

time as the last one. Mr. Haycock iden-
tified the order as one filled in and endors-
ed by the defendant. Two other orders
were also produved ‘and the witness said
that the orders avere cut out of the order
book together. Two of the orders wete
for $50 each and. onme for #25, making a
total of $125. : 5

In answer to Mr. McKeown, the witness
gaid that the three orders passed through
t®e Bank of Nova Scotia, aud were paid
at St. John.

Mr. McKeown -and Mr. Haycock - then
entered into a discussion about the writ-
ing on the front of the orders and that
on the back of them. ' Mr. Haycock still
maintained that the writing was disguis-
ed but was unquestjonably, in his opin-
ion, that of the defendant.

APPLE PACKING FRAUDS
; (Toronto Globe)

é A despatcn drom Brantford, published
Lin The Globe on Saturday, reported the
‘com-iction of two apple men for fraud in
| the packing of apples. The fruit had been
{ shipped to a dealer in Prince Albert, Sask.
who complained to the Dominion fruit in-
spector at Winnipeg of the inferior qual-
ity of the apples. The inepector found
that most of the barrels contained from
23 to 27 per cent. of culls, and he came to
Ontario to institute proceedings. The re-
sult was the conviction before Magistrate
Ludlow of both the owner and the pack-
er, and the despatch closes with this state-
ment: “In both cases the minimum fine
was imposed.”

Now,. in the name of common honesty
and of common sense, why should “the
minimum fine” , be imposed? For ycamrs
jthe department of agriculture has been
‘{rying to redeem the Canadian apple
trade from dishonesty and fraud. More
than four years ago the Frunits Mark Act
was passed, creating a reasonable standard
and fixing reasomable penalties. The of-
ficers of the department have been vigil-
ant and faithful in enforcing the law, but
five times their number would be requir- |
ed unle:s the dealers themselves learn to
respect the law. There are those in the
trade who will not learn except under
the compulsion of the heaviest fines and
the moet humiliating publicity. The time
has gone past when any. consideration
sao0uld be shown, Dealers must be taught
that careless packers are expensive, and
packers must lern that d'whonesty dbes
not pay. No man packs 25 per cent, of
culls cither ignorantly or by accident. The

8t. Paml, Minn,, April 3—The Teport

\| that President James J. Hill of the Great

Northern is building through Oanada a
third trans-continental line with -which
to enlarge his present system of Pacific
railwaye, was confirmed today in effect
by Vicepresident Louis W. Hill.

800 or 900 miles that are still o be con-
ctruc'ted west of Winnipeg. We could
complete the line within three years.”

FAVOR UNION

Project of a Convention of
Baptists to Include All
~ Canada '

The - question of a dominion Baptist con-
vention was discussed at a maes meeting
in Brussele street Baptist church last
evening, and the majority of those present
ment. .

Phe principal apeaker was Rev. Mr.
Laflamme, a missionary who is in the em-
ploy of the Ontario Foreign Mission Board,
and who is home from India an furlough.
The gcneru‘l jdea of the convention would
be to unite the Baptist conferences in the
dominion, so that mission work on a
larger and more effeciive scale might' be
possible. The misison board of the mari-
time provinces is under the direction and
control of the Maritime Provinces Baptist
conference, and in Ontario, the conference
there coutrols the mission boards of Que-
bec and Ontario, ;

In India there are two distinct fields of
missionary - labor, representing these two
sections ‘of ‘Canada, and it:is felt that if a
union could be effected larger undertak-
ings oould be successfully accomplished.
Another feature of union would be a pub-
lication society for the whole of Canada.
Mr. Laflamme said in part that he had

* | directed the atteniion of Baptists in vari-

ous parts' of Canada to the project, and
he believed that such a proposition. found
favor. He had held meetings in influential
Baptist centres, and had intervieyed re-
presentative Baptists, He said that he be-
lieved in meany quarters there was the
conviction that the time was now oppor-
fune for union; that the union would ‘cotie
very few questioned.

Mr. Leflamme read . extracts from -the
Canadian  Baptist -and Mesenger and
Visitor, in which _journals * the idea, of
Union found support. 1A -general conven-
tion, the said, would efsble those interest-
ed in missionary affairs to meet and dis-
cuss their views, so thit their experiences
eand knowledge might become common
property, and be of mutual benefit.
Among those at the meeting were Rev.
Dr. James Manning, T. 8. Simms, Frank
Fales, Rev. J. H. Hughes, W. C. Cross
and Rev. David Hutchinson. !

The matter was discussed at length and

There - is still no inspector for the new:
Carleton wharf work because the board of
works has not decided on the salary which
the director may offer the man wihom he
appoints. It was expected the board would
deal with this yesterday but it happened
that only the chairman and two aldermen
were in the room when the matier wus
brought up, The rest had gone to the aute-
room, but refurned when the guesdon of
inspector’s salary had been held over.

The board made the allocations for the
street department and the limited sumn
available opened up considerable discus-
sion. A committee consisting ot the cheir-
man of the boards was appointed to cn-
quire into any inequalities in wages among
the temporary empioyes of the city. ‘Lhe
rate of pay for the mew wharf inspector
avas left until after the investization is
concluded. Ald. McGoldrick occupicd the
chair, and the full board was present.with
the director, harbor master, city cngineer,
superintendent of etreets, and commaa
clerk. .

The director reported on the proposal to
instal five five-gallon hand fire extinguish-
ers in the Sand Point warehouses, ile re-
commended that a 40-gallon chemical ex-
tinguisher on wheels be purchased at a
cost of §275 instead.and that it be placed
between sheds 2 and 3 so that one man
could take it in any direction.

MacRae pointed out that the board
had been epending only $8,000 a year for
asphalt sidewalks and crossings, including
new work, against $9,000 recommended by
the director for repairs alone. He eaid it
was no wonder comfilaints were made.

Ald. Baxter moved that $10,000 be allo-
cated for the purpose.

Ald. Lewis said he was determined to
have a fair share for Sydney ward. The
motion was carried.

On motion of Ald. Baxter $400 was re-
commended for Jlaying the grantie paving
in Water street.

On motion of Ald. MacRae $4,600 was re-
commended for repairs to wooden block
pavement and $1,800 for granite curbing.

In reply to Ald. McArthur the director
said tenders were called for wooden
blocks every year.
