Three Shells came toward ils, 
but not one of them hit us, and in a few 
minutes we passed out of the danger 
zone into Dutch waters and brought up 
at Elisden. The whole town, roused by 
the firing was up and out and had crowd­
ed down to the river front when the 
news of what was happening had spread. 
They greeted us with a roar of cheers 
and singing as the skipper swung in to­
ward the dock and they escorted us in 
triumph to the neighboring cafe, where 
we soon recovered from the emotion 
caused -by our exciting experience. No­
body, sttange to say, had been wounded, 
though the tug was riddled with bullets. 
Crowds visited her during the day and 
honored her skipper and crew, while the 
German soldiers on the opposite bank 
looked angrily but helplessly on.”

Admiral’s Shave Before Action
Sir Edward Parrott, speaking on “Sea 

Fights of the War” at the University of 
London, said that in1 this war battle­
ships had been in action for only six 
minutes. The great bulk of the work 
had been done by battle-cruisers." Re-\, 
ferring to the Battle of the Falklaa^, 
Islands, he said there was a story, which 
he hoped was true, that when Admiral 
Sturdee réceived news that Von Spec’s 
equadron had been sighted he was shav­
ing, and did not allow the news to in­
terrupt him. Moreover, while the pur­
suit was going on the admiral sent his 
men below in batches and gave them a 
good feed and a smoke afterwards. The 
victory he won was the most decisive in 
the whole history of British naval 
warfare.

There is no money 
in it for retailers at these prices, for 
there are few of them who did not have 
to buy when prices were so high recent­
ly, and there are potatoes now selling at 
these prices that stand the retailers 
more than 90c. a peck.

Onions are selling this week 
where from 12 to 15c. a pound, or 3 to 
5c. a pound less than a week ago. Cab­
bages are slightly cheaper, but there is 
not much change in carrots, beets, pars- 

-nips and turnips, and the markets do not 
offer very large supplies of green garden 
products and costs are still high. Straw­
berries are sixty and sixty-five cents a 
box, which is almost double what they 
brought just prior to the freeze in Flor­
ida.

Eggs can no longer be regarded as a 
luxury, for there has been a drop of 
about ten cents a dozen in retail prices; 
the best near-by eggs are now at forty- 
eight cents a dozen, with other grades at 
45c., 48c., and 40c.

Among topics which will be dis­
cussed by road experts from both Can­
ada and the United States, will be

In addi­
tion there will be special papers on gra­
vel roads, county organization and the 
defining of the regulations under which 
municipalities may avail themselves of 
the road legislation put in force by the 
various provinces of Canada.

In addition to the $10,000,000 which 
the dominion government is understood 
to intend voting for highway improve­
ment, it is expected that there will be 
an appropriation for a preliminary sur­
vey for a transcontinental highway, 
whose construction after the war has 
been practically accepted in principle by 
the cabinet, as a means of providing 
ploy ment for the returning soldiers, and 
an aid to the development of Canada I 
and its resources.

JS“RIG iA SICK STOMACH Again the British have advanced their front on the right and 
left wings in thé Somme and Ancre regions of France. On the left 
flank, east of Gtommecourt, the Germans gave up ground over a front 
of two miles to an average depth of 1,200 yards, while on the right 
flanlç, east of Bonchavesnes, an attack gave the British terrain on a 
front of 1,200 yards and 173 prisoners, according to the London war 
office. Heavy casualties were inflicted on the Germans in several 
counter-attacks.

The recent ceding of ground by the Germans in the Ancre and 
Somme regions evidently was not carried out for strategic reasons, 
but because of necessity, according to a staff correspondent of the 
Associated Press. A visit to various points of the line showed that 
the guns of the British had torn up tranchés and communication 
trenches, and searched out thoroughly the ground on a wide area 
behind the German line, where many hundreds of dead were later 
found.

Washington, March 4—President Wilson Informed the country In a state­
ment today that he is without power to arm merchant ships and to take other 
steps to meet the German submarine menace, In the absence of authority from 
congress, and that he was mistaken when he said in his recent address that he 
could act uncfer broad constitutional authority. ,

An extra ^session of congress, the president says, is required to clothe him 
with authority, but It is useless to call one while the senate works under the 
present rules, which permit a small minority to keep an overwhelming majority 
from acting»

The president proposes, therefore, that the special session of the senate 
which he has called to meet tomorrow will revise the rules “to supply the 
means of action, and save the country from disaster.”

“A little group of wilful men,” says the president, in this statement, “repre­
senting no opinion but their own, have rendered the great government of the 
United Sûtes helpless and contemptible.”

Twelve senators, led by Senator La* 
follette and encouraged by Senator Stone,
Democratic chairman of the foreign rela­
tions committee, in a filibuster denounced 
by President Wilson’s spokesman as the 
most reprehensible in the history of any 
civilised nation, denied the will of an 
overwhelming majority in congress up 
to the last minute today, and denied tp 
the president a law authorizing him to 
arm American merchant ships to meet 
the German submarine menace.

Unyielding throughout twenty-six 
hours of continuous session to appeals 
that their defiance of the president would 
be humiliating to the country ; uncom­
promising In a crisis described to them 
as the most serious to the nation since 
the Civil War, Lafollette and his small 
group of supporters refused a majority 
of their colleagues an opportunity to 
vote on the armed neutrality bill and it 
died with the sixty-fourth congress at 
noon.

Governor Whitman of New York, who 
directed the State Athletic Commission 
to prohibit the boxing bout between Les 
Darcy and Jack Dillon, on the ground 
that Les Darcy is a “slacker,” outlined 
Ids position In the following statement:

“I have directed the Boxing Commis­
sion to forbid the holding of the so-call­
ed ‘boxing exhibition’ at Madison Square 
Garden on Monday night. I am credib­
ly informed that one Les Darcy has 
planned, or that his managers have plan­
ned, that the fight contemplated shall be 
what is commonly known as a ‘fight to 
a finish’ or ‘knock out.’

“Les Darcy, so I am informed, is a 
runaway from his own country. In dis­
guise and under an alias he left his na­
tive land (Australia) because he was 
afraid to fight in the cause for whicli 
ids fellow countrymen are sacrificing 
their lives. He prefers to give a brutal 
exhibition, at some personal risk, for a 
purse of $80,000.

“I believe that the citizens of this 
state will support the governor in his 
insistence that this thing 
permitted in New York.”

At the conclusion of the conference 
with the governor, Chairman Wenck of 
the athletic commission, said that Les 
Darcy would not be permitted to parti­
cipate in any boxing contests in the 
state.

“The governor believes,” Mr. Wenck 
said, “that as this country is on the 
verge of war- it would be both unpatri­
otic and unseemly to place upon a pedes­
tal a man who has virtually deserted 
tiie military service of a nation that will 
be our ally in the event of hostilities. 
This executive order is directed solely 
against Les Darcy and not against the 
boxing game.”
