Berlin, Sept. 87.—A German official 
communication gays that after an artil­
lery preparation of great intensity which 
at some points lasted fifty hours, the ex­
pected Anglo-French offensive has been 
begun on the western front.

STRESS OF STORM
.

The violent wind storm this morning | 
played havoc with two large rafts of | 
logs in the St. John river, as they were f 
being towed from Fredericton to this 
city by the tugs Lillie Glaaier and Flush­
ing. The tugs had taken refuge above 
the breakwater at South Bey, but even 
t|iere they were not free from the effect i 
of the storm.

About 10 o’clock the lines holding the 
tow of the Lillie Glasler. parted rod ! 
more than 1,000,000 feet of logs were 
carried out Into the river. The rafts­
men endeavored to save their charge, 
and as a result of their efforts a boom 
was formed and many of the logs kept 
from being carried away.

The tug Flushing also got into diffi­
culties and lost upwards of 800,000 feet 
of her tow. The Reach was completely 
blockaded with logs this morning and a 
crew of men were vainly endeavoring to 
collect them. The loss will be quite 
heavy as the rafts will all have to be re­
formed, the logs resorted for their own­
ers, and ill addition large sums paid to 
men who salvage the logs which drifted 
away.

It is impossible to estimate 
the amount of booty captured by the 
allies, but a conservative estimate places 
it at hundreds of machine guns and 
many thousands of rifles taken from the 
enemy, who could not withstand the ter­
rific assaults of the magnificent troops 
commanded by Sir John French.

The Daily Telegraph calls it the 
greatest battle since the beginning of 
the war. The feeling of jubilation is 
Intensified by the report that the Rus­
sian armies, having entrapped the Aus- 
tro-Germans into marsh lands, where 
thdr heavy artilery is stalled, are con­
tinuing a counter offensive which is ad­
ministering terrible punishment to the 
foe and has paralysed the strategy of 
the Kaiser’s generals.

Mr. Tippett, with a handful of men, 
abdut - forty in all, was firing from the 
shelter of a hedge a.'few feet In advance 
of the remainder of the 'battalion. ' A* 
large body of the enemy approaching, 
Major Hanson ordered the forty to re­
treat across the field to the main hedge, 
where the rest of the .battalion was sta­
tioned. Just before this order arrived, 
Mr. Tippett was shot through the 
right leg.

He said that the wound caused very
little pain, the first intimation of it being 
a feeling as thotfgh someone had touch­
ed his leg with a red hot iron. He was 
able to move about for half an hour af­
terwards without bleeding excessively or 
feeling the disability much. Then «thé 
order came to retreat across the road. 
On the way across he was struck in the 
left arm and fell to the ground. Here 
his wounds commenced to stiffen, making 
it imposisble to crawl away, as the least 
movement made the pain excruciating.

After some time he was carried off 
the field, taken to Boulogne and .thence 
to the British Isles. He spent three 
weeks in a hospital at Cardiff, Wales, 
and three more at Ross, in. Hertfordshire. 
Next he.was sent to a convalescent home 
at Monks' Horton.

The deadlock in the western 
theatre of war has at last been broken, 
partially at least, and it has been de­
monstrated that when the Allies have 
enough men and munitions the German 
trenches of concrete and steel, with all 
their elaborate construction and power­
ful defences can be captured and the 

• enemy driven back.
We have waited long for this assur­

ance, and it Is doubly welcome at a time 
when the Russians are apparently begin­
ning to gather themselves for a new of­
fensive in the east, and have at least 
checked, and along part of the line turn­
ed back the Austro-Germah' forces. The 
sharp Russian recovery and the Allied 
success in the west will have a great 
effect in Bulgaria. The Turks will also 
be further disheartened, but, most of 
all. the French and British will be tilled 
with new confidence and energy, and the 
German people will have the truth 
brought home to them that at a time 
when they have reached the limit of 
their striking power the Allies are grow­
ing stronger and better able to continue 
the offensive along the whole line. It 
will be extremely difficult for Germany 
to strengthen her lines at any point 
without weakening some other point, 
and with more men and more guns the 
Allies will be able to thrust at every 
weak point with deadly effect We are 
told it was because the British forced 
the Germans to bring up their reserves 
at one point that the French were able 
to break through at another. This il­

x ■DR. MORISON’S ADDRESS.

