
New British Army of 1,100,000 In France; 
Allies Are Reported Ready For Great Drive

Paris Hears of Great Raid 
on England In June By 

550 Airships ARE IN THE TRENCHES, 
DOING FULL SHARE

New York, April 12—A British army of 1,100,000 strong has been transported to France during 
the last six weeks, according to E. Thompson Seton, a well-known Canadian author and naturalist, here 
from England. They were shipped at Southampton and Portsmouth and landed in Havre and Bordeau. 
One-half of this army is already at the front.

“The great drive planned by the allies for May,” he said, “is all prepared and m^y be launched be- 
-jfore that date.’’

Paris, April 12—Five hundred end fifty Zeppelins and aeroplanes have been 
assembled by die Germans far a raid over England, in June, according to in­
formation Just brought to Paris.

The niinistry of foreign affairs today gave out a statement from a Spanish 
traveller who baa returned from Germany, saying that everybody there is pre­
dicting the greatest war raid over England in June, in which 150 Zeppelins and 
400 aeroplanes, all fitted with aluminum motors, will take part.

SEA?Story of English Battleship of Amazing Propor­
tions to be Most Powerful War Vessel Afloat

iRussian Troops Are 
On Hungarian Soil

New York, April 12—According to a report from London received by the 
_ Tribune, England has laid down a new battleship of amazing proportions, 

which wil be by far the most powerful craft afloat It will mark a change in 
battleship construction, exceeding that which came when the first dreadnought 
was built

It will necessitate the adoption of new methods in battleship construction by 
all nations, and will halt the construction programme of the United States.

It is Impossible, in view of the absolute secrecy surrounding all British 
naval construction,- to verify absolutely the facts about this new sea monster, 
but the Tribune’s information comes from a trustworthy source.' It is said that 
this great new ship will he 800 feet In length, will carry six 15-inch guns, and 
have the wonderful speed of forty knots.

At present, the Queen Elizabeth, now at the. Dardanelles, stands as the 
most powerful engine of war afloat. She Is, however, only 650 feet In length, 
but carries eight 15-inch guns. She is oil driven, as the new ship will be. In 
the craft now planned, armament is sacrificed for increased speed. The increased 
length gives the great holler and engin; room capacity needed to produce such 
speed.

London, April 12—Reports are current 
here that heavy firing is taking place at 
sea off Scarborough, indicating that some 
kind of a naval engagement is in pro­
gress.

LONDON PAPER SAYS 
GERMANS BEATEN.

London , April 12—While London 
newspapers today featured Scandinavian 
despatches reporting that British and 
German warships had fought a battle 
off the Norwegian coast in which the 
Germans had been defeated, the Admir­
alty preserved silence. One version said 
that a large number of German warships 
had attempted to make their way into 
the Atlantic to harass British shipping, 
but had been driven back.

Nàval experts declined to accept the 
various reports as true, though their pub­
lication was sanctioned by the govern­
ment censor. They said that if a naval 
battle had occurred its results would 
have, been made known first to the gov­
ernment.

Petrograd, April 12—Russian troops are now twenty miles within Hungar­
ian territory and have readied the valley of the Ung Rivet, south of Uzsok 
Pass. It is asserted at the War Office that this rapid advance will render the 
positions of the Austro-German forces at Uzsok Pass untenable.

The general Russian advance into Hungary through the passes and over the 
Carpathian crests, will be made over a front of 125 miles. Great masses of 
troops aie bring carried to this front over the Galician railroads.
TORTURE BRAVE RUSSIAN

London, April 12—The Petrograd correspondent of the London Morning 
Post says:—

A Russian scout was caught on March 29, on German territory north of 
Mysztoes, and taken to German headquarters. Here ten German officers spent 
a whole hour torturing the man to extract information about Russian troops. 
He resolutely declined to betray his country. When the officers tired of tortur­
ing him, he svas piaced under guard as a prisoner of war, but contrived to get 
away and returned to his own lines. He was rewarded with the cross of the 
order of St. George of the first class, and a gift of money for loyalty to his 
soldier's oath.

