Following is the text of the address
celivered by the president at the open-

ing session:
PRESIDENT’S ADDRESS.

“Gentlement:—

“It is not my purpose at this time
te burden you with a speech. What
few remarks I may makq are intended
simply to open the way for discussion
by vou men of the Maritimes. I do
not think we have bome to this meet-
ing to lament or find fault with our
Jot. We people of the Maritimes be-
lieve in ourselves; and have faith in
the future of our country, and we in-
tend,“to work out our own salvation
by jour own best personal effort and
by standing together as one man, in
seelting and obtaining our rights.

“It is to consider our problems and
consider ways and means that we are
gathered here today under the auspices
of the Maritime Board of Trade. We
want to develop our natural resources,
('Xll,tc industries that will give employ-
ment to our native sons and daugh-
ters, as well as to others who may
desire to make homes for themselves
in our land.

MUST HAVE MARKETS.

“In order to do this we must have
markets for our products and these
markets must be found largely out-
side Canada. This applies especially
to the products of our forests and fish-
eries. Our forests supply over 50 per
cent. of the total traffic carried by
our national railway in the Atlantic
region. Fully 85 per cent. of the pro-
ducts of our forests find their market
outside Canada. I have no statistics
to prove it, but believe about the same
percentage of our fisheries are also
sold for export.

“Markets and transportation are
iherefore the vital things affecting our
welfare. Our position on the Atlantic
senboard and our ownership of the
only all-year open ports in Canada,
jyuts us in a position where we should
#nd would dominate the export busi-
‘mess of our country, provided we had
adequate transportation from these
ports the year round and also provid-
ing the markets of the world were
open to these products of ours in the
shape of finished or fully manufactured
goods ready for the consumer. Until
we obtain these markets and have this
adequate transportation, we cannot ex-
pect to prepare and can never hope to
attain the situation we should occupy
in Confederation.

BUSINESS SHOULD CO-OPERATE

“I do not think there is any question
in the minds of any of us present that
the need exists perhaps more today
than ever before for a Maritime orga-
nization of business men which would
provide the means of crystallizing the
efforts which are being put forth, indi-
vidually and collectively by various
sections of these provinces to better
our present economic and industrial
position.

“It js only necessary for us to con-
sider for a moment that we have re-
cently had a Royal Commission, ap-
yointed by the government to Investl-
gnate conditions in the Maritime Prov-
inces and bring in a report containing
siggestions as to what can be done to
%etter these condition and that this

Stand, Says U. S.
Paper

WASHINGTON, Nov. 23—Taking
cognizance of a rumor that one of the
first moves of Vincent Massey, newly
appointed Canadian Minister at Wash-
ington, will be a suggestion for revi-
sion of the Rush-Bagot Treaty, the
Washington Post raises editorial ob-
jections to the proposal.

The Post understanding from Cana-
dian sources that Mr. Magsey would
have the treaty qualified to permit
the United States government to have
a fleet of destroyers and rum chasers
on .the Great Lakes, says:

HAS INSURED PEACE.

“The Washington administration
and the senate would do well to con-
| sider carefully the wisdom of nullify-

ing an arrang~ment that for 108 years
has insured peace and tranquility be-
{ tween the Dominipn and the United
| States. Prior to prohibition this sug-
gestion was made with regard to bet-
ter enforcement against smuggling,
either of merchandise seeking to es-
cape payment of duties, or of aliens
endeavoring unlawfully, to enter the
United States. These questions have
arisen, but have been successfully met
through diplomatic channels resulting
in thorough ' Canadian co-operation.
Reciprocally this country has utilized
its power and authority to prevent in-
fraction on this side of the border of
Canadian laws.

«Modification of the long-standing
treaty, concewably might lead to seri-
ous trouble, for armed vessels in the
hands of indiscreet officials, may easily
cmbroil friendly nations.”

DUNCAN REPORT.

The contents have not yet been made
public, but from unofficial statements
that have been made as to the con-
tents of the report, it is evident that
it contains at least some suggestions
which should benefit our present con-
dition and further that the carrying
out of such suggestions is not looked
upen with favor by the press in some
sections of Canada. If the Duncan
report contains any recommendations
‘which are of the slightest benefit to
the Maritime Provinces, it is up to us
to see that they are put .nto effect
-at the earliest possible moment. For
this reason if for no other, the busi-
ness interests of the Maritime Prov-
jnces should be eager to co-operate
and provide the means whereby the
necessary machinery may be secured to
folow up this matter efficiently and
energetically.

“Then again at the instance of the
Federal Government, there is an in-
vestigation being carried on the Board
of Railway Commissioners for Canada
into the general freight rate structure
:of the Dominion, with a direction that
freight rates should be equalized as be-

t= tween territories to the greatest pos-

sible extent.

“Qur three Provincial Governments
co-operated and appointed a transpor-
tion specialist to prepare and present
our-case to the Board of Railway Com-
missioners and also secured counsel
to represent us and a presentation was
made in Moncton last spring. The
railways, however, did not put in any

.. evidence but announced they would

do so later.
RESUME FREIGHT HEARINGS.

“The board has now announced its
intention of resuming hearings in this

. investigation commencing at Ottawa
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on November 30, and continuing in
that city until the case is disposed of.

