REGULATION OF
INSURANCE AGENTS

Ontario Action Would Elim-
inate Many Now Licensed
to Write Policies.

Toronto, Jan. 6—Regulation of inhsur-
ance agents upon a basis that will elim-
inate many of those who are now Hc-
ensed to write insurance was decided
upon in principle yesterday by a special
committee of the legislature appointed
to consider proposed revision of the In-
surance act. This means that power
will be given to the department of in-
surance to put an end to a system of
camouflaged rebating under which many
large corporations have been able to get
insurance placed withoit going to re-
| gular agents, and thus saving commis-
' sions. 7 .
{ he committee, however, is not pre-
pdred to go so far as was advocated by
i some insurance men on Wednesday when
i the elimination of part time men in all
the larger centres was proposed. It is
realized that there is a legitimate field
‘for the part time insurance agents, and
no move will' be made to refuse them
licenses, provided they are bona fide
agents.

|ASKING FOR AD
70 UNENPLOYED

Deputations Present Serious
Conditions in Many Ontario
Cities.

(Toronto Globe.) .

Mayors and representatives of the
larger Ontario municipalities met Prera-
fer Drury and members of his cabinet at
the Parliament Buildings yesterday, re-
questing a return to last winter’s policy
on unemployment—payment by the gov-
ernment of one-third of the relief doles
to ungmployed men and their families.

1t is gndcrstood that it was a very
serious sn_tuation that the municipal re-
presentatives unfolded before the eyes of
the government. In Toronto, it was said,
there are 4,000 heads of families alone
!registered as tnemployed. Hamilton,
Brantford, Peterboro, St. Catharines,
Niagara Falls and other municipalities,

;lso presented their cases for considera-
on.

Finance Commissioner Ross of To-
ronto pointed out that Toronto was go-
ing to do $4,000,000 worth of speclol
public work on account of unemploy-
ment relief and pressed the conviction
that municipalities could not shoulder
alone the whole of the urgent demands
which would be made upon them. The
Federal Government, it was pointed oat,
has already indicated its willingness to
continue its contribution of one-third of
relief doles, providing the provincial gow-
ernment and the municipalities pay the
other two-thirds.

Hamilton, Dec. 29—Impressing on
members of the Drury cabinet that the
larger industrial centres of the province
il’md reached the limit of their borrowing
{power in an effort to provide work for
ithe unemployed, civic officials returned
from Toronto tonight pleased with the
reception accorded the deptitation by
|members of the government. Seven prov-
incial centres: Peterboro, London, To- |
ronto, Brantford, Niagara Falls, St.

Catharines and Hamilton, were repres- |

ented as well as officlals of the locall
Chamber of Commerce, the Independent
Labor party and the Hamilton Minister-
{al Association.

Hamilton civie officials stated tonight
{that the government had re-affirmed its
pledge to pay one-third of the excess
cost of all relief works undertaken by
‘municipalities. “excess cost” is inter-
preted as representing the difference be-
tween what a work would cost if done
/by skilled labor and its cost if dome by
relief labor. One-third of this difference
will be borne by the Ontario government, |
'and also one-third. it is said, by the fed-
eral government.

Last year both the provincial and the
federal governments bore one-third each
of the actual eost of all relief work, tl.us
leaving just ongé-third to be porne by
{the municipalities.. Renewal of this ar-
rangement was sought by the l}eputation i
this afternoon. Controller Tope told
{ The Globe tonight that the members of
{the government appeared impressed with
Ithe need of last year'’s arrangement be-
{ing renewed, and a definite answer was
promised in two or three days.

“Payment of ‘one-third of the cacess
cost of relief work will not idequtely
meet the situation. Speaking for Hamil-
ton, I know that we have reached ike
{limit of our borrowing powers. If re-
{lief work is to contifue we must be ac-
|corded substantial government aid,” said
Controller Tope.

Mayor Coppley stated that the prov-
incial government appeared to be seized
of the urgency of the matter. With Hom-
ilton spending 6,000 per week for rulief
work, his worship felt that the city’s
request for government aid was not un-
! reasonable. :

Plans for an appeal to citizens to cre-
ate work for the jobless now by antici-
pating needs now instead of later on in
the year, were laid at a representative
meeting of citizens called by Mayor Cop-
ipley tonight.

