"We trades unionists and citizens of
Govan condemn whole-heartedly the un-
democratic and unconstitutional meth-
ods which force us to take part in the
strike, We pledge ourselves to support
the representatives of the trades
unions in this country and to use our
influence to maintain law and order.”

A movement also has been started in
Glasgow to form a patriotic workers’
league on the Clyde side, the object
being to take control of the trades
uniong out of the hands of the extrem-
ists and to appoint shop stewards to
work in harmony with the official union
leaders. A big demonstration is to be
held on Tuesday to discuss the matter.
More troops have arrived in Glasgow,
where it is now said there are 10,000
soldiers still mounted on the roofs of
the buildings surrounding George square.

THER SHIP WAS
BURNED AT SEA

Crew of the Mary Lyde Brought
Here on the Grampian—News
" of Soldiers—K. C. Hut Activities

The C. P. O, S, liner Grampian, which
arrived in port yesterday with some
1,300 troops, brought six members of the
crew of the ill-fated Mary Lyne, which
was burned at sea in December off the
Bragzilian coast. The vessel was a two-
topmaster and had a cargo of tobacco.
Late in December fire broke out in the
forward part of the ship and the cap-
tain vainly endeavored to make the coast,
which was 180 miles off. The fire got
beyond control and forced the ca
and crew to take to the“boats. ’I'bey
drifted about for thirty-six hours before
they were picked up by the S. S. Afa
'Purad, a Brazilian coaster, Later they
took passage for England and got pas-
sage on the Grampian. The yessel was
owned by B. Johnson of St. John’s,
Nfld.

Paris, Feb. 2—(By the Associated

Press)—A universal tax, the proceeds
of which wauld be put into a common
fund along with the indemnities Ger-
many should be made to pay, is pro-
posed by Senor Crespi of the Italian
delegation to the peace conference, in a
proposition he has made for the estab-
lishment of a “single financial front” for
the Allies. Thd tax would furnish in-
terest on that portion of the debts of

popular institution. open to men of all;

the Allies which Germany has not paid
and provide a sinking fund for ultimate-
ly cancelling the debts.

Senor Crespi, who said his proposal
had been well received by Allied minis-
ters, declared that his great point was
that the Central Empires as a whole
must be forced to compensate the Allies
for the war damages they had suffered.
Responsibility was collective, he said,
and all the enemy states would have to
pay in proportion to their wealth.

“On the other hand, all the Allies
have suffered immense losses and they
must all benefit from the indemnities
which the enemy is to pay. Each one
should receive in proportion to the ef-
fort it has made. Thus, smaller states
that have spent more than larger ones
in comparison to their wealth ought to
receive larger indemnities in proportion.
Absolute fairness ought to be preserved
in the division of indemnities.”

“Whence is that power or influence to
be derived if not from the people in-
habiting the different states, whose every
interest demands the
war? The weak point in all plans so far

 discussed is ‘that the action of states is

to be controlled, restrained or influenced
in ‘conferences of these states them-
selves, to the exclusion of other peoples
who are to be affected by the decisions
reached. It must be remembered that it
is not merely ‘the peoples of states im-
mediately concerned who are affected by
war. but all mankind. 1

Favors Private Ownership Under
Publie Control, With Public Di-
rector Appointed by City But
Paid by Company—Says There
is $3,000,0600 Water

Mayor Hayes: has received from Mr.
Sullivan, counsel for the city, his argu-
ment and brief in the matter of the in-
quiry into the rates of the New Bruns-
wick Power Company. Mr. Sullivan
goes very exhaustively into the whole
subject’ covering the history of the St
John street railway and all that trans-
pired down to the time when the New
Brunswick Powerw,Company took over
the property and the water rights on the
Lepreat and Magaguadavic rivers and
increased the capital stock from $2,057,-
600 to $5,100,000 of which, he claims
$8,000,000 représent no property
and useful in the service and is therefore
“water.” He goes very thoroughly into
the various reports prepared by experts
in behalf of the company and the city
and argues that the claims of the com-
pany are not borne out by the facts. As
remedies for the present situation he
he submits three propositions: private
ownership under & re-organization, muni-
cipal ownership or private ownership
under public control. He, is disposed to
favor the last named plan it being under-
stood that the company shall be re-
organized on the basis of a capitalization
of $1,850,000 exclusive of any issues for
water power development.

