This morning's session of the 80th annual convention of the Trades and La­
bor Congress of Canada in St. Andrew's rink, was of more than usual interest. 
President Watters occupied the chair, and Hon. Mr. Crothers was present. He 
gave an inspiring address on a variety of matters relative to labor, making sev­
eral important announcements concerning the Canadian labor department’s atti­
tude which, had been severely criticized ; on unemployment, war conditions, food 
prices and other subjects.

In view of developments from a labor viewpoint in St. John a few months 
ago, much interest attaches to a resolution passed calling; for legislation to 
abolish private detective agencies operating in the dominion. The complaint was 
emphatic against what was termed malicious and sometimes illegal actions in 
strike times by inciting disturbances. There was also a very lively discussion 
after the subtrfisskm of the audit committee's report, some of the members 
taking exception to certain items. Vice-president Fred Bancroft was placed “on 
the gridiron" for a time concerning his lobbyist and organization activities, but 
gave a spirited account of himself. There was apparently no endeavor upon any­
body’s part even to hint at dishonesty, but merely to assert a delegate’s prerog­
ative to have a proper comprehension of the various items in the report of the 
secretary-treasurer. Several delegates participated in the discussion, but the 
audit report was accepted in its entirety.

The election of officers is to take place this afternoon and a spirited session 
over immigration matters is hinted at.

Private Detectives
An interesting discussion followed the 

introduction of a resolution by Delegate 
Foster of Montreal concerning the em­
ployment of private detéctives. The 
purpose of the resolution was to try to 
have the various private detective agen­
cies in Canada abolished. Reference 
was made to them as a menace to the 
lives and liberties of workmen, because 
of unscrupulous methods by so-called 
detectives, many of whom were said to 
be aliens. Pending the abolishing of 
such agencies the resolution asked that 
legislation regulating them be had, sug­
gestions being that each of their offices 
and branch offices be bonded to the ex­
tent of $5,000, subject to the approval 
of the police chief; that each individual 
employed by the agencies be bonded to 
$1,000, that the local chiefs of police 
have their individual records and have 
power to reject them if they proved un­
fit, and that all agencies be required to 
furnish the local police department with 
a daily record of their ■ doings. The 
resolution was carried.
Audit Matters

The committee on audit reported 
through Chairman Scott, having found 
the books of the secretary-treasurer cor­
rect in every detajl. The, committee re­
ported Mr. DrapeKz books were in 
cellent conditions- A breezy discussion 
followed the report.

Delegate Moore questioned one item 
concerning payment for lobby work to 
Vice-President Bancroft who had been 
paid $1,471.31, including expenses, for 
seven months’ labor in this regard and 
as organizer. He asked whether it was 
for continuous or intermittent duties.

Delegate Bancroft replied saying lie 
had heard of statements criticizing the 
matter, but assured the congress that 
he had been paid by the congress 
alone and had not been paid by any 
company to which he had been previ­
ously attached. The payments made 
had been for continuous sendees.

Delegate Moore also questioned the 
making of a testimonial to Vice-Presi­
dent Bancroft and Delegate Gibbons for 
work done in Toronto by labor men of 
that city. A circular had been sent out 
seeming to infer that they had not been 
paid for the work by the congress, and 
asked other labor bodies to contribute 
to the testimonial.

Delegate R. J. Stevenson of Toronto 
replied that the testimonial to Messrs.
Bancroft and Gibbons had been most 
richly deserved. They had volunteered 
their services and given valuable time 
for which the congress had not paid 
them. He had introduced the matter to 
the trades council, asking that all who 
desired give a contribution of only

GERMANS REINFORCED
The turning movement of the Franco-British forces first directed against 

General Von Kluck In an effort to envelope his army, appears from unofficial 
despatches to have met resistance from strong German reinforcements.
GERMANS MAKE NEW MOVE

Paris, Sept. 24.—The formidable force which the Germans threw against 
the allies’ left is stiff flinching, according to the official information, under the 
unrelenting blows of the Franco-English battering 
Guards, as in the battle of the Aisne, are unable to stand the pressure, and are 
giving a little more ground daily.

