AN UNEXPECTED DEPARTURE.

The Czar Leaves Berlin Before the Ape
pointed Time. »
BEeruIN, Oct. 13.—The Czar and his son
drove to Charlottenburg at 9.30 this morn-
ing and placed wreaths of laurel and
white roses npon the tomb of the late Em-
peror William. Upon their return they
attended service at the embassy chapel.
Emperor William arrived at the embassy
at noon, when he and the Czar drovein
state with imposing suites to the quarle
ers of the Alexander regiment,” wher®
they were entertained at lunch-
eon by the officers. In offer-
ing a toast to the Russian army, Emper-
or William alluded to the fact that his
grandfather, when a young man, gained
the Russian cross of St. George and the
honorary colonelcy of the Kaluga regi-
ment for bravery at the battle of Bar-
Sur Aube. Then were the days, he said,
when Russian and Frussion troops fought
and bled shoulder to shoulder. Coming
down to more recent times he testified
to the gallantry of Russians in the de-
fence of Sabastapol and at the storming
of Plevna. The Czar made a reply in
German and toasted the -welfar -
Lirav vam :
ﬁi}iﬂsoAvlgreigns Feiigd -t tne-Russian |
embassy.
Immediately after Emperor William
drove to the castle; the Czar followed him
at ;315 p. m, and bade farewell to
the Empress. Thence he drove directly
to the station. Here there was a brilliant
assemblage, including the Prince Al-
brecht Leopold and a number of officers
and diplomats. The Czar shook hands
with most of those present. In taking
farewell the two monarchs repeatedly
embraced each other. The train which
carried  the Czar started at
417 p. m. for Ludwigslust. Today Em-
peror William wore a Russian wuni-
form and the Czar was attired in the
uniform of the Alexander regiment. The
Czar was met at Ludwigslust by the
Grand Duke of Mecklenburg and family.
The station was beautifully decorated
and a guard of honor was drawn up to
receive the Czar. All drove to the
castle. The streets along the route were
filled with people who greeted the Czar,
with enthusiastic acclamation. This
evening a grand supper was given in the
castle in honor of the Czar. To-morrow
will be gpent in hunting. i
The Czar’s leave taking of Prince Bis-
marck and Count Von Waldersee was
especially warm. When he had depart-
ed Emperor William invited Prince Bis-
marck to take the right hand seat in the
imperial carriage, the one the Czar had
just vacated. The two drovg to the
Chancellor’s palace where they..aligghted
and remained for an hour  con-
versing. The reception of the Cear
by the people of Berlin 'was cordial but
reserved. His departure was a surprise
as it was expected he would [remain for
the state dinner thisevening. The strict-
est police measures for the safety of the
Czar in this city were continued through-
out the day. All traffic was "stopped
along the route to the railroad. station
and the time of departure of the Cgar
was kept a secret.

It was the practice
to turn on the electric bell every evening
at 8ix o'clock. Itismy duty to do so.

Up to Friday
I had no suspicions of any em-
ploye in the establishment. Tuesday
night, in question was a rainy night.

To Mr. Stockton—I did not believe Mc-
Donald was trying to hide himself while
standing at the desk.

HARBOR INPROVEMENT AT THE NORTH
ERD.

We publish in our lo-al columns to-Jay
the scheme of harbor improvement fir
the North End, which is proposed by the
st. John Forwarding and Trade Promot-
ing association, and which they ask the
financial assistance of the city to enable
them to carry out. It is worthy of re-
mark that the North End, owing to it
being outside the limits of the city
until within the past few months, has
been almost totally neglected with re-
spect to its wharves. Yet it cannot Le
denied that it possesses many advantages
over either Lower Cove or Carleton in
respect to accommodation for steamships,
in the event of snitable wharves being
constracted. Tt is the safest portion of the
harbor ; it is easy of access and it can be
provided with railway facilities much
more readily than any other part of the
East Side. The company proposes to
spend $75,000 on the Long Wharf property
in making such improvements as will
give accommodation for one Mail steam-
ship of the largest size, one steamship
drawing 15 feet suitable for the New
York or West India trade, and two
ocean steamships of the size of the_boats
of the Furness Line. They propose to
build railway connexions and ware-
houses suitable for these four jvessels
and to purchase the St. Helena wharf
property and all this they say can be
done tor §75,000. They ask the city of St.
John to loan them $50,000 of this sum for
which they are willing to pay interest at
4 per cent. They are willing to give the
city the most ample security for the re-
payment of this loan and to have the
money expended under the direction of
acommittee of the council with the

4. Todredge the slip between the
Long wharf and the St. Helena w harf
sufficiently to accommodate two ocean
vessel of the size of the steamers of the
Furness Line.

5. Todredge in front of the Long wharf
and St. Helena wharf and in front of
the intervening slip so as to give a depth
of 27 feet. As the distance from the
eastern side of the Long wharfto the
western side of St. Helena wharf is
about 500 feet this would be sufficient
for ocean steamers of fhe class of the
“Parisian” or “Vancouver.”
