Death Census.
Toronto, Ont., Oct. 29.—The report of 

the provincial health department for 
September shows that 680 divisions, re- 
presetning a population of 1,920,000, 
made returns. They gave a total of 
2,069 deaths from all causes for the 
month, being a rate of 12.9 per thou­
sand, compared with 2,381 deaths in re­
porting the population of 2,070,600 in 
September last year. The returns show 
a slight increase in smallpox, scarlet 
fever and diptherla, and a marked de­
crease in typhoid fever. Consumption 
claimed 129 victims, compared with 115 
in September, 1906. 1

The defence was a denial of the know­
ledge that fhe dividends were paid out of 
the capital of the bank.

Justice Townsend, after a brief review 
of the case, stated that in the absence of 
fraud, directors can only be held liable 
for gross negligence. If the directors had 
a knowledge of the conditions of the 
bank's affairs, and with that knowledge 
in their possession permitted it to con­
tinue, and year after year sanctioned the 
declaration of dividends, it would, in his 
opinion, constitute gross carelessness on 
their part and render them liable for 
losses, at any rate such losses and divi­
dends as happened after it came to their 
knowledge.

John K. Barker, an old-time miner, 
from the Cariboo, died very suddenly 
at the General hospital in Vancouver 
on Sunday morning. He was over 84 
years old and was subject to apoplectic 
fits. The late Mr. Barker arrived on 
the coast about a week ago from Bul­
lion, B. C„ and registered at the Mé­
tropole hotel. Various guests at the 
hotel noticed that Mr. Barker was very 
feeble, and it was with difficulty that 
he managed to walk around. On Sat­
urday evening, sitting in the dining 
room, he became unconscious, and was 
taken to his room. The ambulance 
was telephoned for and he was 
moved to the General hospital, where 
he expired wlthbut regaining conscious­
ness. The deceased- was a native of 
Massachusetts, and came to» British 
Columbia in the early fifties. He was 
a shareholder in the Cariboo Consoli­
dated Mining Co., and was reputed 
wealthy. T. C. Tingley, an old-time 
friend of the deceased, has taken 
charge of the body.

Maple Creek. Sask., Oct. 29.—Wm.

Head of Salvation Army Carries on 
His Campaign Although 

in Poor Health.

IN THE POLICE COURT.

Over-Zealous Civil Servants Ventilate 
Their Grievances.

Two civil servants, each jealous for his 
own department and zealous in carrying 
r.ut the duties assigned to him, came into 
collision when trying to put the public 
funds into safe-keeping.

MOVEMENTS OF VESSELS.

Items Relative to Marine Matters on the 
Coast.

Advices received yesterday by Dodwell 
& Co., agents for the Blue Funnel line at 
Tacoma, state that the Blue Funnel liner 
Keemun did not depart from Yokohama 
on October 17th, as was expected. She 
will be ten days behind her schedule and 
will not leave there until October 27th.

This will bring her to Victoria about 
November 9th, nearly two weeks after 
the departure of the liner Titan, which 
leaves Tacoma on Wednesday morning 
for the Orient. As a usual thing the Blue 
Funnel liners pass just outside the Straits, 
one coming to Victoria and the other 
leaving.

A Port Townsend dispatch cays: If 
plans now under consideration are adopt­
ed the near future will see the sale of two 
of the best known vessels of the Pacific 
sailing fleet to the navy department for 
conversion into barges and use as col­
liers. The vessels are the barque Sea 
King and ship Glory of the Seas. Both 
are properties of the Seattle Shipping 
Company, and are now on Puget Sound. 
The Sea King is at anchor j^t Port Town­
send, disengaged, after a late return 
lrom a voyage to Alaska, and the Glory 
of the Seas is at Port Gamble, loading 
for the west coast of South America.

SCATHING ATTACK 
ON HOUSE OF LORDS

Hairy Labouchere, Editor of Truth, 
Delivers Himself of Some As­

tounding Criticism

London, Oct. 28.—“A dissolute nobility, 
descended from a tainted ancestry,” is 
the terrible indictment brought against 
the bulk of the English peerage by Henry 
Labouchere, the editor and critic.

Resorting to no soft artifice of words 
to hide the severity of the arraignment, 
the editor of Truth declares that the ma­
jority of the holders of titles in England 
to-day are the weakling descendants of 
infamous forbears.

He mercilessly pillories some of the, 
greatest names and titles In England/ 
and declares the present holders of them 
to be descended from illicit unions and 
flagrant basons of the past.

He points out that the governing body 
in the House of Lords is composed of 
men descended from robber barons and 
weak-moralled favorites.

Taking some of the greatest titles In 
England, Labouchere shows how they 
were created by Kings to care for il­
legitimate offspring.

Referring to some of the greatest 
estates in England, he shows how they 
were parcelled out to pay for the amours 
of monarchs and to care for children 
across whose birth record the bar Sinister 
is drawn. Categorically summing up, he 
points out the absurdity of vesting in 
these descendants of questionable unions 
of the past the hereditary power of rul­
ing through the House of Lords.

In a scathing article, headed with fine 
sarcasm “Our Old Nobility,” Labouchere 
takes up the question of the continuance 
of the House of Lords as a vested ruling 
body, and then name by name catalogues 
the present holders of the titles and 
points whence the title descended and 
why it was conferred.

Labouchere proceeds to cell England 
some of the history of its great houses, 
and the facts concerning the forbears of 
the men who are ruling England through 
the House of Lords.

GOLD BEARING 
STREAMS IN YUKON

Discovery in Felly River Watershed 
May Prove as Rich as 

Klondyke

Dawson, Oct. 26.—Robert Henderson, 
discoverer of the first gold in the Klon­
dike basin, has returned from an expedi­
tion 300 miles up Pelly river with A. J. 
Keele, the Canadian government geolo­
gist. Keele remains there to make a topo­
graphical map and geological survey this 
winter.

Mr. Henderson reports that Dell Van 
Gerder .and Dick Van Vibber, who are 
prospecting Francis lakes, at the head of 
Pelly river for two seasons, report strikes 
a little beyond the Laird watershed which 
yield $1 to the pan and even better in 
gold.

They are taking supplies there with dog 
teams and freighting 100 miles beyond 
Hoole canyon after the snow falls. Hen­
derson believes the Upper Pelly will prove 
a new Klondike.

Rev. Alex. Dunn Formally Designated at 
Vancouver for Missionary Work.

Rev. Dr. Campbell went over to West­
minster this week to attend the service at 
which Rev. Alex. Dunn, M. A., B. D., was 
designated for the foreign mission work 
at Indore. Central India. The service was 
held in the First Presbyterian church on 
Wednesday evening with Rev. J. S. Hen­
derson, of New Westminster, presiding. 
The latter, as moderator of the presby­
tery, put the usual questions and read 
the edict of designation. Rev. Dr. Fraser 
addressed the missionary, and on behalf 
of the congregation presented him with 
a photograph of Mr. and Mrs. McNair, 
and on behalf of the ladies with a hand­
some clock.

Dr. Campbell then, representing the 
foreign mission committee, presented the 
missionary with a Bible. In addressing 
Mm he referred to the fact that Chris­
tianity is the only religion that has ever 
appeared among men bearing the mark 
of no nation or people, but equally suited 
to all countries and peoples, and condi­
tions, and therefore sure ultimately to be 
the religion, of all mankind.

“Your parish is large,” said the rever­
end doctor, “and there are three hundred 
millions in heathen darkness to be evan­
gelized and Christianized. God has given 
India to Britain rather than to any other 
ration that contended for her in order 
that the Gospel might be sent there and 
that the missionaries of the cross might 
have the protectioh of Britain’s great 
power.”

PIERPONT MORGAN 
ASSUMES CONTROL

Millionaire Is Endeavoring to Bring 
Order Out of Chaos-Market 

Quieter.

New York, Oct. 23.—James G. Cannon, 
vice-president of the Fourth National 
Bank, and a member of the clearing 
house committee appointed to' examine 
the National Banks which have been 
under criticism, announced to-day that 
the condition of the banks, as shown at 
the clearing house, was first class. Al­
though a few of them might have to be 
assisted, he said, that conditions were 
fast becoming normal.

Several prominent bankers called on 
Secretary Cortelyu at the sub-treasury 
to receive suggestions. A report was 
started that there was a run upon the 
Morton Trust Company, but an investi­
gation shows it to be untrue. A thor­
ough examination qf the trust com­
pany’s finances, made in the last week, 
showed that it has over 70 per cent, 
cash means.

J. Pierpont Morgan practically as­
sumed command in financial circles 
here to-day. He is striving to bring 
order out of chaos, and see what can be 
done to protect the large interests that 
are now in jeopardy.

Fifteen bank examiners who 
sent out this morning to various parts 
of the city reported at 11 o’cock that 
there had been nothing in the nature 
of a run on any financial institution ex­
cept the Trust Company of America, 
ancl that conditions at all the other 
banks and trust companies were nor­
mal.

OYSTERS I£OR THE FRASER.

W. H. Ladner Thinks Bivalves Could 
be Planted With Advantage.

William H. Ladner has a scheme for 
propagating oysters at the mouth of 
the Fraser river which may eventually 
be taken up and put to a test. The 
Delta pioneer citizen succeeded a few 
days ago in interesting J. H. Turner in 
his idea, and the latter promised befc* 
leaving to investigate the Old Country 
end of the scheme and gather all in­
formation available of the possible suc­
cess of transplanting oysters from the 
beds off Falmouth along the coast of 
British Columbia.

