Olean, N. Y., March 9—A number of
persons were killed near here to-night
by an explosion of oil. A collision oc-
curred two miles from the city about
9 o'clock. One of the traids in the
crash ‘was made up principally of tank
cars filled with cil. Some of the cars
were ditched and the oil caught fire, The
slgy was lighted up for miles, A large
number of people were attracted to the
scene of the accident from the city. Sev-
eral terrific explosions, presumably of
oil in the tank ears not demolished by
the first impact of the collision, oceurred
ahout 10 o'clock. = Soon afterwards a
telephone message was received at police
headquarters asking for all the amabul-
ancas and doctors in the eity,

Sidney Fish, a prominent business
man, returned from the scene of the fire
at midnight. He said:

“T was attracted to the scene of the
fire about 10 o’clock.

Flames shot outwards and up-
wards for a great distance. I saw sev-
eral persons who started to Tun away-
drop on ‘the” ground, and they never
moved again.

The Shooting of Miners,

Indianapolis, March 8—The official
report of Chris, Evans, who was sent to
the West Virginia coal fields to investi-
gate the killing of colored miners at
Atkinsville, has been received at the
headquarters of the United Mine Work-
ers. The report says that Gen. St. Clair,
who' is the attorney for the coal com-
panies, created an agitation to have the
men arrested and taken to Charleston,
and. that. immediately afterward ar-
rangements were made with the United
States marshal by the mine workers’ of-
ficials to give bond for all who were ar-
rested, but that later, on account of agi-
tation created by Deputy Marshal Cun-
ningham, the agreement entered into
with the marshal was broken and Cun-
ningham was sent to arrest the men,

According to the report

great feeling against
the men decided not to allow him to ar-
rest them, and he was driven away., Mr.
Evans says that he sent a telegram to
the men to submit quietly, but that the
coal companies, who own all of the tele-

" at Present—Men Refuse to Go

It is, he says, too early to’ say
anything in the matter.

I'here can be no doubt that the action ;
of the Miners’ Union in deciding to afiih-
ate with the Western Federation of
Miners was the immediate cause of the
decision to close the mines. - On Synday
the miners met in. Ladyswith and decid-
ed that they would unite with the great
‘Western Federation of -Miners. A pro-
pesition to ask for an increase of 15 per
cent. in wagés was voted down, but fed-
eration was.agreed to. s

The faet that Mr. »Dunsmuir abstains
from saying anything in' the matter at
present, seems to indicate that he may
revoke his order to-eclose the mines on
April 1st if the miners on their part de-
cide to cut off from the International
Federation. Mr. Dunsmuir has all along
evinced a strong dislike to his'mine em- |
ployees joining these great unions. Their
decided action in quitting work at Alex-
andria about a year and a half ago to
attend a miners’ convention for the pur-
pose of forming a union of all the mine
employees on Vancouver Island resulted :
in the closing of those mines, which have |
never since turned out any coal. ‘'The '
Alexandria mines’ were then reported Lo
have been run without profit. The same
is held with respect to the Extension |
mines. The cost of mining, ‘it is con-
temded, - has been almost. if not_ alto-
gether equal to the-income from the out-
put under the present conditions of the |
coal market. The closing of the mines '
under these conditions will hardly re:
present a loss to the owners. more
especially as the Comox coal fields are
sufficient to supply all present demands.

Mr, Dunsmuir, it is believed, has mo |
sympathy with the union with the West-
ern Federation of Miners. 'His ‘opposi-
tion is:said.to be due to-the danger he
anticipated in having work in his mines
placed at the merey of a wunion under
control of foreigners.

SHIPWRECKED SAILORS.

Reported to Have Been Abandoned by
an Italian Steamer.

St. Johns, Nfid.,, March 9.—The crew
British schooner Algeria, who
were rescued from the water-logged vess

War Minister’s Reply to the Socialist
Leader—Duelling Also Discussed.

Berlin, March 10.—Herr Bebel, the
Socialist leader, during the debate on
the military budget in the Reichsfag,
said the higher classes of society were
in a state of permanent conspiracy
against law and religion. So far as
duelling was concerned, all the military
courts and the fixed opinion of the mili-
tary class, including His Majesty, re-
garded duelling as necessary in the
army, notwithstanding the Reichstag’s
resolutions on the subject and against
the weight of public opinion.

GRAND JURY'S INDICTMENT.

Reported to Include Mayor of Seattle
and Chief of Police.

