Though this altered State of thing^vill not 
lead to waste in any way, yet it has been to the 
Committee of Management a source of much 
gratitude and encouragement, and no doubt will 
nerve them to carry on the good work with 
increased earnestness.

It is veryxpleusing alwo tp the Board that nöt 
only do the City Ministers give their services 
every Lord's Day, but also luteresting social 
evenings are held during the winter hy the ladies 
and friends of xevcral churchcx, showlqg that our 
people are beginning to see the good work we 
are doing for the friendless poor. There have 
been quite a number of dcatlis among our old 
people during the year, but the placcs of those 
so removed are belng filled by others, so that the 
numbers in our Country Ilouse retnnin much 
about the same.

It is meet that a few remarks be made about 
the Out-door Work carr^d on by the United 
Board of Relief, though not a proper part of (he 
duties of this Institution, yet the v^prk is carried 
on here weekly. The jnoney needed for Its 
success is all sent to the Board by the voluntary 
contfibutions of our generous fellow-cltizens, the 
details of which will be in the Report about to 
be read.

A few remarks as to the work of the Industrin! 
Rooms and I have done. We sliould be omit- 
ting a duty were we to forgot the good work 
done by the ladies of this depnrtment of Christian 
work. That work is done by a committee of 
ladies who provide sewlng for many worthy 
gentlewomen who are wllllng to hclp themselves.

This Institution is greatly Indebted to these 
ladies whosc good works are the menns of 
many useful gifts to us of made-up artides of 
apparel. I am sure the Governors tender them 
their hearty thanks.
