The Toronto Globe's Ottawa correspen-
| dent says,—*‘ The office of Minister of
| Marine and _Fisheries is nominally sup-
plied by an ** Acting Mimster,” who does
not act except in the way of masterly in-
activity, and the Department is in a sad
state. Some time last spring or summer
the Aspy Bay affair, as it was called, an
alleged trespass by Canadians upon Ameri.
can fishermen, was settled by Messrs.
Blaine and Thornton at Washington with-
out reference to Ottawa, and no one ot
the thirteen Ministers had spirit enough
to resent the insult, There was no body
to look after the Canadian case. Indeed,
it would appear that none of our Ministers
knew that we had a case pending, though
Canada was being mulcted in damages.—
Suice then the soul of Acting Minister
.\lclﬁ.e];m has been vexed by the interfer-
euce of a would-he Minister, who, if re-
port speaks true, has had much more of
the patronage than he. In the aquabble
for patronage, it is said that Dr. Fortin
insisted on his right to virtually appoint
the officers and crew of La Canadienne —
Dr. Wakeham, who had been for two
years idly drawing his salary in Quebec
in true Tory fashion, was put on board.
Sowme 3500 or $600 were spent for uniformns
for the men, lefore it was discover-
ed that all uniforms needed were already
in store. Then La Canadienne sailed
without orders, for the simple reason
that there no one who kaew
how to direct her affairs, and went
cruising aimlesly round the Gulf, and
finally closed a very useless summer’s
cruise by being stranded in sight of three
lighthouses under circumstances that ren-
der the casualty entirely inexcusable, if
not suspicious. Then the public were as-
sured that Captain Scott had been sent to
investigate the accident. It would seem
that the investigation was either intended
to hush matters dp, or whitewash the affair
in some way. Private advices from Que-
bec lead me to believe that the accident
was much more serious than was at first
reported, and that the damages to La
Canadienne is not less than from $50,000
to $60,000. Other branches of the Marine
and Fisheries scrvice show the same gen-
eral demoralization resulting from outside
interference and want of a Miaisterial
head. It is astonishing that such a state
of things has been allowed to go on so
wong. It would be far better to abolish
the Department ajtogether and assign - its
duties to some other branch of the public
service, than thus to continue it under a
system of mismanagement or want of
mauagemn.cut that brings it into contempt.”

The Toronto World published a letter
from West Lynne, Manitoba, showing
that the buyers of West Lynne lots,
which had recently been offered in Toron-
to, and which has been sold to the amount
of over ten thousand dollars, - had been
heartlessly swindled. The sale was nnder
the auspices of Vaughan, Dennis & Co.,
and the respectability of this firm was
supposed to gnarantee the bona fide char-
acter of the sale,  Bat according to Mr.
Denuis, jr., who called on the World on
Monday, they were badly sold by two
shavpers, T. . Suith and Wm. Buck by
nawe, who repiesented that the property
sold was located in a certain lot when
such was not the case.

We have good authority
for saying that there is not even a town |
pump to be seen at this ‘‘ county seat " of ‘
the “‘far famed, Turtle Mountain County.”
A relation of the proprietors and a news-
paper owner was busy going round among
the ‘‘unfortunates,” touting the lots in
yuestion and saying: ‘“‘I'm a newspaper
man and ought to know something about
1t.”  Perhaps he does. Another of these |
paper towns is Wood Lake City, in the
**Farmers Eldorado,” for further particulars
of which read their own advertisement in
yesterday’s Globe, which says ‘‘ that it is
situated on one of the most beautiful
Inkes imagination can picture, on one side
of which the rolling prairie stretches as
far as the eye can reach,” while on the |
uther stands a forest of oak.”

By this time it
is perhaps knocked into town lots—on
paper. The opened mouthed Ontarian is
shown the plans, he iy told of how land
that was bought for two dollars has chang-
ed hands repeatedly at $5, $10, $20. $30
and $50—he is shown the registered traus-
fers— and that the boom has now com-
menced, The Ontario dupe believes what
he is told, buys the lanl and then the
‘‘big five” go home and divide.

