| The full text of the Fisheries
' Treaty has been made known by
!order of the United State’s Senate,
| together with the important protocol
accompanying it and the presidential
message with which the documents
were forwarded co the semate. In
all matters of this kind mutual con-
cession is to be expected and it
inevitable that one side shall have
some sdvantage. On the British
side no fishing privileges
sought, while no trade privileges
of commercial value or importance
were asked for by the Amcricans.
On the other hand, the Americans
desired free access to shore fisheries
and to our ports for purposes of pur-
chasing bait and supplies and trans-
shipping their catch, while we want-
ed the privilege of selling our fish
in their market, free from customs
duties, any also similar treatment
for our lumber and some other
natural products, if such privileges
could be obtained.

We think the Treaty will meet
all reasonable expectations in these
matters, and while it does not go to
the lengths many of us desire in the
direction of promoting free business
intercourse with our neighbors, yet
it removes the 1rritating causes of
unnecessary loss and aunoyance to
which the Americans have been sub-
jected during the past few years,
while it promises to be the means of
opening the American market to our
fish products.

The question of the three mile
limit, as well as the headland conten-
tion,are satisfactorily disposed of, the
jurisdiction of Great Britain over
bays ten miles and less wide being
conceded, Miramichi Bay, the I)Say
Chaleur and other bays of greater
width than ten miles being declared
exclusively British waters, not open
to Americans for fishing purposes,
while a mixed commission is to de-
termine and fix the boundaries of
the three mile limit everywhere.
It will be seen that whenever the
United States shall remove the du-
ties' from Fishery products going
from the British provinces into that
country, then the Americans shall
be allowed the privilege, under  li-
cense from Canada or Newfoundland,
as the case may be, to enter their
ports for the purchase of provisions,
bait, ice, seines, lines and all other
supplies and outfits, and the ship-
ping of crews, like privileges to be
given to Canadian and Newfound-
land fishermen in the Atlantic ports
of the United States. This is an
important and equitable provision,
and we hope it will be in full opera-
tion without unnecessary delay.

Ice at Halifax.

Halifax Harbor was frozen over
as far down as George’s Island a fow
days ago, and the event is recorded
in certain quarters as an unusual
one. A little less than forty years
ago, however, Halifax harbor was
closed for several weeks, not only as
far down as George'’s Island, but te
Meagher's Beach, opposite York
Redoubt. Loaded teams were driv-
en from the city to points in the
Eastern Passage, on one side of the
harbor, and Purcel's and Ferguson's
Coves on the other, while passengers
and mails were lynded upon the ice
below the city drom the Cunard
Steamer. Halifax has, undoubtedly,
a fine harbor in summer, but it is far
from tropical in January and Feo-
ruary.

The Treaty.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 21—The president
to-day sent a message to the senate,
transmitting the fishery treaty, of
which the following is the full text:

WasnaingToN, Feb. 21.

Whereas, differences have arisen con-
cerning the interpretation of artic'e 1
of the convention of October 20, 1818,
the United States of America and her
majesty the Queen of the Unitad King-
dom of Great Britain and Ireland,
mutually desirous of removing all causes
of misunderstandiug in relation thereto
and of promoting friendly intercourse
and’ good neighborhood between the
United States and the possessions of
her majesty in North America, have
resolved to conclude a treaty to that
end and have named as their plenipo-
tentiaries, that is to say, the president
of the Unned States—Thomas Bayard,
secretary of state; William L. Putnam,
of Maine, and James B. Angell, of
Michigan; and her majesty the queen
of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland—the Right Hon. Juseph
Chamberlain,, M. P., the Hon. Sir
Lionel Sackville West, K. C. M. G.,
her Britanuic majesty’s envoy extraor-
dinary and minister plenipotentiary to
the United States of America, and Sir,
Charles Tupper, G. C. M., minister of
tinance of the Dominion of Canada;’]
who having communicated to each
other their respective full powers, found
in good and due form, have agreed upon
the folloving articles:

Aiticle 1—The high contracting par-
tiesare free to appoint & mixed com-
mission, delimiting in the manner pro-
vided in this treaty the British waters,
hays, creeks and harbors of the voasts
of Canada and of Newfoundland, as to
which the United States by article 1 of
the convention of October 20, 1818,
between the Unitea States and Great
Britain, renounced forever any liberty
to take, dry or cure fish.

