“PARALLEL LIVES.”

Oromwell and DeWet Alike in Many Re-
specst, and the Boer Not Inferior
to the Protecter,

(New York Evening Pest.)

DeWet takes high rank among those men,
rare in the world’s history, who have risen/
to greatness in the profession of arms with-
out ‘previous - military training and without
desiring- such distinction:

The most illustrious of all self-equcated
commanders was Oliver Cromwell, d ,he
was past 40 when he first drew t.h.n&-d
The resemblances of the two mwen are so
marked that if a modern Plutarch were now
writing = Parallel Lives he womld probably
group them together. 3 : =

Cromwell accomplished more than DeWet.
He was victorious to the end of his career,
and he left his mark on the world’s pro-
gress, but he always had a government at
his back to keep him sypplied with the en-
ginery of war. In this way he was better
p;ovlded than the royal forces opposed to

m

DeWet seldom knew where his next week's
subsistence was to come from, he was fre-
quently short of ammunition, and  his ar-
tillery ‘was mostly what 'he took from the
enemy. He was obliged to release the pris-
oners whom he took in battle, because be
could not feed them. whereas the British
transported the Boers whom they captured
to Ceylon, St. Helena and Bermuda, so that
they might not be available for exchange.

DeWet did not rise to so high an emin-
ence as Cromwell, but the fame which he
won was gained in a shorter time and with
smaller resources. No one can read of his
career without believing that if he had had
Cromwell's opportupities he would have
equalled the lord protector both as warrior
and as statesmen, v

They .were  alike in  other ways. Both
were strongly averse to war per e, and both
were moved by deep religiqus = feelings—
Cromwell more o than DeWet, since re-
ligion was a greater motive power in ‘the |
17th century than in the 19th. Both sere
men of extreme modesty, not in the least
given to vaunting' their own deeds.

Cromwell ascribed all of his victories to
the Lord of Hosts. DeWet attributes his to
the valor and self-sacrificing Bpirit of the
men ‘who served with him and under him.

“The present price ofl steel rails
here,” said the representative of one
of the most important, German firms
Yesterday, “is by no means abnormslly
low or. abnormal in any respect..
Ralls today are costing between $26
and $26 a ton. Four years ago, in
1898, they were sold for $16.50. - From
1897 to 1899 the price was never more
than $19.00.

“Mr. Clergue must have known what
prices obtained three years ago before
he began to construct his mills, for Mr.
Clergue is.too much of a business man
to have omitted what would be funda-
mental in. starting. any business.
Knowing,then, that for three years steel

hard to see why Mr. Clergue should’
complain because-the price is now $7
more than it was three years ago. $26
a ton is by no means a slaughter price
for st2el rails.

The British
commodore took charge of the Topaze
and then sent a message to the auth-
orities at Puerto Cabello demanding
immediate satisfaction for the action
of the mob, saying that if this Fatis-
faction was not forthcoming in two
hours the fortress and the custom
house would be bombardea. ¢

A committee of the merchants of
Puerto Cabello then approached tlLe
American consul, petitioning him to
intervene, The consul accepted this
mission and visited the cruisers, tLut
he could obtain no alteration in the
decision of the allies.

At a quarter befcre five a reply was
received from President Castro, who
had been asked for instructions, auth-
orizing -the ‘chief official here to give
the British commodore ample satisfac-
tion. Before this answer could be com-
municated to the American consul tre
hour stipulated for its receipt had ar-
rived and the cruisers immediately
opened fire on the fortress. 'The fire
wasg returned from Fort Solano and
Castle Libertador, but the Venezuelan
guns were soonr silenced. No damage
was done to the town.

PANAMA, Dec. 14.—In an editorial article
this morning La Esthella says:

‘“Without forgetting the respect which is
due the rights of others, it must be remem-
bered that to repel forgign invasion is the
unavoidable duty of nations. Notwithstand-
ing what has happened the United States
cannot allow Venezuela to be oppressed.

There is the Monroe doctrine, which is sus-
tained and-applied by the United States.”’

LONDON, Dec. 15.—The news that the
first shots have been fired in Venezuela has
awakened the most apathetic of the critice
td the gravity of the situation which is de-
veloping in that country and the demands
that the government present the official pa-
pers in the matter to parliament are now
most insistent. Thege demands are accom-
panied by comments to the efféct that For-
eign Secretary Lansdowne has failed to dis-
play, either in the war office or the' foreign
offices, such conspicuous ability as to induce
the nation to trust him with a ‘“blank
chéque’’ in such a complicated and combus-
tible matter as Venezuela threatens to prove.

