Philadelphia, Mar. 13.—In its efforts
to demonstrate the strength of organ-
ized labor and to make stronger the
sympathetic strike, the Central Labor
Union today, directed all milkmen,
bakers, grocery clerks and other dis-
pensers of the necessaries of life to
remain from their usual vocations to-
morrow and until the grievances of
the striking ¢ar men shall have been
adjusted. It s also resolved that un-
ion members withdraw their money
from the banks. Their sympathizers,
whether organized or not, are also ask-
ed by the promoters of the sympathe-
tic strike to do likewise.

The leaders of the sympathetic strike
say that when they endeavored to
conduct the movement with some re-
gard for the convenience of the gen-
eral public, Director of Public Safety
Clay .and othere belittled the effect
of the strike. They say they are now
determined to draw their lines closely’
during the present week, the second
of the general strike.

Milk Venders Strike.

The union drivers of milk and bread
wagons were called upon to strike to-
morrow by the resolution adopted to-
day by the Central Labor Union. The
grocery clerks, 1000 of whom organiz-
ed this morning, will quit tomorrow
night. Anyone working Tuesday in any
line of employment will be considered
non-union men and expelled from the
union of which they are members.

Pressure was brought to bear upon
the brewery workers and their re-
presentatives voted to join in the gen-
eral strike, despite the orders of their
national officers, Before this action
was taken the German section of the
Central Labor Union had held a meet-
ing and voted to expel the brewery
workers from membership and to boy-
eott all Philadelphia beer. The brew-
ery workers then held a special meet-
ing and decided to join the strike.

The committee of 35, appointed by
the convention organized by the Unit-
ed Business Men's Association held a
long session today but was unable to
find any solution of the troubles Phil-
adelphia is undergoing. The question
was referred to a sub-committee who
wili report to the whole committee at
8ome future date.

The Philadelphia Rapid Traunsit Co.
say that they were able to operate
practically a normal Sunday schedule
today. Seven hundred new motormen
and ‘conductors reached here today.
About ‘sevénty of the recently employ-
ed men were discharged by the com-
pany in its efforts to weed out the un-
desirable element of its new employes.

No serfous disturbances were re-
ported today from any section of the
city and Director of Public Safety Clay
said tonight that everything was quiet
and peaceful.

Crowd Collects.

Attracted by a firesin a box car filled
with hay on a railway siding in Ken-
sington, a erowd of several thousand
persons collected .late today.

GEORGE MUBRAY
PASSES AWAY

Distinguished Journalist And
Classical Scholar Dead At
Montreal—Was Prominently
Identified In Literary Works.

Montreal, March 13-—George Mux-
ray, F.R.S.C.,, prominently identifie
for half a century with the literary
life of Montreal, and for thirty years
literary editor of the Star, passed away
today in his eightieth year. He was
a son of Dr. James Murray, former
colonial editor of the London Times,
and came to Canada while still a
young man, locating first in Toronto
and subsequently serving for many
years as classical master in the Mon-
treal High School, retiring twenty
years ago on a pension. He was well
known as a poet. He had only been
ailing for a few days, but owing to
his advanced years his physical condi-
tion was such that he could not with-
stand the bad cold he contracted. Dr,
Murray abandoned educational work
many years ago, and of late has con-
fined his efforts solely to journalism.
His work on the Star and Standard of
late years has brought him into: wide
prominence.

George Murray was born in Regent
Square, London. He recelved his
early education in Walthamstow, Es-
sex, afterwards matriculating into
Kings College, London. Proceeding
to Oxford he obtained among other
honors the Lubsey scholarship and the
Luocy exhibifion. Murray came to
Canada in 1859 and was appointed
shortly afterward senior ¢lassical
master of the Montreal High School.
This position he held until 1892 when
he retired on a pension and was pre-
sented with a handsome testimonial
by the scholars. Mr. Murray was con-
sidered one of the literary lights of
the Dominion. In 1869 he won the
gold “medal offered by the St. An-
drew’s Societys of Ottawa for the best
poem on the subject of “The Thistle.”
In 1882 he established Notes and
Queries in the Montreal Star, which
he edited successfully for many years.
He was secretary for some years of
the old Montreal Literary Club and on
the death of Hon. T. Darcy McGee. one
of the Féllows of that soclety, was
chosen with two others to edit the
literary remains of the lamented poet-
statesman.

