sentenced to fourteen years. A trick 
had been played upon Kelly to get 
him over the American border, and he 
(Mr. Carvell) had taken up the mat­
ter with Sir Alan Ayleeworth, the late 
Minister of Justice, without results.

Crown Lands Classification.

On the item of 82,500 for classifica­
tion of Crown lands, Hon. Mr. Flem­
ming said that lest year the govern­
ment had spent the sum of 12,895 for 
this purpose. It would he remembered 
that when the Crown timber land act 
came Into force last year he had eaid 
that it was not essential that the gov* 
eminent should have more Information 
as to the Crown lands than It had. Up 
to the present year the department 
possessed no detailed particulars as to 
the various areas fo the Crown lands. 
Of course the government officials had 
some idea as to the condition of these 
lands, those on which the most valu­
able timber was now standing, and 
those which bad been the hardest cub 
over, but that was not sufficient, and 
It was necessary that greater detail 
Should be gone into. A complete re 
port was wanted that would deal with 
the conditions of each area, and the 
general condition of the lumber upon 
it. It was impossible to deal satisfac­
torily with the various areas unless 
their conditions were known exactly.

Some were fit for heavy cutting, and 
some were not fit for that but should 
be left for a few years further growth. 
Naturally the operators must be re­
quired to take the lumber from the 
lands that could best stand it. The 
Crown timber act gave the government 
till the year 1917 to acquire the infor­
mation, and by that time, the depart­
ment should be pretty well possessed 
of it. To take the most modem and 
up-to-date methods to obtain a full and 
complete survey would be very costly 
and to name the cost would 
probably stagger the house. As there 
were other means of getting practical­
ly the same information, there was no 
use In incurring a heavy expense. At 
the present time the government was 
getting a lot of this information and 
within the next twelve months hoped 
to have it all. There were several 
ways In which the Information could 
be got. For Instance, they might em­
ploy special cruisers, but the govern­
ment was able to get a lot of informa­
tion without even this expense. For 
one thing there were the scalers, who 
were thoroughly well acquainted with 
the areas over which they had to tra­
vel, and who knew just exactly what 
areas were good timber lands, what 
area had been bum over and what bad 
been hard cut. The government start; 
ed with those reports, then they got » 
lot of information from the operator» 
and limit holders, who were often glad 
to help the government put. These 
men employed cruisers to go over the 
land for their own Information and 
most of them were only too glad to 
give the government the benefit of the

There were also other sourcea of in­
formation at the government’s dispos- 
al, so that they had all these thing» 
as a basis on which to start to work, 
and all they had to do was to verify 
the reports. The details that were 
necessary to be found 
extent of burnt over

Albany, N. Y., March 16.—A widow’s 
pension bill, aiming to contribute ma­
terially to the support of children in 
the State of New York, was complet­
ed today by a state committee of fif­
teen appointed by former Governor 
Sulzer.

Mr. Carvell evidently heard of that 

for the first time, as I Judge from the 
remarks he made. It is almost in- 
creditable, to my own mind, that Mr.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA
One hundred years ego today toe 

1814 campaign in Canada opened with 
the advance of the American army 
under Qen. Wilkinson from Plattaburg 
to Chasy. Wilkinson had 4,000 men 
under hit command, a formidable force 
compared with that of the defender* 
of the Canadian frontier, who could 
mupter less than 1,500 troops, of whom 
about a third were Canadian militia 
and the remainder regulars. At Chasy 
a century ago today, Wilkinson sent a 
brigade of Infantry and a corps of 
riflemen under Brigadier Maoomb to 
Sounton, in Vermont. The next day 
they passed around Mleslqut Bay and 
took possession of Philllpsburg, a mile 
within the Canadian border. They re­
mained there until the 20th, when they 
recrossed the lake and rejoined Wilk­
inson's main army, which then ad­
vanced to attack IasCoHs Mill. A 
handful of gallant defenders, number 
lng only 340, under the command of 
MaJ. Handoock, checked the Ameri­
can advance, and the army wee event­
ually repulsed. A little later Wilkin­
son was recalled by the American mil­
itary authorities, and Izard took his 
place. Wilkinson was hailed before a 
court of inquiry, but wae acquitted of 
the chargee made agalnet him, al­
though discharged from the service. 
The dlsgracel general went to Mexico, 
where he died. In the meantime the 
withdrawal of the British army from 
the continent left England free to pur- 
vigor. and the conflict wae carried to 
the United States and It* capital city 
captured. In Canada the tide of bat­
tle favored first one side then the 
other, until a treaty between the war­
ring nations ushered in a peace that 
has endured for a century and will 
probably endure forever.
