Birmingham, Am, April i.— The
former royal family of Russia were
not murdered by the Bolsheviki, but
made their way to America in dis
guise, and even now are living im
the United States, probably in Cali-
forria.  They, came to the United
States in the summer of 1918, but
they were preceded by one memTWer of
the family, Princess Tatiana, second
daughter of the Ozar and Czarina, The
Princess herself is the wife of an Am-
erican waiter.
