A BUST AND CHEERFUL SCENE 

is presented. On the first floor the ear is 
almost stunned by the noises of the various 
saws, all ripping away as if for dear life ; 
you are treated to the resounding bum of 
the Variety Moulder ; the impetuous mo 
tion of tbe jig saw ; the scur—r—r of the 
planer, and the half hiss, half screech, of 
tbe circular. If you ascend to an upper 
flat you are met by a variety of noises from 
the lathes, the dowelling machine, the 
tennoning machine, and sundry machining 
saws. On the same flat may be found 
nearly a score of persons who plane, shave, 
hammer, etc., all at their respective work 
benches, some dozen or more. Here the 
work of fitting and finishing the furniture 
is performed, and a more cheerful work 
room for a large body of operatives is not to 
be found anywhere. In the third flat you 
reach a haven of comparative rest, for here 
only carvers and painters flourish, the larger 
part of the flat being used as a temporary 
storeroom for chairs, bedsteads, school 
furniture and fifty other descriptions of 
the manufactured article. The Manager 
has his office on the second flat, in which 
he prepares his designs, and whence be 
passes forth quietly and confidently to the 
various divisions of the great workshop, 
giving his orders to the hands, examining 
the work, and so arranging each individ­
ual’s duties as to make the most of the 
time and the material. The carvers and 
painters occupy apartments remote from 
the din, and dust, and other interruptions 
of their more plodding occupations.

A POLICE SQUAD FOR PROTECTION.

New York, March 3.—The farce that 
was enacted in the Court of Oyer and Ter­
miner, yesterday, has been the almost ex­
clusive topic for gossipers to-day. Stokes 
declared this morning to an interviewer 
that he was delighted with the happy turn 
things had taken, and, although he did not 
express himself fully, he was understood 
to say that had not Judge Cardozo and the 
District Attorney allowed themselves to be 
browbeaten by Graham, so much so, in 
fact, that they retreated inch by inch and 
yielded every vantage point to the astute

Persons who 
have watched Graham’s movements from 
the commencement clearly see that the 
sensation about the Erie retainers and his 
fear of being assassinated have been insti­
tuted for no other purpose than that ol a 
ruse and to fling dust in the eyes of tbe 
Judge. It was a cleverly concocted plot of 
Graham’s, and he is now chuckling at his 
victory over the District Attorney, who 
manifestly lacks firmness. Mr. Grab 
said that he was informed that there was a 
hired gang of twenty-five men employed 
to watch these proceedings ; that they 
(counsel) had the name of a man on Eighth 
avenue who was employed to control these 
men in this matter.

Since 
the 1st July last, the Factory has cousum 
ed about 250,000 It. of Birch and Ash, 175,- 
000 ft. of pine, and about 20,000 It. of 
Walnut, Mahogany and Chestnut, Birch 
enters largely into common bedsteads, 
cribs, common fall-leaf tables, common 
chairs, etc. Black Ash is used in School 
Furniture, Office Furniture, Bed-rooen 
suits, etc. Pine is chiefly in demand tor 
bureaus, bedsteads, chair scats, common 
tables, commodes, lounges, sinks, wash 
stands, ward-robes, tea poys, etc. Walnut 
and the most expensive woods of course 
enter into the finer classes of work,— 
rich chamber suits, solas, book cases, side 
boards, what-nots, desks, office and cabin 
furniture. (The man u facture of Ship Fur­
niture, by the way, is an important item 
in the Factory’s operations.) Cherry 
as well as

barrows, etc, made by the firm, use 
up a good deal of ash and pine :—their 
manufacture was a recent experiment, and 
has proved quite successful, the demand 
for them having almost stopped the impor­
tation of the American article.

first, we find here six Saw Tables of the

another saw bench for machining common 
chair work ; one for machining bedsteads ;

The Birch last year was purchased chiefly 

in Nova Scotia, and a contract has been 
made with Mr. D. E. Fullerton, of Parrs 
boro, for 100,000 ft. this year. This is 
landed at the Railway wharf, put on the 
cars and deposited at the Factory door. 
Mr. 3. F. Williams, of Gagetown, is now 
getting out 200,030 It. of Birch and Pine 
for the Factory, and Mr. J. R. Curry on 
Western Extension is to furnish another 
100,000 ft. Black Ash is also got on West­
ern Extension, Mr. J. E. Hamm having 
supplied last year a considerable quantity.
