{oubtable and persistentdefender. Strauss
has for more ‘than thirly years stood in
-he position of the champion of ultra
naterialisim pure and simple, as antagon-
istic to the faiths and dogmas of every
section of Christcndom: Renan was re-
zarded, when his * Life of Jesus” ap-
peared, a8 the most ontspoken of modern

' French philosophical sceptics : but in his

vontroversy with Strauss he was, com-
pared with that adversary, almost an ex-
ponent of traditional orthodoxy. The
world has ‘just been able to read, - in
S rauss’s ‘“Old Eaith and the New,” the
altimate limits to which the scepticism of
the German philosophers of the last cen-.
tury can be carried, by a mind full of

! learning, subtlety, and a courage which

the most terrible conglusions do not dis-
:nay. What others of his own school
have shrunk from admittfng, that their
theories result in materialism as the only
theology, he asserted in this book with a
bluntness and a repetition which are
dreary and dismal enough. Straussbold-
ly discarded everything that did not ad-
mit of recognition and experience by the
use of the senses. His God was. Nature,
and man as its most perfect product.
| Beyond these all was to him as nothing.

He was not only a writer on theology,
however, but a historian of note, and
one of the most vehement and thorough=
ly national of .German politicians. ' His
ife was a stormy one, bat it seems- as" if
he loved the conflicts of intellect, and
cejoiced in the friction of antagon!sms.
in- which his uncommon endowments
sould not fail to assert their superiority
»ver most of the opposition: vm.h which
hey came into collislon.

Kingsiey on the l‘olitical Snuation.

The ' Rey. Chas. Klngsley, _the poet,
novelist and historian, now in New York,
has been asked his opinion on the disso-
lution of Parliament and the political
outlook in England, and replied: The
ﬂssolution of Parliament was not unex.

Education was exclusively
within the wer of the Local Legisla-
ture, and the Parhament of Canada had
no right to interfere, unless it wereclearly
ulira v.res.  This was the opinion of the
Minister of Justice, and the feply of the
Linperial-authorities tu the remonstrance
sustained that opinion. - If a part merely
of one Brauch of the Dominion may con-
trol our Legislature on this subject, he
knew not where it would end. If the
acts_of the Local Legislature were not
uléra wires and did not interfere with the
royal prerogative the Governor General
was bonud to reject that advice and pre-
serve the constitution® inviolate. For
his conduct his advisers were responsible
to Parliament; he was only responsible
to his Royal Mistress. - He'quoted Gran-
ville’s despateh, in reply ‘to Landry, “to
show: that the passage of the Nova-Scotia
_gelie{ Act was'not a violatieffof the Con-
titution, nor the conces®on of better
terms to New Brunswick. The conduct
of the Dominion Parliament was a dic-
tation to-the Governor General hbw to
exercise the PrerogatiVe; and clearly un-~
constitutional. - These rights, which were
few enough, were ceded to the Province
in 1867, and were the very breath of our
political independence as a Legislature.
To yield to the claims of the Parliament
©of Canada would extinguish those rights
and subject us to the control of any min-
ister or dominant Party at Ottawa—and
all power of Legislation might be erased
by . a mere stroke-of the pen.  He would
resist this to the last; and if the privi-
leges of the Legislature were thus to be
destroycd, it might be found that the
unhappy trouble existing in another pro-
vince, would be created in this.: What-
ever were his views, and even if he were
as heartily opposed to as he approved of
the School Law, he would sink every
othér feeling for the time, and stand side
by side with any party to preserve invio-
iate the Constitution, as the only bulwark
and safeguard of our libertics. :

with springing the assessment bill on the
Board, and read- from Jetters that have
been published in the papers. He closed
by saying that he would not be mortified
at all if they proved bim wrong, and ap-
pealed, in God’s name, for the Board to
come to the proper tonclusion.

Justice Mﬂllgan spoke on. the amend-
ment, referring particularly to. the tax
psoposed on shipping. M wis xmpossh
ble to tell which bill he favored.

Justice Marshall.closed the debate. He
gave a short history of the struggle for
improved assessment. He objected to
Justice Gilbert’s bill, as it revolutionized
the whole system, making as it docs in-
come the basis.
