Feaifal Gallows Scene.—Five Men
Dropping from the same Trap.
. From the New Orleans Times.

Monday mqQraing, at Napoleonville, the
Parish of ‘Assumption; the murderers of
Rlisha Eastwood paid the penalty of their
crime, and in the presence of almost the
entire male population of ‘the parish
swung aloft—a dreadfual and jiéver-to-be-
forgotten example of high retributionand
inexorable law. A more terrible or
dreadful execution has never heen wit-
nessed in this State, or one in which the
unhappy victims left fewer mourners.

Thursday evening the writer visited
them for the first time, and found them
smaking cigars and cHatting lightly on
their backs.. Their.ankles were secured
in the stocks, dud under them lay a
wretched guilt, while a miserable apology
fora pillow propped up their heads. The
most striking figure that presented itself
was that of James Robertson, as he lay
recumbent on his quilt. 'He was a pan of
| gigantic stature, said to be six feet four
in height, but his body was not built in
ratio, being rather slight. His shoulders
were square and hroad, and his entire
appearance betokened 8 man of tremen-
douns muscle. His right leg was cut off
from the knee, but the facts of its ampu”
tation he had falled to disclose. His face
'was positively an unprepossessing one.
The forehead receded back to & thin
growth of rather light hair, and his brow
overhung & pair of peculiarly shrewd-
;o_okpig eyes in an ominous and disagree
able way. He wore a light growth of
hair under his chin and on his lip, and his
‘ose was slightly ho:low in the middle.
On ‘the whole, he- ked like' a ‘man
whose acquaintance’in life could be ad-
vantageously dispensed with. !

The next most remarkable person was
John Ross; 'he was of medium height,
huge in structure, and with ‘an arm of

ean ~muscle; . He bore his fate
bravely'to the end, and the strong lines
of character above his mouth indicated a
man of no usual nerve and determination.
He was 'a'mulatto, with a small growth of
hair on his chin, and a good talker to
boot. . His manner during the latter days
of his confinement was perfectly tranquil,
{n‘fact, cheerful at times, and his bravery
‘instilled courage into his luckless mates.

THE LAST HOURS.

Anderson Perry -and-James Williams
were both griffs, strongly resembling
each other even in build, excepting that
the latter was the taller of the two.
These three men all contemplated their
fate with ‘much more hardihood than their
ahite companion, but Antoine Maurice
was the most dejected of the number.
‘He was a dark griff, with a full stubble of
beard on his face and- his lett “eye half
801 closed, as though from contact with some
instrument. He was too depressed to
by talk, and spent his time in vain efforts to

colored men had wives and chil-
dren, Who were admitted into the prison

the ddy ‘preceding the execution, and the
utmost lamentation ensued. Of Robert-
son nothing was known, he being almost
an_utter stranger in the parish. Maur-
ice bore the rcputation of a life;long
thief, and'the others were remarkable as
village: bullies and thugs. ' Thursday
they ate nothing, but drank gratefully of
some wine furnished them. During the 1
night they slept none, but tossed uneasi-
ly'on the floor, now and then engaging
in some disjointed and melancholy con-
versation.

The guards had been doubled around
the jail, and the utmost vigilance pre-
wailed. - The gallows stood at one side of'
the prison, facing the high road and the
bayou. It'was quite an original struc-
ture, and one altogether suggested by
the unexampled numbers of the condemn-
ed men. A huge beam ran some 18 feet
from the ground, and was supported on
either side by a heavy column of wood;
about half way, or 9 feet from the
ground, ran the platform, which was. sc
‘| constructed as to form of itself the trap.
Two pieces of lnmber supported it, and
these pieces were joined by a small
wedge. The trap or platform was dropp-
ed by striking out this wedge.

BEFORE THE HANGING.

By forethought on the part of the
‘Sheriff, a1l the stores in town were caused
to beshut up. The people kept pouring
in on every imaginable vehicle and means
of travél, and by about 10 o'clock no less
than 5,000 were assembled. ‘The Sherift
had 500 men under arms, whom he ar-
ranged in lines, placing two.  lines on
either side of the Court House, and on¢
on both fences. The people, except suck:
as received special permission, were thus
Kkept from-approaching the gallows; but
from ¢ positions outside a full view of
the terrible instrument of death way
easlly obtained The utmost order pre-
valled among the people, and all spoke,
even for the period of two hours, in low
whispers, as though fgarful of disturbing
the impressive quietness that reignmed
around. An immense number of colored
women were there, who, for the most
part, brought their children to witness -
the spectacle. At 10 o'clock the hangman
appeared on the platform, and commence(l
greasing the ropes with the skill of a
practitioner. His figure was tall, and he
was evidently a white man, and specu-
lation was rife as to his identity. He
wore a white sknll cap and black domino,
and attached to a rude girdle around his
body was a blood-red scarf. His appear-
ance was in keeping with all the terrible
paraphernalia about him, and of the two
the gallows was the more agreeable spec-
tacle.

