The revolution which commenced in 

Michoacan, In consequence of the publi­
cation of church reforms and the expul­
sion of the Sisters of charity, is extend­
ing into other States. Michoacan is 
suffering greatly, business is paralyzed, 
and the inhabitants are leaving. The 
village of Jacobs has been pillaged and 
burned. The Legislature of Michoacan, 
alarmed at the progress of the revolution, 
convoked in extra session on the 23d, 
and would grant the Government extra­
ordinary powers. The strength ot the 
rebels in Morelia is estimated at 2,500 
men. The rebels at Qeretano attacked a 
convoy, and took away a quantity of 
arms and merchandise at Arrago Sico. 
They attacked the diligence, when the 
passengers fired upon and killed one of 
the banditti. The whole body then open­
ed tire on the passengers and made them 
descend from the diligence. They assas­
sinated Lais A. Cliaviz, a Deputy from 
Agnascalientes, Miguel Cano, a Spanish 
merchant, and Lais Flores. Among the 
passengers were three ladies and a Sister 
of Charity. The mall was also robbed. 
The news of the affkir reached Mexico 
daring the session of Congress and caus­
ed a sensation. The Minister of War ex­
pressed the regrets of the President at 
the outrage and assured the Chamber 
that it was the first that had ever occur­
red on the road from San Juan Del Rio 
to Queretaro.

The Pennsylvania Miner has taken up

employer. The employers, not under­
standing why the Miner should continue 
to live in bouses that belong to those for 
whom ho refuses to work, have warned 
him to move at once, and he has an­
other cause of righteous indignation. 
Strange that he should be refused per­
mission to manage the business of his 
employer and ordered out of a house 
that was built by the rebellious mine 
owner! Will the Miner submit to it? 
Not he! In a centennial spirit of emu­
lation, the deeds of his forefathers 1 e ng 
before his eyes, he takes up arms in de­
fence of his inalienable right to the 
pursuit of happiness and money with­
out regard to the welfare or interests of 
anybody else. The following dispatch, 
dated the 7th, gives an idea of the em­
battled Miner’s proudly defiant and 
boldly aggressive position :

Last eight was an exciting one in the 
region around Kingston. A procession 
of from fifty to one hundred miners,with 
torches, and armed with guns, revolvers 
and clubs, marched to the dwellings of the 
men who are working In Hutchinson's and 
Payne's mines, and gave them notice to 
quit work, or the penalty would be death. 
The resalt has been that Pay le's men re­
fused to return to work this morning. 
Three of Hutchinson's men, while on the 
way to the shaft, were followed by a gang 
of women and children and pelted with 
stones until they were forced to seek 
safety in flight. The constable into 
whose hands warrants for the arrest of 
the persons who beat McDade were 
placed was unable to serve them to-day. 
To-morroW a posre will aceompahÿ him, 
and serious trouble is expected.

Appetite and Abstinence.
John B. Gough spoke at the anniver­

sary meeting of the National Temperance 
Society, held in New York last Thursday 
evening. Here is part of what he said 
regarding appetite and abstinence :

I do not stand here and say that every 
man who drinks must become a drunk­
ard. There are men who can be moder­
ate drinkers. My father was a moderate 
drinker, and he lived to be 94 years of 
a ze. He would take a glass of hot spirits 
ami water belore lie went to bed. He w as 
a moderate drinking Christian, If there 
ever was a Christian on earth. My. father 
i oul:l drink moderately, but his sun 
could no more do so than you could blow 
up a powder magazine or fire off a gun 
moderately. Then you say yon are a 
weak-minded man. If I am so weak- 
minded that 1 cannot drink moderately, 
then I am strong enough to let it alone 
altogether.

I say to the moderate drinker, “ You 
do not set a good example. You set an 
example tbit some men cannot follow, 
and for that reason it is not a good one." 
The grace of God has no power to pre­
vent drink from affecting a man’s system. 
You can poison a Christian to death just 
as well as you can a Hottentot. Have 
there been no men that have fallen into 
drunkenness that had grace in their 
h-.arts? vHave you never had church 
members disciplined for drunkenness?
