I have the honor to acknowedge the 
receipt of the invitation of the citi­
zens’ committee ot' the city of Toronto 
to attend the banquet to be given in 
honor of Colonel Otter on the 27th in­
stant.

I regret to say tJhat circumstances 
over which I have no control force me 
to deny myself the privilege of accept­
ing the invitation. It would have been 
more than a pleasure to me to endeav­
or to contribute my small share to 
testify to Colonel Otter of the grati- 

• tude of ail Canada for the great ser­
vices which he has rendered to our 
country and for the distinction which 
he and his brave comrades have be­
stowed upon it. Believe me, yours sin­
cerely. (Signed) Wilfrid Laurier.

The governor-general made a speech 
in which he praised most highly the 
work of Col. Otter, an old comrade- 
in-arms of the Northwest rebellion, 
and other Royal Canadians.

Hon-. Wm. Mulock, who was received 
with loud cheers and the advice to “cut 
her loose,” said: “I have the honor to 
propose the toast which, whilst it is 
in order at all patriotic gatherings 
throughout her majesty’s dominions, is 
especially befitting the present occa­
sion. The defenders of the empire at 
one time were chiefly those who devot­
ed their whole lives to the profession 
of arms, but there has grown Into the 
service another branch, the volunteer 
system, a system which has recently 
been on trial in South Africa, which 
has emerged from that trial with honor 
and credit, and the volunteers are now 
sharers in the title of defenders of the 
empire.” After referring to the war as 
a means of cementing the unity of the 
emoire, Mr. Mulock said: “Perhaps I 
might express the hope that a grate­
ful country, now that the war is 
over, will not forget that many 
of our sons lie under Africa’s sky, 
and it will not be an unworthy 
act if Canada, in her pride and 
gratitude, erects in that distant land 
a monument in memory of her fallen 
sons, and engraves upon it the name 
of Paardeberg, which will ever be 
cherished by the people of Canada. 
(Applause.) We are proud of the 
record of our Canadian volunteers — 
(applause)—proud of their cheerful­
ness in the field, proud of their cour­
age and endurance on the march. 
Their splendid achievement have turn­
ed toward Canada the eyes of the 
world. As never before, they have at­
tracted attention to this land of pro­
mise, this northern hemisphere, the 
breeding ground of brave and glor­
ious men. (Cheers.)

ONTARIO’S PREMIER,
Premier George W. Ross also spoke 

eloquently of the splendid record of 
the Royal Canadians. He said he be­
lieved this war 'had been the means 
of consolidating the British Empire. 
(Cheers.) To us as a colony of the 
empire, that is the most important 
consideration. I believe it has con­
solidated the empire. We have been 
accustomed for the last few years to 
speak of England’s splendid isolation; 
a very nice theme for the artist, a 
very nice phrase for the poet.

A STARTLER.
London, Dec. 28.—The war office ha» 

begun the promised reform of the 
army in a sensational manner. It has 
demanded the resignation of Major- 
General Sir Henry Colville, command­
ing the infantry brigade at Gibraltar, 
and recently commanding the 9th di­
vision of the South African field force.- 
Gen. Colville refuses to resign, and he 
is now on his way to England. The 
news is all the more startling, as the 
question of Gen. Colville's responsi­
bility for the Yeomanry disaster at 
Lindley last May was fully investi­
gated by the authorities when Gen. 
Colville returned from South Africa 
last summer. After the Investigation 
Gen. Colville was reinstated in his 
command at Gibraltar, In September 
last.

The attitude of the war office indi­
cates that the new regime in Pall 
Mall will reverse the decisions of 
Lord Lansdowne and Lord Wolseley, 
in regard to some of the recent com­
manders in South Africa.

He is also a 
well-known author, and on the occa­
sion of his marriage created a stir by 
going on his honeymoon in a 'balloon.

1 REV. DR. PARKER DISAPPOINT­

The Rev. Dr. Parker, pastor of the 
' City Temple, referred In the course of 
his Christmas sermon to his week’s 
editorship of the Sun, a half-penny 
afternoon paper. His remarks re­
vealed that he was disappointed by

MINE OF DIAMONDS

Discovered in New Mexico by a Kimberley 
Expert—Believed To Be the 

ReaI Thing.

