COVT. WORKING
FOR PEACE

Many Union Men on Scottish
Roads Refuse To Quit—
Disorders at Shefheld
—Manchester Is
Short of Food.

[Canadian Press.]

London, Aug. 18.—At noon the strike
ordered last night by the Amalgamated
Boclety of Railway Servants and al-
lied organizations of employees had
been only a partial success. Some of
the railway lines were operating very
few trains, while on other roads the
service continued practically normal,

The military held possession of the
stations along the lines, not for the
purpose at present of interfering in the
strike except to protect men desiring
to work and to guard the property of
the companies.

Government Works for Peace.

Meantime the Government continued
its efforts to avert the general stop-
page of the transport servtce. of the
country. Sydney Buxton, president of
the board of trade, who had an early
morning “call from Viscount Richard D.
Haldane, secretary of state for war,
again met the rallroad managers, and
the officials of the union were in ses-
sion at Unity Hall considering the
Jovernment's suggestion for the ap-
pointment of a royal commission,
which would investigate and report
what amendments, if any should be
made to the conciliation agreement
now existing between the owners and
the employees, as explained by Chan-
cellor David Lloyd George in the
House of Commons last night.

When the suggestion of a royal
commission was made by Premier
Asquith yesterday it was accepted by
the managers but rejected by the men,
who seemed to feel that such an ar-
rangement would mean a long delay
in the adjustment of their grievances.

Lloyd George to Rescue.

The chancellor explained that the
men had misunderstood the Premier’s
proposal. It was intended, he said, to
give them fair play and not “to lure
out of their hands the great weapon
of striking.” The plan was to ap-
poiut a commission of three, one from
the railway companies, one from the
strikers, and the third, the chairman,
a man well-known for his impartial-
ity Its members would be appointed
on Saturday and its deltberations be-
gin on Monday. The chancellor said
that he had not given up hope that
the employees would accept this ar-
rangement when its purposes were

The statement of the chancellor had
much to do with preventing a more
general response to the leaders' call
for a strike. Many, even of the union,
were reluctant to quit so long as there
was a possibility of their grlevances
being considered by an impartial body.

More Troops For London.

Some five thousand troops arrived
in London during the night, and early
morning goungd them encamped at
points where they were able to pro-
tect the lines of communication, ac-
cording to a plan werked out months
ago by a commisslon composed of rail-
road men and military men appointed
to adopt a scheme for protecting these
lines in the event of a foreign inva-

The plan worked perfectly last
night, and long before Londoners were
about this morning, ths various mili-
tary units were a: their posts,

Shoot To Kill.

WILL BE IN LONDON -SHORTLY

Londoners Notified That Checks Have Been Sent to Accountant
at Ottawa.for Signature, and Payment Will
Soon Be Made.

Mr. W. A. Eastwood, one of the men
engaged in the taking of the census
in June, who wired Ottawa to learn
when the pay checks will be received
in London, today received a reply
from the department stating that the
checks had been sent to the account-
ants this week and they will be forth-
coming immediately.,

‘While it was contained in the regu-
lations that all records should be re-

turned to the department within three
weeks after the date of commence-
ment of the work, June 1, many of
the enumerators over-ran this period
by a couple of weeks or more, and it
is claimed that the delay has ;esulted
from this fact.

However, as there is an immense
amount of work to be done before pay-
ment can be made, the time taken is
considered by the majority of the
enumerators to be reasonable.

TAKES HER LIFE

Mrs. Myrtle Reed McCullough
Suicides at Chicago.
HER BOOKS WIDELY READ

In Note Left Servant Intimates Act
Was Due to Husband’s Behavior.

Chicago, Ill, Aug, 18.—Mrs. Myrtle
Lieed McCullough, author of ‘‘Lavender
and Old Lace,” ‘““Love-Letters of a Mu-
siclan,” “Love Affairs of Literary Men,”
and many other books, was found dead
at her home last night, and reports to
the police indicated that death was

d by an dose of powe
ders, taken with suicidal intent.

Mrs, MeCullough’s body wag found by
Miss Anna Larsen, her maid, to whom
she left a note and a check for $1,000.
Mrs. McCullough was 37 years old and
was born in Chicago.

