SPANISH TROOPS ARE 
ATTACKED RY MOORS RE EXTRADITED, RUT 

NOT TORE DEPORTEDGERI TROOPS ON Big Reduction in Hog Prices 
Came As a Surprise.

Military Column Under Gen­
eral Barrera Suffers 

Severe Losses.
London, Oct. 27.—Spanish troops com­

manded by Gen. Berenguer, high com­
missioner for Morocco, have been sav­
agely attacked in the outskirts of She- 
shewan by tribesmen, says a Tangiers 
dispatch to the Times. In addition, a 
column commanded by Gen. Barrera 
has suffered severe losses, it is said. 
While clearing gardens around the city 
of hostile tribesmen, more than 120 
men were killed or wounded, it is said.

The position of the Spanish troops 
in the Sheshewan is unenviable, the 
correspondent says. Gen. Barrera’s 
column has as yet been unable to force 
its way eastward through hostile coun­
try to join Gen. Berenguer’s forces in 
the city, which is surrounded by war* 
like tribes. Little confidence is placed 
in the submission of the Beni Idir 
'and Beni Hassan tribesmen, he says.

WAY TO LITIProsecuting its campaign to improve 
restaurant conditions in London, the 
board of health today announced that 
it had closed the Lue Yon cafe. 310 
Dundas street, because of Insanitary 
conditions.

Dr. W. S. Downham. medical officer 
of health, said the closing would be 
permanent, and was not a temporary 
measure to bring about improvements. 
Lue Yon, the proprietor of the eating- 
house, was warned some time ago that 
he would have to better the condition 
of the place. Although he made efforts 
along this line he was unable to bring 
it up to the standard required by the 
board, and he was ordered to close his 
establishment.

“I would not like to say anything 
about the others," was Dr. Downham's 
reply, when asked If similar measures 
were contemplated for other cafes.

A rigorous inspection of all the res­
taurants is being maintained by the 
health Inspector, J. H. Saunders, chair­
man of the board of health, said. Fre­
quent visits are being paid to each one 
and every effort is being made to keep- 
them up to a high sanitary standard 
under threat of closure.

Official regulations have been pre­
pared. These likely will be indorsed 
at the next’ monthly meeting of the 
board. They were submitted at the 
last meeting. Dr. Downham was the 
only member familiar with them at 
that time. For that reason they were 
left over. Mr. Saunders said. The 
board did not wish to indorse some­
thing which it had not read.

When the buyer 
went to the wagon and counted the 
hogs he told the farmer he only 
wanted seven, but as he brought the 
two extra he would take the lot.

"When he saw the price of hogs was 
coming down he killed all he had, but 
if they were going up lie would only 
have time to kill about three of the 
lot I ordered,” declared the buyer. "I 
will pay him the 27 cents per pound be­
cause they are worth it.

Toronto, Oct. 27.—"The law relating 
to liability of the owner or keeper of 
animals for injury done by them is in 
the most unsatisfactory condition,” re­
marks Justice Middleton in dismissing 
the action brought by Margaret Street 
against a farmer, Thomas Craig, by 
whose cow she was gored in the abdo­
men and crippled while hanging out 
clothes in her brother’s garden at 
Orangeville.

"Our Legislature.” says the judge, 
"has had the subject before it for con­
sideration and has modified the law so 
as to afford the owners of sheep a rem­
edy when worried by a dog, even when 
it is not known to be vicious, but the 
law has been left in the unsatisfactory 
condition I have indicated so far as 
human beings are concerned, ignoring 
that which is written—“how much is a 
man better than a sheep?"

The judge finds that the cow was 
nervous and excitable, but not 
“vicious.” It had, however, become so 
wild and excited by its experiences at a 
railway station as to be dangerous.

According to the cases cited before 
the judge, as precedents, the owner is 
not liable where the animal does some­
thing that might not be reasonably ex­
pected of it.

Plaintiff sued for $2.000. The action is dismissed without costs.

