Corpse of Becher’s Island Swimming Tragedy Is Recovered in
Fifteen Feet of Water—Supervisor Left 50 Bathers
There When Pool Closed—Inquest on Monday.

DEATH RAFT TAKEN

IN DEEP WATER

A Y
After an all-night search, firemen,
at 7:15 o'clock this morning, recov-
ered the body of young Robert Tagg,
only son of Mrs. Charles Tagg, 571

Maitland street, drowned in the
Thames River, just beyond the con-
fines of the civic bathing pool at
Becher's Island at 9:30 o’clock last
t night. Lieut. G. J. Bolton and Fire-
men Fred Kerr and Hurdle made the
find.

Dragging operations, begun short-
ly after the drowning, did not cease
until 1:30 o'cloek this morning. Work
was resumed at daylight. The body
was found in fifteen feet of water,
jabout twenty feet from the north end
.of the ruins of Dexter’'s dam.

This morning a few children were
playing in the pool. A number of
small boys were diving from the
death raft into waist-deep water
within the roped area.

Supervisor’s Story.

*“I closed the pool as usual at 8:30

o'clock last night, and everything was

|/ In order,” declared O. Paul, the super-

.visor. “We blow the whistle at 8

o’clock to give bathers time to get
their clothes from the checkroom.

“When I left, there were about
fifty bathers in the water, many of
‘them adults.

“I did not know anything like this
had happened until this morning.”

As usual, the raft, which knocked

ung Tagg senseless, contributing to

is death, wag moored to one of the
posts mid-stream, to which the ropes
are tied. These posts are set in bar-
rels filled with boulders. The pool
is bounded by two banks, and the two
ropes stretched across the pool. In

.all, there are six posts, four on shore,
‘and _two midway between the iwo
After-Hour Swimmers.

This morning, one of the posts was
upset and was below water. It is
common to find this, the supervisors
say. Each night, after the pool has
been closed, adults, including a num-
ber of young men, come to the pool.
They are not content to stay in the
shallow water, but spend their time
in the deep holes west of the pool.

Although the raft was fasteired to
one of the posts by stout ropes and
Tour-inch spikes, it had been torn
“away, and taken out into deep water.

Older boys, who come to swim after
pool has closed, set the example for
the smaller ones. The younger lads,
although some of them are far from
good swimmers, follow the older ones
out into the deep places.

. Some of these younger children last
night were playing with the raft in
deep water. The victim was on one
end of the raft and several of his

chums on the other. When two or
three boys jumped from the raft, it
tilted, striking young Tagg on the
head. He was knocked unconscious
and immediately sank. His chums
tried to save him, but could do little,
as he did not come up again. Then
they rushed to a Grosvenor street
home and telephoned the fire depart-
ment.

A telephone pole is floating in the
water just in front of the civic bath-
house. It was brought there yes-
terday by workmen. Officials at the
pool were told that the civic author-
ities intend to install a telephone at
the bathhouse.

Urge Strongsr Bonds.

Last year it was suggested that the
pool be bounded by mesh wire fences
instead of by rope. It is understood
that an order for this wire was
placed, but later cancelled because it
was believed the wire would serve
to collect floating refuse and keep
the water in the pool stagnant.

Supervisors .,advise that stronger
posts and barrels be used in conjunc-
tion with the ropes.

In the evening, they say, a large
number of women come to the pool
and persist in dragging on the ropes
so that they soon become slack and
the feeble supports to which they
are anchored give way, allowing the
ropes to become submeérged.

Almost every morning, after the
young men have been at the pool,
the ropes and barrels are found sub-
merged, and the supervisors are
obliged to do repair work before
starting their regular duties,

Difficult Work,

¥t is most difficult to keep the
bathers within the limits of the civie
bathing area, the officials say, espe-
clally the boys in their °'teens. As
soon as the supervisor's back is
turned they start for deep water.

When they are reprimanded for
their disobedience, they reply, some-
times quite heatedly, “Oh, I can
swim.” .

When the body was recovered this
morning, Coroner J. C. Wilson was
called and ordered it removed to the
bathhouse until the undertaker ar-
rived.

A jury was empanelled and viewed
the remains at A. L. Oatman’s
Funeral Home at 12:15 o’clock (noon)
today. The inquest proper was or-
dered held at the police station at 8
o'clock Monday night.

The funeral will be held from Oat-
man’s Funeral Home at 2:30 o'clock
Sunday afternoon, Rev. John Gar-
butt of Dundas Centre Methodist
Church will officiate. Interment will
be made at Mount Pleasant Ceme-
tery.

10 SWIMIN RIVER
WITHOUT GUARD

Mayor To Urge Civie Bylaw
To Prevent Drowning

Accidents.
MUST BE WATCHED

Mayor Wenige moves today to
safeguard as far as it is humanly
possible the lives of those who bathe
in the river Thames. All persons
should be restrained from -entering
the water in any spot and at any
time, unless there is proper and ade-
quate supervision, his weorship de-
clares, and he will promptly urge the
passage of a municipal bylaw to that
effect.

“There should be adequate super-
vision every day,” the mayor stated,
“and no person should be allowed to
swim in the river when such is not
available. This can be accomplished
by bylaw.”

If such legislation eventually be-
comes law, as urged by the mayor,
the onus of  responsibility is then

the police commissioners and the
members of the police department,
whose duty it will then become to
guard the entire length of the river
when there are no supervisors on
duty and to prevent bathing at any
time—day or night.

Last night's fatality at Becher’s
Island is but another example, the
mayor points out, of what might and
would no doubt occur again-on Sun-
days if the civic bathing pools are
not available and when the children
will swim in other and very danger-
ous spots in the river,

The flery veteran ex-chairman of

the board of works acknowledgéd to-
day that he had been asked .to con-
sider a nomination. He had no defi-
nite decision at this moment, how?
ever. ‘

“l am not aspiring for the posi-
tion,” Ald. Wilson stated. “Although
it is quite correct that I have been
asked to let my name go before the
electors. Whether I run or not there
will be ‘opposition to this mayor.
There is no question ,about that.”

Ald. Wilson has more than distin-
guished himself since the first of the
year as a consistent opponent to
Mayor Wenige and by reason of his
frequent tussles with his worship has
earned the title as the “mayor’s chal-
lenger.”

Ald. Wilson has been a member of
the city council during the last nine
years, barring the occasion when he
was nosed out by four votes. He is
also opposing the mayor's proposal
to construct a new city hall on the
McCormick property and promises
injunction proceedings if any attempt
is made to start this summer,

The ex-chairman attained further
fame during the recent election as
the one who rose up at the Conserv-
ative nomination and nominated Sir
Adam Beck.

While making no decision, Ald.
Wilson modestly admits that by rea-
son of his long service, he is more
entitled to a whirl for the mayor's
chair than many others mentioned.

HIGH LIGHTS TO DATE.

Is there any indication that the
municipal election in December will
prove interesting?

From casual observation at the
city hall, one would assume that the
campaign will be lively and the par-
ticipants will “hit the high spots.”

1S GREATER NOW
THAN FOR YEARS

Building Permits For 1923
Will Eclipse All Previous
Records.

‘THE SOUTH LEADS

Most Houses Are Being Built in
* South End, With Northern
District Second.

There has been more building in
London this year to date than any
previous one, and the amount of per-
mits issued will undoubtedly exceed
that of any other year, according to
Building Inspector A. M. Piper.

The amount of money spent on
building last year was a record for
the city, but this year is expected to
shatter last yvear’s by well over three
hundred thousand dollars. $2,605,630
was spent in 1922, and already $2,-
204,205 has been spent on this year’s
build'ng, leaving only $401,400 to go
to beat last year’s record and to set
a new one. Up until the end of July
last year 347 dwellings were erected
in the city, and already this year up
until June the same number have
been built. “This year’s building in
the city will break all prévious
records,” said Mr. Piper.

London South Leads.

London south leads in the erection
of houses with the north end of the
city a close second. Very little work
is being done in the west end, but in
East London many smaller buildings
and garages are being built,

It was difficult to obtain experi-
enced bricklayers for a time, but the
difficulty has been overcome, and
many good workmen can now be
secured. The walls of the larger
buildings, such as the manufacturers’
at the fair grounds and the Precious
Bloog Convent on Talbot street have
now been completed, and the many
brick layers who have been working
on these jobs are now available.

A great deal of renovating, plaster-
ing, papering and painting is being
done in the city homes, and painters
report that this is one of the busiest
seasons they have ever experienced.
Old Home Week is given as the rea-
son for the extra amount of painting
of stores and houses.

Mr. Piper attributes the record
amount of building of this year to
the general growth of the city. “Of
course,” said Mr. Piper, “people are
building now more in speculation
than they usad to. They buy lots,
build, and sell.” One year during the
war only 75 houses were built, and
this year aiready over 347 have been
erected.

Publications Containing Betﬁntz
Information Will Be Banned
From London.

