The thugs then made their depart- |
ure. Curtis followed, but was unable |
to catch up with them. He found|
their revolver thrown away several)]
blocks from the scene of the hold-up. |

Trailed to Station.

Detectives were notified and trailed |
the two young men to the C. NR.
station, where it is believed they |
boarded a train and left the city. |

The two men were standing uLthl
rear of the hotel when Curtis came |
upon them. Thinking they were|
friends, he walked up to them. They |
{mmediately turned upon him and
thrust a revolver against his chest, |
brdering bim to put up his hands
and submit to a search.

After knocking €urtis to the ground |
the men fied. Curtis followed in pur- |
kuit shortly afterwards, accompanied |
by Jack Gordon. Two blocks from |
the Park hotel, near the Kellogg |
Corn Flakes Company they ¢z
upon the discarded pistol, a
calibre revolver, fully loaded.

Gives Description.

Curtis furnished police with
minute description of the two men.

According to Peter Gallagher and |
George Gallagher, owners of the|
Park hotel, the men had probably |
peen waiting around the hotel during
the night ready for an opportunity |
to gain entrance.

The men were probably ])rr]\;n'ml'\(
o enter through hte back door when
1t -was opened in the morning by the |
hotel proprietors. It is Mr. Peter Gal-
lagher’s belief that Curtis was mis-
taken for either he or his brother.

Internal, Supreme and
Universal.

Perfect contrition may be divided
into four traits, all of which are vital|
ideal penitence, Rev. Fr. Powell|
asserted in his sermon on the sacra-
ment of penance at the 9 o'clock mass|
at St. Mary’s church Sunday morn- |
ing.

Sorrow for one's sins must be
ternal, supreme, supernatural
universal.

“Penance is a sacrament instituted
by Christ for the remission of sins
committed after baptism,” Fr. Powell |
‘explained. “Christ gave to his min- |
isters the power to forgive sin, this|
to be exercised only in the|
tribunal of penance, |
“Thhe church confers this power|
on her priests, who exercise it when |
the disposition of the penitent is such|
that it establishes a moral certainty |
in the mind of the confessor that he|
is sorry for his sins. The penitent|
must make a sincere resolution not t“i
commit those sine again. I

“One of the four requisites to a
good confession is that contrition
must be internal. The mere repeat- |
ing of an act of contrition will not
suffice, True sorrow comes only from |
the heart. This does not mean that |
sorrow must be necessarily emotional |
but the penitent must be sincere in
his regret for having offended God.

“Sorrow for sin must be supreme.
it must be greater than any mental
anguish possible from a worldly af-
fliction. Often the confessor will ve-
quest a penitent to repeat some sin |
of his past life to render this supreme
SOrrOow surer. |

Supernatural Sorrow. |

“Sorrow must be supernatural. One
must be penitent for having offend-
ed God. No natural motive is suf-
ficient for contrition. It is not suf-
ficient to be sorry because through
sin a business position is lost. Fail-
ures in the natural order are dwarfed
by indignity heaped on God by one
sin.

“Sorrow must be universal. It must
extend to all mortal sins committed
since the last confession. This is true
for venial sins, although they can be
forgiven in other ways than through
sacramental penance,

*“A true act of perfect contrition
takes away the guilt of mortal sin,”
F'r. Powell expounded, “but there re-
mains the obiigation to present ones-
self before the tribunal of penance to
receive the sacrament. Our Lord will
grant absolution when there is no
possible chance of going to confession.

“Amendment in our lives is a moral
sign that confession has benefitted,” |
EFr. Powell asserted He pointed out |
that contrition not only implies sor- |
row for having offended God, but also |
4 resolution to not only avoid sin, but
to keep ourselves away from the im-
mediate occasions of sin as well.

“If we deliberately place ourselves
in the path of sin then our guilt is as
grievous as if we had committed that
sin.”

' Rev. W. E. Donnelly Conducts
50th Anniversary Service at
Askin Street Church.

Rev. W. E. Donnelly of Exeter,
preaching at the 50th anniversary
| golden jubilee of Askin street church
Sunday school last night, applied the
parable of the lost sheep to the prac-
tical life of today.

