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OBEYING THE LAWS

FR.FQUENT reference has been made in these columns to the
laxity with regard to law enforcement which in these days
apparent on every hand. Hard as the way of the transgressor
declared to be, it is not at all probable that the modern wrong-
doer finds it particularly strenuous. A greater concern for the ob-
servance of the laws which fill our statute books would undoubtedly
make for the betterment of national and community conditions,
and such being our conviction we feel justified in emphasizing this

There is always a possibility, however, that as a people we
should be zealous for law enforcement and pay little attention to
the matter of obedience to law. It may be that laws would be better
enforced against criminals if they were not so generally violated in a
lesser degree by all of us. To obey the law is the first duty of all
good citizens, and by the law we mean all laws. Most laws are obey-
ed by the public generally, not because obedience to them is given
any particular thought but because people have no reason to vio-
late them. Other people obey some laws and ignore and violate
others, because it suits their convenience to do so. They take the
position that individual rights are superior to public welfare, and
even assume to decide, in effect, what public welfare is.

Government by majority has no rule that provides for individ-
wual or minority decision. Any attempt to substitute it is in itself
unlawful because of the fact that such attempt violates the spirit
if not the letter of the constitution under which majority govern-
ment was established and is maintained. There exists no quicker
or surer way of undermining government in the enforcement of all
law than to attack and destroy public confidence in its fundamental
principles. When by decision of the individual or a minority one
law is ignored or violated enforcement of all law s impaired if not

This is as true as regards law that regulates as it is concerning
law that prohibits. To illustrate: Years ago former President Har-
rison and 2a friend were walking in a park in Indianapelis when their
attention was attracted to something just across the lawn. The
friend ignored the sign, “Keep Off the Grass”, walking directly
across the lawn, but Mr. Harrnison followed the paths around. His
friend laughed at him for such punctilious observance of a park
#ign, but Mr. Harrison reminded him that if the regulation was ig-
nored by one citizen it soon would be by other citizens, and the
grass would be trodden down. Mr. Harrison’s contention was read-
ily admitted, also his further point that violation of regulatory laws
must undoubtedly lead to infringement, if not violation, of pro-
hibitory laws.
