British Peers were announced to
speak at 116 meetings during the past
week, they belng debarred from taking
further part in the wcompaign after
writs for election are Issued.

Prince Albert of Belgivin, the new
King of the Belgians, wil' be the tallest
monarch In Europe, for he is 6 ft 3
in. In height. King Leopold was un-
commonly tall, and so are the Emueror
of Austria and King Haakon.

John R. Bradley, who financed Doc-
tor Cook's Arctic expedition, offered
to send Otto Sverdrup north in June.
Bradley, it was sald, is eager to locate
the “new polar continent” which Cook
alleged he found and named after his
backer.

For more than a quarter of a cen-
tury, Brussels, Belgium. has been
shunned by forelgn sovereigns and of-
ficials with soclal position. There have
been few visitors except the Shah of
Persia, the King of Siam and sover-
elgns of thls class. Many years ago
Brussels was a favorite visiting place
for royal personages.

Let us not be too much discouraged,
says the Michigan Presbyterian, iIf we
see occasional set-backs ip the cause
of Temperance. Ocasionally there will
be misunderstandings among the work-
ers, and the enemy is always ready to
profit by our mistakes. But we shall
grow wiser as the work goes on. There
is not going to be any serious reaction
from the splendid results already
achleved.

The English suffragettes, by their
foolish tactics and insufferable vio-
lence, have allenated sympathy from
themselves, if not from thelr cause,
in both America and England. The
sooner women who really are convine-
ed that they should have the suffrage
separate themselves from such ob-
streperous agitators the better it will
be for all concerned. Such questions
can be settled in the end, not by vio-
lence, but by reason.

Our great enterprises for Christ and
His church are to advance by the hope
that maketh not ashamed says the
Presbyterlan Witness. The hopes we
entertained in 1844 and 1848 for mis-
slons have been greatly more than re-
alized. The hopes we had of union in
1860 and 1866 and in 1875 have been far
surpassed. Our hopes educational and
concerning our home mission flelds—
have not these also been more than
fulfilled?

Spaln has taken a great step back-
ward In granting to a syndicate of for-
elgn ﬂuxlou a concession to erect a
large public gambling establishment,
almost #dentical In all essential char-
acteristics with Monte Carlo. The
Syndicate Is to pay an annual rental of
$2,000,000 to the Government, together
with a considerable percentage of its
earnings, in return for the privileges
granted. A neat sum to go Into the
natlonal treasury of a country already
overburdened with taxation and whose
people are impoverished to an extent
that makes the full collection of ordin-

possible. It 1a this

yleld to the temptation in epite of the
king and the better element among
the people.

Ardent advocates of temperance re-
form some times feel that progress is
made very slowly. 1In reality, how-
ever, the progress of that reform has
heen remarkably rapid. There died
recently in England Dr. Dawson Burns,
a noted Baptist minister. It is sald
that fifty years ago Dr. Burns pre-
pared an appeal on behalf of total
abstinence and that it was with great
difficulty that he persuaded two hun-
dred fellow ministers to attach their
signatures to his plea. There are still
left some representatives of the gen-
sratfons which did not consider it
wrong or even Improper for minis-
ters to drink, but they are becoming
scarce and the tippling preacher is
now exceedingly rare, for all of which
we may well thank God and take cour-
age.

The Zlonist Congress were in session
in Hamburg last week. There was
conslderable enthusiasm for a Jewish
colony In Turkey on the plan propos-
¢d some time ago. It Is proposed to
seek authorization from the New Turk-
ish Government for a State In which
the Jews shall have full control of
their local affairs, There are many
difficulties in the way, the first being
to secure the consent of the Turkish
Government. The reclamation of a
portion of Mesopotamia was proposed,
bhut those best informed say it would
take immense sums of money, prob-
ably more than could be had, or than
1t might be wise to spend. Others are
opposed to the movement. The Jews
have much to gain from the revolution
in Turkey, but the Zlonists hold that
they should not follow the Young Turk
party without discrimination.

The British Weekly, in making an
investigation of the workings of the
“peferendum voting” in Switzerland,
finds that nearly all questions thus
submitted to the people fall because
a majority will not vote. Under the
law, questions have been submitted so
frequently as to make elections bur-
densome—sometimes one a week. The
referendum had Its home in Switzer-
land, and 1s en extreme form of the
submission of questions to the vote
of the people, which has been custom-
ary In tmportant matters in this coun-
try almost from Its beginning. The
name Is particularly objectionable be-
cause It implles an extreme in such
reference and suggests the supersed-
ing of the Legislature. Good govern-
ment ls more likely to be attained by
the opposite plan, the election of fewer
officials by direct vote and the placing
of more responsibility on the few elect-
ed.

At a New Year's prayer-meeting last
Saturday, something was sald that is
worth repeating:—There 1is Biblical
authority for eaying that the Lord
loveth a cheerful giver, with the em-
phasis on ‘cheerful.’ But there is
equally clear Biblical authority for
saylng that the Lord loveth cheerful
gervice, with the emphasis again on
‘cheerful’; for although these exact
words may not appear in the Serip-
tures, the idea is there. 'This Is néed-
ed by many of us as a motto for the
New Year. The service in' the Lord's
cause that counts Is not the service
that s dragged out from grudging or
unwilling workers, but that which
goes out as the expression of a cheer-
ful gratitude and loyalty. Perhaps
gome of ug may not be able to add any-
thing this year to the list of under-
takings that we assume, but we can
all put a new element of cheerfulness
and readiness into those dutles for
which we are already responsible, for
the Lord loveth a CHEERFUL ser-

vant.

