THE LATE DUEL IN MONTREAL,

From the Montreal Heraht of Wednesday famt

A atlair of honour took place yesterday
moming near the Pavilion, which we are sar«
ty to say, terminated fatally to one of the
parties, Major Henry John Warde, of the Lst
Royals. His antagonist is said to have been
Robert Sweeney, Esq. but nothing cerlain
is kmown regarding his being the person, or
of the nature of the quarrel between the par-
ties. Report also says that Major Warde was
attended on the Ground by Captain Mayne of
the Royals, and Mr. Bweensy by Mr. Airey
f the Royal Artillery, and that Dr. Knox of
the Royals was the medical attendant. The
meeting took place at five o’oclock this morp-
ing, and a caroner’s jury sat atone o'clock,
bringing in the following verdict : « We are
of opinion that the late Major Henry John
Warde came by his death, in consequence of
a gun shot wound inflicted by some person
unknown i a duel this marning,” This mel-
ancholy event has cast a gloom on every
countenance. The following is an epitome
of the evidence before the Jury :

James M’Donald, ploughman to M, B,
Gibb, deponed that about 5 A. M., on leaving
his house to go to the stables, he heard the
report of a gun or pistol, and on reaching the
stable, he saw in a field a short distance off,
afigure lying on the ground, and three or
four persons about it, us if lamenting over
it. Onc of the party, who had on a white
hat, came up to him and asked him to assist
in carrying to the Pavillion the body of a
gentleman who bad been shot, ; he declined,
stating that the author of the person’s death
ought to be punished, but oo the assurance of
the gentleman that he had nothing to do in
the affair, deponent, with two other farm ser-
vants carried the deceased to the Pavillion.

wished a room to put a gentleman in who had
been shot in a duel. Before he opened the
y door, he looked out at the back window of

the house, and saw a person on the ground,
with two or three round him. The doer was
subsequently opened, and the body placed in
a roon, on a baudette which the deponent
procured for that purpose. While washing
the body, a bullet fell out from the left arm.
A person who styled himself Captain Mayne’s
servant, told deponent that deceased was

Major Warde, and two of the other gentlemen
| were Captain Mayne and Dr. Knox, all of

The Brigade of Guards, under the command
of Major General Sir J Macdonell, have
arrived at Quebee, The Major General com-
manding is a gallant and experienced officer.
He is brother to the late Glengarry, and was
for many years well and familiarly known as
Colonel James Macdonnell, of the Coldstream
Guards.  Sir Walter Scott, in describing the
battle of Waterloo, makes the following hon.
ourable notice of the conduct of the Guards,
and that of Colonel Macdonell on thatbloody
field. * About half past eleven o'clock, the
whaole of the French second corps d’armes,
amouuting te three divisions, oach consisting
of ten thousand men, commenced a most des-
porate attack upon tue post of Hougoment. It
was defended by the lizht companies of the
Guards, who were stationed in the chateau
wnd the garden, partly in the wood, in con-
junction with a corps of sharp shooters, chicef-
Iy Nasoau toops,  The defence was supported
by the whole second biigade of Guards under
Major General Byng, placed in a yising
ground in the rearyso as to preserve the power
of reinforcing the garnson. The first divis.
ion of the French, commanded by Jerome
Bonaparte, commenced the assault, which,
after a short but violent struggle, terminated
in their retreating with great loss,  But the
attack was almost instantly renewed with in-
credible fury by the second division, com-
manded by General Foy.  The fury of the on-
set was such, that the sharp shooters of Nas-
san Ussingen, to whom the grove of Hougo-
mont hal been "contided, abandoned that part
of the post, and the chateau itself must bave
ieen carried, but for the  stubbom and despe-
rate courage of that detachment of the Guards
to whom the defence was intrusted. A French
sfficer followed by a few men, actually forced
his way into the court yard of the chatean,
but all ‘were there bayonetted. Colonel Mac-
donell, the bro her of our Highland Chief
(ilengarry, was obliged to fight hand to
hand among the asailants, and was indebted
to personal strength no less than courage for
his success in the perilons duty of shutting the
pates of the court yard against the enemy.”
