But herc coanes what 1 don't
like ; ““and as little tipped with white
as possible.”  Now Gents, 1 hold that
this clause never ought to have entered

the standard, only as a positive disqual-

ificiiion. . A bird may have a crooked
comb, which can and often are trimmed,
but this is not allowed in kngland, and
is considered a disqualification. z2nd.—
Waite tipped feathers are bad to manip-
ulate, especially when they are as badly
tipped as the majority I saw at Brant-
ford ; alth-ugh I considered it a first
class Show, taking it col.ectively, but as
Hamburygs in all their varieties, are my
favourites, 1 wn most interested in them.
