We have much' pleasure in giving
space to the following mission report re.
ceived by Rt. Rev, Dr, Clut, 0. M. I.;

8t. Joseph's Mission, Dec, 1888
My Lorp AND REVEREND FATHER —In
the course of the summer I sent you a
detailed account of my mission ; I have
butlittle to add, Here, without being
very robust, we all enjoy fairly good
health, and our existence passes gaily
along, Although we have our trials and
difficulties as regards poverty and conse-
quent privations of all kinds the North
being & unique country, in which, as
Your Lordship is well aware, ono may
not live without suffering. Hence we
have ours, but with God’s holy aesistance
we bear them all with an easy heart,
which renders them light and oftimes
sweet, The difliculty the missionary
meets with to procure the necessaries of
life is constantly increasing. Famine is
ever at our door ready to enter, and we
vainly labor to send it off. There is but
one way of being eatisfied, and that to
act cheerfully as the Master has com.
manded, ask and you shall receive your
bread of each day. Nothing more
pleasant than to live by the gifts which
@od thus sends, However, if we must
trust to Providence, 'tis well also to be
provident, Oar poor Indians, who will
insist upon living as the birds of the air,
oblivious of the morrow, and reckless in
days of abundance, sutter cruelly of
hunger. Because of their negligence
they oftimes pass three or four days
without food, and tbat in the coldest of
weather, They are, however, undis.
mayed, our good redskins being accus
tomed to be cheerful in adversity.
During the days of want they live in
hope, and without always avowing it, all
think as the good old fellow, who, last
winter, not having always the ration that
his stomach claimed, would say to me :
“[ have suftered many months during
this Winter, It was God’s will, very
well! But if I chance to shoot a good
fat deer, 8o much the worse for Lent, for
I will eat him even on a fast day.” Our
Montagnais of St. Joseph’s continue quite
submissive ; they work more than ever,
with an all absorbing, activity at their
land, particularly since the price of furs
has, by reacon of the greater opposition,
considerable goue up. Like all children
of Adam, the sons of the forest have
engraved in their hearts that sentiment
which leads them to seek comfort and
happiness, but their comfort and happi-
ness is all centred in their stomach, and,
as the master, who knows them to be
slightly rapacious, condemns them at
times to a rigorous diet, thus imagine
themeelves the most unfortunate mem-:
bers of the human race, However, not.
withstanding their little faults, I am
satisfied with them, They are good
Christians, observe pretty fairly the
commandments of God and of His
Church, are faithful to their prayers,
morning and evening, and when far from
the priest, they assemble on Suudays
and holy days to sing hymns and recite
the beads. No matter on what business
they come to the Fort, they never fail to
call at the mission, Their first thought
is to go and greet the Most High, tbat is
make a little visit to the Blessed Sacra
ment, And they never return to the
forest without having confessed their
sing, For Indians 1 find them very
agreeable ; ’tis true they are all my
family, and apart from their faults every-
thing about them pleases me. The
free traders have just left, after
emptying their pockets, because the
Indians, rebellious lambs, far from
giving tneir wool amused themselves
plucking others. Although I have only
to thank the traders for their courtsey I
am far from regretting their departure
because they turned the heads of my
poor Indians. The Protestant minister,
finding that he might increase his board
by doing nothing, remains on, This
worthy with his better halt does some
work, He reads the Bible to the deaf,
that is all his ministry, for he is neither
more nor less than a shephard without &
flock, I think we may sometime this
winter dispense with the formality of a
supper, for in sooth, as regards provisions
we have only potatoes. The autumn
fishery has been null or nearly so. We
caught with great difficulty a few white
fish which spread broadcast their un.
grateful odor, for the Autumn being very
mild they have grown corrupt, But
good or bad they must be eaten ; the more
80 as I have to share with a poor old
blind man and his family, This brave
citizan in return comes from time to time

to pay me orooked compliments—tells

me ] am only a miser, wishing evidently to
impress upon me that I wust not expeot
my reward from man, I help him none
the less cheerfully and regret at least as
much as be does my poverty which pre-
vents me from giving more generously.
We could purchase no dried meat, and
the fresh is yet on the backs of the deer
that wander over our prairies and the
Indians have not yet made their acquaiot
soce. I have been many times disturbed
by the Indians, who come in and out,
It I pass _readily from one subject to
snother Your Lordship will kindly
pardon me, Your Lordship will allow
me to make a few requests. But I
must first thank you for what you
bave done in the past, Last autumn, I
received two bags of flour, I know not
from whom, but I thougbt it must be
Your Lordship who so sgreeably sur.

Tnanks for the interest which, in your
fatherly love, you manifest towards the
poor missionaries who are almost lost on
the hill-tops of the Rockies so difficult
of access, I hope, Rav, Father Lecompte,
will write Your Lordship explaining in
detail all his labors of last winter and
the 1igors of a protracted fast which he
was forced to undergo, Notwithstand-
ing the lack ot provisions, he found
sufficient devotion, courage and energy
to prepare all the shingling necessary to
roof-over oOur chapel. It was an urgent
repair, While Father Lecompte was
occupied at St. Paul I was in complete
solitude at Saint Raphael, where, during
three monthe, I bad for sole companion
Jacob’s child, who, being cured in about
six weeks, went to the “fishing lake” to
be with his aunt., The Divine Master,
admirable in His wisdom, wished to
occupy me until the return of Brother
Mark from the lake. I was visited anew
by sickness from which I suftered two
years ago. This relapse was much less
serious and much shorter than the first
time, However I was obliged to remain
in bed during fifteen days and perfectly
alone, God knew my position and I
was resigned, well aware that all this, in
the views of Providence, must contribute
powerfully to my sanctification. I am
yet alive. To my great regret I was
obliged to leave Brother Mark quite
alcne during a fortnight so as to protit
by the steam boat which was going to
Fort Wrigley, I left here on the first of
June in a canoe with two young Indians
and arrived on the 5th at the Sacred
Heart, where Mr. Camsell received me
with his ordinary courteesy., I found
there only the Indian and white em-
ployees, who profited one and all by my
presence, to approach the Sacraments,
Ten days later I went down to our Lady
of the Sacred Heart where Bompae,
minister Garton and school-master
Allen were making a great display of
flour, sugar, tea and other things, to
paralyse my ministry, But without
being troubled by their wealth and
loquaciousness I tranquilly continued
the work of God, bapuized three mar.
ried adulte and four or five children,
Every evening Johnny’s house (Johnny
is an orphan cared for by Father de
Kerangue) was filled with people ; dur.
ing the day I instructed privately those
who came to see me. One day, as those
persons were leaving the houee, Lucienne
(Jobnny's wite) heard them make the
following reflection *“Here we under-
stand what God and His religion are,
but over there (with Allen and the min.-
isters) we understand nothing.”” They
would come to me then and converse
very freely in the following strain how.
ever, “we like you, your prayer (religion)
is the best but you are a miser, you e
neither sugar, nor flour, you should share
with us all you possess,” 1 can assure
you my short and solid unswers were
understood, although not having the
advantage of satisfying every one, An-
other of their objections is “you do not
stop with us, you only make a short call
while the minister has built himself a
fine big house, where he remains all the
year around at our disposal”” It was
very difficult for me to make them
understand the impossibility of my
remaining thus all the year with them.

Thinking Your Lordship improved I
was expecting you this summer, I gave
them the hope that they would see you
this summer. But deception !

Johnny and Lucienne have dome im.
mence good among those Indians, After
God it is to them I owe the fact of pos-
seseing yet a few of them after the
assaults they had to endure on the part
of the ministers, May God render them
a reward hundredfold. Last autumn a
young married Catechumen fell danger.
ously ill. Allen called upon him fre.
quently, bringing medecines, sugar, tea,
etc, The disesse always increased,
Johnny, inspired by God, went to his
house, upbraided him for listening to
Allen, pressed him to pray the blessed
Virgin, offered to take him into his own
home, where he would be more comfort.
able. The patient accepted. Johnny,

his wife and Mary, a little orphan, began
& novena to obtain his recovery, Lu.

cienne cared for him night and day,
generously  sacrificiog in his favor the
few umozlu she still had, Three days
later the man was better ; at the end of
the novena he was cured snd learned
with joy the prayers that Johnny taught
him, This spring he did not miss one
of the exercises of the miseion, May
God grant him perseverance !

When I left these good Indians [ pro
mised to return as soon as possible,
Alas | it will not be before ghe spring of
1889, And yet the wolf the fold.
Ab! when will we have a Pesident mis-
sionary at N. D. du Bacre Ceeur ! There
would soon be but one flock under one
pastor. We pray here in that end. May
God bless your prayers and words thiat
you may soon return accompsnied by
mauy laborers. The harvest is ripe but
unfortunately for want of laborers tBe
grain perishes by the road side.

This letter is written at Brochet Lake,

My AGED FaTHER,—It is the eve of the
great feast when we pray in the night,
(Coristmas) that I write you this letter.

