And it is Our further will and pleasure, and. wo do hereby declare, that th before-nentioned District

of St. JOH N shall consist of and include all that part of our said Island, bounded by the shore, which
is situate and lying between Pelty Ilarbour and Broad Cove :

And that the before-nientioned District of CONCEPTION-BAY shall consist of and include all that
part of Our said Island which, bounded in like manner, is situate and lying between Broad Cove and
Bay Verds Head:

And that the before-mentioncd District of Foco shall consist of and include ail that part of our said
Island which, bounded in like manner, is situate between Cape St. John and Fogo Island, including
that Island:

And that the before-nentioned District of BONAVISTA shall consist of and include all that part of
our said Island, vhich, bounded in like mnanner, is situate and lying between Cape Freels and Cape
Bonavista

And that the before-mentionied district of TRINITY BAY shall consist of and include all that part of
Our said Island wvhich, bounded in like manner, is situate and lying between Cape Bonacisla and Cape

And we do furtiher signify and declare our pleasure to be that the said District of St. John shall be
representted in the said Assembly by THREE Members;

And ta the said District of Conception-Bay shall be represented in the said Assembly by FouE
Menibers;

And that each of the said Districts of Fogo, of Bonavista, of Trinity Bay, and of Ferryland, shall
be represcnted in the said Assenbly by ONE nimeber;

And that the said Districts of Placentia and St. Mary, shall be represented in the said Assembly by
Two Menbers;

And that each of tle said Districts of Burin and Fortune Bay shall be represented in the said
Assembly by ONE Member.

And it is our vill and pileasure that the Governor, for the timie being, of our said Island, do appoint
some lit person to le the RETURNING OFFIcER within each of the said Districts.

And we do further declaro our pleasure to be, Ihat our said Governor do issue, in our name, writs for
the election of the menmbers of the several districts before-mentioned, which writs shall be addressed to
the several Relurning OI/icers, aforesaid, and shall by them be returned to the COLONIAL SECRETARY
for the lime being, of our said Island.

And it is our will and pleasure that every man, being of the full age of iweniy-one years and upwards,
and being of sound understanding, and heingour natural-born subject, or having beei lawfullynaturalized,
and never havinig been convicted in due course ofilaw of any infamaus crime, and having for two y ars,
next immmediately preceding the day of election, occupied a Dwelling-house within our said Island, as
OWNER or TENANT thereof, shall be eligible tu be a meniber of the said House of-Assembly.

And it is our further will and pleasure, that every man who, for one year next imnediately preceding
the day of olection, Lath occupied a Dwelling(1-house within our said Island, as OWNER or TENANT
ltereot, and who, in other respects, nay b eligible, according to tie regulations aforesaid, to be a
inember of the said House of Assembly, shall be competent and entitled to vote for the Election of
Memibers of lie said Assenmbly, in and for the District within which the Dwelling-louse sa occupied as
aforcsaid may be situate.

And it is our plcasure that the votes for the Memnbers of the said Assembly shall be taken by tic said
several Returning Oflicors, at such one or more place or places within eaci of the said Districts as shall
for that purpOse be appointed in the body of the writ addressed to the Returning Oflicer of every such
District respectively, and at or within such time or times as shall for the purpose be therein limited.
But, inasîmuch as by reason of the dillicuilty in internal communication within our said Island, many
persons entitled to vote migit be prevented from the exercise of such their franchise, if, in every case,
it were necessary to attend in person for that purpose : We do therefore declare Our pleasure to be,
liat in respect of any Dwelling-IHôuse situate at the distance of more thanfifteennmiles from the nearest
place of Election, within any of the said districts, the Vote of any Hiousehiolder duly qualified as afore-
said nmay be given without his personal attendance, by a written notice subscribed by such Voter in the
presence of two credible witnesses, and duly attested by their signatures ; which notices shall be in
such form as our Governor, for the time being, of our said Island, shall from time to time direct.

And it is our further ploasure, tliat if any candidate or voter, at any such election, shall object lo any
vote then tendered, it shall be the duty of the Returning Ollicers to hear such objectiom, and what may
be alleged in support of, or in answer to the sate ; and to examine, on oath, the parties by or against
whon such objection imay be raised ; and any person or persans who may be adduced as a witness or as
witnesses on either side, and upon such hearing to admit, or to overrule any such objection as may to
such Returning Ollicer appearjust and rigit.

And we do further declare our will lo be, thtat the persons in favour of whomn the greater number of
votes shall be givein in any such district, shall be publicly declared by such Returning Officer to be
DULY ELECTED to be the REPRESENTATIVES thereofin the said General Assembly, and shtall there-
utpon he returned and take their seats accordingly. Provided always, that, in cases of peculiar doubt
or difliculty, it shail be competent to any such Returning Ollicer to make a special return, setting forth
the grouds of such doubt, upon which the said Hose of Assenbly shall afterwards decide.

A td it is our wiil, and we do further declare, that the Assembly so to be chosen as aforesaid, shall
continue onily during our pleasure; and that the said Assembly shail not proceed to the despatch of any
business, unless Six Members, at the least, shall be present at and during the whole of the deliberations
of the said louse thereupon.

And whreas il may b necessery, in order to the complete execution of the several purposes aforesaid,
that farter regulations should be itmade for the conduct of the said Elections and the Return of Members



to serve in the said House of Assembly, we have therefore authorized, and do hereby authorize Our
Governor, for the tine being, of our said Island, by any proclamation or proclamations, to be by hin
from time to time issued, in our name, and in our behalf, to make such farther regulations as may be
necessary for the conduct of the said Elections, and for the Return of Members to serve in the said
Honse of Assembly, and for the due discharge of the duties of the said Returning Oflicer; and which
regulation shall be of full force, virtue, and effect, until provision be otherwise made by law; it being
nevertheless our pleasure that the regulations so to be made, as aforesaid, be not repugnant to, nor
inconsistent with, the several provisions hereinbefore contained, or any of them.

The Election of One Meiber of the said Assembly, for the District of FORT UNE BAY shall be
held at Garnish. Grand Jervey, Harbour Mtlle, Bellerum, St. John's Harbour, Harbour Britain,
Hei mitage Cove, and Bonne Bay; which Election shall commence and be opened at Harbour Britain.

And it is our will and pleasure that the Members of the said Assembly be elected withinthe respective
Districts aforesaid, between the Twenty-fifth day ofthis instantmonth of September, and the Eighth day of
December next ensuing (both days exclusive), and on certain days within the said period, to be hereafter
appointed and made known within the said respective Districts by the respective Returning Ojcer of
the same.

And for the conduct of the said Elections, and the return of the Members so to be Elected, it is our
will and pleasure that the following further regulations be duly observedP

That the Returning Oficer of each respective -Distriet, upon receipt of our Writ to him directed,
shall immediately endorse upon it the day of his receiving it, and without delay make Proclamation
throughout the District of the places and days of the Election.

le shall also obtain the use of a louse or other convenient building (not being a place of public
worship) for the purpose of taking the Polls at each place of Election.

Every Returning Oficer shall, before hé proceeds to the Election, take and subscribe the Oath, as
the same is in form set forth in the Schedule hereunto subjoined, before a Justice or Conservator of
the Peace, in the presence of two Electors of the District, who shall subscribe their names thereto.

A Message was delivered from His ExcellencV

the Governor, by JOSEPfi TEMPLEMAN, Est.
Usher of the .Black Rod, as follows:-

Gentlemen of the Housc of Assembly,
His Excellency the Governor cnmmands your attezd-

ance immediately in the Council Room.
A ccordingly,
The Members went up to attend Ris Excel-

lency in the Council Room, when His Excellency
was pleased to deliver the following Address:-.

"GIaNTLEM EN,-A considerable portion of the resprctiblo
inhabitants of this Island petitioned Ris Majesty, enrnestly
soliciting that he would be pleased to grant to them a Local
Government; and His Majesty, at aIl limes solicitous. not
only to promote the welfare of bis subjects, but to meet
their wishes, bas been pleased to nccede to their reqna&t-
and we are this day met together to give effect to the boou
their Gracious Sovereign bas conferred upon them.

" GENTLEMEN,-Of all the various measures that have
been pursued, or the cbpnges that have from tinme. to time
taken place, to meet the varying condition of this colony,
their importance dwindles into insignificance when rom-
pared with the momentous measure nów about to be called
into operation, in compliance with the desires of your fel-
low-countrymen, and in the hope of promoting their
prosperity.

" You are now about to lake upon you the most serions
responsibility that can well devulve upon a people. Hi-
therto, like an heir under age, ynu bave had no controut
over your finances-while their deficiencies for your sup.
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port have been free from all the labour of the one, and the
grave responsibility attending the other.

"Your situation will nowi be most importantly changed.
The people of Newfoundland will henceforth, in a great
imeasure, become the guardians of their own happiness,
and the promoters of their own welfare-and upon a wise
and prudent use of the great privileges conceded to them,
vill materially depend tlicir success in the attainment of

these ends.
"The first and greatest exercise of the right they now

enjoy, bas been ta return you, Gentlemen, to represent
themr here ; and you, in accepting of Ibis charge, have
taken with it all the responsibilities it involves, and the
conséquences'that'arise from it.
- " Of the varions constitutions subsisting in Europe, that

of your parent state bas been considëred by ail nations as
the one which best reconciles the freedoin and independence
of the people, with the due execution of the laws, and the
good governmeiit of the nation-leaving all, without re-
'gard torank or station, the full enjoymentof everyîvhole-
soine right, and only restraining the evil-inclined fron
doing that which is %vrong.-This constitution has been
extended ta you-and whiclh I fervently trust will bring
with it all the blessings the most sanguine can anticipate
or hope for.

" The component parts of the government are, a Council
composed of certain individuals selected by His Majesty,
and an Assembly formed of the Representatives of the
people-and these two bodies agreeing in any measure,
when sanctioned by the King, or bis Representative, it
becomes a law. Each of these Estates will have its sepa-
rate rights and privileges, corresponding ta those enjoyed
by the several branches of the Legislature in Great Britain
-as far as they are applicable to the condition of a de-
pendency on the parent state-rights and privileges arising
more froin the experience of past ages, as te their fitness
and propriety, than from any express laws to establish themi.

