mother, my sister; and George Thomp-
son ; there was a quantity of counterfeit
halves and quarters on the table, pro-
bably about $100; Phcenix was filing the
edges of the coin when I went in, and
afterwards put them in an earthenware
bowl to plate them; they wereof a leaden
color when they were put in, and were
of a cream color when they came out;
he eleaned them with & rag and rolled
them up in paper and put them in a bag;
I was introduced to Phwnix by my
mother; that afternoon Phenix and
Thompson and I went to the Gireat Wes-
tern railway station, and Phenix asked
me to go to Hamilton with him to help
him get rid of the money ; previous to
my going to Toronto I had been working
on my uncle’s farm near Brantford; be-
fore then I had been working at Sarnia,
and previous to that I was in London,
living with my father, who worked for
Hon. John Carling as a labore my
father wes arrestsd in February, 1875, for
being drunk, and when he was searched
some four or five dollars in counterfeit
coin was found on his person, which led
to his being convicted for having counter-
feit money in his possession; the first
time I saw counterfeit money made was
at Phoenix’s house in Toronto, and when
I went there I had no idea he was en-
gaged in that business; I was not aware
that my mother was living with Phenix
as his mistress ; I went to Toronto to
keep my mother and sister, if possible ;
Thompson and 1 went to lamilton |
and returned in a few « remain-
ed in Toronto several weeks; my busi- |
ness at that time was to buy counterfeit |
coin and pass it; 1 bought $100 and |
waid $20 on it, but I didn't get rid of |
the whole of it ; I passed off a few of the |
coins and was arrested for that aund |
acquitted ; 1 threw the balance away |
when I was seufiling with the constable
who arrested me; afterwards I went |
to London to see my mother and sister,
who were living with Phanix there; |
Pheenix wanted me to go into the
passing counterfeits again, but I declined
to do so, having had trouble (“)r\llj_’ll al-
ready ; I did not see any counterfeit coin
from that time till I came to Stratford
in August of the present year ; I was ar-
rested at Stratford on the charge of pas-
sing counterfeit money at Listowel, and
there being no evidence against me I
was taken to Napanee to answer asimilar
charge ; I was discharged there and
brought to Stratford by Detective O'Neil
for the purpose of giving evidence against
Phanix ; O'Neil told me there was no
use of trying to get out of it, as we
were all well known to the Police at
Toronto ; I told him I would give evid-
ence and tell the truth ; there were no
inducements held out to me, that is in
the way of being discharged ; my reason
was that prisoner had caused me to be
arrested on a charge of which [ was in-
nocent ; he helped the police and was al-
s0 instrumental in getting my father ar-
rested ; I wrote the whole y out in
the Napanee jail ; did not give any names
but told the detectives who was meant ;
1 signed my name to the paper and gave
it to ‘O'Neil ; when I was in Hamilton
with Thompson and Phenix, the latter
handed me some $30 of counterfeit coin
in & bag,and I carried it while they passed
it ; they principally bought tobacco and
drinks, and threw the tobacco away
they got it ; they didn’t want the toba
but the money; Thompson . was anxious
that Phanix should show him how to
make the bogus money, but he would
not give him any insight into the busi-
ness ; he said he learned from a man in
the States ; he never let anyone into
the secret of the business. There was
no agreement with Phanix as to what
I was to bave for passing the money, but
he was to giveme what he liked. Thomp-
son was passing the money on & com-
mssion-45 cts. on the dollar; I believe he
toldme thatotherswerebuy ngthe money
from h'm in the same way as Thomp-
eon. Phee told mo on one occasion that
the money cost him about ten cenis on
the dolla*. Atone time I wasin jail with
Phoenix, he toid me that he made his
own mou'ds, aad that he had made the
money ; and (he mounlds were made of
p'aster of Paris, and he destroyed them
when he had done with them.
Mina'e Jackson and George Thompson,
the la 1z brought from the Peni-
as serving a te:m for
passing covaterfeit money, also testified
to Phoenix's couniefeiting operations.
On Tuesda: the prisoner was committed
to Toronto jai. His { ial w'll come off
at the Yock Ass'zes next week. The
charge against him of a'.eving Domin-
ion notes was not pressed, but an in-
formation was la'd by Superintendent
O'Neil, and will pobably be gone inlo
by the Crown Atto:ney at Toronto.

TRAGEDY IN GORRIE.

One man strikes another on the temple
with a ‘press-board, smashing the
skull.—The blow proves faial.

The Enterprise furnishes the following
particulars “of a melancholy tragedy
which was enacted in a tailor-shop in
Gorrie one day last week:

A crime of the most horrible charac-
ter was committed in our usually quiet
village on Tuesday last about 12 o'clock,
noon, in which a John Sharpin, tailor,
struck a Robt. McKilligan, cabinet-mak-
er, on the left temple with a piece of
board used in a tailor shop for pressing
sleeves. The unfortunate victim was
felled to the platform in front of the
tailor shop insensible, and in which con-
dition he remained till death reached
him on Wednesday night about half
past ten o'elock. Dr. McMichael was
called in and on examining the skull,
found it necessary to call in assistance.
He then got Mr. Brown and the two
held a consultation, both coming to the
conclusion that the patient was heyond
their reach, upon hearing which the
criminal fled before a warrant for his ar-
rest could be procured, but was recap-
tured by constable MeIntosh before
he had gone far.

