TORONTO, Dec: 18.—The year 
ending December 1912 passed into 
history as the best Ontario has ever 
seen. During that year there was a 
pronounced reduction in the chattel 
mortgage indebtedness. The total 
number of chattel mortgages against 
all classes was 10,654, representing 
an indebtedness of $39,406,857 com­
pared with 11,261 mortgages repre­
senting $40,698,857, a decrease in in­
debtedness, for the year 1911 of $1.- 
292,102. In the year 1908 there were 
14,227 mortgages for $14,065,572. In 
the following year the number of 
mortgages was reduced to 13,696 
while the amount they represented 
grew to $27,591,578. In 1910 the num­
ber of mortgages still declined to 
12,490 and the security involved re­
presented $31,108,900.

York County represents about 10 
per cent of those in 1025 mortgages 
for $3.018.237; Simcoe 498 mortgages ■ 
for $678,388 ; Wentworth 440 mortga­
ges for $409,965; Middlesex has 245 
chattel mortgages for $259.340; Brant 
has 186 for $340,778; Elgin 292 for 
$247,388; Welland 188 for $324,614.

The chattel mortgages against far­
mers declined from 7,098 in 1908 to 
5,016 in 1912. The amount represen­
ted in the former year was $2,768,786 
compared with $2,310,071 in the lat­
ter year in 1912. The figures show 
an increase where there has been a 
tendency to land speculation and 
a healthy decrease in counties where 
booms have been absent.

many people sick as a result. The 
gas and sulphur were turned on 
without any warning.

WBSI LAND REGULATIONS

A NY PERSON Who ta the sole head ol a 
XX family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant joust 
appear In person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
Bine miles pf his homestead on a farm- of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, ■brother OfMMér:'*' .......

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3,00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 
In each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
BO acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per 
acre.

HERE’S A SAMPLE
The reckless assertions so often 

made by those who favor the removal 
of duties, receives abundant demon­
stration in connection with deputa­
tions of that kind at Ottawa.

Take the one which waited upon 
Premier Borden and other ministers 
on Tuesday.

It will be seen 
that Mr. Drury solemnly asserted 
that without protection, there had 
been a large increase in the number 
of hands employed in Canada with 
regard to such establishments.

such concerns have been put out of 
business in this Dominion. Here is 
the list:—

One at Brandon.
One at Chatham.
One at Walkerton.
One at Ayton.
One at Peterboro.
One at Brantford.
One at St. John, Que.
One at Lachine.
The above employed anywhere 

from 50 to 150 hands apiece.
The only purely Canadian factory 

remaining is that of the Brantford 
Binder Twine and Cordage Company, 
which has successfully managed to 
weather the lack of protection.

Moreover, free trade on binder 
twine as such, has not lessened the 
price, and U. S. monopolies fixed the 
product of the Canadian market on 
the pàin otherwise of a cut price war

The Courier proposes to send a 
marked copy of this article to Mr. 
Drury, and then see what denials 
he can make, if any.

The statement that the removal of 

duties upon food products, would at 
once be followed by a demand for the 
taking off of protection on agricul­
tural machinery and other things, was 
abundantly proved by the statements 
at the Capital of certain grain grow­
ers and farmers.
