New York, June 15—A Paris cable
to The Times says:

Great interest has been aroused
here by a statement made by Bonar |
Law to The Matin that the British
army, completely in accord with Gen-
eral Joffre, was prepared to move
whenever the French headquarters
staff saw fit. The statement is ac-
cepted as a sufficient answer to the
charge of British indifference to the
French losses before Verdun. The
press expresses much satisfaction ov-
er Bonar Law’s frank'$tatement. From
the outset the military authorities
here have insisted that it would be
rlaying Germany’s game for the Brit-
ish ‘to move before the psychological
moment, and have scouted anti-Brit-
ish rumors as idle or malicious gos-
sip. Bonar,K Law’s statement will go
far to reassure the people here.

GREAT RAPIDHY

Great Contrast in That Re-
spect to Drive of Last
Winter.

CZERNOWITZ LOST
" TO THE AUSTRIANS

Russian —;\_1'—t'ille}'y Fire so
Heavy, Smoke Darkened
the Sun.

London, June 15.—(New York
Times cable)—A despatch to the
Daily Chronicle from Petrogradsays:
“In Bukowina, the Russians are
progresslng thh lightning - rapidity,
which is particularly astonishing when
stubborn

nowitz during the December offensive
last year. The Russians already hold
the right bank of the Pruth, from
their own frontier up to Nepokokputs
16 miles beyond Czernowitz, on the
main railway from the Bukowina cap-
ital to Kolomea.

trians are defending it desperately,
probably not without any hope of pre-
venting the Russian entry, but in
order to gain time to secure the re-
tirément of their terribly battered
‘army.

BELCIANS MAKE  ENTHUSISH IS

k00D PROGRESS
IN_EAST AFRICA

Have Now Gained Control
of Northwest Section
of Colony.

{Havre, June 15— Substantial pro-
gress for the Belgian forces invading
German East Africa, giving them con-
trol of the entire northwest section of
the colony, is claimed in an official
statement issued by the Belgian war
cffice to-day. The statement follows:

“The German forces, having effect-
ed a retreat to the south seem to be
concentrating in the Kitega region,
General Tombeour’s army, continuing
the pursuit of the enemy, has reached
the main highway joining the lakes
of Vitoria, Nzana and Tanganyika
at three points.

“The right column dfter occupying
Usumbrua on June 8 is continuing its
march towards Kitega. In the centre
itwo columns have reached respect-
ively Lusaraki and Kasima, the latter
locality being about 25 miles east of
Msambura. The left column has
reached Kagera where it holds the
aproaches to Lake Tanganyika.

“Aviator Lieutenants Behaege and
Coldgnon flew over the German fort

and dropped bombs on the gunboat
Graf, on Gotzen. Two bombs hit and
considerably damaged the vessel.

Stirred to Much Cheering by
Keynote Speech of Gov-
ernor Glynn.

St. Louis, June 15.—Still fired with
the enthusiasm stirred up yesterday
by the keynote speech of former Gov.

A Report From Denmark States a Ger-
man Cruiser, a Destroyer, and Twelve
Merchantmen Were Sunk—Berlin

Admits Auxiliary

London, ]une 15.—The German
auxiliary cruiser Herzmann has beea
attacked and sunk in the Baltic,south-
east of Stockholm, by four Russian
torpedo-boat destroyers, according to
Berlin. Reports trom Sweden and
Denmark concerning the fight say
that it was between Russian torpedo
craft and a German auxiliary cruiser,
some torpedo boats and armed traw-
lers, which were convoying German
merchantmen, In addition to the
auxiliary cruiser and a German des-
troyer, twelve of the merchantmen
are reported to have been sunk.

The Berlin statement says:—

“During the night of June 13 the
G(vman auxiliary cruiser Herzmann
vas attacked by four Russian des-
n'oyers in the Bight, southeast of
Stockholm, After a courageous re-
sistance, the vessel was set afire by
chells, and was blown up by her
crew., The Commander and most ot
the crew were saved,”

DANISH PAPER’S VERSION.