The hundreds of men who heard Rev, 
Dr. Morison’s address in the Imperial 
Theatre last evening should be stronger 
supporters of. the recruiting campaign, 
because of the very clear and striking 
manner in which he presented the issues 
to their minds. This is not a war of 
kings, nor are Canadians merely asked 
to fight for England’s sake. Dr. Morfson 
truly said that it is a tight for human­
ity, and that it is the duty of all to 
rally to the support of the nations ar­
rayed against a barbarism and a theory 
of government that would rob the world 
of liberties won through toil and suf­
fering in all the centuries of human his­
tory. Germany cannot easily 'be crush­
ed. Nearly fifteen months of tremend­
ous effort have proved her strength and 
her resourcefulness. She presents the 
most remarkable single example of or­
ganised force the world bee ever seen; 
and, as Dr. Morison so clearly pointed 
out, her triumph would be the triumph 
of force, and of principles which subor­
dinate everything to the state,, and to 
the desires and the will of a military 
bureaucracy. Canadians, enjoying all 
the rights and privileges of a free demo­
cracy, perhaps find it difficult to grasp 
dearly the German point of view, but 
surely what they know of German 
atrocities since this war began, and of 
the utter disregard shown for all treat­
ies and all the laws of civilised warfare 
must convince them that German rule 
would rob the world of all that is most 
precious to the heart of the free citizen 
of a free country. The German war­
lords must be crushed forever.

artillery fire which, kept up for many 
days, so shattered the German trenches 
that when the French infantry advanced 
to the charge they were able to get clear 
through to the open country beyond, not 
only capturing the defensive works, but 
taking so many thousands of prisoners.

Doubtless the Allies suffered very con­
siderable losses, and the ranks must be 
fillfd from the reserves in France and 
England. We may .assume that the Al­
lies are now well supplied with muni­
tions, and that they will continue the of­
fensive, to make as much progress as 
possible before winter Sets in. They 
have proved that the German trenches 
ere not impregnable, and what was ac­
complished on Saturday can be repeated 
and continued if only there are 
munitions enough to overtake the 
task. It may be assumed that Germany 
will rush up fresh troops, and put forth 
tremendous efforts to/hold her ground. 
Once her armies begin to retreat the dif- 

, ficulty of keeping the truth from the Ger­
man people will become greater, and 
when the awakening comes it will be bad 
for the Kaiser. It would be folly, how­
ever, to assume that the victory just 
gained by the Allies is in any sense de­
cisive. There is a long, hard struggle 
ahead, for Germany has not yet been 
called upon to defend her own frontiers. 
She must be driven out of Belgium, 
France sad Russia, and then conquered 
on her own soil To accomplish this the 
Allies must keep up their fighting 
strength by new armies, and the recruit­
ing must go steadily on for
months to come. The news of Satur­
day’s victory should have the effect of 
making more and more of our young 
men eager to do their part in making 
victory complete and overwhelming.

The French struck north at the German lines in eastern Cham­
pagne on the verge of the forest of Argonne, between Auberive and 
Ville-Sur-Tourbe. From this point the line runs nearly due west to 
a point near Oompiegne, where it turns north to Arras and Ypres. 
It is north of Arras and just south of LaBassee that the British at­
tacked with the French supporting them on the flank. In point of 
actual ground gained and of the number of prisoners, taken the 
French assault was the more successful but as far as the immediate 
tactical results are concerned the British victory is likely to prove 
more fruitful, because it gave them Hil 70, north of Lens, and only à 
mile from the outskirts of that city which must now be regarded as 
in imminent danger of capture.

In both assaults, however, the actual amount of ground gained 
is overshadowed by the fact that as admitted by the Germans them­
selves the Allies carried almost in one rush the whole depth of the 
German first line of fortifications, consisting of three, fopr or even 
five concrete lined trenches each 100 or 200 yards behind the one in 
front of it bristling with machine gun's, trench mortars add howitzers 
and strengthened by labyrinths of underground burrows and bomb 
proofs, the work of months of labor and planned by the most skilled 
military engineers in Germany.