KITCHENER’S CALL Must Hold Woevre, Orders 
Kaiser; Fighting Now Where 

Gravelotte Was Won and Lost
BELIEVE END OF

Paris, April 12—“Hold the lines to Woevre district at all cost," Is the order 

which Emperor William is reported to have sent to field headquarters on the 
German left wing. German prisoners declare that the German officers 
manding the forces on the Woevre plain have pledged themselves to die before 
they will retreat. V i

The great battle of the Woevre Is bring fought out upon the edge of the 
battlefield of Gravelotte, where the deciding engagement of the F ran co-Prus­
sian war to 1870 took place. .The same strategical roadways which are being 
fought for now, and the same summits, for which the troops are contesting, were 
then the objects of the opposing armies’ efforts. Although the French have tost 
heavily, the gains attained, especially at Sparges, have more than compensated 
for the severe casualties.

French military men regard the Germans attacks against the Belgians to 
West Flanders, and against the French near Albert, as diversions. A steady bom­
bardment is being kept up by the Germans against the British front between 
Labassee and Ypres, and Intermittent artillery duels have occurred on the Aisne, 
west of Rheims, and to the Champagne region.

MATTER OF SHIPMENT 
OF REMOUNTS FROM

THE PORT OF PORTLAND

Portland, Me., April 12—There is a 
question as to how majiy horses will be 
sent from here after the regular steam­
ship service is over, to serve as remounts 
for the French and British armies. Pat- 
rictyWard, who is in charge at the stock- 
yards, and who was in New York re­
cently, is of the opinion that' very large 
consignments will be forwarded from 
this port and some were shipped this 
week.

There has been some effort made 
here to prevent further shipments as 
there has been at other points, but 
as Col. F. E. Boothby, the bead of 
the State Society for the Protection of 
Animals, pointed out at the annual 
meeting; the closing of this port to that 
line of shipments would not lessen the 
number to be forwarded because they 
could be sent from St. John or Halifax, 
and, of course, will be after the St. Law­
rence is again open to navigation and 
the full Canadian service is resumed. If 
the war is prolonged into next winter, 
then the point may bç of some actual 
importance.

There is no doubt that the Shipment 
of horses from Portland has been of 
real advantage to the allies, and up to 
this time every consignment has safely 
reached France or England, but as Col- 
Boothby well said there would be no­
thing gained by a discussion of the mat­
ter at this time, and there are gr 
doubts whether the business could be 
legally checked in any case, much less 
prohibited.'

The shipments of horses from here 
may add to the business of the port and 
keep a good many men at work longer 
than had been anticipated, but in any 
event the direct steamship service with 
the exception of a possible sending here 
for horses will close with the month, or 
possibly a boat or two early in May. 
There is but very little wheat in the 
elevators and that little will soon all be 
taken from here.

GETTING READY.
Two significant statements are njade 

in the cables to this morning’s papers. 
One is that Kitchener's call for the sec­
ond Canadian contingent has come, and 
the other Is that another great two 
weeks recruiting campaign has opened in 
England. The exact date of the sailing 
of the second Canadian expeditionary 
force is of course withheld, but ere many 
weeks hare passed thousands of men 
now in traihing in Canada will be re­
ceiving their final training at camps in 
England, preparatory 4b going to the 
front. This will make It necessary to 
recruit still more men in Canada to re­
inforce those who will have gone for­
ward, and Sir Robert Borden says that 
a total of 180,000 men will he recruited in 
Canada If the war should last another 
year. It is estimated that 101,860 men 
bare thus far been enrolled, and are 
either In training in Canada or in Eng­
land, or at the front As fast as drafts 

made upon the units that are under 
training for foreign service other'recruits 
nsast fill their places, so that Canada’s 
army may be kept up to full strength 
throughout the war. \

It would appear that great events In 
the war aone are Impending. Lord Kitch­
ener said many months ago that the real 
war would begin the first of May. We 
are now nearing the middle of April. 
British troops have been pouring Into 
Trance, and it is evident that many 
more are to be sent, and the ranks.in 
England filled with recruits who are now 
being urged to enlist, at meetings ad­
dressed by men of every shade of polit­
ical opinion. In all that is said and writ­
ten officially It is taken for granted that 
the war is to continue for a long time 