“All of the western provinces have
engaged counsel and transportation
specialists to look after their interests
and the provinces of Ontario and Que-
bec have done the same. Unless we

in the Maritime Provinces arrange for

adequate representation to look after
our interests, we can blame only our-
selves if our interests are neglected.

Andrews Asks Law for Pri-

vate Corporation for
Medicinal Supply

WASHINGTON, Nov. 23.—To solve
the problem of replenishing the sup-
ply of medicinal whiskey and main-
taining it by the distillaiton of 8,000,~
00 gallons annually, the Treasury De-
partment is proposing the creation by
Congress of a private corporation,
which would be a “beneficent mono-
poly” and would have authority to buy
and own all the medicinal spirits in
the country.

This corporation would be the sole
source of supply for medicinal spirits
from the time of its creation. It would
provide for the manufacture, under
government regulation, of whiskey
needed to replenish the supply, and

distribute the liquor direct to retail
druggists by American Railways Ex-
press.

This is the bomb which the Treas-
ury is going to throw into the midst
of the dispute over the liquor question
at the short session of Congress,
which begins next month. General
Andrews, assistant secretaryof the
treasury, in charge of prohibition en-
forcement, declares the legislation is
necessary and the plan has the ap-
proval of Secretary Mellon.

General Andrews had-no hesitancy
in saying that the present laws are
entirely inadequate to prevent diver-
sion of medicinal whiskey to beverage
uses. He said the law makes the gov-
¢rnment responsible for distributing
medicinal spirits, but does not give it
“adequate power to keep the business
clean and reasonable.”

BERGIN PROCESS

D5 GERMANY
N OIL SUPPLY

Would Make Country Inde-
pendent in Few Years,
is Opinion

By FREDERICK KUH

United Press Staff Correspondent

BERLIN, Nov. 24—Germany’s oper-
ation of the Bergin process for produc-
ing oil from coal, it is claimed, may
make this country independent of for-
cign oil supplies within a few years.
Construction of a new plant at Nach-
terstedt near Aschersleben in Central
Germany is reported to have started
and is scheduled for com](lction within
two years.

Glowing reports to the effect that
oil extracted from coal, by the Ger-
man system, is likely to cause an up-
heaval in the entire world oil trade,
are strengthened by the interest which
Standard Oil, Royal Dutch and other
immense corporations have manifested
for the Bergin process.

It is not yet certain whether any

of the great oil combines will succeed
in buying an interest in the new oil-
from-coal plant in Central Germany.
Experts considef it doubtful, however,
that the Germany dyestuffs trust,.
which will control the operation of
these works, will allow foreign firms
to gain insight into German secret pro-:
! cesses, which are calculated té com-
| pete with the natural product.
{  Professor Friedrich Bergius, of Hei-
| delberg, the inventor of the process,
has attempted to dampen the ardor of
enthusiastic prophets. He discounts
reports that his invention will evoke
a revolution on the world oil markets
and, perhaps himself over-zealously
seeks to persuade the public that oil-
from-caal will not rival the natural
product. Other experts suggest that
Dr. Bergius is eager to conceal the
{ true significance of his system until
he is ready to enter the world market
on a large scale. Premature disclosure
of thé importance of the Bergin pro-
cess, it is insisted, would put com-
petitors on their guard.

A reckoning of production costs
appears to fortify the contentions of
enthusiastic Bergin oil advocates. Dr.
von Jellinek, of the Bergius labora-
tories at Heidelberg, has computed
that oil products, extracted from coal
by the Bergin method, will cost 92
Marks (23) per ton—or only 78 Marks
(about $20) a tonm, if electrical energy
is generated at the plant. Meanwhile,
the world market price of the natural
product fluctuates between 140 and 190
Marks ($35-$47) per ton. To com-
pete with Bergin oil, then, world
petroleum prices would have to take
a big drop.

Whether the development of the
Bergin process will emancipate Ger-
many from foreign oil imports, as the
German press suggests, is likely to re-
main undecided for several years. But
experts recall that other scientific
achievements in Germany during re-
cent years have performed economic
miracles. Thus, the inauguration of
the Haber-Bosch process for obtaining |
nitrogen from air not only spares Ger-
many a yearly import of approximately
800,000 tons of Chile saltpeter, but now
enables Germany to export 135,000
tons of fixed nitrogen annually.

“This performance,” it is asserted,
“suggests that a parallel development
in the oil industry is not unthinkable.”

On the other hand, it is argued that
the swift growth of motor-fuel con-;
sumption, the increase of automobiles
in Germany and German expansion of
commercial aviation will augment the
domestic demand for oil to such an
extent that foreign imports will con-
tinue to be essential to meet Germanyfs
requirements for many years. It is
estimated that in 1927, Germany will
require about one million tons of fuel-
oils.
The Bergin process, around which
international oil corporations have
centered their interest, is not new.
Experiments, starting in 1909, led to
the issuance of a patent in 1913. The
process depends upon the hydrogena-
tion of coal under 100 atmospheres
pressure at 480 degrees centigrade ?or
a yleld of about 45 per cent. oil which
can be refined for gasoline, ammonia
and other end-products.

THE MARLBOROUGH MARRIAGE

ST why there is such a to-do over the annul-

" ment of the Marlborough marriage by the
ecclesiastical courts of the Roman Catholic Church
{8 not easy to fathom, especially in view of the
fuct that that marriage has already been dissolved
by the law of England. The successful proceed-
ings instituted to secure a declaration of nullity
were merely a matter of conscience for those in-
volved.