TRUS YIELD BEATS GOLD.

Big Figures of the Production of the
Fruit in California.

California as a gold producing state
was surpassed in 1920 by California as
a citrus fruit grower to the tune f

Chamber of wommerce. The figures,
which were compiled by G. Harold Bell,
general manager of the California Fruit
Fxchange, shows that during the year |
ended Aug. 81, 1920, 88,077 cars of
oranges and grapefruit and 8,680 car
loads of lemons, a total of 46,757, were
shipped from the state. The shipments
of the members of the exchange totaled
15,823,764 boxes, or 36,461 carloads, |
which represented 78.7 per cent. of the
entire quantity shipped from the state
during the period mentioned.

The returns for the fruit shipped
through the exchange, free on boar
California, approximated $59,221,320.
Based on these figures, the returns for
the total crop of the state were approx-
imately $81,200,000. For this fruit the

year the figures will be larger, the re-
turns available up to Oct. 31 showing
that the growers had recelved something

like $83,637,344 for the 1921 citrus crop.

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* RELIEF PLANS FOR
PRESENT WINTER

What the Employment Ser-
vice of Canada Will Do.

Value of Service—Review of
What was Done Last Win-
ter in Various Provinces—
More than $1,500,000 Spent
for Relief.

(Bryce M. Stewart in Toronto Globe.)

In Canada for the first time we have
had co-operative effort on the part of the
dominion, provincial and municipal au-
thorities in relief measures. In Decem-
ber, 1920, the federal government urged
fh a memorandum that the situation
should be met to the utmost possible ex-
tent by the provision of work instead of
relief. The government agreed to” bear
one-third of the cost of relief when such
became necessary on condition that the
distribution should be organized by the
municipal authorities and that no" relief

should be dispensed unless the applicant
had obtained a certificate from the local |
office of the employment service showing
that no work was available for him.!
Thirty-one municipalities in the Pro-
vinces of Nova Scotia, Quebec, Ontario,
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and British
Columbia took advantage of this scheme
and the four last mentioned -provinces
also shared in the relief expenditure of
the municipalities to the extent of one-
third.

In the majority of cases it was pos-
sible to discontinue the distribution of
unemployment relief with the coming of
the spring seasom, but in some ten
municipalities it was found necessary to
assist the unemployed during the sum-
mer. The total amount expended by the
different municipalities under this relief
plan was about $1,500,000, of which the
federal government took full ‘responsi-
bility for the relief of handicapped ex-
service men. out of employment, which
fnvolved the expenditure of approxi-
mately $1,250,000..

Plans for Present Winter.

With regard to the present winter the
federal government announced on Octo-
ber 7 that it would continue to aid
municipalities in unemployment relief to
the extent of one-third of their relief ex-
penditures, but only on condition that
the provincial governments should share
equally in the expense. To encourage
the municipal authorities in the pro-
vision of employment rather than relief,

., the government agreed to bear one-third
of the actual cost of any municipal work
over the estimated cost of carrying it on
in the normal workirig season on condi-
tion that the provincial government
would share in the expense to the same
extent.

In addition .toscarrying on several)
large national works, the government
provided that with the concurrence of
the minister of labor the National Rail-
ways should place immediately next
year’s orders for rails and accessorles
and for the rebuilding and repairs of
freight egquipment. The Purchasing
Commission' has also endeavored to place
orders for equipment and gsupplies for
the different government departments
during the slack seasons of the indus-
tries affected.