A St. John manufacturer saw an op-
portunity to give a\young man. in his
_employ a better position by giving,
" him charge of a machine. The machine_'
required to be set at different widths of |
fractions of an inch. . He undertook to,
teach the young man, but found that thc!
latter  had no knowledge whatever of |
fractions of an inch as shown on a rule.
He could not tell five-eights from seven-

° the great majority of boys when they
leave school are far less fitted for gainful
occupations thap they should be. That
is the fault of the sys\t;m,Awhich should

—and they are the great majority.

St. John is far behind other cities in
the matter/of vocational training.” If the
members of the city council were asked
which would yield the most valuable re-
sults, money spent for necessary educa-
tion or the same amount spent on the
streets, what would they say? They
would at once agree that of more value
than strects or any other material con-
sideration is an- intelligent ' and well-
trained citizenship, the product of ‘a
wise system of education. Up to the
present time our system of education
has admirably served those seeking to
enter the professions but has neglected
to give proper training to those going
out into the industries. - Is it not time to
¢ease asking where the money for edu-
cation is to come from, and let some less
essential service take its chance after-
wards?

Passchendaele, November 12, 1917. .
Buried in Potijze Chateau Grounds

near Ypres, Belgium.

“He proved himself a man at all
times and under most trying cir-
cumstances.”—Q. C. 107th Battalion.

“Faithful Unto_ Death.”

The formal 'unveiling took place im-
mediately before the second hymn when
Canon Armstrong pronounced the words
of acceptance and drew aside the Union
Jack which draped the tablet. Return-
ing to the chancel he announced the
hymn. For All Thy Saints Who From
Their Labors Rest, and following the
singing of the hymn he addressed the
congregation from the chancel steps, tell~
ing in stirring words of the sacrifice
and devotion of the man whose memory
was being honored. .

Canon Armstrong related how Ser-
geant Hare had come to the city as a
child and had been a valued member of
the congregation of Trinity, had later
gone further west to reside and at the
outbreak of the war had volunteered to
serve his country though many reasons
might have held him back. He also
told how Sergeant Hare had met his‘
death, being wounded by a bomb from
a German airplane and dying shortly
afterwards. Had he livéd he would have
been given the opportunity of obtaining
a commission, having been recommended
for leave to study for it. Reference was

Munitions Board, said that France would
noét only be equal to the wosk of her
own reganstruction, but wguld prob-
ably proye a formidable trade competi-
tor to Great Britain, Belgium would
need iron and steel products for one or
two years and would thereafter return
to her place as an exporting nation. He
held out Wttle hope that Britain.would
nationalize her industries but the amount
of work likely to be secured through
gavernment channels for public works
would no ddubt exceed the pre-war re-
quirements.

All countries had increased their steel
production capacity, but Canada’s per-
centage of increase was greater than
that of any countfy in the world.

He declared that if Canadian manpy-
facturers would follow the example of
Great Britain by determiping to supply
domestic trade more fully, the domin-
jon would go a considerable distanee in
using her surplus steel capacity. He
urged that Canada should have at least
one structural mill for rolling heavy
struetures and thus provide her own
requirements in this respect.