The diversion attempted in Lorraine having proven ineffectual, the Ger­
mans are now making a fierce drive in the Woevre district, northeast„of Ver­
dun. The object no doubt is to cut off the army operating around Nancy. The 
Germans already had tried to make an opening between Verdun and Toul, be­
sieging Troyon at the same time. It is doubtful that they will succeed any 
better this time than they did in the former attempt. Nevertheless, the 
oeuvre constitutes a grave menace to the allies who are resisting desperately, 
and thus far have repulsed attacks with heavy losses. That the Germans are 
losing heavily on their right is also attested by the constant arrival here of 
prisoners and wounded.

DEFEAT OF GERMANS BY RUSSIANS
London, Sept. 24—The Paris Matin Prints a despatch from Petrograd stat­

ing that the Germans who drove General Rennenkampf back into Russia, 
ported to have suffered a great defeat at Subio. The Russians have reoccupied 
Soldau in East Prussia on the Polish frontier. It is said that the Germans are 
evacuating East Prussia to reinforce the line from Thorn in West Prussia on bor­
der of Poland, to Kalisz, a town in Rus sian Poland.

The allies did their 
best to prevent its completion and there 
has been some desperate fighting along 
the Aisne. Gallant rushes have been 
made toward the trenches and fierce 
iand-to-hand struggles have taken place 
u ‘n the top of the Craon ne plateau, 
the side of which rises like a cliff 
against the allies.

“Attack and counter attack succeeded 
one another, while the endangered 
crown prince’s army has been picking a 
way out of a difficult country into a 
still more awkward position. On our 
right the enemy’s army has been seek­
ing for an opening or a weak line in the 
chain of forts between Toul and Ver­
dun.

This morning’s hearing in the murder 
ease of the King vs John H. Braman, 
was taken up largely with the hearing 
of evidence and legal arguments relative 
to the admission in evidence of the de­
position of Frank E. O’Leary. Perhaps 
the most important evidence intended to 
be presented to the jury by the crown 
is contained in this deposition, and the 
matter is therefore of vital importance. 
The whole question of the admissability 
of this deposition hinges on the words 
of the criminal code, requiring that the 
defendant or his counsel must have had 
“a full opportunity of cross-examining 
the deponent, if he so desired.”

Considerable evidence was given this 
morning as to the cireupmstances under 
which tlie deposition was taken as His 
Honor had said that he would like to 
hear further evidence before deciding the 
point.

Police Magistrate Ritchie told of tak­
ing O’Leary’s statement in July, with 
O’Leary, the defendant,' the police clerk, 
Com. McLellan, Sergt. Hastings, Doctor 
Malcolm and another doctor were pres­
ent. It is understood the deposition had 
to be taken quickly as O’Leary 
bleeding, and he told him to tell the 
facts briefly. Braman had a full oppor­
tunity of seeing the deponent. The wit­
ness did not remember whether he said 
to the defendant after the deposition 
was read over to him : “Do you wish 
to say anything?” or “Do you wish to 
ask any questions?” It was one of the 
two. He did not remember, whether, the 
charge was read over to the accused be­
fore the taking of the deposition.

George A. Henderson, police clerk, 
said he did not read over any charge to 
the prisoner, or hear any charge read. 
He heard the police magistrate say: 
“Have you any questions to ask?” to the 
accused after O’I.eary had finished giv­
ing his evidence. He did not notice any 
hand cuffs on the prisoner when the evi­
dence was being taken.

Police Sergeant Aaron Hastings gave 
evidence concerning the taking of the 
depsition.