Mr. Ladner is a native of the Land’s 
End district and remembers that the 
people there dredged the young oysters 
from the large beds in the harbor to 
the gravel banks, where they were left 
dry twice a day by the receding tide. 
From the gravel banks the oysters were 
easily secured after full ‘ grown, and 
shipped to London in carloads. 
Ladner believes that similar success in 
the propagation of oysters could be had 
at the mouth of the Fraser, because 
the climate and temperature of the 
water Is about the same as at Land’s 
End. He is quite certain that the oys­
ters could be kept alive long enough to 
facilitate the transplanting.

Mr. Ladner has been in communica­
tion with parties in England for some 
weeks regarding the proposition and 
enlisted the aid of a resident of the 
district who will undertake to dig and 
take charge of a shipment of seed 
oysters. Mr. Turner will go into the 
matter when he gets back to his office 
in London, and will probably order a 
few shipments of oysters for planting 
purposes at the expense of the provin­
cial government.

“BIG STICK” POLICY 
CAUSED CRISIS

Leading Bçsle» Banker Says New 
York Panic Is Worse Than 

That of 1893.

Boston, Oct. 23.—Major Henry Hig- 
ginson, a leading banker here, says re­
garding the financial conditions: “The 
financial conditions existing to-day are 
due to a combination of causes, chief 
among them is the publicity given to 
the methods of some of the large oper­
ators and the fear engendered by the 
big stick policy of the administration. .

“We are in the midst now of a panic 
worse thah that of 1893, so far as the 
stock market is concerned. It has lasted 
longer. I look to see it affect indus­
trial conditions. It may not go to the 
extreme of hard times, but I look to see 
that. I hope to see business dull and 
times slack. The amount of money and 
the amount of business must be equal­
ized, no matter how painful the pro­
cess, if we want the financial condi­
tions straightened out.”

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TRAIN ROBBERS
ARE ARRESTED

Men Believed to Have Held up Great 
Northern and Stolen $40,000 

in Custody.

Spokane, Oct. 26.—In the arrest of C. 
E. McDonald and Ed. Smith on a Great 
Northern dining car between Hilliard 
and Spokane, last evening, officers be­
lieve they have captured two bandits 
who held up the Great Northern pas­
senger train one mile west of Rondo, 
Flathead county, Montana, early on 
the mçrning of September 12th.

When searched at the police station 
they had over $14,500, nearly all in $5 
and $10 bills on their persons. On the 
packages were stamped “September 7”, 
and they bore the name of the Com­
mercial bank of Chicago. This, along 
with other suspicious circumstances, 
have caused the authorities to feel cer­
tain that the two men arrested are 
those wanted.

It has been reported that train rob­
bers got away with $40,000 in bills at 
the time of the hold-up, the property of 
the Commercial National bank of Chi­
cago, being in transit to the Old Na­
tional bank of Spokane. For several 
days McDonald and Smith have been at 
Bonner’s Ferry, and have attracted 
much attention on account of the free 
way in which they spent money. The 
night before last they spent about $1,000 
in one resort, buying champagne.

Sergeant 
McPhee and Detective Briley walked up 
the aisle in front of the pair as they 
sat in the car and covered them with 
their revolvers. The men made no re­
sistance and submitted to arrest. Their 
satchels were at once secured and one 
glance at their contents satisfied the 
police that they had the men , they 
wanted.

When the city of Montreal was being 
robbed by selling franchises for a song, 
by expropriation schemes, and con- 
contract-grabbing schemers, the Star 
fought the derelict aldermen at the 
polls, and contributed to the full ex­
tent of its power to the driving of 
three-fourths of them into private life. 
These campaigns were expensive, and 
the Star contributed more than three- 
quarters of the money necessary in 
many of the constituencies to carry 
them through. I have always be­
lieved it to be my duty a citizen to 
bear some of the electoral burdens 
which in my papers I was constantly 
urging others to carry. When I called 
upon my neighbors to help elect hon­
est aldermen to the city council, I 
thought that I should do my best as a 
citizen to take my own advice and help 
personally and financially to secure 
their election.

When successive provincial govern­
ments were shown to have been guilty 
of exploiting the public treasury for 
party advantage, the Star took up the 
cudgels, first against Conservatives and 
then against Liberals, who were equally 
guilty; and the Star subscribed liber­
ally to the funds for carrying on this 
work.

In 1871, the Star took up the question 
of protection for Canadian industries, 
being the first of the Canadian dailies 
to do so; and hammered away at it 
persistently. Seven years later, Sir 
John Macdonald came out for a na­
tional policy. In the campaigns of 
1878, 1882, 1887, ançl 1891, this question 
was to the fore; and the Star support­
ed the party of protection in Its col­
umns and by generous contributions to 
Its funds. In 1896, the Conservative 
party showed signs of having been too 
long in office, and the Star was much 
inclined to hold that it was time for a 
change, until it became all to clear 
that the Liberal party was bent upon 
getting from the-country a mandate to 
destroy the national policy. That ef­
fort the Star could not assist; and so 
it again gave its adhesion to the Con-

way, that the government'could he Liberals came into power; but

they did not tear down the national 
policy. Still, there was a feeling that 
they were but biding their time; and 
the question of protection was kept to 
the front as an issue, both by the un­
certainty as to the Liberal future and 
by the insistence of the Conservative 
opposition. This gave the Star no 
cnoice but to stand by the national 
policy party, and to back its opinions 
with financial aid. On all the occa­
sions. I need hardly say that the 
Star’s contributions were specifically 
given on the understanding that they 
yrere to be employed for legitimate ex­
penses; and, in many cases, they were 
devoted to the prevention of illegal acts 
by the other party. As for the national 
policy, it now appears to have disap­
peared from politics as a live issue. 
Faith in the perspicacity of the Lib­
erals is growing; and few now think 
that they will venture to abandon pro­
tection. Of course, the national policy 
has never been carried out to the full, 
as those of us who aided In its initia­
tion hoped. The share of the working­
men in its benefits has never been care­
fully safeguarded; and this may easily 
become a Question of the future. As 
for the policy itself, if it were again In 
jeopardy, I would do precisely as I did 
in the past—support it with every in­
fluence of which I might be possessed. 
It is the only safeguard against anne- 
ation; and, when its blessings are fair­
ly shared with the workingman, it 
will constitute one of the surest guar­
antees of a contented Canada within 
the Empire.

To-day the Star is not in accord 
with either of the two political parties, 
but in reflecting upon this it must be 
borne in mind that the Star gives its 
support to measures rather than to 
men, and it regards the present poli­
cies of the two parties as unworthy of 
their best traditions and insufficient 
for the needs of the country.

I happen to be the owner of newspa­
pers with vast interests in every prov­
ince of the Dominion, more widely 
dispersed than those of any bank or 
industrial concern in existence, 
long as I have a.dollar to spare, I will 
consider myself free to aid whichever 
party has, in my opinion, the policy 
best adapted to the needs of the 
try; but it will always be contributed 
for legitimate purposes and to suppress 
illegitimate ones.
ashamed to have these contributions 
come to light.

The Mayor and council, presumably 
under the advice of the solicitors, 
went upon the reserve and commenced 
the construction of a septic tank with­
out requesting permission of govern­
ment or Indians. 1 In doubt of the leg­
ality of the proceeding, the work of 
construction was pressed with extra­
ordinary civic celerity, In order that 
it could be finished before action could 
be taken to stop the work. In the 
course of a few days the hols was dug 
and the walls of the tank built before 
the Indian, upon whose piece of land 
the trespass was committed had time 
to realize what was. going on. The 
city engineer and his workmen are en­
titled to credit for the large quantity 
of work done in so short a time.

There is no street on the reserve at 
the place taken possession of by the 
city. About 1862, the reserve was laid 
out by Sir James Douglas in blocks 
with the view of leasing said blocks 
for the benefit of the Indians. The 
roads laid down on the map for the 
convenience of the lease-holders are 
the only roads or streets that have even 
been mapped out on the reserve. Few 
of these were ever opened because only 
three or four blocks of land were 
leased. The leases then made exist to­
day. The roads proposed under the 
plan made by Sir James Douglas were 
not public streets, but practically pri­
vate roads. These roads will never be 
gazetted as public streets. Few of 
them were built and these few were 
not by the city but by the Indian de­
partment. The main Esquimau road 
is an exception.

Under the circumstances the city au­
thorities were clearly exceeding their 
power in taking possession of a part of 
the reserve for the purpose of public 
works for the city or for any purpose 
whatever.
“question" has been a difficult one for 
many years, and with a knowledge 
that an unwarranted interference of 
this kind would be certain to add a 
little more to those difficulties it is 
quite impossible to explain the action 
of the city officials.

DR. MONTIZAMBERT 
IS IN THE CITY

He Will Investigate Situation Re­
specting Plague on Coast and 

Take Necessary Precautions

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
Dr. Montizambert, director-general of 

public health for the Dominion, arrived 
from Ottawa this morning, and is 
registered at the Driard hotel.