Seattle, March 11.—Thomas J. Humes,
mayor of Seattle; John Sullivan, chief of
police, and Walter S. Fulton,  lately
prosecuting attorney of King county,
have been, according to well-anthenti-
cabted rumor, indicted by  the grand
jury. The charge against each is said
o be malfeasance.in office, based upon the
opinion of the grand jurymen that they
failed and neglected to enferce the..or-

sfate in regard to gambling, and other
illegal acts,

The three ipdictments and a number
of lesser importance were voted by the
grand jury. Prosecuting Attorney Scott
was instructed to draw the forms, and
then the warrants of arrest will be serv-
ed on the head of the municipal gov-
ernment, the head of the city police
department, and the former prosecuting
attorney of the county, providing, of
course, .that the grand jury . does mnot
withdraw the charges at the last min-
ute. Such: was the case recently with
the .indictment:of George U. Piper,
which, it is said, was recalled, and -is
still under consideration,

Indictments of lesser imporfance to
the public were voted against  six or
eight persons on a’charge of swindling
end- similar complaints. They are said
to include proprietors of certain con-
cerng which sell diamonds on ‘monthly
payments, and the like. These cases
have been before the grand jury for
some time, but no great importance has
been attached to them. The list as vot-
ed indludes no other city or county of-
ficials than the three mentioned.

The statute under which the indict-
ments were voted relates to misfeasance,
malfeasance anl nonfeasance of officers
in the discharge of their duty. In the
opinion of ‘the members of the jury the
three men named are guilty of malfea-
sance in their  alleged failure properly
to enforce the laws of the city and of
the state. The penalty for offences of
this ‘nature is not heavy, as the of-
feixce is"not classed as a felony,

cases it is- rumored that other officials
are likely' to be indicted by the grand
‘jury on a similar charge. In fact, it
is intimated Ythat as long ‘as the jury
‘has gone so far in recognizing the alleg-

FIVE MEN INJURED

By Snowslide Near Slocan City—Several
Mine ‘Buildings Destroyed.

Slocan City, Murch 10.—A mest disas-
trous slide oceurred at 6.30 ghis morning
at . Enterprise mine at Ten-Mile creek,
‘resulting in the destruction of much
property,-and eame within-an ace of de-
stroying five men’s lives,

_Since Satarday last it has been snow-
ing heavily, followed last night. by rain.
Early this morning the snow began to
break away from the hill and was fol-
fowed a little later by a tremendous slide
down the gulch over the No. 3 workings.
Wind from this struck the mess house,
situated just to the west of the gulch,
with such force as to start it from the
foundations, and smash all the windows.
As it was going, another slide started
from No. 4 workings, and hit the build-
ings, sending it crashing down the hill
and carrying away the stable immedinte4
ly below. In the mess house at the time
were Pat McGuire, who had just started
work under lease; Bert Wilhelm, the
cook; Chas. Snider, John Thomas and E.
Gordon. . They. were at their breakfast
and when the first rush was heard all
ran into a small bedroom to the left,
swhich saved their lives, as the dining hall
and kitchen were entirely cut off. Me-
Giire, Gordon and Wilhelm were hurled
through the -side of the building, but
came to their senses in thé snow. The
other men were buried in the debris of
the bedroom. . The top part-of the build-
ing and upper foundation logs passing
right over them. These two recovered
conscipusness ‘in a few minutes, and all
the men managed to get out and made
their way to Alwayne, subsequently com-
ing down here to-night. All are more
or,less injured and are under the doctor’s
care.

In the stable at the time was a horse
which also .escaped injury, though car-
ried down the hill 500 feet, and the
whole wreck passed ‘over it.” The horse
was got out after three hours’ work.

THe loss to the company will be con-
siderable.

CRUSHED TO DEATH.
Mhe of Figures in Buffalo Murder In.
hL vestigation Killed by Fall
Into Quarry.

Buffalo, N: Y., March. 10.—Ghastly as
was. the death. of  E. B. Burdick,: a
doubly gruesome tragedy .occurred = at
about. 5.45 o’clock this afternoon when
Arthur R. Pennell, one'of the chief fig-
ures in the investigation of the Burdick
murder, was hnrled headlong into eter-
nity. Mr. Pennell was out riding in his
electric automebile with Mrs. Pennell.
They were on Kensington avenue, near
Willmore avenue, skimming along the
edge of the Gehres stone quarry, which
is a huge rock-ribbed hole in the
ground on the right side of the avenue,
going out. Mr. Penmell’s hat.blew off,
the automebile swerved, and in some un-
explainable manner, it leaped over the
curb into the abyss below. Pennell was
instantly killed, his head being crushed
to an unrecognizable mass. Mrs. Pen-
nell was injured so severely that the sur-
geons at .the Sisters’ hospital, o which
she was taken, said her chances of re-
covery were very slight, . !