People can not be too careful as to the
titles of the land they are buying. Once
a man has the land fever he'll tell you
snything, or give you any assurance in
order to make a sale. One well-known
Toronto iuvestor was offered some lots
and bought them. He was asked to pay
down the usnal half cask. Instead, he
offercd a choque for the whole, and de
manded the deeds. But the latter were
not forthcoming, the operator could not
give themn.  All he could or would do wax
to take the half amount and give a receipt
Neaving the delivery of the deed for other
days when the weather was milder or he
not se pressed.

his experienco with pilocarpin, a newly
introduced nedicinal principle, in the
treatment of diphtheria. While study-
ing the effects of this drug, he found
that it produced a greatly increased flow
of saliva without inflanmiation of the
sulivary glands ; and he was led
tu believe that the increased secretion
of saliva would tend to dissolve and re-
move the false membrane of diphtheria.
He, therefore, cuncluded to try thereme-
dy in cases of that disease, and has met
with such remarkable success that he
pronounces pilocarpin a specific for diph-
theria. In eighteen months he treated
eighty-one cases of the disease with the
best results in every case. Several of
the cases muxt have proved fatal under
the old treatment, while in about one-
half there was considerable develop-
ment of false membrane. The patients
have invariably recovered 1n a very
short period.

And the Land
Leaguers in the widest sense of the term,
ncluding all sympathizers, are really the
rank and file of the population of Ireland
n town and conutry alike.

Parnell and his associates has embittered |

the people of Ireland, excepting so far as
they are identiiel with landlordism,
against the Eiglish Government. to such a
dvgree that any appreciation they might
otherwise have felt of the good intentions

of the framers of the Land Act has been |
completely offset by the subsequent opera, |

tion of the Coercion Act. There can ‘be
ne two opinions among those who have
mixed freely with the mass of the Irish
veople as to the strength and universality
of the feeling of absolute detestation of
vhe Goverument which prevails. The
present generation must pass away before
wmything like loyalty, as Canadians under-
stand the word, takes the place uf the
present general and deep seated disaff. c-
tion, and then it will only be by reason of
the adoption of very ditferent methods to
those at present pursued. In fact it may
well be doubted- whether anything short
of giving the Liish as complete a system of
self ghvernment as that enjoyed by Cana-
da will ever change the an'mosity now
vaukting in the breasts of the Irish to
iriendship.
A CRYING GRIEVANCE.

I bave referred to the grand jury sys-
tem, the poor law administration, aud the
catire absence of everything like local
self government, aud shown how complete.
y the management of local affuirs is in
the bauds of the magistracy. This of it.
self, were the land question settled satie-

| factorily or in abeyance, would be a source

of continued ill-feeling and disconten®,
and there are few men horn and reared
under New World institutions who will
not say that the Irish, or any other people.
ought to be discoutented under such a
system. If they did not feel the sting of
this grievance they would only be fit for a
state of slavery. .But the evil, bad enough
under any circumstances, is intensified
when---in consequence of the land agita
tion, the land iuterest having the admin
wstration of the laws in their own hauds,
use their power unscrupulously and tyran-
nically to turther their own ends—the
terrors of the Coercion Act are employed
to supplement eviction process in the col-
lecting of reuts ; when the Grand Jury is
utilized as an insurance company in favour
of the landlords’ adhereats ; and when the
expense of unnecesst ry -constabulary in a
peaceable district is saddled on the cesa
payers. The evils of* such a system,
which entrusts the whole machinery of
municipal- and legal administration to a
favoured class f-r the maintenance of land
lord ascendancy, need only be stated to be
condemned.
THE PIVOTAL POINT.

These gri-vancea keep alive the feeling
which found expression through the Land
League, and which, in one way or another,
will find vent in a manuer to perplex and
embarrass the ruling powers, no matter
how many organizations are put down
successively, or how many aygitators arrest-
But after all the pivotal point of the
Tiish difficuity, the prime element of un
rest, li -8 in the fact that the land at pre
sent occupied by a very large proportion
of the tenantry of Treland is utterly in
adequate for the support of the population
which depends upon it, rent or ne rent.
The difficulty is chronic and permanent.
Tt 18 intensitied by famine ycars, when it
at racts the attention of the world, but
less exigent seasons it exists, and the
pressure of population upon the means of
sul sister.ce keeps multitudes always strug-
gling on the verge of destitution—wretch
edly clad, poorly fed, overwhelmed with
debt, and dependent upun other resources
than the land by which they nominally
live to preserve them from the workhouse.
It is the remittances received -from sous
aund daughters in America and Australia,
or the few pounds earned by an annual
migration to the English or Scottish har-
vest liclds, that pays the rent and helps to
keep the wolf from the door. And while
these struggling people are striving to
force a livelihood from rocks and bog-land