Article 2—The commission shall con-
: sist of two commissioners, to be named
by her Britannic majesty, of two com-
missioners to be named by the president
of the United States.” Without delay,

We fear, however, that the desir-
able end will be retarded by the
provisions of the protocol, which, in
consideration of a fee of $1.50 per
ton, makes the privileges named
available, for & period of two years,
to American fishermen, with-
out the compensating privilege
of free fish to our fishermen. As
this arrangement will only last the
time named however,we can afford to
let it pass,in view of the fact that our
people must reap some benefit from
trade in bait, supplies, etc. with the
Americans.

It is to be hoped that our neigh-
bors will so respect the Treaty as to
render the maintenance of police ves-
sels on the part of Canada unneces-
sary, and that the new arrangement
will be found to work satisfactorily to
all parties. There are many, in both
Canada and the United States, who
will, no doubt, endeavor for party
reasons, {o make those interested
dissatisfied with the arrangement,
but it must be remembered that
these are of the class who would not
be satisfied on any terms, and little
heed should be paid to them.

When we have secured the priv-
ilege of selling our fish free in the
United States, we shall next turn
our attention to obtaining a free
market there for our coal, lnmber
and other natural products, and :it
will be found that the privilege of
fishing within our three mile limit,
which the Americans now affect to
set no value upon, will be an impor-
tant consideration on which to work
for those addjtional trade privileges
—that is, unless those who advocate
commercial union, and even annex-
ation, find their wishes realised
sooner than they anticipate.

Looal Legislatare.
The local legislature is to assemble
at Fredericton to-day. Before the
session ends it is to be hoped that
kthe Government will be in a position
to announce a less ruinous policy
than it is now pursuing towards the
umber industry. We have not
learned who the leader of the Oppo-

Article 3.—The delimitation referred
toin article 1 of this treaty shal! be
marked upon British admiralty charts
by a series of lines regularly numbered
and duly described. The charts so
marked shall on the termination of the
work of the commission be signed by
the commission in quadruplicate, one
copy whereof shall be delivered to the
secretary of state of the United States,
and three copies ‘o her majesty's govern-
ment. The delimitation shall be made
in the following manner, and shall be
accepted by both the high contracting
partics, as applicable for all purposes,
under article 1 of the conveution of
October 20, 1818, between the United
States and Great Britain. The three
marine miles mentioned in article 1 of
the convention of October 20, 1818,
shall be measured seaward from low
water mark, but at every bay, creek, or
harbor not otherwise specially provided
for in this treaty, such three marine
miles shall be measured seaward from a
straight line drawn across the bay,
creek, or harbor in the part nearest the
entrance at the first point where the
width does not excee1 10 marine miles.
Article 4—At or near the following
bays, the limits of exclusion under arti,
cle I of the convention of October 20,
1818, at points more than three marine
miles from low water mark, shall be
established by the following lines name-
ly—at the Baie Des Chaleur, a line
from the light at Birch point on Miscou
island, to Macquercau point light at
the bay of Miram chi, the line from the
light at point Escuminac to the light;on
the eastern point of Tabiscintac gully;
at Egmont bay, in Prince Edward ls-
land, the line from the lights at the
points; and of St.Aun’s bay, in the pro.
vince of Nova Scotia, the line from
Cape Smoke to the limit at Point Aconi;
at Fortune Bay, in Newfoundland, the
line from Cornaigre head to the light
on the south-easterly end of Brunet Is-
land, thence to Fortune head; at Sir
Charles Hamilton sound the line from
the south-east point of Cape Fogo to
White Island, thence to the north end
of Peckford Island, and from the south
end of Peckford Island to the east head-

Article 6—The commissiouers shall
from time to time report to each of the
high contracting parties such lines as
they may have agreed upon, numbered,
described and marked as herein pro-
vided with quadruplicate charts thereof
which lines so reported, shall forthwith
from time to time be simultaneousiy
proclaimed by the high contracting
parties, and be binding in two months
from such proclamations.

Article 7—Any disagreement of the
commissioners shall foithwith be refer-
red to an umpire, selucted by the secre-
tary of state of the United States and
her Britannic majesty’s minister at
Washington, and his decision shall be
final.