Famine.

BOSTON, Dec, 13.—The attention of
the citizens this week has been held
by- the coal famine, the cold wave,
annual city election and smallpox. The
cattle embargo has ceased to worry
them; in fact, of late most people
have had all they could attend to in
keeping their coal bins from becoming
entirely empty. Unfortunately many
have-not been able to get coal at all,
and tales of suffering in nearly all
parts of the city have become g mat-
ter of daily record. Thousands of
householders who  hitherto - never

dreamed of adapting themselves to

the use of soft coal, are now burning
it freely at $9 a ton, and as a result
the smoke nuisance has become more
pronounced than ever.

The cattle disease is.well under con-
irol and no further 'serious develop-
ments are anticipated. Congress has
‘before it a bill ‘appropriating the sum
of $1,000,000 to fight the plague, and it
is probable the bill will be adopted in
a few days. Dr. James Law of the
veterinary college of Cornell Univer-
sity, who has been investigating the
situation, finds that the disease did
not originate in Canada, as has been
stated. The experts, he states, are in

the dark as to where it came from, al-

though some have advanced the theory
that it was imported in a herd of
fancy cattle which was placed in. a
stock farm insthis state. The embar-
8o placed on most of the New England
states has developed a comical side.
The governor of Illinois, when he saw
that most of New England had been
placed under an embargo, decided he
would issue a proclamation forbidding
the importation of cattle, sheep and
swine from states bordering on the in-
fected territory. In some way Penn-
Sylvania was included in the. order.

' Pennsylvania -does mnot adjoin New

England, and sends practically mno
cattle to Illinois. . The governor of the
Keystone state resented the action’ of
the governor of Illinols, and mow the
two executives are at it hammer and
tongs, endeavoring to make each other
out an ignoramus. The ‘Illinoia offi-
cial has been condemned for his ac-
tion by the Pennsylvania, Stock Breed-
ers’ Association and the State Dairy
Ascociation.

The cold weather has added greatly
fo the spread of smallpox, which has
never been stamped out since the
alarming - epidemic which prevailed
just one year ago. There are almost
as many cases weekly now as thenm,
but the puplic has become so accus-
tomed to.the existence of the pest, that
people do not feel so excited about it
Last week there were in Boston alone
23 new cases and seven deaths from
smallpox, and it is probable that this
week's returns will make a similar
showing. .

'The marked growth of socialism in
United Btates politics is being discussy
gd freely and over the country.

Heavy arrivals of new herring at
Gloucester are reported this month,
Sales from vessels were made at about

shore No. 1. Codfish are firm and un-
changed.

VENEZUELA WEAKENS.

Asks ' United States Minister to
Arbitrate

h*-

in the Sottiement of the clalm..of

LONDON, Dec. 12.—As a result of the
announcement that Venezuela Hhas
asked U, 8. Minister Bowen to act as
arbitrator in the controversy with
Great
Schotborgh, Venezuelan consul here,
tonight made an important statement
Lo a representative of the Associated
Press.

Senor Schotborgh is the only r&pre-.
sentative of the Venezuelan govern-
ment in London, and he has been act-
ing in concert with the members of
President Castro’s secret delegation
previously referred to in these de-
Spatches, whose actions in Rome,
Paris, Amsterdam and London would

important part in Venezuela’'s case,
Senor Schotborgh said: ; &
‘“There being no longer any neces
sity of secrecy with regard to t
methods adopted by Venezuela to ef-
fect a settlement of all the forefgi
claims against that country, the fol-
lowing facts can be published:
“About 'six  months ago President
Castro sent special envoys to different
European cities entrusted with a con-
fidential mission having for its object
to ascertain the state of feeling of the
foreign creditors of the Venezuelan
republic and to try and arrive at -a
basis of agreement for the consolida~
tion and unification of all Venezuela’s
foreign debts, including the diplomatie
claims. The envoy who came to Lon-
don was instructed to associdte him-

engaged in connection with . other
claims é.ga.inst Venezuela, especially
those of Spain, France and Italy,:

“Afiter considerable negotiating “in
London and on the continént, a sug-
gested plan of settlement was arrived
at. Subsequently the firm of J. & W.
Seligman & Co. of New York, and one
of the leading French banking
cerns,
port the plan. In brief these doeu-
ments provided, as the executive is
inspired by an earnest ‘desire of com-
ing to a final settlemeért with all Vens
ezuela’s foreign creditors, for the con-
solidation of all debts and claims into
o unificaton, not exceeding  $8,000,000,
to be known as the ‘Venezuelan wuni-
fied four per cent. loan of 1902
“In conjunction with this plan, an
international bank under European
control, was to be established and in-
terest on thé loan was to be guaran-
teed by the customs. Fiscal agents
appointed by this bank were to be-in-
stalled in all custom houses and were
themselves to-collect the interest on
the loan. If at any time the customs
receipts proved .insufficient to meet
this. interest, the government . under-
took to .make good the deficiency out
of other revenues. )

“It was considered essential to legr;
what the.attitude of the United e,
was. ‘While final steps were being
taken the crisis became acute. An un-
official effort was then made to gain
the good offices 6f the United States,
in order to procure for Venezuela. a
slight ‘extension of time, The final ar-
rangements were cabled from London
to President Castro and were ready
for presentation to the foreign office,
pending President Castro’s reply, when
news of the presentation of the ulti-
matum was recelved.’

“This plan has by no meafis been
given up, although, of course, all nego-
tiations to this end are at present at
& standstill.  Unless matters go to
further. extremities ‘in Veneézuela, a
settlement upon such basis 'as the
foregoing is still possible. “ The Beritish
and German creditors of Venezuela
must, eventually, rely upon some finan-
cial arrangement as the only method
of getting back their money,” :

BERLIN, Dec. 12.—As the result of

Associated Press is informed that the
orders given to the German and Brit-
ish commanders were to capture the
‘Vessels before beginning the blockade.

the German representative on'/the
spot.

not foresee. The greater part of the own-
ers of diseased herds are not only willing
but anxious that their cattle should be de-
stroyed at the compensation already pro-
vided for, and that the contagion should be
stamped out at.the earliest. moment. « They
see that- this is greatly to their interest as
well as to the interest of  the community.
Many of them have visited the office -of the
“bureau of animal industry, urging. that work
_be commenced on their premises as soon as
“possible. ; -

“It is the earnest desire of the U. S. de-
partment . of agriculture that the people of
Massachusetts should feel that this work is
undertaken in a friendly spirit for their
benefit, that they are being aided as far as
possible, and that the -co-operation of all
good citizens is desired to rid the state of
this incubus, which rests not only upon the
,cattle owners, but upon all the commercial
interests of the state.

Pastor of Long Island City Baptist

Admits He Drank Rum and Harks Back
at the People Who Temped Him.

The Boston Globe and the New York
Sun of recent date devote some space,
the former editorially, to the escapades
of Rev. G. K. MacDonald of Nova
Scotia, who has been for some time
pastor of the East Avenue Baptist
church, Loag Island City; and who
preached his farewell sermon last Sun-
day night. According to the story
told by the N. Y. Sun, Rev. Mr. Mac-
Donald is 35 years old, began preach-
ing in Nova Scotia, graduated from
Chicago University, and has held pas-
forates in Kalamazoo, Michigan, and
Syracuse, New York.

A Sun reporter asked Rev. Dr. Gates
and Rev. Mr. Manning last night if
they knew the rev. gentleman, but
they said they had never heard of a
man of that name in connection with
the Maritime Baptists,

Yesterday's Boston Globe editorially
remarked:

HOW HE WAS TEMPTED.

A Long Island pastor, maligned beyond
the point of endurance at being called a wine
bikber by his flock, fikally throust before it
his resignation , and accompanied the act
with the most scathing rebuke of the breth-

ren..

“Whose fault was it that I touch wine at
ali?”’ he asked indignantly. ‘“Who was it
gave me my first drink of wine?

W. J. Burnett of 127 Third street. Dr. Bur-
nett is president of the Long Island City
Savings Bank and was the Rev. -Mr. Mac-
Donald’'s first entertainer in Long Island
City when the pau;torl ;vent there as a candi-
data & year and a half ago. ;.

In his attempt to vindlcate himself the
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©cool drink. There was no fermentation,
‘Well, I thought I was drinking the same
thing at Dr. Burnett’s, but it was claret,

We had red wine on
the dinner table, principally for the benefit
of a member of' the family who was ill.

. MacDonald d@id not touch itt. He ex-
cused himself by saying that he had heart
trouble and could not drink wine.. I am go-
ing to call on the minister with one of the
elders of his church and demand of him a
retraction of the- statement that he drank
wine at my table.”