France Hopes Yet To Be Able
To Establish Collusion In
Liquidation Of The Property
Of Religious Orders.

PRELIMINARY STEPS
ALREADY TAKEN

Paris, Mar. 13.—The re-opening of
all the accounts and proceedings in
connection with the liquidation of the
property of the religious orders and
the possibility of the recovery of con-
siderable sums which have disappear-
ed through excessive fees and charges
and “collusion sale,” is now the hope
of the Government, whose law officers
believe they can appeal from the judg-
ments confirming the liquidation un-
der a recent decision of the court of
cassation.

It may even be possible to set aside
some of these “collusion sales,” notab-
ly those in connection with Stanislas
College and the Chartreuse contracts.
The Government papers intimate that
there are several cases of apparent
collugsion between the liguidators and
persons acting for the orders liquidat-
ed. Evidence to this effect, it is report-
ed, has beerr discovered.

As an additional public assurance,
the Government is also considering
the advisability of replacing M. Le-
marquis, who took over Duez' work,
with a former governor of the Bank
of France. Many stories are published
of the riotous living indulged in by
Martin Gauthier, who is now under ar-
rest, he earned only $40 a month, Af-
ter he entered the employ of Duez
he attired himsélf in the heighp of
fashion, sported automobiles and in-
dulged in many other luxuries and had
just purchased a chateau, when he
was arrested. It is reported that the
code to the names of thogse who were
subsidized by Duez, and who used
certain symbols in receipting for mo-
ney given to them by Duez, has been
discovered and disclosures are immin-
ent.

States presented official statisties,
showing that the imports from Canada
into the United States for the fiscal
year, 1909, the average ad vglorem
rate on dutiable and free imports was

only 11.2 per cent. and on dutiabh Am
ports was 19.4 per cent,

Canadian Average. :

On the other hand, it was' thint
the Canadian average ad valoréia rate
on free and dutisble imports from the
United States was 125 per cent. and
on dutiable imports, it was 24.9 per
cent. The total duty collected by
Canada on all fmports from the Uni-
ted States amounted to $22,500,000.

It was also discovered that the ma-
terial reductions made the Payne-Ald-
rich law on Canadian imports into the
United States were not ugderstood in
Canada. On fhe basis of the fiscal
year gugted, amounted
to ‘more” than , equivalent to
a reduction of nearly 10 per cent, A
part of the year quoted was one of in-
dustrial depression but in volume of
business which is already shown for
the present year, the reduction will
prove to be much larger.

While this was the situation as to
Canadian products imported into the
United States, it was found that the
remission of duties which the United
States would have received in the year
noted, if it had enjoyed the benefit
of the preferential rates given France
and 12 other countries, would have
been approximately $800,000.

On the basis of this year's trade, the
remission in case it should be ob-
tained, would amount to a large sum.

In Canada, the belief was said to be
prevalent that the United States en-
forced 'many prohibitive rates against
Canadlan products of the United
States,

Wool and Woolens.