LED TO DEATH.

At 9.43 the appearance of the Sheriff at
the jail door was the signal that the con-
demned men were being led to executior.
The low chatter among the crowd ceasedl,
and all gazed breathlessly at the point of
exit. Soon the Sheriff led the way up

—

the steps of the sedffold, and John Ross
followed close behind him, walking with
 firm and dem'ﬁl: ed gait, but with no
appearance el of the hravado.
‘The hangman and priest brought up -the
procession and the former having adjust-
ed the rope around Ross’s neck, retired
for the next victim. Ross was pérfectly
cool and collected, and making a slight
inclination of his'head to the throbbing
multitude said, with a loud voice, ** How
d'ye do to-day, my friends, one and all?*
A low ‘exclamation of surprise and even
relief ran through the crowd, and:there
was not & ‘heart in that immense con-
course that did nct feel immeasurably rc-
lieved-at this exhibition of courage on
the part of the unfortunate man.

James Williama next ascended the trap,
his bearing erect and dauntless, and walk-
ed with an easy and firm step to the

place assigned him, which was next to|’

Ross. His first words were, as the hang-
man was adjasting the noose around his
neck, ¢ Behold the army of gods,” and
then he stood firmly on & e platform, and
even smiled auvd bowed as Le recognized
some scquaintance in the assembly. Next
came James Robertson.
with his wooden leg without assistance,
and took the middie place on the tr
without speaking or changing his. face
from one monotonous look of intense
misery and acute mental suffering, But
he stood straight in his place and seemed
the most utterly forlorn of the unhappy
quintette, with no friends to recognize,
and seemingly codscious of but few sym-
pathizers in the crowd.

Anderson Perry next took hi's place be-!
side Rovertsou, dauntless as ‘the 'rest,
and smiling as the hangman performed
his preluuinary tunctions. 'Antoine Man
rice wound up : he procession, and stepp-
ed on the pl t’orin with a reluctant gait,
while his head rested dispiritedly on‘one
side. '‘The hangman put thé noose round
His neck, and during the process Maurice
viewed him with looks expressive of the
geepest contempt for his uapopular of-

ce.

They were all dressed in clean linen
shirts and light pants, with gloves and
white sucks. Their arms were, ‘as asnal,
tied behind their backs

DYING SPEECHES.

All the men having been placed in po-
sition, the hangman retired, and.the
priest, with stole on, recited prayers
aloud, and was accompanied by the men.
Shieriff - Heluin -text: rode up near the
scaffold between the two deputies, and
read their death warrants in a loud
voice. ‘This having: concluded, he asked
the first man, John Ross, if he had any-
thing to. say. Ross spoke very calmly
and deliberately for a short time, neither
denying nor admitting his participation
in the murder of Fastwood, but stating
that he was willing and ready to die.
and fully prepared to ‘meet |his
God. In 4 ringing and ‘unfaltering
voice he pointed to himself as an example
of 'the end that' must inevitably' eprue
from a misspent life, and exhorted peo-
ple to remember this fearful warning.
He spoke of the kind manner in which
the Sheriff treated him in prison, and ex-
pressed his thanks for the consideration
shown him by the people of the town.
His last words were to his mother and
children, who stood near in pitiful weep-
ing and distraction, to remember him and
take warning by his fate.

James Williams addressed the people at

the top of his voice, and asserted his in,
nocence of the crime for which he was
about to suffer; butdeclared that he was
willing and ready to die. He was going,
he said, to where there were no more
jails, nor judges, nor any juries to defraud
aman of his life. He concluded in the
usual, way—about. going to glory, and
meeting his friends there. This speech
was delivered in so impassioned a man-
ner that his face becameé suffused with
blood, and his eyes were almost startilg
from their sockets. In a regular pap-
oxysm, he would jump and dance on the
platform, while the rope dangled round
the neck, and with his last words'’he went
off in"a'swoon, which terminated not till
he swung from the platform. His excit~
ed and hysteric manner struck terror.in
the hearts  of the béholders, and when
faintness #nally overcame him, it was
feared by the crowd at first that he had
burst a-blood vessel. A chair.was plag-
ed for him on the platform and his  face
and head bathed with water, but all ef-
forts at restoration were unavailing.
ﬂt;d remained in that condition' till he
died.
.-Robertson next spoke, but his voice
was low and husky, and it was impossible
to catch all the words. He alluded to his
gold'mine, but didn’tlocate it, and said
that he had offered to show it to the
Governor, but not as a hope of pardon.

APPEALING TO HIS MOTHER.

Perty commenced by saying : “You will
know me, all, when we meet in heaven.
God is my captain, and He promised to
take me over. Jesus was persecuted,
and I can bear persecution myself, and
He will take me to glory.” He concluded
by asking his mother, who was weeping
in the crowd, to raise his child in a God-
f:aring way, and proclaimed his willing-
ness to die. He, too, denied his guilt,
though his confession of complicity has
been filed in the Governor’s office for
some time back.