Alamogordo, N. M., Dec. 28.—A pro­
minent railway official here has just 
received a box of 50 gems closely re­
sembling and alleged to be diamonds, 
found near Capitan, the coal camp gon 
the line of the El Paso and Northeas­
tern Railway, 8Û miles north of this 
place. The stones were found by J. J. 
Blow, formerly associated with the De 
Beers Consolidated Company of Kim­
berley, South Africa, who has been se­
cretly investigating the field for the 
past month, and a letter from him ac­
companying the shipment states that 
they are either diamonds or something 
so closely resembling the gem that 
they deceive him. They successfully 
stand every crude test known.

The gems will be sent away for final 
analysis.

The Transvaal Police.
The recent announcement that the 

British Government Is prepared to re­
ceive applications from 1,000 Canadi­
ans for places in the Transvaal 
mounted police, now being formed, 
will permit of any enterprising Can­
adian youth who is inclined to serve 
Her Majesty in South Africa, in the 
pacification of the country, and who 
Is otherwise qualified, doing so. The 
pay is 5 Shillings ($1 25) a day, and 
■we suppose, uniform and board. To 
maintain this force, which will num­
ber 10,000, and be recruited fiam the 
Mother Country as well as from Can­
ada and her sister colonies, the Brit­
ish Government, at the late session of 
Parliament, took a special vote of 
$5,000,000.

If a body of men like the Canadian 
Northwest Mounted Police can toe es­
tablished, it will be a powerful aid to 
the preservation of peace and good 
government on the veldt.

Premier of United Australia.
The recently cabled announcement 

that tile new go-vern&r-t;: ::e:al of the 

Australian Commonwealth had been 
compelled to fall back on Hon. Ed­
ward Bartor, Q.C., M.A., and had 
asked him to form the first adminis­
tration for the united country, has 
renewed ovr interest in the sister 
auxiliary kingdom of Great Britain.

Mr. Barto-n is one cf the best known 
of Australian politicians. He is in 
the prime of life, toeing only 51 years 
of age. Bom at Sydney, N. S. W., he 
was educated there, and joined the 
legal profession, in which ho has been 
very successful, despite the fact that 
he has given much attention to public 
affairs. When but 30 years of age he 
was returned as member o-f the Par­
liament of New South Wales. Four 
years later he was elected as speaker 
of the Legislative Assembly, and in 
1889 he entered the Government as at­
torney - general. He was member of 
the first federal convention which' 
met at Sydney in 1891, and he was 
leader of the federal convention that 
sat in 1837-98 in Adelaide, Sydney, am? 
Melbourne.

The new premier is a man cf strong 
personalty, with a face not unlike that 
of Hon. Edward Blake, and he is like­
ly to gather around him a cabinet 
that will be aide to give the now com­
pleted Common wealth of Australia a 
fair start in its federal exi.-fence.

The Christian Centuries.
Soon we change again the number of 

the year, and we have an illustration 
of the power of habit in the difficulty 
we at fiist feel in making the change. 
In these days of printing and type­
writing, pet haps that is not so gener­
ally felt, but those who have been ac­
customed to write the old date with 
their own hand will find themselves un­
consciously tracing the old lines. Even 
tins small thing is an illustration of 
the tendency of the past to project It­
self into the future. We are not in­
tending now to moralize on that point, 
but to make a brief remark on the fact 
that the very date we write is an ac­
knowledgment of the power of Christl- 
a iity.Nincieen hundred years ago in the 
presence and power of a great Teacher, 
a new epoch was marked. The world 
would not acknowledge this at first. 
The new teaching was heresy, and the 
new community a despised sect, but 
soon the world had to admit that it was 
face to face with a new mighty spirit­
ual force. Even the outward conquest 
of great nations could not-have been 
made without a. great revealing power 
of truth, and a strong, Inspiring power 
of love.

But the outward world, though hard 
to conquer, is easier to subdue than the 
Inward world. The great thing is to 
transform and uplift the world you 
have conquered. This is what Chris­
tianity aims to do, but it is hard, slow 
work. It is so hard and slow that 
faint-hearted people are tempted to de­
spair altogether When at this moment, 
as we are rem.ndad of Christmas hopes 
and aims, we look round the world, 
our feelings are very strangely 
m.ngled. There is so much go­
ing on that seems strangely out 
of harmony with the Christian 
religion: And yet, unless we lose our 
fc.th altogether, we m.st admit that 
there ate better things in the making. 
The freed m and the neb er social life 
vh eh we en oy did not spring up in the 
night like a mushroom. It is the result 
of io g, toilsome years.