That death was intentional was indi-

cated by the following note, which the

writer left on her maid’'s dresser:

“Dear Annie,—I am leaving you a check
for $1,000 for your true and faithful ser-
vice during four years. If my husband
had been as kind to me and as consid-
erate as you, I would not be going
where I am.—(Signed), Mrs, Maec.”

The reference to her husband in the
note was a surprise to friends of Mrs.
McCullough, “Paradise Flat,” as her
home is known, long had been a favori‘e
gathering-place for a select circle of the
writer's acquaintances,

SIFTON AND ROGERS
AFTER CAMPAIGN CASH

Distillers Summoned To Con-
tribute to Fund—Sifton
Not Going West.

Ottawa, Aug. 18.—Hon. Clifford Sif-
ton stated this morning that he would
not go west during the present cam-
paign. On Tuesday next he will in-
augurate a speaking tour in Ontario
with an address at Ingersoll. In Sep-
tember he will go to the Maritime
Provinces, and on returning will ad-
dress a meeting in Montreal Sept. §
and another in Quebec. This pro-
gramme was decided upon after a con-
;ference with Mr. George Perley, the
‘chtef Conservative whip. Mr. Sifton
'land Mr, Perley were in Montreal re-
cently. It is understood that “while
there they gave a good deal of atten-
tion to the financial aspect of the cam-
paign. The demands upon the Oppo-
sition war chest are said to be unus-
ually heavy, and, as a result, anothef
call has been sent out. It is known
that last week all the distillers of
Ontario were summoned to Toronto
and invited to contribute. Hon. Rob-
iert Rogers dropped into the confer-
ence and pressed the demand for
funds. From one of the distillers it
!is understood that the contribution
iwas not as generous as was expected.

INDIAN SEEKS TREASURE

Big Keyes, Over 100, Says He Buried
It Eighty Years Ago.

Exeter, Mo., Aug. 17.—After spend-
ing several weecks hunting for.a treas-
ure which he says he helped hide more
than eighty years ago, Big Keyes, a
Chickasaw Indian, has returned to his
home in Oklahoma. Keyes, who says
he is more than a hundred years old,
tells that the treasure, which con-
sisted of silver, was burled by his
tribe In a cave on the White River in
Southwestern Missourl.

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MR. BORDEN AT SIMCOE
REPLIES T0 PREMIER

His New Bogey Is Flood of
Produce From Favored
Nations,

Simcoe, Aug. 17.—Three days ago
Bir Wilfrid Laurier faced a great
audience in Lynnwood Park and de-
livered his militant message to the
people of Canada. Tonight Mr. R. L.
Borden arrived with what he belleved
to be an antidote. The rink was
fifled,

‘Mr, W. F. Maclean, ‘of Donlands.
edded to the gayety of the evening,
if not to an intelligent understanding
of the issue, by an attack upon Sir

Wilfrid Laurier, whom he, with great
gusto, described as a “long-haired
Indian doctor with Taft’s reciprocity
“pills,” and as “a political humbug.”
He drew a terrifying picture of the
awful ruin and desolation that would
fall upun the farms of the Dominion
under reciprocity, and reiterated the'
World’s arguments concerning thej
sheep industry.

Mr, A. C. Pratt, M. P. P. for South
Norfolk, and Mr. H, P, Innes, M. P. P. |
for North Norfolk, completed the list
of speakers, the latter prophesying a
majority of one thousand for Mr. Mc-
Call, a statement that elicited laugh-
ter from even the party stalwarts.

Mr. Borden offered, as justification
of the obstructive tactics of the Op-
position, their determination to force
a vote of the people, and then passed
on to a consideration of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier's address at Simcoe. “The
Prime Minister,” he said, “has repeat-
ed here the remarkable statement con-
tained in his manifesto, that it has
been the constant and earnest en-
deavor of every public man in Canada
for forty years to consummate a reci-
procity ‘treaty with the United States.
That gtatement is not true. On four
separate public occasions since 1898
Bir Wilfrid Laurier has repudiated
any desire by the Canadian people
for reciprocity, and any intention on
his part to secure it.”