Sounding a note of warning against 
the excessive trend of rural Canadian 
population citywards, in an address be­
fore the convention of Women's Insti­
tutes of Western Ontario, in the Y. M. 
C. A. Auditorium Tuesday evening. 
President J. B. Reynolds of the Ontario 
Agricultural College, Guelph, cited his­
torical examples showing that back 
through the ages the adoption of city 
modes of living and thinking by na­
tions had invariably been followed by a 
national decline and a national ex­
tinction. Canada, he said, was experi­
encing no new phase of social evolution. 
Assyria, Babylon, Judea, Rome and 
Greece had all passed through the same 
stage. By taking thought while there 
is yet time, Canada might still hope to 
escape the otherwise inevitable decline 
of national greatness and influence 
which had over taken those great em­
pires of the past.

The effect of the excessive growth of 
the cities and manufacturing towns had 
depopulated many thriving villages and 
rural centres oi fifty years ago. The 
industrial revolution had centralized all 
manufacturing and mechanical industry 
in the larger towns and cities, and the 
country villages today presented a pic­
ture akin to that ot Goldsmith's "De­
serted Village."

Helmer told him, that the last he had 
seen of deceased was on Wednesday, 
the 14th, and that he had been going 
to the road along the lane from the 
house. Witness testified that Learn did 
not keep up the fences and other 
property on the farm.

Thomas Murpny, who was present 

when the body was exhumed, told of 
finding it buried along the back of a 
ravine on the Helmer farm, with the 
head four feet and the feet two feet 
from the surface of the ground.

Deceased sold 
wood reserved to her. and generally 
broke his agreement. Her son told her 
that she had better get rid of Learn, 
and she gave him leave to make his 
own bargain with the old man.

The star witness of the sitting last 
night was Charles Helmer,’ 15 years 
old. He said he had come from Sparta 
on a visit on Saturday, July 10. "On 
Monday he plugged Learn’s chimney, 
and this led to a row on Tuesday 
morning, July 12, between Lorne Hel­
mer and Learn.

Knocked Old Man Down.
Later the three went to the rear of 

the farm, and at the barn, leading to 
the woods, another dispute occurred. 
Learn struck Lorne, who struck back, 
knocking the .old man down. They 
turned and left him lying there, going 
to Port Rowan. Witness never saw 
Learn again. The next morning at 11 
o’clock Charles saw his brother Lorne 
coming up the lane with a shovel. ‘I 
asked him where he had been. He said. 
‘Back burying Jimmy Learn. Don’t tell 
anybody.’ I said, ‘No.’"

Roy Marshall, a constable, testified 
that he had served Lorne Helmer with 
a notice from Learn to vacate the 
farm by the 20th of July, at 7 o’clock 
on the morning of July 13. It was 90 
minutes later that Learn had the fatal 
dispute that resulted in the old man 
being left prostrate on the ground.

When You Have In Rural Schools.
Remember that these are not com­

munity nurses, but county nurses, serv­
ing the needs of the rural schools as 
well as of those,in the smaller com­
munities of a size not requiring the 
full-time services of a P. H. nurse.

The nurse discovers conditions of de­
fect or disability, the great difficulty 
is to have these corrected by the physi- 
cian—because it requires a‘ tremendous 
amount of stirring up to persuade par­
ents that their children require any 
medical attendance unless they are very 
obviously ill indeed. Tn order to em- 
phasize the nurses' work—and indeed 
often in advance of the nurses' employ- 
ment—the bringing home to parents of 
their physical needs is often best ac­
complished by the holding of clinics at 
different points in the county for a day 
at a time. Here a physician, aided by 
a nurse, conducts in a school house or 
other convenient public building, an ex­
amination of the babies, children or 
adults, as may be desired, giving no 
treatment, but making records of the 
conditions found and recommending the 
general lines to be followed. Those re­
sults are furnished to the family physi­
cian and to the family itself: and the 
impression made on a community from 
such a. clinic is very remarkable.