Crown Attorney J. C. Elliott an«'
nounced this morning that beglnnlng’
Monday next the lid on papers pub-
lishing racing information will be’

jammed down tight. i

Instructions have been received re-
garding the provincial enactment of
this subject, and E. O. Talbot, col=
lector of customs, received this morn-
ing instructions from Ottawa on the
matter of the importation of racing
publications. i

Mr. Talbot said he had seen sev<
eral of the publications in question,
and had been asked concerning their
legality. The notice he has received
sets the matter out satisfactorily, and’
states that anyone importing such
publications is liable to a heavy pene
alty.

Chief of Police Birrell stated that
he had as yet received no instructions
from the crown attorney on the mat-
ter, but that as soon as he did, his
department would take steps to see
that the law is inforced. °

The matter of newspapers coming
in from outside provinces containin“
racing information will prove more:
difficult than that concerning those,
published within the province. In this|
case it is possible that a heavy tax,
will be placed on the journals . in:
question, making the cost of entry
into the province almost preohibitive,/
If this is not done, the circulation of
them will have to be stopped at the‘
place of publication. oy

What the Act Says

The act, cited as the “Betting Ine:
formation act,” is interpreted as
follows: i

(a) “Betting information” shall
include tips, selections, choices, odds,’
winning money prices, prices paid to
winners, pari-mutuel payments, or
any similar intelligence relating to,
applicable to, or connected with any
horse race, steeplechase, pacing, run-
ning or trotting race, whether held
within or without Cntario.

(b) *“Publish” shall include the act
of writing, typewriting, printing or,
otherwise making information legible,
and the act of producing, distribut-’
ing, selling or offering for sale and
disposing of betting information by
any means whatsoever. !

Under the heads of “Offense” and
“Penalties,” the act ordains as fol-
lows: !

(1) Every person who by himself,
his clerk, servant or agent, publishes
any betting information, as defined
by this act, shall be guilty of an
offense, and shall incur a penalty not
exceeding $500, and in addition there-
to may be imprisoned for a periqd
not exceeding six months; and in
default of payment of any such pen-
alty, shall be liable to imprisonment
for a period of not more than three
months.

(2) The penalties imposed by this
section shall be recoverable under
the Ontario summary convictions act.‘

The Criminal Code. 2

The section of the criminal code
applying to this case and received
by Mr. Talbot is as follows: &

“By and amendment to section 235
of the criminal code, everyone is
guilty of an indictable offence and
liable to one year's imprisonment
and to a fine not exceeding $1,000,
2 l‘l'(l)mpons or brings Into Canada
any matter, whether printed or in
writing, which from the nature of
its contents or from other eveldence
adduced is not a newspaper pub-
lished in good faith mainly for the

Fond of Drawing, .

“I was always fond of drawing and
writing,” he said, in reference to his
way of earning a living. “I remem-
ber when 1 was a nipper getting a
prize at school for writing. It was
a copy of “Soucha, the Serf,” and I
have it yet. I never lost track of
the pen work, and always kept my
hand in wherever I was, for I have
been at all sorts of things in my
time,” and the deep, thoughtful eyes
focussed on the wandering days of
youth. “Do you know why I do this
kind of thing,” he asked, “writing
1ames of people who want designs for
their visiting cards and so on?

“In the summer time when the sun
shines I don't care about being shut
up in an office or any inside or con-
Aned work, =0 I get this outfit, to
break monotony, It isn’t hard to
pack round, and I get considerable
amusement watching people and try-
ing to answer all sorts of questions
that seem connected with some of
them.” Mr. Rudd rose from his seat
and stretched his arms over his head.
“Life is a rum game, isn't it?” as he
toock the reporter in with one of his
comprehensive glances.

“I've seen it under all shapes. I've
rooked some in mining, on lake, and
gailed on ships. I've been a school
master, I've written names in
thirty-nine states of the union, and
all the time human nature has been
my great hobby. I'm afraid,” he
added. “writing has had to come
second.”

To talk to Mr. Rudd is to realize
the truth of what he says, for he is
more philosopher than anything else.
His eyes search each new face as it
passes, and in the passing picks out
the characteristic of the owner.
“You've got to get about in the world
if you want to have mental bal-
ance.,” he went on in his quiet de-
termined voice. Look at that fellow
crossing the street, all strained and
‘aut, racimg for the last dollar in
America. What's the wuse; the
chances are he won't get it, and he's
losing lots of fun. He doesn’t know
that the wheat's just ready to cut
or that a dog sweats through his
tongue, or that reading and inde-
pendent thinking can be any happi-
ness. He'll work like that right to
the last gasp, and think that he has
really lived.”

Not a Radical.

“No, I'm not a radical or a social-
Ist or anything like that,” he laughed,
“just a progressionist or natural evo-
lutionist. My idea is that when a
fellow has the poorhouse side-tracked
and when he can look to the future
with a reasonable amount laid by,
that it is time he got out of the game
and gave the other chap a chance.
This frantic rush doesn't get you
anywhere that's realiy worth while.
About all most of them get is hard-
ening of the arteries and a poor di-
gestion.”

Mr. Rudd himself looks the picture
of robust philosophy. Slightly graved
at the temples, there is still the rich
color of youth in his cheeks. and
his hands with which he writes in
the wonderful scrolls with so little
effort are as steady as a boy's. The
reporter suggested ‘that he might
knotw his way about in the ring.

DICK THE PENMAN.

Richard Rudd, better known as
“Dick the Penman,” was sitting at
his writing table yesterday in the
shade, amusing himself translating
names of passersby into beautiful
ecroll work on little cards, when The
Advertiser staff photographer caught
him.

man in the world to go over Niagara
Falls in a barrel, was a personal
friend of Mr. Rudd’s. “I knew Leach
very well. He was an English sailor,
and I was present when he went over
the falls in 1910. He had a steel
barrel made, and he was slung inside
in a leather harness. In going over
the crest part of the harness broke,
and he got pretty badly bruised and
hurt his knee a_bit.
Know the Old-Timers.

Another famous man who was
well-known to Rudd was Jack Hou-
dina, the athlete. In 1910, Houdina,
seized with a fit of daring, deter-
mined to cross Niagara on a rope,
holding on to a carriage by his teeth.
Half-way across the rope slackened,
and he almost lost his life. The
Maid of the Mist was sent to his aid,
and in picking up the rope, it slipped
in some way, so that the resulting
jerk almost tore Houdina from his
grip. He wag a sailor, however, and
hung on. He was saved that day,
but was killed some years later in the
performance of another daring feat.

“Speaking of the' ring,” he con-
tinued, “T've met most of the ' old-
| timers. 2 £een them in their train-
|ing camps, and I've sparred with
| them when they were short of spar-
ring partners. I'm getting along
now, but I still move if I'm forced,
and put up a fair show. It's a g8reat
game in lots of ways, for instance, it
teaches you to respect the other fel-
low and to keep your temper, and
that's something in this age of hurry,
isn't jt?

Mr. Rudd is no stranger to London.
He has attended the Western Fair
on occasions, and will be present at
Western Ontario’s premier show this|
year. He has letters and credentials
from all over the continent, and from
nearly every town of importance in
Canada and the States, showing that.
he was always a welcome visitor to
their exhibitions and shows.

Not An Author.

“How does London appeal to you
as a business town?' asked the in-
quisitive reporter. The watcher at
the black table with the steady eyes
and the masterful mouth grinned
good-naturedly, “That's telling tales
out of school,” he parried, “but Lon-
doners are pretty much the same as
the rest. A city doesn't change
human nature, you know. T do Jjust
as much business here as anywhere.”

“What do I read: what authors do
I like best?? I don’t waste much time
on fiction. World problems interest
me more, and I study them. Yes,
Jack London knew life, the real life
of the wanderer, and he knew the art
of sensing faces at one glance just
as all do on the road. There's an=-
other thing, I never forget a face I've
once seen, and I can always bring up
a mental picture of anyone whose
name I have written, whenhever I re-
call the name.”

Richard Rudd, penman, par excel-
lence, sailor, fighter, painter, adven-
turer and philosopher of the shaded
lane, picked up the collapsible table
covered with pens and bottles of ink,
and cards with their names on. “Time
to eat,” he observed, and I'm going to
call it a day, as far as this part of
the work is concerned. “Write a book
of my life? Well, not by a long sight.
I'm no Jack London or Martin Eden
or O. Henry, but I'll tel] you all the
horrible details if you come along in
thg morning, and you can do the
writing.” He straightened up on his
strong Yegs with the table and outfit
in his grasp. The setting sun lit the
strong, heavy features, and the calm
eyes wrinkled in a chummy grin,
*“‘So long, old man; see you again
sometime—I'll be at the fair anyway.
Toronto, come and

see me.”

be a hundred; to eat more this, and
to eat more that, with the ultimate
result that even the goutiest individual
is said to secure a ripe old age; keep
that schoolgirl complexion, and, gen-
erally, be in the pick of condition.
Savages Never Feel Ravages.

And after reading what the scien-
tists say about how savages never
feel the ravages of cancer, or con-
tract bright's disease, or gout, or
bad temper, or the several other
dozen things which come from an
overworked stomach, the average
citizen begins_ to .look around and
wonder what is the matter with civ-
ilization, as it pertains particularly
to his own dinner table,

Hence the following observations
and conclusions in local restaurents.
First, this blunt fact — with the
temperature hovering round the hun-
dreds, the average man and the
average woman is going to order
everythirig from the soup on.