The subject of the sermon was
“The Sleeping Giant.” The text was
|that of the shepherd who left his
| flock of ninety and nine to seek the
| lost one.

The minister dwelt primarily with
the failure of people to utilize their
God-given gifts. He said that in each
life there was 100 per cent of virtues,
Of these some were latent. It was
for men to seek out that which was
lost of themselves.

To illustrate his point, Mr. Don-
nelly spoke of the stunted trees of
the Arctic circle. The Norway pine
grew only 18 inches in the far north.
The stern cold north stunted the
trees. It was disappointing to see
trees stiflled. It was a greater dis-
appointment to see lives stifled and
non-productive.

He likened a stunted life to a king
living in slavery, saying that a man
should throw off the bonds that en-
slave him and go after the latent
| virtues in his being.

Men would never find the giant
who slept in their lives until they
went out to find him. A giant was
not a man of flabby muscles and in-
activity. No life could be stronger
than its weaknesses, and the out-
standing weaknesses of man was the
lack of effort to master self-control,
to find the msising sheep in himself,
to make quick and accurate decisions
in life, and so awaken the sleeping
giant in himself.

Should Blaze New Trail.

The bane of civilization of today
was that people were not willing to
get out and blaze new trails. They
I lacked initiative in life. People were
willing to tramp the old paths which
were cut for them. He would like to
| see people come to their pastors and
| say that they would like to try new
ways of getting results, and blaze a
| new path in the wilderness with new
ways,.

Speaking of the qualities that go

to make great men, Rev. Mr. Don-
nelly spoke of generosity as being a
quality always found in great men.
A man could not be great and be
stingy. No big man was stingy.
Stinginess was associated with
smallness and small men.

To be stingy is to crowd out the
good points of life. This was carried
to such an extent that people thought
more of themselves than they did of
others. They were apt to emphasize
self.

Self-Control Needed.

Self-control was another thing that
was to be cultivated if people would
be 100 per cent. Many pecple looked
upon temper as a slight and innocent
weakness. Usually temper was an
expression of a lack of self-control.
People blew up like gasoline. The
minister looked upon self-control as
the greatest expression of the giant-
hood of life. .

Many men grew up like a northern
pine, which showed the ravages of
weather and fire. It was not symmet-
rical, it was shaggy and torn and
broken. A real life should have its
full orb, radiant with a wondrous
light on every side.

The weaknesses of man could be
turned to strength. The speaker told
of Moses in the wilderness. God had
bade him pick up the wriggling.
loathsome snake. He had done so
and it turned into a rod and a power
in his hand. There were serpents in
the lives of mortals which when
under control become wands of sov-
erelgnity and forces of momal good-
ness.

The church was beautifully decor-
ated with a profusion of flowers. Spe-
clal music was prepared and a large
orchestra and soloists were present to
face a gathering which filled the
church to overflowing.

Collecting Assessments Proves

Arduous Task For London
Officials.

Collecting business and income tax

{ from London’'s foreign element is one

of the hardest tasks of the assess-
ment department, according to As-
sessment Commissioner H. J. Ben-
nett. Going into a Chinese laundry,
for instance, the assessor will be
greeted by a Chinaman, who will say
he is in charge and he will offer to
pay income tax for the year.

“But usually it's a good bet to say
that there are eleven other Chinamen
living at the same place’” says Mr.
Bennett. “We once were able to use
a Chinaman who knew the London
colony well. That year we received
a lot of taxes from the Chinese. But
we cannot afford to keep linguists,
so we are bound to miss some.”

Italian and Hungarian clerks were
employed at the assessment office
temporarily a yvear or two ago. One
could speak five languages. Their
services were found very useful, and
many new taxpayers were uncovered.
But the department could hold such
experts only for a short time

HERRIOT URGES

French Premier Tells of Plans
to Resume Relations With
Germany.