A nephew of Wm. Watson says that
the poet is suffering from a mental
disorder which ¢ _e before attacked.
him. Watson’s sudden decision to
visit the United States, and the reason
he assigned—to wage war against Mrs.
and Miss Asquith, where the columns
of the press would be open to him—
suggest an unbalanced mind. His ad-
mirers hope it is the true explanation
for no man living has written verse
#0 noble in sentiment and so perfect
in form. More than any other poet
he is fitted to wear the mantle of
Tennyson.

The Interest In the sufferers from
the earthquake In Ttalg a year or more
ago has largely been forgotten In the
multitudinous other Interests that have
followed. Thelr Immediate needs were
met, and then they were expected to
do what they could for themselves.
Still, it Is interesting to know what
has happened, and what the present
conditions arc. The “Advance” says
that “over $16,000,000 has been spent
by the Italian Government in building
wooden huts for the earthaquake sur-
vivors, providing them with food and
clothes and affording them work, gen-
erally burying the dead and clearing
streets blocked with the dust and rub-
bish from collapsed buildings. Per-
haps quite as considerable a sum of
mone, has been distributed or spent
in the earthquake area by private con-
tributors, rellef committees and char-
itable organizations. The earthquake
survivors have been sheltered, clothed
and fed at the public expense and
many of them now are richer than they
were ever before in thelr lives. The
effects of the disaster still continue to
be felt, however. and what Is worse,
despite all that has been done and all
the great expenditure In the earth-
quake area, the citles of Regglo, Mes-
sina, Palmi, Scllla and Dagnara, as
well as hundreds of villages In Biclly
and Calabria, are practically the same
as the earthquake left them. No at-
tempt has been made at rebullding
them."

Far East war clouds have been blown
toward Pekin from an unexpected
source, After dilly-dallying negotia-
tions” extending over five months be-
tween China and Portugal on the ques-
tion of the Macao boundary the two
countries are at swords' end. The
Chinese Government has sent a for-
mal message to the Portuguese Gov-
ernment that it will under no circum-
stances consent to arbitrate. It is
demanded that the territory under dis-
pute shall be immediately evacuated
by the Portuguese. The Portuguese
settled in Macao three and a half cen-
turles ago, and since then they have
had more or less undisputed possession,
save and except the Ineffective Dutch
attempt to oust them and one or two
brushes with the Chinese in the years
agone. For a time they pald ground
rent ranging from $700 to $500 per year,
but in 1848 that was aholished and
China formally recognized the jurisdic-
tion of Portugal over Macao and its
dependencies In a treaty signed in
1827 and ratified the following year.
No boundary was ever fixed, but a

ause in the treaty provided that
“eommissioners appointed by the Gov-
ornment shall proceeed to the delim-
itation of the boundaries, which shall
be determined hy special convention,”
and the Boundary Commission which
has just proved ahortive was a result
of that clause. The belated desire on
the part of the Chinese ito have the
boundary fixed beyond all doubt dates
back from the time of the capture of
the gun running Tatsu Maru IL, in
the early part of 1908, when the claim
was made by Portugal that China was
in error in selzing the steamship, since
it was lying In Portuguese waters off
Macao.

And we know
of another old church in the stald old
State of South Cnm\lm, which, ufter
having aband this d of
church finance for years, has gone
back to it. So we feel Impelled, after
having left off abusing church enter-
talnments for years, to take it up
again. We always thought they were
bad, but now we think they are worse.
L

1. This method of church finance Is
undignified. We are on delicate
ground, but it is not a question of per-
sonal dignity. Is it dignified for the
church, the sacred body of Christ to
resort to entertainments and small
trafficking to ralse her revenues? How
would it look for the proud State of
Virginla, or South Carolina, to open a
bazaar to #éplice out her yearly re-
sources? How would it look for the
proud capitol of either of these States
to get up a series of entertainments to
supplement its annual budget? We
would sav that such a method of fin-
anclering s beneath the dignity of
these commonwealths. Has the Church
of Christ less dignity? Has it no self-
respect which it is bound to maintain?
Those who engage in church enter-
talnments fall to appreciate the fact
that they are not acting in a private
or Individual canacity, but as agents
of the church. Yet they would scorn
to engage !n such methods of ralsing
money for private or Individual pur-
poses. Suppose Mrs. Jones needed a
new dress, and suppose her kind sis-
ters In the church should amnounce a
date for an oyster supper, or a rum-
mage sale. to buy Sister Jones a new
dress? Provided Sister Jones is red-
headed, there would be a llvely time
in that congregation. The trouble Is
the church Is regarded as an abstrac-
tlon. No persons are supposed to be
degraded when the church is placed
before the publle In the light of a
broken-down actor for whom a benefit
is glven, But the church is not an ab-
straction—it is the most sacred of all
institutions. It stands for Christ, and
we should not resort to any methods
for ralsing money for it that we would
not employ to ralse money for Christ
in person.