Father, 1 wish to write you a little.
Since I saw you until last winter, I had
been very lucky ; but,behold misfortunes
seem to have fallen upon me ! !! /

No doubt you have already learned
the sad news I am going to speak to you
about,

On the same day two of my younger
brothers died of hunger, with all their
children. And they were not the only
ones!!! Hence my heart weeps,

Father, I feel very bitterly these cruel
losses. But I suppose GGod has willed it
80. Isubmit,

We have not even found the badies of
my two brothers! Both of them
perished at the chase. Alas! it was far
away from my home! It took me too
long to reach the unlucky spot, As the
foot-printe of my brother appeared no
longer on the snow, I had no means of
finding their bodies, and besides I was
exhausted from fatigue and hunger !!!

I am so sad, that 1n writing this 1 do
not pretend to move you to pity on my
lot, and thereby strive to have you ease
my heart ; no, my only object is to speak
to you about my misfortunes,

However, both my wife and myself and
my mother and my children ‘are still in
good health,

My young brother, Peter, also still
lives,

Behold then, in our country, famine
has spread its ravages ! And if the fish
happen to fail, or if we run short of nets
or hooks, that will be the height of mis-
fortune !!! Although you live far away
from us, I love to think that in thought
you live among us,

If you have still a spark of lite and
you wish to try to return to us do as you
wish, but if you return you will gladden
our hearts,

In our country, there are people who
are mistaken in their manner of living ;

I mean to speak of those that abandon
the good road (that of Heaven,) There
are now among us all kinds ot people,
Those that are called the Big Knives
(the Americans), and those who take
care of themeelves, the Free Traders.
As for myself, I am attached to these
last named,

Eather, if God wills that we should
again see each other with our eyes, I
know it is nothing diffioult,

Big Antoine, such are his own words,
Well, Father, I am going to kiss your
ring and press your hand.

Bishop Geddes left Paris for Douai on
the 20th of April. From thence he sent

After spending some time
at Douai, he procceded on his journey
by Bruges and St. Omers, At the latter
place they wished him to ordain students
of the Engllsh seminary, as the neighborirg
bishops were sll absent.

pression, however, that titular bishops,
like bimself, in partibus infidelium, were
prohibited from exercising thetr poutifi.al
funciions beyond their own limits, even
with the cousent of the Ordivary. Thia
impressfon Mr. Thomeson subs:quently
coufirmed by quoting the Brief that- for-
bids it, & copy of which he sert to Bishop
Geddes. War was now fairly begun be

gun between France and Austria. The
day before the bishop wrote 10000 men
were marched from Lille to surprise
Tournal. The Austriaus repulsed them
with great ioss.

Bisuop Hsy, deslring to avail himself

At the time of Bishop
Geddes’ return to Scotland, eix leadiug
cltizens of Glasgow gave Bishop Chisho'm
a bond for -£30 a year, to Mr, Alexander
McDovell, together with a free house
and all that was necessary for the chapel.
It gave great delight to the Catholic
people of Glasgow 1hst they were to have
a resident priest; aud the gentlemen who
were chicfly lactramental in carrying out
the arrangement, were much pleased with
Mr. McDonell. This priest, afterwa:ds
8o renowned in connection with Canada,
had labored hitherto in the distiist of
Badenock and at Fort Willlam The re-
sults of the liberal arrangement were
b'ghly satiefactory. It was no sooner
heard of in the Highlands than twenty-
four families, in all one huudred and
thirty-one indlviduals, came to Glasgiw
in ore day, and numbers were prepailug
to follow them.

Bishop Hay was anxious that his
colleague of the Highlands should spare
a Galic speaking priest for Edinburgh.
In the meantime Mr, A McDonald was
trancferred from Drummond to 8t
Andrew, Edinburgh.

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FRENCH IN THE SCHOOLS.

A apirited debate took placo in the
Ontarlo Legidsture on the evening of the
8th inst, It was occasioned by & motion
of Mz, Thos. D. Cralg, member for East
Durham, for a return showing the number
and location of public echools in Ontarlo
in which any language other than Eog-
lish is used in teaching efther wholly or in
part, the number of scholars using text-
books in sny other Janguage than English,
and the number of teachers who canvot
teach in Erglisb,

The object of the motion was ostensibly
to farther the teaching of English in all
schools where forelgn lavguages are now
taugbt, but the speech with which Mr.
Orsig’s motion was introduced made it
sufficlently c'ear that his object was to
follow in tte Mail’s wake by an sttack
upon the echools in the French loealities,
and of course upon the Catbolic religions
teaching which f.°g|m in such places to
Catholic cblldren, Mr. Cralg's comstitu
ency contained in 1881 a population of
18,710, of whom only 789 were Catholics,
No doubt be thinks that in ¢uch & con-
stituency he will improve Lis position
with the free and Independent elee
torate, by his unmenly attack, which
is all the more cowardly as it is aimed

ainst those who are numerically weak.
'.lsho Minister of Edueation, however, so
thoroughly exposed Mr. Otll"o misrepre.
eentations and “Apglo-Ssxon” bluster that
the latter gentleman was left withouta
word tosay in bis own defence, The Hon,
G. W. Roms wee loudly and deservedly
applauded while mskiog his reply, which
was truly the best and most effective
speech of the sessicn, answering thor-
oughly every point on which Mr, Oralg
attempted to make capital,

We regret that trath compels us to say
that Mr. Meredith came to Mr. Cralg’s
rescue wWith a speech which was but a Jame
apology for the member from Est
Dp:rhlm. Mr, Meredith sald : “The Eog.
sk language should be the prevalling
Iaogu-ge ; that was the essence of the
inquiry sought by Me. Oralg, nothing
more, nothing less. He (the member for
London) was prepared to tske his stand
on that prlne!flc even If it would drive
him from public iife.”

Anyone might know Mr. Cralg’s pur-
poee, even if he had not revesled it so
clearly in hiespeech, but with that purpose
eo openly avowed, it could not be sald
truly that the object was merely to mske
“the English langnage the prevailing lan-
guage” of the schools,

Like all no Po orators, Mr. Cralg
declared that he no wish to stir up
etrife: ‘‘He was acting only for the gen-
eral good.” Bat he objected that in cer-
tain countles “the study of French is
encoursged rather than discoureged in
those schools which are attended principally
by French Cansdlans, and that the cate.
chiem of the Roman Catholic Church is
also taught ”

He produced “a small French bock,”
we presume the catechism, used in the
publlc echool of L'Orignal in Prescott
county. This book *“teaches Roman
Cathollc tenets, including Confession and
Pargatory.”

Mer, Oralg does not reem to be aware
that neither Confemlon nor Purgatory is
exclusively a Roman Catholic doctrine,
Qonfessions are roguhrly heard in the
Church of England in Toronto, at least
smong the High Church party, and the
Book of Common Prayer prescribes to
ministers, with:ut distinction of party,
confeeslon 85 part of the duty to be ful-
filled when the rick are viited. Any one
may find this for himeelf in the order for
the Vieitiation of the Sick. This confes
slon ls to be accompanied with abeolution
glven by the “priest.” Luther placed
penance among the eacraments, though at
other times he rejacted it Phillp ‘Llel
ancthon also pleced it among the sacra.
mente, and the Apoiogy of the Augsburgh
Confesiion declares that it fs of Divine
institution, Asto purgatory, it is now a
common thing with the Protestant clergy
to deny the existence of an everlasting
hell, and to affirm that the only hell 1a a
place of punishment where the wicked
euffer punishment for & time only, This
is pracisely what is meant by purgatory,
aud Canon Farrar has wriiten a book
expresely to prove that such a place of

}mhhmeut le the only one in the future
[ife,

However, apart from thls vlew, we do
not deny that Catholic doctrine is taught
in the schouls where Catholles form nearly
the whole population, but only to Catho-
lic children, and this Me, Rcas explained
to be perfectly in accordance with the
echool law of Ontarlo,  Religlous teach-
dng s allowed In the schools at certsin
hours, provided no child be obliged to
participate In any religlous exercise to
Which parents object, This clause is
applicable to Catholic and Protestant
teaching alike, and it s the only feature
of the public school law which saves the
public school system from betng entirely
godless.

Mr, Cralg blundered through the “small
¥rench book,” which he said was in Yvery
simple French,” translatig it in such a
way that Mr, Evantural told him that his
teanslation wes “open to exception.” It
was evident, at all events, that Mr,
@ralg would have been no worse a scholar
if French teaching had been “encouraged
rather than discouraged”’ in the schools 10
which be had been educated. His excuse
was that “it was a long time slnce he had
bad occaslon to study 1t.”

The reader was unable even to glve
the title of the bouk from which he pre-
tended to translate.