"It will bethe duty of each branch of the Legislature-
while it duly guards its own rights-carefully to avoid any
interference with those of the other; as well as tu give a
liberal interpretation of its intentions in any supposed
infringement of their own privileges, which, particularly
on the first establishment of a new legislature, may very
unintentionally arise-and thus avoid those differences
thathave so frequently occurred in other colonies, and
vhich mits ever be attended with disadvantage to their

country, and detract fron the dignity and value of their
proceedings; and I can with great truth assure you, that
it shall be rny anxious endeavour-so long as I may have
the honour to be His Majesty's Representative in this Is-
land-to maintain, unimpaired, your several rights and
privileges, equally with those the constitution more parti-
cularly places within nmy keeping.

" In a letter froni my Lord Goderich which I shall have
the bonur in a few days to lay before the Council and
Assenmbly-it is staterl that 'it cannot be made too appa-
rentthatthe boon which bas been granted, is seconded bythe cordial good-will and co-operation of the executive
governnent, and that the House of Assembly is regarded,
not as a rival power, but as a body destined to co-operate
ivith yourselfin'advancingthe prosperity of the settlement!

"I cordially unitein those sentiments. Unider this feel-
ing I bave re-assumed this government-and. no endeavour
shall'be wanting on my part ta give the fullest effect to
them; and I cannot avait nmyself of a fitter opportunity to
observe- upon an erroneous opinion entertained by many
upon this subject, who, net distinguishing betveen a su-
preme government and a colony, honestly think that theysee in their rulers motives for restraining the liberties of
the people-and that te view their actions with suspicion
and distrust becomes a necessary duty-of which the mis-
chievous and designing avail thenselves ta promote the
worst of purposes. But however such may, or may not,
be the case in parent-states, it cannot be applicable ta a
dependency-which is in the fortunate position of afford-
ing no motive, on the one hand te a factiouà opposition te
attempt the overthrow of a government, with a view ta
establish themselves in their places-nor te a government,
on the other, ta resort te undue and'unconstitutional means
to retain those trusts fromn which they might, otherwise,
be ejected-and heartless Must that colonial government

be that could gratuitously allow its conduct te he swayed
by any other consideration than the welfare of the inhabi-
tants entrusted to its care.

" The experience of the past will afford the best criterion
by which te judge of my wishes and desires towards those
you are bere to represent. Uninfluenced by any local pre-
judices, and without a single personal desire ta gratify, I
can have but one object before me--their happiness and
prosperity ; and I assure you, Gentlemen, fron the bottoam
of my heart, that it will'be miyinost anxious and unceasing
endeavour to co-operate with you in every measure that
cain best attain those objects for which the privileges now
about to be enjoyed have been solicited by the people and
graciously conceded te them by their Sovereign."

And thereupon, the Presilient of His Majesty's
Council, by Ris Excellency's command, said,

Gentlemen of the HRouse of Assembly,
It is His Excellency the Governors pleasure that yau

Gentlemen of the House of Assembly repair to the place
where you are ta sit, and there proceed to the choice of
some proper person as your Speaker, and that you pre.
sent such person whom you may so choose, bere imme-
diately, for His Excellency's approbation.

And the House being returned,
Mr. HOYLES, addressing himselfto the Clerk,

proposed to the House JOuIN BINGLEY GA,-
LAND, Esq. Member for T rity Bay, to be their
Speaker. And the choice of the House having
unanimouslv fallen upon the said John Bingley
Garland, Esq., he stood up in hisplace, and ex-
pressing the sense he had of the houur proposed
to be conferred upon him by the House, subnitted
himself to their choice, and lie was taken out of
his place by Mr. Hoyles and conducted to, and
placed in the Chair accordingly, whereupon

Mr. Speaker elect, addre'ssed the Iouse as
follows:-

Genztlemen,
I am deeply grateful te you for the high honour

whicI you have conferred, no less than the confidence
wihichi yeu have reposed in me, by my unanimous eec-
tien to the distinguished situation of the Speaker of
this Assembly. While, however, I express these senti-
ments, I cannot but convey to you at the. same dîne,
the doubts which I entertain of my oan abilities and
experience for the proper performance of the functions
vhich attach te se important an office. 'It is not on
myself tliat I place any reliance ; but to the Members
of this Assembly shall I look' for both assistance and
support, to'enable'me to maintain its rights. and pri-
vileges, and 'to preserve with'impartiality that 'proper
order and regularity vhich will greatly contribute to
give stability and effect te our proceedings as aLegis-
lative Assembly.

-Mr. Speaker elect, with the House, then went
up to attend His Excellency in the Conucil Room,
where Mr; Speaker elect was presented to His
Excellency by Mr. Hoyles, Member for Fortune
Bay, who addressed His Excellency as follows:

May it please your Excellency,
The Hiuse of Assembly, agreeably to your Excellen-

cy's command, have proceeded ta the choice of a
Speaker,and have unanimjously elected Jou BINGLEY
GARLAND, Esq., Member for Trinity .Bay, to that
Office, and by their direction'I beg leave to present him
for your Excellency's approbation.

After which, His Excellencywas pleased to say,
I approve of the Speaker vhom the House of As-

- sembly have chosen.
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The Hlouse being returned, and Mr. Speaker
having taken the Chair,

Mr. Speaker reported tlat the House had been
in the Council Room, where his Excellency was
pleased to approve of the choice the House had
made of hii to be their Speaker, and that he had
spoken to the following ellect:-

May it please your Excellency,
Your Excellency having beei pleased to approve of

the choice thel House of Assembly have made of me to
be their Speaker, it now becomies my duty, as such, in
the naine of the Representatives Of His Majesty's loyal
subjects, the people of Newfoundland, humbly to de-
mnand, that they nay have freedoi of speech in their
debates-that their persons may be frec fron arrests-
that theymay eijoy all custoiary rights and privileges-
and that wheneverlis Majesty's serviceand the iiterests
of the Colony may require it, 1, as their speaker, may
have frce access to your Excellency's person.

Mr. Speaker also reported, tlat His Excellency
in reply bad said-

Air. Speaker,
I most cheerfully grant your request, conformably to

the usage of the Imperial Parlianient, the laws of the
land, and the Royal Instructions.

After vhich,
Mr. Speaker said, His Excellencywaspleased

to imiake a speech, of wluich Mr. Speaker said lie
lad obtained a copy, which he read to the House,
and is as follows :-
Mr. President and Gentlemen of Uis Majesty's Council,
Mir. .Speaker and Gentlemen of the louse of Assenbly,

The first General Assembly is now in full operation
in the Island of Newfoundland, and I beg to offer vou
my sincere congratulations on so important an event,
with ny prayer that its establishment may be attended
by every blessing, a virtuous and free people can hope
for or deserve. And if anticipations of the future may
be drawn from the conduct of the people of Newfound-
land in the first exercise of the rights conferred upon
thein, there is every reason to trust that my wishes will
not be disappointed.

The harmony,- order and good-will that have been
maintained in the course of the Elections are deserving
of great praise; and I should not do justice to my
feelings, or to the inhabitants of St, John's, were I not
to make it kiown, that, although a very keen contest
vas carried on in this Town for eight days, in which

nearly three thousand individuals had a right to vote,
yet not one single police report resulted from it--an
example which could be profitably followed in many
older Governments ;. and I an persuaded it will be your
anxious endeavour to persevere in that course which
has been so happily begun.
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,

The geographical division of the Island, made by Dis
Majesty's Proclamation of the 20th July, bas had the
effect of excluiling the inhabitants of certain places
from any participation mn the riglts enjoyed by their
fellow-countrymeu. This defect in those instructions

can, with niost propriety, be remedied by the Legisla-
lature, and I am to signify to you His Majesty's wisht
that sucli provision may be made by law as will embrace
every part of the Colony within some one of the electo-
ral districts iuto which the Island bas been divided.
Mr. President and Gentlemen of His Majesty's Council,
M4r. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of Assembly,

In a Colony that bas been so long without any effi-
cient laws to govern it, or any adequate mode of ineet-
ing by corresponding legal enactments,. the varying
change of circumstances which must arise in every
country, you ivill be prepared to expect that a pres-
sure of business will devolve upon you in every depart-
ment of the Government, which will require your close
and unremitting attention; your principal difiiculty will
be to decide to what point first to direct you; attention,
and to assist you in your deliberations, I shall cause
to be laid before you in a few days a short account of
the different Institutione~connected with the Colony;
and I beg to assure you that I shall never consider my
time su well occupied as in facilitating your labours,
and that I shall most cordially unite with yau in every
measure that may be conducive to the improvenhent
and prosperity ofthis Island.

A temporary accommodation has, been provided in
which to hold your sittings ; it does not afford all the
conveniences I could have wished for, but I trust will
be found to answer that purpose during the present
session.

Ordered, that Mr. ToMrAs, Mr. KENT, Mr.
PACK, Mr. HoYLES, and Mr. BENNETT, be a
Committee to prepare an Address in answer to
lis Excellency's speech.

On motion of Mr. HoYL ES,
Ordered, that the Committee of Privileges do

consist of the whole House.
Mr. BROWN moved that the House do come

to the following resolution, viz.
Resolved,--That this House do now proceed to the

election of its own Officers, viz. the Clerk, Sergeant-
at-Arms and Messenger.

Mr. BENNETT moved an amendment 'to the
foregoing resolution, as follows:

Leave out the whole of the words in the said
resolution from the word Resolved, and insert in
place thereof the words following:-

" That the question of the appointment of the Officers
of this House be referred to the Committee of Privi-
leges."

Which, being seconded and put, and the Hionse
dividing thereon, there appeared for the motion
six, against it, four-

So it passed in the aflirmative.

On motion of Mr. BROWN,
Resolved,-That the question of the appointment of

the Officers of the House be considered in Committee.
of Privileges on Thursday next.

Then the bouse adjourned until tomorroW, at
eleven of the Clock.
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WEDNESDAY, 2d JANUARY, 1833.