Tag ProxoeraPH—An exhibition of
that marvellous invencion, the Phono-
grah or  talking machine,’”” was given in
town on Monday evening by an individ-
ual who claimed a close relationship to
the Apostle of Invention, I'rof. Edison.
The instrument exhibited was not one of
the most perfected productious of Edi-
son’s fertile brain, but served very well
to illustrate the principles npon which
the sounds of the human voice are repeat-
ed “ by machinery.” ‘The instrument
hollow me eylinder
about six inches in diameter and eight
or ten inches in length, the outer surface
of which was grooved with a fine spiral
line. A sheet of tin-foil was attached to
the cylinder, and a sensitive needle ad-
justed in proximity to its sur This
needle was fastened to the obverse side
of a * mouth-piece,” a thin plate of mica
intervening between the needle and the
operator. The cylinder was'surmounted
on a small shaft, also spirally grooved, to
which was attached a crank. By means
of this the eylinder was revolved as the
operator “spoke his speech ' into the
trumpet-shaped mouth-picce, the sounds
produced causing the needle to register
the modulations of the voice by light or
heavy indentations upon the foil. When
the instrument was sufficiently “primed,”
the needle was re-adjusted at the com-
mencement of the indentations, and as
the cylinder was again revolved, the
sounds of the voice were reproduced
quite distinctly. The articulation of
words was accompanied with a slight
huskiness, but there was a striking simi-
larity between the operator’s voice and
the sounds produced by the machine.
The same sounds, whether words,phrases,
musical tones or audible imitations of
any kind, can be reproduced as long as
the indentations remain on the foil. Its
simpheity is what most astonishes one,
and the wonder is that it remained for
the inventive genius of Prof. Edison to
call it into existence.

An Instance of Indian Daring.

The Beaver (Utah) Square Dealer says :
An instance of what an Apache Indian will
do in the way of cool daring, when the prize
is worth the risk, once occurred on a ranch
im Arizona. The owner of the ranch was an
American. To guard against the Apaches
he bad built a block-house, and, adjoining it,
acourt yard and corral, sarrounded by
an abode wall 8 feet high and 2 feet thick.
In the corral the herd was nightly secured.
He had a contract to feed and guard 400
head of beef cattle belonging to the United
States fort, some thirty miles away. More
than one attempt had been made by the
Apaches to cipture the herd, while feeding
two or three miles from the block-house. But
the vigilant herdsman had driven the cattle
at a gullop into the corral, betore the Indi-
ans could “‘stampede” them, Oue night there
A solitary Apache,
unarmed, and with nothing to protect, him
from the cold rain, climbed over the corral
wall ; crouching in the corner, he waited for
day. Early in the moruing, the storm hav-
ing passed away, eight herdsmen, mounted
aud armed, waited at the corral’s gatefor
the herd to be turned out. The gate was
opened. The stock poured out. Suddenly
up sprang the Apache ; vaulting on the near-
est horse, he clutched the mane with hn
hand, while with the other he wavedost
red blanket, and yelled like a demon. In
an instant every hoof made a rush, and the
s'ampede besan. The horse, frightened,
darted into the midst of the flying cattle.
Asin a frenzy they went through the gate-
way, the Apache clasped his arms around
the horse’s neck, and, throwing his body on
one side of the maddened animal, disappear-
ed from view., A thousand men ranged in
column could not stop that rush of the crazed
herd down the valley. The herdsmen fired
a volley which wounded and killed some of
the cattle. Two bands of Apaches, darting
out from opposite sides of the valley, closed
up from beKmd the herd. Four hundred
head of cattle were thus_captured and run

bidden to ssy everything that may en-
the criminal to believe that he will
be respited.

The hasty shrift
which they make on the morning of exe-
cution cannot count for much, because they
are half insane from terrur when they make
it.

“ Your appeal has been rejected, and you
are to be executed now at once.” Now at
once ! There is no delay from that moment.
The man who goes to bed hoping awakens
to be told that death is waiting outside his
cell. door. A glass of brandy, a hasty
prayer on the koees in cold sweat and
trembling, & pause for a moment under a
whitewashed vault, where the convict's back
hair and shirt collar are cut off, and then,
through the portals of the prison, suddenly
swung back, a sight of the gullotine with
the kuife gleaming in the yrcy dawnlight of
morning, All this takes but twenty minutes
at most, but these minutes are the ouly ones
during which the French convict is allowed
to feel for certain that he is going to meet
his God.

The Great Bank Failure.

The failure of the City of Glisgow Bank,
which has caused so great a sensation in
financial circles, is the second severe shock
which has been given to the well-tried
stability of the Scotch baoking system. The
failure is described as being by far the
heaviest that has occused in Scotland since
the t crisis of 1857, when the Western
Bnnir:‘l Scotland was submerged, carrying
the City of Glasgow under with it fora
time. The suspension did not last long,
however, and the bank ultimately recovered
from the shock, although its stock has never
since been at as high a premium as that of
other banks in Scotland. ‘L he mansgement of
the bank, however, having been both pru-
dent and skillful, it was able to resume
business w.th but little detriment to its