Copenhagen, June 15—The German
cruiser Koenig von Sachsen, a des-
troyer, and twelve merchantmen have
been sunk in a sea fight in the Baltic,
according to a report received by the
Exchange Telegraph Company.

It is a tremendous move-
ment, notably planned, and with a
sustained punch in it which has sim-
rly demoralized the Austro-German
sorces. The effects will without any
doubt be far reaching and cumulative.
As somewhat of a side excursion the
Russians are also commencing to pay
attention to-the forces of Von Hin-
denburg. The latter general has been
subjected to a series of fierce attacks
and without much doubt is com-
mencing to feel some anxiety on his
own acceunt,.

Premier Hughes.

This
means reasonable wages, secure em-
ployment, and healthy labour condi-
tions.

This war has given hundreds of
thousands of men and women their
first taste of decent wages and labour
conditions. If they do not want to g9
back to the old conditions or Wworse
they must look to their future now,
while they have the upportunity.

1f we do not act promptly, indus-
trial chaos will accompany peace. The
people must organize, not only to win
the war, but to reap and retain the
fruits of victory.

« note to General Carranza, replying
to the demand that American troops
be withdrawn from Mexico. The pre-
cident and Mr. Lansing conferred at
length on the situation.

Unless some new development for-
ces the situation, the reply will not be
sent till next week at the earliest.
President Wilson and his advisers are
anxious to deal with the Carranza
rote in such fashion that action can-
1ot be attributed to domestic politics.

As prepared by Secretary Lansing,
i+ is understood the note flatly de-
clines to withdraw American troops
from Mexico until the de facto gov-
ernment has shown both its willing-
ness and its ability to police the bor-
der states properly. It is also said to
make sharp rejoinder to suggestions
of the Mexican communication which
officials regard as discourteous and
uncalled for. Cararnzg questioned the
good faith of the Washington adminis-
tration and openly hinted that Presi-
dent Wilson had his eyes on the Am-
erican political situation in dealing
with the situaton beyond the border.

STEAMER ASHORE

ON SUBAR LOA

Southbound Liner With 100
Passengers, But All Got
Away Safely.

San Francisco, June 15—The steam-
er Bear of the San Francisco and

“Last night (Tuesday) and to-day,
says the official communicaticn, “there
have been no infantry actions. Thg
positions regained yesterday east of
Ypres have been heavily shelled. Dur-
ing the day more prisoners were taker}
chiefly wounded men, who were found
during the clearing of the ground.
The total number, taken is 3 officers
and 158 men of other ranks.”

Btitish Headquarters in France,
June 15.—The operations in the‘!
vicinity of Ypres have passed into a|
new and, for the British, a most}|
catisfactory stage. The Canadians|
yesterday retook the greater part of |
the ground lost on June 2, including |
the Armagh Wood and Observatory |
Ridge, and the British front line hasl
returned to its original position. The
Gierman losses .were large, and 1.‘m:I
latest reports show about 150 pris-
oners, including four officers, in Brit-
ich hands.

ARTILLERY DELIGHTS CAN-

ADIANS.

“We were delighted with the wav
the guns supported us,” say the Can-
adians. “They gave the Germans a
taste of their own Verdun tactics.
We are getting Lloyd George’s muni-
tions now, alright.”

A German officer who was taken

prisoner paid tribute to the increased
power of the British artillery.

CAN HOLD THE OLD LINE

The attack began at 2z a.m., the
ground was quickly gained, and by
noon the situation was'comparatively
quiet. The Germans apparently did
not anticipate so speedy and dete=-
mined a counter attack, and abund-
ant evidence was found of the
destructive effects of the British ar-
tillery fire. Whether the British
shall choose to hold the old line, now
almost destroyed, cannot be said, but
it seems assured that the option now
rests with them. At any rate, the
operation was a most gallant and suc-
cesstul incident, in which the Can-
adians amply repaid any debt they
owed the Germans. The outcome has
caused great rejoicing in the ranks
of the Canadians.