These fortifications have been in existence for nearly a year and 
have been constantly strengthened in every way that German in­
genuity could suggest until their holders themselves believed them 
virtually impregnable to any assault the Allies could make against 
them, and in fact hitherto neither French nor English have ever, in 
their most furious assaults, been able to do more than gnaw away the 
outer lines one by one at no faster than the Germans were able to 
build fresh lines in the rear and make the whole position as strong 
as before.

* In the fighting of the last two days, however, the Allies prac­
tically in one rush broke clear through this elaborate network of 
fortifications into the, open country behind and thereby compelled 
the Germans to fall back over a considerable front to their reserve 
liqe>t, some points three miles in tlje-roar. .

“We captured the western outskirts of Hulluch, the Village of 
Loo».and the mining works around it and Hill 70.”

Hulluch is on the road from Lens to LaBassee, four miles north 
of Lens. Loos is only two and one-half miles northwest of' Lens and 
Hill 70 is east of LaBassee road; only a mile from the outskirts of 
Lens. The British are thus squarely astride the only direct com­
munication between Lens and LaBassee which has been immensely 
Valuable to the Germans in moving their reserves and supplies,

A .later _ statement .from Sir Johp French issued tonight tells of 
the furious counter-attacks by the Germans on this line which show 
the importance attached by them to the position lost. There 
abundant indications in all the official reports that the whole fighting 
has beeri of the most desperate and sanguinary description.

The great importance of the victory around Lens lies in the fact 
that it is a step toward the recovery of the great coal and iron mines 
of Northern France of which Lens is one of the centres and which 
have been used by the Germans to supply them with the raw material 
for ammunition and guns. Sir John French’s report speaks of the 
catpure of the mines around Loos.

The news Of the Allied victories was received both here and in 
Paris with demonstrations of the wildest enthusiasm. Impromptu 
processions formed and marched for hours through the streets cheèr- 
ing wildly and wdving French and British flags intertwined.

The victory is regarded everywhere as another triumph of the 
military genius of General Joffre, who instituted the policy a month 
ago of battering daily and hourly at the German trenches with 
greater artillery fire than has ever before been seen. Meanwhile be­
hind this curtain of fire the Allied generals went quietly and meth­
odically about their preparations. All plans were carefully com­
pleted, the troops given every opportunity to rest and train like ath­
letes for a supreme effort, and then General Joffre waited patiently 
until the ceaseless pounding of the artillery had its effect and the 
moment for the assault arrived.

All over the country patriotic meet­
ings are being held especially in dis­
tricts where recruiting has been slow— 
at which trained public speakers are ap­
pealing to the young men of Canada to 
enlist and fight for freedom. Much of 
this work Is done by busy men, who as­
suredly would not engage in it were they 
convinced that an ample supply of re­
cruits could be obtained without effort.

The statements of General Hughes, 
Minister of Militia, that he can get a 
million recruits any time he wants them 
and that. men are coming forward twice 
as rapidly as they are required, have 
caused amazenemnt and consternation 
among those engaged in the recruiting 
campaign. Such a ridiculous “brag” is 
calculated to stop the stream of recru­
its at the very time when the need for 
them is becoming more urgent. There 
are thousands of young men offering now 
not because of a desire for adventure or 
the hope of winning fame, but be­
cause they believe there is pressing need 
for their help to destroy German mili­
tarism. If Sir Sam Hughes can get a 
million recruits any time he wants them, 
serious young Canadians on the point of 
sacrificing good positions and imperilling 
their careers at the call of their coun­
try will cease to regard that call as ur­
gent and will be disposed to draw back. 
They will naturally regard the stirring 
speeches of the members of the recruit­
ing league as overdrawn and the state­
ments made about slow recruiting as 
false.

General Hughes’ braggart talk is 
dangerous also because it leads 
the Canadian people generally to 
believe that they have done and 
are doing their full share in 
carrying on the great war. The truth 
Is that the proportion of Canadian troops 
despatched to the seat of war and ac­
tually at the front is lower than that of 
any other overseas dominion, and very 
much below the percentage of men sent 
out from Great Britain.

The velocity of the wind here was 
from 86 to 46 miles per hour during the 
day; but a marked abatement occurred 
in the evening and at 9 o’clock last night 
the velocity was 24 mUes per hour.