~~ yet, and plans are being laid to provide 
if necessary for a continuation of the 
struggle through the year 1916. It does 
not seem possible that Germany can re­
sist so long, or that another winter cam­
paign will be necessary. Yet, it is well 
to be prepared, and Lord Kitchener is 
taking nothing for granted. If it is 
necessary to continue the conflict next 
year, he will have the men and the muni­
tions, and ah even more perfect organ­
ization for effective warfare than he has 
at the present time. But the Germans 
have first to be driven out of Belgium 
and France, and we may anticipate a 
terrific struggle within the next few 
months, with heavy casualties and more 
and more demands for men and hospital 
supplies and munitions of war.

The 
derful military machine thas has been 
built up during the last twenty years, 
and the efficiency of which gave Germ­
any such a notable advantage at the 
beginning of the war, has been 
ously weakened in these eight months, 
and the great and constant consumption 
of war materials of all kinds, in addition 
ito the actual loss of men, must he bring­
ing the country measurably closer to 
the time when the German armies will 
he at a very great disadvantage. The re­
sistless advance of Russia is steadily 
breaking down the power of Austria, and 
this must count very strongly in the 
struggle against Germany. Russia is able 
to bring up more and more men, and she 
has revealed a tremendous striking force 
as well as a great reserve power. She is 
far from being the weak and inlifferent 
fighting power Germany believed her to 
be. In the west also there has been * 
revelation. If Germany expected France 
to lose heart at the outset, she has been 
greatly disappointed. The confidence of 
the French people in their ability, not 
only to hold the Germans in chefek, but 
to conduct an offensive campaign, has 
been growing steadily for months; and 

\ the efficiency of the French army is 
worthy of its best traditions. The Brit­
ish army is for the present content to 
hold its own, but is growing steadily 
stronger in readiness for the decisive 
conflict which must come within the 
next few months. If the Germans do 
not yet realize what this great massing 
of armies on their eastern and western 
fronts means they will not long be left 
in ignorance. Their utter failure to in­
terfere to any serious extent with the 
trade of Britain must have a dishearten­
ing tendency, and they now know that 
their great Zeppelins are as unable to 
give material assistance as is the fleet in 
the Kiel Canal. Slowly but steadily the 
cordon of steel is 'being drawn closer 
about them, and they must soon realize 
l‘»w colossal was the crime of those re­
sponsible for this great war.

White the boundaries of Europe today 
are trembling in the balance of war,” 
says a statement issued by the National 
Geographical Society, “It is interesting 
to contrast the Europe of April 1, 1816, 
with the Europe of April 1, 1915. Then 
Europe was at war just as it is now. 
Then one great nation,was standing off 
a host of allies just as" today the brunt 
of the present war falls on one great 
power against a field of allies. The same 
five great European nations that are at 
war now were fighting then. Only the 
lbltMip was different.

“Then, it was Europe—Great Britain, 
Prussia, Austria and Russia—against 
France and Napoleon. Then, as now, 
the vast armies of the allies wer# making 
reaày for a spring campaign of invas­
ion, and; much as is the case today, 
the fields within present Belgium were 
first choice for a war theatre. Moreover 
a century of politics and diplomacy have 
made tittle change in the questions about 
which ware are waged in Europe. One 
important difference was that the Eur­
ope of ^.pril 1, 1815, had about pro­
gressed, through a score of years of 
trouble, to a state of dissatisfied, peace­
ful exhaustion.