Churches may establish laws for the guidance
gf their own members and the latter have full
iﬂverty to submit their spiritual difficulties to
etclesiastical courts and themselves to eccleslastical
discipline. The courts of any church may, if they
wish, declare any marriage void, but the contract-
l}\g,parties remain married according to the law
of the land until the civil courts have decreed the
marriage dissolved. In other words, the law does
q;i; recognize ecclesiastical decrees, nor can any
tndividual be forced to do so.

‘In the case in point it seems that, having con-
Jracted a loveless marriage, with, it is alleged, 'an
‘dlement of duress on one side, the Duke and
Zﬁﬁcbess gecured a divorce in the usual way, and
thereby the status of the individuals and the off-

ring was regulated in a legal manner, and there
ihe_ matter ended. Now it is suggested that one
&: both parties desire to embrace the Roman
Catholic faith. Their status needed further regu-
Ierization according to the ecclesiastical laws of
tﬁnt church, to which laws they must, presumably,
snbscribe, and submit themselves on admission.
That necessity was met by the annulment decree,
which was doubtless granted in strict accordance
with the ecclesiastical law relating to the subject.
1t did not presume to affect in any way the law
'of' the land, nor did it ask members of other
ch{xrches to accept its jurisdiction or the validity
of the decree. It is a matter concerning the Roman
Catholic Church and its members only.

 CHICKENS AND EGGS FOR CITY
MEN

ROM time to time one hears much concerning
the necessity of co-operation between capital

and the farm and it is therefore pleasing to note
that certain enterprising business men of Saint
John haye taken steps to establish an egg hat-

ehery in connection with the local poultry ex- |

change. It may not be correct to call this the
first co-operative move between city and country
begause city capital is largely invested in dairies,
phcking houses and so forth, all having the same
ultimate object of aiding the farmer. But the
ésthblishment of a hatchery which aims at the
’ﬁbduction of day-old chicks at the rate of some
2,000 per week over a period of from ten to twelve
wecks annually should give considerable impetus
to. the poultry business of the province. The
poultry industry is one branch of farming, which
has hitherto been neglected in that New Bruns-
wick. imports an enormous number of eggs which
it might well produce itself.

N "Every farmer should have a flock of a hundred

fhens or more. Every country dweller should

" possess at least a small flock and many towns-

men have realized what a pleasant hobby is that
c'd, poultry husbandry. Not only is it a pleasant
!;;)bby but with a little ordinary care may be
made extremely profitable. Therefore city dwellers
may well take a personal interest in the establish-
ment of the Saint John hatchery.

,'f'. For success in poultry raising there are certain
essentials and the first is early-hatched pure-bred
stock. This latter is to be ensured by the Saint
John hatchery through utilizing eggs only from
{nspected and approved flocks. The established
poultry plant of large dimensions may find it
profitable to run its own incubator—natural hatch-
ing under a broody hen is virtually a thing of
the past—but what with the attention necessary
and the attendant risks of priviate incubation the
buying of day-old chicks is out and away the most
efficient method of acquiring or replenishing stock.
It is virtually the only satisfactory way for the
gmall man and certainly the cheapest in the end.
Live and sturdy chicks reach the poultry man and
after that it is up to him to raise them. Then
come the other essentials of housing, feeding,
exercise and culling. Putting it at a low estimate,
100 early chicks should provide quite twenty-five
first-class laying pullets for the following winter
afd twenty-five prime table birds. Twenty dollars
spent on chicks plus, say, ten dollars on food, and
a little care will give the city dweller his winter
eggs and, including culls, something like fifty
éljicken dinners.

OPERA
LADY describing herself as musically un-
educated was taken to hear “Tristram and
Isolde.” Apparently grand opera puzzled her as
it has many another, and she communicated her
impressions to the London Press.

“First,” she writes, “I could not hear the music
for the noise. The orchestra played lounder and
louder, and the heroine sang ditto. It sounded as
if the orchestra said ‘I will drown that woman’s
voice, I will drown that woman’s voice” Then
the woman shrieked, ‘I will be heard, I will be
heard” It was quite a painful noise.”

That is not a usual experience. The musical
side of grand opera is generally well attended to,
competition for hearing between voice and orches-
tra is uncommon, and, one can only assume that
the lady was unfortunately seated. But her con-
tinuing observations will awaken more sympathy.
Thus she proceeds:

“Next, old-age love is loathsome. Have we no
youths, slender and handsome, of twenty-three or
twenty-four, with' good voices? Have we no
maidens that can sing? Youth in love is exquisite;
but middle-age! Behind the curtain, please.”

Without subscribing to the lady’s opinion re-
garding the loathsomeness of old-age in love, there
will be many who agree that the obese and un-
‘disguisable maturity of so many operatic stars
throws an undue strain on the imagination of an
audience. not every member of which can be
transported by the flood of harmony into realms
where sound alone exists.

The matter is not easy of adjustment. Un-
fortunately the training of a voice to opera stand-
ard requires time that carries the vocalist out of
the heyday of youth. The musical fanatic will
declare that nothing but the voice mattersy yet
this cannot be accepted, else would the produce
long ago have conducted their entertainments in
the dark, where no distraction of the eye would
interfere with the delight of the ear. The fact of
the matter is that to really enjoy opera one re-
quires either a keen sense of humor or a complete
lack thereof. Anything intermediate results in
fatal irritation.