The employment service of Canada
may claim to have contributed toward
the reduction of unemployment in this
country. In placements in the total of
370,000 for the year the workers were
transferred on reduced transportation
{o employment at considerable distances.
No doubt in a large proportion of these
cases the workers would not have learned
of the opportunity otherwise’nor would
the employers have secured the labor.
The employment offices do not send
workers to other localities if local labor

But the treatment has been mainly cura-
tive; we are contending with the fever
because we have not tried to prevent it.
There are encouraging signs, however,
that preventive measures are being
adopted. It is significant g”lf unem-
ployment insurance is being re firmly
established in Europe and that in the
United States bills have been introduced
in three of the state legislatures propos-
ing that each indutsry shall provide
compensation for unemployment to its
workers. More and more the employ-
ment afforded through government
works and purchasing will be concen-
trated in the slack seasons and the bad
years. Employers are directing effort
to the stabilizing of employment within
their establishments. In the midst of
the present suffering it is possible to
discern some development toward a
policy of unemployment prevention.

MOTHERS' PENSIONS.

(Moncton Transcript.)

It is a satisfactory feature of the trend
of t of the social legislation enacted
by our various provincial legislatures
during the last few years that it is large-
ly practiéal and based upon sound eco-
nomic principles, says an exchange. The
provinces have moved slowly in this
matter, especially in the East, preferring
in many cases to allow neighboring states
to break virgin ground of
social experiments. While every prov-
ince from the Pacific Coast to Ontario
has legislation on this subject on its
statite books and all but eight of the
States of the Union have made similar
provision, neither Quebec nor the mari=
time provinces have taken the plunge. It
is just ten years ago since Mothers’ Pen-
sions were transferred from the vision-
ary ideals of advanced reformers into the
realm of actuality, Jackson County, Mis~
souri, having the distinction of having
granted the first mother’s pension.

The basis of these persions is that nu|
child shall be deprived of the privileges |
of home life and the loving care of s

| mother on account of poverty, and that |

if a home is deprived of the services of
the breadwinner by death, impris/mn-
ment or detention in a hospital the state
shall provide sufficient money to keep
the home intact. :
Legislation in the various provinces
and states has naturally varied consider-
ably. The general trend of the most
recent acts has been towards public
rather than private provision and to-
wards supervision of expenditure by the
state.

Of the desirability of maintaining the
homes of the nation, outside the ques-
tion of cost, there will be no dispute. In-
stitutions ttl&t are equipped with every
modern appliance, that are hygienic ac-
cording to the last word in sanitary
science and in which there is a healthy
moral tone, are unable to purchase or
asquire_that indefinable #nd priceless as+
set of thother love. Moreover, there is a
softening influence in .that conglomera~-
tiom of sentiments which are wrapped in
the word “Home” that does mnot take
root in public institutions.

In addition to this there is the proved
fact that Mothers’ Pensions are eco-
nomical from the state’s standpoint if
properly and efficiently administered.
Both Manitoba and Saskatchewan have
shown that the cost of maintaining one
child through the agency of the Mothers’
Pension legislation is less than that of

his maintenance in a public institution.

It is believed a way will be found to
meet the interest on the second issue
now overdue and foreclosure is consid-
ered .unlikely.

EVER-BEARING -ORANGE TREES.

An ever-bearing orange trees which
citrus fruit growers believed is destined

the State of Florida, if not of the entire
country, has been discovered by horti-
culturists in a small grove at Avon Park,
near Tampa, and to protect the specimen
its purchasers have placed around it a
heavy wire fence twenty feet in height;
and stationed guards day and night. ‘The
tree has been in bearing continuously
eight years, but until recently its exist-
ence was known only to the owner and
several neighbors, who, according to cit-
rus experts, did not realize its value, but
regarded it merely as a freak of natnre.
A syndicate has been formed to propa-
gate the tree through budding, so that a
large number of trees may be set out in
groves in 1923.

A Sealskin Church,

The world’s queetrest church was dis-
covered not long ago by a misslonary
in the Arctic. It stands on Blacklead
Island. Cumberland Sound. and it con-
structed entirely of sealskins.
Wood and other building material
not heing available, the missionary re-
sponsible for its: erection sewed the
skins together and stretched them over
whalebone “girders.”
Another Eskimo missionary built a
church of snow, with seats, altar and
pulpit complete. He said that his snow-
built edifice was warmer than most
churches he had visited in England.
Among cathedrals, probably the most
curious is to be found in Unganda.
Viewed from a distance, it looks like
a giant haystack, but at close quarters
it is seen to be built of grass and mud.
It seats 4,000 persons.