What The Allied Powers
~ Want at Peace Conference

Paris, Feb, 2—(By the Associated Press)—The delegates of the five great
powers are now in a position to compare clearly their own aspirations and those
of all their Allied friends and to see the differences that must be reconciled.
The maximum, of hopes, often overlaping, has been told freely and it temains
for the peace conference to adjust them in a co-ordinated whole. The desires
of the several countries as presented may be compressed thus:

FRANCE—France waats, first of all, Alsace-Lorraine unconditionally and
the right to discuss and ultimately to fix the French frontiers in their relations
to the Rhine, which may require the creation of buffer states. One of these
would be the Palatinate and another Rhenish Prussia. France desires also to
annex the basin of the Sarre river, which might be called a re-annexation.

France will insist that so far as the left bank of the Rhine further to the
north is concerned, the conference should forbid military works of any kind—
barracks, bridgeheads, forts and fortresses—in that zone. The feeling is that
the people inhabiting that zone should be free to decide for themselves whether

- they wish to join France, form an independent state or return to Germany.,

: The French hill for reparation is not yet complete, but it has been an-
nounced in the chamber of deputies that it will be about sixty-six billion
francs.

The French government does not ask for a protectorate in Syria in the
otdinary sense because it considers that the population there is too advanced
to make a protectorate necessary, but France on account of her traditional in-
terests in that country feels that she should be called upon to exercise some
sort of guardianship or guidance until Syria should be fully able to govern her-
self, :

GREAT BRITAIN—Great Britain's delegation believes that a society of
nations is desirable and obtainable and that it must be established by the pres-
ent peace conference. She advances no continental purposes other than those
of a permanent and just peace under the principle of self-determination and
that there shall be international freedom of transit by railroads and water-
ways, which is Great Britain's general definition of freedom of commerce in
times of peace, ! ‘

Great Britain will take mandatory powers over the German islands sou
of the Equator for Australia and over German Southwest Africa for the
Union of South Africa. She will also have the mandate over German East
Africa and some parts of Arabia and she has particular claims in this respect
over Mesopotamia. Great Britain will enter.a pool with the other Allies in the
matter of indemnities, especially repatation 'for air raid damages and shipping
Toss, .

ITALY—Italy asks for the Trentino as far as the Brenner Pass, including
the whole of the southern Tyrol, Trieste, Istria, Fiume, Zara, Sebenico, the
larger part of the Dalmatian Islands, Avlona and its hinterland, a protectorate
over Albania, possession of the islands in the Aegean, which were taken from
Turkey during the Tripolitan 4var and the province of Adalia, if France and
England should take territory in Asia Minor.

The Italian contention is that the Dalmatian Islands and such parts of the
Dalmatian coast as are not assigned to Italy shall be neutralized, Should
France and England extend their colonial possessions in Africa, Italy desires
to enlarge her posseﬁfions in Eritrea and Tripoli,

' BELGIUM—Belgium asks that her reparation for damages wrought by
Germany shall be the first lien on German assets to the extent of at least fif-
teen hillion francs or up to a much larger sum if Germany does not return
the hinery and the materials taken from Belgium, Belgium believes that
she should be paid first because she was the first to be invaded, because her
neutrality was violated and because she has suffered more from despoilation
than any other country in the war.

Belgium, which has reasserted her independence and thus emerges from her
old state of neutrality, desires from Holland the left bank of the Scheldt and
the Peninsula of Maastricht which protrudes into Belgian Limburg,

Belgium will also assent to a plebescite in Luxemburg to decide whether
that country wishes to join Belgium or France or to retain its autonomy.

The foregoing may be considered the extreme claims of Belgium. They
come into conflict with Holland which resists any infringement of the frontiers

_ asked for by the Belgian annexationists. The government of Holland appears

willing to revise the Scheldt navigation treaty so that Belgium should enjoy
equal rights with Holland,

JAPAN—Japan enters the peace conference, as Baron Makino, the senior
defegate, has said, “with no territorial ambitions in China,” and that as for
Tsing Tau “She will hand it back to China under the terms of the notes ex-
changed between China and Japan in May, 1915,” This is interpreted by Japan
as permitting her to retain certain former German concessions on the Shan-
tung Peninsula, Japan, Baron Makino explains, neither intends nor desires to
interfere in Russian affairs,. but is willing, if solicited, to aid Russia in restor-
ing order.”