Increase of Live Stock Production 
a Wise Policy

The outbreak of the war in Europe 
and the consequent demand which is na­
turally to be expected for increased ex­
ports of meats, finds Canada in a very 
much denuded condition as regards live 
stock. As a result of the removal of the 
American tariff on cattle a heavy export 
trade developed to the south. In some 
districts in eastern Canada nearly every­
thing has been shipped out of the coun­
try, except dairy cows. This export 
trade, together with many farmers sell­
ing their calves for veal, can have but 
one result in Canada, viz: a greater scar­
city of meat than at present exists, 
in a normal market.

The meat industry in Canada should 
not be allowed to dwindle—rather, the 
production of hogs, sheep and cattle on 
Canadian farms should be greatly in­
creased. To obtain this increase does 
not mean that farmers should devote 
their whole attention to live stock. The 
majority of farmers will admit that with 
very little extra effort and expense they 
could increase by several head the live 
stock on their farms without in any way 
interfering with their present system of 
farming.

From reports to the Commission of 
Conservation, present conditions indicate 
a world-wide scarcity of live stock, with 
little likelihood of an overcrowded 
ket for many years to come. The oppor­
tunity for Canadian farmers is therefore 
parent. To take advantage of this, 
farmers should save their heifer calves 
to produce more cattle, while the others 
may be turned off, not as veal, but as 
beef.

Expert stockmen advise that there 
good times ahead for those raising sheepu 
The high price of mutton and of wool 
and the comparative ease with which a 
flock of sheep may be sustained upon 
land which is otherwise unsuitable for 
agriculture, should suggest a great in­
crease in the number of sheep raised by 
Canadian farmers.

Increased production in hogs can be 
brought about more quickly than in any 
other class of live stock, and consequent­
ly should receive immediate attention.

Animal production on the farm is de­
sirable because it increases the fertility 
agd crop-raising ability of the soil. Good 
prices are sure to be obtained for any 
surplus which farmers will have to sell 
on account of the inevitable shortage of 
supply resulting from war conditions in 
Europe. These two conditions should be 
an incentive to Canadian farmers to in­
crease their live stock production. A lit­
tle foresight now, with modem methods 
of feeding, will make increased produc­
tion easily possible.—F. C. N.

THE WAR NEWS. ronto - World makes the following ob­
servation:—

“The question of subsidizing steam­
ship lines between Canadian ports and 
the principal ports on either coast of 
South America should receive, and no 
doubt is receiving, careful attention 
from the government. We are now sub­
sidizing at heavy expense a line of 
steamers between Eastern Canada and 
the West Indies, which we believe go 
as far south as British Guiana. But 
there must be a considerable additional 
stimulus to shipping if we are to seri­
ously compete for the trade formerly 
enjoyed by Germany in Argentina and 
Brazil, and if we are to make any seri­
ous attempt at a commercial conquest of 
the western coast of South America."

The great battle of the Aisne Is still 
in progress. The fact that it has con­
tinued so long without a decisive result 
is explained by the official bureau, which 
says that since the Germans occupy 
strong defensive positions the battle 
takes on the character of war by assault 
along a fortified front. Such gains as have 
been made, however, have been made by 
the allied armies, and much is hoped for 
from the turning movement at the ex­
treme German right, which some of yes­
terday’s reports declared had been suc­
cessfully executed, but which was not 
confirmed by last night’s cables. We are 
told, however, that the "British and 
French are “so confident their armies will 
win that they are not worrying much-’’ 
But every foot gained means heavy loss 
on both sides, and the casualty list grows 
sadly longer from day to day.

One of yesterday’s interesting reports 
was that British aviators had made a 
daring dash from Antwerp over German 
territory to Dusseldorf, where they drop­
ped bombs on the sheds of the German 
Zeppelin air-fleet. They demonstrated 
very effectively that dropping bombs is 
e game at which two can play.

With regard to German operations in 
France, the correspondent of the London 
Daily Telegraph says that none of the 
military authorities with whom he has 
conversed believe that the Germans will 
be able to take the offensive again on a 
large scale. If the turning movement on 
their right should be successfully exe­
cuted by the allied forces the Germans 
would not only not be able to take the 
offensive, but would be compelled to re­
treat.