The doctor has been commissioned by 
the Dominion authorities to investigate 
the reported existence of bubonic 
plague on the Pacific seaboard, and to 
inaugurate any service which he may 
deem advisable to prevent the spread 
of the disease. He will fregin his en­
quiry in Seattle, leaving for that place 
to-day. x

If the conditions seem to warrant it, 
Dr. Montizambert will . visit all the 
points of railway ingress into the prov­
ince, and if necessary, have offi­
cials appointed to see that the regula­
tions of the department with respect to 
inspection of trains, etc., are carried 
out.

This morning the visiting official 
was engaged , with Doctors ' Fagan, of 
the provincial service, and Watt, of the 
quarantine station, going over the situ­
ation from the local point of view. And 
to a Times reporter he said that he 
fully approved of the measures that 
had been taken. The responsibility of 
protecting the city he pointed out rest­
ed to a great extent with the municipal 
authorities, and in this connection he 
remarked the importance of ensuring 
the cleanliness of the city.

Dr. Montizambert left Ottawa on 
Thursday morning. After his inspec­
tion of conditions on the coast is com­
pleted he will extend his visit to the 
Boundary country and other points of 
railway contact, where inspection may 
be necessary.

Experience has proved that valuable 
fish breeding streams are occasionally 
spoiled by the work of Indians and 
others in constructing dams or by the 
freak of nature, which by landslide or 
accumulation of rubbish, may blockade 
the passage of the stream.

From causes of this kind the Copper 
River, which in old days was a famous 
salmon breeding waterway., has been 
unproductive for twenty years or more, 
or rather it has been unproductive, up 
to a recent period, when the headwa­
ters of the river were made available to 
the salmon by the enterprise of the Do­
minion government, acting on Mr. 
Helgeson’s report. _ Great quantities of 
rock were blasted out, to reduce a fall 
in the river, which was insurmount­
able for the fish, and as a result. Mr. 
Helgeson says that thousands of sal­
mon. were seen this season spawnir . 
the head waters of Copper River, some­
thing which had not been known for 
over twenty years.

BALLOON’S MISSION 
ABOVE THE CLOUDS

THE TRIO

SALMA"Ascends Eight Miles, finds Tem­
perature 111 Degrees Be!ow: 

Zero, and Explodes.

New York, Oct. 29.—That a balloon 
has reached a height of 46,680 feet and 
there recorded a temperature of 111 
degrees below zero, was a statement 
made in the course of an address in 
the last day’s session of the Aeronautic 
Congress here to-day by Professor A. 
Lawrence Rotch, of the Blue Hill ob­
servatory, Boston.

Professor Rotch told his own ex­
perience with miniature balloons for 
the purpose of testing air currents and 
obtaining temperatures at high alti­
tudes. The balloons are made of rub­
ber, and carry special instruments for 
recording distance' travelled, altitude 
and temperature, which are attached 
to a parachute. When at a great height 
the hydrogen with which the balloons 
are fille 
the bal
parachute carrying ther instruments 
and the records made on the trip float 
down to the earth. When the balloons 
are released, they travel upwards with 
great velocity for about two hours, and 
then remain nearly stationary for an­
other hour before the explosion. The 
descent of the parachute requires but 
an hour more. The longest flight of 
any one of the balloons was 155 miles.

Professor Rotch said that his experi­
ments also sho.wed that at a distance 
of about eight miles from the earth’s 
surface, in the temperate zone, the tem­
perature recorded, which had been 
falling at the rate of about one de­
gree for each 200 or 300 yards, began 
suddenly to rise again, proving that 
there was a stratum of warm air above 
where the Intense cold had been 
corded. These strata have also ’been 
discovered by similar experiments in 
Europe, he said, but at a lower alti­
tude, and at about the same altitude 
in the Arctic regions.

At the equator, balloons have been 
sent up, but at the highest altitude 
reached the warm stratum had not 
been found.

It was announced that the United 
States weather bureau is continuing 
the experiments begun by Prof. Rotch 
at a score of places throughout the 
country, with the particular object of 
investigating the action of storm areas 
and cold waves.

The other speakers included Cort­
land Field Bishop, president of the 
Aero Çlub of America, Captain Charles 
Del Chandler, of the Signal Corps, U. 
S. A., and Oscar Erbsloh, the winner 
of the recent St. Louis race.

fought battle of recent years, at an 
end, dating from Wednesday, Oct 30th, 
1907, and on the following terms, to- 
wit: All strikers will be reinstated 
without discrimination, except those 
against whom serious charges can be 
substantiated, the accused to have the 
privilege of making defence in writing, 
through me, when their cases will re­
ceive prompt and careful considera­
tion.”

“The ten per cent, increase granted 
March 1st, 1907, will be strictly ad­
hered to.

“Other matters mentioned in the bill 
of grievances to be taken up and con­
sidered upon my return to New York 
within ten days, provided the strikers 
accept and act upon these instruc­
tions.”

Carrying no lights and creeping as 
noiselessly along as her chugging motor 
would allow a little launch stole up to 
the side of the British ship Socotra as 
the latter vessel entered the Royal 
Roads from Chemainus last night 
about 9:30 o’clock. Less than half-an- 
hour afterwards the Socotra was 
placed under arrest by Marshal H. 
Slddall, who accompanied Richard 
Lowe, of Moresby & O’Reilly’s law 
firm, on the moonlight cruise.

The arrest of the Socotra came as 
the result of an attempt made by Peter 
Cable, a seaman, to obtain damages 
for loss of time through being put 
ashore from the ship at Port Los An­
geles. For the past couple of weeks, 
Cable’s solicitor has been trying to get 
his case heard, but both the city mag­
istrate and the county court judge to 
whom he applied declined to take the 
case on the grounds that it was with­
out their jurisdiction.

Yesterdây, as a last resort, proceed­
ings were^taken through the registrar’s 
office to have the ship technically ar­
rested and this action resulted in the 
motor-launch trip made by the mar­
shal as soon as the Socotra showed up 
off the roads. A man was placed on 
board the ship to take possession and 
this morning, before Justice Martin, in 
the Admiralty tcourt, the case was 
brought up by Mr. Lowe. The trial was 
set for Saturday.

The Socotra has been placed under 
bonds to hold her in port while pend­
ing the hearing. She came to the roads 
to ship a crew.

Socialists Assail the Exotic Condition 
Which flourishes Around the 

Emperor William.

GALE IN STRAITS.

Detention Ship Iroquois and the Tug 
Electric Driven Ashore Last Night.

A Port Townsend dispatch says: In a 
southeast gale that swept the Straits of 
Juan de Fuc-a last night the detention 
ship Iroquois, a part of the equipment of 
the Diamond Point quarantine station, 
broke from her moorings and was driven 
on to the beach. The vessel was floated 
at high tide to-day by the revenue cutter 
Areata.

The tug Electric, of Bellingham, was 
forced to seek a protected shore anchor 
while towing a barge carrying 1,900 silver 
salmon to Seattle. The force of the storm 
sent the barge adrift and ihe fish were 
lest. The tug was driven on the beach, 
but was floated without other assistance 
than her own engines at high tide this 
morning.

Berlin, Oct. 29.—Maximilien Harden, 
the editor of the Die Zukulft, was ac­
quitted yesterday on the suit brought 
against him for defamation of charact­
er by General Count Kuno von Moltke, 
formerly military governor of Berlin. 
In addition General voi^ Moltke was 
condemned to bear the cost of the trial. 
The greatest interest has been taken in 
the trial which began on October 23rd. 
Counsel for Herr Harden charged that 
a court clique of which Von Molke was 
a member, had a guilty influence over 
Emperor William.

The names of Prince Philip Zu Eulen- 
burg, ex-German ambassador to Vien­
na, and Lieut.-General Wm. Von Ho- 
henau, one of the Emperor’s adjutants, 
were mentioned by Herr Harden as be­
ing members of the clique referred to 
as the “Round Table,” and an army of­
ficer who had served in the Guard 
Corps at Potsdam testified to having 
taken part In orgies at the house of 
Major Count Lymar, which resulted in 
the dismissal from the service in dis­
grace of Count and Lieut.-General Von 
Hohenau.

Von Moltke denied that such a clique 
as the “Round Table” could exist. He 
also denied other charges brought 
against him.

Justice Kern, the presiding judge, 
yesterday made the verdict as easy for 
Von Moltke as was consistent with the 
conclusions arrived at. He said Herr 
Harden was justified in what he had 
written, but that there was no evidence 
that Von Moltke had at any time act­
ed upon abnormal inclinations, or that 
he knew what took place at Major 
Count Lynar’s villa, or of Lieut.-Gen­
eral Hohenau’s behaviour.

SUDDEN DEATH 0E 
H. MacLAUGHLIN

Assistant Receiver General m Vic­
toria Died Last Evening 

at His Home.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
The flag is floating at half mast to­

day over the Dominion government 
buildings in this city as a token of re­
spect for the late assistant receiver 
general and manager of the local Do­
minion Savings Bank, who died last 
night shortly after 9 o’clock, 
death came as a surprise to his fam­
ily and friends.

The late Joseph H. MacLaughlin had 
just finished dinner last evening when 
he complained of feeling unwell. Be­
fore anyone could go to his aid he fell 
from his chair and expired. Dr. Er­
nest Hall was quickly summoned but 
human aid was of no avail. Organic 
heart disease was the cause of his 
death.

Herr Harden, when the verdict was 
announced, was cheered by the specta­
tors present in court and by the large 
crowd waiting in the rain outside. Von 
Moltke heard the verdict with impas­
siveness. The trial is already having 
a considerable political effect. One hun­
dred and forty Socialist newspapers are 
attacking the monarchial principle, 
mocking, sneering and savagely assail­
ing the exotic condition which has been 
described as “flourishing in the hot­
house atmosphere of the court.”