Burdick was . a millionaire bachelor
resident of Buffalo, and was murdered a
week or two ago. The whole affair was
shrouded in mystery. A few days ago
a man named Roberts was arrested on
suspicion of having been concerned in the
crime, a handkerchief which has been
jdentified as his property having been
found in Burdick’s house. The theory
of the police is that jealousy was the
motive of the crime,

Mr. Dunsmuir Said to Be Determined
to Fight the Matter to a
Finish.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The mines at Extension are idle again
to-day. Yesterday the afternoon shift
of miners excused themselves from go-
ing to work upon the ground that a
meeting of the miners was being held.
This morning also they abstained from
work, a mass meeting having been call-
ed for the middle of the forenoon.

A theory, startling in its character, is
held by some who might be expected to
have sufficient grounds for their views,
explaining the present labor strikes now
agitating the country. It ascribes the
eause of the trouble to the copper trust
of New York,

This organization, in an endeavor to
keep copper at its present prices, decid-
ed to cut off the British Columbia sup-
ply. In order to effectively do so it is
said negotiations were enfered into with
certain leaders of the Western Federa-
tion of Miners, and that in return for a
subsidy trouble was fomented, which re-
sulted in the closing of the Fernie mines

coal supply of the smelfers. This prom-
ised to succeed, but unexpectedly the im-
terior smelters began to derive their sup-
ply of coke -and coal from Dunsmuir's
mines.  To offset this the C. P. R. strike
was fomented and the carriage of the
fuel from Vancouver Island was cut off.
At the same fime the offices of the sub-
sidized agitators in the Western Feder-
ation of Mines ;were enlisted, so it is
said, to work up dissatisfaction among
the workers in the Dunsmuir mines.

.Indieations point to Mr. Dunsmuir
holding such a theory. American agita-
tors are held to be the whole trouble in
the camp at Extension which helps to
bear thig theory out. . ;

Mr., Dunsmuir stands in a unique posi-
tion to frustrate such a scheme if this is
at the bottom of the trouble. At Comox
unionism among the miners has never
succeeded to any extent. It has been
regarded as the hardest place to organize
a union. With the two mines at Exten-
sion and Comox under his control he is
in a position to close Extension and yet
meet the demands of trade in a mine
which is practically a non-union camp.

The police made an important capture
Tuesday night.

The police had been on her
track for quite a time, and last Sunday
Sergeant Palmer and Detective Perdue,
who strongly suspected her, called at the
house in which she was living on Yates
street. Nobody came to the door. but
the visit evidently alarmed her for she
disappeared. When Detective Perdue
went aboard the steamer Charmer he
observed her at once, and after making
sure that she was the party he wanted
he accosted her. She said her name was
Mrs, Smith and that she lived on Rich-
fnrdson street. She also said she was
bound for Tacoma. She tried her best
to get away, but failed, and was soon
in the lockup.

firm would. As for his brother being’ in-
Mr. Dunsmuir’s employ, that did not pre-
vent either himseif or his brother, for
the matter of that, being perfectly inde-
pendent in respect to polities or aught
else.

Another mail contractor, James Mec-
| Kay, on the Council-Candle route, has
been given up. He was reported frozen
to death in the valley of the Fish Rivert,
and no mews has been received of him
since.

Five Burned to Death.

A special dispatch from Dawson
states that a most disastrous and fatal
fire took place in fhe Aurora roadhouse
on Hunker creek on Thursday morning
last. Five people lost their lives, and
it is considered the worst fatality of the
kind that has occurred in the history
of the Klondike.

The dead are Thomas Baird, aged 27
years, said to have come |from Vancou-
ver, and to have relatives in that city;
Charles Bernsie, aged 38 years; Mrs.
Bernsie, aged 32 years; Beatrice Bern-
sie, aged 10 years, and George Bernsie,
aged 4 years. The Bernsie family came
from Portland, Oregon.
~Thomas Baird was visiting the Bern-
sie family amd was in charge of the
government roadhouse on the Hunker
road. The cause of the fire is unknown,
and as all the inmates of the house
perished mo further clue can be obtain-
ed. It is supposed that the vicfims were
suffocated by the smoke while in bed
and their bodies were badly burned, in
some cases so badly charred as to be
almost unrecognizable,

Neighbors saw the blazing house, and
rushled out into the cold to render what
assistance they could, but when they
fried to enter the house it was found
that the smoke was too dense, and those
who endeavored to rescue the inmates
had several marrow escapes themselves.
The roadhouse was owned by Bernsie,
and was one of the best on Hunker,
costing 'when built about $3,000.