ed,

! along the coast, there are vast areas fur-
| ther inland givén up to pasturage, an in-
| dustry which, f the best of circumstances,

employs very few people in proportion to

| the extent of laud, and which at present

is but poorly remunerative. To state the
case is to indicate the remedy. Vested
rights stand in the way, butin the pré§ent
temper of the people it is not difficult to
foreshadow the next phaseof the agitation.
Every indication leads me to believe that
the u-xt londly voiced popular movement
here will have for its object the opening
of these pastoral lands for cultivation by
the people—irrespective of whether they
are at present tenants or not.

Though
wany passages are well worth repraducing,
we can only refer to his allusions to the
Scott Act. He siid:.Seck to ascertain the
causes which lead to and foster intemper.
anee and rectify these, and drunkennes-
will forthwith cease to be what it is, per-
haps the fouleet blot on Anglo-Saxon civil
ization. Somebody has said that the peu-
ple in a certain part of the United States
would contrive to drink hard, and be he
lievers in the gloomiest Calvanism, auo
that it would be uscless to argue . with
them, until their country was properly
drained. - Every physician knows the diff
erence hetween applying a remedy to some
«ymptoms of disease, and attacking tha:
di<ease in its citadel.  The symptom, ma
to all appearance, be healed, while the d:
sease lurks in the sygtem, ready to break
out in sume nthe!qlT;}ter withrgreater vio.
lence than before. Intemperancein drink-:
ing is, in my opinion, buta symptom.
The disease is constitutional. The prin
cipal remerlies must, therefore, he directed
to repairing and strengthening the consti-
tution, And this, I may add, is the
ground of some of my ohjections to the
Seott Act, and to all kindred devices which
have thus far been attempted in that direc
tion, for the suppression of drinking.
They are not statesmanlike, not  even
manly devices, to begin with. At the ut
most they attack only the oatworks of th+
difficnlty and they do that in the most ac-
gravating of all forms, by class-legilation
methods. They permit the importation to
any extent, and then would restrict the
«ale. They prohibit the purchase of a
ylass, by the poor man, but not the pur-
chase of gallons by the rich. They tend
directly to create, to stimulate, ingenuity
in the devis ng of means to evade their
eactments and thus rouse into activ-
ity hosts of other evils in the attempt to
put an end. by deliberately imperfect
meth.ds, to one. A thorough-going abso-
tute prohibition, either of impurtation or
manufacture, would he an honest, however
utterly futile a proposa!; and in being
honest, would, for that reason. command
my support, although as being confessed-
ly impracticable. I could not pretend
vhat my suppoit would be enthusiastic
The Scott Act, and all similar devices
have always seemed to me to be akin to
the following suppos d case. A quantity
of tire is smouldering in all directions
throughout a city. Hcre aud there in that
city are stored up casks upon casks of
vanpowder. The law of the city prohibits
the use of firearms, but permits the carry.
ing hither and thither of keys of the dan
¥« rous substance, and also the importation
and storage of any nuwber of additional
carks. You. gentlemen, are stationed,
hose in hand, to play upon any one who
might produce and attempt to fire off the
swallest toy-pistol, or otherwine make use
of a pinch or handful of powder, but you
are not allowed to meddle with the men
who possess and open the kegs, nor are
you at liberty to interfere with the storea
up casks in the migazine. And as to the
smouldering fires, with them you have
nothing whatever to do, hut let them
smounlder, Notwithstanding your fearless
courage, I venture to think that no pecun-
iary inducement would persuade you to
retain your posts mnsuch a city. Notwith.
standing your efficignt organization, you

efforts would long avail. Your most un.
remitting watchfulness against firing off
of revolvers or fowling-pieces would defer
but for a very brief period the inevitable
explosion from keys and casks and maga
zines, as these were successively or simul-
taneously reached by the smouldering tires.

Now these fires are the cravings for ex-
citement existing in human nature. The
kegs are the ten gallon s les permitted by
the Scott Act And the magagzines are
the puncheons, hogsheads and casks of
liguor which it is open to any man to
wanufacture or to import, while the
pinches, handfuls, or fowling-piece charges
are the single glasses which, and which
alone, the Scott Act practically prohibits.