Article 8—Each of the high contrac-
ting parties shall pay its own commis-
sion and officers, and the other ex-
penses jointly incurred in  con-
nection with the performance of the
work including compensation to the
umpire, shall be paid by the high con-
tracting parties in equal moieties.

Article 9 — Nothing in this treaty
shall interrupt or affect the free navi-
gation of the Strait of Canso by fishing
vessels of the United States.

Article 10—United States fishing
vessels antering the bays or harbors re-
ferred to inarticle 1 of this treaty, shall
conform to harbor regulations common
to them, and fishing vessels of Canada
gr of Newfoundland. They need not
report, enter or clear, when putting in-
to such bays or harbors for shelter or
repairing damages, nor when putting
into the same ontside the limits of the
established ports for the purpose of pur-
ohasing wood or of obtaining water, ex-
cept that any such vessel remaining
more than 24 hours, exclusive of Sun-
days, and legal holidays, within any
such port or communicating with the
shore therein, may be required to re-
port, enter or clear, and no vessel shall
be excused hereby from giving due in-
formation to boarding officers. They
shall not be liable in any such baye or
harbors for compulsory pilotage, not,
when therein for the purpose of shelter,
of repairing damages, of purchasing
wood or of cbtaining water shall they
be liable for harbor dues, tonnage dues,
buoy dues, light dues or other similar
dues, but this enumeration shall not
permit other changes inconsistent with
the enjoyment of the liberties, reserved
or secured by the convention of October
20, 1818.

Article 11—United States fshing
vessels entering the ports, bays and
harbors of the eastern and north-eastern
coasts of Canada, or of the coasts of

IWewfonndiand, nndas-atssseot wehther
or other casualties, may unload, reload,
trans-ship or sell, subject to sustoms
laws and regulations, all ish on board
when such unloading, trans-shipment or
sale is made nucessary as incidental to
repairs, and may veplenish their out-
fits, provisions and supplies damaged or
lost by disaster, and in casg of death or
sickness shall be allowad all needful fa-
cilities, including the shipping of crews,
and licenses to purchase in established
ports of entry of the aforesaid coasts of
Canada or Newfouudland for the home-
ward voyages such provisions and sup.
plies as are ordinarily sold to trading
vessels shall be granted to United States
fishing vessels in such ports promptly
upon application and withont churge,
and such vessels having obtained lj-
censes in the manuer aforesaid, shall
also he accorded upon all occasions
such facilities for the purchase of casual
or needful provisions and supplies as
are ordinarily granted to trading vessels
but such provisians ar supplies shall not
be obtained, by barter nor purchase for
re-sale or traffic.

Article 12—Fishing vessels of Canad®
and Newfoundland shall have on the
Atlantic coast of the United States all the
privileges reserved and secured by this
treaty to United States fishing vecsels in
the aforesaid waters of Canada and New-
found'and,

Article 13—The secretary of the treas-
ury of the Uaited States shall make regu-
lations providing for the conspicuous ex-
hibition by every United States fishing
vessel of its official number on each bow
and any such vessel required by law to
have an official number ahd failing to com-
ply with such regulations, shall not be
entitled to the licenses provided for in
this treaty. Such regulations shall be
communicated to her majesty’s govern-
ment, previously to their taking effect.

Article 14—The penalties for unlawlully
fishing in the waters, bays, creeks and har.
bors referred to in article 1 of this treaty,
may extend to forfeiture of the boat or
vessels, aud appurtences,and also of the
supplies and cargo aboard, when the
offence was committed, and for preparing
to fish in such waters to unlawfully fish
thereon penalties shall be fixed by the
court, not to exceed thase for unlawfully
fishing, and for any nther violation of the
laws of Great Britain, Canada or New-
foundland. In relation to the right of
fishing in such waters, creeks or harbors,
penalties shall be fixed by the court not
exceeding in all $3 per ton of the boat or
vessel concerned. The boat or vessel may
be held for such penalties and forfeitures,
The proceedings shall be summary and as
inexpensive as practicable. The trial (ex-
cept on appeal) shall be at the place of
detention, uuless the judge shall on re-
quess of the defence order it to be held at
gome other place adjudged by him more
convenient, Security for costs shall not
be required of the defence, except when
bail is offered. Reasonable bail shall be
accepted. There shall be a proper appeal
to the defeuce only, and the evidence at
the trial may be used on appeal,

THE ‘‘MODUS VIVENDL"

The followit.g is the modus vivendi rc-
ferred to in th- president’s message.