Mr. MacDonald’s statement that he had
wine at Mr, Smedley’s home was. not de-
nied, only it was sauterne instead of claret.

At the home of David Morrison, to whom
Mr. MacDonald referred the reporter for
the truth, Mrs. Morrison said:

“It is true that Mr, MacDonald hag al-
ways refused wine at our dinner.”

The former clergyman is 35 years old.
He began preaching in Nova Scotia when
he was 20. He was afterward graduated at
the University of Chicago. Before coming
to Long Island City he preached in Kala-
mazoo, Mich., and in Syracuse, N. Y.

His salary at the Kast avenue Baptist
church has been $1,200. The church still
owes him something. But Mr. MacDonald
evidently is not in need of money with
which to engage in his mercantile venture.
He was in one of the local banks a day or
50 @ago with a one-thousand-dollar  bilt
which he wanted to have changed,

Africa, the land of the adventurer,
has brought few more interesting fig-
ures before the world than Kar] Inger,
the man who figures mysteriously in
the war news from Somaliland.

Known to the British foreign office
as an ‘‘ex-Austrian officer,” Karl In-
ger has moved to and fro on the
chesshoard of African affairs for the
last five or six years, and has come
to believe in himself with almost
pathetic earnestness as the successor
of 'the Mahdi, who christened him
Emir Suleyman on his abandoning
Chrisianity foy Mahometanism,

Inger has not always been an enemy
of England. The truth Pprobably is
that he is a darin adventurer, whom
the prospect of material fortune at-
tracted to Africa, and who has found,
@8 so'many others have found, that it
is much easier and more profitable to
rule in Africa than to serve in Europe.

The commerecial interests which
seemed to absorb the Karl Inger of
years ago have proved to be but the
stepping stone to a career of military
glory, and the news that he is hand
in hand with the Mullah is not aston-
ishing to those who have followed his
movements.

THE RAILWAY ACCIDENT AT
BELMONT. :

To the Editor of the Sun:

Sir—_esterday’s issue of your paper
gives the verdict of the coroner’s jury
as to the cause of the accident at
Belmont on the Interecolonial rail-
way, whereby s-veral persons on the
train were killed and more injured.
The finding of the jury was, in sub-
stance that the loss of life was caused
by the dropping of the .pllot (or cow-
catdher) on to the track, . that the
round-house at Truro was not well
suited for examination’'of locomotives,
and that nobody wag to blame. As-
suniing that the report is correct, and
the jury decided, trom the evidence,
that the round-house was defective;
what is the situation? Locomotives
are allowed to leave Truro round-
house without proper examinatien, that
there is a defective round-house there, |
and has bteen probably for some time.

I think the travelling public, engins |’

men and other train men would be
glad ¢o know at what future date there
will be proper facilities at Truro for
examining locomotives, also how long
this slip-shod method hasg been in
vogue, and how many other defiective
round-houses exist on the peéople's
line. How is it that a single engine
has been allowed to go .out without
the careful examination that is sup-
posed to take place after every run.
This part of the verdict reflects very
seriously on the management of the
government gailway. 3
There has been an unusual number
of accidents on this line of late years,
but I supposed it was largely due to.
the increased traffic, but this serious
less of life and property, under the
verdict rendered,, quite alters my
view, and suggests other reasons.
The pilot, or cowecatcher, is made of
very strong wood (generally oak) and
fastened together with fron bolts and
bamds, and attached to the frame of
the locomotive with several large bolts
and nuts, the nuts being  secured to
prevent loosening from the vibration

while running, as all who have to do|

with machinery or rolling stock know
well should always be done. The pilot
must be strong t6 withstand the im-
pact of cattle when running at high
rates of speed. A

To ask'any one to believe that a
pilot securely bolted in place when
the engine left Truro, would jar or
work loose in a run of 6 or 7 miles, is
absurd. Probably the pilot had been
taken off at Truro and replaced with-
out putting on the nuts again, and the
vibration of the short rum was suffi-
cient to cause the bolts to work out
enough to allow the nose of the pilot
to strike the ties. The final clause,
“that no one was to blame,” seems to
contradict the reference in the verdict
to the Truro roundhouse.

The safety of the travelling public
and train men demands a thorough in-
vestigation, and a reassuring state-
ment from the management of the In-
tercolonial railway, that all proper
facilities will be provided at once for
the examination of all rolling stock,
and that no engine in future will be
allowed to go out without the examin-~
ation that all modern railway manag-
ers insist upon for obvious redsons.