Wool and woolens were cited on be-
half of Canada, the tariff officers of
the United States cited steel rails, on
which Canada lays a prohibitive duty.
In connection with the reductions ex-
tended to Canada, under the Payne-
Aldhich law, It was pointed out that
the United States reduced the duty on
coal from 68 to 45 cents a ton. The
duty on bituminous coal imported in-
to Canada from the United States is
equivalent to 58 cents a long ton.
step has therefore been taken by the

the United States lowering its coal
duty to an equivalent rate.
was shown that on agricultural im-
plements, the Payne-Aldrich law of-
fers complete reciprocity or free ad-
mission, whenever Canada is willing
to grant the same privilege to the
United States. Furthermore, it was
proved that the Payne-Aldhich law
reduced the rate on agricultural im-
plements so that now it is consider-
ably” lower than the Canadian duty.
Canadian manufacturers of agricultur-
al machinery are said to be taking ad-
vantage of this reduction and are find-
ing the market for their output in the
United States,

Attention also was called to the ad-
vantage to Canada of the heavy reduc-
tion of iron ore, the rate now being
15 cents per ton as against 40 cents
formerly. Canada has some iron ore
fields, the preduct of which was ship-
ped ot the United States under the
old rate apd larger shipments are
n:nde possible by the reduced sched-
ule.

Canada, as is well known, Is an im-
portant source of supply to the United
States for both wood pulp, designed
for paper-making and for wood to be
converted into pulp. Contrary to the|
popular impression, however, Canada
is not the only supply outside this
country’s possession of wood for such

| purposes and the statement is made

that many years will be required to
exhaust the domestic resources of
pulpwood.

DELAYED AT HALIFAX

Error In Passenger Manifests
Holds Up Steamer At Halifax
—Rough Voyage Out From
Rotterdam.

Halifax, N. 8., March 13.—The
steamer 8icilian Prince which arrived
in port last night from Rotterdam with
seven hundred passengers, was delay-
ed here thirty hours. The delay was
caused by the immigration officers,
who claim that the passenger mani-
fests were not made out properly and
new manifests had to be prepared. The
steamer had an exceedingly rough
voyage during which three of the life
boats were smashed from the davits.
She had 700 passengers.

TRAGEDY OF SEA IS
RECALLED BY LIFE-BELT

Cohasset, Mass., Mar. 13.—That nev-
er-to-be-forgotten tragedy of the sea,
the sinking of the steamer Portland
with all on board, somewhere off the
new Kngland coast in the winter of
1898, was vividly recalled by many
persons here today when a life-pre-
server that had apparently been on the
Portland, was picked up on Pleasant
Beach. It was found by Richard Cad-
den, of this town, while he was walk-
ing along the short. The life preserv-
er was in fairly good condition con«
sidering the fact that it has probably
been in the water 12 vears. Although
the lettering was well washed, the
word Portland, was plainly discernible
as was the stamp of the Government
inspector.

This is the first time anything from
the steamer Portland has ever been
washed ashore here,

Hon. Geo. A. Carson Who
Has Had An Opportuni-
ty To Investigate Situa-
tion Tells of Collapse.

Does Not Think Share-
holders In Defunct St.
Stephen Bank Will Be
Called On.

St. Stephen, N. B., March 13.—After
a week of mystery and silence with
regard to the affairs of the defunct
St. Stephen's Bank one man in a po-
sition to know speaks out. This ia
Hon. Geo. A. Curran recently collec-
tor of customs for the Passamaquoddy
Distriet of Maine and for some time
a director of the International Trust
and Banking Company of Calais, and
consequently a man qualified to form
an opinion in fiancial matters,

Mr. Curran who was retained by
certain United States stockholders to
look after their interests, declares,
after interviewing Mr. Kessen, that
“The falure has resulted from an ac-
cumulation of bad investments cover-
ing a period of years. The largest
total amount of these investments
which he could hear of was $268,000
which, if totally lost would nearly but
not quite equal the capital stock of
$200,000 and surplus of $70,000, and
there can be no double liability call
unless the whole capital and surplus
is lost.

A Surplus Margin.

He further states that out of the
total accumulation of $268,000 men-
tioned above he knows that $50,000
can be saved and thinks much more
may be. He therefore believes there
is a safe margin between the actual
loss and the capital and surplus.
Again he says another way to figure
it leaves about the same result as fol-
lows.