Finally came Maurice, who spoke in the
same strain as Perry. He denled his
guilt, also, and alluded to the persecution
of men as such that cannot affect the
soul. He was not scared of dying, he
said; he grieved only for the way he died.
In a taltering voice he conjured the peaple
to pray for him, and as he uttered his last
words he burst into tears.

A final effort was then made to revive
Williams, but it was unsuccessful. The
priest was busied in golug from man to
man and whispering in their ears, and
finally the scaffold was left to the hang-
man alone anrd his victims.

At this - point the spectatars were
worked up to a state of excitement,
which, because silent, was oppressive,
and all eyes were fixed in steady horror
on the scaffold. The two side beams
supporting the platform were removed,
and the hangman descended to the
ground, awaiting the signal which was
to transport five human beings into eter-
nity.

THE END.

In a moment the Sheriff gave it; the
hangman approached crouchingly, and
striking the wedge, the trap fell, and the
five men dropped with a heavy thud to
within about three feet of the ground.

The men no sooner dropped from the
trap than a tremendous exclamation arose
from the crowd. Such was its sudden-
ness and force that a number of horses
on the road took fright and caused a
general stampede, in which nobody was
burt. Here and there women might be

seen falnting to the giound, and the men

.

/stood by riveted in horror and incapable
| ot action.

After the swing; canged by the falling
of the trap, a strong muscular action
wis observed in the éxecuted men as
they endeayored to raise themselves up.
Nothing further than this was observed,
except in the case of Perry, who kicked
violently three different times, and then
dropped helplessly. - All lived about six
minutes [rom the time of the fall. ;

When they had hung about hif an hour
Dr. Ford, the parish physician, deciared
them déad, and they were cut down. It
was then found that Ross and Williams
had their necks broken, and the other
t iree died of strangulation.

It was not All a Dream —How Milo
Byington Prevented Robbery #iid
Arson.

* [From the Elgin (Tll.) Advoeate.]

Milo Byington is brother-in law to the
Hon, George S. Bowen. The residence
of the latter is in the southest part of the
city, on what is called St. Charles street.
Byington lives directly opposite. On
Wednesday night Byington dreamed that
Bowen’s barn was enveloped in flames,
and jumped from the bed into the middle
of the room, which athleticeffort brought
him out of somnambulism. He was very
much excited, and could not for & mo-

ment comprehend the situation. Im-
pressed, however, with the thought of
the barn being on fire, he proceeded to
the window and discovered no-sign of a

blaze. His wite inquired of him what
was the matter, and he replied that he
had a dream that Bowen’s barn was on
fire, and it frightened him very much.

The lady said to him that he had better
lie down, and not be disturbed
on account - of a dream. Bying-

ton returned to bed, but trembled
like a leaf, and was unable to quiet his
nerves, or divest his mind of the impres-
sion of fire at the barn. He says he
counld not lie there, and felt impelled to
g0 to the barn; that he could not sleep
or rest unti) he had followed the impuise.
In spite of the remonstrance of his good
wife he put on his trowsers and shoes
only, and taking a revolver in his hand,
made tracks quietly for Bowen’s barn, a
distance of fiftcen or eighteen rods.. As
he neared the barn he thought he heard
movements of men inside, and ipstead of
entering the barn, as he would have done
had he not heard the noises, he stepped
lightly around the north end of the barn,
and as he looked around the corner two
men walked out of the barn door on the
east side and stepped around to
the south end of the barn. Byington
stealthily followed to the next corner,and
when he reached it he discovered the two
men talking, and heard one say to the
other, ‘* Now you go in and get the horse,
and I'll fire the thing.” Whereupon Mr.
Byington disturbed the composure of the
villains by saying, *No, I guess you
won’t.” Almost instartly one of the men
fired at him, and the ball hit the coruer
of the barn, within two or three inches
of Byington's left side.  Byiugton in an
instant after was popping away .at the
fellows, and after the second shot was
fired, one of them, who was: ronning
south from the barn, cried out: * Don’t
shoot; I'm hit.” Byington said to him:
« Stop, or I'll shoot aga:n.”  The fellow
did not stop, and Mr. Byington sent two
more bullets after him.

In the morning a bridle was found on
the stable floor behind oue of the horses,
aad at the south end of the barn where
the men were .standing when Byington
first disturbed them Mr. Bowen’s driver
picked up a ball of rags about the size of
a cocoanut, which was bound with a
string and thoroughly saturated with
kerpsepe oil. He also found on the same
spot three or four matches, The pur-
pose of the two men was, we must ne-
cessarily conclude, to steal one or more
of the gaod nprses which Mr. Bowen is
possesscd of, and then burn the barn to
lead the public to think the animals were