In fact, the only cure for bitter de­
spondency is to take a long view of 
things. Thomas Cooper, who in his 
way was a remarkable character, was 
a Chartist agitator, an Infidel lecturer, 
a man with some real poetic instinct, 
who wrote in prison “The Purgatory of 
Suicides." Tltis man, afterwards a 
Christian “apologist.” delivered lec­
tures throughout England, one series 
of which was entitled “The Bridge of 
History Over the Gulf of Time.”

Where Com Paul Missed It.
German newspapers, taking their 

cue from the Emperor, are not giving 
ex-Presiflent Kruger7 much comfort.

Then they might have found 
out that they had not the lemotest 
prospect of being able to count on 
foreign help. It was only realized for 
a moment in Pretoria, and the go-^d 
(Hollander friends of the Repu rlic, 
whose income from the Transvaal de­
pended on the ill-feeling between Boer 
and Briton, were clever enough to 
frustrate all attempts towards a good 
understanding, and to embark the 
Boer leaders on a course of policy 
which had to be followed out. and 
which ended in the ultimatum and the 
war. Today those leaders are wan­
derers on the face of the earth., the 
country is in thle hands of the British, 
36.000 Boers are prisoners of war in 
Ceylon and St. Helena, and the great 
m- *s of the population 's enduring 
S' ".faring and «flwne. The only person 
who h ;.- realty m -de a profit out of 
the war is the cbllecto- of curiosities 
who sold Kruger’s top hat for £25.”

Kruger and his allies still in the 
field are indeed very foolish not to ac­
cept this disinterested advice. They 
would -be -well advised, and they would 
greatly conduce to the comfort of the 
whole Beer population if they were 
now cheerfully to accept the situation, 
and agree to the peaceful' settlement 
of the territory which has been war 
blighted through teir stupidity.

The proposition of the British Gov- j 
ernment, as announced to Parliament, 
Is most reasonable, and exhibits a wise 
desire to conciliate the disaffected in­
habitants. Briefly stated, it is to end 
the guerilla warfare and the devasta­
tion of the country as speedily ais pos­
sible; to set up a civil crown colony; 
and to get rid of military domination. 
That cannot be, of course, while armed 
bands of Boers go about the country 
breathing forth threatening.» and war­
fare. But if the Boers would only ac- 
accent the situation, -as they 

i would exhibit wisdom in doing, they 
could have at once muni Ipal govern- ' 
ment in Pretoria, Bloemfontein and 

■ Johannesburg, and an early re-estab- 
| hshment of municipal government in 
every district where the populace, by 
their conduct, show that they are pre­
pared to stand by the rights of all. 
The Boers will have their fair share 
of posts of administration in both col­
onies, and In the near future there 

| will be equal laws, equal liberties, and 
sélf-government throughout South Af­
rica.

There need have been no war, no 
i loss »f life or property, to secure this 
j ideal condition of affairs, if, as our 

German contemporary points out, Kru­
ger and his friends had been reason­
ably discreet in their methods; but 

i now that they have fought and been 
' hopelessly beaten, surely they ought 
to toe convinced that it is criminal to 
further invite their friends and neigh- 

; bors to resist the establishment of 
; British law, order and justice. Those 

who urge them to continue are really 
j not friends, but enemies.

No vacant -land, howev'er 
apparently barren, should toe left with­
out something growing on it, and if it 
cannot be used for agriculture, then 
it should be planted with trees. They 

! will grow almost anywhere, except in 
1 lakes and rivers.
! It might be weil to consider whether 

it would not he a popular and proper 
move on the part of our legislatures 
to met that a landowner who re­
afforests unproductive lands should 
be encouraged to do so by the abate­
ment of taxes on the property. Such 
a man is benefiting not only himself 
but the state as a whole, for he is 
aiding in the providing of our future 
timber supply, as well as insuring a 
proper distributi-.-n of the rainfall and 
a preservation of our waterways in 
their natural condition.

The German Govern­
ment, which was formerly extremely 
discouraging toward the efforts of for­
eign capitalists to develop the country, 
is now offering every facility. The 
scheme includes colonization, mining, 
irrigation and the construction of a 
railway from Swakopmund to Etjim- 
bingve.