Quotes Charlton.

Mr. Borden recalled the words of
the late Hon. Mr. Charlton, the
brother of the Hon. W. A. Chariton,
the Liberal candidate for Norfolk, in

1902. “He said there,” continued the
Conservative leader. “‘If the recipro-
city treaty of 1854 had been continued
until 1902 I don’t know whether the
Stars and Stripes would be floating
over Canada, but I do know you

would@ not have known the two coun-
tries apart.”

“Mr. Charlton’s opinions as to the
possibilities of a compact such as this
are in marked contrast to those of a
Prime Minister who has evidently for-
gotten these remarks of the protagon-
ist of reciprocity.,” he commented.

Mr. Borden reiterated his state-
ment that he and his supporters did
not doubt the loyalty of the Canadian
people, but added that under reci-
procity the - loyalty of the people
would be face to face with serious
difficultfes,

He said that if the agreement was at
any time abrogated by Canada the
United States could use the prohibi-
tive tariff as a club. His statement
that the farmers should be protected
did not evoke applause. He was
alarmed at the prospect of the flood
of produce that would come from the
twelve favored nations.

A Ship’s Tribulations.

One life-
boat was carried away and another
smashed, Four seamen were swept
overboard, and disappeared in the
darkness, an attempt to rescue them
being impossible.

The skylight of
the apprentices’ forecastle was
smashed, as also was the skylight
of the sailors’ forecastle, and several
compartments became flooded.

Operations at Sea.

Two critical operations performed
in mid-ocean marked the voyage of
the White Star liner Celtic which put
into Queenstown harbor the other
morning. Both wer& successful. The
ship was stopped while the surgeon on
board, Dr. McMasters, operated on a
boy of 7 years for appendicitis, and
on the day following an old man was
successfully operated on for a similar
complaint. Dr. E. D. Roberts, of New
York, and a physiclan of Seattle, who
were passengers, assisted Dr. McMas-
ters. The operation on the man was
performed while the ship was steam-
ing, as there was no time for delay
owing to his critical condition.

A peculiar burning accident occur-
red the other day on the top of a Dub-
lin tramway car, which resulted in
the death of Miss Johnston, of Drum-
condra. Suddenly the girl was ob-
served to be in a mass of flames. Men
pulled off their coats and tried to stifle
them; but it was no good. Her hair
was burnt off and her flesh was shock-
ingly charred before willing helpers
were able to master the flames suffi-
ciently to lift her tenderly into a cab
which conveyed her to the hospital.
She died a few hours afterwards. The
cause of the sudden outbreak of flames
is a mystery.

Directions---How to Use Cooking Bags :

1. Sefect one that “fits” the food intended to be cooked.

2. Grease slightly the inside of the bag, except in the
case 8f vegetables, or when water is to be added.

3. When the food has been prepared for the bag, place
the same on the table, and lift the uppermost edge of the bag
while you insert the contents,

4. Fold the mouth of the bag two or three times and
fasten with a clip, or pins, or in any other way that will
sccure as nearly as possible a hermetical closing.

. Should it ever happen that a bag leaks, simply transfer
it with contents undisturbed to another bag.

5. The oven, any kind of which will do, should be kept
clean, and if properly heated, as with the old style of cooking,
resuits should satisfactorily follow. Average oven heat
should be about 200 degrees, Fahr,, and when the bag is put
into the oven this heat should be reduced by about 30 de-
grees. In the case of ovens with sclid shelves, a wire grid
shouid be placed on the shelf with a space between and the
bag with contents on the grid. Experience will scon teach
the cook when the oven is hot encugh without the use of a
thermometer.

6. Tha oven door will not require to be opened every
now and then “to sce how the roast is doing.” The whole
force of the heat is playing upon the bag and from within
it cannot escape.

7. Exercise care in taking the bag out of the oven, and
if gas is used the bag -hould be kept out of danger of con-
tact with the flame.

A plate inserted under the bag will best remove it from
the oven

8. When taken out for use the bag
open from the top and the fragments thrown away.