800 Were Examined.
In one such clinic in my own experi­

ence. some 800 children were examined 
and 500 local engagements with local 
dentists were reported within a week 
for the correction of the defects found. 
Without the clinic these 500 children 
would have gone on suffering from their 
defects for years.

In another instance, the local physi­
cian had to order a new tonsillotome 
on account of the number of tonsils re­
quiring removal found at the clinics.'

What does such a day's clinic cost? 
From $40 to $60 per clinic as a rule, 
including .the physician's and nurse's 
fees and expenses. This would be one 
function of the County Public Health

Thousands of imperial war service 
pensioners are already in Canada, and 
thousands more are on their way, ac- 
cording to figures and estimates of the ■ 
Canadian board of pensions officers. 
When the imperial pensioners arrive in 
Canada, their pensions are transferred 
for handling and payment to the Cana­
dian pensions officers, and it is said 
that already approximately 20,000 im­
perial soldiers have thus been enrolled| 
on the Canadian pensions files.

Another estimate is that only about 
one in six Canadian returned soldiers 
are still drawing pensions, and if the 
proportion of tne total of British pen­
sioners to the total number of veterans 
is approximately the same as the num­
ber of Canadian pensioners to the total 
of all returned Canadian service vet­
erans. it would indicate that there are 
probably 100.000 or more British veter­
ans in all who have come to Canada. 
All those coming claim to know others 
who intend to follow. In fact one Brit­
ish veteran said he knew 500 others who 
were coming. They are in most cases 
bringing wives and families with them, 
so that a very material increase in im­
migration is assured from the war vet­
erans alone.

Probably 30.000 Canadian pensioners 
accepted a cash commutation for small 
pensions which they were drawing, it 
is estimated: the number may be larger. 
It was estimated that perhaps 40,000 
would accept the offer of commutation 
and possibly this many did accept it.

But It seems 
to me in most cases where criminals are ar­
rested who have these drugs in their pos­
session, it is impossible to ascertain the party 
from, whom they obtained or purchased them, 
and when the vendors of such drugs are ar­
rested and brought before the courts they seem 
to be able to get away with little or no punish- 
ment. It is a well-known fact to all Police offi­
cers that the professional criminal is addicted 
to some sort of drug, whether it be morphine, 
cocaine, heroin or something else, and when e 
is well charged with his particular drug he is 
then ready to commit almost any crime. I thin 
it is for our association to take this matter no 
serious consideration and Interview the govern- 
meats responsible for the making of the laws, 
and have such legislation put into effect as will 
make it a penitentiary offence without the 
option of a fine, for any dealer found guilty of 
selling any of those drugs illegally.

For Dry Skin.

Some time .ago you gave a formula 
containing oil of sesame for dry skin 
and ''fishskin.' I have heard several. 
women praise it. Will you be good 
enough to print that formula again?

Ans.—Five grains of powdered ben­
zoin is to be rubbed up in a mortar 
with one ounce of- sesame oil (also 
known as teel oil and benne oil) and 
kept at about blood heat for three 
hours over a water bath. Then it is 
to be cooled, and three drops of abso­
lute alcohol added. A lltle may be 
rubbed upon the dry skin every day. 
Sesame oil is non-drying and does not 
become rancid as quickly as do most 
oils.

terlal infections, yet he dragged in the 
weather. “Damp, cold, dark days make 
people feel gloomy and depressed," he 
said. "That weakens their resistance 
in itself. Furthermore people do not 
go outdoors to get the sun and air so 
much on cold, damp days, and that 
tends to render them more susceptible 
to common co—"

“Respiratory infections," I amended.
“These colds are respiratory infec­

tions. certainly.” the specialist agreed, 
for I had summoned him in consulta­
tion on the case, hadn’t I?—"but I 
think we must consider unfavorable 
weather conditions as predisposing 
causes,” he sideswiped as we passed.

The moral of this story is that ob­
sessions die hard. The specialist in­
sisted on dragging In the weather and 
cold and dampness although he freely 
admitted and believed that resistance 
against the respiratory diseases is low­
ered only by avoiding the weather!