Londoners ilold Varied
‘Opinions On England’s
Policy Towards Ruhr

Major Hume Cronyn Believes Attitude of Premier Baldwin Is

Generally Supported in

Citizens Would *

British Isles—Prominent
‘Wait and See.”

The situation in the Ruhr is evi-
dently becoming worse day by day.
Some say that Germany can pay teu
reparations out of her holdings in
the United States, while others again
say that she won't pay while France
is in possession of the Ruhr distriot.
The question as to whether it is Eng-
land’s best policy, or duty, to inter-
fere is a vexed one, and difficult of
solution. Germany has stated . her
willingness to pay if France will leave
the Ruhr, and the allies, including
France, agree to say what she is
able to pay and how soon she must
complete the payments. L

France's-point blank refusal to act
along lines other than the ones she
has chosen brings matters ¢o the
point where the equilibrium of Eu-
rope is at stake, and the British
House of Parliament must decide im-
mediately as to what it will do. Two
courses are open to her. She can
either forcibly ejeet France from the
Ruhr or drop the reparations matter
entirely.

With a view to finding out what
the people in and around London
think should be done by the mother
country, the opinions of several ci-
tizens has been asked and are re-
produced below.

Major Hume Croryn, manager of
the Huron and Erie, who was home
this spring, though unwilling to give
any opinion as to the possible effect
of any settlement of the question as
far as Canadian and American busi-
ness was concerned, thought that,
from his own observations while in
England, that the average business-
man at home is behind Premier Bald-
win in his attitude to the problem.
“I think,” he said today, “that public
opinion in the British Isles is very
strongly behind Mr, Baldwin. There
seemed to me to be an antagonism
against the French that was almost
as strong as it used to be against
the Germans in the days of the war.

Serious Problem.

“There is no question in my mind
that the solution of the Ruhr problem
is the greatest single question now
before the world. The whole safety
of the world depends, I think, on the
right solution of tHe problem. How
it is to be accomplished, I can't say,
of course, but I realize the serious-
ness of the situation to every nation
in the world today.”

The question of the settlement in
the Ruhr valley seems to be an ex-
traordinarily delicate one, considering
the number of businessmen in Lon-
don, who withdrew into their shells
whenever the subject was mentioned.
The holiday season has taken many
of the prominent men in London
away from the city, and of those
who are left the following preferred
to follow Asquith’s famous advice and
“wait and see.” Edward Reid, of
the London Life; John Moore, of the
London and Western Trusts: T.
McFarland, of D. S. Perrin's;
Herbert Easton, of Jones, Easton &
McCallum, and many others.

Feeling that opinions from farmers
and country residents would be of
interest in voicing an expression on

the matter of British interference
in the Ruhr occupation and in the
reparations payments, several well
established and respected farmers
were questioned, and the opinions
given are as follows:

Victor L. Hogarth, “Iviholm,” Exe-

ter, says: “Let France go to it. Eng-
land and Europe would gain ahe
solutely nothing by interfering at
present, while if she did it would
simply show Germany that she can-
not be made to pay by force, and
she certainly won't from any other
cause. France can squeeze Germany
and make her pay. If necessary bring
it home to Germany by giving Ger-
many some of her own sauce, which
she gave to the French and Belgians,
I am convinced that interference at
this time would be as great a mis-
take as the signing of the armistice
was before Germany realized that
she was beaten.”
Urges Early Action.

William Ferguson, ninth conces-
sion, Caradoc, has this to say con-
cerning the Ruhr:

“At first glance it looks as if it
were the duty of England to try and
put an end to the Ruhr occupation.
At the same time I realize that if
Germany finds that she cannot be
forced to pay, she has no moral
sense of obligation or decency that
will prompt her to pay when the
pressure is removeéd. Possibly
Beaverbrook is right when he says
that for all England can expect to
recover from Germany, she would
more than outbalance it by close ap-
plication to Empire trade and let
Europe carry on its fight for the sur-
vival of the fittest.”

J H. Batten, of Wilton Grove, is
another farmer who believes that
Europe is beyond the sphere of prof-
itable negotiation as far as the Em-
pire is concerned and says: “I would
say from what I have read of the
situation that Germany is well able
to pay. Stinnes and others in Ger-
many could draw the amount on
their own holdings but they are
using their money where they ecan
buy out the country at bankrupt
prices. Germany has made no effort
to pay after three months of the
greatest pressure France can bring
to bear on her. To me that means
that she doesn't intend to pay and
unless you wreck Germany and take
payment in kind, the reparations
are a thing of the past. If France
thinks she can do anything with
Germany, good luck to her. Mean-
while England’s best policy is to
put her own house in order and
strengthen her empire commercially.”

James Burford, one of the pioneer
market gardeners of the $t. Thomas
districts says: “Why should England
interfere? No one interfered when
Germany was trying to squeeze the
very life out of France after the war
of 1870. This whole trouble can be
put down to that great amateur
statesman, Woodrow Wilson, with
his “14 points,’ in letting Germany
out of the war unscratched. I wont
stay awake nights reading bulletins
if France decides to rip Germany
from one border to the other. Mean-
while England is better out of it.”

BELGIUM PLAGED
IN BAD POSITION

Brussels Is Trying Hard To
Maintain a Stand of
Neutrality.

RESULTS ARE VITAL

Brussels, July 20.—Belgium has
become the battleground once more
as she has been before in history,
this time through participation in the
great Franco-British diplomatic con-
test. Each of her two powerful neigi-.
bors wants to force her into the strife
—England wants Belgium at her side
and France wants her on her side.
However, they know she has rea-
sons of imperative interest for main-
taining her neutrality. Belgium's
whole foreign policy since the armis-
tice, when she abandoned the guar-
anty of neutrality violated by Ger-
many in 1914, has been based on the
idea of co-operation between France
and England in an entente cordiale,
and if that eo-operation ceases she
will logically find herself obliged to
take a painful dramatic step by
choosing between them.

By land, Belgium's security de-
pends’'on France and by sea on Eng-
land. The time limit for making the
momentous decisipn is short, for by
tomorrow a communication is ex-
pected from London asking Belgium,
among other allies, to sign a common
note to Germany, or take upomn he--

What the Belgian Government will
do it is impossible to state. She 1s
heavily tied up with France, and
there are several factors in viev:
which draw her toward Great Britain.
What the Belgian (overnment would
like to do is to work out a com-
promise plan smoothing over tem-
porarily the points in dispute be-
tween France and Great Britain and
re-establishing momentarily the
points in dispute between France and
the inter-allied unity of front to-
ward Germany.

Diplomats Encouraged.
Belgian diplomats and statesmen
are working frantically to bring about

this result. They profess to be en-
couraged in their efforts by the ar-
rival in Brussels of another eminent
‘expert in the art of compromise,
namely, Foreign Minister Eduard
Benes of Czech-Slovakia, who, after
extended visits to London and Paris,
now has come here to consult with
Premier Theunis and Foreign Min-
ister Jaspar of Belgium_

One scheme of compromise in favor
here was given to the writer as fol-
lows by a member of the Belgian par-
liament: !

1—A summons by Great Britain to
Germany regarding the cessatior. of
passive resistance in the Ruhr.

2—Acceptance by France and Bel-
gium, at least by the latter nation,
of a proposal for the convocation of
a conference of experts to examine
Germany’'s capacity to pay, providingz
that this same conference be subo.-
dinated to the authority of the repar-
ations commission and be made
plausible under the treaty of Ver-
sailles by a grant of the consultative
powers only.

3—The transformation of the Ruhr
occupation from an active to a pas-
sive stage, with evacuation envisaged
as a possibility if Germany grants
other satisfactory guarantees as sug-
gested by the late papal ietter on
reparations.

4—Renouncement by Britain of all
claims to reparations in excess of the
sum of four billion dollars or sixteen
billion gold marks to cover the Brit-
ish debt to the United States.

5—Recognition of seven and a half
billion dollar minimum debt to France
and one and a quarter billion dollar
minimum to Belgium to pay the costs
of reconstruction, ’

On terms such as these, Belgium
would be willing to come to terms,
irrespective of the attitude of France.
If a compromise should fail, how-
ever, it is admitted that Belgium
would be forced into an ugly posi-
tion. Despite sympathy for France,
the opinion of the Belgian people is
not unanimously behind the Ruhr ad-
venture. The country by no means
sees eye to eye with France respect-
ing Germany.

Urge Evacuation.

The Flemish ministers in the Bel-
gian cabinet are said to be urging
conditional evacuation. The Catho-
lics have been influenced in the same
direction by the Pope’s letter.

‘If the Theunis government were to
fall again, as is possible any day,
Belgium might experience a com-
plete reversal in her Ruhr policy af-
ter she had committed the irrepar-
able fault of antagonizing Britain in
the matter. Theunis was obliged to
promise parliament his cabinet would
make no move toward a further rap-
prochement with either France or
Britain without consulting the Cham-
ber of Deputies.