N EEDS NEW MARTS

Associated Press Despatch.
Lyons, France, Oct. 27.—France’s
need for the restoration and exten-
sion of trade relations with Germany
and Russia was voiced by Premier

Herriot in a speech last evening at
a banquet of foreign trade council-
lors here. The time had come, said
the premier, to create a new inter-
national trade current in which
France would have her proper place.

Negotiations for a commercial
treaty with Germany had been begun
and within a few days, if there were
no untoward incidents, the French
would see the roads to the east re-
opened to them.

“Allow me to say personally,” the
premier went on, “that it is well for
us to think of buying in the east so
asg to be able to struggle against the
unfortunate situation created by our
constant buying in the west. I am
partisan to buying in the east—buy-
ing cereals, wood and petroleum.”

The premier declared France
needed new markets. She now was
an industrial country of first rank
and should work out a broad plan of
action. He urged that better use be
made of the colonies, so that France
would be able to obtaln raw ma-
terial from her own territory.

“For,” he added, “if we
count on foreign supplies,
from the United States, we are in
grave danger of seeing our cotton
and silk industries exposed to disap-
pointments.”

WEAKNESS SHOWN

A resolution suggesting the forma-
tion of an ordination committee,
which would take over the duties of
examination of candidates for the
ministry and grant ordination certifi-
cates for all the Baptist churches in
Ontario and Quebec, was read at this
morning’s session of the Baptist con-
vention of Ontario and Quebec
Dr, E. M. Kiersted, professor of sys-
tematic theology at McMaster uni-
versity.

Dr. Kiersted, who presented the
report of the committee on minister-
ial credentials, as chairman af ghe
committee, stated that this resolution
expressed the opinion of the commit-
tee as a whole, and later, on the mo-
tion of a delegate, it was mpved 2s a
notice of motion for discussion at the
19256 convention. :

It constitutes a radical departure
from the established principle of ordi-
nation of the church, in which each
individual church, by calliug a coun-
cil of neighboring churches to form
a4 church council, makes tis own In-
vest'gations of candidates and confers
ordination. i

In reading this resolution, Dr. Kier-
sted declared it was better that the
church as a whole should conduct
the examination of candidates aml
sanction the ordination. which wouid
tend to uniformity and give ir}e min-
ister a surer standing with other de-
nominations, as he would have the
authority of a larger and more
authoritative body than a local
church council.

He thought also that it would tend
to produce a closer and more thor-
ough examination of candidates |
which would be in the best Interest™
of the minister and of the church at
large. :

The resolution says, in part: “It is
desired that this convention appcinut
an ordination committee, ¢ne mem-

by |

ber to come from each association

represented in the convention. For |
the convenience of the business of the |
committee it may meet twice ethi
year.

“The convention requests that each |

church desiring ordination for a|

member shall bring it to the notjce |

of the ordination committes before
calling a council of the church.
Examine Candidates.

“The committee shall at
meeting examine the candidates as to
Christian experience, his call to the
ministry, and hig views on doctrine.

“The committee shall give very
careful consideration to character,
educational training and equipmegnt
in religious work, and fitness for the
ministry, and shall report to the
church asking its advice and assist-
ance.”

Dr, Kiersted made it
the formation of this
was not desirable that any one man
or group should be appointed, but
that every association of churches in
the convention might have adequate
representation. He did not think it
advisable that ordination should be a

plain that in
committee it

No |

matter relegated to any of the ad-
ministrative or educational bodies in
the church. They had enough respon-
sibility as it was. Administration and
legislation should be entirely separat-
ed, he said.

The report of the committee
showed that fourteen men had been
ordained into the church thig ye?xr,
three of whom had become foreign
missionaries. Eight men had been
moved into the convention, and two
pastors had jolned other denomina-
tions.

The morning session was largely
taken up with the report of the com-
mittee on obituaries and the memorial
service. This report recorded the
(ie-:aths of two missionaries, four min-
isters, five ministers’ wives and
widows, one college professor, and 47
men and women members of the
church at home and abroad. Rev.
W. M. Corkery of Hamilton conduct-
ed th{s service; Rev. A. P. MacDon-
;ild offered the prayer, and Rev, J. H.
I.zoyd of Toronto delivered the memor-
igl address.