God enjolned a financial system.
Nothing was left to chance or hap-
hazard. Every expense of their cost-
ly and elaborate worship was emin-
ently provided for. There were, how-
ever, speclal occasions when expenses
were incurred which could not be met
by the prescribed methods. Such was
the bullding of the tabernacle. and the
building of the temple, and the repalr
of the temple. The tithe could not be
used for these punposes. The people
had already been dralned by the ex-
actions of tithes and offerings to the
extent of about one-fifth of thelr gross
ircome. They might have sald with
some show of reason: “Let the women

) at P How did they
raise It? If the tithe law was still In
force they did mot appeal to it. As for
entertalnments they were having one
that lasted days, and of all the good
times that a lot of people, old and
young, ever bad, they had it. But it
was a free entertainment. No oyster
or chicken salad on sale, no ice cream
or lemonade on sale. Everything was
free, and thelr souls were floating amid
the Cherubim. How did they ralse
money? First they sold thelr property
and got money; and then they ralsed
it by simply putting thelr hand under
It, and contracting the biceps muscle.
This is the easlest way In the world
to ralse money, when once God pours
out a pentecostal blessing on a church.
Let God fill the heant, and it Is no
strain on the hand to ralse money.

L

The next money ralsed was at An-
tloch. See what a plain, simple, pros-
alc plan they hit upon. “Then the
disciples, every man according to his
abllity, determined to send rellef unto
the brethren which dwell In Judea;
which also they dld, sending it to the
elders by the hands™of Barnabas and
Saul.” According to some modern
ideas this was poor church financler-
ing. Instead of measuring his contri-
bution by his own abllity, he should
have measured it by what he could be-
gulle from his melghbor by an appeal
to higsstomach, or his love of amuse-
ment.

Paul teaches that the liberality of
Christians is a grace, a something
wrought in them by God's spirit. Like
all Christian graces, it needs to be de-
veloped. Hence our primary object
ehould be, not to see how much money
we can raise, but how much liberality

can be developed by our method of
nluhg it. God wants his people to
glve, not for His sake, but for theirs.
Any other way of ralsing money for
Christian, or church purposes, than by
fiee-will offerings, by an appeal to
Christian motives defeats the design
of God. However much money may
be ralsed, no grace of lberality will
ever be developed by church enter-
talnments.

At the recent international conven-
tion of the Students’ Volunteer Move-
ment, at Rochester, N. Y., Ambassador
Bryce, was one of the speakers. He
dealt at length with the conditions
that prevail with the non-Christian
countries.

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WOMAN’'S_ RESPONSIBILITY IN
THE CHURCH.

While acknowledging frankly and
with appreciation both the quality and
quantity of work that is done in the
Church and for the Church by women,
it is cause for surprise and regret that
her work in the Church to-day falls
far below the efficiency that it might
have, because of the great lack of lea-
dership. It is possibly one phase uf
the world-old strife between the spirit-
ual and the material, the permanent
and the temporary, that social life and
the club appear so attractive to wo-
men of culture and ability as the arena
for their activity that they forget the
double debt which they owe the
Church for the civilization which en-
virons them and the peculiar place
wrich they as Christian women occupy
in that civilization.

It is not strange that society, which
deals largely with things that appeal
to the eye, should attract shallow wo-
men. It is mqre to be regretted that
the club whose membership is made
up of women of culture and ambition
preves so congenial a field as prac-
tically to exclude Church work from
the lives of 7arge numbers. Women's
clubs have accomplished much of im-
portance and value in matters civic
and historic, but they have robbed
the Church of the bhest efforts of
many who have falled to see that
inside the Church, with its varied
and wide-reaching memblership, there
are possibilities for influence and for
culture wider and more permanent

+ than the best work of the best cluba.

Surely now when women have more
culture, more leisure and more re-
sources at their command than any
women of the world have had at any
time, there should be no lack of lead-
ers. No one for a moment doubts
that the women exist—the woman
who can organize, the woman who
can speak, the woman whose gift is
music; the one who is familiar with
art and who has in her possession or
available for her use pictures of the

t-known art treasures, who has at
her tongue's end the stories which
make them interesting to young girls
of little education but hungry minds;
the woman who has the gift for cook-
ing and yet never thinks of making
that gift her means of redeeming
from misery and distress the homes
which can scarcely be other than
failures while the tuture housemother
is to-day a factory girl or “saleslady.”
Why do not women see that in th.
Church is a fleld offering quick and
constant returns for the investment
of culture and social position?