The honorable Minlster of Education
explained to the House that English 1s
now taught in-every public school in the
Province, though up to January, 1887,
there were a few schools, twenty-seven
in number, in which English was not
taught, He said: “The French, with
the pertinacity of all nationalities, love
their own tongue, Perfection would
come in time; but he was able now to
sunounce unheeltalingly that Eoglish s
taught In every public school, Me.
Craig Insisted that the English language
ouly should be taught, He, the honorable
Minlster, “does not take that ground

himself.” He then showed that Eogland
fs not overwhelmed in ruin because she
gives & government grent as freely to the
achools in the Scottish Highlands, where
Gmlic s taught, and on the mountaine of
Oarnazvon where Welsh {s taught, as to
the schools ia the midland counties of
Eogland. He could not understand that
Ontarlo should be sfrald “to et French
be taught to a few thoueand French
people at one end of the Province.”
French s uu{ht, he explained, in
Prince Edward Island, New Brunswick,
Manitobs, the North West Territorier,
and Nova Seotls, snd in some of the old
Acadiap schools of the lest named Pro-
vince French is taught exclusively, In
the North-Weet Taﬁhﬂq wherever it is
necessary, French fs taught side by side
with Eoglish, and no barm results, snd
Indiac is taught with groﬁt to Iodien
children, In Obio, Indians, Louisians
snd Colorado, German, French, and
Spanich are taught, and fn other Btates,
other larguages, on the spplication of s
ory limited number of ratepayers.

appeal reminded the House that Freneh
coursge and bravery bad colonized thie
country, and had coursed our rivers and
lakes, and had established schools in
Canada 250 years sgo, generations before
the baughty and imperious Auglo-Baxon
bad seen the shadow of this land of ours.

He expatiated on the loyalty manifested
by the French-Cansdians to the British
flag only seventeen years after Wolfe's

conquest of Qacbse, at the time of the
American Revolution, and : “When Col.
onel Lord Wolsely wanted men to take
his eoldlers on the Nile, it was to the
French Canadian voyageurs he appealed.
Why then should they be subjected to
abuse and misrepresentation 7”

It is an undeniable fact that no Pro-

vince fa more neceesary to the prosperity
of this Dominlon than the Province of
Quebec. But the course of the maligners
of the people of that Province must tend
to alienate them from the Dominlon; and
now, oply that the French Canadlans be.
lleve that their enemies are but & small
fraction of the population, alienated they
would soon become. The only result
which can flw from the agitation against
them muet be the breakiog up of the

IMAGINARY FACTS.

The eate with which some people cen

suppress the dictates of consclence is ex-
emplified in the matter-of.course way in
which they try to pass off on an unwary
public the fabrications of their own brains
as facte. An instavce of this is to be
found in the Mall of the 28th ult. The
Mail’s Montreal correspondent farnishes
the renders of that journal with “facts” to
tult the palates of anti-Cathollc readers 3
and When such facts do not exlst, he far-
unlshes them all the same. Here s what
he has to eay concerning the manner in
which the Pope’s declslon would be
received regarding the distribution of the
$400,000 voted by the Quebec Leglalature
as restitution to the Jesufts :

“Great Interest s manifested in politi.

cal circles regardirg the probable outcome
of the Jesuit estates question, and the
publication of the Pope's ultimatum {s
anxiously awalted. he geneal impres.
elon seems to be that an actual division
bas been declded upon by his Holiness,
and that if the officlal notification hasnot
yet been recelved by the provinelal auth.
oritles it is on 1ts way here. There is also
a very widespread bellef that the division
will be made on the baels already men.
tloned by your correspondent, and that
Laval aud the blehops of the province will

receive a very large elice of the $400,000.

This will not be at all pleadng to the
Soclety of Jesus, butits members will
have to quletly submit,”

It 1s almost needlees to say that all this

is purely Imaginary, The submission of
the Jesults to the equitable decislons of
the Holy See has always been such that

there Is no room for conjectures like those
of the Mall's correspondent ; and even
when the decree of the suppression of the
order was signed we do not hear of any
murmuring, much less of any attempt to
dispute the validity of the decree, though
it {s acknowledged that in promulgating
it Pope Clement omitted, probably by
deeigo, the usual formalities obeerved in
such executive acts. There s no reason
to suppose that there is any hostility to
Laval or to Archbishop Fabre exbting
among the Jesults, It ls, on the con-
trary, well known that there is the
greatest cordlality between them, This
shows also how unfounded are the follow-
Ing remarks of the correspondent :

“A fact very generally commented
upon here s that at the reception given
to Archblshop Fabre yesterday there was
an almost entire absence of Jesuits,
This is taken s indlcatirg that the
relations between the two sections of the
Church are not very cordial just at

SIS <

Ppresent, and the feeling s not likely to be

improved if the Jesuits do not gat all they
want in connection with theaward. The
officlal announcement of the Po”h de
clsion is expected at an early date,

The number of Jesuits in Montres! is
about a dozen, and of course the number
oocupying cifisial positions in the order
is much emsller than this, certalaly mot
more than three or four. The “slmost
entire absence of Jeeuits” spoken of by
the Mail's correspondest implies certainly
that there were at lenst two or three
present at the reception In question,
which would not be at all & small num-
ber out of the few who are in, officlal
position.

Indeed the siizht tinge of doubt given
by the cqrrespondent to his own state-
ments, shows that the whole story is more
dublous than be wishes the public to be-
Heve. *“The belief s widespread :” the
outeome fs ‘‘probable :” the absence of
the Jesuits “is very qomnlly commented
on:” the facte ‘Indlcate” want of
cordlality, and the feellng is “likely” not
to be improved. The truth is the corres-
pondent's imagloings are very “likely”
to be eadly astray.

THE MAIL ON ARCHBISHOP
RYAN.

The Toronto Mall, with its usual fslr.
nees, published the other day some ‘'re-
markable language from a recent address
by Bishop Ryan :” Arcbbishop Ryan of
Philadelphia belvg meant. And remark-
able the lavguage certainly wae, though it
wes not Archbiehop Ryan’s, It was the
langusge attributed to bim by Dr, Dr-
chester in his book entitled “Christion!ty
in the United States,” and for which Dr,
Dorchester honestly made ample epology
to the Archbishop and to the public, as soon
be found that he had been deceived into
repeating the lles of others. In the pre.
tended extract from Archblshop Ryan’s
sermen it is sald “the Church tolerates
heretics where ske is obliged to do 80, but
che hates them with a deadly hatred, and
uses all her powers to annihilate them.
If ever the Catholics should become & con-
siderable majority, which in time will
surely be the case, then will rel'glons
freedom in the Republic of the United
States come to an end.”

On this and more of the same kind the
Mail remarks :

“There you have it with refreshing
frankness from a Cathollc prelate himeelf,
Will the people awake, ard take warn.

THE YOUNG CONSERVATIVES
AND THE JESUITS.

The Young Coneervatives of Toronto
held a meeting in Shaftesbury Hall on the
evening of the 4th Inst, for the purpose
of debating the Quebec Jesuit Estates Blll,
Some lengthy resolutions denouncing the
blll were placed before the Aesoclation,
to which a more moderats amendment
was proposed by Mesers, J, C. Hopkins
and P, H. Bartlett, The amendment was
as follows :

*‘That, while regrettiog that the circum
stances connected with the cessfon of
Quebec to Great Britain, have glven the
people of that Province certsin privileges,
which have of late been much abused by
the present Government, and, while fur.
ther regretting that it was found necessary
at Oonfederatlon to establish sectarian
schools in this Province, we at the same
time refuse our sseent to the resolution
before the assoclation as being violent in
its character, and of & nature to produce
discord rather than harmony amongst our
cltizens. We would also record our bellef
that the only way to overcome present
difficulties of the nature referred to is to
cultivate a eplrit of friendliness and
mutual forbearance amongst all classes
and creede, and to remove as far as pos-
sible all causes of religlous strife,”

A lorge number ahstalned from voting
both on the amendment ard on the reso-
lutlone, and when they were successively
put to the meeting, the amendment was
negatived by a majority of one, and the
resolutlons by & msjority of four,

It 1s all very well for Protestants in
Ontario to belleve that the Quebse Legls-
Iatare would act more wisely by employ-
ing the Jesuits’ money for public works,
but neither reason nor law gives them
authority to decide such matters for the
Quebec people, and they would be much
better employed In managing thelr own
concerns than in settling what Quebec 1y
to do with the funds of the Pro-
vince, even 1if it were conceded
that the Jesults’ [KEstates were
lawfully the property of the Province,
which they are mot. If the Ontario
Leglslature were to apportion, for educa
tional purposes, a similar amount to that

MARES NESTS DISCOVERED
BY REV. MR. BURTON,

The Rev. Mr. Buitin, s multiloguous
Anti Jesult lecturer,addressed an audience
in one of the Toronto Congregational
Churchee on the 28:h ult. on the subject
“Jesuitiem and Protestantiem in Quebec.”
A short report of bie lecture is given in
the Mall of the 1st inst., from which it
appears that he maintains, as was to be
expected, that the restitution for educa.
tional purposes of one.fifth of the prop.
erty of which the Jesuits were disposessed
unjuetly is “one of the indications of the
sggressive spirit of the Roman Catholic
nurch as & political institution.”

Mr. Burton does mot explaln how he
makes out the connection between Col.