A Petition Of WILLIAM CA RSON was present-ed by Mr. 1IOYLES, and read, setting forth,
That the Petitioner was a Candidate to represent the

District of St. John's in this lonourable House as a
Mknber for that District. Thtat lie was qualified, as
will appear from, his Certificate presented to the Re-
turning Officer on Monday Morning, the Fifth of No-
vember last, on the commencement of the Election.
That there were four other candidates, viz. :-JOiiN
KENT, WILLIAM THOM1AS, WILLIAm BICKFORD RoW,
and PATaIcK KOUGH, Esqrs. That prelininary ar-
rangements were entered into on the part of tue Rettrn-
ing Officer, and au authorised deputation fron each of
the Candidates, one of which was, that each Candidate
should bring in rotation to the Poil a tally of not more
titan ten voters.

'That on Tuesday, the Second day of the Election, the
Petitioner came to the Hustings rather late on that day,
wicn he found to his surprise, that JoN KENT lhad,
in violation of the above agreement, made on the first
dayofthe Election, brought forward twolictitiousCandi-
dates, for the purpose of giving him threc tallies to the
other Candidates' one. And that PATRIcK Koucia
had, on the second dLy of the Election, likewise in
violation of a positive arrangement, brouight forward
two fictitious Candidates, with the avowed purpose of
giving.him a similar advantage to Mr. KENT.

That the Petitioner strongly objected to this viola-
tion of a well-understood arrangement, when the Re-
turning Officer stated, that hie hail of himself taken an
especial. objection, but lad placed the votes brought
forward by the fictitious Candidates on the Poll.
Seeinge Mr.'InorAs preparinig to follow Mr. Kough's
example, the Petitioner had no alternative but resigning
le contest, or endcavouring to place imitself, as far as
circunstances would then permit, on an equality with his
oppouents. That 1r. Kent and Mr. Kougli then con-
sented to witldraw their fictitious Candidates, thereby
acknowledging that they were creatures acting agreca-
bly to their wills.

The Petitioner therefore strongly represents to this
Honourable louse, tLiat Patrick Kough thereby ob-
tained an unfair advantage over the Petitioner, which
of itself is sutlicient to disqualify him fromu being a
Member of titis Honourable Ilouse, and that all the
votes thus unfairly obtained ought, agreeably to law
and justice, to be thrown away and lost.-That it is a
well-known niaxim oflaw, that no person can profit by
lits own wrong.

That Mr. Thomas and the Petitioner denanded that
each ought to be permitted to bring forvard as mnny
tallies as the other Gentlemen hîad unfairly obtained,
but that the Returning Oflicer overruled this demand.

The Petitioner therefore prays that this Hlonourable
House, animated by a love ofjustice as well as ofrespect
for the law, will not sanction an advantage obtained by
the violation of positive engagements, and in violation
of the custon and law of Elections. That the persons
ioting for Mr. Kough, brought forward by William

Walsh and Stephen Ryan ought to be struck ofi the
list of persons voting for Mr. Kough, which will re-
duce hin forty-cight votes on the Poil. In a nuneri-
cal point of view, titis might have been of little conse-
quence, had ail the voters been finally polled ; but the
Petitioner is prepared to prove that, during the six
days' Poll, he had never, at any one tine, fewer Litan
thrce tallies, of ten cach, arranged, ready to be
brouglt up on a ninute's notice ; and that lie is like-
wise prepared to shov that, at the close of the Poli on
Saturday, the Tenth of November, lie had still more
than four hundred voters, possessing more property
in this district titan ail the voters polled by his oppo-
nents during the week, nany of whom were paupers
and fisherien, having no fixed residence. The Pe-
titioner is farther prepared to prove to this Honourable
Hlouse that very few special objections against his votcrs
were taken ; while it vill appeai fron the poll-book
État there were many of the voters brouglit to the poli
by Mr. Kough, to ,whom special objections were taken.
That the Petitioner particularly objected to splitting
and dividing votes, as being contrary to the law of
Enigland. Thtat the Act 10th of Queen Aune, chap. 23,
rentiers it illegal to nultiply voices by splitting and
dividing bouses and lands. It enacts, " Thtat no more
than one voice shalli e admitted to one bouse or tene-
nient." Whercas several, even six and seven, and more,
eating front the samte dish, and cooking from the saine
kettle, were admitted by the Retturning Officer as good
voters. That the Constitution does not invest any per-
soit with an authority to dispense with the law. Lord
Goderich, in his instructions to the Governor, when,
rccoimmending that the Colonial Law should change a

principle of the Constitution in this country, expressly
says, " That this however is a system which I appre-
lend lis Majesty could not establish by the exercise
of his authority." Tlat the Returning Oflicer ought
to have been guided by the law, in the construction
and application of the word " occupancy."

That the Petitioner, at the close of the Poli, agreca-
bly to the report of the Returning Ollicer, stood on the
Poil five hundred and ninety-one votes, exactly the
sanie number which lie stated Mr. Kough iad ; but if
the forty-eigit votes polled by Walsh and Ryan, un-
fairly, as the Petitioner contends, ie will stand five
hundred and ninety-one, while Mr. Kough wili stand only
five itundred and forty-ltree, giving tle Petitioner a
uajority of forty-cight votes. That the Petitioner,
deeining himself secure in his existing position, had no
motive or inducenent to apply for ait extension of the
Poil to Portugal Cove.

With regard to the proceedings on the Hustings at
St. John's on Monday the 12thtNovenber, the Petitioner
begs to represent them as entirely irregular and illegal.
That the Returning Officer had no authority to conti-
nue the Election at St. John's longer than the time
specified in his notices, or proclamations, unless by Lte
consent of Candidates, and by notices and proclama-
tions as extensive as the first, and at least four days
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(one inclusive) to the period of adjournment, viici
were in no degrec complied with. Voters have
riglts as well as Candidates, and Returning Officers
have no power to compromise them. The Petitioner
therefore begs to represent the proceedings at the
Ilustings on the Twelfth of November as being illegal
and as the Election was not extended to Portugal Cove,
the termination of the Election of thrce Mlembers to
represent in this Honourable House the District of St.
John's, terminated on Saturday the teuth of November,
and the then state of the Poli ought to have been the
guide of the Returning Oticer.

The Petitioner further begs to represent that the
Statute 22d George the Third, Chapter 4, for restrain-
ing any person concerned in any contract, commission,
or agreement, made for the public service, from sitting
as a Iember of the House of Commons,utterly disquali-
lies Patrick Kougi for being a Member of this HiIonou-.
rable louse.-As, for example, his fitting up several
places and appointments in the Court-House for the
opening convenience of the Local Legislature. Consti-
tuted authorities in this country have ieretofore been
accustomed to extend unrestrained the limits of lteir
authority. That this House will, in its commencement,
feel the necessity of controlling and bringing within
the precincts of the lav ail acts that nay affect the
ionour, the dignity, and independence of the Repre-
settative House of Assemîbly. Elections are fountains,
from whence flow the purity of Parliaments and
Legislative Assemblies ; if the sources are permuitted
to be impure, the accumulated mass will soon be
corrupt.

And praying that the House will take the matter of
his Petition into consideration, and wili place his nane
as one of the lembers for the District of St. Jolin's, in
the room of the said Patrick Kough.

A Petition of HUGI ALEXANDER EMESON
was presented by Mr. PAxcK, and read, setting
forth-

That, by virtue of His Majesty's Proclamation of the
26tI day of July, A. D. 1832, regulating and appoint-
ing the nunber of Members or Representatives to serve
in the Gencral Assembly of this Island, One Member
was allotted to the District of Bonavista in the said
Island ; and by virtue of the power and authority
given by the said Proclamation to His Excellency the
Governor of this Island, a Proclamation was published
by His Excellency, bearing date the twentieth day of
September, in the year aforesaid, appointing the seve-
ral places within the said District of Bonavista, namely,
Cape Freels, Green's Pond, King's Cove, Keels, and

Bonavista proper, at which the votes for such Repre-
sentative should be accepted and registered by a certain
Officer appointed for that duty, called a Returning
Oflicer, and that PETER LEMESSURIER, Esquire,. was
duly appointed to that office. That the Petitioner,
being duly qualified by law to offer himself as Candi-
date for the District of Bonavista, to represent the same
in the Gencral Assembly, did accordingly cause him-
self to be offered for the suffrages of the Electors at

Bonavista aforesaid, ont the day appoinited for that
purpose, namely, the twenty-ninth day of Octoberlast,
and that, upon the closing of the Poli at that place, on
the thirtieth day of the same month, the Petitioner
vas declared by the said Peter Lemessurier to possess
forty-seven good and legal votes, over and above those
given and recorded for the person named WiLmLAM
BROWN, who thei and there offered himself for the
suffrages of the Electors of the said District. That
upon the close of the Poil at King's Cove, the Petitioner
had a majority of fourteen votes over and above those
polled for the said Wiilian Brown ; and that at the
close of the Poil at Keels aforesaid, the Petitioner iad
a majority of one hundred and six votes over and
above any polled for the said William Brown. That
the said Peter Lemessurier, well knowing the premises,
afterwards, on the eighth day of November at Kinp's
Cove, and as such Returning Officer, accepted the volun-
tary resignation of the said William Brown, of any
further claim by him to bc longer considered as a Can-
didate at the said Election ; whereby the Petitioner
of right was, and ougit to have been, duly returned by
the said Peter Lemessurier, as the Representative of the
said District of Bonavista; yet, that the said Peter
Lemessurier did not, nor would return the Petitioner as
the legal Representative of the said District; but that,
afterwards, nantely, on the fifteenth day of the Month
of November aforesaid, ie proceeded to and opened the
Poli for the said District at Green's Pond. Whereas,
by the unconditional, unqualified, and absolute resig-
nation of the said William Brown to him, as such Re-
turning Officer, the said Peter Lemessurier was bound,
by the law of the land, to have returned the Petitioner
at King's Cave, as the legal Representative of the
District of Bonavista.