BIG FOOD STORES CAPTURED.

It was after two weeks of the most
unseasonable, cold, rainy weather
known to the oldest inhabitants of
this region, making the low ground
around the Ypres salient a morass,
that the Canadians charged in the
midst of a downpour at 1.30 g’clock in
the morning and recovered Observa-
tory Ridge and Mount Sorrel, im-
portant high ground which was sti'l
held by the Germans after the first
stage of the third battle of Ypres on
June 2-3. So heavy and continuoiis
had been the British artillery fire on
the Germans vainly trying to fortify
Mount Sorrel during their ten days’
occupation, that they had been un-
able to remove the munition and
food stores left there.

DISCUSSION  ON

Dr. Merchant of Toronto
Met With Several Edu-
cationists.

Bad weather and lack of sufficient
advance notice served to keep down

vocational and technical training,
especially for returned soldiers. Only
a few members of the Beard of Edu-
cation, some school officials, and one
or two aldermen, were present, so as
a result, instead of a speech, a round
table conference was held, Dr. Mer-
chant discussing the whole question
with members that were present.

The discussion wandered consider-
ably, and covered not only the mat-
ter of returned soldires but the.ad-
visability. of extending the work of
technical education in Brantford. Dr.
Merchant paid high tribute to the
work of Brantford in this regard, say-
ing that pupils who had received train-
ing in its technical and industrial
school were to be met with all over
the province.

Assignment of Pay
is Now Limited

Authorities Say It is Neces-
sary for Protection of
the Soldiers.

Ottawa, June 15.—A statement has
been issued by the Militia Depart-
ment concerning a recent order in
Couacil limiting to twenty days’ pay
'the amount of pay which a soldier
should be permitted to assign. In
some quarters it is stated this has
been criticized, and it has been con-
tended in the western press that a de-
putation intends to go from Winnipeg
to Ottawa to ask for the rescinaing
of the order in Council. “It is not at
all iikely,” says the statement, “that
such a deputation would succeed in
its purpose.”

TO HELP THE MEN.

A private soldier is paid $1 a day,
with an allowance which brings his
money up to $1.10 a day, or $33 in 2
month of thirty days. His wife gets
from the Government a separation al-
lowance of $20 a month, and in ad-
dition a proportion of his pay, which
he assigns to her. Hitherto the sol-
dier has been allowed to assign as
much as he chose, and many assigned
almost their whole earnings. Incon-
venience followed, and a short time
ago it was represented by the military
authorities overseas that men who
had assigned more than twenty days’

selves enough money, and often got
into financial difficulties owing to
their generosity. Accordingly, the
order in Council was passed limiting
the assignment to twenty days’ pay.

If a private soldier in England as-
signs twenty days’ pay this amounts,
in a month of thirty days, to $20. This
leaves him $18, and this sum is paid
to' the man for himself. It is felt
that $13 a month is not an excessive
amount to allow a man. If he is of
opinion that his relatives should have
more he can save it and send it home.

Russian Novelist Pays Trib-
ute to Boys of the Maple
Leaf.

GREAT SHOTS
AND WALKERS

Siberians', Are Sombre, Can-i
ucks Have Joy of Life
in Them.

A fine tribute to the morale and
fighting quality of the Canadian
troops is paid by Nemirovitch-Dan-
chenko, a famous Russian novelist !
and war correspondent, who writes in|
the London Times of his visit to the |
western front, He says: ‘

“They have splendid faces, these|
Canadians, with a sincere and happy
look. I saw them afterwards at the
front, after an ordeal of forty-eight
hours’ stay in flooded trenches; they
wore the same expression. One could
see the stuff they were made of, the
race that is used to relentless fight-
ing with nature and can stand cold
and ‘hardships of which we, in the
0l1d World, can form no idea.