The southwesterly gale caused some 
trouble in the harbor. A large scow 
owned by the Maritime Dredging 
Company broke adrift from her mooring 
at No, 1 pier and was carried up the har­
bor. The power boat Alto took her In 
tow before any damage was done.

The tem schooner Edward Stewart 
dragged her anchors and was towed to 
No. 7 berth. Fishing gear was blown 
from Rodney wharf and was recovered 
with difficulty.

At Mel.arm’s beach owners of boats 
puUed them far up on the beach in an 
effort to keep them .from being carried 
away. The heavy seas played havoc 
with the weirs.

Dunn’s weirs at Saints’ Rest were also 
reported damaged by the huge comb­
ers. Two dories were also cast up on the 
beach. Fishermen at Chance and Dip­
per Harbors were also reported to have 
suffered considerable loss as a result of 
damage to their weirs.

At Welchpool, Campobello, the gale 
caused a tremendous sea and several 
small craft were cast up on the shore.

On the river the storm made itself felt. 
Several boats which left the Power Boat 
Club in the morning were unable to re­
turn at night owing to the danger of 
being swamped. It was also reported 
that some motor boats had been cast 
ashore by the wind and surf.

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SAW SUBMARINE 
SINK HESPERIAN

British Captain Has Filed a 
Statement

AVOIDED A LE FATE
Submarine Was Mating Directly 

For the Crosby But Captain 
Managed te Get Away From 
the Underwater Craft

Norfolk, Va, Sept. 27.—Capt. Smeffie 
of the British Steamship Crossby has 
filed with the British consul at New­
port News a statement to the effect that 
he witnessed the sinking of the Allan 
liner Hesperian by a torpedo fired from 
a German submarine.

He says the submarine gave chase to 
the Crossby and that only by putting on 
full steam and steering a zig-zag course 
in the darkness was he able to escape.

Capt Smdlie’s statement it was said, 
will be sent to the British admiralty to 
refute the contention from Berlin that 
the Hesperian was-sunk by a floating 
mine.

Capt SmelUe says he left London on 
Aug. 81 for Newport News, and that 
late in the afternoon of Sept. 4 he sight­
ed a liner a few miles loff his starboard 
how. He later learned that the vessel 
was the Hesperian. Just about dark, he 
says, the liner appeared to give a lurch 
and began to sink by the head: He 
started to her assistance, but had hardly 
got the bow of his vessel around when 
he discovered a submarine making di­
rectly for him.

He was forced to turn his vessel 
around and rang for full speed ahead. 
Then he sent a warning to the Are room 
to put on all ateam the vessel could 
stand. He kept the stem of his vessel 
towards the submarine and steered a 
zig-zag course. All lights on the Cross­
by were extinguished. He says the sub­
marine did not Arc on his vessel and 
when morning came It had disappeared.

\An eager throng of people wended 
their way to the water front at Indion­
to wn this morning to obtain particulars 
about motor boats which had gone up 
river yesterday and were unable to re­
turn last evening on account of the 
storm. Several arrived, and none of 
them met with mishap.

About eleven o'clock the steamer 
Oconee arrived and reported that a 
motor boat was adrift in Grand Bay, 
and the occupants, three men, were in 
danger of losing their lives. Commodore 
Gerow, of the St. John Power Boat 
Club, despatched the tug Martello to the 
rescue. The heavy seas and wind had 
made it quite Impossible for the Oconee 
to render aid. Considerable apprehen­
sion was felt for the men, as it was con­
sidered the boat would be swamped in 
the heavy sea. About 12 o’clock the tug 
returned with the motor boat in tow. 
The occupants had been taken on board 
and were all safe. The boat was owned 
by Dr. H. B. Nase.

The power boat Dasie B, owned by 
Fred Barton, which was moored at Ren- 
forth, filled with water this morning and 
turned over on her side. The boat is 
of the cabin type. It was felt that un­
less the storm abated, she would be bad­
ly damaged.

Commodore Gçrow told a Times’ re­
presentative this afternoon that upwards 
of sixty boats went up river either on 
Saturday or Sundhv. and that at two j 
o’clock this afterwoon all had returned ; 
safely except a few small ones which he. 
considered would" remain in shelter until 
the storm abated. He said he had been 
very anxious and «vas delighted that no 
accidents had biéà reported.