“Napoleon made his Waterloo cam­
paign in the spring of 1815, and, by 
July 18, it had been decided in the favor 
of the allies. During the great emper­
or’s banishment to Elba, the powers that 
had brought about his abdication and in 
whose hands the settlement of Europe’s 
troubles lay, placed the vork of reorgan­
ising boundaries, the remarking of the 
map, before a congress, which was call­
ed at Vienna in September, 1814. The 
efforts" of this congress became an In­
definite series of moves for impossible 
bargains, and its deliberations had al­
most resulted in War among the bargain­
ers, when Napoleon returned from Elba, 
and began his march on Paris, March 1, 
1815. Thus stimulated, the congress 
hastened with its task, and, by June 9, 
the Final Act, embodying the treaties of 
Vienna, was signed.

“The map of Europe on April 1, 1815, 
then, was as indeterminate a thing as is 
that map today. France had been crowd­
ed back within the borders of Roman 
Gaul. Her boundaries were the Py­
renees In the south. Piedmont, Savoy, 
Switseriand and Baden, on the west, and 
the Netherlands and Prussia on the 
northeast. It was the France of Louis 
V., the France of before the Revolution; 
and it had lost the Netherlands, a great 
section of Central Germany, and a strip 
of coastal Germany, which Napoleon had 
included in the empire. But, on April 1, 
the Little Corporal was planning to de­
feat the arms of England, Prussia, Rus­
sia and Austria in detail, and to re-es­
tablish his imperial fame.

“While the congress in Vienna had 
not reached final action In its work, the 
boundaries of the new German confed­
eration had practically been decided. The 
new confederation included all of Ger­
man Europe, with the exclusion of the 
Netherlands and Denmark. Austria was 
given the presidency of the federal diet. 
The former grand duchy of Warsaw was 
made a constitutional kingdom under 
the Russian crown, yd the congress 
confirmed Russia’s possession of Fin­
land, which It had conquered from Swed­
en in 1808. Swedish Pomerania was ced­
ed to Prussia. The modem German em­
pire, with the exclusion of Austria and 
the addition of the province of Schles­
wig, German Poland, and Alsace-Lor- 
aine, is defined by the boundaries placed 
by the Vienna congress to the German 
confederation.

“Thus the tentative re-arrangement of 
a post-Napoleon Europe stood through 
April, while the Emperor of the French 
was feverishly engaged in raising and 
equipping armies with which to meet 
his enveloping enemies. It was only by 
his remarkable enterprise that he was 
able to get together an army of 360,000 
by June 1. In the meantime, an Aus­
trian army of 210,000 had been assem­
bled upon the Rhine frontier, and a Rus­
sian army of 150,000 was moving up to 
co-operate with the Austrians. Another 
Austrian force menaced from the south­
east, and the Prussian and English arm­
ies were concentrated in Belgium. Na­
poleon began his final strategic moves 
on June 6.

“Since the overthrow of Napoleon and 
the work of the Congress of Vienna, the 
changes In Europe have been those mak­
ing toward the unification of like peo­
ples, thus the two great changes were 
the establishment of the German Em­
pire and of the Kingdom of Italy. Italy 
was formed by the Congress of Vienna

as. a crazy quilt of small states, largely 
under the dominance of Austria. France 
found herself within her historic bound­
aries, with the excitable unquiet of de­
mocratic leaven. Russia emerged as an 
equal member of the European concert 
of powers, and Great Britain began hee, 
career as the undisputed mistress of the 
seas.

“Turkey, having kept her hand out of 
the international pie, got through with 
a whole hide, although Russia sought to 
have the Turkish question brought be­
fore the congress. Holland was confirm­
ed in the possession of Belgium ; and 
Sweden was compensated for her loss 
of Finland by having Norway given to 
her. Denmark lost the continental end 
of her territory to the Germans.”

When telling the story of the Pilgrim 
Fathers to the children of a primary 
grade of a large city in the United 
States the teacher tried to impress upon 
them the fact that the country was 
ten at that time.

(Commercial and Financial World)
Students of the city transportation 

problem have been energetically preach­
ing for several years the doctrine that 
the automobile offers an easy and logic­
al solution of existing difficulties. It has 
been pointed out time and time again, 
in the public prints and in platform dis­
cussions, that a transportation service 
which Is not “tied to rails” can be pro­
vided in every city and that such a ser­
vice will practically obviate the over­
crowding of street cars and avoid many 
of the operating delays Incident to the 
street railway business.