For example, who has not seen a rotund prima
donna singing’ the role of Mimi in La Boheme,
where she lies dying in the last stages of con-
sumption and fills the auditorium with amazingly
powerful soprano notes? The thing is a manifest
impossibility. Again ohe knows the rescue scene
which takes place in so many operas in one form
or another. The diva wearing all her jewelry
toddles to the cardboard bridge near the back

curtain and tests its stability with her plump foot, )

while she diverts attention by dabbing her eyes
with a handkerchief; the orchestra plays softly,
and the spotlight follows her with care. She
mounts the structure, hesitates, makes an anxious
sign to the stagehands below, and falls unconvinc-
ingly over the parapet; the A sharp of her scream
is assisted by all the violins, and unless the big
drum is under proper control the bump is intensi-
fied instead of being merely disguised. Then the
The tenor waddles to the brink of
the stream and pauses for breath. “The maid is
in the water,” he sings and points. “The maid is
in the water,” repeat the tenors of the chorus.
«“The maid is in the water,” echo the sopranos
ditto and if one gets really full value the contraltos
and basses each have their individual turn before
they harmonize the words crescendo and concerto.
“Oh, let me save her!” begs the tenor—nobody
is preventing him—and then the chorus take up,
“Qh, let:-him save her,” on the same repetative
lines as before. And so on till a good five minutes
or more elapse between the disappearance of the
diva and her lover’s reckless plunge to her rescue.

It is thoroughly enjoyable if you possess an
overpowering sense of humor. If you have none
you may appreciate the subleties of the music.

Bad News For United
States Bootleggers

(The Literary Digest)

NE of the great questions that have arisen out
of the nation’s experience in prohibition is
at last answered by our highest authority—the
Supreme Court of the United States. Without a
dissenting opinion, this tribunal sustains the
Louisiana Supreme Court by ruling that a viola-
tion of State and national prohibition laws is a
criminal offense against both State and Govern-
ment, and that the violator may be prosecuted in
States courts as well as Federal courts for the same
offense. And this may be done, we are informed,
without infringing the Fifth Amendment to the
Constitution, which says: “. . nor shall any
person be subject for the same offense to be twice

put in jeopardy of life or limb.”

* % %

This section, explains the Columbus Dispatch,
“was intended to protect innocent men against
persecution under corrupt government, not to
shield lawbreakers, and we are getting away from
the time when legal safeguards of the innocent can
be perverted into defenses of the guilty.” No one,
asserts the Chicago Daily News, “can plead punish-
ment by one authority as a bar against punish-
ment by another authority for the identical of‘
fense.” In the present case, explains the Spring-
field Union:

“A Louisiana woman, under indictment in the
Federal court for a dry law offense, was arrested
and charged with the same offense under the State
dry concurrent act. Her attorneys pleaded that
the State courts were without authority. The
Louisiana Supreme Court ruled that the State
could proceed against the accused as a violator of
a State law by virtue of the same act for which
she was indicted under the Federal law. The
United States Supreme Court upholds this decision
on the ground that the Eighteenth Amendment
makes violation of the Federal enforcement act a
criminal offense against State laws which are con-
current.”

In the Supreme Court opinion, written by
Associate Justice Willis Van Devanter, and which
is unanimous, we read:

“The Eighteenth Amendment to the Constitu-
tion contemplates that the manufacture of intoxi=
cating liquor for beverage purposes be denounced
as a criminal offense both by the Federal law and
by the State laws; and that these laws may not
only co-exist but be given full operation, each in-
dependent of the other. Where such manufacture
is thus doubly denounced, one who engages therein
commits two distinct offenses, one against the
United States and one against the State, and may
be subjected to prosecution and punishment in the
Federal courts for one and in the State courts for
the other without any infraction of the constitu-
tional rule against doubfe jeopardy, it being
limited to repeated prosecution ‘for the same
offense.””

“This is sound law,” declares the Newark News,
which is convinced that “the nation now knows
what concurrent legislation and concurrent juris-
diction mean.” In this paper’s opinion:

“Not only does it lay upon both the State and
the Federal Government responsibility for enfore-
ing prohibition, but it also subjects those who
violate State Prohibition laws to both State and
Federal penalties. The decision is not new. It
simply re-enforces\a decision rendered in 1922,
which laid down the principle that punishment in
a State court for violating prohibition laws does
not prevent a Federal court from enforcing penal-
ties for the identical offense.”

Theoretically, remarks the Winston-Salem
Journal, the effect of the Supreme Court’s ruling
on the Louisiana case “is equivalent to ringing the
death-knell of the bootlegger in this country.”

What Has the Empire
To Lose

(Winnipeg Tribune)
HAT would Great Britain lose im losing
Canada? - The question may be commended
to some of our constitution-tinkers, who are al-
ways holding out the vague threat of withdrawal
from the Empire if the rules of the game are not
changed to their liking.

Mr. J. L. Garvin, in an article quoted by The
Tribune a few days ago, pointed out that even the
withdrawal of all the white Dominions from the
Empire would still leave it much the greatest world
power in point of territory and population and
resources. He was not inviting their withdrawal.
No Englishman likes the thought that the great
sons of the Motherland may not always stand by
ber side. He was emphasizing that the Empire
is vast, almost beyond inmagining, and it would
still be vast if all the Dominions should become
independent sovereignities.