These declarations dispose of two of the main questions in which Japan is
interested except that she desires to retain the southern Pacific Islands north
of the Equator which formerly belonged to Germany. . -

PROBLENS FOR
NEW PARLIAMENT

London, Feb. 2—(Associated Press)—
No British parliament in a century, ex-
cept -the parliament of Premier Asquith
which had on its shoulders the heavy
responsibility of deciding whether or not
Great Britain would enter the European
war, ever met with more important
work to be dealt with than the House
of Commons of Premier Lloyd George
will find when it holds its first meeting
on Tuesday.

All the problems of the new house
may be summarized in the one word—
reconstruction.

This is peculiarly a one-man and a
personal House of Commons, sinae its
ruling power is not a political party but
a coalition group whose members rep-
sent widely different schools and which
depends for its guidance upon the per-
sonal leadership of the premier rather
than the putting into effect of any party
platform. Premier Lloyd George is in
Paris and he must stay there. No one
expects him to leave the peace confer-
ence. He has the double burden of di-
recting Great Britain’s destinies in for-
eign and imperial affairs and in keeping
a hand on the domestic policy and at
this time of real crisis no one expects
him to leave the peace conference.

Leadership in the two houses of par-
liament, therefore, for the time being
will fall upon Earl Curzon and Andrew
Bonar Law, both of whom are conserva-
tives and ‘before the war stood for al-
most everything: that  was opposed to
Lloyd George and his present pro-
gramme. That seems to mean that par-
liament will mark time until the prime
minister can return and take charge in
person, ;

Meantime, the problems of domestic
reconstruction are not marking time and
refuse to wait even until the more urg-
ent business of world reconstruction has
been settled in Paris. Many people
predicted that there. would be labor
troubles in the United Kingdom, after
the war, but very few, if any, foresaw
that they would be thrust upon the
country so quickly and so sharply.

British Ministry Issues Statement
Recounting Valuable Work of
Batteries—Made Enviable Re-
cord

London, Feb, 3—(Canadian Press de-
spatch from Reuter’s Limited) —The
first statement to officially emphasize the
great value and high standard of work

searchlights and machine guns in France
has been issued. The statement points
out that the standard of efficiency at-
tained, whereby such remarkable results
were obtained during the final years of
war, reflects the greatest credit upon all
officers, men and civilians concerned.
The anti-aircraft’s total bag in France
in 1918 was as follows: Hostile ’planes
crashed or forced down in our lines, 171;
hostile ’planes forced down out of con-
trol, 73. During the same period, spec-
ial anti-aircrdft machine guns, used by
the infantry, accounted for 27 hostile
i making a grand total for ten
and a half months, 271 hostile ’planes.
The anti-aircraft guns and search-
lights are defensive rather than offen-
sive. Over and above any physical ef-
fect, which produces results of no little
value. No ’plane is able to make a
good reconnaissance, take photographs

.ment is meeting everywhere with

performed by the anti-aircraft guns,|

or direct artillery fire if it is compelled
to remain at a considerable height—over
sixteen thousand feet—or continually
dodge about to avoid shells. Moreover,
by a system of placing shell bursts in
the direction of and at the same height |
as the enemy ’planes, the latter have
often been pointed out to our aircraft|
when out of the range of our guns. Ob-
servation balloons which the enemy con-‘
stantly attack, have always been under
the watchful supervision of our anti-
aircraft guns, which, in addition to fir-
ing defensive barrages, warn telephoni-
cally of impending attacks. Although
it is impossible to render a balloon ab-
solutely immune against sudden attacks
from behind war clouds or against large
numbers of ’planes approaching simul-
i taneously from all directions, yet many
~balloons and the lives of the occupants
have been saved by the aid of the
Archies. The moral effeet of the search-
lights, too, is enormous. On many oc-
casions 'the enemy bombing machines
have been kept out of vital areas, as the
one thing they particularly dislike is
being held in a searchlight beam and
shot at.  Our lights have been so effi-
cient that it was quite an ordinary thing
to pick up and hold an enemy aircraft
for long periods.