The Rusisan armies continue to pursue 
the Austrians in Galicia, and the fall of 
the fortress of Praemysl will doubtless 
soon be announced. The Servians also 
have met with further success, and the 
Montenegrins have advanced closer to 
the capital of Bosnia. A Central News 
report credits a Russian cruiser with 
sinking a German cruiser and two tor­
pedo boat*; but this is not confirmed.

Mr. Winston Churchill, speaking in 
Liverpool last night, expressed great 
gratification over the results thus far 
achieved In the war. He said:

“I could not have hoped that circum­
stances at this stage of the war would 
have been so favorable for the allies.” 
With regard to the navy, he declared 
that if the German fleet do not come 
out and fight they will eventually be dug 
out “like rats out of a hole.” Of the 
spirit of the men of the British fleet 
there could be no finer illustration than 
is found in the report of the sinking of 
the cruiser Cressy, after she had been 
torpedoed by the Germans:—

“Capt. Robert W. Johnson went down 
with his ship, cheered by the men who 
were swimming around the doomed ves­
sel."

In his book “With Kitchener In Khar­

toum,” published in 1899, the late Mr. 
George W. Steevens, the famous war 
correspondent, wrote as follows:

New York, Sept. 24.—That the* com­
mander-in-chief of the British North 
Sea fleet, Admiral Jellicoe, did a daring 
bit of scouting in a submarine and ac­
tually located the German cruisers in 
their positions behind the Island of Hel­
goland, the German advance base, be­
fore sending his ships against them in 
the sharp naval battle of three weeks 
ago, was the report brought to New 
York by Captain Skelley of the Stand­
ard Oil British tank steamship San 
Lorenzo from London.

Captain Skelley’s tank ship was with 
the English Grand Fleet, discharging 
cargo, at the time of the engagement, 
and firsthand information concerning the 
details of the engagement were received 
by Captain Skelley, both from English 
naval officers and from the wounded and 
captured Germans taken from the van­
quished cruised Mainz.

“Admiral Jellicoe did a daring and 
unusual thing when he spied out the 
positions of the German advance 
scouts,” said CUptain Skelley today, in 
recalling the facts of the most serious 
naval engagement between British and 
German ships. He took personal com­
mand of a submarine and put out from 
the fleet for the Bight of Helgoland.

“The submarine went smack into the 
mined waters of the Germans, cruising 
most of the time submerged and with 
not even the periscope showing. Ad­
miral Jellicoe went to the surface once, 
to And himself squarely in the midst of 
the German naval scouts lying behind 
the highlands of Heligoland. He got his 
reckoning and the position of the ships 
of the enemy in their relation to the 
shore, then submerged and felt his way back to the fleet. He then dispatched

his cruisers and destroyers on a mission 
to go in and sink the Germans.

“I talked with several wounded and 
captured Germans after the fight. They 
said the effect of the English Are on 
the German cruisers was terrible beyond 
description, but that the Germans had 
stuck by their guns until the last man 
of the gun crews was blown to bits, 
classes were bottled up in the Baltic and 
North Seas, they said”

London (by mail)—Food is cheap in 
Great Britain and in some cases prices 
are actually below those ruling before 
war was declared. The government is 
regulating the price of all essential 
eatables and every few days a list ' is 
published showing the maximum price 
which a retail store may charge. 
Sugar is perhaps the most expensive 
commodity at this time, the price fixed 
being approximately 8 cents a pound as 
against 6 cents before the war began. 
Fish is somewhat more expensive, too, 
on account of the restrictions in the 
North Sea where disasters to shipping 
due to mines has unnerved fishermen.

Fruit is rotting in the markets, 
the first place England enjoyed a bum­
per fruit crop, and owing to the high 
price of sugar housewives are unable to 
preserve their usual complement. A 
few pennies will buy a basket of first- 
class fruit in London.

Smoked fish is cheap. Great Britain 
smokes millions of herrings every year 
and tons of these fish are annually ex­
ported. These are now on the market 
in vast quantities.