It is unnecessary to state that the 
death of the late Mr. MacLaughlin 
comes as a great shock to everyone 
who knew him.

The deceased was 68 years of age and 
had lived in Victoria tof, many years.

Sitting as the board of health before 
the opening of the regular council meet­
ing last evening, the board of aider- 
men considered and adopted a report 
from Dr? Herman Robertson, medical 
health officer, showing what steps had 
been taken, and what steps should be 
taken, to prevent an outbreak of bu­
bonic plague. The report showed that 
the authorities have the matter well in 
hand, and that all precautions are be­
ing taken by the city as well as the 
Dominion and provincial government 
officials to safeguard the city against 
the horrible scourge.

Dr. Robertson’s report was as fol­
lows:

Gentlemen:—In view of the fact that 
bubonic plague has made its appearance 
in Seattle in the last week a determined 
effort is being made to prevent in every 
way possible its introduction into Vic­
toria by a rigid inspection and cleaning 
up of Chinatown and a warfare against 
rodents, particularly rats.

Accordingly the sanitary inspector, Mr. 
Wilson, with two assistants, commenced 
operations last Friday night In the way 
of rendering as difficult as possible the 
ireans by which rats gain their food. The 
area bounded by Johnston, Store, Herald 
and Government streets represents the 
1 eadquarters of the Chinese, and here 
when closely examined a disgusting state 
of affairs exists in certain parts—in fact 
an excellent medium for the propagation 
of the plague bacillus. The requisite con­
ditions for the existence of plague are 
overcrowding, lack of sunlight, poor ven­
tilation, filth, 
rats, who are very susceptible to the dis­
ease and transmit it either to man or 
their fellow-creatures.

However, so far, a great deal of clean­
ing has been done, but there still re­
mains a great -deal of radical destruction 
of old buildings and the removal of plank 
sidewalks before anything approaching 
that of a sanitary Chinatown can be ac­
complished.

The Johnson street Vavine in certain 
localities isxvery unsanitary, and there 
are numerous outbuildings, etc., that 
should be destroyed. A report upon these 
particular structures will later on be 
handed to the council.

The provincial health officer, Dr. Fagan, 
is taking every step towards preventing 
the introduction of -any , infection from 
the Sound, but should any case break out 
here the city should be in the best sani­
tary condition possible.

In brief, the key to the situation Is this: 
“Keep all premises clean and eliminate " 
Ike rats.

I would respectfully recommend to your 
honorable body the following:

L 7he destruction of all old wooden 
buildings and shacks in Chinatown as 
may be considered dangerous by the pro­
per authorities.

2. The enforcement of the law that all 
garbage receptacles should have a tight 
cover.

3. Advising the public generally of the 
necessity of keeping their premises clean 
and killing all rats.

4. The establishment of a public inciner­
ator capable of burning all refuse, and a 
strict enforcement of the law regulating 
the disposal of garbage.

Dr. Robertson said that when Dr. 
Fagan visited Seattle, in company with 
Dr. Watjt, they found that two rats had 
been captured in the Sound port In­
fected with plague. That was sufficient 
cause for precautions to be taken, as 
the two rats might have infected 
thousand others before they were kill­
ed. In explaining the way the disease 
is transmitted, Dr. Robertson said that 
fleas which live on rats carried It from 
one rodent to another. Asked where 
the geratest danger lay in the city for 
an outbreak, the medical health officer 
was emphatic In pointing out China­
town. “The unsanitary conditions un­
der which the Chinese live, the over­
crowding of their houses and free dis­
posal of refuse about their quarters, 
and also the existence of so many old 
wooden shacks and plank sidewalks, 
made Chinatown a veritable breeding 
place for rats."

"If we get an epidemic of plague," 
said the doctor, “it will be through the 
medium of the lower animals." An­
swering questions from the aldermen, 
Dr. Robertson said that steps had al­
ready been taken to have Chinatown 
cleaned out, and that Sanitary Inspec­
tor Wilson had been at work since Fri­
day with two assistants. Fifty pounds 
of arsenlcated oatmeal had been spread 
under the sidewalks and through the 
Old buildings In the Chinese quarters. 
Precautions had also been taken to 
keep rats from coming ashore at the 
wharves, and the steamship companies 
had been ordered to place netting about 
the wharves while funnels were being 
used on the steamship’s hawsers.

News of a rich strike of copper near
Jed way in the Queen Charlotte Islands, 
was brought to Victoria this morning 
by the steamship Amur, which arrived 
from northern B. C. ports. The dis­
covery was made recently within a 
mile of Jedway by a party of 
pectors working for an American capi­
talist who bought the claim from a 
prospector a short time ago.

The claim was owned by a prospect­
or who had little idea of its worth, 
and when it was purchased by the pres­
ent owner the news of the discovery 
caused considerable commotion on the 
island. The seam which has been dis­
covered is, in places, over twelve feet 
wide and extends for over a thousand 
feet. While it has not yet been sub­
mitted to a thorough test, it is believed 
that thè strike will prove one of the 
most profitable in the islands, as the 
ore is of a good grade.

Jedway is at present booming. Con­
siderable work is being done on the 
mines there although no copper is be­
ing shipped south on account of the 
prevailing low prices. The saw-mill 
which is being erected there Is well 
under way and all the plant has been 
delivered from Vancouver. From all 
ports of call the Amur brought highly 
gratifying news of the island’s de­
velopment.

The Amur brought seven hun­
dred cases of salmon and gen­
eral freight south and sixty white 
passengers. Among the latter were 
Hans Helgeson, Dominion fisheries in­
spector, and Col. Topping, the well- 
known mining man.

It is stated by passengers on the 
Amur that the Slocan Star Mining 
Company, owning large interests in 
the Kootenay, have obtained several 
claims on Moresby Island and are pro­
ceeding with development work.

How, Plague is spread Abroad.

The last count In Zuschlag’s indict­
ment against the rat is the terrible part 
played by it in the dissemination of 
bubonic plague. He published his views 
in 1903 in a book which may be regard­
ed as the standard work on the sub­
ject and the official declaration of the 
international war against the rat. A 
few weeks ago he had the great satis­
faction, of seeing this theory accepted 
in the report issued by the plague com­
mittee appointed by the secretary of 
state for India. This document states 
conclusively that the rat (Indian vari­
ety, Alexandrianus), owing to its hab­
its of wandering about and its liability 
to invade inhabited houses and places 
where food is stored, is of all agents the 
most dangerous in spreading the plague 
germs from house to house, and even 
village to village, "Unless, therefore,” 
says the committee in effect, "tho de­
struction of rats is carried out with the 
utmost energy, it will be vain tc hope 
to get the plague under control.”

Having published, in 1898, his first 
book, entitled "The Rat and Civiliza­
tion,” and placed his views before the 
Danish people in a series of newspaper 
articles, he was invited to call a con­
ference of. men interested in the sub­
ject either on economic grounds or 
those of public health. The conference 
took place, and resulted In a committee 
being formed, with Zuschlag as presi- 
deht, charged with acquiring a "war 
chest” and promoting his scheme.

While Zuschlag does not discourage 
the employment of either trap, poison, 
or shillelaigh, for that matter, against 
the hated rat, he says: "All measures 
will be devoid of permanent value un­
less the campaign is undertaken at 
the same time over the whole of the 
kingdom. You must not forget that 
among other difficulties we have to deal 
with the enormous fecundity of the 
rat. From one pair of rats we get in 
twelve months a progeny of 800 If 
each town council acts Independently of 
all others, It is bound to happen that 
Council B will breed rats while Coun­
cils A. and C are destroying them. Fur­
ther, while all means are good, there 
Is only one perfect system—the pay­
ment of a premium for each rat killed 
and handed in at appointed depots. 
Finally, no permanent good can resuit 
from our efforts in Denmark unless our 
neighbors and other countries make a 
similar effort. As long as Germany will 
let them come to us by land, and Eng­
land will bring them by ship we shall 
be killing rats for ever and aye.”

A Bag of 103,000.
To provide an object-lesson for the 

people at home and abroad in the ra­
tional destruction of rats the commit­
tee selected Copenhagen and the neigh­
boring Frederiksborg. The total "bag’ 
obtained in eighteen weeks amounted to 
103,000 rats, at a cost of 13,255 kroner 
(about £736) paid for premiums and 
creamting, or 1 %d. per rat. "Now," 
said Zuschlag and his committee, "you 
will all agree that each rat eats and 
destroys at least one farthing’s worth 
of food and material. One hundred and 
three thousand rats would have cost 
you about £39,000. Having spent £736 
on killing them, we have saved you

000 odd.”
^riThls way of reasoning appeals'to the 
economical Dane. Campaigns were un­
dertaken in other places with similar 
satisfactory results, and so much had 
Zuschlag’s scheme Impressed the public 
miftd with its practicability that in the 
following year first the Farmers’ Union, 
then the Property Owners’ Society, and 
then all the borough councils presented 
petitions to the government and rids- 
dag asking that Zuschlag’s proposals 
should be embodied in a law without 
delay. Several bills were subsequently 
brought in and dropped, but last year 
the home secretary Introduced a meas­
ure which was passed unanimously by 
both houses of parliament; and became 
law last Match.