It was stated that the bodies of Baird
and Bernsie had some clothing on, and
were found near the door, whilst those
of Mrs. Bernsie and the children were
in their beds. The body of a dog was
also found in the house near the door.
Captain Routledge immediately attended
the scene to assist the inquest jury. As
there was no evidence to show how the
fire originated the verdict of accident
was returned.

Miners’ Association.

The first permanent Miners’ Associa-
tion in the Yukon was organized at
Grand Forks, the creek metropolis of the
Klondike, on Thursday. The name of
the organization is the Yukon Miners’

HE 15 APPLAUDED
BY THE PUBLC

COLONIAL SECRETARY
GAINS IN PRESTIGE

So.Says a Victorian Who Has Jast Re-
" “torned From the Old Country—
Emigration to Canada.

“They think he is all right; you can't
hear amything but the warmest praise
from the people wherever you go.” This
remark was made by W. H. Hayward,
M. P. P., in couversation with-a Times
répresentative Tuesday, and he was dis-
cussing the Right Hon. Joseph Chamber-
lain, the most powerful - factor in . .Im-
perial public life to-day. Mr. Hayward,
as noted in these columns yesterday, has
just returned from a visit to the ‘“‘séa-
girt isles,” and while there was able t¢
size up the situation and the public senti-
ment pretty closely. “Chamberlain’s
mission to South Africa,” he - pursued,
“is eensidered one of the finest strok"s
of political enterprise of the time, and
has strengthencd his hold on the people
wonderfully.” Continuing, Mr. Hayward
observed that the colonial sefretary’s
mission has increased the government’s
prestige to a marked degree. It showed
they were anxious to take the bull by
the horns and manfully grapple with a
sitnation fraught with the gravest diffi-
culties.

The people’s tribute to the man from
Birmingham as voiced by Mr. Hayward
will be distinctly gratifying to his maiy
admirérs " in° this. part of the worid.
Thanks to the ingenunity of the Associat-
ed Press, the impression has been sedul-
ously conveyed that the colonial secre-
tary was somewhat under a cloud, and
that his mission to the scene of the re-
cent conflict was more speetacular than
effectual. This is entirely incorrect, and
it would seem that South Africa instead
of being the deathbed of his political re-
putation will give him a new lease of
official life.

Mr. Hayward says the Alaska bound-
ary question is not agitating the >~ Old
Country very muech. Tt is mildly discuss-
ed by the newspapers, but has apparent-
ly aroused no interest on the part of the
people. The average Britisher doesn’t
know where the disputed territory is, and
doesn’t care. He is #altogether®indiffer-
ent .to the fate of the -coveted strip,
which is net at all a cause for wonder,
because he is not aware of its.import-
ance,

But if the people of the Old Country
are losing no sleep over the disputed ter-
ritory, they are manifesting a lively in-
tereft in the Dominion. The newspapers
contain columns daily on the er;igratinn
question. all commenting on thé advan-
tages offered by this great country to the
settler. Some potent influence seems to
be at work, and Mr. Heayward says the
tide of emigration within the past few
months has been wonderfal. There is
little doubt that this movement is largely
due to the visit of the party of British
journalists Tast fall. Their letters, pub-
lished in every paper of note in the
United Kingdom, placed Canada in a
new light before the British publie, for-
ever shattering the impresgion that Mr.
Kipling managed to convey in “Our Lady
of the Snews.”

'DIVERSE ‘VIEWS ON

Some OBj'ect to Condition in the Offer
— Others Think it a Good
Feature.

'‘When Andrew Carnegie offered this
€ity $50,000 for a library it wasn’t gen-
erally expected that the administrative
talemt of more  than one council would
be required to deal with the matter. In-
view of the marked unanimity with
| whieh the people atcepted the gift no-
| body ‘thought . the gquestion would in-
! volve all the resolutions, debates and
diplemacy which have been expended on
it. True, the ratepayers turned down the
by-law providing for the purchase of a
site, but the prime reason for its defeat
was probably the clause which made
$15,000 the maxium sum the city might
! raise for the purpose. If the amount
stipulated had been $4,500, as at present
contemplated, or $5.000, the by-law
{ would have been carried.