WasniNaToy, Feb 21, (Protocol.)—The
treaty having been signed the British
plenipotentiarics desire to state that they
have been considering the pisition which
will be creatc:l by the immediate com-
mencement of the fishing season, before
the treaty can nossibly be ratified by the
senate of tho United States, by the parlia-
ment of Canuda apd the legislature of
Newfoundland. In the ahseuce of such
ratification oll conditions which have
given rise to s much friction and 1rrita-
tion might be :evived, and might inter-
fere with the 1nprejudiced consideration
of the treaty by the legislative bodies
concerned. Uader these ocircumstances

evidenoe of their anxious desire to pro-
mote good fee ing and to remove all possi-
ble subjects ¢ controversy, the British
plenipotentiarics are ready to make the
following te:~ogorary arrangement for a
period not exceading two years in order to
afford a modu: vivendi, pending the ratifi-
cation of the ¢ caty.

1. For a period not exceeding two years
from the prese 1t date, the privilege of en-
tering the ba- « and harbors of the Atlan-
tic coasts of ¢ .mads and Newfoundland
shall be graut« 1 to United States fishing
vessels by anuual licenses at a fee of $1.50

To obviate this
inconverience and obstructionto a prompt,
well defined settlement, it was considerod
advisable that negotiations be conducted
in this city, that the interests of Canada
and Newfoundland be directly represented
therein, The terms of reference having
been duly agreed upon between the two
governments, and a conference arranged
to be held here, by virtue of the power in
me vested by the conhstitution, I duly
authorized Thomas F. Bayard, secrotary
of state of the United States, Wm. L.
Putnam, a citizen of the State of Maine,
and James B. Angell, a citizen of the State
of Michigan for and in the name of the
United States to meet in conference with
plenipotentiaries representing the govern-
meut of her Britannic majesty, for the
purpose of considering the adjusting in a
friendlv spirit of all or any questions re-
Iating to the rights of the fishery in the
seas adjacent to British North America
and Newfoundland, which were in dis-
pute between the governments of the
United States and that of her Britannic
majesty, and jointly and sevcrally to con-
clude, sign any treaty or treaties touching
the premises, and I herowith trausmit for
your information full copies of the power
given by me. In executiou of the powers
so conveyed the said Thomas F, Bayard,
Wm. L. Putnam and James B. Angell in
the month of November last met in this
city the plenipotentiaries of her Britannic
majesty and proceeded in the negotiation
of a treaty as above authorized. Aftor
maay conferences and protracted efforts
an agreement has at length been arrived
at, which is embodied in the treaty which
i now lay before you. The treaty meets
my approval, because I believe it supplies
a satisfactory practical and final adjust.
meant upon a busis honorable and just to
both parties, of the difficult, vexed ques:
tion, to which it relates. A review of the
history of this question will show that all
former attempts to arrive at a common in:
terpretation, satisfactory to both parties,
of the first article of the treaty of October
20 1818, had been unsuccrssful, and with
the lapse of time the difficulty and obscur-
ity only increased. Negotiations in 1854
and again in 1871 ended in both cases in a
temporary. reciprocal arrangement of the
tariffs of Canada and Newfoundland, and
of the United States, and the payment of
a money award by the United States, un-
der which the real questions and differ-
ances remained unsettled and in abeyance,
and ready to present themselves anew just
as 800n as conventional arrangements were
abregated. The situation, therefore, re-
mained unimproved by the results of the
treaty of 18M, and the grave condition of
affairs presenting almost indeatically the
same features aud causes of complaint by
the United States againat Canadian action
and British defanlt in correction confront-
ed us in May, 1886 and was continued un-
til the preseat time. The greater part of
the correspondence which has taken place
between the two governments -heretofore
has been . communicated to congress, and
at s early a day as possible I shall trans-
mit the remaining portion to this date,
accompanying it with joint protocols ot
the conferences which resulted in the con-
clusion of the treaty now. submitted to
you. You will thus be fully possessed of
the record and history of the case since
the termination, on Juane 30, 1883, of the
fishery articles of the treaty of Washing-
ton of 1871, whereby we were relegated to
the provisions of the treaty of Outober 20,
1818. As the documents and papers re-
ferved to will supply full information of
the positions takea under my alministra-
tion by representatives of the United
States as well as those occupied by the re-
presentativea of the governmens of Gireat
Britain it is not considered necessary
on cxpedient t) repeat them in  this
mossage, but 1 the treaty
will be found to contain justice an'l honor,
and therafore wiil be a satisfactory solu-
tion of the difficultiss which cloaded our
relations with our neighbors on the north-
vrn border.