The amuont Inw«tod by the bank
comes from the following sources:—

Surplus. . .
Note cxrculation : 150,000
Deposits., .. .. 370,000

This gives 5‘90 000 which the bank
has invested in good and bad assets.
Take from this the circulation which
is the first charge upon the assets and
there is left $640,000 of assets good
and bad. Deduct from this $370,000
due depositors and there is left $270,
000 representing assets good and bad,
left after paying the bank (ll(ulallor\
and deposits.

As no one claims that there is over
$268,000 of bad assets and it is known
that at least $50,000 of that amount
can be collected, there dcesn't seem
to be any possible danger of a call
on the stock holders under the double
liability provision of the banking
act,

Another Story.

Such is Mr. Curran's statement and
it is one that seems safe and sane
and gives a ray.of hope to the stock-
holders. But against it must put the
despatch from Montreal published
Saturday crediting Curator Kessen
with the assertion that stockholders
would be called on for the double lia-
bility. It must be stated that the
latter despatch is not generally
credited here,

BODY OF DEMENTED
GIAL FOUND IN LAKE

Mystery Concerning Disap-
pearance Of Miss Helen A.
Bloodgood Solved In Discov-
ery Of Dead Body.

New York, N. Y, March 12.—Clad
only in the nightgown she wore when
she disappeared, the body of Miss
Helen A. Bloodgood, was found today
in Lake Carafalge by two townsmen
who had been dragging the bottom for
three days. The body lay in about
twenty feet of water, thirty feet from
shore, near a small rustic span, known
as “Kissing Bridge.”

A cursory examination by Coroner
Hageman showed no indications of
murder and it is supposed the girl ran
barefoot through the woods to the lake
half a mile away and threw herself
into the water,

Miss Bloodgood had been here for
two weeks under the care of a physi-
cian and two nurses. She had suffered
from disordered nerves for a number
of years and exhibited a constant dis
pleasure at the restrictions put upon

And
if Roosevelt asks what the mosque is
built of (and he will ask) the answer
will be:

“Ohio sandstone.”

Khartoum is built on the left bank
of the Blue Nile near where it flows
into the White Nile, down which the
Roosevelt launch has come. They call
the Blue Nile blue because its waters
are ifron gray, and the White Nile
white because its waters are yellow.
After they have flowed together the
gray and yellow waters don’'t mix
right away. For miles they keep to
their own sides of the stream.

Along Riverside drive are the ex-
tensive zoological gardens. Going east
you pass a mile of splendid villas and
¢ool gardens (refuges from the burn-
ing haboob, or sandstorms from the
desert) until you come to the mudiria
the residence of the governor general
of Egypt, Roosevelt's host.

Then there are more villas, then
the sidar’s palace, more villas, Gor-
don’s palac, a park, finally the Gordon
Memorial college where 400 Arab boys
are receiving an KEnglish education.
South of the city live the native
tribes in their mud and grass huts.
Across the White Nile is Omdurman
with his gum arabic markets, its street
of silversmiths, with their open bra-
ziers and anvils, and the caravansaries
where the veiled Arabs haggle over
their camel trades.

Returns From Annapolis Val-

Lennox bas brought up in the House

Adjacent to the vidage of Hastings
in the county of Northumberlid, On-
tario, are certain lands which are al-
leged to have been flooded as the re.
sult of some dams built by the gov-
ernment in connéction ‘with the Trent
waterway system. Investigation and
valuation took place and a number of
land owners received sums on ranging
as high as $760, and apparently com-
puted at the rate of about $10 an
acre, The valuator was a surveyor
named Dixon. The interests of the
government in a legal sense were look-
ed after by L. F. Clarry, the agent of
the Department of Justice, and not
long ago a eandidate in the Liberal in-
terests in the provincial election.