Ours is a noble profession, with a 
great deal more scientific accuracy 
than the funy papers and the innum­
erable short-cut or fad healers like to 
grant us. But on the catching cold 
question we cut a sorry figure, trying 
to advance and stand still at the same 
time. *

Few people realize that such dis­
eases as appendicitis, valvular heart 
disease, acute multiple arthritis (in­
flammatory rheumatism, rheumatic 
fever, articular rheuamtism) and men- 
engitis are commonly the complica­
tions or sequels of trifiling ailments 
wrongly called “colds.” Although colon 
bacillus infection from the intestinal 
tract itself is the most frequent cause 
of, acute. appendicitis, pneumococcus 
infection from the throat or nose is a 
close second—often the young person 
develops the appendicitis before the 
sore throat, tonsilitis or coryza is en­
tirely over. When the versatile strep- 
tococeus happens to be the responsible 
germ, the alleged “cold” is more likely 
to prove nothing more than a mere 
local disturbance excited by the invad­
ing germs which soon reach the heart, 
valves, joint cavities or brain cavity 
as the case may be- These so-called 

simple colds are a prolific source of 
work for specialists and surgeons as 
well as family doctors. A good many 
of us would have to close up shop and 
find other work if People did not ad» 
here to the superstition that respira- 
tory troubles are caused by cold, wet 
Or exposure.

I turers would fall over themselves to 
; get the chance to show treir wares.

Need Running Water.
“The most important thing to get 

I into a farm house is running water. If 
there is a power plant already installed 

' on the farm operating outside machin- 
| ery, this is simple. But the people of 
, the country should not forget that in 

many districts there is a great amount 
1 of water power going to waste. A 
I simple system is the piping of a spring 
I to the house, and then if the pressure 
Iis strong enough, running a washing 

machine, or pumping water upstairs by 
i means of water power. Water power 
I may also be utilized in a larger way to 
, generate electricity. A farmer would 

not let 20 or 30 horses run loose in his 
: fields without harnessing them, but 
I often he lets 30 horsepower flow through 

his land unstirred.
! “For farms where the introduction of 
( electric or water power is impossible, 
I there is always the hand washing ma- 
I chine to be considered, the hand vacuum 
i cleaner, the mop wringer, etc. A din­

ner wagon saves steps in the serving 
of meals. Sinks and tables should be 
at the proper height, unnecessary steps 
should be done away with, etc.

'operative work in rural districts to save 
| labor, especially among the less well- 

to?do farmers, pointing out the com­
munity canning centres and possible 
community laundries. Of the latter 
none are yet established in Ontario, 
although several have been successfully 
tired out in the United States.

. are usually located near some creamery 
or large dairy, where power is already 
installed, and the laundry means only 
the addition of a small wing and suit­
able machinery.

BODY OF MACSWINEY 
EXPECTED TO REACH 
DUBLIN ON FRIDAY

London, Oct. 27.—Relatives of Ter­
ence MacSwiney, the late lord mayor 
of Cork who died to Brixton Prison 
Monday morning following a hunger 
strike, were today completing arrange­
ments for the funeral of the lord 
mayor. It was expected the body would 
be turned over to them by Government 
authorities following the autopsy, and 
plans already made contemplate its re­
moval to St. George's Cathedral. It 
will probably remain there until Thurs­
day when a requiem mass will be cele­
brated, after which the funeral proces­
sion will start for Euston station. The 
route to be followed by the cortege 
will be along Lambeth road to Black- 
friar’s Bridge, according to present ar­
rangements. It will then turn to the 
left and proceed to Norfolk street and 
thence by way of Aldwych, Kingsway, 
Southampton Row and Euston road. It 
Is expected to reach the station at 
about 4 o’clock, when the procession 
will line up and be dismissed. The 
body will probably, reach Dublin early 
on Friday and there will be received 
by various organizations.