Lilsewise the commercial interests
of Belgium coincide with those of
Britain more than with those of
France. The port of Antwerp is hard
hit by the disturbed conditions in the
Rhineland and in the Ruhr. Busi-
ness 1Is depressed, commerce is
languishing, the exchange is ascend-
ing and unemployment is increasing
through a persistence in the uncer-
tainty as to reparations

An excess in population of two
million souls is said to have grown
up in the country side. Belgium rea-
lizes more and more that she is not a
self -sufficing nation like France.
Finally some politicians seem in-
clined to fear that little Belgium
sooner or later will be swallowed up
by France if Great Britain decided to
withdraw from the entente. A com-
promise transaction between Britain
and France is more possible than
most people expect, according to
Dr. Benes. Judging by assurances
giveli him, he said, the British note
of this week would not be couched in
terms capable of bringing about a
rupture between the cabinets.in Lon-
don and Paris. He told the writer
today that, according to data given
him, experts demanded by Great
Britain as judges of Germany's
capacity to pay might well be ac-
cepted by France if they were chosen
from the reparations commission in
Paris,

Caledonia Local Awaits Action
of Other Districts In
Troubled Area.

SYDNEY IS OPPOSED

Canadian rress Despatch.
Syvdney, N.S., July 19.— Caledonia
Jocal of District 26, U. M. W. of
America, voted tonight 99 to 79 to

return to work, but to delay action
until other local unions had time to
ecanvass the situation.

Provisional President Silby Bar-
rett of District 26 said tonight that
he considered the Caledonia action a
vote of confidence in International
President Lewis, who has called the
strike off and in himself as Lewis’
appointee.

The Sydney Mines mass meeting
was addressed by J. B. McLachlan
and other speakers and voted to re-
main on strike. A meeting of the
international officers, Provisional
President 8ilby Barrett and Acting-
Secretary-Treasurer Louis McCor-
mick will be held tomorrow to draw
up a plan for further action in the
district.

Silby Barrett today mailed formal
notice to the deposed executive to
vacate the district offices and hand
over all belongings.

Overthrow System.

“There is no man more loyal to
the institutions of this country than
I am, but I intend to do all in my
power to . overthrow the present
system of government.”

This declaration was made by de-
posed President Daniel Livingstone,
of District No. 26 United Mine Work-
ers of America, at a mass meeating of
some three thousand striking miners
at Glace Bay.

Livingstone went on to say that
the miners had the power in their
hands, and when they ynderstood
more fully the use of the franchise
they would bring it about.

The meeting passed a resolution
pledging those present to remain on
strike as a protest against the pres-
ence of troops in Cape Breton in con-
nection with the strike of steel work-
ers at the British Empire Steel Cor-
poration. Speakers were members of
the deposed executive of the district:
Secretary J. B. McLachlan; Vice-
President A. 8. McIntyre; A. Stewart,
provincial board member, and other
ofticials.

Union Jacks Flying.

Union Jacks were flying as the
miners paraded before the meeting,
which was orderly and enthusiastic
throughout.

According to neutral observers, the
steel-coal strike is in process of dis-
integration. It would occasion no
surprise, it is said, should the men
be ordered back to work on the
ground that the “teachings’” of Inter-
national President Lewis, who de-
posed the executive, had made the
action necessary in order to pre-
serve the union. The counsel given
by the deposed officers to the rank
and file of the miners is “remain
united whether you continue the
strike or go back to work.”

At a meeting tomorrow morning
these officers will formulate a reply
to President Lewis' deposition act,
which will, says Mr. McLachlan, “not
be complimentary.”

PRINCE EDWARD FIGHT
1S KEENEST IN YEARS

: Thirty Liberals, Thirty Con-
servatives and Seven Pro-
gressives Nominated.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Charlottetown, P.EIL, July 19—
Thirty Liberals, 30 Conservatives and
seven Progressives were nominated
for 30 seats to be filled by the pro-
vincial eleétion on the 26th. Two
Progressives are running in the first
district of Prince, two in the second
and one in the fourth. There is one
Progressive in the third district of
Queen's and one in the third district
of King’s. Premier Bell in the fourth
Prinée, has a Conservative and Pro-
gressive opponent.

The campaign has been one of the
hottest for years. Liberals are
stressing their policy of improved
finance, good roads and good schools
and increase of teachers' salaries by
50 per cent. Conservatives charge the
Liberals with broken pre-election
pledges. They declare taxes were
unnecessarily increased, and promise,
if elected, to abolish the $3 poll tax
and reduce sessional indemnity,
which is now $500.

Youth Drowns In ,nam_es,
While Playing On a Raft
In Becher’s Island Pool

Robert Tagg, Only Son of Mrs. Charles Tagg, Maitland Street,
Knocked Unconscious While Playing and Sinks—
Accident Occurred After Civic Pool Closed.

The Thames River at Becher’s
Island claimed its second drowning
victim of the season last night about
9:30, when Robert Tagg, only son of
Mrs. Charles Tagg, of 571 Maitland
street, fell to his death in the waters

midway of the stream after being
knocked unconscious from a blow on
the chin caused by the raft on which
he was playing with other boys up-
setting and striking him on the head.

The boy with several other lads
near his own age remained in the
water after the supervisor had closed
the pool! for the day and darkness
had settled when two frantic young-
sters ran to the home of P. M. Mill-
man at 24 Grosevenor street and
gasped out, “Bobbie’s fallen off the
raft, and we can’t get him out—he's
drowning.”

Mr Millman telephoned at once for
the firemen, who arrived on the scene
within three minutes with the pul-
motor, believing that the lad had al-
ready been taken from the water.

Volunteers Assist.

Scores of volunteer rescuers as-
sisted the firemen in searching the
dark waters for the body of the boy,
but when an hour had elapsed the
search became less vigorous as they
came to realize that after such a
lengthy immersion any attempt at
resuscitation would be unavailing.

The firemen, however, under Chief
Aitken, continued the hunt for the
body with grappling hooks. They
were aided in the search by the lights
of the two fire trucks playing on tae
waters from either shore.

An Agdvertiser reporter with a
neighbor were the first to break the
news to the boy’s widowed mother
at her little frame cottage on Mait-
land street, and after she had heard
the tidings of her son’s death . she
fainted away.

After she had been revived by
neighbors who came to comfort the
widowed mother she related a dream
she had two nights ago in which she
saw her husband, who died on May
4 in Victoria Hospital, in the midst
of a vast expanse of water. '

Had Premonition.

“It must have been a premonition
of what happenen to my boy tonight,”
she sobbed, as she rested her head
on the shoulder of Mrs. Turner, her
next door neighbor, and burst into
tears. “He was all I had—my only
child—and he meant so much to me
now that his daddy has gone.”

Mrs. Tagg last saw her son playing
at the Lord Roberts school grounds.
She told him then to be home early,
and went on her way, little suspecting
that within one short hour he would
be at the bottom of the river while
his companiong dived into the murky
depths in a vain effort to bring his
body to the surface.

Hundreds of citizens lined the shore
on either side of the scene of the
fatality, and until midnight scores of
anxious mothers were calling The
Advertiser office and asking in half-
frightened, half-prayerful tones the
victim of the tragedy. :

Two of the dead boy’s chums re-
lated to The Advertiser the events
immediately preceding the fatal
plunge of the Tagg boy into the

Thames.
Playing On Raft,

George Zellar accompanied him to
the pool and was playing with him
on the raft in the center of the
stream. “There were about ten of

us,” he said. “Bob was in the water
hanging to one end of the raft, and
the rest of us on the other. Two or
three of the fellows jumped off our
end all together, and the raft struck
Bob on the head when the weight
came down. We heard him shout
‘Oh, and then he sank and never
came up. We tried to get him out
but none of us could swim very well,
and we had to give it up.” t

As darkness fell upon the scene the
light from the moon threw shimmer-
ing pencils of light across the dark-
ened waters, but the beauty of this
went unnoticed in the grimness of
the moment.

The searchlights from the city fire
trucks played back and forth across
the stream showing the firemen in
long rubber boots, and the many
divers continuing their search for the
boy’s body.

Riverbank Crowded.

By 10 o'clock the riverbank at the
foot of Grosvenor street was thronged
with hundreds of people; mothers on
the verge of tears thinking that it
might be one of their children, but
silent withal with a secret dread of
having some one tell them that such
was the case, firemen rushing back
and forth adjusting the grappling
hooks, and with here and there some
small boy turning the feeble light of
his bicycle lamp out on the misty
stream in the hope of detecting a
small body floating there.

In the parlor of the little home on
Maitland street is a ukulele which the
drowned boy had learneq, to play, and
in the same room is a calendar at
which the bereaved mother had look-
ed a few moments before she learne
of the death of her son, and said to
herself, “August 19 is Bobbie’'s birth-
day, and I shall give him a party on
that date.”

These facts she related to The Ad-
vertiser when she had recovered
from the first shock of hearing about
the drowning.

“He was all I had left,”” she con-
tinued, “and I was counting upon his
future so much. He was working in
a store downtown during the holi-
days, and when he came home tonight
he looked tired, and I told him he
ought to take a rest, but he said he
wanted to go out and play with the
other boys, and I agreed. I never saw
him again after I left him at the
school grounds.”