On Saturday, the first day of the
Ontario and Quebee Baptist conven-
tion now in progress in Talbot street
Baptist church, the figure of dissen-
sion which two years ago disrupted
the convention, showed its head for
a few minutes, when a resolution was
presented from the pastor's confer-
ence which met on Friday asking the
convention to go on record as hav-
ing implicit confidence in the char-
acter, teaching, and conduct of Pro-
r?ssors A. L. McCrimmon and J. H.

later session, is a matter of supreme
interest to the delegates.

Not Vindictive,

It was iImplicitly stated by the
movers of the resolution that there
was nothing vindictive in its intro-
duction and that it had no reflection
on any member of the convention,
being brought in merely to absolve
the two men involved of any imputa-
tion against them, which might have
been contained in the charges made
at the 1922 convention.

However, it is pointed out that
Rev. T. T. Shields will arrive in the
city this morning, and that on Wed-
nesday afternoon the report of the
board of governors and the senate of
McMaster University will be brought
in, and that the following discussion
may precipitate a declaration by both
sides on university matters and bring
up again the two-year-old criticism by
Mr. Shields on these members of the
McMaster faculty.

Rev. Kendall, in presenting the re-

parts in what was styled a model
form of rural community church or-

ganization. In part 1, under the
general heading of Lord's Day wor-
ship, which was called the highest
expression of a Christian life, were
preaching in rural terms, pastoral
visitation, the Bible school, the
spreading of religious literature, and

the financial and missionary end of
the church’s work.

Pastoral Visitation,
Rev. Kendall, reading the report,
said that it was essential that regu-

lar attendance be maintained at
worship on the Lord's Day, and that
the Gospel should be taught in terms
which were easily familiar to rural
communities. The reason of
church was to feed the Word of God
to the flock, and that means which
were most hopeful of success should
be adopted. Pastoral visitation was
stressed as being of the first import-
ance in the benefits which should
acerue from the work of the minister,
and the Bible school was urged as the
root of teaching and of quickened
interest on the part of the church
members in the life of the church.

In part 2 were placed evangelical
preaching from the pulpit, prayer
meetings, and the personal ministry
of the pastor. Here the need of the
hour was said to be an evangelical
pulpit, and great emphasis laid on
the value of the personal evangelism
of the pastor.

Under the head of part three, came
community service, educational work
of a secular nature, such as extra
mural work of the universities, and
the social work of the church. Mr.
Kendall stated that while there were
some people who thought that a
church had no part in soclal work,
that in a rural community the church
was the only social center outside the
homes and that it must take the lead
if the best interests of the commun-
ity were to Dbe adequately served.
Added to these phases of church Ilifv
were athletics, community picnics,
and national and patriotic work.

Prof. Alex. McLaren, director of
community work at the O. A C,
gpeaking of rural religious work,
after the reading of the report of the
rural church committee, emphasized
strongly the need for a general ef-
fort on the part of every church and
organization interested In the wel-
fare and improvement of the Tura’.
community to further what he term.
ed “The kingdom” by all means in
theic power.

Urges Co-operation.

«The sole solution of the rural
community problem,” he said, “lies in
the development of the kingdom of
God there, No other substitute exists
which will accomplish the desired
end. The rural community will be
gserved best by those who go out aund
use every legitimate means to bring
into being, the kingdom socially and
in religious matters. This can only be
accomplished by a general co-oper-
ative effort. In Guelph we have rec-
ognized this and are asking the rep-
resentatives of all the denominations
to gather next year for a general
conference on rural community work.
We feel that they must all get to-
gether to achieve the purpose we
gtand for. Mere church union, or
the consolidation of schools will not
do it.

“The only thing which keeps me
at the work in Guelph is the fact that
we are trying to establish in rural
communities the kingdom of God.
There are so many disappointments
in the work that only this faith could
keep me at the job. The attitude of
all the churches should be that they
save souls in order that they may
save the whole community. When the
whole of a rural community has
achieved the complete kingdom of
God, then the work of the churches
will be finished and not until then.”