The difficulty is not so much that wo-
men are not working. At no time in
history have they been so interested in
public matters, in the welfare of their
fellow-men; but very much work;
otherwise commendable, is belng done
by Christian women entiiely outside
of the Church which might well go to
the bullding up of its inf A

Some years ago a woman, enthusias-
tic In her love of art, organized a club
for girls who were mostly saleswomen
in two or three of the largest dry
goods establishments of the city. A
small suite of rooms was rented, the
walls d d with ph aphs and
plaster casts, and a library of per-
Laps one hundred good books on gub-
Jjects to be brought to their attention
was loaned for the use of the girls.
T'rom ten in the morning until ten in
the evenihg the rooms were open. On
two evenings a week and on Satur-
day afternocons the leader, or some
volunteer friend, talked on art, or
travel, or health, or whatever topic
rltm be interesting and helpful. In

< few years nine of these girls saved
enough money by economi al dressing,
the gi up of cheap th atre tickets
and similar luxuries to spead a vaca-
tion in Europe. Of course they went
as second-class passongers and did not

expensive hotels: but they
had opened up to them a new horizon,
m 'hr the lim of thelr lives they
n themselves a permanent spring

of happiness and influence.

work was done was unfortunately too

ganized the club was & member of
the Church, most of the associate mem-
bership was drawn from the same in-

The feeling, almost of rivalry, which
this very attitude has helped to bulld
up between settlements and Churches,
is rather absurd when the facts are
sifted and it is found that compara-
tively little is done in the former which
is not also done by the missions and
branches of the latter. Moreover, the
leadership and support of this very
work which claims to correct the
Churches’ mistaken attitude toward the
masses, is largely furnished by Church
members.—Mrs. Newell Dwight Hillls
in The Interior.

GLADSTONE ALWAYS CONSISTENT

The Nineteenth Century for Decem-
ber, 1909, along with a number of ar-
ticles of general interest, has some
that bear upon the present political
crisis in Britain. Sir Francls A, Chan-
ning, M.P., contributes a statement re-
garding ‘Mr. Gladstone and the crisis
of 1909, ia which he shows quite
clearly that the great statesmau was
a consistent upholder of the constitu-
tional rights of the House of Com-
mone, especlally in matters of fin-
ance, This writer gives proof both
from Mr. Gladstone’s statements and
actions for the following conclusion:
“Mr. Gladstone would have fought
this constitutional revolution to the
death, and his Mid Lothian campaign,
the passion of the Home Rule struggle,
kis Inexhaustible resourcefulness in
handiing every great question to which
he gave himself, demonstrate that he
would have fought with an intensity,
with almost a Berserker rage, which
might have carrled all before 1t. It
is, perhaps, a fruitless speculation,
for you can take no man out of his
own time and atmosphere and assume
that under other conditions he would
be exactly what he was; but on the
issue of the greatest of all concelv-
able constitutional usurpation, a ques-
tion of permanent principle, there is
no room for doubt any more than it is
possible for any candid mind to deny
that whatever defect detall may have
been open to objection in the great
budget of 1909 the general principles of
the free trade budget of to-day have
their natural and logical forerunners
in the iwo great financlal schemes of
1858 and 1860, just as much as in the
great finance bill of 8ir Willlam Har-
court of 1894.” Strange to say this is
followed by an article entitled “Lord
Beaconsfield as a Tariff Reforner,” by
Sir Roper Lethbridge, K.C., full of
quotations of speeches of the former
Conservative leader which show that
he was always of the opinion that
moderate protection was good for the
country, so that In the present cir-
cumstances he would probably have
favored tariff reform, This may be
true; but these two great statesmen
fought their battles well when alive
and thelr successors must now do their
duty in the same spirit,

“The Truth about the Manning of
the Fleet,” by Archibald 6. Hurd,
should be read by those who are af-
flicted with the war scare, it shows
that whatever the future may bring
fonth, the present is well provided for,
and Britain has no need to tremble at
the thought of Germany or any other
warllke power. Mr. J, Ellls Barker
holds forth on Unlonist or Soclalist
Land Reform to tae glory of Mr. Bal-
four and the discredit of Lloyd-George.

In a former leiter we referred to
the effort on the part of some of our
Presbyterian colleges to withdraw from
Synodical control. that elder'y profes-
sors might be retired on the Carnegie
Foundation for pensioning aged teach
ers.  Wooster College, one of the
dearest children of the church, located
at Wooster, Ohlo, to whom the church
has given most liberally now asks to
withdraw. It Is needless to say that
such a request has aroused no small
opposition. This Is one of the gravest
questions with which the Educational
committees in the synods have to
grapple with. It is high time the
whole church would awake to the im-
portance of paying teachers better and
providing for their old age iIf neces-
sary, and control the educational insti-
tutions. To accede to the request
coming from many colleges is to lose
control of the institutions built up
through the years by the prayers,
labor and self sacrifice of the fathers
and mothers in Israel.

YOUNG

BEGINNING OF GALILEAN
MINISTRY.*

We study to-day the beginning of
the Lord's ministry in Galilee. W
learn from the gospel of John that
Jesus began his preaching in Judea
about a year earlier. (See John i, 19,
iv. 1) The proclamation of the good
tidings by word, example, and deed was
Christ's principal work before the final
act at Jerusalem. Line upon line,
and precept upon precept is still the
business of his Churca in order that
men may know and believe.

| ~Departing Into Galilee (vs. 12-16).