He tells us that he will not
acsert that the passage of the act is ultra
vires, Bince this is the case, why skould
the whole of Oantarlo bs roused to frenzy
by strong ap, to thelr worst passions
to demand that the act, & mere act of
just restitution, be dissllowed? This 18
what the Evangelical Alllance and the
Orangemen are doiog—Mr, Burton join-
lng in the chorus,

s it becsuse the people of Quebec
are mostly Cathollc that thelr acts
are to be interfered with by meddlere,
who would be lvud In denunciation If a
similar attempt were made to subvert
thelr acts of local 1+glslation? Yes, This
is preclsely the reason why, and though in
one breath the meddlers proclalm that
they wish Catholies and Protestants to
enjoy equal rights in the Domiufon, in
the next they le: it out that they desire
Protestant ascendancy in its worst form,
There is nothing more pertinaclqusly
amerted by the doughty warriors who are
writing for the Mail than that the Domin.
fon is & Protestant Britieh Province, and
that the dominance of Protestant British
principles must be asserted and main.
tained, by force of arms if need be,

This is the old war cry of Orangelsm
resuecitated in its most offensive form.
But it is fortunate for Canada that such
principles do not prevall, and are mot
likely to prevall. We are a mixed ¢:m
munity as to creed and nationality, and it
is only by mutual tolerance and forbear.
ance t{nt the prosperity of the country
can be assured. The fire-eaters are quite
mistaken if they think that Catholics live
in Canada merely on their tolerance and
favor, and Catholics, whether in Ontarlo
or Quebee, are fully rerolved to maintein
their position of equality before the law,
In epite of the intolerance of Orange
lodges and Evangelical Assoclations, The
fact that the Ministerlal Assoctation and
the Orangemen have resolved to peti.
tlon the Queen to disallow the Qaebec
Jesults’ Estates Act is an abject confession
of thelr inability to rule Oaneds on the
principles of {lgotly, atd we are
confident that the people of the
Dominion, of all creeds, will resent
the attempt to barter away the liberties of
the Dominion by asking the interference
of Downing Street to override home
leglslation—Ileglslation which fs just and
which concerns Cavada omly, 1f euch a
petition were to prevail, Canada might
as well give up at once all her powers of
self Government. But there s not the
least fear that her Majasty will assent to
the absurd demand wnich is to be made
upon her,

But the Kev. Mr. Burton has dis-
covered yet another mare’s nest, Ho told
bis audience that he has found out a
proof positive of the Iniquity of the
Jesult system of morals. And what is
his proof 1 He states that Dr, Doliinger
hes published a number of letters of
Jeeults, and that one of these rongly
argues against inculcating moral teach-
fngs. Accordingto Mr, Burton, therefore,
it one Jesult during the last 300 years
was opposed to the teaching of moral-
ity, and argued in favor of his theory,
though he ‘had been overruled by the
whole soclety, all Jesuits are to be held
responsible for his vagaries.

Are we, thep, to ssy that all Congrega-
tlonalists reject the prinelpal dograas of
Obzlstianity 7 If Mr. Burton’s reasoning
be correct, this inference is Indisputa.
ble. What is sauce for the goose is sauce
for the gander. The moral teachings of
the Jesuits are the moral teachings of the
Catholic Church ; and if it were true that
some Jesuit, once on a time, held loose
opinions on the obligation of Chiistian
morslity, it dces not follow that the
whole order was and is in accord with
bim. Bat if the Jesuit were named, and
bis words published, we venture to sy it
would be discovered that Mr. Burton has
misrepresented him, The rev. gentleman
should make pubiic the letter on which
he founds bis sweeping accueation ;
though, after all, it would only be sn ex-.

To us who have been accustomed to
read from time to time the declaration of
the Westminster divines that the Confes-
slon s “most agreeable to the word of
God ., . ., , most orthodox, and
grounded upon the word of God,” 1t
eeema that this tinkering with the Confes-
slon, for the sake of meeting the views of
other eects who may be Induced into s
union, is reversing the mandate of Chrlst
to His apostles, Instead of “Teach all
nations sll things whatsoever I have re.
vealed unto you,” the mandate is turned
into “Teach all nations those things which
they desire to be taught to them.”

UNION IS STRENGTH,

“Do our own politiclans not see that
the attempt to consolidate the vote of a
natlonality will be hurtful to us, whether
that nationality be Irish, Scotch, English,
or French.”

This is the conclusfon of an article
which appesred in the Mail of .the 8th
lust., and Indeed it contatns much trath.
Yet when such consolidation takes place,
the consolidating nationality s not necee-
earlly to be blamed. The fact of: such
cousolidation might possibly arlse from a
deslgn to prey upon the reat of the com-
munity, but there is very little likelihood
of soy natlonal combination for such a
purpose. - With the divergent interests
which exist, and the diversity of occupa.
tlons, creeds, espirations, and sentiments,
there 18 no nationality in the country
which is likely to combine for mere
sggrandizement, the more especlally as it
is well known that with all the diversity
of natlonalities which make up the popu-
lation of Canada, such an attempt would
certaluly be a fallure ; and the same thing
Is to be eaid of any special creed com.
binatlon, No suc‘ consolidation for
any such purpose is likely at present,
a8 all the nationalities which are at all
numerous are very fairly divided hatween
both Folltlull parties, and the same {s to
be said of the creeds. Bat it may occur
that for self-defence such a c)nso dation
as the Mail deprecates may be forced upon
& nationality or a creed, The Mail has
been endeavoring for the last two yeara
to excite the Eoglish-speaking Protestants
of Ontarlo and &lebec to declare a relig.

But with the religlous celebration there
will be almost everywhere more or less of
s political celebration too. Ireland has
suffered g0 much in the past from bad
Government, sand religion has been so
much persecuted within the boundsries of
the country that it would be difficult to
let the day pass without the utterance of
a universal demand for a redress of Irlsh
grievances, and tbe restoration of ILrish
liberty., In New York in the celebration
of the day a prominent feature will be an
expression of Irish confidence in the politi-
cal leadership of Mr. Parnell, and this
will be all tge more appropiiate just at
this moment when Mr., Parnell’s charac-
ter bas been ro completely vindicated
from the vile attacks which have been so
pertinaciously made upon it.

The statement cf De, Wilde, made a
couple of we:ks sgo, in the Bond street
Congregational Church, Toromto, that
under Britleh rule the Jesults are cutlaws
whom any one may kill with impunity,
does not seem to be entirely belleved in
the Mall office, There seems to be a fear
lurking there that even Jesuits may
appeal to the laws in Canads, and may be
protected too. We announced in our last
fssue that the Jesuits of Montreal have
entered a eult against the Mall for libel,
dsmsges beiog lald at $350,000. That
journal eaye it is “a very modest sum:”

the entering of the libel suit was the pub-
lication of the forged oath which the Mail
publirhed as being “the’ oath which all
Jesu'ts take—a villainous document which
was invented for the purpose of exciting
the bats of Protestante agaivst the order,
Next day after the libel suit was entered,
the Mail assured the public that it makes no
pretence that it can prove the authenticit
of the document. Traly the Mail {s full
of coursge like that of Sir John Falstaff,
who threatened to cudgel Prince Henry
“it he saild my rirg was copper;” but
when the Prince braved bim with: ¢I
say 'tis copper : darest thou be as good as
thy word now ?” very meekly answered :
“Why, Hal, thou knowest, as thou art but
man, I dare ; but as thon art prince I fear
thee, as 1 fear the roaring of the lion’s
whelp.”

ST. PETER'S CATHEDRAL, LONDON.

On Sunday at High Mass His Lordehip
Bishop Walsh preached a sermon based
on the 4th chapter of the Gospel accord-
ing to St, Matthew, which described the
temptation of Christ In the desert. The
preacher explained the reacons which in.
duced our Blessed Lord to allow Himeelf
to be tempted. He then gave a defin-
ition of temptation, and said that tempta-
tlon was not sin, but simply an entice-
ment or allurement to sin, and that it be.
came sin only when the free will of
man took pleasure in sinfu! thoughts
and desires, or resulted iIn elnful
actions. The preacher then sketched the
varlous sources of temptations, which
were, chiefly, our corrupt and fallen
nature, with fta depraved affections ; the
world, with its bad examples, and antl-
Christian mexims ; and the devll, with his
wicked suggestions and influences. After
sketching the varlous characteristics of
worldly people, their bad example, their
false ideas and their un.Christian and evil
maxims, he went on to n{ that the world
called evil good, darkness light, and bitter
sweet, He sald the maxims of the world
were the direct contradiction of the gospel.
After giving varlous proofs of this conten-
tion, he stated that if a minister of the
ospel wished to become a popular idol
ge had only to deny the existence of
hell or the dlvinity of Christ, or the
inepiration of Scripture. On the contrary,
if ‘men ltve up to the teachings of Ohrist,
if they follow Him on the narrow road of
Christian virtue and self-denial, they will
be sure to draw down upon themselves
the condemnation ¢f the world, because
thelr lives are a reproach to it. Is mot
this the secret and the cause of the flood of
lles that is now belog poured abroad from
pulpit, platform and the press againet the
Jesuita? These are amongst the noblest
and best of priests and of apostolic men
that ever adorned the Church of God
They cut thelr way right through the
world as with & sword, having their eyes
fized on one object, thelr energles bent
on one purpose—the glory of God and
the salvation of souls. In dolngso they
encountered human passions, they hurtled
sgainst human prejudices and came in
conflict with hostile powers, Hence the
storm of hatred, of calumny and wicked
misrepresentations that is now rsging
against them is the very bast compliment
that the world can pay them, ere the
Jesuits and the Church, of which they are
devoted and holy priests, a useless body,
or an effete institution, they might pro-
voke contempt, and call forth scorn
and rvidicule, but because they are a
living and active power, they ave feared,
hated and raved sgainst, The mission of
the Church, however, is not & mission of
hate or of offensive aggressiveness.