That the said Peter Lemessurier, disregarding his
further duty and the provisions of the said Proclama-
tion, did not proceed to the several places named in
the said Proclamation, for the taking of the votes of
Electors in those places residing, and wholly refused
and neglected to proceed to and take the Poli at Cape
Freets, one of the places in the said District named in
the said Proclamation for holding the Poli, and·where
he was bound to have opened and ield the Poil, pro-
vided the said Election was not legally closed at some
other place in the said Proclamation named. That the
said Peter Lemessurier, in further violation of the trust-
reposed in him, by his Proclamation as such Returning
Officer, at Greces Pond, on the tenth day of Novem-
ber, declared and made known to the Electors therein
residing, that the Poli for the said Election would be
opened at that place on the twelfth day of that month.
Whereas, the said Peter· Lemessurier, on the said,
twelfth day of November, causei other Proclamations
to be made, declaring that the Election would be held,
and the Poil opened, for that purpose, on the fifteenth
and sixteenth days of the same month. And further,.

WE, the Representatives of lis M ajesty's loyal subjects,
the Inhabitants of Ncwfoundland, in General Assen-

bly convened, beg Icave to thank your Excellency for
your Speech, at the opening of this, the first Session of
the first General Assembly of Ncwfoundland.-

The naxuy advantages that bave resulted to those
Colonies of the Crown,. that iave enjoyed the Legisla-
tive forn of Government, His Majesty bas been ntost
graciously pleased to grant to this long-neglected
Colony, are duly appreciated, and cannot fait to be
experienced by ail classes of the people of this Islianil ;
and your Excellency's congratulations upon the impor-
tant event whicht lias placed those advantages within
our reach afford us mucht gratification.

The harmony and good w ill vhich characterised the
Election of the Representatives for the District of St.
John's, as weclt as those of the Representatives for the
several Districts of thc Island, arc pleasing proofs that,
in the lawful exercise of thir rights and privileges, the
people of Newfoundland are disposed, on all occasions,
to preserve a due regard for the peace and good order
of society.

ve fully concur in opinion wvith your Excellency,
that the division of this .land, nade by his Majesty's
Proclamation of the twenty-sixthà ofJuly last, lias had the
effect of excluding a numerous body of the loyai inha-
bitants of this Colony fron participating witi tieir
fellow-countrynien in the bcnefit of being represeitetd
in the Gencral Assenbly; and it shalt bc one of the
first objects of our attention to adopt such measures as
mnaybest tend to remedy this defect.

We thank your Excellcncy for the promise you have
made, of laving before us an accont of the different
Institutions of the Colony ; and althougli the many
inportant matters connected with the interests of the
Island, which require our carly consideration, denand
an earnest and unremitting attention, we trust that,
with your Excellency's kind co-operation, wc shall be
enabied faithfully and efficiently to discharge the vari-
ous important andresponsible duties incumbent upon us.

We also feel thankful for the ncasures taken by your
Excellency for our accommodation during the present
session. And, notwithstanding the numerous difficul-
ties which present themselves tothe progress of a neivly-
coustituted legislative body, we conhdently hope, wtith
the blessing of Divine Providence upon our labours, to
performi the duty which we owe to our constituents and.
the country at large in stcli a nianner, as to promote-
the prosperity of the Island, and advance the lappiness.
of our fellow-subjects.

A Petition from the Menbers and Congrega-
tion of the Wesleyan Methodists, and others of
the Town of St. John's, was presented by Mr.
TiioMAs, and read, setting forth-

That an Act, intituled " An Act to regulate the cele-
bration of Marriages in Newfoundiland," being about to
expire : That in its operations it lias infringed greatly
upon the liberties and privileges of the Petitioners, and
aconsiderable portion of His Majesty's subjects in this
Island; which, previous to the ycar 1817, thcy had
enijoyed from tine inniemorial, and whlsich, thlough pain-
fully afflictive, they have patiently and peaceably en-
dured. And which Act, in its provisions, lias been
found inadequate to ineet the w'ants, and to suit itself
to the local circunstances, of this Colony ; and that, in
this age of liberality, it is by far too restrictive in its
character. That the Petitioners feel greater confidence
in approaching the Honourable House for the renoval
of this grievance, seeing that the Letter of Lord Gode-
rich, accompanying the Instructions to His Excellency
the Governor, directs the attention of the Counîcil and
Assemblytothis subject ; and conveystotheinthe power
either to repeal or alter it, as their united wisdon shall
sec fit. That, in support of their Petition, they would
suggest, that they are unacquainted with any circuin-
stance connected either with thenselves or the religious
body to which they belong, vhich could justly involve
a forfeiture of the rights and privileges wvhiclh tihcy had
enjoyed ; and they embrace this opportunity of decla-
ring that they yield to none of His Majesty's subjects
in a peaceable and loyal disposition towards His Ma-
jesty's Government. And they would further suggest
that the early and long-continued labours of the Wes-
leyan Methodist Mlissioniaries in the Island-that the
number of their Missionaries and the widely-extended
spliere of their labours-that the moral and religious
advantages derived by the inhabitants of this Island,
from their long and laborious and self-denying labours
iii various, and in some instances the miost neglected,
parts of this portion of His Majesty's possessions, of
which several, if not all of the Honourable Menbers
have been witnesses -entitle them to their most favour-
able consideration ; and will, they trust, assist to urge
their plea. The Petitioners would further renind the
House, that a noble example of Christian liberality,
worthy of imitation, bas been set in some of the Ilouses
of Assembly in the Sister Colonies. They would instance
the Canadas, New Brunswick, and Prince Edwartl's
Island, vhere the Wesleyau Ilethodist Missioiaries
have the unrestricted power of celebrating the ioly
rite of iatrinony, and humnbly praying that the lo-
nourable House will, as an earnest of tlheir future libe-
rality, grant to the Methodist Missionaries of this
Island and its dependencies the same privileges.

A Petition of the Minister, Church, anld Con-
gregation of the Non-Conformnist body of Chris-
tians of the Town of St. John's, w-as presensted
by Mr. TrOMAS, and read, setting forth-

That the Petitioners most respectfully approach
the House, with the earnest prayer that they will
be pleased to direct thseir attention to such a modi-
fication of the Marriage Law, as will restore to them
the righlt of marriage by their own muinister, and in
accordance with their own vievs and principles ;-
a riglt whiclh theN alvays enjoyed until the year one
thousand cight huiindred and seventeen ; the suspension
of whiclh they cannot but regard as casting an unjust
reflection, and fixing an unmerited stigma on the imi-
nister and people, vho have thereby been treated as
unfit to be trusted witlh the celebration of niarriage,
whilst their brethren in Scotland, Ireland, the British
Colonies, and Christian ministers of all desnminations
in the United States, unrestrictedly possess that privi-
lege. The Petitioners respectfully submit that the
privation under whiich they have laboured arose from no
informality on their part in the celebration of niarriage,
nor lias any impropriety whatever relating to that
solemniii rite ever been attempted to be charged upon
theim. They therefore have always felt it as a painful
and imspolitic restriction ipon that freedom of con-
science which is the birthright of every human being,
and the boast of every British subject-completely at
variance with the principles ofeivil and religious liberty,
and subversive of that good feeling which should
ever exist amung their fellow-Christians of other deno-
minations, and more especially towards their King and
country, and the lawful authorities of the Island whîson
they are taught by ticir religion to vencrate, esteem,
and obey under God. The Petitioners, therefore,
hsunbly pray that it niay please the louse to re-
muove sucli a restriction on conscience, which must
be regarded as both painful and reproachful to your
fellow-Christians, the Non-Conforniists, of this Island ;
And that they may be allowed to celebrate marriage
among their own people vithout being liable to any
pains or penalties ivhatever ; subject only to such a
regulation (equally binding upon every clergyman as
shall secure a due and lawful provision for the regular
and secure registry of then, in order to prevent the
civil law respecting marriage fron being evaded) as may
appear good and desirable to the House.

A Petition froi the inhabitants of the Town of
Carbonear and its vicinity, was presented by Mr.
PACK, and read, settingforth-

That as the Act, intituled < An Act to regulate the
celebration of Marriages in Newifoundland" will come
inunediately under the consideration of the House, the
Petitioners begpermission to suggest that the Act above
referred to is of too restrictive a character to meet the
local circunstances of this Colony, and a great griev-
ance t tIhe Petitioners. That tIe Wesleyan Methodist
Missionaries vere aniong the first to impart moral and
religious instruction to the iniabitants of the Island and
its dependencies. That the number of their agents
and the sphere of their exertions are equal to those of
any other class of religionists in this Island. That the
moral and religious advantages received by the inhabit-
ants froi the long and assiduous attention of the
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Methodist Missionaries to their sacred duties are very
considerable. That the Missionaries themaselves, with
the Societies and Congregations under their ministerial
care, have ahiays manifested decidedly a peaceableand
loyal disposition, is a fact which the members of the
House will, they are persuaded, readily admit. That
as, in accordance with the liberal and generous feeling
now existing in the world, the Methodist Missionaries
in the Caradas, New Brunswick, and Prince Edwarr's
Islaad, have the unrestricted power of celebrating the
holy right of matrimony, they, the Petitioners, humbly
pray that the House will, as an earnest of their future
liberality, grant to the Methodist Missionaries of this
Island and its dependencies the saine privilege.