“The Canadians are excellent shots
and walkers; our Siberian fellows,
who  take aim and shoot a hare
through the eye, resemble them. The
chaps, however, are sombre. The
quiet of the = Siberian forest has
made them taciturn. The Canadians,
on the contrary, have the joy of life
in them. They wavered at first un-
der the heavy German fire, but now
they form aniron wall which no fire
of the enemy can break. The best
quality of the Canadian soldier is
calmness in attack. He is not hasty,
and therefore wastes no energy.

“The relations between officers and
men are, touchingly simple and cor-
dial. The officers behave like senior
comrades, They share with the men
the hardships of trench life. The
Canadians feed well ‘and are well
dressed. Where the Canadians are
stationed the Germans have no peace
day or night. The enemy has to look
sharp, because in spite of all wire en-
tanglements the Canadians crawl right
up to the enemy’s trenches, pour down
a shower of bombs, and organize lit-
tle expeditions, reminding one of the
times of Fenimore Cooper.”

Blinded Soldiers
Well Cared For

Only Fouilt'f,Such Men Have
Returned to Canada—
Warning Issued.

Cttawa, June 5—Mr. E. N. Scam-

mell, Secretary of the Dominion Hos.

pital Commission. has issued a warn-
ing against unauthorized persons who
are collecting money for the alleged
aid of Canadian soldiers who have
been blinded in battle. Mr. Scammell
states that erroneous ideas have got
around concerning the number of men
blinded in the expeditionary forces.
“Up to the present,” he says, “four
blinded soldiers have returned to Can.
zda—not four hundred or four thous-
and as some people imagine. Of these
four one was trained at St. Dunstan’s,
England, and is now earning his live-’
lihood as an insurance agent in his
home town, his tiypewritten -letters
being a model for many sighted typ-
ists. Another lives on a farm with his
friends, who are well to' do. A third
is suffering from shock blindness and
may regain his sight. This man re-
turned from Liverpool on the Hes-
perian and when thrown into the wat-
er after the ship wasv torpedoed he
regained ‘his sight temporarily, but
lLias since had a relapse. He will pro-
bably recover as there is no organic
tiouble. !

UNAUTHORIZED AGENCIES.

“Various agencies,Y says Mr. Scam.
mell, “have been started for the col-
lection of money in order to provide
liomes and special training for blind-
od Canadian soldiers, and unauthoriz-
«d persons are making collections for
that purpose. It should be distinctly
vnderstood that these collections are
guite unnecessary. The Military Hos-
pitals Comission is entirely competent
to deal with all blinded soldiers who
come under its care.”

A GOOD TRAINING SCHOOL.

All Canadian blinded soldiers are
given a period of training at the
Blinded Soldiers and Sailors’ Home
at St. Dunstan’s, England, together
with other blinded soldiers from the
Empire forces. This place was start-
ed with fourteen blinded soldiers in
March, 1915. The number has now!
grown until there were 140 non-coms,
and men there, including five Aus-
tralians, two New Zealanders and
seven Canadians. The soldiers learn
to read and write in Braille, to type-
write and to acquire some occupation
useful in their future. Fifty-one men
already have graduated. It is stated
that the total number blinded in the
British forces is only 2o1. “The col-
lection of money, therefore, for the
benefit of blinded Canadian soldiers,”
says Mr. Scammell, “also the sug-
gestion that a special institution
should be erected to care for these
men, should be discouraged.”

Railwaymen Meet.

Atlantic City, N. J. June 14— The
annual joint convention of the master
Car Builders, master Mechanics and
Railway supply manufacturers assoc-
iations opened here to-day and wiil
continue for two weeks. Three thous-
and delegates from all sections of the
United States and Canada’ are 1n
attendance.

An exhibit showing everything from
the smallest boit to full sized locomo-

tives and coaches is being held in
connection -with the convention.