However, until comparatively recently 
this suggested solution of an apparently 
diffcult problem has not borne fruit. All 
that has been needed, however, was a 
man with the proper sort of push and 
enterprise to take hold of matters and 
carry them through to successful cul­
mination.

e direct result of his observation 
and enterprise has been the incorpora­
tion under New York laws of the Jitney 
’Bus Company, a Concern which has em­
barked in the transportation business on 
lines which are entirely new to this part 
of the country. The Company is in real­
ity a co-operative organization, the prin­
cipal members of which are the 
of passenger automobiles. The company 
offers these owners what amounts vir­
tually to an opportunity to go into busi­
ness for themselves, and at the same time 
giving them special advantages which 
they could not enjoy were they operat­
ing independently.

The company registers the ear of 
everyone who desires to go into the pas­
senger carrying enterprise and assists 
them with its advertising, telephone ser­
vice and other facilities in obtaining pa­
tronage. It pays them a flat rate for the 
use of their cars, payment being based 
on the mileage traveled in the transpor­
tation of passengers. It enables them to 
buy gasoline at wholesale prices and to 
effect material saving on tires, oil and 
other supplies and repairs. In return for 
this the automobiles operate within a 
designated three-mile limit as passenger 
carriers.

The plan from the standpoint of the 
public is to provide service at a flve-cent 
fare. The cars operate from the down­
town section, in all directions, for a dis­
tance of three miles. There is no definite 
stated route for each car. The first pas­
senger taken on determines the route 
and other passengers, going in the 
general direction, arc taken on ahd dis­
embarked in order. The ride whether for 
a block or for three miles, costs the pas­
senger five cents and he is landed at his 
door. A traffic department has’been or­
ganized under whose direction the -auto­
mobiles are being operated and a a&kvn 
town, ground floor station is shortly to 
be opened where passengers may board 
the cars. The purpose, of course, is to 
carry passengers both ways—out and in j 
—and to take care of the average traffic 
rather than to serve a special neighbor­
hood or locality during certain hours.

Although the company has been or­
ganized only a few days the plan has 
already demonstrated great possibilities. 
The service is a decided success, both 
from the standpoint of the public and 
that of the car owners. Practically half 
a hundred cars are now operating 
regularly and the prospects of increasing 
this number are excellent. Indeed, in 
other cities where the plan has been suc­
cessfully applied, such as Los Angeles 
and Kansas City, there are a very much 
larger number pf cars in regular opera­
tion, as undoubtedly there will also be in 
Buffalo once the service has become 
thoroughly known to the public.

Premier Borden gave figures, compiled by General G. Watkin, chief of the 
general staff, as to the enrolling and the present disposition of Canadian forces, 
which made a grand total of 101,566. 1

“In order,” proceeded the premier, "to enable the-houee to estimate the nu­
merical strength of that force I may point out that numerically it constitutes 
four times as many men as were under Wellington at Waterloo, and It is near­
ly double the total force of either Wellington or Napoleon at Waterloo. I 
think that the house and the country may congratulate themselves that in 
a period of not more than eight months so great a force as this has been or­
ganized to a very considerable extent, armed and equipped, and to know also 
that the number of guns which went abroad with the first contingent consid­
erably exceeds the total number of guns that Wellington had at his disposal at 
the battle of Waterloo.”

•nd Walter Cox have succeeded in top­
ping Ed Geers as the leading money win­
ning reinsman on the Grand Circuit, 
but in point of giving fast records to 
trotters and pacers the “Silent man from 
Tennessee” still has a long lead on all 
the drivers in the world. John Splan, 
who won fame with the trotter Rams, 
started in the 2.10 list in 1888 when he 
drove the pacer Johnston in exactly 2.10, 
and one year later the extreme list for 
trotters was started, when Jay Eye See 
trotting in 2.10 was the champion for a 
day. There are now more than 2,000 
trotters and pacers with records of 2.10 
and better, and Qfeers, with 87 to his 
credit, leads the list as the best driver 
at both gaits.