Our emphasis in Canada is not, regrettably, on
the vastness of the Empire and its great possibili-
ties for the welfare of jhumanity. It is, all too
frequently at least, on the possible burdens that
may devolve upon us.

too deeply committed, or in the alternative achieve
some sort of guarantee that no obligations will be
entailed bv continuing in it.

Carence DARROW nearly always
greedy, and that most people are fools
anyhow, there is very little likelihood
that anything sensible will be done
about it, at least 'for a long time to
come.

We have all been taught to believe
in the existence of that monstroas
and mythical creature, the “criminal,”
and to blame the “criminal” for out-
breaks against society. By thus
heartily believing in, and hating, the
“criminal,” we are enabled to over-
look the fact that our own greed and
stupidity are responsible for the de-
velopment of anti-social forces and
violent infractions of the code.

Strictly: defined, a criminal is one
who is convicted of violating a statute,
and crime is the violation of a custom.

(In a Speech.)

Who are the so-called criminals?
Well, I have seen a lot of them. In
the first place, 90 per cent of them
are poor. Every lawyer knows that;
that’s why smart lawyers avoid crim-
inal practice and work for the cor-
porations. In the second place, 80 per
cent. of them are in jail for getting
property ,unlawfully, although none of
them ha any property. In the third
place, 90 per cent. of them are ignor-
ant. Half of them are subnormal, that
is, they know less than the averagc
person, and God knows that is mighty
little. In the fourth place, 90 per cent.
of them began having trouble with po-
lice before they were 16 years old.

Most of this crime would be elimi-
nated in a generation if we showed
half as much sense about it as we
have shown about eradicating diseasc.
Billions are spent on education, and
most of it is wasted.

The problem of preventing crime is
a problem of saving children. The
way to save them is to stop trying to
give nine-tenths of them a book edu-
cation which they are incapable of re-
ceiving, and to start training them to
work with their hands. Cultivate in
a boy, before he is 15, the habit of do-
ing useful work with his hands, and
you have put him into a groove that
will keep him out of crime.

If the State would see to it that no
child ever passed out of childhood
without learning a trade, it would stop
most of the crime. Every criminol-
ogist and psychologist who has ever
studied the problem has reached that
conclusion. But is anything ever done
about it? Do you ever see or hear any

Denote Health

By DR. MORRIS FISHBEIN.

The hair of the healthful child nor-
maly is plentiful and should s have a
lustre, which is due to the presence of
sufficient oil.

It is sufficiently pliable to permit its
being kept in various positions. It may
be long or short, fine or coarse, straight
or curly, according to hereditary fac-
tors which are not amenable to con-
trol, except such as may be brought
about by the use of heat or of stiff
waxes, such as are now sold in every
cosmetic department.

A SIGNAL OF DANGER.

In certain diseases, such as result
from deficiency of the ,thyroid gland
secretion, the hair becomes scanty, dry
and brittle. In such instances, treat-
ment with oil or waves of any kind is
only temporary, and will not réach the
glandular deficiency, which is primarily
responsible. Certainly a child in this
condition should have the best possible
medical attention immediately.

Another symptom of a lack of proper
thyroid secretion is an extreme dry-
ness of the skin in general. A normal
skin is slightly moist, clear and smooth.
In such diseases as rickets or tuber-
culosis, the skin seems to be overmoist
much of the time.

If there are difficulties in the diges-
tion of some foods, the child may have
an eczematous eruption. If it is espec-
jally sensitive to the eating of other
foods, it may develop red spots, or
itching of the skin, or blisters.

The child in contact with other chil-

sites, which produce scaling of the skin
and redness. One of the advantages
of regular physical examination lies in
the early detection of such complaints
and their avoidance not only for the
individual but the group.

The foot normally is held straight.
Dr. Hugh Chaplin points out in his
consideration of the healthful child
this position not only enables it to
cover the ground more rapidly, but
also favors the maintenance of a strong
arch and helps to preserve the balance.

TYPE OF SHOE.

The big toe,®as well as the smaller
ones, should point straight forward. If
the shoes are too narrow the toes may
be forced one over the other to the
serious disadvantage of proper locomo-
tion. If the shoes are too short there
is tendency to develop hammer-toe, so
that the ends of the toes point down-
ward instead of forward. This is also
a disabling defect.

Much is said concerning weakness of
the arch. There was a time when high
arches were considered the normal type
and, indeed, the aristocratic type.

Modern study of the arch of the foot
indicates that a very high arch is not
as desirable as one of moderate height,
and that a low arch cannot be con-
stantly condemned. The only real test
of the arch is its ability to carry the
person properly without pain or

Movement On Foot To Erect Modern Sports Clubhouse At Lily Lake

IF PRESENT plans materialize, a
modern club house for the con-
duct of sports, especially winter
sports, will be erected at Lily
Lake in the near future, it was
announced this moring, A meeting
of the Horticultural Soclety was
beld yesterday, at -which a commit-
{tee was appointed to confer with
’ijrlnter sport enthusiasts regaeding
this matter, and it was expected

that a definite announcement would

be made soon. The new club
house would replace the building
recently destroyed by fire, There
was approximately $4,000 insur-
ance on the building, which is con-
sidered tnsidfictent to replace it, and
the proposal is to raise sufficient
funds to put with this amount and
etect an up-to-date building,

The Saint John Skating Associa-

tion realizes the difficulty under
which it has been working, and

members have suggested to the
Horticultural Society that by a
little co-operation and effort a suit-
able building might be erected and
an assocfation formed to take over
all branches of winter sports, such
as skating, skiing, snowshoeing, to-
bogganing, etc, It was said that
better results could be secured by
the formation of one large body
than by four or five different clubse
each working along its own lines
in a small way.