Searchlight Efficiency.

i\ In August last the night flying squad-
ron of the R. A. F. commenced opera-
tions and it was mainly due to the ef-
| ficiency of the searchlights that night
;attacking by our ’planes became so re-
markably sucecessful. - When the enemy
aircraft was not actually picked up and
held in the beam and, incidentally,
handed on over wide areas from beam
to beam, they were pointed out by
! switching lights in the direction of the
| sound of the engine of the hostile planes.
‘I At least twenty-five large enemy bomb-
! ers were thus destroyed in three months
i and hostile bombing was thereby enor- |
| mously reduced. The mere holding of |
a hostile ’plane in a ‘beam has_ofteén .
caused it to shed all its bombs at once,
and usually in the open, in order to en-
.able it to become sufficiently light to
rise and get away from the beam quick-
ly. It is an undoubted fact that no
keener or smarter lot of officers and men
than the anti-aircrafters exist. Their’s
is not a safe job. Casualties have eer-
tainly ' been low, but that was primar-
ily due to the fact that the forward
area anti-aircraft guns are extremely
mobile and so highly trained they can
move off in ten seconds to new positions
when spotted by the enemy gunners. As
an example of efficiency and pluck, one
anti-aircraft battery gained three mili-
tary crosses and twelve medals in three |
months—all immediate awards for brav- |
ery in action—and this is by no means
an isolated case, very much the reverse,
in fact.

CO-OPERATIVE PLAN
GROWING IN SIBERIA

Bureau Formed to Aid Work
Of Unions

The Organization — Canadian Trade
Commissioner Reportscon. New De-
velopment in Eastern Russia

Ottawa, Jan. 80—In a report to the
Canadian trade and commerce depart-
ment dealing with co-operative unions
in Siberia, L. D. Wilgress, Canadian
trade commissioner, states that there
has lately been formed ‘in Vladivostok
a central co-operative bureau to co-ordi-
nate the commercial and other activities
of the various co-operative unions, which
have offices in Vladivostok for the pur-
.chase of foreign supplies and the sale of
Siberian products. The following organ-
izations have agreed in. future to. work

rough ' this cehfral’” bureau ‘in . their
commercial dealings’ with private. firms:
Moscow Union of Consumers Societies
(Centrocoyuz),, Union of Siberian Co-
operative Unions (Zakoopsbit), Siberian
Union: of Creamery Associations, All-
Russian Central Co-operative Bank (for-
mer Moscow People’s Bank), and Union
of Siberian Credit Unions.

At the present time, the report goes
on to state, these co-operative organi-
gations are taking a prominent part in
the import.ef foreign.goods. and the dis-
tribution of these ‘supplies in the in}fer—
ior. The e@t@ nizations purchase
goods on com gg“ and distribute to
the various subsidiary organizations, each
of which in turn takes its commission
until the goods reach the individual
members, who are the consumers. The
bulk of the goods now being forwarded
from_Vladivostokinto the interior are
being shipped by, the co-operative unions.

The five organizations mentioned
above illustrate esch of the various di-
réctions in which the idea of co-oper-
ation has been extended in Siberia. Co-
operation first became an important fac-
tor in Siberian life after the revolution-
ary troubles of 1905-06, but even before
this rative. creameries were being
formed -in fairly *iarge numbers. - The
creameries represent the idea of pro-
ducers’ co-operation. Besides these there
are in Siberfx consumers’ co-operative
buying societies, mutual credit societies,
and branches of the all-Russian Cen-
tral Co-operative Bank. :

The government long resisted, for poli-
tical reasons, the tendency for the co-
operative societies to form unions among
themselves. The force of circumstances
and particularly the outbreak of the war
compelled the authorities to give way to
a great extent. |