Meat is little above normal quotations. 
Cereals are practically unchanged in 
price compared with those obtaining be­
fore the war commenced.

Restaurants have not advanced their 
prices.

Should a retail store charge prices 
above those allowed by the government 
figures, the stores are seized by the of­
ficials.

Dairy products are cheap and have not 
advanced in price. Nearly every day a 
boat load of eggs, butter and cheese ar­
rives from Denmark.

The writer of these lines, having but 
recently translated and elucidated the 
Books of Daniel and Ezra into English, 
Hebrew and Yiddish, endeavored, time 
and again, to find reflections on the Eu­
ropean battles, hut had to give up the 
attempt and let Daniel’s mystics and 
mysteries severely alone. Isaiah, however, 
deals plainly and unequivocally with the 
instigator of a horrible carnage that per­
petrates its bloody operations upon nu­

Business conditions are steadily im­
proving. A prominent business man of 
this city, who is also a large employer 
of labor, said this morning in reply to 
an inquiry from The Times that A much 
better feeling is manifest and trade con­
ditions are much better than most men 
had anticipated.

“Perhaps the best test,” he said, “of 
conditions and of public confidence is 
found in the fact that collections are 
good. With us they are very much bet­
ter than we expected.”

The speaker also dwelt upon the im­
portance of individual effort. “If,” he 
said, “every one will do his very best 
to keep busy himself and give as much

employment as possible, and not worry 
himself about what others are doing or i 
failing to do, the conditions will con- j 
tinue to be healthy for business all ■ 
round.”

“Another thing,” he said, “that is of 
great importance is that every induce- j 
ment and mcouragement be given to the 
farmers to cultivate larger areas and 
raise more crops next year; for that will j 
have a great bearing on the general pros- i 
perity of the province. This may be the 
special duty of the agricultural depart­
ment, but it is no less important for 
business men in every department of 1 
trade. We should all talk bigger crops 
for next year "

Delegate Verveille, labor member of 

parliament from Quebec, thought the 
constitution should be amended to cov­
er the action of the executive, should 
such questions arise in future.

Delegate Somerville asked for inform­
ation regarding payment of $500 to Or­
ganizer W. R. Trotter for western organ­
ization. He asked if any such work had 
been done in Saskatchewan, and was told 
that there had been none such.

After a few further remarks from one 
or two other delegates, the audit com­
mittee’s report was adopted.
Hon. Mr. Crothers.

Chairman J. T. Joy, of Halifax, of the 
committee on constitutional law, report­
ed in favor of having daily printed re­
cords concerning reports adopted at each 
session. The debate on this was adjourn­
ed to hear Hon. Mr. Crothers, who gave 
an address in which he was given an at­
tentive hearing.

“I never had so many things of which 
1 am proud," he said, “as I am this 
morning. I am proud that my parents 
were Irish. I am proud that Draper is 
an Irishman, because I know there’ll be 
no leakages and I am proud that I 
was born poor. Ana I am also proud 
that the best speech given from this 
platform was by the little Irish girl from 
New York. But I am especially proud I 
am a Canadian more them ever at this 
time. I fully appreciate this opportunity 
of hearing your views on the important 
questions before this congress. I shall 
endeavor to avoid any controversial re­
ferences because I am your guest. It 
pleases me to meet so large a representa­
tion of labor. You have done a great 
work for labor, but there is a great work 
before you.

“You must use eternal vigilance to 
maintain your rights. Every workman 
in Canada Should belong to his particu­
lar organization in the class of labor he 
works at; What chance has an individ­
ual workman ? If he is backed up by a 
few thousand organized, fellow workmen, 
his grievances are more easily adjusted. 
An organization will attain success in 
proportion to their securing public opin- 

• ion with it, and I am glad the Trades 
and Labor Congress has public sympathy 
with it.