This rat law is now in full swing. 
Under the act the state undertakes to 
spend £1,600 annualjy for three years, 
and compels the county and borough 
councils to.spend 3s. 3d. a year for each 
100 Inhabitants, on the society having 
given the undertaking that they will 
spend at least £500 each year. In re­
turn for this expenditure the society 
is entrusted with the entire working of 
the act.

By way of concluding this article It 
may be well to ask two questions: (1) 
As last year there died in India over 
two million persons from the plague, 
would the India office think it worth 
their while to take steps to bring the 
results of the Danish system to the no­
tice of the plague officers In India, with 
a view to its being adopted? (2) If, ac­
cording to Zuschlag, each rat costs at 
least a farthing a day to keep; if, ac­
cording to him and others, there are 
at least as many rats in Great Britain 
as men, women, and children; and if, 
consequently, it costs Great Britain 
every year some ten millions and odd 
hundred thousands of pounds, would it 
be worth our while to consider this 
whole question very seriously with the 
view to spending the odd hundred thou­
sands a year in order to save the odd 
millions?

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Drifts.
There is still a large number, fceariy 

always the most ignorant and difficult 
to deal with, who have no knowledge 
of Canada, and arrive at some ocean 
port with not the vaguest notion as to 
where they wish to go or what to do. 
This class of person is taken care of by 
the immigration agents, and sent to 
places where it is thought they are 
most likely to make a living until they 
have become familiar with the country. 
Canada is a very, very big country, and 
there Is no European nationality or 
tongue that is not Represented. There 
are settlements where wanderers of 
the same race and speech seeking 
homes under a freer flag than that 
which they have left settle down to­
gether, and reproduce, as nearly as may 
be. the customs and social habits with 
which they are familiar. These little 
nations within a nation are all known 
to the emigration officers, and when an 
emigrant arrives speaking only Rus­
sian, or Czech, or Bohemian, Finnish,

, or even Chinese or Armenian, he ia 
usually directed to where he will find 
compatriots, and Nvhere perhaps, after 
a time, he will learn Canadian ways, 
and it may be, a little English. There 
are, however, settlements of Russians, 
Finns, and other nationalities where 
the people live their own lives and 
never learn a word of English.

Partiality For Old Provinces.
One hears so much of the rush of em­

igrants to Manitoba and the Northwest 
that it is somewhat of a surprise to 
learn that, after all, the older pro­
vinces of Quebec and Ontario absorb a 
larger proportion of the new arrivals 
than the Western provinces.

Houses of Par­
liament. Of course, this airship is only 
the beginning, and the authorities on 
airships- predict that many changes 
must be made before we shall have a 
perfect airship suitable for use either 
in time of war, or for ordinary-com­
mercial purposes. No doubt . these 
changes will take time, and the govern­
ment must be prepared to expend, a 
vast amount of money in experiments 
if England is to compete, and compete 
successfully with other nations in aerial 
flight. At present the German airship 
is the most perfect of its kind, and the 
French one, La Patrie, at the recent 
race in Paris, came in an easy second 
as far as construction and reliability 
went. I was speaking to a distinguish­
ed member of the Aero Club to-day on 
the subject of airships, and he tells 
me that probably In about thirty years 
time we shall see airships making 
cross-channel voyages daily, carrying 
passengers and probably mails. Ques­
tioned as to the possibility of a break­
down in mid-channel and the conse­
quent danger Incurred by passengers 
should the ship descend into the sea, 
he said that no doubt airships would 
be fitted with boats of the life-boat 
style, preferably two boats to each ship 
one to be below the car and one above, 
the latter to be reached by a ladder.
Thus these boats could, with the pas­
sengers, be cut adrift on the ship set­
tling down in the water, and no loss of 
life would be entailed.

"Last "of the Barons.”
Echoes of the famous Tichborne case 

are revived by the death of Lord 
Brampton, the famous criminal judge, 
who has just passed away at the age 
of 90. It was the Tichborne case that 
brought fame to the then Sir Henry 
Hawkins, thé "second man” in the first 

, trial, and his cross-examination of the 
witness Baigent and his famous reply 
were the points of the case. This cross- 
examination took up ten days, and the 
fact that the interest never flagged, 
and that the cross-examiner did not 
lose his mastry, goes far to show that 
Sir Henry Hawkins, was no ordinary 
counsel. He used to rise every morning 
during the case at four o’clock, to read 
over the evidence which had been given 
on the previous day. His final speech 
to the jury wâs most dramatic and will 
long be remembered. After this case 
he became widely known and his ser­
vices were always In demand. In 1876 
he was made a baron, and in fact he 
was the "laqt bt the barons.” An in­
teresting little fact Is shown here be­
cause Lord Brampton was really an­
nounced to the appointment as "baron,” 
but subsequently the title was'*correct­
ed, showing that by the Judicature Act 
the term "baron” was extinguished. It 
was Lord Brampton who presented one 
of the side chapels to the Westminster 
Catholic cathedral In London, the- mo­
saic in its decoration being one of the 
most beautiful specimens of that art 
in London.

Homes For the Young.
While the emigration of adults from 

the "submerged tenth” 'does not hold 
out tnucb prospect of success, a very 
different result promises to attend the 
emigration of pauper children. There 
are now In Canada a number of re­
ceiving hemes for'children of this class. 
These homes are admittedly well ad­
ministered, and the children sent to 
them after undergoing a certain train­
ing are 1 distributed among Canadian 
employers, where they are brought up 
under excellent conditions. Speaking 
from the Canadian point of view, and 
expressing the opinions i Tiave heard 
here, I would say: "Send all the chil­
dren of the submerged ten^h you choose 
to Canada, but keep your pauper adults 
home.”

The latest report of Mr. W. T. R. 
Preston, the Canadian commissioner of 
emigration in the United Kingdom, il­
lustrates the steady decline of the ex­
cess of emigration from Great Britain 
and Ireland to the United States, and 
its deflection towards the Dominion of 
Canada.

This result, it need only be added, is 
mainly due to the judicious advertising 
of the advantages which the Dominion

While Canada welcomes with open 
arms all who are likely to make good 
citizens, she is not at all desirous that 
even the Mother Country should dump 
her ne’er-do-wells or persons with 
criminal tendencies into the Dominion. 
The former become what are mostly 
known out here as "remittance men”— 
that is, persons who rely . mainly for 
their subsistence on remittances from 
home. They blossom out periodically 
in fine style when the expected cheque 
arrives* and when it has been spent 
they vanish vfor a time until another 
remittance enables them to again make 
a presentable appearance in respectable 
society. Needless to say, the "remit-" 
tance man” is tiet held in great esteem 
by Canadians, and as a class they are 
responsible for whatever little tradition 
exists as to the inadaptability and use­
lessness of some English immigrants.

\ Every sane Canadian desires fervent­

ly that the stock from which her empty 
.territories shall be peopled may be that 
vWhlcb inhabits «the Uhfted Kjngdqtn. 
British first and all the time If they can 
be induced to come in sufficient 
bers is the wish I have heard expressed 
everywhere. After our own people, It 
is admitted that Scandinavians, that is 
Norwegians, Danes, and Swedes, make 
the best and most desirable settlers. 
They possess many very admirable 
qualities. They are industrious, fru­
gal, law-abiding, accustomed to a 
severe climate, and patient in the face 
of difficulty or adversity, 
they are highly intelligent and of fine 
physique; they quickly adapt them­
selves to their new surroundings; and 
the children growing up become Can­
adians, indistinguishable, as a rule, in 
appearance or speech from those born 
of British settlers. The Germans, also, 
make admirable colonists, and although 
they have a tendency to congregate in 
separate settlements, become in the 
second generation good British 
jects. It is more difficult to make Can­
adians out of Russian immigrants. The 
Slav has more faculty for assimilating 
other races than for becoming assimi­
lated himself, and the general result 
is that he generally retains his racial 
characteristics and customs longer than 
the immigrant of other races. He Is, 
however, on the whole, a good citizen! 
and admirably fitted by nature for pio­
neer work in a new country. He is 
customed to a hard, rough life, and the 
rigors of his native climate make him 
esteem lightly the severity of the Can­
adian' winter. The Russian at home is 
accustomed to a somewhat strict form 

, of government, and thus being
subject to authority from his youth is 
easily governed.

Though it has onjy been in ex­
istence a few years, it has already ex- 
ercisëd great influence not only in Den­
mark but also in other countries* When 
a society aiming at the. destruction of 
rats has a membership ef 2,000 men 
of standing and known influence; when 
it is supported by every health com­
mittee, every scientific institution, every 
agricultural society, every bank, every 
shipping firm and maritime insurance 
company in the country; when it can 
persuade the government to bring in, 
and get passed, a bill financing a na­
tional campaign against the rat; when, 
we see the Russian, German, and Jap­
anese governments obtaining informa­
tion from this society and adopting its 
system for the destruction of rats in 
their respective countries* we cannot 
deny that we are here face to face with 
a movement the economic and hygenic 
importance of which has not been hith­
erto realized in .Great Britain.