’ Latterly an agitation hasg arisen in
favor of rejecting the gift. One of the
. aldermenr has come out with the opinion
that Mr. Carnegie should be asked ‘“to
take back his gold,” and his views are,
' endorsed by a certain portion of the
! electorate, But the masses have al-
' ready decided to accept the gift in mno
Jncertain- manner, and their voiee is
supreme, The principal opposition to
the proposal is based on the condition
attached to the gift requiring that the
city should raise $5,000 annunally for
maintenance. 'This they claim is an ex-
cessive rate to pay, as money can be
borrowed for less tham half. On the
other hand those in favor of the library
consider the condition one of the hest
features of the effer, as it will ensure
the permanent: equipment of the instita-
tion for all time, and maintain its stan<
dard, ‘which, as everybody ' knows, is
necessary in a modern library. % They
point out that i Mr. Carnegie gave the
city $50,000 for a library with no con-
"dition attached te the gift, probably
among the first appropriations to suffer
when the council pared down expenses
would be the annual library allowance.

It is not even specified that
the building shall bear his name, but it
might be called the Victoria Free Li-
brary, if the citizens chose, He rather
favors the site next to the cify hall, if
it could be obtained, so that the
cost of taking care. of. it might
be combined with that of the
city hall, thus reducing the cost. The
citizens should look to the future as well
as the present, and provide a popular
means of instruction to the coming gen-
eration.

“As illustrating the development of the
Nerth Pamfic coast, the earnings of the
raitrond’ lines covering this territory is
interesting,” says the Seattle Post-Intel-
ligencer, “in the fact shown in’state-
ments of earnings for the past calendar
vear, where, out of twenty-threg roads
in the United States whose increase of
éarnings o¢ér the previous year aré more
than $1.000.000, there is but one railroad
in the whole country that exceeds in in-
crease the Great Northern, Northern Pa-
cifie, Canadian Pacific, and Burlington,
in the order named. That line is the
Pennsylvania, and with it heading the
list the other north coast lines’ state-
ments vouch that with them prosperity
was greater during the twelve months of
1902 than with roads in any other part
of the country,

“Railroad earning sheets are taken as
a criterion by financiers and others inter-
ested in any part of the country, and
therefore it is argued that the North-
west has every reason to expect a future
as great as the past. :

“Only a few years ago and the earn-
ings of the north coast lines were only
shown in general statements of earnings
of all the lines in the country. They
were traversing, for a greater share of
their mileage, sections where there was
little loeal traffic, which is so important
to the proper conduct of a railroad. Then
the North Pacific coast contributed little,
other than in thz way of thronghb coast
shipments, and not any great abundance
of these. The Eastern divisions were
then looked upon to pay for the Western
divisions,

“However, within the past five years
the change has been very great.
North Pacific coast there has been set-
tled, on an estimate, 400,000 persoms,
many of whom are furnishing loeal traf-
fic for the lines on which they are locat-
ed. At Seattle there has been establish-
ed a depot for Oriental freight, with
-recnlar trans-Pacific boats calling-regu-
larly and earrying away thousands of
tons of freight brought here from i1
parts of the United States

There was also
many a dark corridor and stairway, and
if the wire isn’t reinstalled by to-night
there will be a large number of oil lamps
requisitioned, - Snow is beautiful enough
in appearance, but that is about all,

Although the street cars were stopped,
telephone wires borne down and the
situation in general one of dijorganiza-
tion, the snow ecouldn’t keep in one
magnificently indifferent cyclist. He was
seen manfully peddling, or rather plough-
ing, along Government street; wasting
enough precious energy to operate a
small plant. He was a Celestial, and
stuck to his task with true Asiatic dog-
gedness.

ther bureau, sat at his desk with his hat
on this morning, and a muffler and
gloves were within easy reach when a
reporter for the Times went to the office
to reproach him for what the elements

were doing.

“‘1 don’t like it any better than you,’
said Mr. Salisbury, who shivered as he
turned to the reporter, ‘but this comes
from British Columbia and Alberta, and
that country is ouf of my jurisdiction.
It might just as well have been a warm
well-ordered rain as this winter storm.
The trouble is they have been having a

station in anticipation of high winds. So

far the wind has reached a velocity of
about 30 miles an hour, and it is prob-
able that the maximum will be between
that and 35 miles.””