Mr. William Howaid who, for about 60
years was a resident of St. John, has pass-
ed over to the silent majority, havingdied
yesterday after attaining an age of four-
score. He was born in Belfast, Ireland,
and, in 1827, land:d in St. John with his
parents. For many years he was in the
dry goods trade on the North wharf, agd
afterwards on Market Square and Ch.xp-
man’s Hill. He carried on shipbuilding
a number of years, and while engaged in
this occupation built the ships Effingham,
Howard, Anna and Whim. The Anna
was the first ship ever built on Courtenay
Bay, at the Marsh Bridge. In 1841 Mr_.
Howard moved t> the Uaited States
where he remained » few years, r_emrnimz
after a short stay in St. John, Hissecond
stop in the States did not last long,and he
came back to the land of hie adoptiou to
spend the sunset of his life,

Duricg his residence Mr. Ho.w_‘n_rd eurlly
became identified with the miilitia. His
commission as lieutenant of the 1st Batta-
lion of Militia, City of St. Johu, is dacgd
1838, and signed by.Major General Sir
John Harvey, then governor of New Bruns-
wick. Mr. Howard afterwards held a
commission as captain in the St. Joh’n
Light Infantry, granted’ him in 1865,
which is signed by Gov. Gordon. -

The prosecutor
in the case is Mr. McKay, who cashed the
check. Youogis about 18 years of age.

This check
was presented at the bank and paid; the
forged check, for $35, was oashed by Mr.
McKay, as before satated. Young will
come, before the Stipendiary Magistrate
this morning. His grandfather, who
brought bim up, resides in Moncton and
visited him in the police office yesterday;
his mother is said to be married and living
in Miramichi. Times.

A Moncton despatch of Tuesday says:—

United States
fishing vessels, which were libelled under
the vice-admiralty court of Hulifax for
purchasing bait in the territorial waters of
Canada,

A party of Boston capitalists purpose
building up a city and summer resort at
the Strait of Canso.

The scene of their operations
18 about six miles from Port Mulgrave, on
the mainland shore, and at Caribou Cove,
opposite, on the Cape Breton shore,

The German phywicians have discovered
cancerous matter in phlegm coughed up
by the Crown Piince,—. An official bulletin
from Sam Remo says the Crown Prince’s
cough and expeactoration are less. Ex-
amination of his chest disclosed no traces
of affection of the lungs. Other telegrams
say Dr. Kossman considers the patient’s
condition critical, and that all German
doctors believe the prince has cancer of
the throat,

The second disaster on Yellow river,
China, Decembsr 4, resulted in the
drowning of threce mandarins and 4,000
Chinese laborers, The men were at work
repairing damaga caused by previous
floods.

Women's Misses
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A PILOT’S TREACERERY.

AN ENCOUNTER WITH THE FREEBOOTERS
OF MALACCA,

The early part of September. 1852,
found the ship Orient, bound from
Liverpool to Canton, gallantly forging
her way through the waters of the In-
dian Ocean, with every sail set and her
progress made under the most favor-
able auspices, owing to the benign in-
fluences of the mousoon. Three
months previous we had left the Mer-
sey, and in good time had rounded the
Cape of Good Hope and squared away
for the Strait of Malacca across the
broad expanse of ocean that washes the
southern shores of Asia. The weather
during the voyage was all that could
be desired, but as we again entered the
trpics we began to feel the effects of the
exdessive heat by which the dry season
announoced its presence,