Two Sets,

Two sets of complaints have been
made with regard to these transac-
tions, The less important is that
compensation was paid for some
lands which were not flooded perman-
ently, and for whose fiooding in spring
time the government was not respon-
gible, the rush of water being due to
the swelling of a local stream, the
Ouse, and not to any rise in the Trent
waterway. It is further alleged that
some claims which are genuine have
not been recognized. ‘These may be
the usual grumblings of disappointed
claimants, but what makes the mat-
ter serious is the allegation that
Clarry, while acting as solicitor for
the government also acted for many
of the claimants, on a percentage ba-
sis and that Mr. Dixon and he worked
together so that persons who did not
secure Mr. Clarry as their adviser, got
nothing.

Letter Read.

In connection with these latter as-
sertions Mr. Lennox read a letter from
Clarry to a farmer mnamed Graham,
urging him to influence his brother
who was a claimant to “hang out for
12 or 1b acres.” KFurther Mr. Lennox
exhibited a form of retainer said to
have been sent out by Clarry in which
the claimant engaged his services on
the understanding that he was to pay
Clarry & commission of 20 per cent
of the amount recovered in case he
succeeded and nothing in case he fail-
ed. Clarry thus had every reason to
be zealous on behalf of the claimants,
but no great reason to be zealous on
behalf of the government, whose so-
licitor he was at the time.

The claimant Grabham, a letter to
whom Mr. Lennox quoted had never
approached Clarry, who had canvassed
him for business. The'Grahams re-
fused ‘to have anything to do wiih
Clarry and were awarded nothing.

It apearéd that a man named Henry
Humphreys, a life-long Liberal who
had a claim, a year ago came to Ot-
tawa, went to the department of rail-
ways and canals and complained that
Clarry was “holding him up” for 15
per cent, had insisted that the mat-
ter be put in his hands and had told
him that if this was not done he
(Humphreys) would get nothing. No
notice was taken of this by the de-
partment,

Mr. Humphreys added the state-
ments already noted that the lands
'or which compensation had been paid
had not been floode by the Trent. It
appeared in this connection that the
levels of the distric§ had ot - beenry
taken before the claims were admit-
ted.

Rockefeller to have the Foundation
which bears his name prepared to
cope with the situations as time goes
on.

“The charities of the nineteenth cen-
tury,” he said, “will not be the chari-
ties of the twentieth century. The
dead hand should be removed from
charitable bequests, and they should
be left in the hands of living men.
It is impossible to define the scope
of the work proposed by the donor,
and it is his derire to avoid limita-
tions.”

Mr. Murphy traced the work done
by the General Education Board
throu the genetosity of Mr. Roeke-
feller,¥from its modest beginning with
his st gift of one million dollars
in 1901 up to the present time, when
his total contribution amounts to $53,-
000,000.° The work of that board, he
said, had been successful, although
with the many millions at its dispgsal
it had“been unable to comply witlf the
requests from educational institutions
from all over the country. He said
that the work of the board was car-
ried on in the same systematic man-
ner as that which characterized all of
Mr. Rockefeller's charitable works,
and that the practice would be fol-
lowed by the officials of the Founda-
tion.

“There is more danger in giving un-
wisely,” said Mr. Murphy, “than in
not giving at all. The donor of this
Foundation always insists upon the
same inyestigation and care in his
works, of philantrophy as he demands
when making a business investment
from which he exjects cash dividends.
In this instance he expects that his
dividends will not be in cash but
hopes to get dividends in the shape
of the welfare of humanity,

*  Springfield, Mass, March 12.—Fed-
eral incorporation of the proposed
Rockefeller foundation will be oppes-
ed at Washington by Thomas Hisgen
of W est- Springfield, the Independent
party candidate for president in the
election of 1902.

Suggests That England Grant
Washington a Preference in
Return for Concessions.

New York, March 12.~Harry J,
Crowe, the largest lumber operator in
Newfoundiand. now residing in ‘Toron-|
to, who sold Lord Northcliffe that
patch ot Newfoundland measuring 3.
500 square miles, _was in New York
yestarday on his Wway to London and
talked with a reporter about commer-
cial rplations between Canada and the
United : States. Mr. Crowe has been
making a specialty of this subject late-
ly and he admitted yesterday that he
had ventured pome suggestions about
it to some of those in authority at
Washington.