Guards On Duty.

E. V. Buchanan, manager of the
Public Utilities, in speaking to The
Advertiser last night, feels that no
blame can be attached to the super-
viser at Beechers’ Island for the
drowning. Mr. Buchanan stated that
yesterday there were three life guards
on duty and every precaution had
baen taken to prevent further loss
of life following the death of Isabel
Storey, who was drowned at that
place a week ago. He stated that
after darkness settles in, those in
charge of the supervised area are
free to go home, and that they have
no power to stop any one wishing to
swim from jumping in any one place
in the river.

Mayor Wenige in speaking on last
night’'s tragic death stated that
something will have to be done im-
mediately to prevent any further
fatalities in the city’'s civic swimming
pools, and that at tonight’s meeting
of the public utilities commission a
drastic move would be made to guard
the lives of all citizens who enjoy the
privileges of local swimming resorts.

POLICE DECLARE YOUTH
ADMITS FIRING SHOT

Became Frightened and Set
Fire To Home—Woman
Escapes.

Vernon, B.C.,, July 19.—Eric Stan-
ley, 17, who confessed, according to
the police, that he accidentally shot
Mrs. Fannie Hall, was lodged in
Vernon jail today. Physiclans today
said Mrs. Hall was not expected to
recover.

states he was aiming at a rabbit and
struck Mrs. Hall, who was working
in a field on the farm near Salmon
Arm.

Mrs. Hall escaped
through a window.

PASS ESTIMATES
FOR NAVAL BASE

Opponents of Singapore Project
In British House Fear
Armament Competition.

U.S. MAY INTERFERE

London, England, July 19.—After a
spirited debate in the House of Com-
mong tonight on the merits and de-
merits of the Singapore naval base,
the government obtained a victorious
vote, carrying the naval estimates,
under closure, by 217 to 130.

Com-
mander Bellaires argued that if
Japan or the United States had not
wished Great Britain to develop
Singapore they would have drawn
the prohibited area at longtitude 104
degrees east. It was perfectly obvious
that unless Great Britain had
Singapore she could not maintain a
fleet in the Far East.

Lady Astor said if she thought the
policy of the government would in
any way encourage war she would
vote against it heart and soul, but
she knew that police forces would
be necessary for a long time and
Britain needed an army and navy,
not for fighting purposes, but for
peace purposes.

Captain Willlam Wedgwood Benn
declared that the Washington con-
ference would have been abortive
had the delegates known of the Bri-
tish intentions at Singapore, but
Lieut.-Col. Amery, first lord of the
admiralty, in winding up the debate
for the government, repeatd his as-
surance, which he had voiced in the
House .of Commons on July 16, that
it was clearly. understood by all the
Gelegates at Washington that Great
Britain was retaining full freedom
of action regarding Singapore.

Proud of Agreement.

“If the country had reason to be
proud of anything it had done in
recent years,” he added, “it was its
part in the Washington agreement
and what it had done since. It was
proved that Great Britain had wel-
comed to the full every proposal
made by Secretary Hughes and its
United States friends. Furthermore,
Great Britain alone took immedi-
ate steps to disarm herself before
the agreement was ratified and, he
believed, by so doing had insured
the success of the government.

The first lord insisted the meridian
110 was chosen for one reason only,
to make clear that Singapore was not
in the zone of non-action.

He maintained that Singapore was
an ideal position for defence, not for
offence, and there was no intention
it should be developed for offence.
All that was contemplated was that
Great Britain would be able to do,
not tomorrow, but a decade hence,
what constituted the policy of this
country during the war before con-
centration against Germany.

“All we mean to have in far eastern
waters,” he continued, “is a fleet of
the kind and size we contemplated in
1911. Under our reduced one-power
standard we must be able to apply
that one-power standard wherever
our interests are menaced. That
means that our fleet must be mo-
bile, and mobility is impossible with-
out naval bases.”

GREGORY COMMISSION
RUSHES INVESTIGATION

Ferguson States Matter Will
Be Cleared Up As Soon
As Possible.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Toronto, July 19.—Premier Fergu-
gon stated today that the Gregory
Commission, which has been engaged
in investigating hydro matters for

some time, has received instructions
to bring its labors to an early con-
clusion. W. D. Gregory, chairman of
the commission, and R. A. Ross, one
of the members, saw the premier this
afternoon.

“The information compiled by the
commission cannot be rendered use-
less by scrapping,” the premier stat-
ed. “The staff has been cut down to
the limit. Only one accountant has
been retained for reference purposes,
and the engineering staff is now con-
fined to Mr. Travers and his immedi-
ate assistants. Stenographers are
compiling the data for the report of
the commission, which is expected to
be in the hands of the government
within a few weeks.

“High pressure orders have gone
out,” added the premier, “to rush the
investigation to completion and to
put an end to the heavy expenses in-
cidental thereto.”

CHINAMAN KILLS. MAN
ON VANCOUVER STREET

Vancouver, B.C., July 19.—John Z.
Jones, an employee of the British
Columbia Electric Railway Company,
was shot and instantly killed by
Chong Sam Bow on the street here
yesterday afternoon.

Taschereau Declares Motive of
Robbery In Crime
Overlooked.

DIDN'T SEE THE WILL

Canadian Press Despatch.

Montreal, July 19.—Rising to
heights of impassioned elogquence
rarely heard in a court of justice in
this  city and matching by his
rhetoric the interest and intensity
with which the case has been followed
for the last five weeks, Alleyn
Taschereau, K.C., one of the counsel
for the defence, concluded his presen-
tation of the case for Rev. Father De-
lorme, charged with the murder of
his half-brother, Raoul, ’to the jury
here this afternoon.

“Did you notice,” said he, “when
the young (Delorme) girls entered
the witness box, before you and at
the side of them stood the dummy
representative of Raoul, with bloody
cap, shirt torn, cravat twisted, clothes
stiff with blood, and it stayed there

as their, brother Raoul. It seemed to
me at that moment as though - the
shade of Raoul Delorme passed
through this room and through the
voice of his little sisters said to you:
‘No—No—No—No. It is not him. I
am here to pronounce his innocence
and not to seek for vengeance.’”

Abbe Delorme left the dock wiping
his eyes.

Goes Into Details.

Mr. Taschereau went over the de-
tails of the evidence at great length,
but made the most of the defence
evidence introduced this morning
declaring that it proved conclusively
that Raoul had not been murdered at
home, but outside.

He sought to demolish the theories
of vengeance, hatred and interest
given as the motives for the crime,
and said the motive of simple theft
had never been suggested. He "de-
clared that it was impossible to be-
lieve that the abbe was guilty of the
crime.

Mr. Taschereau, after emphasizing
the fact that public rumor, conversa-
tions in the streets, halls and else-
where, newspaper clamors, etc., had
been responsible for the instituting
of the case, reviewed the case in de-
tail.

He pointed out that Mr. Delorme,
father of the abbe, died in 1916, and
the abbe had administered the estate
from 1916 to 1922, and experts had
declared that the value of that estate
had been raised in that time to $250,-
000. In those six years, Raoul, the
victim, had never asked the abbe to
render to him an account of the es-
tate or anything regarding the state
of his affairs.

The police had said there could only
be three motives—vengeance, hatred
or interest. Neither of the first two
reasons could have existed. The
question of interest remained. They
point to a will, an insurance policy
and a deficit and immediately it is
the Abbe Delorme.

Overlooked Motive.

But, said Mr. Taschereau, they
overlooked another motive, that of
theft. This aspect of the murder
was, he said, not investigated. He
suggested that Raoul Delorme, led
away by his friends, might have gone
to some place of none too good a
reputation. There the murder might
have been committed for some hund-
reds of dollars, for a gold watch or
for a ring. y

As to the deficit, he said that the
abbe had spent about $9,000 in five or
six years on automobiles, expensive
repairs and trips. He had taken
Raoul with him on these trips, but
all the figures of the expensés had
been debited to the abbe. Again a
promissory note payable for $4,000
for taxes was referred to. Raoul had
the greater share of the property as
between the two brothers, yet the
abbe had been debited with the whole
amount. Further Raoul's expenses
were put at an average of $1,055 since
his father’'s death, but who could say
that he did not spend more than that.
The abbe had also administered his
sister’s estate. If all the expenses
incumbent on his administration were
charged against him, he would neces-
sarily face a deficit.

Quotes Victim.

Had Father Delorme any need of
this motive? he asked. He denied it,
speaking of the affection that existed
between the two brothers. Had the
abbe any reason to rob his brother?
Against this he quoted a remark of
Raoul’'s to the effect that he “was
quite happy that my brother did the
work.” As to the $25,000 insurance
policy he pointed to an answer in
evidence of the official of the com-
pany in which the insurance was
taken out that *“he (the abbe) did
not seem very anxious about a pol-
icy, it was rather a request for in-
formation.” Further, the abbe would
not have inherited all the $25,000 in-
surance policy. It would have di-
vided among the brother and the
sisters. As to the will by which Raoul
left his share of the estate in large
part to the abbe, Mr. Taschereau said
that this was made at the time of the
operation on Raoul at Ottawa and
was the custom of the college he was
attending. !