The imprisonment of John by Herod
indicated rising opposition o, Jesus,
who had not yet sufficiently proclaim-
ed his mission. Hence he withdrew
to Galllee where he had been brought
up and which was less dominated than
Judea by the priests and their tradi-
tons. He was thus less hampered. He
did not, however, take up his residence
in his old home, Nazareth, for it had
not recelved him (Luke iv. 16-80). In-
fluenced by Its narrow prejudices. He
came, therefore, to Capernaum, a city
of political and commercial import-
ance, situated on the ncrthern shores
of the Sea of Galllee. This became
lis home and here many mighty works
were done.

FULFILLING PROPHECY.— The
Holy Spirit had revealed these events
to Isaiah (ix. 1, 2) who saw that the
people, living in the home of old tribes
Zebulun and Naphthaii, which had al-
ways suftered from the incursions of
the Gentiles and which was a reglon of
spiritual darkness, should at length
see “a great light.”

Il.—Preaching Repentance {v. 17).

Jesus had preached for about a year
but now he began In Galilee-to herald
that the kingdom of heaven was at
hand. John the Baptist's work was
done, and Jesus now entered more
fully upon the establishment of His
kingd His resid at  Caper-
paum, away from the traditions and
priestly influence of Jerusalem, was
comparatively favorable to his work.

The coming of the new and better
kingdom demanded the passing away
of the old. Hence the first call is to
repentance, which means a change of
mind or heart, including sorrow for
sin, amendment, and faith or coufid-
engg in God. There ought to be some-
thing of this in all preaching. Man
is a poor sinner, corrupt by nature and
evil by practice. He has lost God's
image to a largg degree, and become
subject to death. The first step to-
ward recovery is to turn away from
sin toward God.

By tne kingdom of heaven is meant
both the external and Invisible church
of Christ, or Christ's rule in the hearts
and lives of men. It consists of
righteousness, peace and joy in the
Holy Ghost. The old dispensation was
passing away with every act of Christ,
and completely “finished” when he
made the great sacrifice on the cross.
He was preparing the world for a new
and better order of things by his
preaching.

Il.—Calling Disciples (vs. 18-22).

A less wise man than Jesus might
have thought that the apostles of the
new kingdom should be taken from the
priestly or learned class, but the Lord
knew whom to choose. Hence he
selected his first disciples from the
common people. The four here men-
tloned were fishermen. Their occupa-
tlon was honorable, but humble and

tollsome. James and John were the
sons of Zebedee, who appears to have
been a :.an of .aeans.

As Jesus stood by the Sea of Galilee,
the people pressed upon Him to hear
the word of God. (Luke v. I-II). Hav-
ing stepped into Simon Peter's boar,
Jegus spoke to the people as he sat In
it. At the conclusion of his discourse,
he rewarded his friends with the mir-
aculous draught of fishes. When they
came to land with two boats filled with
tish. Jesus called Peter and Andrew,
and James and John, two sets of broth-
ers. They had been bellevers and fol-
lowers before (John 1. 40-42); but now
they were asked to leave their ordin-
ary work for the service of the king-
dom of God. The call given by Christ
was characteristic: “Follow me, and
I will make vou fishers of men.,” Every
minister, teacher and soul-winner is a
fisher of men. The figure is very sug-
restive, Notice: 1. The prerequisi-
tes—(a) The divine call, “Follow me";
(b) The divine endowment, “I will
make.” 2. The characteristics — (a)
Enthusiasm. (b) Patience, (¢) Forti-
tude, (d) Tact, (¢) Faith, 3. The
appllances—The gospel. 4. The ob-
fect—The salvation of souls.

The compliance with Christ's call
was most commendable. It was ;. mpt.
They did not hesitate or debu'e the
matter. It was self-denying. They
left the ship and their father, They
gave up property, business and friends
for Christ’s sake. It was literal. They
followed him. They did not substitute
their own ideas or wishes for Christ’s
way and command. It was in faith.
They trusted Christ for support and
guidance.

IV.~Doing Good (vs. 23.25).

Now followed a period of remarkable
actly v. Tt is summed up in verses
23-25. Many wonderful sermons, mir-
acles and incidents are embraced in
this time, of which a fuller record is
given in the other gospels.

Jesus came to save his people from
their sins, and measurably also from
their temporal consequences, one of
which ls disease. He is the Great
Physiclan, tender and skilful in heal-
ing all manner of diseuses. Here i3
a pitiful record of ailments of body
and soul with which poor mortals
were then afflicted.

Though the age of miracles is pust,
the age of progress in medicine ,sur-
gery and healing, Is coming in more
and more with the advancing light of
the gospel. The modern missionary goes
forth to the sin-cursed and disease-
strickert with healing for the soul in
one hand and healing for the body in
the other.

“And the report of him went forth
unto all Syria,” northward and east-
ward from Capernaum. And as his
fame increased, there followed him
great multitudes of people from Galilee,
from Decapolis east and south of the
sea of Galilee, from Jerusalem and
Judea and from beyond Jordan, the
region known as Perea.

Religion s friendship — friendship
first with the great Companion, of
whom Jesus told us, who Is always
nearer to us than we are to ourselves,
and whose inspiration and help is the
greatest fact of human éxperience. To
be in harmony with his purposes, to
be open to his suggestions, to be in
consclous fellowsnip with him—this is
religion on its Godward side. Then,
turning manward, friendship sums it
all up. To be friends with everybody;
to fill every human relation with the
spirit of friendship; is there unythlns
more than this that the wisest an
best of men can hope to do? If the
chureh would accept this truth—Reli-

fon is Friendship—and builld its own

fe upon it, and make it central and
organic in all its teachings, should
we not see a great revival of religion

NEGLECT.