editors I feel called upon to state that the
Recorp never could think of contesting
his right, or the right snd duty of any
other clergyman, to viodicate the doctrines
of the Charch of which he is an accredited,
and, no doubt, in every rence, an exem.
plary exponent. Bat that s no reason
why the RECoRD, or ite editors, should
allow clergymen holding responsible posi
tions to misrepresent and attack, as
the Ven, Dean has domne, the
principles and the teachings of ac.
credited ministers cof the Caitholic
Church, who epjoy the confidence, the
reepect, aud, I may eay, wherever koown
and understood, the affectionate regards
of sll those with whom they are officlslly
brought into contact. The Ven. Dean
is willing to admit that the Jesults (I
quote his worde) ‘‘are ln general an earn-
«st, zealous, self-eacrificlng body of men,
sud many of them very talented.” , .. .
“This country is undoubtedly, in its early
bistory, indebted to them, In some re.
spects, eepecially for the self sacrifice and
zeal With which they devoted themselves
to the educstion and clvilization of the
native tribes.” With all this in thelr
favor, how is it possible the Dean can
bzing bimeself to say almoest in the mext
breath : “The Jesuits bave been one of the
greatest cursee on earth.

The next argument adduced in favor of
the condemnation of the Jeruits {s the Bull
of sippreesion by Clement X1V, It must
be admitted thet In 1773 there existed
neither railroads nor telegrapblc commu.
plcation, It tooka long time for truth to
travel across continents and over seas and
mountains, especially when very few
travelled, except those commissioned by
kiogs or thelr Prime Minlsters.

But in this inetance, as in all others
where trne hletory 18 allowed to epeak,
we find the much elandered, much-abused
Jesuit Fathers on the side of temperance,
on the side of pure morality, on the side
of the poor and the oppressed, against the
cupldity, tha luet and the tyrauny of the
people’s opprescors, The Jesuits were the
fathers of the poor and the ploneers of
pure morality and civilization in every
land. They did in their day, and did
effectually, what advanced Proteetant mie.

or mother, ever yet complained ! Ot has
any one bad any reason to complain? So
far we never heard of any such, nor do we
think it possible that any such will be
heard in lﬁe future,
In concluelon, we beg to assure the pub-
lic that this controversy has been forced®
upon us, that we are merely defending the
very best, but most maligned champions
of the Catholic cause from wholetale con.
demnation, and although we regret the
poseibility of any blitter feelings being en-
gendered, we are glad of the opportunity to
represent the Jesuit questlon In its true
light to & discerning body of readers who,
we feel confident, are only apxious that
truth may be known and that virtue may
trlumph,

OPENING OF BT JAMES' CHURCH.
Beeton World, Feb. 28th,

The excessive cold of Bunday did not
prevent a large atiendance at the open.
ing services of the new Catbolic church
at Colgan. Half an bour prior to the
commencement of the services the capa.
qious sheds attached to the ctuurch were
well filled, Standing on elevated
ground, the rich front of the massive
structure presents 8 most imposicg ap
pearance as one approachee the town.
Ine from the east, and an idea of its
magnitude can be forme! from the

* DESCRIPTION CF THE CHURCH

The building, the total tize of which
is sixty by one hundred feet, is built of
red brick. tuck pointed with stone belt
cources and trimmivgs. It is built ina
bold Romanesque style with two promin.
ent towers on either side of the facade,
which give it an imposing appearance,
These towers are of different desigos
and heights, the smaller one being four-
teen feet equare avd seventy feeti high,
snd the other sixteen feet square and
one bundred and twelve feet high
These have tlate roofs which are sur.
mounted by gilded crosses and finials,
Between the towers the front presents
a bright and tasteful appearance. A
wide flight of steps with a railing at
each end leads to the entrances. These
coneist of three large pair of massive
doors with beavily moulded panels, etc.,
the centre pair being larger than the
others. Above the entrances is a group
of four Jarge windows and 1n the centre
ahove these is 8 handsome rose window,
Tae front is made complete by a large
semi circular arch projecting four and
a half inches and giving the whole an
appearance of eolidity and grace very
pleasing to the eye. A large oak cross
surmounts the parapet, which is cor
belled out from the main wali with a
series of small semi circular arches in
brick. The windows, fanlights, etc,
throughout are glezed with handsome
etained glass.leaded lights, which give
& very pleasing effect in the interior
The two windows in the chancel are of
beautiful stained glass, one representing
St James, the patronsaiat of the church,
and the other St, Patrick—one on each
side of the main altar. There are four
tall windows on each side of the nave
and two in the chancel. The chancel is
twenty by twenty.five feet and adj ining
it is a chapel vestry of convenient siza
with & side entrance, The walls of the
nave are thirty two feet high, the stone
work showing about five feet above
ground line, The furnace rooms under
the church contain two heavy furnaces
thoroughly adequate to heat the building.
In the interior the nave presents a mag
pificent appearance, indeed the interior
gives one a better idea of the siz3 and
magoificence of the building than the
exterior, The ceiling appesrs an intri.
cate mingling of plaster arches, groinirg,
ornemental trusses, tie beams, ete, The
centre of the highect arch is forty teet
from the floor, it being semi circular and
designed fer elaborate decoration in the
fu ure,

The walls are done in stucco neatly
blccked and tinted, and a wainecotting
of hardwood five feet high runs all
around the nave, loggia and towers. The
loggia or vestibule is spacicus 2ud con
venient, and from it you enter the towers
which coutain tbe stairs to gallery,
through wide archways, The vestibule
is entered from the outside by the doors
before deecribed, and there are also three
pair of doors which swing both ways by
which to enter the nave., The scats,
wkica sre of neat desigp, are g0 arranged
to give seating accommodation to about
siv hundred people and allow of three
wide aisles, The gallery will seat about
one hundred people, the centre part of
it being given up to the organ and choir,
The altars, of which there are three, are
from epecial designe and are finished in
gloss white and neatly gilded, Tke con.
fessionals are finished in the same
manner, The building complete will
cost about $13000 The architects are
Messrs. Kennedy & Holland, of Toronto
and Barrie. The contractor is Mr, James
Jerritt, of Alliston, The mason work
and plastering were sub let to Mesers, S,
Kavanagh, of Tottenham and James
Dades, of Dalton, respectively,

DOES THE END JUSTIFY THE
MEANS?

Yet, 1n looking over these repeated
editions, one thing, ard one thing only,
has disturbed our equanimity. Mihi unus
scrupulus etiam restat, a8 the comic poet
says, qus me male habet, We have looked,
and looked in vain, through F, Sabetti’s
volume for some trace of that “recog
nized maxim of the Society,” as Dr,
Littledale calls it : “The end justifies the
means.” How cruel of the good Father
to take away from under Catholic heads
that comfortable cushion, by the help of
which, from the days of St, Ignatius to
the present, his children have taught
us to still any unpleasant murmur of
conscience, and sin as we list, provided
we decently veil it with a pious inten
tion! What & pity that by his silence he
has taken away from the Littledales,
Qoxer, and other Protestant divines,
their rivals in z2al and honesty, all
chance of quoting and denouncing him
in company of the Busenbaums, Lay
manns, Wagemann’s and other ‘‘leading
Jesuit theologiane” who *“lay down the
maxim” !

Bat, serlously speaking, is such a msxim
to be found in the works of Jesnit moral
ists? And if so, who first wrote it, and
when and where! The latest writer to
make the assertlon on this slde of the
water is Blshop Coxe, of Buffalo, who,
though he cannot boast of prcfound
scholarship or extensive reading, is a
pleasing, versatile writer, and one who
can pride himself on the protesn facility
which enables him to assumoe at will every
shape and form of religlous metamorpho
ele—Catholic, Protestant, High.Church,
Low-Church, as may euit his purpose,
The only thing in which he is coneistent
1s his fierce, unscrupulous hatred of Rome,
the Catholic Church and the Jesuits. We
heard him give vent to it very lately in
Washington, where he esat among the
members of the Evangallcal Alllance—a
$Catholic” Bishop and successor of the
Apostles (to take his own word for it)
consorting with ministers whom he regatrds
as laymen, and some of them religlonists
of very doubtfal orthodoxy. No one
would suspect him of such recondite eru
ditlon as to discover, what his betters have
fatled to do, where the implous maxim
1ies stowed away in the thonsand and one
folios written on moral theology by Jesuit
divines, No doubt he had, in addition to
the fables of the nursery and Sunday-
achool, read something of the sort in the
infamous diatribes of the French atheist,
Paul Rert, circulated with loving zeal in
Eogland and America by pious ministers
and thelr religious newspapers; and
further, in the writings of Rev. Dz, Little-
dale, with which he thows himself very
familiar, But nelther of these men stand
@0 high in the critical world that his mere
assertion will compel assent. Hence,
when the “Auglo-Cathol'.” Bishovp, in the
course of his petty, dishones. «. 11.re with
the Catholic Uburch, thought fit to accuse
the Jesuits of teaching that “the end justi-
fies the means,” he merely asserted it,
adding nothing to prove his allegation,
This was about a year ago. The foul
charge was immediately denled by the
Jesuit Faculty of Canielus College, Buf-
falo. To thelr Indignant devial they
added an offer of one thousard dollars to

{shop Coxe or any one else who couid

tain the slanderous accusation by a

gle reference to the page of even omne
Jeruit writer.