A Petition from the Right Reverend Michael
Anthony FL E 1NG, D. D. Prelate of the Catho-
lic Communion of Newfoundland, ivas presented
by Mr. KENT, and read, setting forth-

That the Petitioner humbly begs leave to solicit, in
the most respectful manner, the favourable attention of
the Ilouse to the painful condition to wvhich a large
and respectable portion of fellow-Christians, the Dis-
senters of this Country, are subjected, by a clause re-
specting the celebration of inarriages, as contained in
a Bill initituled " An Act to repeal an Act to regulate
the celebration of Marriages in Newfoundland," which
conipels the Dissenters of this country to solemnize
their marriages according to the cerenonies of another
church, and by a clergyman of a different establisl-
ment. That the Petitioner, while he disclaims any idea
of dictating to the House, hopes that it will not be
deened presumptuous in him to express bis decided
opinion, " that a conciliatory system of policv towards
ail classes of people is, under Providence, the best nnd
surest support of every government, and that, in a free
governiient like our own, nothing but a necessary
regard to the safety of the constitution can justify the
enactment of any laws of a restrictive nature, especially
on matters of religion." Wlerefore, wheu the loyal,
peaccable, and pious deportnent of the Dissenters of
this country is constantly demonstrated, the Petitioner
relies with confidence on the justice and liberality of
the House, that the unmerited stigma whiclh las been
impressed on so meritorious a body by su unnecessary
a law, will be removed. Your Petitioner humbly
submits, that, with respect to marriage, (unless as a
civil contract) the State should have no concera, as each
religious sect ought to be left as fully at liberty, to
regulate the religious ceremonies attendant on marriage
as any other part of their ceremonials, as there can be
bc no reason for compelling a man to be married by a
clergyman of an opposite church, than for compelling
him to participate in the ordinary servic- of that
church every Sunday. Wherefore, the Petitioner con-
siders that the parties, being of Dissenters, or any reli-
gionists, seeking to be married, and wlo profess con-
scientious motives, principles, and rites, in objection
Io those practised and performed in the Episcopalian or
any other Church, ought not to be forced to violate
their conscience ; and that to force them under pains

and penalties to go through a ceremony foreign to their
mind is unjust, unchristian, and intolerant, and in
direct violation of the fundamental principles of the
constitution. The Petitioner lays this view of the tase
before the consideration of the House, and also begs in
the most respectful manner to say, tbat.he would con-
sider it a reflection on the intellect and good feeling by
which the present enlightened age is distinguished,
were such a law suffered longer to exist, a law wbiclr
every enlightened man abhors. That the Petitioner,
deeply impressed with these sentiments, and seuisible
fron experience ofthe grievance of being debarred the
blessings of civil and religious liberty, be should deem
himself unworthy of that freedom which, thanks to a
wise paternal government, he now enjoys, could
he for a moment be insensible to the hardships of his
dissenting brethren, or hesitate to seek, by every con-
stitutional means, the sanie share of liberty for them.
The Petitioner, therefure, humbly entreats that it will
please the House, in the commencement of its inypor-
tant labours, to repeal this unchristian and unwise law,
and to extend to the Dissenters and Methodists of this
Island the privilege of solemnizing marriages in their
own congregations, and according to the rites of their
own church, and by a clergyman of theirown establish-
ment ;-a measure which will conciliate the affections
and gratitude of so extensive and respectable a portion
of His Majesty's subjects, and also, by an equal parti-
cipation of religious as well as civil liberty, effectually
consolidate, in one common sentiment of warm, unqua-
lified attachment, to the new institution of this country,
aIl classes of Christians.

A Petition from the Inhabitants of H{arbonr
Grace was presented by Mr. PETER BROWN,
and read, setting forth-

That the Act th George 4th, chap. 08, intituled
"Au Act to regulate the celebration of Marriages in
Newfoundland" shortly expiring, and the Bouse being
about to make provision for the sanie, the Petitioners
niost humbly beg to represent to the House, that the
Act above referred to bas been found to be greatly in:.
efficient in its application to the wauts of the Islaiid
in not affording sufficient facilities for the celebrLtion
of marriage, its restrictions being fiught with mnuch
inconvenience. That the labours of the Wesleyati
Missionaries in Newfoundland are nearly coeval with
the earliest impartation of religious instructibn to its
inhabitants. That their number and sphere of labour
for many years surpassed, and are now equal td that of
any other religious denomination. That the pdlitical
benefit accruing to the island, from the consequerit ikge·
expenditpre of monies drawn from the Parent Society
in Great Britain for the support ofits missionà*iis and
mission establishments-the moral good resulting from.
their pious and indefatigable efforts in disserùinating.
the truths of the Gospel-in administering the conso-
lations of religion, and in the inrtruàtion of tlié rising,
generation in useful knowledge, together wiih thé
peaceable and loyal behaviour of the nissiôiaries them-
sclves, their societies, and congregations, are imdenti
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ble facts, powerfully pressing themselves upon the libe-
ral consideration of the House. That, in this enlightened
age, it is the boasted glory of the government of the mo-
ther country, that all its recent enactnients affecting the
religious usages and feelings of its subjects have been
stamped with the utmost liberality. That, in Colonial
Legislation, the recent marriage acts of the respective
provinces of the Canadas, New Brunswick, and Prince
Edward's Island, have been framed in the sane mag-
nanimous spirit, and the Petitioners most humbly pray
that the contemplated enactient of the House, based
upon similar principles, with a just and wisely-guarded
facility, vill also give an unrestricted and equal right
to the celebration of marrriage by the acknowledged
pastors or fathers of ail denominations.

A Petition from the inhabitants of the North
Shore of the Conception Bay, was presented by
Mr. Peter Brown, and read, setting forth-

That the Petitioners are for the most part members
of the Wesleyan Society, or regular hearers in the dif-
ferent Wesleyan Chapels on the North Shore. That
the Petitioners are desirous that the cereinony of iar-
riage should be performed amongst them by their own
ministers. That, although the Petitioners are not
excluded from the privilege, yet such privilege is only
continued so long as the Shore is not without a minister
of the Church of England. The Petitioners, therefore,

humbly pray the House to repeal section 4, of chapter
68 of George the Fourth, of an " Act to repeal an Act
passed in the 57th year of the reigu of his late Majesty
King George the Third, intituled ' An Act to regulate
the celeb:ation of Marriages in Newfoundland,' and to
make further provision for the celebration of marriages
in the said Colony and its Dependencies." And the
Petitioners further pray that the House will be pleased
to allow the différent religious bodies in this island the
rite of marriage by their own ministers without re-
striction.

Ordered, that the said Petitions do lie on the

lity, lias always granted te the other.possessions of the
British Crown.

Resolved,-That a Comnittee be appointed to pre-

pare an humble address to His Majesty, praying that
Iis Majesty vill be pleased to place at the disposal of
this House, the rents of the ships'rooms of thisIsland.

The Chairman also acquainted the louse that
lie was directed by the Committee to move for
leave ta sit again on the consideration of Ways
and Meaus; which the Bouse agreed to.

gios instruction before the visits of these valiable ien.
And praying that the equal and unrestricted riglt of
celebrating marriages within this Island inay be extend-
cd to the Wesleyan Missionaries, and all other acknow-
ledged ministers and teachers of religion.

A Petitionof RoBERT BROWN, jun. and other
inhabitants of Brigus, was presented by Mr.
CoZEÑs. aid read, setting forth-

Thtat an Act passed in the fifth year of bis late Nfa-
jesty's Reign, entitled "' An Act to regulate the cele-
bretion of Mârriages in thé Colony of Newfouindland,"
imposed nunerous restrictions on tcertain ministers and
pastors, and their societies and congregations, by
which the former were prevented fron marrying their

own people, and the latter fron having the ceremony
performed by the ministers of their own choice. That
suci restrictions have been discountenanced by the
Legislatures of the neighbouring Colonies in their re-
cent enactments. That the Wesleyan Methodist Mis-
sionaries vere among the furst to communicate moral
and religious instruction to the inhabitants of this
island. And praying that the unrestricted riglit to
celebrate marriages way be extended to the Weslcyan
Methodist Ministers in particular, and Io ministers and
pastors of all denominations of Christians in general.

John's, that is, that Anterican vessels nay be allowed
to enter the outports, and trade as free as in the Capi-
tal of the Island. The Petitioners further state that they
are well aware that the Colonial Governnent lias not
the power of interfering with the regulations relative to
the trade of the Empire; but thay hunbly pray that
the flouse will join vith the Petitioners in petitioning
Dis Majesty and Council to grant the boon so manch
desired.

Ordered,-That the Petition do lie on the table.

The Chairman reported fromt the Committee
that they hadmade some progressinthe business to
them referred, and had come to a Resolution
thereon, which they had directed him to report to
the House ; and lie read 'the sanie in his place,
and afterwards delivered it in at the Clerk's
Table, where it was read, and is as follows':

Resolved,-That it is the opinion of this Committee
that the present systen of'Judicature is inadequate to
the proper administration of justice in this Island, and

this Committee strongly urge the necessity of a Bill be-
ing introduced into the Assembly, which will have for
its object the remodelling of the present Courts of
Justice.

The said Resolution was read througliout a
first and second time ; and, upon the question put
thereon, was agreed to by the House.

A Message from the Council by Mr. AY R E..
Mr. Speaker,-The Legislative Council have agreed

to a Bill entitled " An Act to provide for the perform-
ance of quarantine, and more effectually to provide
against the introduction of contagious or infectious
diseases, and the spreading thereof in this Island,"
with certain amendnments, to which amendments they
desire the concurrence of the louse of Assembly.

And then the Messengar withdrew.

On motion,
Resolved,-That a further conference, by Commit-

tee, be asked with the Legislative Council, on the sub-
ject of the proposed amendments to the Bill for pre-
venting dangerous quantities of gunpowder being kept
within the town of St. John's, and that the Clerk do go
to the Council and request the said conference.

On motion of Mr. TromAs,
Resolved,-That the Committee who may be ap-

pointed to manage the said conference, be instructed to
state to the Committee of the Council that this House
cannot agree to the amendments numbered two, four,
five, and nine, for the following reasons, viz.

SECOND AMENDMENT.

First,-That it being the intention of the Act to
prevent any vessel or boat having gunpowder on board
from lying alongside of any wharf (for the express pur-
pose of landing the sane), this amendaient will be
found insufficient for that purpose. A vessel may be in
the stream for twelve months and be liable to no pe-
nalty.

Secondly,-Because any merchant may moor an old
vessel at the distanee of fifty fathoms from bis wharf,
and make a magazine of her for the storing of gun-
powder ; and, provided she be not moored or brought
alongside any other vessel or boat, there is nothing in
the amendient to prevent any other vessel or boat froin
being brought alongside lier, cither to deposit or to take
out gunpowder.

Thirdly,-An exception should be made in favour of
Sealers, having their usual and requisite quantit.y of
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gunpowder on board, otherwise they cannot corne to a
wharf to land their first trip of seals without first depo-
siting their gunpowder in the magazine and paying two
shilling and sixpence a barrel for it. This might occa-
sion many ignorant persons to be fined, and would tend
greatly to prevent sealers from outports coming to St.
John's to sell their seals.