Speaking of the position of the

the Saint John Skating Associa-
tions, one of its officers this morn-
ing said that this organization was
rather a citizens’ committee gath-
ered together to accomplish certain
purposes, and while the association
was to be commended on the won-
derful work done, such as the hold-
ing of the world’s skating meet
here, nevertheless, as in all commit-
tees such as this really was, aftee
the purposes were accomplished,
the committee disbanded. The

tendency, it was said, was to forget

the smaller activities, such as the
advancement of local athletes in
local meets and the development of
younger talent. Not only that, but
the tuture carrying on' of out-
standing events was left to chance.
The skating assoclation was not
centralized in any way, had no
headquarters and no regular meet-
ing place or meeting time.

It was pointed out that the real
advertising value of winter sports
or carnivals was in their continu-
ity year after year, so that the out-

side world would get it fixed in its
mind that there was always some-
thing of a sport nature happening
in Saint Johg every year. Thought
must be given to the future, it was
said, and only by the establish-
ment of a permanent club could
proper consideration be given to
the holding of big meets which re-
quired considerable time to prop-
erly prepare for,

Should such a proposed new
club be formed there would then

be a ready-made organization to

handle any sport matters that
might come up, whereas at the
present time the events were talked
of and then the organization to
handle them was formed, which
was said to be the wrong pro-
cedure,

Another angle to the matter was
the fact that the skating associa-
tion had spent several thousands of
dollars at different times at the
fake for grandstands, which were
torn down each year, and when
sports were held those back of

them were faced anew with the
gigantic task of erecting new stands,
as nothing had been left from pre-
vious years, simply because there
was no holding body. If the club
house was erected, as proposed, it
was said that it would have a tend-
ency to give permanence to these
" expenditures,

It was said that there would
be little difficulty in financing the
project, providing it meet the ap-
probation of the Horticultural
Society.

Says Empire Paper Produced
Only High-Sounding
> Phrases

ONDON, Nov. 22—The
Daily Herald, the Labor
party’s organ, is caustic in its
reference to the Premiers’ Com-
mittee on the report of Inter-
Imperial Relations.

“It has produced a few high-
sounding phrases,”” The Herald
says, ‘it has recommended the
.elimination of five words and
. the insertion of a comma in the
" real title of the King. It advises
a few changes in the formalities,
but it has averted with the great-
st skill, if with a certain super-
abundance of words, every real
problem that arises from the
‘present anomalous relationships
" between His Majesty’'s Govern-
ment of Great Britain and His
» Majesty's governments in other
parts of the world.”

Referring to the passage in the re- |
port that free institutions are the life |
blood of the Empire, the Daily Herald |

adds:

“Not to mention India, Malaya, Ni-
geria, Kenyva and the Sudan and
those colonies, protectorates, dependen-
cies and mandated territories
‘have no free institutions and know
nothing of frec co-operation.”

IDEAL GIVEN SHAPE

The Daily ‘Telegraph takes the
ground that the report ‘“gives more
definite shape in a number of particu-
lars to that ideal of national independ-
ence under a common crown which has
been in active existence ever since the
days of Sir Wilfrid Laurier and has
been a strengthening inspiration to do-
minion policy in Imperial relations
from that time to this.”

Continuing, the Telegraph says: “Ot
that firm basis of Imperial relations,
unparalleled in history conceivable un-
der no political system other than our
own, the pecople of this country are as
proud as the most self-reliant among
the Empire nations.”

CHANGE IN TITLE OVERDUE

The Liverpool Post expresses satis-
faction that no attempt has been made
to lay down an Empire constitution
and hopes earnestly that future Im-
perial Conferences will be equally well
inspired on this point. The alteration
in the King’s title is more than due, the
Post says, likewige the modifications in
‘the position of governors and the meth-
‘ods of communication between the gov-
ernments.

“About the proposed independent
treaty-making powers,” the Liverpool
Post continues, “we shall probably hear
‘a good deal. It is, frankly, too easy to
conceive a serious impasse between the
British government and a dominion
government or between the different
dominions.” The Post adds that ex-
treme care must be exercised in con-
nection with the proposed treaty-mak-
ing powers of the dominions and re-
spect must be shown for the general
intercst in this connection.

It is
essentially a register of conditions as
they exist already rather than a pro-
gram for the future. The Imperial
Conference has frankly and prudently
declined the task of attempting to lay
down a constitution for the British
Empire.

MESSAGE RELEASED

The Scientific American today re-
leased for publication a message T€-
ceived from a medium in Attleboro,
Mass., on Nov. 2, which she submitted
as the attempt of Houdini to get in
touch with this world. The medium,
{ who asked that her name be kept
| secret, used automatic writing as her
| means of “establishment contact” and
| secured three messages, a brief one and
{ two much longer compositions.

(Houdipi’s original name), says “God
is welcome creator—God is truth—God
is love—God is without peer,” one of
the messages started and ended “See
some of my friends and tell them Hou-
dini lives.”