The union of Siberian Co-operative
Unions' (Zapoopsbit) combines the co-
operative stores of Eastern and Western
Siberia and the Ural district. It is the
largest union of’ consumers’ co-operative
societies formed in Siberia, comprising
on May 1, 1918, twenty-five unions, rep-
resenting a total of 8,262 consumers’
stores. In its turn the Siberian union

is subsidiary, in part, to the Moscow |

Union of Consumers’ Societies, which
may be said to be the union for the
whole of Russia, although its activities
are more specially connected with the
central provinces of European Russia.
The turnover in merchandise of the
Union of Siberian Co-operative Unions
in 1916 amounted to 3,500,000 rubles, in

1917 to 48,000,000, and during the first’

four months of 1918 to over 23,000,000
rubles. These figures do not include
transactions in merchandise effected by
the unions themselves, independently of
the Union of Siberian Co-operativer
Unions, which for the first eight months
of 1916 amounted to 65,000,00 rubles.

« The idea of producers’ co-operation is
illustrated in the organization of the
Union of Siberian Creamery Associa-

tions, which has its head office at Kur- |-
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gan. This unton on Oct. 1, 1917, com-
prised 1,410 creamery associations an
1,167 co-operative stores. The activity
of the union is principally confined to
the dairy districts of Western Siberia.

The co-operative creameriés began
their aclivity toward the year-1900. Be-
fore that time the production of butter
was concentrated in the hands of pri-
vate individuals. At the present time,
up to 60 per cent of the total produe-
tion of butter appearing on the Siberian
market is produced by the mémbers of
the union. The quantity of butter ex-
ported in a westerly direction is rapidly
increasing; for instance, in 1894 there
were exported 400 poods, and im 1913
more than 5,500,000 poods (approximate-
ly 100,000 tons). The turnover of the
union increased as follows: In 1907, 2,-
380,000 rubles; in 1917, 160,600,000
rubles.

The union has thirty offices in various
towns and large villages and buying of-
fices in Moscow, Samarkand and Vladi-
vostok, also’an agent in Londop. The
turn over of the Moscow buying office
amounted in January, 1918, to over 12,
000,000 rubles. The union aims at the
joint disposal of agricultural produce on’
foreign markets, and exchange of mer-
chandise with America, Australid, etc

Societies - for the granting of eredit
and mutual’ help to individual units on
the joint responsibility of the group have
been formed in Siberia in' great num-
bers. This co-operative plan is repre-

ganized only during the summer of 1917.
The board of theé union is situated at
Novo-Nicolaivsk. This organization
combines ' twenty-eight- credit wunions,
comprising up to 4,000 loan and saving
associations.

The most extensive co-operative or-
ganization in Russia is the Moscow
Union of Co-operative Societies. This
central union comprises about 500. dis-
trict co-operative unions with a total of
40,000 co-operative stores. The com-
mercial operations of the Moscow Union
in 1917 were represented by a turnover
of 200,000,000 rubles, and for 1918 a
turnover is anticipated of more than
700,000,000 rubles. “Centrocoyus,” as
this union i Tmown. also directs various
agricultural and industrial undertakings
| anda employs about 8,000 clerks and 5,000
jworkmen, The chief aim of the union
is to co-ordinate the varied objects
which the consumers’ co-operatives are
striving to attain,

The co-operative organizations of the

whole of Russia are united in the All-
Russian Central Co-operative Bank. This
banking establishment unites the va-
rious types of co-operation, such as the
consumers’ societies, mutwal credit or-
ganizations, workmen’s guilds and agri-
cultural co-operative organizations, and
serves to centralize and co-ordinate the
‘activities of the different groups.

lished in Siberia at the towns of Novo-
Nicolaievsk, Chita, Omsk, Vladivostok
{and Irkutsk. Foreign branches have
igeen opened at New York and at Lon-