“Questions of importance find their 
way to this congress, and the conclusions 
arrived at here are persistently brought 
before the parliament at Ottawa. It has 
been said that “capital and labor would 
always be at enmity,” -but in my mind 
this is an erroneous impression for union 
labor to take. It seems to me also er­
roneous for labor to say it is entitled to 
all it produces. I think labor and capi­
tal should ' be more of a partniership, 
should try to work "in better harmony. 
What is today causing unemployment in 
Canada? We have been expending here 
$400,000,000 every year. This means $50 
a piece for every man, woman and child 
cut off by the war. Do we owe nothing 
to capital? Consider my last statement 
in your answer. Therefore it is that 
labor and capital should work shoulder 
to shoulder. Only by a union between 
the two forces are the great resources of 
our glorious heritage to be developed.

“Some here may not agree, but it is 
merely a question of private judgment; 
they have their views—-I have mine. In 
all the fifty-four resolutions before your 
congress, I don’t find a single word of 
appreciation for the labor department 
of Canada. All citizens in this country 
have a right to criticism—it’s the only 
way to get justice. I am glad you ex­

ercise your right in that regard (Laugh­
ter). But let your criticism be proper 
and honest. We are all imperfect—we 
all make mistakes. I make them nearly 
every day. It is easy to look back and 
see them afterwards. In your own fam­
ily management, do you and I not make 
mistakes? I hope you have not tried to 
manage your wife—but how about your 
children ? Have you sometimes whipped 
that little boy or girl? I hope not. I 
am heartily opposed to corporal punish­
ment in any form.”
War Food Prices

Mr. Crothers referred to his steward­
ship in the labor office during his three 
years, speaking of the various move­
ments made by that department as re­
gards the betterment of labor conditions. 
He said he was considering the appoint­
ment of a fair-wage officer for the mari­
time provinces, but since public works 
were not to be proceeded with so ac­
tively as possible it might not be neces­
sary for a while, at least while the war 
troubles demanded attention. He was 
pleased that all labor disputes had been 
amicably settled at the outbreak of the 
war, and the patriotism of the men of 
Canada was such that there was no 
likelihood of any further troubles for 
some time to come. Just now he was 
pleased to note that not a single con­
ciliation board was in session in Canada 
today. The department was investigat­
ing retail prices on food from 57 points 
in Canada, but though legislation has 
been provided, it has not yet been found 
necessary for the government to take ac­
tion. It had been said here yesterday 
that $12 had been charged for a barrel 
of flour in Truro, N.S., but if this were 
so it would be possible to have the 
dealer severely punished.

Regarding unemployment, the speaker 
said it was a difficult problem. The 
greatest hardship was the want of 
money and the impossibility of bor­
rowing it. It had been said that the 
government could “make money,” but 
it is well known when this had been 
done its value depreciated. It might, 
however, become necessary for the gov­
ernment to make an issue, but it would 
be a dangerous thing to do. But those 
out of employment must be taken care 
of. The conscientious workman wanted 
no charity—he desired to earn his every 
dollar. The government intended to do 
its utmost to solve the problem and bet­
ter general conditions.
Canada’s Troops

The speaker closed with an inspiring 
tribute to the men of Canada who had 
volunteered in the empire’s service, 32,- 
000 of whom had gone a day or two ago 
to the front.” The stupendous tragedy 
had called forth a gallant response from 
Canada in the cause of the allies, who 
must assuredly win. But what might 
happen if the Kaiser should be the vic­
tor and dictate the terms of peace? He 
might take as his share Africa, Aus­
tralia or Canada—

“Never Canada,” exclaimed a voice 
from the hall.

“Perhaps not,” Mr. Crothers replied, 
“but Canadians will fight to their last 
drop of blood against it. However, the 
allies must win—they will win—but we 
cannot say how long it will take.”

In conclusion he expressed his best 
wishes to the Trades and Labor Con­
gress and asked only a fair criticism and 
just concerning the work of his depart­
ment. A vote of appreciation was ten­
dered the minister for his attendance 
and address.