A sep­
arate return is kept of saloon passen­
gers arriving in Canada, but the fig­
ures for the period dealt with in the 
foregoing table are not available. For 
the year ending June 30th, 1906, the to­
tal number of saloon passengers was 
14, ,063, of whom 757 came through Unit­
ed States ports. The nationality of 
these travellers was almost as varied 
as that of the second and third class 
passengers. English and returning 
Canadians make up 9,835, in nearly 
equal numbers, and there were 2,817 
tourists, or persons travelling saloon 
with return tickets. The remainder in­
clude almost every known nationality, 
and their numbers range from thç Pole, 
the negro, the Chinaman, and the Nor­
wegian, up through the tens and twen­
ties, the only salodn travellers of non- 
British nationality who reached the 
hundreds being' United States citizens 
who totalled 671.

SHIRTS?
Shipbuilding Feat

/ One of the most remarkable feats in 
modern shipbuilding has just been ac­
complished. I allude to the launch of 
the new bow portion of the White Star 
liner Suevic, which went ashore on the 
Stag Rock at the Lizard last March. 
The stern half was uninjured, but the 
bow was hopelessly wrecked, 
was removed by the aid of dynamite, 
and then a brilliant suggestion was 
made that the vessel should be fitted 
with a new* bow. Messrs. Harland & 
Wolff, the world-renowned shipbuild­
ers. received the order for this, and now 
they have successfully accomplished the 
commission. It is the first time that a 
huge liner has been so treated, and all 
that remains now Is to connect the two 
halves of the vessel. This will be done 
at Southampton, where the stem por­
tion is now awaiting the arrival of the 
bow. When the two are joined the 
ship will be as good as new.

Law’s Helping Hand.

Queen Victoria, their son, the Prince of 
the Austurias, and their suites, passed 
a few hours in Paris to-day while on 
their way to England. Although travel­
ling incognito as the Duke and Duchess 
of Covadonga, they were received with 
royal honors, the public buildings dis­
playing the Spanish as well as the 
French colors.

President Fallieres, Premier Cle­
menceau, Foreign Minister Pichon, the 
Infanta Isabella, aunt of King Alfonso, 
King George of Greece and the mem­
bers of the Spanish embassy, welcomed 
them at the railroad station. The crown 
prince was sleeping soundly in the 
arms of the Countess Lanos, his head 
governess, and he did not wake up 
while the exchange of speeches of wel­
come and thanks were being made.

King Alfonso is popular in Paris, and 
the crowds of people lining the streets 
through which he passed gave him a 
cordial reception. During the afternoon 
President Fallieres and King Alfonso 
exchanged official visits, and his Ma­
jesty this evening will dine with the 
president at the Elysee Palace, after 
which there will be an entertainment.

The Crimea and the Mutiny.
There aie many letters referring to 

the Crimean war» One speaks of the 
“dreadful and Incalculable conse­
quences of war weighing upon my 
heart.” Another .quotes Shakespeare’s 
words, “Beware of entrance to a quar­
rel; but being in bear’t that the opposed 
may beware of thee,” as being deeply 
engraved on the hearts of all English­
men.

Three years later, in 1857, there is this 
reference to the Indian mutiny: “We 
are in sad anxiety about India, which 
engrosses all our attention. Troops can­
not be raised fast or largely enough, 
and the horrors committed on poor la­
dies, women and children are unknown 
in these ages and makes one’s blood 
run cold. Altogether the whole is so 
much more distressing than the Crimea 
where there was glory and honorable 
warfare and where poor women and 
chlldrejri were safe.”

Prince Consort’s Death.
The book ends with the death of the 

Prince Consort. The Queen pours out 
her soul to herx second father, Leopold 
I., in her anguish as she had done in 
her joy:

Sometime in July next a convention 

of irrigation engineers will meet in 
Vernon, B. C. Eminent experts in the 
science of distributing water to soil, 
unproductive because of the Want of it, 
are expected to attend from all parts 
of the continent.

The first convention of this sort in 
Canada was held in Calgary last year. 
The proceedings of the gathering are 
now in course of preparation for pub­
licity at the government printing of­
fice in Victoria, in which the papers 
were read are given in full, as also a 
synopsis of the discussions. Hon. F. J. 
Fulton is president of the irrigation 
congress for the present year.

One of the engineers who participated 
in the Calgary convention visited the 
city last week, namely, A. E. Ashcroft, 
engineer for the Coldstream irrigation 
works in the Okanagan Valley. Mr. 
Ashcfroft, who was accompanied by his 
wife, returned to Vernon on Saturday.

In reply to questions by a Times re­
porter, Mr. Ashcroft said that the ir­
rigation works in the Okanagan were 
designed to cover about 20,000 acres of 
land.

The inception of the scheme belongs 
to Mr. picards, manager of Lord Aber­
deen's ranch, who in 1905 conceived the 
idea of supplementing the irrigation 
already on the ranch, and bringing the 
higher lands under cultivation, and 
upon his report surveys were accord­
ingly made.

These surveys, says Mr. Ashcroft, 
disclosed the fact that there was prac­
tically an unlimited supply of water in 
the mountains that might be economi­
cally stored, and a company known as 
the White Valley Irrigation & Power 
Company was formed to carry the 
scheme into effect.

Soon after operations were started a 
large deal was made near Vernon, by 
which two of the largest cattle ranches 
were bought up by a syndicate of Bel­
gian capitalists, and they made an ar­
rangement with the irrigation com­
pany to extend the works to cover 
these lajicfs. So, as now designed, the 
Irrigation will cover 20,000 acres, which 
is practically all the available land in 
the Vernon neighborhood which is 
adaptable for farming and fruit cul­
ture. The work will take two years to 
complete, and will cost $250,000. Alto­
gether there will be 30 miles of canal.

At present, Mr. Ashcroft explained, 
one dam has been built in the moun­
tains, storing water in a lake of 800 
acres 12 feet in depth. There are 10 
miles of canal already constructed, as 
also a pipe line, or inverted syphon, 
6,300 feet long and two feet fn diameter. 
In the near future a pipe three feet in 
diameter will be constructed alongside 
of this.

The main canal is 14 feet wide at the 
bottom, and carries three feet of water. 
It is so constructed that the capacity 
is reduced in proportion to the extent 
of the lands to be irrigated therefrom. 
Professor Carpenter, of Colorado, who 
recently inspected the work* said it was 
one of the best sites for storing large 
quantities of water that he had ever 
seen, and pronounced favorably upon j 
the commercial aspects of the scheme.

This is the first irrigation company 
to be incorporated in British Columbia, 
although irrigation has been practised 
in a small way by individuals for over 
thirty years.

The commission, now sitting, and 
which will report to the government at 
the forthcoming session, will, says Mr. 
Ashcroft, no doubt disclose many de­
fects in the water laws of the province, 
which were not framed to meet the 
present condition.

Asked if he could explain some of 
these defects, Mr. Ashcroft said that 
for one thing there was no provision 
made, in any part of the present water 
law, for giving title to stored water. 
The significance of this was illustrated 
by Mr. Asher if t hypothetically as fol­
lows:

If A. has a record on a certain source 
under the present law of say 1,000 
inches, and B. coming sebsequent to 
him has a record of 500 inches, and ex­
pends money in building a storage 
reservoir, he has no title in his, stored 
water until A.’s 1,000 inches is satisfied 
at any time of the year. The difficulty 
In the working out of this law lay in 
the variable flow of streams. The 
whole stream might dry up in the sum­
mer, and yet if B. had stored his 500 

‘ inches during the flood season, through 
an expenditure for storage works, and 
turned it into the stream bed during 
the summer, A. could claim this water, 
which was manifestly unfair.

There were also points as to diverting 
water from one water shed to another, 
and also points as to distributing water. 
But one of the 'chief difficulties, said 
Mr. Ashcroft, is that the practice under 
the present law has been for govern­
ment agents to grant records far in 
excess of the resources of the supply. 
And a custom has grown up to grant 
one inch of water for every acre owned 
by the applicant, quite irrespective of 
whether each and every acre is physi­
cally irrigable from that particular 
source. The consequence is that appli­
cants have been granted water which 
is not available to their use, in fact 
that does not exist at all. As an in­
stance of the trouble which might arise 
from this cause, Mr. Ashcroft noted 
the Campbell creek case now sub- 
judice in Kamloops.

The quarterly meeting of the local 
Liberal Association, held last evening 
in Sir William Wallace hall, was well 
attended.

He also, alluded to the fact that every 
bona fide railway proposition looking 
to the development of the province of 
British Columbia had received careful 
consideration at the hands of the 
ernment, and in every case where it 
was justified had been aided. In this 
way the government had assisted very 
materially in the development of the 
province.

In connectibn with the railway ques­
tion the minister said that he hoped yet 
to see a proposition looking to the con­
necting of Victoria with the wheat 
fields of Alberta by way of the Sey­
mour Narrows, and felt assured that 
when such was put forward it would 
receive most careful consideration by 
the members of the Ottawa govern­
ment.

Mr. Buchanan, in the course of his 
speech, alluded to the good work the 
Dominion government had done for the 
mining interests of the province by the 
lead bounty. The bounty had had a 
most stimulating effect upon the in­
dustry and had caused activity in 
mines which would otherwise have lain 
idle for a long time.

Under the bounty only about $600,000 
had been expended, when by the in­
crease in the price of lead the pay­
ment had ceased.

The meeting was an enthusiastic one.

''Queen Victoria’s Letters,” edited by 
A. C. Benson* and Lord Esher, and pub­
lished last week in London, are stated 
In the preface to form “ what is prob­
ably the most extraordinary series of 
state documents in the world.”