Touching at Pensng, on the west
odast of the Malay peninsula, for which
place we had a couple of English mis-
sionaries, we secured a fresh supply of
water and a pilot to conduct us through
the strait, and then proceeded on our
way. The Malays' ‘are good sailors,
but they are as treacherous and thiev-
ish a race as exists on the Fface of the
globe; and the skipper who 1s uader the
neocessity of taking one of them into his
service must keep a close watch on the
native, 80 as to be prepared for treach-
ery, The one eugaged to pilot the
Orient was no excéeption to the i.nonl
rule, and his face was not such as to
inspire confidence or respect. However,
Capt. Barlow, the ship’s commander,
had cautioned the men in regard to the
necessity of keeping the pilot under
close surveillance, in order that the
slightest indication on hie part of an in-
tention to betray his trust might not
pass unnoticed. One thing that con-

tributed greatly toward provoking the
uneasiness of the captain was a mysteri-
ous series of signs, or signals, that pass-
ed between the pilot-and the ooccupants
of proas and other native craft az we
ed out of Penang.

after we got under way and
proceaded out into the strait, proas
would put out from the shore, and run-
ning alongside of our veasel, the oocu-
pants would exchange signs (pantomim-
io fashion) with the pilot, and then let
their boats drup astern and head for the
point from whence they had come.
Naturally our captain believed that
were the communications that were thus
interchanged of an ordinary character,
and had no relation to vurselves, they
would Lave been delivered in the Ma-
layan tongue, the spokesman heedless
as to whether their messages . were un-
derstood by us or not; but the evident
secrecy they employed, not daring to
trust their conversation Lo articulate
sonnds, was well calculated to arouse
suspicion. The idea that all was not
right gained additiongl force from the
movements of several proas that were
noticed following the Malayan coast and
keeping constantly parallel with our
vessel. That some plan directed against
our craft was being set in operation,
the piratical character of the Malays
and their suspicious movements indi-
cated, and gave us good grounds for
using the utmost vigilance, lest .we
should fall into the net that was appar-
ently being woven for our entangle-
ment.

It was late in the afternoon when the
Orient left the harbor of Penang astern,
and commenced her voyage through the
strait.  Soon the suu began to sink be-
hind thé western horizon, sending its
pacting rays across the Indian Oocean,
and bathing the waves in the beautiful
hues of crimson and gold. jght came
on almost immediately, for in the trop-
ios darkness follows closely on the re-
treatig footsteps of departing day, and
the pleasant interval that in the tem-
perate zone intervenes between day and
night, and which is called twilight, is
here soarcely perceptible, so rapid is
the transition. _

In order to be perfectly prepared for
whatever move Malay ocupidity and
treachery might -make, the orew, as
soon as darkness had settled around us,
were supplied with cutl and re-
volvers, and a large swivel gun that was
stationed amidship was loaded with
grape shot.

KEight bells told the midnightﬁho\lr,
and called the starboard watch from
their berths while the larbosrd went be-
low. I was a memberof the former,
and comiug on deck I took my place
at the wheel. Beside me stood the

- Malay pilot, who delivered his orders in
broken, although iutelhgible, Engtish.
Near by were several of the watch ap-
parently engaged in coiling rope, but in
reality watching the movements of the
Malay. The pilot was evideatly labor-
ing under excitement, and the con-
atancy with which he coatinued to cast
his eyes in the vemel's wake gave me
reason to believe that we were liable to
‘receive an unwelcome visitation from
that direction. By the light of the
binnacle lamp I had occasional oppor-
tunities to observe his features, and al-
though uuskilled in physiognomy, I
nevertheless felt an intuitive feeling of
distrust and aversion and a dread of
portending calamity. Soon the distant
and regular sound as of oars reached
my ears, and scarcely had the noise at-
tracted my atiention, ere the pilot com-
menced to light his pips. At firstl
did not pay so much attention to this,
but as match after match had ignited
and no evident desire manifested to ap-
ply the lighted tapers to the pipe, it
suddenly flashed through my mind that
this might be a signal to advancing en-
emies, and the splashing as of oars;
that now became quite distinct, con-
vinced me that our pilot was playing a
desperate game, upon the issue of which
depended our lives and the safety of
the vessel,

My shipmates, who were also engag- |
ed in wateling the movements of the
pilot, had heard the suspicious sounds
of approaching boats, and put the same
interpretation as mysel{ upon the ac-
tion of the Malay. Three of them came
leisurely to my side, and before I re-
ceived the slightest intimation of what
they were about to do, they pounced
upon the pilot and bore him to the
deck. Even though taken off his
guard, he was no mean autagonist, and
before he was overcome and secavely
ironed, he had managed to draw his

~ese, a terrible kind of knife used by

[ 8

the Malays, and inflicted a severe
wound upon one of his captors.