Mr. Crowe believes that Great Brit-
ain_is headed toward tariff reform,
whith translated into American, mefins
protective tariff, with, however, a pro-
vision in the programme which is to
give tariff preference to Britieh colon-
fes. This he points out would be.to
the disadvantage, commerciglly, of
the United States, but, and this is the
great essential of his point, if in the
event of the success of the British
tariff reform programme the United
States will give tariff preferences to
he products of Canada's natural re-
sources, England will then include in
its programme compensating tariff
preferences for manufactures of the
United States.

“Canada would be the colony most
affected by the Uiited States receiving
an equal preference with the colonies
su Great Britain, but owing’ to Can-
ada’s geographical positon and the
fact that she possesses an abundance
of the natural resources, I have indica-
ted, she would natarally receive the
greatest benefit by the free admission
of such natural products into the Uni-
ted States.

“Owing to the rapid depletion in
the United States of such resources
and the importance of conserving
them it $ems to me that the United
States would be making no- sacrifice
in granting these conceéssions to the
colonies without demanding any re-
turm concessions in their tariff. The
uysers of such raw material in your
Egstern States, at least, would, 1
think, appreciate having free bitumi-
nous ceal and iron ore from the Mari-
tithe Provinces. Such a programme
would of course greatly increase
trade ‘between the United States and
Canada, but the greatest commercial
gain to the United States would be
in your having a preference in the
large markets of Great Britain.

“I believe Canada and the mother
country would consider a commercial

I have indicated to be in the interests
of all the countries concerned. If the
British tariff reform programme as
already outlined were adopted, that
is, preference for preference with the
empire, the United States will not be
in as good a position to hold her
present trade with Great Britain and
her colonies as she is today. But on
the other hand her position would be
improved. if such reciprocal prefer-
ence as I have indicated should come
about between Great Britain, the
United States and Canada.

“It is worth thé attention of our
statesmen, it seems to me, to take
thoughtful note of what is going on
and of industrial tendencies in Can-
ada. The present construction of trans-
coneinental railways there, increased
manufacturing and the large agricul-
tural and mineral development taking
place in Canada will inevitably gain
a great impetus by Canada having a
preference in Great Britain, the great-
est consuining market in the world.

_[to see that the security is ample against such failure.
Should the refinery enterprise go forward on the larger
property, making it a busy place, and the Dominion
government build a new and better wharf on the land it
has acquired, the city would surely be just as well off
as it would be with the refinery on the smaller lot and
the larger property left as it is. Then if Mr. Durant
makes use of the extra land that he has acquired, to

In opening the meeting the mayor
said that the city council had felt
obliged to defer action on the Durant
matter, because there had been no
definite information as to the extent
of government property which it had
been proposed to tramsfer to the city|
in exchange for the seven acres of-
fered to Mr. Durant as a site for the
refinery. Now that a certified copy of
Mr. Durant’s agreement with the gov-
ernment had been obtained he was
satisfied that the delay had been jus-
tified. While he was anxious to pro-
mote a sugar reflnery here, he felt
Mr. Durant had carried things with
a rather high hand in negotiating for
the transfer of the city’s property
without consulting the city at any
stage of the proceedings. The pro-
posed trade was not fair to the city.

DEALINGS
OF THE WEEK

IN REVIEW

New York, N. Y., March 18~A very
large aggregate of new bond issues
made an appearance in the New York
market last week. Sales of ‘stich {s-
sues to banking syndicates made large
requirements on the supply of bank-
ing credits and tightened the interest
rates for money.

The influence was felt particularly
in the rates for time loans, but the
demand for mercantile paper, also,
was affected. The fixing of the inter-
est rate on. the projected New Yyork
City bonds issued at 4 per cent com-
pared with preceding issues at 4 per
was dictated by the fact that
those 4 per cent issues had fallen be.

in the market quotations.