When he had spoken to the abbe
about it the latter had said: “Give
everything to your heart.” Nor was
th:d abbe present when the will was
made.

Reviews Crime.

He then went into the history of
the crime. He declared that witness-
es put in by the crown (the Delorme
sisters) had stated that Raoul went
out on the afternoon of the crime.
But against that evidence the jury
was being asked to believe that Raoul
did not go out and that he was killed
in the house. Mr. Taschereau
described that as a physical impossi-
bility. He then went over the De-
lorme sisters’ evidence Taking the
evidence of the crown, he said it was
clear as daylight that there was no
proof that Father Delorme had com-
mitted the crime.

In regard to the defence, he said
the evidence brought in this morn-
ing proved beyond all doubt that
Raoul Delorme could not have been
killed at home.

He passed from this to the evidence
as to bullets and handwriting. As
to tha latter he said it could not be
known definitely who had addressed
the package containing the watch to
Detective Chief Lorrain. As to the
bullets, he stood up on the testimony
of W. A. Jones, expert, who declar-
ed that the scratches on the bullets
were common to all bullets, and who

Police Hunt For Suspect
 As Slayer of Little Child

Suddenly the small boy
cried for help, and a minute later he
had completely disappeared from
view.

. Expert Swimmer.

His father, an expert swimmer,
rushed to his assistance and reached
the spot when he reappeared. After
taking hold of the lad he was heard
to cry for help, and Mr. Gould, who
also went to the rescue of the boy,
had by this time reached the scens,

Whether or not Mr. Nichol was
seized with cramps will never be
known, but after securing his son, he,
too, began to sink into the water.
Both had disappeared when Mr.
Gould reached the hole.

He, too, was an able swimmer, and
when the father and son came to the
surface he reached their side. In the
grapple which followed all three weng
down, and cries for help were heard,
but no one but the women were in the
vicinity.

A few moments later the three went
down for the last time.

Attract Residents.

Mrs. Nichol and Mrs. McKay's cries
attracted residents and an emergency
call was immediately sent for
medical assistance. Neighbors direct-
ed to the spot were able to recover
the bodies in a short time,

Bruce Nichol had been dead for
several minutes, but an attempt to
revive Mr. Nichol and Mr. Gould was
made by means of artificial respir=-
ation, but without success. Coronem
Dr. Simpson, Caledonia, took charge
of the remains, and they were ree
moved to Howden’s morgue in Calew
donia.

OIL LEAK IS' CAUSE

’ Associated Press Despatch.
Rock Springs,-Wyo., July 19.—Fail-
ure marked the second attempt with-
ing ten days of Lieut. Russell L.
Maughan, army airman, to span the
North American continent between
dawn and dusk today, when an oil
leak forced him to land here at 5:08
p.m. mountain time. He had travel-
ad more than two-thirds of the United
States, a total of 1,925 miles, and he
was hurtling toward his goal at a
speed of 170 miles an hour, after
leaving three of his five scheduled
in his
race with the sun, when he was forc-
ed to descend.

A tiny stream spurting from an al-
most invisible aperture

stopping points behind him

in the oil
cooler of the Curtis plane necessitat-
ed the cancellation of the flight. A
similar leak had caused npearly an
hour’s delay at Cheyenne, Wyo., his
third stopping place, shortly after
noon today and Maughan was driv-
ing his motor at top speed to regain
lost time. For more than 200 miles
westward from Cheyenne the motor
raced smoothly, but at Rock Springs
the cooler suddenly began to léak.
Maughan passed over the air mail
field at 4:58 p.m. determined to con-
tinue to Saldura, Utah, the next
stopping place.
Forced To Land.

As the fumes from the escaping oil
became stronger, however, he turned
back, and landed. A brief examina-
tion by two pilots convinced Maughan
that it would be impossible to reach
San Francisco, the western terminus
of his flight, before dark.

Bitterly disappointed at the failure
of his second attempt to cross the
continent. when success seemed al-
mast assured, Maughan made a cur-
sory ‘examination of the oil' cooler,

What impressed me above every-
thing else the other night was the
appearance of the hands of the
nurses. \

Some of them were not small
hands. Not all of them were shapely
kands. But they were strong, willing
and trained hands. f

The work of a nurse is hard work.
Her hands fetch and carry, they
scrub and clean, they are plunged
into hot water and into powerful and
corrosive solutions. But they are al-
ways tender hands, possessing the
healing touch. i’

Every one of these nurses had
clean hands, with clean and well-
manicured finger-nails. They were
immaculate hands.

The success or failure of a hospi-
tal depends on the hands of the
nurses. Life or death in an operation
may be determined by the hands of
the nurse. Cleanliness of the hands
in certain respects is more important
than the skill of the surgeon.

Certain diseases are h con-
veyed. For instance, influen: may
be passed on from person to person,
carried by the hands. Other diseases
of the nose, throat or lungs may be
carried by contaminated hands. It is
probable that measlas, diphtheria,
scarlet fever and other contagious
or infectious fevers may be trans-
mitted in this way.

No one should sit down to a meal
until the hands have been washed
with soap and water. We touch the
hands of others, we handle door-
knobs and other objects, we pick up
flith and dirt, unconscious of the
geeds of illness which in this way we
take into our possession.

Dirty finger-nails harbor multi-
tudes of germs. The cracks and
crevicas of neglected hands are dwell-
ing places for the agents of disease.
Unclean hands are 'a menace to all of
us. Our hands and the hands
those we meet—ypon the condition

welfare.

I am proud of -the nurses I saw,
and of the thoroughness of their
training. Cleanliness, s0 essential to
the success of the nurse, is exempli-
fled in her hands.

The hands of the nurse show the
quality of her preparation. [ am glad
the hands I saw were such atiractive
hands, dedicated to high service. No
matter what their size or shdpe, they
were beautiful hands.

A spade of the scientific explorér
18 about to - lay ‘bare the hidden
secrets of a spot that for years has
begn of intense interést not only to
archaeologists, but to all students and
readers of the Bible, no tter to
what.creed or race theéy profess alle-
glance. For all preparatjons have
‘now been made for the excavation
of a portion of the sité of the ancient
“City of David” at Jerusalem. The
Palestine Exploration Fund, a society
which has nearly sixty years of ex-
periencé behind it, will undertake the
work. It has always cheérished: as
the goal of ambition a thorough
scientific investigation of this historic
area. In it various efforts it has
at one time "or other enlistéd the
servicés of many eminent afchaeolo-
gists and such famous engineers as
Gen. Sir Charlés Warren and the late
Lord Kitchener. The work in the
presént instance will he undertaken
by Professor R. A. S. Macallister,
and the London Daily Telegraph has
associated itself with the enterprisé.

“The City of David” is no fanciful

title, It is the name found in I
Chronicles, chapter 11, as the name
given by the Jews to thé old hill
citadel of the Jebusites, who had
thought it impregnable, till Joab
climbed up at thé head of his men
and took it. They mocked David
when heé advanéed with his Israel-
ites to the attack. ““Thou shalt not
come hithér,” they said. “Nevérthe-
less. David took the castle of Zion,
which is the City of David. And
David dwelt in the castle: therefors
they called it the City of David.”
* The site is on the ridge called
Mount Ophel, and it is barée. Though
it closely adjoins the City of Jerusa-
iém, by great good fortune, from the
archaeological point of view, it lies
just outside all that region of the
city known as Hafam, which “is
sacred In the eyes of Mohammedans.
No religious susceptibilities will be
excited by the "approach of the ex-
cavator’s spade. The purely legénd-
ary Tomb of David is on an adjoining
hill.

It was on this site, new practically
derelict, that King David dwelt,
though his successors built new
palacés elsewhére; and though onee
it lay within the ecircuit of the city
walls, these were never rébuilt on
Mount Ophel after the capture éf the
city by Titus. Thus through the cen-
turies this sité has lain untouched,
waiting the advent of the scientific
explorer. and, indeed, only recogniz-
able within comparatively récent
yvears as thé true otiginal site of the
first Jerusalem.

The present expedition is not in-
dulging in any extravagant expecta-
tions. Professor Macallister has had

The founda-
tions of this may be found, for tie
aepreéssion on thé westéern side 6f
Ophel is filled. to the depth of more
than a hundred feet with the debris
of old buildings and the rubbish éf
centuriés. No oné can tell what the
spade may lay baré, or what insérip-
tion may be turned up on tablét or
cn steel.

Moreover, it must not be forgottén
that this rock citadél was a ¢ity of
venerable antiquity long béfore the
time of King David. Thé capital of
thé Jebusites was an iniportant
Palestinian town, paying tribute té
thé Pharaohs of Egypt five hundred
yearS before David 1éd his Israelites
against it. A long line of Canaanite
kings dwelt there, who acknowledgéd
the overlordship 6f Thothmes and his
syccegsors, and paid tribute to the
God Ammon of Thebes long Beforé
the Hébrews appéaréd in Palestiné.
Moréover, thére were intervals of
revolt from Egypt, when the powér
of Egypt waned, and again thé
Egyptian aveérlordship was renewed
when Seti 1. revived its military
power.