Promptness and diligence in the
worship, and preparation for the wor-
sh. ) are essential as promptness and
diligence in the work God has given
us to dq, and who has ever known a
work succeed as it should for which
no preparation was made, and no dili-
gence and promptness exercised?

There is something peculiarly dan-
gerous in neglect, and it is none the
less dangerous by reason of the fact
that there is nothing vicious in it

God's warnings are sufficient, but
their force is not felt by us, not be-
cause of any lack in the warning, but
because of our apparent inability to
appreciate it through our failure to
appreciate the danger. For all this,
these warnings agains{ neglect must
be heeded if we would reflect credit
and not discredit upon the cause of
our Divine Master,

We need not to become outhreaking
to wound the Saviour and abuse his
cause. Failing to “watch with him"

will do it. We need not “sow tares
in the fleld"—our “enemy” will ao
this, We only need to ‘sleep.”

Jesus' power delivered ten, but he re-
ceived no glory from the nine who
neglected to return after their heal-
ing. The greatest man who has lived
upon the earth, save the Son of God,
was forbidden the honor and the glory
of entering the land promised to his
fathers, not through continuing the
counsel of the Most High, but because
he neglected to sanctify God In the
eyes of the people. Through neglect,
JBli lost the priesthood; and Samuel
brought about a revelation which re-
sulted in God giving Israel a king in

One of the great-
est blessings which could ccme to our
homes this year would be to erect an
altar to Jehovah. Let God be at the
portal and there can no evil befall us.
“neither can any plague come nigh our
dwelling.” The presence of the Lord
at the door of Moses' tent had a good
influence on the tents of others, for
“all the people rose up and worshipped,
every man at his tent door.” It is won-
derful how far an Influence will

“1 cannot d6 anything. What Is the

use of my trying? I have no abllity
to speak convincingly and my own

. knowlodge and experience are super-

ficlal. Moreover, there are others who
are cualified and whose busin it is
to do the work of the church. I can do
best by keeping quiet and going on
with my own particular work.” Un-
der’ this bushel the light of many a
life is hid. To be sure, the supreme
work s not public speaking, and no one
contends that that Is the work of
every Christlan. On the other hand,
who can refrain from talking? D:s
not every one say many things ev:
day, and do we not falk constantly of
things that we * . nd feel? What
right have we to quse - ourselves
from speaking of the things on which,
If we are Christians, we think and fesl
most deeply? We have no right to be
silent on the points on which our tes-
timony . is needed most. No bushel of si-
lence 1s to be allowed to cover that tes-
timony,

Many people take thelr lights and use
them elsewhere than in the particular
darkness they were meant to lllume. A
man who could do & great deal
teaching a Bible class, or by helping to
¢lean ‘up bad conditions in a district,
or by promoting some needy enterprise
of good, lets his powers be absorbed in
his business or In some personal plea-
sure. The light is not extinguished, but
it is misdirected. The heat which it re-
presénts goes vhere It is less needed,
and darkness which it might have dis-
pelled s untouched. So far as the
mission of this bit of light is conicerned,
it 18 covered and wasted. .

The lights are crowded wastefully to-
gether. Some of them might as well
be under bushels. They are not light-
ing any darkness as they were meant
to do. Christians are not to be the
lghts of their own towns only, but of

other tow" ' which need light and of
their wh land, and, as Jesus clearly
sald, ol world.

A true .ight does not need to have
anything done to it to make it give
light. A wick may need trimming, but
if it is a real lighted candle. it needs
only to be éxposed in order to glve
light. Christians often need. trimming,
but  if they are real. Christians,
wherever they are they are shining
and men see their light. Just being a
Christian Is a light making and light
glving thing. If there is no light, eith-
er there Is a cover or there is, no
Christianity.

Indeed, sooner or later the cover ex-
tingulshes the light unless it is re-
moved. That is the way candles are
put out. We can blow them out or put
the snuffer on them. The very things
which act as bushels over the candles
of Christian lives—grced, fear, coward-
fce—are sure to put those lights en-
tirely out unless removed. No amount
of attention will keep the light burning
long under their suffocation.

In our own homes how much light Is
there? How much are we contributing?
Are we shining at all In the lumber
camps, the cottages of the freedom,
the homes of the mountalnecrs, the
slums of the cities, in Africa or Asla
or South America? Is the light being
fairly distributed over all the dark-
ness?