To malntain his credit Bishop Coxe had
to make some show of offering proof.
The athelstical witness could not decently
be summoned. He had not only vanished,
but as witness he was doubly dead ; or
rather, his testimony had expired only to
rise again as testimony on the other side.
Paul Bert had departed this life, a victim
of the deadly fevers of Eastern Asla,
whither he had gone to represent the
interest of the French Republic in its
commerce and conquests. His death was
no misfortune, as his friends in F.ance
regarded it. It was a stroke of God's
grace ; a blessing without stint or measure,
and (humanly epeaking) as undeserved as
1t was unexpected. Had he dled at home,
his last sighs for God’s forgiveness would
have been stifled by the importunate
clamors of his infidel friends; his
attempts at reconclliation with the
Church would have been baffled by the
vigilance of these foul fiends in human

shape who,} with blasphemous derlelon,
"ila themselves Arngel Guerdiang, and
whose office it i® to see [that those over
whom they watch die ip their slon and
unbellef.  Thus died , Voltaire, Victor
Hugo, the poet Leoperdi, and a host of
others ; and the loss of their pouls was
bafled with the plaudiis of icfidele, re.
echoed by pious Protestants throughout
}be world. But it was in the wilds of
Terquin that God, in His i fialte meicy,
summoned Paul Bert first to repentance
aud then to judgment, He renounced
bis implety aud was recomciled to the
Church. So notorious had hezen Bert’s
hostiiity to Revelation aud the Catholic
Ohurch, which be loglcally 1dentified with
Christisnity, that the newe of his conver-
slon etartled all Europe. Iufidels Lsldly
denled 1t,and good Christians were afraid
to belleve it on higher ground than the
poet’s ’
Periculosum est credere et non credere,

But at last a letter from the French
prelate under whose jurlsdiction and
minlstry Paul Bert had died, diepelled
all doubts. Since, #s all men know,
00 slnner can be reconclled to the Church
without detesting and retracting all sins
of implety, calumny, and the like, it was
vlain enough that Paul Bart had ceaced to
be a witness on the infidel and Protestant
side ; aud common prudence dictated thet
bis testimony should be careful'y sop
preesed, lest it shonld suggest to incautious
Christian-minded Protestents that a man
{s more Mkely to tell the truth when he
hes before his face the eolemn hour of
death and the terrors of etfmily,

Bishop Coxe, therefore, had to discard
his recollectione of Paul Bert and fsli
back on his other authority, Rev, Dr,
Littledale, Coneequently he brings bim
forward, or rather his article in the
“Encyclopwdia Britanvics,” as a witness,
furniehir g ‘“textual quotations from three
Jesuit writers, fully meeting the chal.
lenge.”” This much we learn from a
recent leiter of Bishop Coxe, addressed to
the New York Churchman, and repub-
lighed in the New York Herald of January
9.h, 1888. It is eald that the bishop’s
statements were refuted by F. Coleridge
in the London Month, and by F. Jones in
a baok entitled “Dishonest Criticlem,” but
we have been unable to lay our hand on
elther work, or on the bishop’s original
letter of & year ago. We, therefore,
thrust him eside and turn our attention to
his principal

Dr. Littlednle’s aliegation may be
found In an artlcle written by
him for the “Eacyclopxia Britannica”
under the heading Jesuits, in which
he gives as “the result of diepaselonate
exawination” that “‘the three principles of
probabllism, of mental reservation, and of
jusification of mesns by ends, which
colleclively moke up what educated men
intend by the term ‘‘Jesultry,” are recog-
nizad maxime of the Society. As the laet
of these three ls at once the most odions
in liself and the charge which is most
anxlously repelled, it is well to cite three
leadlng Jesuit theologisns in proof.
Busenbaum, whose “Medulla Theolog'w”
has been more than fifcy times printed, and
lately by the Propsganda lteelf, lays down
the maxim in the foilowing terms: “Cam
fials est licitus, etiam medis sunt licita,”
and *“Cal lleitue est finle, etlam licent
medis;” Laymaun, similarly, in his
“Theology Morails,”” “Cui concessus est
finis, conceesa etlam sunt media ad finem
ordinats;” and Wagemann in his “Synopels
Theol. Moralls,” yet more tersely, “Finls
determinat probitatem actus,”

We begin with Basenbaum, One would
think that i a learned article written for
an Eacyclopxedis, especially, whore charges
of the grossest immoral teaching are
brought forward agalnet a body or school
whose theologians are almost innumerable,
no thoughtful or honest man would con
sider he had discharged his duty by merely
huddling together a few diej inted ecraps
of Latin, Itie a prima facic evidence of
intent to impose on his readers. Dr,
Littledale could, had he wished, have
quoted more accurately, and given us
chapter and veree of his original ; in other
words, some clew to the context, instead
of the miserable attempt at “textual
quotations” of which Blshop Coxe is not
ashamed to boaat, as if quoting a bare text
farnishei also its context, The first
passage is taken from the “Medulla,”
Book IV., Chap. III, Dab, IIL, Article
IL.,, Sec, 3 Why was no indication of
this set before the reader? The answer
{a very clear. It would bave defeated Dr,
L.'s purpose, which was to slander Busen-
baum and prevent the public from ficding
it out. It is mot pleasant to have to
attribute evil motives to the reverend
writer. Bat the stern necessity of law
and logic will not allow us to deal other-
wise with this habitual offender sgaicst
the elghth commandment.

In the passage we have quoted Busen:
baum s not laylng down the fandamental

rlnciples of morality, These are treated
Ey most theologians in a preliminary
treatize, “De Actibus Humanls,” which {s
not found in Busenbaum’s work, He
is only examining a special moral ques
tiom, viz : Is it allowable for a prisoner
condemned to death to eecape from jail
and thus save his life? The enswer is in
the affirmative, and the reason is added.
Bloce by the natural law a man has a
right to his life, he may pursue and secure
that right, provided he do not infringe
the rignts of another, Hence he may
break his chaine, scale the prison.wall, or
in any other way elude the vigtlance of
his keepers, because these meaus become
legitimate when the end to be attained is
legitimate, “Cum finis est licitus, etiam
media sunt licsta.” This is not laying
down any universal moral law but an
application of the law to a moral case,
which may furnish matter for doubt, In
fact, the section is called by this very name
of poust, “Dabium VIIL, de Reo,” and

Article IL. has the caption, “Quid liceat reo
cwrea fugam pone—How far may a gullty
man go in the matter of escapiry punish.
ment?” In his answer Busenbaum evi.
dently supposes ‘‘means” {innocent in
themselves, not bad, sinfal means that
will become good becauee of the end pro-
osed, For he dietinctly lays down that

n these means there must be no injustics,
no invaslon of the rights of others, Hence
the escape must be effected without

violence or wrong done to any one else
(procisa vi ct snjuria). But why should
he take pains to maintain that in this
particalar case the lawfal end renders the
means lawful? Because here there is an

apparent conflict of laws, matutal law
allo

bacomes necessary to decide which has the
bigher clsim, Busenbsum decldes in
favor of the natural law, He may be
right or wrong in his declsion; bat he lays
down po immoral principle. If he 1s
wrovg, the wrong consists, not in sny
improper teaching, but in having mistaken
the correct soluifon of the question,