Fourthly,-Men-of-war, or other Government ves-
sels should not be allowed to be aloigside a wharf with
gunpowder on board,.except for the purpose of landingZD
the sane.

Fifthly,--Vessels should be allowed to be forty-
eight hours in the streani after entry at the Custoni-
House, before being conpelled to land thieir gunpow-
der. In fact, this amendmient would render the whole
act imperative to prevent danger froin shipping, and
would be higlly prejudicial to the seal fishery.

FOURTHI AMENDMENT.
The House of Assenbly cannot agree to this amend-

ment, unless provision be muade for sealers in the se-
cond section, as reconmended..

FIFTH AMENDMENT..
The flouse of Assenibly have not agreed to this

amendment, as they have some doubts w'hether the
power by it given to the justices, can legally be vested
in theni without repealing the Judicature Act ; as the
5th Geo. 4, cap. 67, gives-them poiver in civil cases to
the amount of forty shillings only, and the 6th Geo. 4,
cap. 114, has an especial clause, naking null and
void any Colonial Act which is repuguant to the pro-
visions of any Imperial Act.

NINTII AMENDMENT.
The House of Assembly have not agreed to

this Amendment:-
First,-Because the observations on the fifth aniend 1

ment,. apply to the words " Sessions Courts" in the
Bill.

Secondly,- For the-reasons contained in the obser-
vations on the second Amendrnent, which apply gene-
rally to this Amendient.. And

Thirdly,-This clause heips accumulated fines on
cvery person and persons employed about or owning the
gunpowder, and may be visited withi extreme severity on
nany parties in addition to the forfeiture of the gun-
powder. But more particularly is this amendment oh-
jectionable, because it fines the owner of gunpowder
inported in another merchant's vessel, for the fault of
the master of such vesssl in bringing lier alongside a
wharf, althougli the owner of gunpowder have no con-
troul whatever over the vessel or lier master, and ii
fact commit no fault.

A Message from the Council by Mr. AYRE.
Mr. Speaker, --The Legislative Council agree to the

further conference desired by the House of Assembly on
the subject of the amendments to the Bill for prevent-
ing dangerous quantities of gunpowder being kept
ivithin the Town of St. John's.

And then the Messenger withdrew.
Orlered, tlat the Managers who managed the

last conference, together with Mr. BENNETT, do
nanage this conference.

And theywent to the conference.
And being returned,
NIr. TH oMAs reported that the Managers had

been at the conference, and that they iad com-
plied with the instructions of the louse.

On motion, the amendments proposed by the
Council to the Bill to provide lor the perform-
ance of quarantine, and more effectually to pro-
vide against the introduction of coutagious or
infections diseases, and the spreading thereof in
this Island, 'were read, and thereupon,

Resolved,-That this House do agree to all the
said amendments, except the second one.

And the said second Amendmnent being read,
and it appearing that the saie was touching mo-
ney matters, therefore,

Resolved,--That this House cannot further consider
the said Aniendment.

THE Hon. Mr.Secretary CROwDY acquaint-
- ed the louse that lie had a Message froma

Ris Excellency the Governor, signed by His
Excellency, and lie presented the same to the
House. And the said Message was read by Mr.
Speaker, all the Members beiig uncovered, and
is as follows :-

MESSAGE.
THoMAS COCHRANE."

The Governoir has given his most serious attention to
the Petition, praying for relief from the Ilnhabitants of
the North Shore of Conception Bay, and which was
presented to hin by the flouse of Assembly yesterday.
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The prompt attention that the Governor has given
to the calls for relief from various portions of the Is-
land, must convince the House of Assembly and the
community at large, of his anxious desire to meetevery
case of distress by corresponding alleviation, and that
his endeavours arc only bounded by the limited dis-
cretion with wbich he is invested.

When the Governor informed the House of Assem-
bly that he considered himself warranted in providing
for the Civil Government of the Colony until the first of
April, his views vere confined to its ordinary and
usual disbursenents. And altbough the Governor lias
been induced, by the appeals of distress whicl bave
reached hin, to make very large and serions advances,
lie feels he bas already exceeded the limit contemplated
by the King's Governent ; and that further to in-
dulge those feelings which have hitherto guided him,
particularly now that the Legislative Government is in
full operation (and in a case which peculiarly belongs
to the Local Government to provide for), would be to
subject his conduct to just animadversion ; the more
so, as, great as the distress has been represented to be,
no public meetings have hitherto been called in the
capital or other towns with a view to its relief.

Under these circumstances the Governor has left
him but the choice of one of two modes of proceeding,
and he will be most happy to adopt that which vill
best accord vith the wishes and views of the House of
Assembly; either to neet such supplies as îiay be
raised by public subscription for the relief of the Pe-
titioners, by an advance to a corresponding extent on
the part ofGovernment-and the responsibility of which
the Governor wtill take upon himself, notwithstanding
the vast additional expense that lias already been im-
posed on the mother country during the last twelve
months-cr the Governor will be happy to advance, on
behalf of the Local Government, such sum of money as
the House of Assembly may deem requisite ta meet the
niecessities of the occasion, the same ta be refunded fron
the first duties levied, unless Dis Majesty's Govern-
ment shall tbink proper to relinquish their claim
thereto.

Ordered, that the said Message do lie on the
Table.

On motion of Mr. THOMAS,

Resolved, -That, in reply ta His Excellency's Mes-
sage, a strong and respectful remonstrance be present-
ed to him, setting forth the distressed state of the Pe-
titioners, and pressing upon His Excellency the abso-
lute necessity of affording them some present relief.

Ordered,-That Mr. TiloMis, Mr. HOYLES,
and Mr. PACK, be a Committee to prepare an
Address to His Excellency, in pursuance of the
foregoing Resolution.

The said Conmittee thereupon retired to the
Committee Room, and shortly afterward Mr.
THoMAS reported that the Committee had pre-
pared the draft of an Address to Ris Excellency,

in reply to His Excellency's Message, presented
to the House this day ; and he delivered the
same in at the Clerk's Table, where it was read,
and is as follows

To His Excellency Sir Thomas Johin
Cochlane, Knight, Governor,
and Commander-in-Chief, in
and over the Island of New -
foundland and its Depen-
dencies, &c. &c. &c.

May it please your Excellency,
The House of Assembly baving taken into their seri-

ons consideration the Message of your Excellency, rela-
tive to the Petition from the distressed inhabitants of
the Northem Sho:e of Conception Bay, regret excecd-
ingly the determination which yonr Excellency has
found yourself compelled to adopt.

If the House of Assembly had any funds under their
immediate controul applicable to the relief of the suf-
ferers, they would not have hesitated, under the alarn-
ing and appalling accounts of distress and starvation
that have been pressed upon their notice, to apply such
funds to their relief; but, being vithout any present
revenue, they cannot allow their individual feelings so
far to interfere with their sense of publie duty, as to
accede to the proposal of your Excellency, that the
Ilouse of Assembly should borrow money from the
Parent Government, and pledge the expected Revenues
of the Colony for the repayment of such Ioan-a mea-
sure fraught with the most ruinous effect on the finances
of the Colony, involving it in debt at its first step in
Provincial Legislation, highly dangerous as a prece-
dent, and calculated to fix an incubus on its independ-
ence, wnich, in the course of time, might work its de-
struction.

In reply to the other proposal, the louse of Assem-
bly beg leave to inform your Excellency, that a public
subscription bas been raised in Carbonear for the relief
of the distressed inhabitants of some parts of Concep-
tion Bay, which, although inadequate to their support
throughout the winter, has amisted (together- with, nu -
merous private charities, which have been more exten-
sive this year than was ever before known) in main-
taining the distressed to the present time.

That the accumulated misery now so apparent'may
be attributed in a great measure to a total failure ofthe
potato-crop, a circumstance which has not occurred to
so alariming an extent for the last thirty years.

The House of Assembly therefore earnestly, yet re-
spectrully, press upon the consideration of your Excel-
cellency, the wants of the Petitioners fromn Conception
Bay, and feel a confidence that your Excellency will
consider yourself wariranted by the exigency of the
case, strengthened by the pressing application of the
House of Assembly, in granting, on the part of His
Majesty's Government, such relief as the Petitiones
actually stand in need of.
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Resolved,-That the said Address be engrossed and
presented to His Excellency by a ,Committee of the
House.

Ordered,-That Mr. PACK, Mr. 1IOYLES,
and Mr. POWER, be a Comnittee for that
purpose.

Ordered,-That te Committee who prepared
the Address do wait on uis.Excellency to know
Bis Excellency's pleasure when ie will be at-
tended with the saine.

May it please your Excellency,
We,.the Representatives of His Majesty's dutiful and

loyal subjects, the people of Newfoundland, beg leave,
at this time, humbly to bring to the notice of your Ex-
celleney, the circumstances of embarrassment in vhich
this Colony is placed, owing to the rejection, by the
Logislative Council, of the BIl lately passed in the
.House of* Assembly, granting to His Majesty certain'
duties on, all wines, and on all brandy, gin, rum, and
other spirituous liquors inported into this Island.

In the early part of the Session your Excellency was
pleased to lay before us an Estimate of the Civil Esta-
blishment of the Colony, and also a statement of the
sunr necessary to be raised, in addition to the small
amount of Revenue at pmesent at our disposai, for the
purpose of defiaying the charges of the Civil Establish-
ment for the current year.

After having obtained, through application to your
Excellency, those documents and that information re-
quisite to enable us to judge of the propriety and
necessity of the supplies to be voted, we did, in due
time, take into our mature consideration the ways and
means of raising such additional amount of Revenue
as would meet the public expenses of the Government,
and in imposing the duties mentioned in the Bill for
granting to His Majesty certain duties on all wines,

and on all brandy, gin, run, and other spirituous li-
quors imported into this Island, we net only cautiously
avoided interfering with the operatiou of any Act of
the Imperial Parliament, for the regulation of the trade
of the British Possessions, now in force, but we also ex-
ercised our bestjudgment in the selectiou of such arti-
cles as we considered legitimate objects of taxation, by
inposing those duties on articles of luxury-carefully
abstaining from incrcasing 'the price of anything ne-
cessary for the support of the poor ; and in framing
the Bill we had further in view, the collection of the
duties imposed by it, at the least possible expense.