Be-
fore the war its metropolitan fishing
flegts crossing the Atlantic every
spring numbered 500 or 600 sail of all
kinds of craft from the homely dun-
dues to stately barks; it brought over
15,000 men and boys, some to fish,
some to dry-cure the catches on the
lands of St. Pirre and Miquelon. That
great fleet has practically vanished.

This summer the French fleet was
mainly comprised of about thirty
steam trawlers, carrying about 600
men. But these vessels using the
water-trawl, scooped up nearly as
many fish as the big sailing fleet did
with longlines and handlines. Their
catches, preserved on ice, were mostly
delivered to the cold storage depot
at St. Pierre, were there frozen and
then shipped by steamers equipped
with refrigeration to the -ports of old
France, to be treated and made ready
for the markets by mechanical ‘pro-
cesses.

In Nova Scotia a corresponding dev-
clopment has been in progress, but

ing the otter-trawl are being employ-
ed, but they are not yet an important
| factor, at least, not as important as
in England where ninety-five per cent
of the fish catch is taken by steamer
trawlers and drifters. The Nova Sco-
tia ports which have been going in
for fresh fishing mostly use craft of
fifty tons, modelled on the lines of
the Bluenose, and with motor engines
and twin screws in addition to their
sails. Most of them carry crews of
thirty men who leave the mother ves-
sels in dories and set long lines fur-
nished with thousands of baited hooks.

HUGE SUCCESS

These fresh fishing ports, notably
Lockport on the Southwestern shores,
have had very considerable success
in recent years. This has attracted
the attention of Lunenburg which
hitherto has been content to produce
for the salt fish markets; a fairly pro-
fitable business, as a fisherman of Lun-
enburg who does not have an auto-
mobile solely for pleasure is not in
the swim.

Fresh fishing ports carry on opera-
tions the year round, bigger money
being made in the winter. A few
years ago Lunenburg fishermen cal-
culated to make enough money in
summer to ensble them to remain at
home during the winter. It was al-
most impossible to get them to en-
gage in deep sea winter fishing, though
they would make a voyage to West
Indies or the Mediterranean to see
the sights. As most of the Lunen-
burg vessels are owned on the co-op-
erative plan, the fisherman’s return for
his summer” labors usually included
shares as part a owner as well as his
share as a hand; and being frugal the-
two sufficed for his needs.

But Lunenburg is not disposed to
ignore the example of its neighbor
ports, and the desire of the younger
generation for larger standards of liv-
ing is expected to assure a supply of
men for the winter fishing.

These changes in the fishing indus-
try are unfortunately hardly likely to
do much to solve that problem that
worries the Maritimes and all Canada,
that of increasing population. So far
at any rate, the application of
machine processes to the fishing in-
dustry have resulted in a dimunition
{of .the opportunities of employment.
In Canada as a whole the number of
persons employed in the fishing has
fallen off nearly thirty thousand in
the last two decades, though the val-
ue of the fish catch has more than
doubled, and the industry has become
considerably more profitable to those
employed in it.

International Officials Called
to Attend Conference °
Today

ORONTO, Nov. 23 —The

Globe publishes the follow-
ing in its news colums this morn-
ing:

“Canvass of the vote taken
by the Order of Railway Con-

ductors and the Brotherhood of
Railway Trainmen, including
yardmen all over Canada, for
acceptance or rejection of the
report of the board of concilia-
tion report refusing  the
standardized wages paid in the
United States to these classes of
railway workers, was compiled
in Montreal last night, and was
overwhelming an instruction to
their representatives in Montreal
tomorrow to order a strike it
necessary to enforce their de-
mands.

“Affairs are now in the nature of a
crisis, declared a railway brotherhood
official, who announced last night that
W. G. Lee, president of the Brother-
hood of Railway Trainmen, Cleveland,
and L. E .Sheppard, president of the
Order of Railway Conductors, Cedar
Rapids, Iowa, had been summoned to
Canada, and would attend a conference
of representatives at Montreal tomor-
row. According to local railway em-
ployes this conference would likely act
upon the vote, name a small committee
to fix the exact time for a strike if the
wage demands are not met.

PLAN OF OFFICIALS.

“The Globe was informed that the
chief officials of the organizations will
not attempt to interfere in any way
with the decision of the workers, but
may use their best efforts with the
Canadian National Railways and the
Canadian Pacific Railway and the labor
department at Ottawa to have the de-
mands granted, and thus avoid the
trouble which is now well in sight.”

GYPSUM SECOND T0
COAL IN MARITIME

Very Valuable Mineral-Located
Extensively in Albert
County

YPSUM is second only to coal

as the most important mingral
produced in the provinces of Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick, where
it has been mined for more than a
century, according to an article in
a recent issue of “Natural Re-
sources, Canada,” published by the
Department of the Interior.

In New Brunswick the chief produc-
tion has come from the occurrences at
Hillsboro in Albert county. These de-
posits contain an exceptionally pure
quality of gypsum, and the Hillsboro
products, for this reason, are in high
favor with the building trades not only
in Canada but also in the United
States.. The gypsum mined here is
manufactured into hard wall plaster,
finishing plaster, and dental plasters
of different grades. These products are
largely sold in Canada, but a certain
quantity also goes to United States

purchasers and a good market has been '

developed with Australia and New
Zealand. Only about one-fourth of
the gypsum quarried is exported in the
crude form. Occasional shipments of
anhydrite, a mineral closely allied to
gypsum, are also made to the southern
United States for use as a fertilizer.
Many other occurrences of gypsum in
New Brunswick are known, but the
Hillsboro deposits remain the greatest
producers. /

Unless the British authorities de-
cide to back down, which is somewhat
doubtful, there will be no interna-
tional golf of any nature next year
for it is improbable that any repre-
sentatives from this country will go
abroad and forego playing in the
United States open and it is equally
improbable that the British golfers
will pass up their own championships
for the opportunity of playing here.