They are a monument of industry and 
an enduring testimonial of devotion to 
the sense of right and a powerful stimu­
lus to patriotism, 
the country been taken in to the confi­
dence of a monarch with such frankness 
and lack of restraint.

The letters published in these three 
bulky volumes cover the period of 24 
years that elapsed between her acces­
sion in 1837 and the death of the Prince 
Consort in 1861. There are some letters 
referring to the Queen’s early life, in 
which the writer refers tot Uncle Leor 
pold L, King of the Belgians, as provid­
ing the “brightest epoch of my other­
wise melancholy childhood.”

Self-confidence and Modesty.
On June 10th, 1837, the then Princess 

Victoria wrote to her uncle informing 
him of the imminence of the death of 
William IV. In speaking of her expect­
ed accession she said:

“I look forward to the event, which, 
it seems, is likely to occur soon, with 
calmness and quietness, 
alarmed at it, and yet I do not suppose 
myself quite equal at all. I trust, how­
ever, that with good-will, honesty and 
courage I shall not, at all events, fail.” 
This letter concluded with the hope that 
“the All Powerful Being, who has so 
long watched over my destinies, will 
guide and support me in whatever sit­
uation and station it may please Him 
to place me.”

We have on former occasions suggested 
that a by-law dealing with the applica­
tion for approval of sub-divisional plans 
would be extremely useful, and we think 
enough experience has been gained to 
formulate proper regulations upon the 
subject, and beg to suggest this question 
should be referred to the legislative com­
mittee to instruct us upon the matter.

A letter written soon after the birth 

of the present King ran as follows:
“Our little boy is a wonderfully 

strong and large child, with very large, 
blue eyes and finely formed, but with 
a somewhat large nose and pretty little 
mouth. I hope and pray he may be 
like his dearest papa. He is to be 
called Albert, and Edward is to be his 
second name.”

Queen Victoria, although she con­
fessed on occasion to King Leopold that 
she grew to dislike politics, closely fol­
lowed every political question. She 
thus refers to Sir Robert Peel’s bill to 
increase the grant to the Roman Cath­
olic college at Maynooth : ,

“My Beloved Uncle,—Here we are in 
a great state of agitation about one of 
the greatest measures ever proposed. I 
am sure poor Peel ought to be blessed 
by all Catholics for the manly and noble 
way in which he stands forth to protect 
and do good to poor Ireland. But the 
bigotry, wicked and blind passions it 
brings forth is quite dreadful, and I 
blush for Protestantism.

“A Presbyterian clergyman said very 
truly that bigotry is 
than shame.”

Palmerston’s Resignation. 
Between 1848 and 1851 there was 

friction between the court and Palmer­
ston over the conduct of foreign affairs, 
and finally the latter resigned. On 
December 3rd, 1851, the Queen wrote to 
King Leopold I.:

“Dearest Uncle,—1 have the greatest 
pleasure in announcing to you a piece 
of news which will give you a.«f ; much 
satisfaction and relièf as it does to 
and will do to the whole of the world. 
Lord PalmersAon is no longer Foreign 
secretary, and Lord Granville is already 
named as Lis successor. He had be­
come of late really quite reckless, and, 
in spite of the serious admonition and 
caution he received, only on the 9th of 
November, and again at the beginning 
of December, he tells Walewki that he 
entirely approves of Louis Napoleon’s 
coup d’etat, when he had written to 
Lorq Norman by, by my desire and that 
of my cabinet, that he (Lord Norman- 
by) was to continue his diplomatic in­
tercourse with the French government,' 
but was to remain perfectly passive and 
give no opinion.”

The Death of Wellington.
In a letter to her uncle after her visit 

to Spithead, the Queen made the 
following reference to the British navy: 
“I think it is in these immense wood­
en walls that our real greatness lies.”

OREGON BANKS
CLOSED DOWN

The suggestions made by the city so­
licitors were adopted and a by-law to 
govern the matter will probably be 
prepared shortly.

The streets; bridges and sewers com­
mittee presented the following report 
which was adopted:

1. Bodwell & Lawson, re cement side­
walk and street grading in their sub­
division intersected by Stevenson Place 
and ' Finlayson avenue. Recommended 
that they be informed that the city will 
take steps to have the work proceeded 
with under the local improvement by-law, 
on the conditions that the property own­
ers pay four-fifths and the city one-fifth 
of the total cost.

2. S. Cruikshanks, re sewer to connect 
his premises on the northeast corner of 
Fifth street and Hillside avenue. We re­
commend that he be Informed that the 
sqwer system for that portion of the city 
has not yet been decided upon, and until 
more residences are built in this district 
sewer connection cannot be had.

3. Mrs. Francis A. Walker, re grading 
of Delta street. Recommend that the 
writer be informed that this work will be 
proceeded with on the local improvement 
plan, provided the majority of the owners 
do not object, and that the matter is in 
the cngineéring department for a report 
as to cost.

4. A. J. Pineo et al, re grading Belmont 
avenue, and also the grading of Gladstone 
avenue, and permanent sidewalks between 
Stanley avenue and Belmont avenue. Re­
commended that the petitioners be in­
formed that this work will be proceeded 
with as requested under the local im­
provement by-law, but owing to pressure 
of work, it cannot be gone on with for 
some time, probably not until next spring.

5. Joseph Sears, re drainage on Hillside 
avenue. Recommend that he be informed 
that the engineer has been instructed to 
examine the place and take steps to 
remedy the nuisance complained of.

6. J. D. Irving, 59 Sylvia street, re sewer 
on Richardson street. Recommend that 
be be Informed that sewer work will be 
started on Richardson street in a few 
days.

7. R. Hetherington, re cement side­
walks on Hilda and Chester avenues. As 
this work is a portion of the by-law in­
cluding Humboldt street, and this latter 
street is now being done, we recommend 
that this work be proceeded with as soon 
as possible in order to complete all the 
work included in this by-law.

8. Arthur Crease, calling attention to 
certain dangers existing in various parts 
of the city to life and property. We re­
commend that the owner of the lot on 
the southeast corner of Michigan and 
Government streets be instructed to place 
a fence along the street sides of the ex­
cavation. That the B. C. Electric Railway 
Company be instructed to remove a pro­
jecting rail left in Government street, 
near the southern end of the causeway, 
formerly used as part of the branch line 
running into the C. P. R. hotel ground, 
and that the parks board be asked to pre­
vent teams from driving apross the park 
ground to the back of the houses on South 
Park street. And that Mr. Crease be in­
formed of the action taken by the council 
in respect to his communication.

The legislation committee presented 
the following report which was also 
adopted :

That the provincial government does 
not Intend to introduce at the ensuing 
session a new municipal clauses bill 
dividing the cities into classes with pow­
ers varying according to the class as it is 
considered that the Consolidated Act of 
last session is working satisfactorily and 
will answer for some time to come.

We therefore recommend that the 
heads of departments be requested to pre­
pare a memorandum of any needed 
amendments and submit same without de­
lay to this committee.

Sanitary Inspector Wilson reported 
to the council that the new garbage 
scow was not working properly. The 
doors were not hung right and it was 
difficult to empty it at sea. This was 
referred to the city engineer with 
power to act.

The same official again drew the 
council’s attention to the need of an 
outlet pipe or some other method of 
cleaning out the Johnson street ravine.

newspapermen and public leaders. He I 
is paying a visit to Victoria and the I 
Sound on business, and will probably I 
not return to Dawson until the spring.

The colonel has been one of the lead­
ing figures in Dawson city and the Yu­
kon territory generally, for the last ten 
years. He has been at the head of a 
hundred public movements, and has 
taken a keen and impartial interest in 
all matters of moment to the gold 
country. He has a reputation for pub­
lic-spiritedness that few other men can 
claim and none can surpass. The col­
onel went to Dawson ten years ago. a 
newspaperman attracted by the reports 
from the new country. He at once be­
came a prominent figure in the affairs 
of the day, and it has been said it was 
he who saved the country from a dis­
astrous outbreak of lawlessness when 
he addressed an -excited crowd of armed 
miners at Dawson in 1898.

He was chairman of the committee 
which received Lord and Lady Minto 
in 1900, and has headed more .patriotic 
demonstrations and celebrations in the 
northern city than any other resident. 
Quite recently a Dawson paper gave 
him the name of “The Grand Old Man 
of the Yukon.” and, although Colonel 
McGregor modestly disclaims any title 
to this sobriquet, he has more than 
earned it during his life in the north.

Before leaving Dawson on his pres­
ent trip to the south, Colonel McGregor 
was presented with two handsome 
medals, one from the citizens of Daw­
son and one from the school-children, 
to whom he was nothing short of a 
“Father Christmas,” organizing their 
picnics and treats and taking the same 
interest in their employment as be did | 
in matters of weight. The mêlai from 
the citizens of Dawson bore the forc­
ing inscription:

“Presented by John Grant, M. Y. C„ 
on behalf of the people of Dawson, Yu­
kon Territory, to Donald McGregor, in 
recognition of his unwearied efforts at 
all times to further movements pertain­
ing to the welfare of the community.

“Whereas, for the common good of 
the people of the whole state, it is 
necessary that a holiday be pro­
claimed in order that an opportunity 
may be afforded to the financial insti­
tutions of the state to procure from 
eastern banks the balances now due 
them as hereinbefore stated.