The alarm #as hurriedly given, call:
ing all hands on deck, and hardly had
the treachorous pilot been placed be-
low and the men taken the stations to
which they were allotted, when out of
the darkness came a number of proas
crowded with natives and headed for
our vessel. They came on cautiously,
evidently awaiting some signal from
their confederate uh board, and unaware
of the fact that his plan of operations
had been discovered. There was quite
& fleet of their boats, but reaching with:
infa hundred yards of the vessel they
checked their speed and followed s'ow-
ly in the ship’s wake, not desiring to
come too near until they should receive
a sign from the pilot. As noiselessly a
possible the large gun was taken astern
and tarned upon the fteet of free-boot-
ers, and before they had received the
slightest indication of what was in store
for them, the gun was discharged and
semt its destructive volley of grape shot
right into the midst of the boats, where
it provoked the wildest shouts of con-
sternation, pain and rage. A slight
scattering fire from small arms was sent
at us in reply, but none of the bullets
reached our deck, as the firing was wild
and harmless. In less than five minutes
after we had paid our repects with the
charge of grape, their was not a boat in
sight, all having sought cover in the
darkuness.

The captain now stationed the men
about the deck, covering all sides of the
vessel and keeping a close watch, 5o as
to be prepared to repel boarders. We
well knew that we were not done with
our piratical visitors, and when they
should next make their appearance we
would not be able to drive them off
quite as easily as before. The night
had been cloudy, and scarcely a star
was able to send its radiance through
the drapery of gloom that hung between
heaven and earth; but shortly after our
first encounter with the Mualays, the
moon broke the clouds and we were
enabled to see the Malay shore, and
also to'note the fact that the water be-
tween us and the land was literally
alive with boats, although none of them
were within a mile of us. On the other
side looking teward Sumatra there was
not a craft of any kind to be seen.

Soarcely had the light of the moon
dispelled the darkness and permitted
us to discern our enemies, when the
boats that at first were observed quite
close together began to sgparave, and we
had every reason to believe that they
were advancing to the attack. There
was a very light wind and we wade but
alight headway, while the proas skim-.
med along the water at a lively pace.

The speed of which these native boats
are capable would seem almost incredi-
ble, wereit nut well known to every
one who has ever visited the Spice Is-
lands; and with their brown square
sails, and many having two hulls, they
look extremely odd, somewhat similar
to the catamaren which iz occasionally
found in use as a pleasure boat in New
England aud elsewhere. Propelled by
oars and sails, the Malay craft shoots
over the waves at a rate that would
leave our orack yaohts far astern.

Some of the boats took a course that
would enable them to cross the Orient’s
bow far ahead, others headed to cross
astern, while the larger number ateered
for the port side of our vessel, the plan
being to strike on all sides at about one
and the same time. There were fully
thirty boats, and there must have been
fully 300 Malays on board, to meet
which we had all told but thirty men,
The odds of ten to one were against us,
and it is little wonder that as the boats
drew near wefelt that we were too
heavily overmatched. However, we
could expect no quarter if we should
fall into their hands, and desperation
lent determination and strength of
heroic purpose to every man on board
that would not be easily overcome.
Capt. Barlow hurried about the ship,
calling uponevery man to do his utmost

-to defend the ship, and pointing out

what a terrible fate they might expect
if defeated. He exhorted them in the
name of whatever they prized most dear
to fight as men and as stout-hearted
seaman, and if they must die to die as
men, disputing every inch of the ship
to the last extremity. ‘‘Neither give
nor expect quarter, and [ think,” said
he, “if you fight as I bo&n you can
fight, we will teach them o steer clear
of our vessels in.future.”