The incident was sgignificant of the
necessities confronting those who
seck to enlist new capital fh enter-
prise, which include the rallroads of
the country quite generally and many
large industrial corporations as well.
The prices at which the new railroad
bond issues were offered showed the
same expensive conditions operative
and the offerings were not absorbed
with a rapldity to indicate any keen
appetite for investment on the part
of capital, The condition is attribut-
to the influence of the general
high level of prices in all departments
as the result of the large increment
in the world's gold circulation. The
large number of bonds offered out-
side of Wall street by irrigation com-
panies and other enterprises at high
rates of interest also makes an effect-
ive competition for capital,

The stock market in New York was
supported by the powerful banking in-
terests engaged in the flotation of
bond issues. Phe speculative outlook
nevertheless, was felt to be mixed,
although the rising stock market had
encouraging effect on gentiment.
Demand for steel products was report-
ed improving, partly from the inereas-
ed confidence engendered by the rise
in market price of United States Steel.
The February copper statistics were
distinctly disappointing. Fears as to
winter wheat have kept up the price
of wheat despite the large reserves
in farmers’ hands estimated by the
government.

The increase in the New York Cen-
tral dividend rate gave rise to hopes
of other inereases. The advance in
the stock market was interrupted ns
reflecting confidence of corporation in-
terests in the outcome of pending gov-
ernment lawsuits,

On the Influence of His
Mother.

Minneapolis, Mar. 13.—“Keep your
mother's image before you all the
time. Remember what she taught you
and there is nothing you can't accom-
plish, and Arthur Jack Johnson, the
negro heavywecight, this afternoon be
ifore the congrepation of 8t. James'
African M. E. church in his sermon
on The Influence of My Christian Mo-
ther.

Agsuming without difficulty a series
of ministerial poses, Johnson address-
ed the large audience of negro admir-
ers which had gathered an hour before
the champion’s arrivel at the church.
Although the/third finger of his left
hand that lay across the open book
on the pulpit was decked with a dia-
mond which sparkled like fire, the
preaching prize fighter's right hand
was swung repeatedly forward in a
gesture demanding attention.

At times the colored champion would
grasp the frail pulpit rail with both
massive hands, and leaning forward
would emphasize a point with a power-
ful crush of the fists, which seemed to
shake the church.

Charles H. Ebbets, president of the
Brooklyn club, and a member of the
board, issued the following statement
yesterday:

“The Philadelphia club, having fail-
ed to submit an answer to the board
of directors of the National League
in re the Murray claim, by reason of
the papers in said case being locked
up in the safe of Vice-President Elli-
ott of the club, now in Burope, who
has charge of the matter, I therefore
have recommended that the Philadel-
phia club be allowed an additional
thirty days in which to answer, as
Judge Elliott will return from Eu-
rope prior to that time.”

Horace Fogel, the new president of
the Philadelphia club, did not put in
an answer as requested by the board
of directors in the time originally
specified, but on Wednesday a long
communication from him was recelv-
ed by Thomas J. Lynch, president of
the league, explaining the reason for
the delay and asking for an exten-
sfon.

In the mean time August Herrmann
and Barney Dreyfuss had asked for a
special meeting of the board, to be
held in Pittsburg tomorrow, to act
on the case, under a provision of the
constitution which makes it possible
for the president or two members of
the board to call such a meeting if
necessity demands. Under the cir-
cumstances, however, the suggestion
of Mr. Ebbets to an extension of thirty
days is likely to be granted, and Mur-
ray will be forced “to possess his soul
in patience” for another month,

The final disposition of the case of
John Kling, the hold-out catcher of the
Chicago club of the National League,
last year, who seeks to be reinstated,
will be made immediately after the
return of President Johnson of the
American League from his trip to the
Pacific Coast with the White Sox.
This announcement was made yester-
day by August Herrmann and a meet-
ing will be held at Cincinnati for the
purpose of passing on the case.