So it is not only evidence of the
%loriés of the kings of Judah and the
life of the humblé people under their:
rule that Professor Macallister may
bring to light, but wonderful new
evidence also of the proud rule ef the
Pharaohs. The evidence lies in the'
ground of Mouynt Ophel, broken and
smashed into fragments, maybe, but
patiéntly waiting the trained eye
which can detect its message.

Leonard Must Make Different
Plan This Trip As It Is
Decision Affair.

New York, July 19 —When Benny
Leonard goes into the ring next Mon-
day night to meet Lew Tendler, he may
pack along with him the jinx that 1923
seems to have reserved as scourge for
champions. Johnny Kilbane, Jimmy
Wilde and Jack Dempsey were victims

'of the jinx in varying degrees, and
some who like to wander away from
facts and figure fate think that the
lightweight champion may be the fourth
on the list. Leonard has enough on his
hands to beat Tendler without fate
stacking the cards against him, and if
the breaks go against him it would be
no surprise to see the Philadelphia
southpaw go home with a title.

In the parlance of the ring, the pro-
moters of the fight say it is a ‘‘natural.’
They point to an advance sale of nearly
$300,000, and they reasonably sound off
the expectation of a gate of a halif-
million dollars. "

No Ballyhoo Needed.

All the 'ballyhoo and the steam-up
that have become essential in the pro-
motion of big money fights of these
times were not necessary to get the
public aroused to the well-known ‘“‘fever
point’”’ in the fight. It was not neces-
sary to build up a challenger for the
title, as Tendler built himself last sum-
mer when he came within an inch of
toppling Leonard out from under his
crown in their fight over in Jersey, one
of the best of all lightweight fights.
Tendler had his mental apparatus
stopped by the fast vocal mechanism of
the champion, and he pulled up when
one or two more good socks would have
had Benny on the floor for keeps.

Leonard’s fighting equipment goes be-
yond his shoulders, and Tendler has
never shown the ability to think as fast
as a great fighter should. It is the
brain factor in Leonard’s favor that is
making the champion a 9 to 5 favorite
in the betting to retain his title.

Must Fight Differently.

The champion will have to fight differ-
ently next Monday night than he did
last summer. There was no decision to
figure on at the end of the Jersey fight,
and all Leonard had to figure on was to
be in a vertical position when the fight
ended. The coming fight is to a de-
cision, and the judges and referees in
New York have shown no great respect
for titles in the past. Leonard cannot
remain on the defensive, and he will
have to do some fighting. st

In his fights with Charley White and
Ritchie Mitchell, Benny had impressed
upon him the danger of swapping
punches, and Tendler can sock just as
well as the champion. Leonard figures
that his last fight with Tendler enabled
him to solve the left-hand style of the
challenger, and that he will be ready
to step from the gong this time instead
of being forced to fiddle around for six
rounds trying to figure how to get in-
side right-hand leads.

The committee also passed on the
council foz: favorable consideration
Mayor Wenige's salary recommenda-
tions for the city engineering depart-

ment involving an expenditure o\

roughly $600.
At the instigation of Mayor Wenige,

the committee also recommended to
the city council that all city spend-
ing bodies submit their tentative
1924 estimates not later than No-
vember 30, an entirely new venture
in local municipal affairs.

Scheme Favored.

City Engineer W. P. Near report-
ed that this scheme had been em-
ployed with great satisfaction for
three years. *“We'll get somewhere
with this move,” promised the mayor.
The engineer pointed out that the
tax-rate could be struck fully a
month or six weeks earlier than in
other years.

Mayor Wenige insisted that the
contemplated dam at Springbank
should be built below the pumphouse
if it was to prove of any real value
to the park.

“Has the hydro commission con-
trol of the river yet?” asked Ald.
McKay.

“Yes we must have their consent,”
replied Ald. Watt, who has always
been actively interested in this pro-
ject, which met defeat on a former
occasion.

“They’ll not oppose,” assured the
mayor.

Will Be Opposition.

“But there will be opposition,” cau-
tioned Ald Watt, relating that he was
vigorously opposed at the last cam-
paign when he appeared on the plat-
form and when commisisoners had
knocked the project on every cor-
ner.

Mayor Wenige urged another at-
tempt and Ald. Watt pointed out
that the council had nothing to do
with the proposal but to arrange for
the funds if the people were favor-
able. City Engineer Near will con-
fer with the utilities authorities with
a view toward a speedy report as to
cost, location, etc.

Whether Central avenue will be
paved this year is another question
yvet to be determined by the coun-
cil. The street railway company has
reported to the engineer that they do
not believe that they would be able
to secure necessary new rails in time
for laying this year, and the point
has been raised whether it would
be advisable to commence this work
before the people vote again upon
the proposed purchase of the lines.
The engineer pointed out that if the
.city purchased the road it might
then be considered imperative to re-
move this line and lay another on
Colborne street as recommended in
the Bunnell report.

Mayor Gives Opinicn.

“We need not worry about the peo-
ple and the vote on the street rail-
way,” volunteered Mayor Wenige, in-
dicating that in his opinion the peo-
ple will never consent to a pur-
chase.

City Engineer Near pointed out
however, that from recent confer-
ences with the street railway author-
ities it was just possible that the
company, upon its own initiative, and
presuming that the people defeated
the purchase again, would undertake
to eliminate the Central Avenue
trackage and operate on Colborne
street.

“I think that a line on Colborne
street would serve better,” Mayor
Wenige commented. “We have four
parallel lines now, Dundas, Central,
Oxford and Cheapside, and but two
north and south, and they are a mile
apart.”

It was decided to leave the Central
avenue project in abeyance.

Mayor Wenige declared that the
street railway company had obvi-
ously exerted a great effort during
recent months to improve the ser-
vice but held that the maximum of
service had yet to be reached. He
proposed, and the committee recom-
mended to the council], that the com-
pany be urged to add more cars to
their lines.

Submits Estimate.

Building Inspector Piper submit-
ted an estimate for certain proposed
plumbing repairs to one of the mar-
ket stalls, and upon the mayor’'s rec-
ommendation it was directed that the
cost of this work should be borne
by the tenant who is assessed but a
small figure for the use of this space.

The mayor's salary recommenda-
tions, affecting the city engineer’s
department, were passed to the coun-
cil with but little discussion. The
big fight will be staged when the
council meets in special session Mon-
day night to consider recommenda-
tions from the mayor and city offi-
cials covering all city hall offices.

Winnipeg, July 20.—Passige of a
resolution by Imperial Grand Orange
\Loodge of the World, appealing to the
‘British goverament to immediately
‘withdraw the British envoy to the
Vatican “as diplomatic relations with
the pope are an infringement of the
Protestant constitution and a grave
menace to the welfare of the British
empire,’ was urged ‘by Rev. David
Ness, Glasgow, Scotland. in his ad-
dress as imperial grand president of
the opening session of the eighteenth
triennial convention of the Imperial
Orange Council this afternoon.

Continuing, -Mr. - Ness said: ‘“We
demand the recall of the British en-
voy to the Vatican,” after having
discussed at considerable length the
visit of King '‘George to the pope, and
'of it having attracted widespread at-
tention all over the English-speaking
world, calling forth protests ‘‘from
many widely separated countries
which, he said, “was offensive to
millions of his majesty’'s most loyal
subjects. It was a gross violation of
the Protestanc bill .af rights .for the
King to visit the pope. It was
constitutional for the sovereign
this Protestant nation to visit

atest enemy of civil and religious
berty.”

JAfter recalling the declaration of

he Manitoba Grand Orange Lodge
passed last winter at its annual ses-
sion, which stated that “under the
bill of rights our crown is barred
from holding 4any c¢ommunication
with the See or church of Rome; and

OF PRIVILEGES

Joseph Corbett Representing
Local Shopmen at Mon-
treal Convention.

FIGHT PIECE WORK

Organization Opposes System
of “Farming Out’" of
Labor.

Joseph Corbett, general representa-
tive of the G. T. R. Carmen of Can-
ada is attending a special convention
of the Grand Trunk Federation of
Railway Shopmen in Montreal. Mem-
bers of the local Carmen’s Union siy
that, in addition to the general busi-
ness of the meeting, he will press
several matters in connection with
the workers of this district.

The main point before the conven-
tion is the matter of forfeited pen-
sions and passes to those carmen anrd
shoomen who participated in /the
strikes of 1900 and 1905 at Montreal
and Stratford. Under an old ruling
all who participated were deprived of
their retiring pensions and the free
pass privilege. Under the new man-
agement of the C. N. R., these priv-
ileges have been restored in the other
branches, and the present convention
of carmen are out for their rights in
getting the same consideration.
There are about 125 delegates from
the central region in which the Lon-
don division of the road is a part.
Reports from Montreal name this as
one of the most largely-attended
conventions which the shocpmen have
held.

Another strong fight is that being
waged on the “farming out” of work
outside the shops  This matter is
being protested strongiy, as is also
the tendency toward piecework, which
has become evident on the railway of
Jate.

The Carmen’s Union of St. Male,
P. Q. is pressing for a 44-hour week
in preference to the present 49-hour
week, claiming that while there is
work to be done they should be al-
lowed to increase their earning nower
in this way.