Such a speech from a man who has
had to fight his own way ls Inspiring
and hopeful. Mr. Smith goes about the
country complaining that when the
working man buys six pennys worth of
whiskey he gets a pennyworth of
whiskey and five pence goes to Lloyd-
George. As a matter of fact we expect
brewer or distiller gets a good share of
the workingman's money that is spent
in beer and whiskey; and we are fur-
ther convinced that a luxury like whis-
key is a more fit subject for taxation
than the people's bread. On a point of
this kind we think that the working-
man who has fought his way to the
top by intelligence, temperance and
thrift, is a better guide than the milit-
ant fiscal reformer who is engaged in
the defence of lords and landlords.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier's speech at the
banquet given In his horor by the
National Club, Toronto, was a notable
one, says the Hamilton Times, and
quite free from any touch of the con-
troversies of party. The unvelling
of the Premler's portrait by Mr. W. K.

it is known that some pastors have or-
ganized socleties as a result of the
campalign, and that others are plan-
ning to do so in the near future, This
is what was to be expeoted. Twenty-
nine years ago, Williston church, Port-
land, Maine, enjoyed a graclous out-
pouring of the Holy Spirit. Rev. F.
E. Clark, then pastor, anxlous to con-
serve the results, organized his young
people into a soclety., He invited them
to his parsonage on the evening of
February 2nd, 1881, and that night the
Christian Endeavor took its rise. I
belleve the first Presbyterian congre-
gation in Ontario to form a C. E. socl-
ety was led to take this step because
there had been a revival In it, and a
large number of young people had
been converted. In view of LLese facts
it is surely natural that the present
evangelistic campaign should result in
the formation of a considerablé num-
ber of new socleties. Pastors who are
anxious to conserve results of special
services will probably find a soclety
a most helpful agency.

Young People’s Day will be observed
on February 6th. This ls Christian
Endeavor Day throughout the world.
A beautiful service entitled “The
King's Business” has been prepared
for the guilds and societies beloaging
to the Presbyterian Church in Canada.
Forty thousand coples have been print-
ed and most of these are now In the
hands of socleties, Pastors who have
no socleties, but who desire to observe
the day, may procure, free of charge,
as many copies as they desire. Why
should not the aobservance of the day
be made general? The General As-
sembly has sanctioned It Pastors
know that the young people are the
best asset In the congregation, and
they know, moreover, that if the young
people are to come to their own they
must have good spiritual food, whole-
some religious atmosphere, and a
sphere for the exercise of Christian
gifts and graces. A good, live soclety
would furnish all these. Why should
there not be a movement to organize
socleties in those congregations where
they do not exist?

At one of the services on Young Peo-
ple's Day the ministers of Bydney
Presbytery will call the attention of
the young people to the claims of the
ministry and the mission flield. Might
not the same plan be adopted through-
out all the Presbyteries? The Church
is in urgent need of more laborers both
at home and abroad. and it she is to
secure them she must look for them,
not only In the centres of population,
but in the rural districts also. Minis-
ters everywhere should call for re-
cruits. The topic for the day readily
lends itself to the presentation of the
claime of the ministry and mission
fleld—W. 8.

The note sounded ! all the re-
ports presented al the Bank Street
Church annual meeting was one of
Progress. Incidentally the trustees
were aughorized to sell the present
property for a sum of $126,000 or more.
During the year lots un the corner of
O'Connor and Cooper streets were
purchasec at a cost of $26.600, on which
a new church will bo erected in the
near future. The finances of the
church are in good condition, a deficit
from 1908 having been paid®off, and a
surplus carried forward on the new
year. The session report indicated
there were 650 communicants on the
membership roll; deaths, 126 and the
paster had officlated at 20 weddings
and 23 baptisms, The report noted with
satisfaction the recovery of Rev. Dr.
Moure, the pastor emeritus, from his
recent illness. The Board of Man-
agement report referred to the plans
for removal, the floating of a loan of
$45,000 to buy the new pruperty, and
the work that had been necessary in
the accomplishing of this Important
deal. Power was given the commit-
tee to sell the church property at a
price not lower than $125,000. The
treasurer's report showed that the de-
ficit of $435.06 from 1908 had bLeen
wiped out with the assistance of a
grant of 3300 from the Lacdies’ Ald
Society of the Church. Mr. W. Balley,
the treasurer reported receipts of
$6,645.12 and expenditures of $6,498.66,
leaving a credit halance of $49.46. The
estimated expenditure of the church
for the year 1910 is $6,700, the only in-
creases over last year’s being one of
3600 for interest, $25 to the caretaker's
salary, and an amount for advertis-
Ing the church serVices In the city
vapers. Mr. John Kane, in the ab-
eence of Rev. Mr. Turnbull, was call-
ed to the chalr.

Kilwining lodge of Freemasons at-
tended service in First Presbyterian
church on Sunday evening, when the
members listened to an appropriate
unlmon from Rev. Malcolm A. Camp-
bell.

The congregation at Verdun is mak-
ing substantial progress. Two years
ago the membership was only thirty-
seven; it is now one hundred and
twelve, with about sixty adherents.
With the rapidly increasing population
and prospects for continued growth the
congregation has asked Presbytery for
organization as an augmented charge.
Mr, P. T. Drumm has done much use-
ful work In this missio:, and its excel-
lent position at the present time is
largely due to his efforts.