But was be mistaken ? He was not, All
moral theclogians, all who treat of natural
ethics, glve the same answer, Oat of the
thousands that might be quoted we glve
only two, Archbishop Kenrick in his
“Moral Theology,” and Bishop Jeremy
Taylor, » Protestant of the esme sect
(“branch” they wonld have us ca:l it) as
Drs. Coxe and Liitledale, Weo can now
understand why D¢, L so carefully sup.
pressed all refercnce to the place of his
“textual quotation.” He trusted that his
readers would take bls mere word for any
anti Catholic statement he might make,
and he has rewarded them, as they
deserved, by abusing thelr confidence and
decelvivg them, Bishop Coxe, we take
for granted, never saw the passage in the
original, and erred, like the rest of that
credulous crowd, in pluning his faith to
the sleeve of his Arglican fellow.worker
egaiust the Church and the Jeeults. But
the error is a serious one. “A teacher in
Ierae!,” as he cleime to be, ouvght to have
a JMttie more discretion, and, v 18 no barm
to add, s little more conscience, It might
be well for him to take & leszon out of
moral theology tavght by those wicked
Jesnits, and endorsed by the Church, They
eny that it i3 a giievous sln wot only to
slavder another, but also deliberately to
expose oneself to the danger of slandering
him by recklesely, and without due
ivquiry, accusing him of teachivg what is
blasphemous and eubversive of the Ten
Commeandments, And the slander acquires
a tenfold tutensity when such wickednees
is attributed not to one individual but to
thousauds of men, consecrated to God,
sud in whoee holy lives a hostile world,
acd the very slanderer himself, confesses
that he can ficd no matter of reproach,
Now, {s Dr. Littledale a eafe guide, an
authority that an honest man could
blindly follow? E'ghteen or twenty
years ago he would not have written as
he writes now, He was then standing
almost on the threstold of the Catholic
Oburch and devieleg plans (it was sald)
for opening the door of intercommunion
between her and the Anglican clergy.
Theee plans fsiled, whether by the fram-
er’s bungling or by oppoeition from with.
in or without, we are unable to say. But
from that day Dr, L. was a changed man ;
and there are not wanting, even in his
own “branch” some who att:ibute the
change to mortified vanity, It hasdriven
him back to ha once more, what he was
originally, an Irish Orangeman. Notthat
he belleves'in *‘the glorious and immortal
memory” of pious King William, or would
swear to “wade knee deep in Paplsts’
blood” ; but that he entertains once more
for the Catholic Church that fisrce, relent.
less hatred of which Orangemen are the
worst type. He contlnues to be, how-
ever, a leader among the Ritualists, abhora
the very name of Protestant and denoun
ces the great “Refrrmers” as a psack of
the most unmitigaaed raccals thst were
ever seen in the world, Yet, without
having first made his peace with the
‘Reformers,” he knows how to pander
adroltly to the prejudices, and work him-
self futo the favor, of their children, He
has written lately a book to dissusde
Ritualists from seeking salvation in the
One, True, Catholic Church, For wicked
tlander and venomous misrepresentation
of all that Catholice look upon as true and
holy, the book might have been written
by an apostate priest such as Wililam
Hogan, by the Hoyts and other clerical
friende of Marla Monk, or (barring the
decency of style) by that unmitigated
rascal (es Dr. L. loves to call him), Martin
Luther himself,

The book containe about two hundred
pages, and keen critics have proved that
there are in it just that number of glaring
mistakes, one to every page. And these
mistakes are not of the kind that may be
excused as having thair origin In ignor.
ance or negligence. They are dellberate
misstatements, ranging from the suppressio
vers to downright mendacity, But the
most frequent of them all is habitual
MISQUOTATION, giving words “textually,”
and dellbontelf suppressing the context,
bacause it would farnish their true mean-
ing. He himeelf has confessed the truth
of these charges by making alterations in
the eecond and third editions of his “*Plain
Reasons.” But who could alter the spirit
of his book? The changes he has intro.
duced are made in a grudging, half-
hearted way, that showa them to have
been extorted by shame and fear, not by
candor and love of the truth. In a pas-
sage vituperative of Cathollc theologians,
he has painted himself and his contro-
versial habits in sach accurate colors, that
we must transcriba it :

“Thiprgs have come to this pass, that no
statement whatever, however preciee and
clrcumstantial, no reference to authorities,
however seemingly frank and clear. .can
be taken on trust,without a rigoroussearch
and verification, The thing may be true,
but there is not so much as a presumption
of its proving so when tested, The degree
of guilt varies, no doubt, from deliberate
lng coneclous falsehocd, with fradulent
intent, down through reckless dieregard
a2 to whether the thing be trne or falee,
to mere overpowering bias causlng misre-

resentation ; but truth, pure and simple,
s almost never to be found, and the
whole truth in no case whatever.”

A capital plcture, drawn frcm the
inmost depthe of self consclousness ! And
is this the man, even though he speak
through the peges of an encyclopmdls, who
is to be admitted as a witness againet the
Catholic Church and her rellglous orders ¢

The second quotation from Basenbaum
we have bzen unable to find, after an
sccurate search through his “Medylla.”
We feel almost certaln that it is not to be
found there at all, It is the former EIE'
eage, substantial in the sense, but slightly
varied in the form of words. Dr. Little.
dale seems to have rlcked it up at second
hand from some of the many German
pamphleteers who during the late Kul.
turkampf, attacked the Jesulis and their
teaching, and quoted the words from
memory.

The third quotation from Laymann has
been already virtually disposed of in what
was said of Busenbaum, He, too, I8
treating of the question, whether a man
condemned to death can lawfully escape
by flight, He answers, yes ; and quotes

favor, among them St, Thomas, Cajetsn,
To'etus, ete. *“And to effect this (he
adde), be mav buret his bonds and break
throagh the jyil enclorure (vineula et car.
ceres perfringere).  For to one to whom the
end 1s silowable, to him also the means
necessary for that end are nllowable. Cud
entm concessus est finas, hwic etiam media ad
finem necessaria concessa sunt,” Dz, Little.
dale’s form of words does mnot exactly
sgree with the orlginal,  Are we to sup-
pose that be hae taken this quotation, too,
at second baud, and from some Germau
Protestaut or lofidel scurce? The fact
that none but German Jesults (Buasen-
baum, Laymeon and Wagemann) are
brought luto play, would lend some color
to the eupposition, But our quarrel is
not the mera charge in form of the quo

tatfon, Wby was the word necessaria
changed Into cidinata ? Neceesary meane
for & gocd end, must always be good ;
but bad means may be suited or adapted
for that eud. To propagate God’s king-
dom on earth, preeching and teachlog are
necessary and good mesans ; t)» bate and
persecute those who will not ¢come in, or
drag them in'forclbly, may be suited to the
accomp'lchment of that end, but dces not
meake them good means or lawful. We
fesr that this change was mnot honest.
Latet anguis in herba,

The last quotaifon iz from Wagemonn’s
“Synopeis,” We are uneble to verify it,
not having any copy of the book., To
say that “the end determines the goodness
of an sction’” 1s susceptibie of a very good
and true meaning., Bat it may also carry
with it & bad aund false meaning, Hence
we have no hedtstion in eaying that the
quoataticn has not been currectly given,
and that its “terseness” consists in the
exclelon of some words necessary to meke
it complete and unexceptionsble, D,
Littledale’s notorlous dishonesty in the
matter of (uotation forbids our tsking bis
word on trust without accurate b and

rency). The declsion was to rest withithe
Protectant faculty of the Univertity of
Heldelberg, or with the mixed facalty
(Protestant and Catholic) of Bonn, This
offer he repeated in the Protestant citfes
of Halle, iu 15862, and Bremen, in 1863,
Ten years and more bad passed, aud uo
one had accepted the challenge. At
last a theologlan, Miurer by name
took it up and published a pamphlet in
which be clalmed that he had proved his
poiat and was entitled to the reward, All
he counld allege was the pasiage of Busen-
baum nalready discussed (about a con.
demned prisoner’s right to escape). “Cam
fivis eet licitus, ete” Of course, he fur
nished no context, to explain how or why
Busenbaum hed used such language, The
faculty of Heldelberg would not allow by
clalm, Norwillit ever be allowed by any
bonest Protestaut, Oae of them, Buch
mann, calls the maxim a perverslon or
distortion of propositions found in Jeeuit
moraliets, The same is said by another,
Wander, in hls “Lexicon of Proverbs”
Aud a third, Herslet, positively aflirms
that the Jesuits never held or taught such
s maxim, and attributes the hold it bas
on the popular mind to knavish romancers
like Eugene Sue,

It fe a proud distinetlon for the Jesuits
that their enemies can find no velid
weapons against them, avd are compelled
to resort to faliehood and slander. They
are in this polnt faithful representatives
of the Church of Christ at this day, as she
is of the primitive Church of the Apostles,
Ave our Protestant friends Aware that they
are repeating ageinst us the identiesl
sianders that were hurled at the Church
in the days of St Paul? Then, too,
wicked Jews and lying Pagans charged her
with bolding the blasphemons maxim, that
evil may be dove for a good purpore,
(Rom. iit. 8 .
Rr, Rev, JaMEs A, Corcoran, D D,

verification. It {s not the practice of our
theologlans to be loose or inaccurate in
laylvg down principles in a text book,
It fs mot only the gooduess, but also the
wickednees of an action that flows fiom
the end proposed ; and none of our theo-
loglans has ever failed to state this dis-
tinctly, especially in the treatise *“Da
Actibus Humsnls,” where the sources and
fundsmental principles of morality are
lald down and vindicated. We gather at
random a few examplea,

Kenrick eays: “Ex fine actus bonitas
vel malitia etfam derivatur.” *“From the
end of an actlon flows its goodners, and
likewlse its wickednese,” F., Sabetti:
“Actus humanus veram moralitatem a fine
desumit” “Man's deliberate action takes
its real moral character from the end.”
These, two, are the ldentical worde of
Gury, F, Clement Marc says: “Fin's
operantis tribuit veram mora'itatem actul
bhumsano.” “It is the end proposed by the
agent that gives it: true meral character
to his deliberate action,” And that very
Laymann who is triumphantly quoted by
the Littledales, Coxes and other pious con
troversialists of their stamp, as a chief
exponent of wicked Jeeuit morality, says :
*I maintain thet this end (the end pro
posed by the agent) gives to an ection a
new specific character of goodnees or
wickedness,” 1f Busenbaum hed written
s treatise “Da Actibus Humanis,” he
would have sald the same thing, for it is
the doctrine of the Cathollc Church.