This Bill, after having passed through the regular
stages in the Lower bouse, without a dissentient voice,
was subsequently sent to the Legislative Council for
concurrence, but to our great surprise and astonishment,
was rejected by that body, on the ground that the Le-
gislature of this Colony does not possess the power of
imposing duties upon any articles imported into it, al-
ready subject to duty under any act of the Imperial
Parliament. And if the arguments sought to be sup-
ported by the Legislative Council can be maintained,
such is the nature of the commerce and the circuin-
stances of the people of this Island, that it would be
impossible for us to raise lie monies necessary for the
support of the Government and for other public pur-
poses ; since without the power of levying taxes upon
articles imported into the Island, there is not, in our
opinion, any other mode by which a Revenue adequate
to the wants'of the Colony could be raised. But, not-
withstanding the opinion of the Legislative Council to
the contrary, manifested by the rejection of the Reve-
nue Bill, we are decidedly of opinion, that we do not only
possess the power of raising a Revenue, by imposing
duties upon the articles mentioned in the Bill wbich
has been lost, but that, in the course which we b'ave
upon this occasion pursued, we are borne out by the
Acts of the Legislatures of the neighbouring Colonies,
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which Acts have bec, from tine to tinc, confirmed and
approved of by lis Majesty in Couneil.

It is unnecessary for us to enumerate the evils that
must arise froin the occurrence of this uifortunate
event, wvhich is calculated to create a feeling of dissa-
tisfactior and discontent in the minds of Ilis Majes-
ty's subjects in this colony; and we canuot but view
wvith the deepest regret, the conduct of the Legislative
Council at this early stage of our proecedings, since, if
the power of raising a Revenue by the Bill vhich bas
been lost, and which they have denied to us, could not
bc exercised, the beueits which would have accrued to
us, and whîich His Gracious Majesty iutended to con-
fer upon this 1sland, by granting it a Legislative Con-
stitution, would be lost-the public imuprovements
which we have contenplated muust be abandoned, and
our endeavours otherwize to anieliorate the condition of
the Colony would be cranped and frustrated.

Under the present constitution of the Legislative
Council, we have also to regret, tlat it required a nia-
jority of thrce-fourths of the members preseut, to ena-
ble the Revenue Bili o bc passed through that body;
and we cannut but consi-ler the course pursued by the

Council, as nanifesting a feeling more calculated to
check the early operations of the Assembly, than to
prornote the best interests of the Colony.

Under these circumstances, vhiclh we cannot too
deeply lament, we deem it our duty to lay our situation
before your Excellency, and wc humbly request that
your Excellency vill be pleased to infori us, whether
you possess any power which will enable your Excellen-
cy to relieve us from our present embarrassment.

R.soled,-Tlhat the Address be engrossed and pre-
sented to His Excellency by Mr. Speaker and the
ihole House.

Mr. Speaker and Gent lemei of hie House of Asscmbly,

It is wvith dcep concern I leart froni your Address
that any circumstance has occurred to inirrupt that
perfect guod understanding vhich it is so desirable
should exist between the two branches of the Legisla-
turc, or that any proceedings on the part of the Coun-
cil have been such, as to lead you to apprchend that
they will create feelings of dissatisfaction in the minds
of His Majesty's subjects in this Colony.

It is a further source of regret to me to be informed
that the Council bas felt called upon to refuse a Bill
you deen of such importance tothe Island, and the re-
jection of which you consider injurious to its interests;
and those benefits lost vhich you lad anticipated as
the result of the constitution His Majesty liad been
graciously pleased to extend to this colony-a mca-
sure which, I feel no doubt, has been the source of no
less concern to the Council than it lias been productive
of disappointment te you.

The Bill to vhich your Address alludes not having
reached me, I can forme no opinion how far it is in ac-
cordance witlh the Laws of the Imperial Parliament-or
the Royal Instructions ; but the same desire which
(with the desire to facilitate the public business) 'led
ne in the commencement of the Session to send toeach
branch of the Legislature, a copy of that part of my
instructions bearing upon this subject, now induces me
to state that, ou perusing the draft of these instruc-

tions, 1 observed a clause wrich it appeared to me
tended to defeat the only means the Colony possesses
of r.ising an adequate Revenue for the support of its
Governnent,-that of a ta% upon imports. And be-
ing most anxious that no obstacle should exist likely to
imîrpede the successful operation of the new constitution,-
I addressed his Majesty's Principal Secretary of State
for the Colonies on the point, from whom I received the
reply I now read to you.

On reference to your instructions, yon .will per-
ceive that the clause prohibiting the Governor fron
giving bis assent to any tax affecting the trade or com-
merce of the mother country, has.been omitted. It is
therefore only nccsssary for me to desirethat you vill
not assent to any act imposing discriminating duties on
British produce, or taxes for other purposes than those
of raising a Revenue.'-

I have only further to acquaint you that, with
the reservation above made, I shall have no hesi-
tation in assenting to any Revenue Bill in which the
two branches of the Legislature may agree ; provided
it be such, as, in other respects, shall meet with my
concurrence; but, under existing circumstances, as re-
presented by you, I can only lament that I possess no-
power to relieve you froi the embarrassment under
which you state you at present labour.

TO THE KING'S MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY.

THE HUMBLE ADDRESS OF THE REPRESENTA-
TIVES OF NEWFOUNDLAND, CONVENED AT
ST. JOHN'S, IN GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

May it please Your Majesty,

We, the Representatives of Your Majesty's faith fui
Commons of Newfoundland, beg leave most respectful-
ly to express, on their behalf, to our most Gracious
Sovereign, the sincere attachment felt througbout this
Island for your Majesty's person and goverrnment.

We also take this early opportunity of tendering to
your Majesty, in the nanme' of the inhabitants of this
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Island, our varmest gratitude for the gracious manner
in which your Majesty lias listened to the Petitions of
your dutiful and loyal subjects, and the deep interest
manifested by your Majesty for their happiness and
welfare, in granting to this, the oldest of your foreign
possessions, a Legislative Constitution similar to that
enjoyed by your Majesty's neighbouring Colonies.
Convened at this time in our legislative capacity, our
best endeavours have been, and shall be used to ameli-
orate the condition of our constituents and of the colony
at large, by the enactment of those local laws and or-
dinances, the want of which bas been so long and se-
verely felt.

In the early part of the Session His Excellency
the Governor, with a view to facilitate the advance-
ment of the public business, laid before us an esti-
mate of the civil establishment of the colony, with a
statement of the amount of revenue at present collected
under Acts of the Iniperial Parliament, and showing the
sumyetnecessary toberaised to meet the public expenses
of theGovernment. Our attention Nas also direçted to
the adoption of some more satisfactory systen of admi-
nistering justice than that at present in operation-to
the encouragement of the fisheries and agriculture-
and to the opening of a more safe and speedy commu-
nication between the different settlements of the Island
by means of roads, as objects of primary importance,
and as best calculated to improve the condition of the
poorer classes, rendered stili more unfortunate by the
total failure of the potato-crop during the last season.
For carrying these useful purposes into effect, but more
particularly for defraying the charges of the civil esta-
blishmnent, we took into our consideration the ways and
means of raising such amount of revenue as, in addition
to the sum at present at our disposal, we considered
would be required.'

On a careful review of the resources of the Colony,
and of the means of raising a revenue, which presented
themselves to aur o minds, we deemed it a duty impera-
tively incumbent upon us, not only to avoid direct tax-
ation, in itself always odious, but carefully to abstain
from levying taxes which would in any manner increase
the price of articles necessarily consumed by the poor,
and that class of the hardy inhabitants of the Island
engaged in the fisheries, In accordance with these
views, we framed a Bill (a copy of which is hereto an-
nexed, and to which, for greater certainty, we humbly
crave leave to refer your Mjesty) imposing duties on
certain articles of luxury, the growth and production
of foreign countries, and aiso a duty on British spirits,
which latter duty, by the operation of an Act of the
Imperial Parliament, passed in the sixth year of the
reign of His late Majesty King George the Fourth,
entitled " An Act to regulate the trade of the'British
Possessions abroad" attaches to, and is payable upon,
foreign spirits, thereby avoiding the imposition of any
dutywhichmighthave theeffect ofa discriminating duty.
In framing the Bill we had two main objects further in
view, first, the necessity of cautiously avoiding any'in-
terference with the policy or operation of the said Act

of the Inperial Parliament, and secondlv, the saving of
the heavy expense of an excise establishment ino the
collection, by the officers of the customs, of the duties
imposed in the Bill.

This Bill, after having passed through our branch
of the Legislature without a dissentient voice, was in
due forni transmitted to the Legislative Council for
their concurrence, but, to our great surprise and regret,
was rejected by that body, for reasons vhich, if valid,
mould not only deprive us of the power of raising a
revenue adequate to the wants of the Colony, but which
would, in a great measure, destroy a right inherent in
us as the representatives ofa free people, that of taxing
our constituents for the support of the Government.

The objection offered by the Legislative Council to
this Bill, and which we are led to beheve caused its
rejection by that body, is, that the articles mentioned
in our Bill having been already subjected to duty under
the said Act of the Imperial Parliament for the regula-
lation of the trade of the BritishPossessions abroad, the
Act of any Colonial Legislature imposing additional
duties on the sanme articles, is repugnant to the Inspc-
rial Act, and consequently of no force or effect.

Upon a careful review, however, of the Act of the
Iiperial Parliament in question, ie are at a loss to
discover anything therein on which the Legislative
Council could have formed such an opinion, and wie
humbly submit that no part of the Bill passed througlh
our branch of the Legislature is in any manner repug-
nant or in opposition to the spirit or policy of th'e said
Act of Parliament, for the following reasons.