There is still plenty of time for the
two organizations to get together and
straighten out the difficulties, but in
its action the U. S. G. A. virtually an-
nounced to the world in general and
the R. and A. in particular that the
first step to bring about a harmoni-
ous working agreement would have to
come from the British authorities. The
action is also taken to mean that here-
after the U. S. G. A. is ready to stand
on its own feet in all matters relating
to the conduct of golf.

He said he had
never before until this occasion had an
opportunity of thanking the members
of the Battery for the assistance that
they gave to him during their time
together in drilling at home and while
in France.

He welcomed Lieut-Col. McMillan
to the gathering, representing the In-
fantry.

Mr. Foulis was a member of St.
Andrew’s Society in Saint John, having
joined that body in 1822.

One citizen yesterday in speaking to
The Times-Star expressed the
opinion that the Foulis residence had
been at the corner of Sydney and St.
Andrews streets on the corner of
Queen Square and not at the corner
of Sydney and St. James streets, as
was previously stated. Mr. Foulis died

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Consul Betancourt Gets In-
formation of Importance
To Canada

Word is reecived by R. G. Betan-
court, Cuban Consul here, that a postal
agreement has just been signed between
Cuba and Canada which provides that
letter postage between the two coun-
tries will be the same as to Great
Britain and the United States, two
cents an ounce. In the past the rate
has been five cents and the reduction
will be good news to the business men
of both countries. The reduction goes
into effect immediately.

TRADE TREATY.

A recent issue of the Diario de la
Marina, Havana, has the following in
connection with a trade treaty with
Canada and also one with Spain:

“Also the Secretary of State is
studying the possibilities of a com-
mercial treaty with Canada, owing to
the fact that Cuban sugar has a large

i consumption in Canada and that Cuba

is buying large quantities of potatoes
and many other products of Canada.

“The Cuban Consul in Saint John,
Sr. R. G. Betancourt, has realized the
necessity for this commercial treaty
and has worked very hard to bring
about closer commercial relations be-
tween Canada and Cuba, taking into
consideration that the products of both
countries should be the object of an
interchange which would be of great
benefit to the markets of both coun-
tries.

“A representative of the Department
of Agriculture and Commerce of Can-
ada was in Havana a short time ago
exchanging informal interviews with
the Under Secretary of State to the
possibilities of a commercial treaty.

SPAIN AND CUBA.

“In the meeting of the Cabinet of
Secretaries, the Secretary of War and
Navy and Acting Secretary of State,
Dr. Rafael Iturralde, will give details
of the proposals made by Spain to con-
clude a new commercial treaty.

«The Under Secretary of State, Dr.
Miguel Angel Campa, has been study-
ing thoroughly the deails of the basis
proposed by Spain to the Cuban Gov-
ernment to conclude a suitable com-
mercial treaty between Spain and Cuba.

“In spite of the secrecy maintained in
the diplomatic centres relative to this
information, we suceeded in learning
that in same they recommend the dis-
cussion of many points which are bene-
ficial to the two most important indus-
tries of this Republic. :

«After the cabinet meeting has thor-
oughly discussed this matter, they will
initiate new negotiations with Spain
for the conclusion of a commercial
treaty and then they will formulate
Cuba’s counter proposition.”

NEW CLASS PLANNED
AT VOCATIONAL

Course in Typewriting Will Get

Under Way This Week at
Night

One more clas: in the night school
courses at the Saint John Vocational
School will get under way this week
with the opening of the night class for
typewriting. There were about 65 ap-
plicants for the instruction when regis-
tration took place a short while ago,
and it is probable that some at least
of that number will have decided not
to take up the course.

When the course opens there will be
accommodation for 80 pupils, and they
will be eligible in the order in which
they made application, those who regis-
tered first, receiving first chance at
entry into the class. Night classes in
the industrial department and in draft-
ing will not be opened for some little
time yet, it was said last night by the
director, Fletcher Peacock. The neces-
sary equipment has not yet been com-
pletely installed.

The pupils in the shop department
of the school, Mr. Peacock said, were
making good progress in their task of
building cabinets for various rooms in
the school. The work was necessarily
slow as the pupils were beginners, but
next year, when there was a senior
class, he expected that a considerable
amount of useful work would be done
by the students along this line.

TRUSTEE SUGGESTION.

Recently the Board of School Trus-
tees suggested that the vocational
school pupils might make small articles
of carpentry needed in the schools siace
no regular carpenter is now employed
This service Mr. Peacock thought the
pupils could readily undertake, al-
though in this matter also better serv-
ice could be given next year when the
pupils have obtained more skill.

Already helpful co-operation has
been established between the manual
training department of the city schools
and arrangements have been made for
the turning and machine work required

'in the manual training classes to be

done at the vocational school, as the
manual training rooms lack the equip-
ment that is found in the vocational
school.