“Therefore, I, George E. Chamber- 
lain, governor of the state of Oregon, 
by virtue of the authority in me in­
vested, do hereby proclaim the 29th, 
30th and 31st days of October the 1st 
end 2nd of November, 1907, legal holi­
days, to the end that time and oppor­
tunity may be given the banking in­
stitutions of this state to arrange for 
shipments of money now due them 
from the banks in the eastern cities 
hereinbefore named, without which 
every industry in the state must suf­
fer and the growth and development 
thereof Be greatly retarded. In wit­
ness whereof I have signed my name.”

LONDON TIMES SAYS
PLEA IS HYSTERICAL

English Papers Exercised Over 
Oriental Problem—When Japanese 

Secure Naturalisation!

Montreal, Oct. 29.—A special London 
cable says: “Hysterical” is the epithet 
the Times correspondent applies to the 
British Columbia demand for the ex­
clusion of Asiatics. British opinion is 
somewhat befogged by conflicting sta­
tistics. The alarming figures from 
Vancouver are quite inconsistent with 
the advices from R. W. Scott, secre­
tary of state, based on a report from 
the government agent in Vancouver, 
which shows that only 750 immigrants 
arrived this year from Japan to re­
main in Canada—that is only 150 more 
than Canada herself contemplated un­
der the Japanese arrangement. It is 
possible to ask: How can such immi­
gration expose British Columbia to 
the danger of becoming annexed to 
Asia, as Vancouver asserts that the 
Japanese government is apparently 
dealing with arrivals from Hawaii by 
swamping irresponsible Immigration 
agents?

Meantime the Times editorially re­
gards as most serious the alleged 
shockingly unjust treatment to which 
the King’s own subjects, the Hindus, 
are being exposed by Canadian immi­
gration officers, who exclude them on 
the flimsiest pretext.

Oriental immigration is the chief 
Canadian subject discussed in to-day’s 
papers. A Japanese correspondent of 
the Morning Post, resident in London, 
who probably reflètes the views of the 
Japanese embassy, expresses confi­
dence that Hon. Mr. Lemieux and the 
Toklo government will reach a settle­
ment suitable to both countries.

Another howl will come from the^ 

long-suffering housekeeper when she 
hears that butter is again to advance. 
On Friday of this week the creamery 
product will be sold for 50c. a pound, 
and continue at that until further no­
tice. Butter is a staple that it is diffi­
cult to do without so the advance will
affect everyone. With the still upward 
tendency in food, the keepers of board­
ing houses will have to advance their 
prices still higher than at present if 
they are to make their business pay.

There is a new brand of grape just 
on the market. It is the best that has 
appeared yet, every grape being per­
fect. It is the famous Malaga grape of 
old Spain. They come here in barrels, 
packed in cord dust and are in much 
better condition than those from Cali­
fornia. The flavor is excellent and the
stones are not as large as in those 
grown on this continent. They are
rather expensive, retailing at 35 cents a 
pound, but they are worth the money to 
those who can afford expensive fruit.

There are no oranges on the whole­
sale market just now. The last of the 
Valencias have arrived and been sold, 
and it will be a week or ten days before 
the new navals arrive. Nothing is yet 
known about the quality of these fruit.

The new figs are on the market. They 
come in bulk and are being sold whole­
sale at 8 cents a pound. The fruit is 
very clean and plump, and is excellent 
both for dessert and for cooking pur­
poses.

There is a slight advance in the price 
of eastern eggs at wholesale and the 
fresh local variety are also getting 
scarcer. They are dear enough already 
but they will go higher.

The last of the peaches and cucum­
bers have been sold for this season, and 
watermelons are about gone.

Lettuce is advancing, the hothouse 
variety, practically the only one on the 
market, retailing at. three heads for 
10 cents.

Apples have been coming in rather 
faster than last week and there is not 
likely to be any advance for some time. 
At the same time there is no chance of 
their getting any cheaper this year. 
There are still some splendid Kings on 
the market and some are coming from 
Washington state. The prices down 
there are higher than usual so that will 
keep the Canadian prices high.

TENDERS FOR POWER PLANT.

Winnipeg Is Undecided Between Eng­
lish and American Firms.

Winnipeg, Oct. 29.—A difference of 
opinion has arisen between Cecil B. 
Smith, chief engineer of the power 
scheme, and Col. Ruttan, Prof. Louis 
Herdt and Wm. Kennedy, the board of 
consulting engineers, regarding which 
tenders shall be accepted by the city. 
Both Mr. Smith and the consulting 
board have made their reports to the 
council, and they will be taken up at 
a special meeting of the controllers and 
aldermen to-morrow.

Mr. Smith is in favor of the accept­
ance of the bulk tender of the Anglo- 
Canadian Engineering Co., of London, 
Eng., which puts a figure of between 
33,100,000 and $3,200,000 on the work. 
The consulting engineers do not con­
cur with Mr. Smith, and recommend 
the acceptance of a group of separate 
tenders, the principal of which are bids 
from the Westinghouse Company and 
the Swedish General Electric Company 
for $400,000 and $500,000 respectively. 
Both parties recommend the tenders 
which they think will be the most eco­
nomical in the long run, and it will 
be up to the council to decide which to 
accept.

The tender of the Anglo-Canadian 
Engineering Company, besides being a 
bulk bid, contains ap offer to accept 
city bonds in payment. The bulk ten­
der of the Anglo-Canadian Company 
was $3,500,000. and this firm has made 
an offer to accept the city’s bonds in 
payment for the construction of the 
plant at 92, being equal to 95 net.

The murderer is a young woman who 
was for some time not identified. She 
avowed herself to be an emissary of 
the northern flying section of the social 
revolutionists, who had been entrusted 
with the task of punishing Maxim- 
offsky for the stern regime which he 
had lately Introduced in the treatment 
of important political prisoners, whom 
he ordered to be treated like ordinary 
criminals.

The young woman presented herself 
at the weekly reception of Gen. Max- 
imoffsky, and remained quietly in the 
crowded ante room until it was her 
turn to enter the general’s private 
office. When she Was in his presence 
she drew a revolver and fired seven 
shots point blank at the general, and 
six of them took effect.

The wounded man was hastily taken 
to the hospital of the Grand Duchess 
Catherine Pavelovna, but his wounds 
were immediately recognized as hope­
less.

The assassination apparently was 
designed to be only a prelude to a 
greater act of terrorism, the destruc­
tion of the headquarters of the secret 
police, which has been the object of 
at least three terrorist plots of recent 
months.

When the assassin, who was to-night 
identified as Mile. Ragozlnikova, of 
Perm province, the daughter of a 
teacher in the Imperial Conservatory of 
Music, was taken to the police station, 
her agitated attempts to free her bound 
hands and reach her breast led to an 
investigation, and it was found that 
she carried inside her corsage a case 
containing thriteen pounds of high ex­
plosives, a charge powerful enough to 
blow the entire building and its occu­
pants to pieces. Her portrait is in that 
part of the police gallery marked 
“dangerous suspects,” nevertheless she 
remained three hours in Gen. Maxim- 
off sky’s reception room until recognized. 
She pretended that her mission was to 
obtain better diet for her brother, who 
is sick in prison. It is understood that 
she will be courtmartialled this week.

28.—Before 1,100 people, who stood outside 
in the rain for three hours, Hon. Adel&rd 
Turgeoa and Henri Bourassa presented 
their claims to the electors of Bellechasse 
to-day at the outset of what promises to 
be one of the mo^t exciting and interest­
ing fights in the political history of Can­
ada.

Mr. Turgeon led off, and received a good 
hearing, denying the charges which have 
been made against him of wrongful doings 
in connection with the administration of 
the department of crown lands, and reit­
erating his announcement of yesterday 
that Mr. Bourassa must either retract or 
face the courts.

Mr. Bourassa reiterated some of the 
charges that he has made against the 
minister of lands, and received a some­
what interrupted hearing. Mr. Turgeon 
and Mr. Talbot, the representatives at 
Ottawa of th ecounty,. appealed to the 
people that he should bet a hearing. Once 
he got fairly started after these interrup­
tions, Mr. Bourassa succeeded in holding 
his audience. Excitement is at fever heat.

Winnipeg, Oct. 28.-J. Obed Smith, im­
migration commissioner, announces the 
result of the civil service delegation to 
the commissioners at Ottawa.

“Judging from what t«inspired at the 
meeting, we have every reason to hope 
that our requests will be favorably 
ceived by the government.

in the New House. Five By-laws Involving Expenditure of 
Nearly $1,000,000 Will Be Placed 

Before Winnipeg.St. Petersburg, Oct. 28.—Up to noon to­
day 124 additional members of the Lower 
House of the third Russian parliament 
had been elected. Of these fourteen were 
Conservatives, six Octorists, two Consti­
tutional Democrats, and two members of 
the left party, being the .total elected up 
to 230,000, increasing the big Conservative 

\ lead in the coming parliament.
Those elected include 104 Conservatives, 

77 Octorists and other moderate Constitu­
tionalists, 23 Constitutional Democrats, 
and their adherents, and 25 Radicals. 
Several Progressive Radicals probably 
have secured seats.

Winnipeg, Oct. 28.—As a result of his 
trip to London, Mayor Ashdown recom­
mended to the city council that work 
on the city power scheme be delayed 
until such time as securities have been 
sold to cover the present indebtedness 
of the city.

The mayor also advocated delay in 
submitting money by-laws to the peo­
ple.