The C. N. R. executive officials have
tendered a tentative plan for the
establishment of 2 permanent benefit
and pension scheme, and it is ex-
pected that the convention will state
the attitude of the delegates to-
ward the plan submitted.

Provincial Police Continue the
Search For Cochrane

Girl’s Murderer.
BELIEVED INSANE

Bloody Marks on Large Stone
May Afford a
Clue.

Cochrane, July 20.—There have
been no developments in the searcn
for the murderer of Monica Foster,
the six-year-old daughter of Alfred
Thomas Ioster, Canadian National
yardmaster here, who was brutally
assaulted and killed on Tuesday.

The police, who are being assisted
by Inspector John Milier of Toronto
who arrived here last night, claim
no particular progress in the case,
but are hopeful,

As for as can be found outy the
chief clue held by the police is the
fingerprints on trees and a large rock
which crushed the little girl’'s head
in. After viewing the body of the
girl, the coroner’s inquest was ad-
journed until Monday next. No evi-
dence was taken.

The body was turned over to the
family and buried yesterday. The
murder was apparently the work of
a man of unsound mind, and was
committed within a stonesthrow of
the home of the little girl. It was
not until about seven o'clock Tues-
day evening that anxiety as to the
whereabouts of Monica was raised in
the mind of her grandmother, Mrs.
Foster, who is looking after the home
since the death of the mother a year
ago.

Body is Discovered.

That night search parties scoured
the heavy growth of trees in the
vicinity of her home and even a lake
nearby was dragged for her, as she
was seen near the water during the
day.

The girl was
people living in a house about 300
yards from her home at six o'clock
Tuesday. She took a little traveled
road to her home over a hill called
Hillerest. A knoll rises above the
surrounding country about 150 yards
from her home, and in a hollow near-
by was found the first clue to the
disaster — a blood-covered stone
weighing seven pounds. The finding
of the stone was on Wednesduy
morning about nine o'cloek,

About fifty yards away, just on
the edge of a dense thicket, the
body, horribly mutilated, was found.
Her head had been crushed in, sun-
posedly by the rock found alongside
the road, and the throat cut from
ear to ear. After crushing the giri's
head in with a stone, the girl mu-t
have been carried to the plice were
it was found, probably in a coat, be-
cause no bloodstains were found be-
tween the two spots.

Father Tells Story,

‘While the amateur stands in
amazed silence in the woods, wh_en
Mr. Saunders’ whistle brings a whirr
of wings and flash of color x.-ight to
the spot where they are standing, Mr.
Saunders takes it all as a matter of
course. So far has he become a part
of the woods which he loves.

His smile is like the sun coming out
after the rain, and his body is strong
as iron from life out of doors.

“T am an old man,” he says (I don’t
believe it), “but my life out with birds
has made me fit so that I almost
Yeat a young man at tennis today.
And he could play, too.”

“The great thing about nature
study is that it gives the mind com-
slete relaxation from business wor-
ries,” says Mr. Saunders. “When I
;0 out into the woods, I forget every-
:hing else. Most people know what
it is to be lonely in & big city, where
‘here are crowds of people. I know
that feeling, too. But I don’'t know
what it is to be lonely out in the
country, where there is nobody. I
have spent days at a time in a canoe
all alone and was never lonely. I
had my friends of.the woods.”

Gets Others Interested.

And Mr. Saunders has not only de-
veloped his hobby himself. He has
interested hosts of people in London
in the same study, not to mention the
sshool children of the whole district.
Loondon now has the best bird club
in Canada, and all due to the initial
efforts of Mr. Saunders, who has made
a hobby of getting people interested
in his hobby.

“l am amazed to find that this
hobby, which I took up because I had
the liking for it, has attracted the in-
terest of so many other people,” says
Mr. Saunders.

But those who know him are not
amazed at all. A personality, such as
his, is bound to attract followers, and
he has given much of his time in
telling others about the beauties of
nature and the fascination which it
can have for them.

Mr. Saunders began his study of
bird life before the English sparrow
had come to London (it came about
1875), and when the passenger pigeon
still was common,

“I was well on my way to bird
study before I was 12 years of age,”
he says, “and that's not remarkable,

SUPPER PROBLEM.

During the hot days when cookery
processes are reduced to a minimum
it is worth while to study the best
methods of making the foods served
as nutritious as possible. For Sun-
day night supper-or weekday lunch
nothing is more satisfactory than a
sayory sandwich. Here are some
tested recipes:

Cheese and Nut Sandwiches.

Chop pecans, hickory nuts or Eng-
lish walnuts, mix with an equal quan-
tity of cream or neufchatel cheese.
Butter thin slices of bread and spread
with the cheese and nuts. Between
the slices lay a heartleaf of lettuce
dipped in mayonnaise dressing, made
with mustard.

Salmagundi Sandwiches.

To half a cum of thick mayonnaise,
made with mustard, add two table-
spoonfuls whipped cream, a dessert-
spoonful grated horseradish and two
of finely chopped cucumbers. Spread
the bread with this mixture, and then
with a layer of finely chopped rare
beef and cover with more salad
dressing, and the top slice of bread.

Club Sandwiches.

Cut the crusts from delicately
browned toast, butter and keep
warm. Place on bottom piece a
single lettuce leaf, and on it a thin
slice of tomato, a slice of freshly
browned bacon and if desired a piece
of cold white chicken meat. Sprinkle
mayonnaise dressing, made with
m.ustard. over them and replace top
piece of toast. Cut diagonally and
serve. A thin slice of baked ham,
cold or crisply broiled, is an ap-
petizing addition.

Shortage of Grass and Water
Blamed For Great
Supply.

Toronto, July 20.—With a heavy run

of close upon 7.000 cattle offering in
the market on Monday, besides some

i00 cattle billed through, the market
opened weak and prices were lower.
Farmers in some districts are evidently
beginning to feel the usual midsummer
effects of scarcity of grass and water,
either anticipatory or real, and conse-
quently are getting rid of their cattle
regardless of marketing conditions. The
result is, of course, a congested market.
Added to the usual smaller meat con-
sumption during the height of the hot
summer months, and the inevitable
lowering of market value, the sudden
siackening in the demand for heavy
beef cattle for tne export trade also
was an important factor in the gen-
eral lowering of prices this week.

The demand for these was limited to
about 660 cattle in the first two market
days, and after these were suppiied
there was practicaily no export business
for the balance of the week. In the
butcher classes prices ranged from
$6.75 to $7.25 for good to choice, and a
small proportion of extra choice at
$7.50. Medium and common ranged from
§5.50 to $6.25, and a fair kind at $6.50.

New York World Publishes Exposure Regarding Strike of the
Filipino Officials Against Atlilude‘of Governor-General.

Associate! Press Despatch.

New York, July 20.—A very frank
statement on the policy of the United
States in connection with the Philip-
pines is contained in an editorial
printed by the New York World this
morning, Discussing the situation
which has arisen through the protest
“strike” of Filipino officials against
the attitude of Governor-General
Wood, the World says that undoubt-
edly President Harding will support
General Wo6od because the present
difficulty with the statesmen of the
islands has arisen from a  faithful
administration by the gowernor-gen-

“a uniformed governor sworn to see
to it that independence makes no
progress under his administration.”

Your Home and You

By HELEN KENDALL.

KEEPING FLOWERS FRESH.

“In the matter of keepynge posies
freshe, it is well to keep them in the
shayde while gatherynge, and to
snip they're stemmes béfore placynge
them in water all hastilie.”

So says an old, yellowed pamphlet
on the “Raisynge and Care of
Floueres,” whose quaintly worded
and spelled instructions would puzzle
the modern flower-grower quite as
much as enlighten her. And yet the
old rules still hold, and might well
govern those of us who love to kee
our posies “freshe” not only while
we are gathering them, but after-
ward.

First of all, flowers should be gath-
ered early in the day, before the sun
has begun to wilt them, and, as the
old pamphlet says, should be kept in
the “shayde.” Lay the culling bas-
ket in the dense shade of a tree or
bush and lay the flowers lightly in
it, with the stems all pointing the
same way. A little watering can may
be taken along and the blossoms
sprinkled . while they wait. In the
case of such delicate flowers as “gay
ladies” (popples) it is best to take
along a pitcher of water and pop

the stems into it immediately. They
will droop between the garden and
the house, otherwise. ¢

A small hadnful of salt added to
the water will keep flowers fresh
much longer than usual, and the
best trick of all is to insert each
stem into the water and then, with
long-bladed shears, cut the stems
under water. This allows the water
to enter before the pores fill with
air. The water should be changed
each day and a new bit clipped from
the stems.

In bringing flowers home from a
trip 6f several hours, they will keep
fresher if wrapped in a very damp
newspaper and then in a dry one. If
wilted or drooping when you ive,
try this method of resuscitation. Fill
the bathtub full of water, drop the
flowers into it up to their necks, and
sprifikle the blossoms. Then cqyer
the top of the tub with wet bath
towels, securing them so that they do
not fall in upon the flowers. By
morning the most completely col-
laps of flowers will have crisped
up amazingly. Surrounding them
with damp air turns the trick.