The Presbyterian Mission of St.
Gabriel de Brandon is making most en-
couraging progress. On Thursday last
a Christmas festival was held which
brought joy, pleasure and gratitude to
Protestants and Roman Catholics
alike. Through the kindness of the
Sunday school class of Mrs. (Dr.)
Dewey, of Stanley street church, Mont-
real, a Christmas tree was laden with
gifts and brought joy to many children
who had never had such a treat. Some
twenty-five had been gathered, a good
percentage of whom were French-Can-
adian Roman Catholics. Fifty chalrs
had been secured through the liberality
of Mr. W. J. Morrice, of Montreal, but
some twenty more were needed to seat
the people. The prospects for good
work are bright. On October 15 the
mission did not possess even a lot. On
December 30 the new chapel was suffic-
fently advanced to be occupied. Dr.
Amaron, of Joliette, who is directing
the work, is much gratified with the
zeal and earnestness displayed by the
people.

The Rev. W. D. Reld, B.A, B.D, at
the close of his sermon on Sunday eve-
ning, announced to a large congrega-
tion that he had decided to accept the
appointment offered him of the super=
intendency of Presbyterian Missions
in Alberta. He handed his resignation
to the officlals of Taylor church last
week, and it will, in due time, come
before the Presbytery for ratification
He sald that no doubt the rumor
would be spread abroad that he was
going In consideration of an Increas-
ed salary; but if anyone heard such a
statement they could meet it with the
assertion that in his new position he
would recelve $250 less salary per
year than he Is recelving at Taylor
church. “I have been pastor of Taylor
church for nearly twelve years, and in
that time have had many invitations
to other spheres of labor,” Mr. Reld
continued, “but I have always felt,
hitherto, that I had as large a field
of labor here as I could find anywhere
else in Canada. Larger salaries have
been offered, but they proved no
temptation, and 1 have been very hap-
py in my work here. In October last
1 recelved an Invitation from the Synod
of Alberta to take charge of the mls-
slonary department of our Church
work in that province. The commu-
nication stated that I was the unani-
mous cholce of the General Assembly
Committee charged with the appoint-
ment. - I was surprised, and at first
I could not see my way clear to leave
this church, in which I was so deeply
interested, and which was so dear to
me. But after long and serlous con-
sideration and prayer it appeared to
me that this was a call to a greater
work for God and the Church. I have
looked at the question from the
standpoint of the Church’s interests as
well as in regard to my own future,
and I have come to the conclusion
that another minister might reach
some people In the Bast End that I
could not. I expect harder work and
fewer comforts in the western field

than I have in Montreal. Tt will mean
what Is sometimes called sacrifice in
other ways than decrease In salary;
but where duty calls neither finances
nor other personal considerations
should weigh. My decision, of course
is subject to the sanction of the Pres-
bytery.” Mr. Reld concluded his re-
marks by referring to the cordial re-
lations that had existed between him
and his congregation during the whole
of his pastorate, there having been no
differences or “church quarrels” in the
entire period, The church was man-
ned with a united, earnest consecrat-
ed band of officers and workers; the
church had been cleared of the debt
of $15,000 which rested upon it when
he became its pastor; a plece of land
adjoining the church had been bought
and paid for, and a new plpe organ
had been installed and pald for. He
was gratified to be able to leave things
in such a condition for his successor,
and he wished them success In the
future.

JEWISH MISSION, TORONTO.

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HEALTH AND HOME HINTS.

When adding boiling milk to eggs,
put in a spoonful at a time or the eggs
will curdle,

Your starch will not stick if you stir
it with a wax candle directly it is
made.

‘When ollcloth is dull and shows signs
of wear, it will be greatly jmproved by
a thin coat of varnish.

When blacking a kitchen range, mix
the blacklead with vinegar, if you want
it to have a really good polish.

Select lamp wicks which are soft and
loogely woven. Soak them in vinegar
and dry in a cool oven before using.

‘When boiling rice add lemon julce to
the water to make the grains white,
and prevent them sticking together.

Even a severe bilious attack may
often be overcome by taking the juice
of one or two lemons In a goblet of
water before retiring and in the morn-
ing before rising. When taken on
an empty stomach the lemon has an
opportunity to work on the system.
The use of the remedy should be con-
tinued at least for several weeks.

A variation of apple and celery salad
is agreeable. Cut into dice three large
apples, two juicy lemons, and a largze
stalk of celery. Toss together, pile
on lettuce leaves and cover with may-
onnaise.

‘When boiling a ham always add a
teacupful of vinegar and six or eight
cloves for each gallon of water, They
improve the flavor wonderfully. Let
the ham cool in the water in which it
was bolled, and it will be deliclously
molst and nice.

CAT AND FOX MEET.

In w recent number of a German
sporting paper, a forester describes a
scene which he witnessed In a clear-
ing In the forest.

He came one atternoon upon a big
Llack cat, occupled apparently in the
pursuit of ice, and from the shelter
of a tree he watched its movements
through a fleld glass. After a few min-
utes an old fox made its appearance.
Elinking slowly forward toward the
cat, it lay down within a few steps of
it, ready to spring.

The cat had observed its enemy, but
beyond keeping a sharp lookout on its
movements it made no sign. Shortly a
young fox joined the old one, and al-
most immediately bounded at the cat,
which sprang aside and struck its as-
sailant so efficaclously across its face
with its sharp claws that it retired as
quickly as it came. After an interval
the old fox. advancing slowly and
carefully, made its attack: but the re-
sult was the same. the cat, spitting
and hissing, struck out hard, and the
fox retired discomfited.