Bat does any Jesult expresssly lay down
the doctrine that good ends will Nor
savctify bad means? Yes; all of them,
without exception. Laymaon seays:
“Sixthly, the adjumct of a good end
does not help an actlon that is bad
in {tself, but lets it remain in ita simple
snd thorough wickedness (relinquit
simpliciter et undequaque malum)”
Gury eays clearly: “Omnls eleciio
medil mall est mala,” ‘“Every cholce
of evil meane I8 wicked (even where the
end is grod).” But what is the use of
maultipiying quotatione 7 Let oxe Jesuit
be produced who bas written a treatlse
“Da Actibus Humanis,” and has either
delibarately suppreszed or even innocently
forgot to put down this teaching, and we
will eurrender our entire case.

Theee falsehoods about Jesuit teaching
are not new, nor are they confiaed to the
English-epasking countries of Protestint
fsm. Tae bigot, whose anti-Catholic zzal
urges him to ‘wmisrepreseutation and slan
der, {e to ba foand everywhere, In Ger
mavy, the birthplace of the “Reforma.
tion,” they have never been wanting.
From the day when the patient labor of
the Jesults, under Faber, Canisius and
thelr dieciples, first checked the spread of
the new heresy, purged southern Geer
many of {te leaven, ana drove it back to
its northern home, anti-Jesult calumny
became the fashion, and lasted for hum.
dreds of years, until about a century sgo,
when the Lutheran clergy became skeptics
and infidels, and cared as little for Luther
as they dld for the successor of St. Peter.
After this jull, a revival of the no Popery
cry has revieited Germany, acd the old,
stale calumnies are republished as boldly
as if they were new diecoverles, and had
not been a thousand times trinmphantly
refuted. What gave the first impulse
was the partial freedom gained by the
Ohurch after the events of 184S, which
aroused the anger of those who had long
enjoyed the pleasure of seelrg her placed
under the yoke of St:te supervislon, and
who seemed to regard it as thelr own loss
that she should emerge from the chains of
bureaucratic tyranny.

To revenge their dlsappointment, the
usual contrivance of attacking the Church
through the Jesuits was resorted to. Their
immoral principles, and, above all, the
mexim, “The end justifiee the means,”
were made the eubject of unnumbered
books and pamphlets. Of the bad faith
and wicked motives of these writers there
can be no question.

This corporation of the Society of
Jesus was confirmed by letters patent on
May 29, 1680, and sgain on June 15,
1717, Canada passed from France on
the 18th September, 1759. By the right
of nations that eacred and inviolable jus
gentium to which tyrants and conquerors
bow with meek submission the victor
has no right to private properties of

orizes him to possess himself of what

belongs to his enemy ; if he deprives
him of the sovereignity of that town or
province he acquires it such as it is with
8ll the limitations and modificatiors,
One sovereign makes war upon another
sovereign and not against unarmed
The conqueror seizes on the
posseesions of the State, the public pro
perty, while private individuals are
allowed toretain theirs. They sufter but
indirectly from the war and the conquest
only subjects them to a new master.”
(Chitty on Law of Nations ) I could cite
authorities unsuimously agree upon the
capital point that private individuals
should be undisturbed in their rights
and poesessions,

THE QUESTION DEBATED,
This question of conquest was warmly
debated in the British House ot Com-
mons on this very Canadian issue,
Widderburne, then Solicitor-General,
made a report to the king in 1772 on
the Canadian question. In it he says:
“No other right can be founded on con
quest than that of regulatiog the politi-
cal and civil government of the country,
leaving to the individuals the enjoyment
of their property.” Thurlow, the Attor
ney General, subsequently in his report
says: “The Oanadians seem to have
been strictly entitled by the jus gentium
to their property, as they possessed 1t
upon capitulation and treaty of peace.’
Speeking upon the question in debate
in Parliament the tame gentleman
effirms : “You acquired a new people,
but you do not state the right of con.
quest a8 giving you a right to goods and
chattele, that would be slavery and
ex'reme misery. In order to make the
acquieition either available or secure this
8eems 1o be the line that ought to be
followed, You ought to chauge those
laws only which relate to the French
sovereignity, and ia their place substi.
tute laws which should relate to the
new Sovereign, but with respect to all
other laws, and other customs and insti-
tutions whatever, humanity, jusiice and
wisdom, equally advise you to leave
them to the people just as they were,"”
S rong is the law of nations in favor of
the preservation of the estates of the

AN INIQUITOUS AND WICKED PBOCEEDING
No evildoer sbould be enriched from his
misdeeds, whether he be prince or

murder, The hesris of Lyocla’s sons
were rot attracted to land or property.
Toil, hardships, persecution and death
bad no terror for them. Personslly they
cared little for the smile or the frown of
Louis XV, or George III. But the har
vestready for the gleaning, the abundant
crop of Indians that was prepared for
the reception of faith, touched the
ter der fibres of their devoted souls. The
labore1s were few, the grain fell back to
mother earth uogathered and ungran
eried. The eavages cried out for the
bread of faith and there was not one to
break it to them. Parvuli nt panem
¢t mon erat qui frangeret eis. 'Yhe inhivition
of the British monaich fell heavily on
the Jeeuits, but a thousand times more
disastrous was it to the poor balf tamed
savages that roamed through the depths
of the foresta, No one that knows any-
thing sbout the early history of our
country will deny that in the loss of the
‘“‘black robe"” the poor Iudian bade adieu
to the only class cf white man towards
which bhis heart ever warmed with con
fidence, love and aflection, The eftect
ot King George’s inbibition was to throw
thousande of Indians back to the
DENSE DARKNESS OF BARBARISM
and eavage life, back to the horrible
orgies of pagan worship, Oa the 16ih
September, 1791, the last coup was
dealt the Jesuit order. A royal 1ostru
pent of that date declares: “It is our
will and pleasure that the Society of
Jesuits shall be dizsolved and suppresed,
ard no longer continued as a body
corporate or politic, ard all their
poteessions and property shall be vested
in us for euch purpose as we may here
after think fit to direct or appoint ”
Hence we infer that up to that time the
Society of Jesus was & body corporate
and politic, Hence the Jesuit Society
in Cunada was not suppressed by the
bull, “Dominus ac redemptor noster” of
Clement X1V, m 1774, The corres
pondence which passed between Mon
signeur Briand, Bishop of Quebec, and
Lord Darchesier, Governor ot the colony,
wko besought the bishop not to pro
mulgate the decree of the Sovereign
Poniiff, establishes that fact. Tae
bishop had recourse to Oardinal Castelle;
and the document was never published.
WHEN THE LAST DIED

Pere Casot died in 1800. It is com
monly stated that the Crown, through
escheat, took hold of the properties, [t
is an historical faot that aiter the con-
quest no new members were received
into the Society of Jesus. On the 15th
November, 1772, Mgr. Briand, Bishop of
Quebeo, thus wrote to Cardinal Castelle :
“lhe English have rot molested the
Jesuits in Canada, and, together with
the Recollects, they: here serve the
Courch with great edification. But
peither the former nor the latter have
leave to receive new subjecte. I have
asked that permission of the King of
Eogland in an addrees signed by the
clergy and people, I fear much that I
shall not obtain it, for two years have
already gone by and I have received no
answer,” The final answer given
to the petition was the sweeping
document of 1791  According to Chitty,
an authority on law, “it is beyond the
mere prerogative of the Crown to dimin.
fsh or destroy immuniu¢s once conferred
on corporations.”  Might fanot alwaya
right. In 1800 the Jesuit estates passed
to the Orown, nct without a protest by
the Cathollc clergy of the colony, It was
stoutly maintaived by able Eunglish law
yers that the actlon of the Imperial
suthorities in preventing nccession of new
members to the soclety was ultra vires,
and in consequence they ciuld not claim
tne Jesults properties in right by escheat
Neither con'd the British Crown obtaln
the properifes by pres«criptisn, for the
coudiriors are gncd faith in the begluning
and undisturbed possestion for a certain
number of years. The quality of faith of
the Jmperial authorities with regard to
the Jesuits' estates must appea: evidens
from ths foregofng explanativn, while the
possessione were contested year after year
by the bierarchy and peoplo « f Qaehgc,

THE OXONIAN GRINDER,

Before oonclaaing it may b appro
priaste to eay something of the origin of
this cry agaicst the Jesuits in Ontario
The Oxonian grinder of the Pulp Tower
organ has succeeded in his pernicicus
efforts.