The Act of the Imperial Parliament in question was
passed at the time the government of the mother coun-
try wisely determmned upon extending toyour Majesty's
Colonies the privilege of prosecuting a direct trade
vith foreign countries, and the principal object of the
Act, as its: title expresses, was the regulation of the
trade of the British Possessions abroad, and the
protection of British Manufactures by the -impo-
sition of high rates of discriminating duty upon articles
of foreign growth or production imported into the Co-
lonies. That it was the intention of the Imperial Par-
lianent to levy taxes upon articles consumed in the
colonies, no further than was necessary for the regula-
tion of trade, clearly appears from the thirteenth
section of the act, whereby the produce of all the duties
collected under it is placed under the controul of the-
Local Legislatures of the several colonies respectively,
thus confining the Act withia the saving of the decla-
ratory statute passed in the eighteenth year of thereign
of His late Majesty King George the Third, concera-
ing taxation by the Parliament of Great Britain in any
of the colonies, provinces, and plantations in- North
America and the West- Indies. But we humbly con-
ceive that there is nothing in any of the above-mention-
ed acts of the Imperial Parlianent. which. prevents the
Legislatures of the Colonies from raising a revenue by
imposing duties upon articles of foreiga growth and
production imported into theni provide d the same lie
not discriminating duties.
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As a further reason that such could not have been the
intention of your Majesty's Governîment, we would
humbly refer your Majesty to an Act of the General
Assembly· of the Province of Nova Scotia, passed in
the year of our Lord one thousand ciglit hundred and
twenty-nine, and entitled " An Act for the further in-
crease of the Revenue, by imposing duties on articles
imported from foreign countries" (a copy of which is
hereto annexed) whereby certain duties are imposed on
various articles of foreign growth and production, ex-
pressly in addition to, and over and above the duties
payable upon the sanie articles, by the said Act of the
fmperial Parliament for the regulation of the trade of
the British Possessions abroad. This Act of the Le-
gislature of Nova Scotia, we find, was afterwards, on
the first day of November, one thousand Cighit hundred
and thirty, approved of by your Majesty in Council.

That the Inperial Parliament lias itself recognized
the poiver of a Colonial Legislature to impose addi-
ditional duties upon articles already chargeable with
duty by the said Act of the Imperial Parliament for the
regulation of the trade of the British Possessions
abroad, we would hunbly crave the attention of your
Majesty to a statute of the Imperial Parlianent, passed
in the seventh year of the reign of [lis late Majesty
King George the Fourth, entitled " An Act to alter
and amend the several laws relating to the Custons ;"
the forty-fourth section of which recognizes and sanc-
tions a duty imposed by the Legislature of Canada on
spirits, in addition to the duty payable thereon under
the said first-mentioned Act of Parliament.

But we deem it unnecessary to adduce further argu-
ments in support of, an argumnent which adinits of so
little doubt.; for, indeed, if the construction put upon
the Acts of the Imperial Parliament by the Legislative
Council could by any means be correct, the Legisla-
ture of this Colony. would be deprived of the power of
raising a Revenue by inposing duties upon articles of
import, as. no other meaus, adequate to that purpose,
are within its power,. and the nu'merous advantages
whicli the Colony would have derived f;om the consti-
tution which your Majesty has been graciously pleased,
to confer upon it, would be thereby in. a great measure
Ibst.

It it tous natter of deep and serious regret, that the.
Legislative Council should have felt itself called upon
to- reject a Bill by iwhich we .contemplated raising
funds at the least sufficient to provide for the support of
the- civil establishment for the current year. We would
here-also humbly bring to the notice of your Majesty,
the limited: number of the Legislative Council, and the
fact that, during the vhole of the discussion on this
important Bill, only four of the members of that body
were present, who, being equally divided upon the
question, the Bill was consequently lost. Under the
circumstances of embarrassment in which we were
placed by the loss of the Bill, we ni ade inmediate ap-
plication to lis Excellency the Governor, and prayed
that lie vould use such means as night be in his power
torelieve us from our difficulties ;. but, althouglh iani-

festing every disposition to facilitate the advancement
of the public business, His Excellency did not consider
that he possessed any power of renoving the obstacle
which had been opposed to the progress of our Legis-
lative labours.

Under these circumstances, which we deeply deplore,
and convinced of the paternal care and solicitude of
your Majesty for the happness and welfare of your·
subjects, in all parts of your dominions, we feel that
there is no other course left us than that of making our
situation known to your Majesty, assured that it will
receive your Majesty's carliest eonsideration, and that
your Majesty will grant us sucli relief as the nature of
our case may require; and since ive have been prevent-
cd froma ayailing ourselves of the only means by which
ive deem it prudent or practicable to raise a revenue, we
have most lunbly to claim the favourable consideration
of your Majesty's Government in making provision for
the support of the Government of the Colo ny for the
presentyear.

Excellency to the peculiar circurmstances of embarrass-
ment in whichi they are placed, in consequence of the
loss of the Revenue Bill.

By their address, presented on a former day, the.
House of Assembly have already made known to Your
Excellency the principles of the Bill in question, on
which they bestowed the most mature consideration,
and by which, in the exercise of their inherent right,
they imposed certain duties on those articles of con-
sumuption best calculated to bear taxation, for the sup-
port of the Government of the Colony. The rejectioa
of this Bill by the Legislative Council not only deprived
the Assembly, for the present, of the means of raising
such anount of Revenue as the wants of the Colony
demanded, but also involved a question of vast impor-
tance to it. Under a conviction that the relief whiclk
the nature of their case required, could only be obtained
by an appeal to the Throne, the House of Assembly
passed an Address to His Most Gracious Majesty
(which your Excellency has been pleased to forward) in,
which they fully set forth their present embarrassed
situation, and have humbly prayed that His Majes-
ty's Government will, for the present year, provide
means to defray the public expenditure of the Colony.

As considerable time must however elapse before His
Majesty's pleasure in answer to their application cari
be known, and as the best interests of the Colony may,
in the ineantime, suffer materially from the want of
meansto support its Government, the House of Assem-
bly most respectfully request that your Excellency will
be pleased, on the part of His Majesty's Government,
to provide for the necessary public expenditure for a
further period, until a reply be received from His Ma-
jesty's Government to the Address of this House.

As the House of Assembly are disposed to afford
every assistance within their power towards the support
of the Government, they have passed a Resolution,
placing at the disposalhof your Eicellency, in the event
of your Excellency's taking upon yourself the payment
of the public expenses of the Colony, such part of the
Colonial Revenue levied under Acts of the Imperial
Parliament as may be subject to their appropriation

tachments for sums of two pounds and upwards is
much wanted, and wili he found highly beneficial to all
classes of persons concerned in trade, but more parti-
eularly to small traders and poor persons, to whom
sums of trifling amount, but of great importance to
them, are due from strangers and others whose resi-
dence is not fixed in the Island, and that without the
aid of such process these small traders and poor persons
mnst in most cases suffer the loss of their just debts.
That for a period of more than thirty years, the laws of
the colony authorized the issuing of attachments for
debts.of the amount of five pounds and upwards, until
by the Act of the 5th Geo. 4, chap. 67, the sum was
raised to ten pounds, and, during that period, the ope-
ration. of this law was found highly advantageous, and
no complaints were made against it. That the House
have been in some measure influenced in fixing the sum
for which an attachment may issue at two pounds, by

the almost unanimous opinion of the Commercial Body
(who arc well able to judge of the effects of such a
regulation) in favour of the measure.

That the House of Assembly cannot agree to the
aniendments numbered nine, ten, and eleven, by which
it is proposed that there shall be an appeal from the
decisions of the Courts of Sessions in all cases exceed-
ing five pounds, as the House are of opinion that the
granting such power of appeal would, in most cases,
operate in favour of the merchants and planters, and
rnost severely against the poor labourers and servants.
It is of the utmost importance that servants and la-
bourers in the outports of the Island should have a
final and speedy decision upon their claims and dis-
putes. That in most cases of appeal from the deci-
sions of the Courts ofSessions in the outports, the poor
man must suffer very great want and inconvenience be-
fore the appeal can be decided, and the House are fear-
ful such a measure, instead of affording any advanta-
ges to the poorer classes, would only give the rich aud
powerful the means of oppressing them. The House
having, by the tenth section of the Bill, allowed the
intervention of a Jury at the option of either party,
conceive that this vould be a sufficient safeguard in
such cases, against any supposed partiality on the part
of the said Courts of Sessions. And lastily, that the
House have been induced to extend the powers of the
Courts of Sessions in these cases from the beneficial
operation of the old laws, which, for a great length of
time, gave to Justices of the Peace and to the Courts of
Sessions, more extensive powers than are contemplated
by this Bill.

On motion of Mr. TuzoMAS,

amendments proposed to the Bill for regulating the ce-
lebration of Marriages, be instructed to state to the
Committee of the Council, that it is the opinion of this

cIeleratinig marriage betieen persons of their own per-
suai'on." That the Asseiibly have limlited the peual-
tv in this section to fifty pounds, by adding- the words
" not excecdinig tlc sum of tifty pounds sterling" after
the word " award."

MESSAGE.

"THOMAs COcHRANE."

The Governor, with great regret, acquaints the Blouse
of Assembly that a Fire broke out in this town early
yesterday morning, and which was not subdued until
an entire division of houses on both sides of Water-
Street was, with much property, completely destroyed.
His Excellency laments to understand that the Act
which passed intoa law on the 17th April last for the ex-
press purpose of efficiently providing for such exigencies
remains entirely inoperative ; and that the extent of
loss on the present occasion is mainly to be attributed
to a want of due organization and unity of action in
the means taken to arrest the flames; and that it is
owing to the providential absence of wind that a much
larger portion of the town was not sacrificed.

The Governor very strongly recommends ta the House
of Assembly to take this subject into its early and seri-
ous consideration, and to propose to its acceptance such
a law for the, establishment of a small efficient fire-
company, vith such regulations for its conduct, and
penalties for disobedience to them, as will best secure
a prompt attendance vhen called on, and systematie
plan of procceding in their operations.

His Excellency further recommends to the House of
Assembly to adopt some means ta secure the absence of
those not inclined to render their services on such oc-
casions, or to compel their labour wlhen preseat, as it
bas long been a serions reproach in this town that a-
large portion of the populace looks on with indifference
and apathy (if not with the hope of profiting from it)
at the destruction of the lives and property of their
fellow-creatures, to whom they are su often. indebted
for previous maintainance and support;-and His
Excellency strongly recommends ta the Legislature to-

enact severe .laws for the prevention or punishment of
such conduct.
