To the Editor of the Northweet Review.
Sir,—While requesting you to re­

produce the following article from 
the Ave Maria of June 8tb, I think 
it advisable to state how I came to 
be connected with this story. In 
the early spring of 1884, while 
was in St. Bueno’s College, Wales, 
the Rev. Daniel E. Hudson, C. S. C., 
then as now the distinguished editor 
of that admirable magazine, wrote 
me asking if I could find the picture 
of St. Stanislaus mentioned in the 
story and get a photograph of it for 
publication. As thirty-eight years 
had elapsed since the event, I ex- 
p riehoed great difficulty in iraeirg 
the picture. The account sent me 
by Father Hudson was the one that 
appears in a fascinating book,
“ Glimpses of the Superoatuial." 
It contained nothing about Father 
Bateman giving the picture to Mr. 
Weld ; bo I concluded that the pic­
ture might still be in the priest’s 
house at Chipping. Accordingly I 
wrote to the different priests who 
had succeeded Father Bateman, 
long since dead, at Chipping. They 
very kindly helped me in the search 
one of them even going out of his 
way to interview an aged char­
woman whose recollections of the 
priest’s house spanned the interven­
ing foity years. But all to no pur­
pose ; nobody knew anything about 
the picture; even some members of 
the famous Weld family had not 
heard of it. At last, when I wap 
about to give up the quest in de­
spair, the Catholic priest then at 
Chipping, with whom I had ex­
changed half a dozen letters in vain, 
inggeeted that possibly Miss Kath­

erine Wild, of Lymington, Hants, 
might know something about the 
picture. I wrote to her, and, by 
return of post, received the gratify- 
ng intelligence—on the feast, by 

the way, of St. Anthony of Padua, 
the finder of things lost—that the 
picture was in her possession, that 
she would be most happy to let me 
have it photographed, and that her 
brother, Mr. Joseph Weld, with 
whom she lived, cordially invited 
me to come to his home at Lyming- 
ton. As soon as I was free to do 
so, I accepted this kind invitation 
and spent three or four days under 
Mr. Joseph Weld's hospitable roof. 
During that time I was allowed to 
carry the precious picture to the 
neighboring town of Bournemouth, 
where the best photographer of the 
place made an excellent copy, the 
negative of which I bought and 
sent to Father Hudson together 
with copious notes of my conversa­
tions with Mies Katherine, She 
was then in apparently perfect 
health and had a vivid recollection 

ell de'a'ri. The account she 
wrote at my request was also for­
warded to the Editor of the Ave 
Maris, who gave the gist of all 
these data in bis magazine for No­
vember 7 lb, 1886 Those of your 
readers who won! 1 like more in 
formation on this apparition would 
do well to get that number. It 
contains Orly one .light inaccuracy, 
which does not appear in the pres­
ent article. The editor, accustomed 
to see American Jesuits wearing 
the same habit as is portrayed in 
the picture of St. StanUhu», ex­
pressed hie surprise that Mr. James 
Weld should not have immediately 
recognized the portrait as that of a 
Jesuit saint. He evidently did not 
know that the Jesuits in England 
wear a sleeveless and bel 1 lees gown 
with wings behind, which bears no 
resemblance to what ie, In America, 
otUsd the Jesuit cassock, This 
1 tier is the traditional garb of our 
first Fathers, but not at all a matter 
of ml , not being worn in France, 
Belgium and many foreign missions,

Philip Weld was the youngest 
son of James Weld, Esq., of 
Archer’s Lodge, near Southampton. 
In 1842 he was sent by his father 
to St. Edmund’s Gi liege, near 
Ware, in Hertfordshire, for his edu­
cation. He was a well-conducted, 
amiable boy, and much beloved by 
a l*his masters and fellow-students. 
It chanced that April 16, 1846, was 
a holiday at the 0 liege. On the 
morning of that day Philip had 
received Holy Communion at the 
early Mass ( having just finished a 
retreat ), and in the afternoon he 
went boating on the River Ware 
accompanied t.y one of the masters 
and some of bis companions. A 
row was one of the sports which he 
alway^rjiyed particularly. After 
amusing"!hemstlvei for some hours, 
the master announced that it was
time to return to the 0. liege ; but 
Philip begged to have one row 
more. The naster consented, and 
Weld and a companion rowed out 
to the accustomed turning-point. 
On arriving there, and on turning 
the boat, Philip accidentally fill 
into the river ; and, notwithstand­
ing every effort to save him, he was 
drowned. (1) The corpse was 
brought back to the College, and 
the Very Rev. Dr. Cox, as we'l as 
«11 the others who remained at 
home, was greatly sho ked and 
grieved to hear of the accident. He 
was very fond of Philip, and to be 
obliged to communicate the sad 
news to the boy's parents was a 
most painful duty. He could 
scarcely make up his mind whether 
to write by post or to send a mes­
senger. At last he resolved to go 
himself to Southampton. Dr. €ox 
set off on the same afternoon, passed 
through London, and reached South­
ampton the next day. Thence he 
drove to the residence of the Weld 
family. Before entering the 
grounds he saw Mr. Weld, at 
short distance from the gate, 
ing toward the town. Dr. Cox 
immediately stopped the carriage, 
alighted, and was about to address 
him, when the latter prevented him 
by saying : “ You need not speak 
one word, for I know that Philip is 
dead. Yesterday afternoon I was 
walking with my daughter Kath­
erine, and we suddenly saw him. 
He was standing in the path on the 
opposite side Of the turnpike road, 
between two persons, one of whom 
was a youth dressed in a black robe. 
My daughter was the first to per­
ceive them, and exclaimed : ‘ O
papa, did you ever see anything so 
like Philip as that ?’— ‘ Like him I’ 

replied ; why, it is he ! ‘ Strange 
to say, she thought nothing of the 
incident other than that we had be­
held an extraordinary likeness of 
her brother. We walked towards 
these three figures. Philip was 
looking with a smiling, happy coun­
tenance at the young man in a 
black robe, who was shorter than 
himself. Suddenly they a'l van­
ished : I saw nothing but a country­
man, whom I had before seen 
through the three figures, j which 
gave me the impression that they 
were spirits. I said nothihg, how­
ever, to anyone, as I was fearful of 
alarming Mrs. Weld. I look'd out 
anxiously for the post this morning

parition, may be quoted here. “I 
was present at the funeral,” he 
writes; “and before it my father 
told me that be would look at all the 
members ef the College, to see if he 
coulJ recognize the one who was 
with Philip ; for he said no matter 
in what part of the woili he might 
see him he would recognize him in­
stantly,—as he did the moment he 
saw the portrait.

votion to this Saint Moreover, St.

Father 
Bateman at once kindly presented 
the picture to Mr. Weld, who, of 
course, received it with the greatest 
joy and veneration, and kept it un­
til his death. His wife valued it 
equally, and at her death it passed 
to the daughter'who saw the appari­
tion at the same time as her father.
It is cow in the possession of Mgr. 
Well, who assures us in the letter 
quoted above that “nothin <» can be 
better than the Ave Maria’s photo­
graph. ” Four circumstances, re­
marks Father Drummond, tend to 
make the objective truth of this nar­
rative highly probable. The first 

that Miss Weld saw the three 
figures, but without noticing the 
faces or dresses of the two compan­
ions of her brother, and without be­
lieving that what her father con­
sidered to be really his son’s face 
was anything more than a likeness. 
This precludes deception arising 
from the “wish to believe.” The 
second is that Mr. Weld himself was 
delighted when no letter came to 
him by the morning post. This 
would prove that he did not volun­
tarily cling to a delusion, Again, 
Mr. Weld's not immediately recog­
nizing the picture of St. Stanislaus 
shows that he oould not have known 
much about the saint; for this pic­
ture, though having a special charm 
of Its own, is easily recognizable to 
any one who hae ever seen a repre­
sentation of St. Stanielaue. Mr, 
Weld, then, could not have been 
thinking of St. ; Stanislaus at the 
time, and therefore the likenees to 
the picture could not be the work of 
his imagination, Finally, Philip's 
second oompanion was not particu­
larly observed by the father or the 
daughter. Supposing, for the 
moment, that the story was the pro­
duct of “unoonsoious cerebration,” 
or any other natural proeeee, it 
would have been very hard to réélit 
the tendency to explain who that 
second companion waa. Xo ex­
planation was ever offered. Seedless 
to add that the mere fact of Mise 
Well's having seen anything at all 
does away with the possibility of a 
merely subjective phenomenon on 
her fathers'1 part.

In reference to the new West­
minster Cathedral Sir Walter Be- 
sant writes : “ In one respect the 
new cathedral church will resemble 
the old, in the fact that it will be 
under the special charge of the 
Benedictine Fi.tberg. They are now 
stationed at Downside, near Bath, 
in a most beaqtitjrfll' .mntry place, 
housed in very good buildings ; 
and they are to have a branch 
house, a priory—or is it a cell ? ai 
Westminster. Do you know the 
history of these modern Benedic­
tines? They will forgive me if I 
tell it inaccurately. They had been 
suppressed and driven out; they 
had disappeared ; they were all 
dead except one, and that one was a 
prisoner, because he had been a 
monk in the Gate House, West­
minster. He alone knew the Eng­
lish rule, with all its litila differ­
ences in ritual and discipline, he 
alone oould teach it, and could re­
ceive brethren into it. To him 
came three young Catholics, dis­
guised I know not how, perhaps as 
rollicking cavaliers. They came at 
the peril of their lives, and sought 
instruolioa of the last survivor. 
He taught them, being in extreme 
old age ; he received them in the old 
forgotten f°rm ; he consecrated 
them. They went over |to France, 
carrying with them the English 
rule, 'which became the rule of a 
great house at Douav. At the 
breaking ont of the French Revo­
lution the English Benedictines had 
to fly. Th’ey came here; thev 
were, of course, ho=pitahly received ; 
they settled here ; they have flour­
ished here ; they have more than 
one house here; and here, although 
I am a Protestant, I hope they will 
remain and prosper.”

When addressing his congrega­
tion recently, Reverend Doctor 
Alexander McKenzie, a Congrega­
tional minister did not hesitate in 
letting his hearers know his opinion 
of Catholics. He s°id : “We have 
crawled into prosperity over the 
prostrate form of the Puritan and 
ought not to complain. I am a 
Puritan through and through. But 
when I think of the unceasing, self- 
sacrificing, persistent, steady work 
of the Roman Catholic Church, I 
am almost tempted to say that they 
deserve their success. They build 
brick churches ; you are too mean 
to even build wooden chapels to 
worship in. If you object to Catho­
lic Chutohw, why don’t you build 
Protestant Churches ? Yen criti­
cise the number of schools the 
Catholics build in the Sjuth ; will 
yon build similar schools? You 
complain of thsir work. Why don’t 
you go and do likewise ? Contri­
bute your money the way they do, 
send out missionaries like their*— 
men who abandon everything for 
the cause they have adopted.”—

Amongst ths social apostles of our 
day few have attained greater emin­
ence than the Abbe Garnier, the 
zealous and distinguished leader of 
the Catholic social movement in 
France. He is in every respect 
remarkable man. In a sense he 
may be regarded as a pioneer of that 
broad and intelligent social policy 
which eventually found expression 
in the celebrated enoyollosl "On tbs 
Condition of the Working Classes." 
Bight years before that celebrated 
document was published to the 
world, Abbe Gfarnier had preached 
the seme principles from one end of 
Fxenoe to the other. Theodore Gar 
nier waa born at Conde-anr-If oireau 
(Calvados) on December 24, 186Q 
When the war of 1870 broke out he 
left his seminary for the field of 
battle. As a pontifical Zouave he 
served under Ls Charette through 
the whole campaign, in which he 
was severely wounded. After 
peace was declared he returned to 
his clerical studies and was promoted 
to tie priesthood in 187-4. The 
natural ardor of hie disposition 
prompted him to become *a mission­
ary to foreign parts, but a malady 
which at the time threatened to 
prove fatal to his future career di­
verted hing from bis purpose. Total 
loss of voice and partial blindness 
seemed beyond all cure, but Abbe 
Gamier was moved to make a pil­
grimage to Lourdes, where he re, 
oeived the grace yf an instantaneous 
cure. In gratitude for this heaven-

(he face of considerable opposi­
tion, went from town to town and 
from province to province preaching 
the gospel of social just oe and pro­
claiming the necessity of returning 
to the maxima of Christian morality 
as the basis of sociel life. But all 
this private effort would -wave count­
ed for very little if thé^ÿ. > ad not 
given the work an authoritative 
mpnrie at the right moment. 

The result was at once seen. The 
bi«bop», clergy and influential laity 

>arn to recognize the value of this 
ohivulrous and devoted priest who 
thus was enabled to give proof of 
his constructive ability. Working- 
men’s congressei, the vast enter­
prise called the “ Union National,” 
the opening of Maisons du Peuple, 
the publication of a -daily neyvs. 
japer, the wholesale dissemination 
of pamphlets and leafhts, public 
conferences, electoral organizations, 
savings bank», clubs, servants’ re­
gistries, popular entertainments and 

ho6t of other social œuvres have 
fo lowed each other in rapid succes­
sion during the past three years, 
each work being not only started 
but maintained with ceaseless ac­
tivity and zeal by the Abbe Gar­
nier.

Jt is not easy to arouse the in­
terest of an indifferent and not to 
say hostile population, but the ilo- 
qnence, the cool courage, the sin­
cerity and the self-sacrifice of the 
Abbe Garnier may be said to have 
achieved the task. As a preacher 
the Abbe is eloquent, ardent and 
convincing. Gifted with a rich, 
sonorous voice, be is heard with 
esse in the largest ball. His cour­
age is undoubted. The Abbe 
makes it a point to penetrate the 
most revolutionary centres and pro­
claim his mission. He actually 
succeeded in getting 4,500 votes 
from the electors of Montmartre 
last general election. It was at his 
own desire that the Socialist quarter 
of Clignanoourt was allotted to him 
for the Lenten sermons this year 
by the Cardinal-Archbishop of 
Paris. The “ Maison de Peuple 
Français ” is aric in Montmartre. 
Five years ago a priest in his sou. 
tane could not pass through this 
turbulent quarter without insult, 
bet Abbe Gamier bas changed all 
that. As he passes along the poor 
inhabitants throng round him for a 
word, a shake of the hand or even a 
look from him, whom they have 
come to regard as the people’s 
champion.” As a proof of his sin­
cerity and self-sacrifice what more 
need be said than that for twenty 
years he has labored in the same 
cause through good report and 
through evil report, that his heart 
is ever open to the poor ; that every 
sou acquired by him is given to the 
cause or to relieve distress. The 
Abbe Gamier has no personal pro­
perty whatever. He goes on bis 
preaching expeditions without im­
pediments, in the orthodox apos- 
tolio fashion. Hie simple lodging 
which he shares with his brother, 
the Abbe Leon Gamier, is at 17 
Avenue Niel, a fact remembered by 
the anarchists, who last year placed 
a bomb outside his window.

Daring the recent conflict be» 
tween China and Japan, the pro» 
bable effect of the war upon Catholic 
missions in these countries was 
discussed with anxious interest, 
Now that the smoke of battle hae 
cleared away, it appears that the 
result is highly gratifying.

Good authorities estimate that up 
to 1893 English capitalists were 
accustomed to invest £30,000,000 
yearly in America, chiefly in rail­
way stock. If this estimate errs, 
it is on the side of moderation. 
But for the uneasiness induced by 
the American monetary system, 
undoubtedly much would be re­
invested in America, now that 
business is perceptibly improving 
there ; but the defects of the sys­
tem still remain, and cautious 
people will refrain until they are 
remedied. The positive rush, both 
in England and Europe, to lend 
money to China, proves the desire 
for good investments,

_ Sir Charles H. Tuppers esti­
mate of Mr. Laurier’s speech on 
his wont of confidence motion in 
connection with the school ques­
tion may, says the Mail and Em­
pire, be regarded as an entirely 
correct one. The Liberal leader’s 
opportunity had come, but his 
courage failed him, and Sir Charles 
increased his discomfort by the fol­
lowing utterance :—“ Challenged 
on this eventful day, challenged at 
a moment when he fancied that 
he was about to achieve a party 
triumph, challenged in terms by 
the Secretary of State, the hon, 
leader of the Opposition did not 
dare to take up the challenge, but 
quickly cocnluded one of the weak­
est declarations that was ever 
made by the leader of a party 
either on a supposed crisis or any 
important occasion in a House ot 
Parliament."

Yet 
this is the position Mr. Laurier 
seems to occupy, on the Manitoba 
School question, if we are to be­
lieve the Liberal journals in Que­
bec and Winnipeg.

Verdict Of The Coroners dnry

The coroner’s jury which investigated 
the Grand Trank Railway disaster at' 
Craig’s Road station, P. Q brought in 
the following verdict the other day :— 
“The jury declare that Louis Napoleon 
•Mercier, priest, and Charles Bedard on 
the ninth day of July came to their 
death from a shock to the nervous sys­
tem owing to serious wounds inflicted 
by a shock between two trains on the 
Grand Trunk, in motion in the same 
direction, on the lino of the said com­
pany at Craig’s Road station. More­
over, the jnry declare that the ehock 
between the said trains was the result 
of negligence and carelessness of the 
employes of tnesame company then in 
charge of them, that is, McCabe's train. 
Furthermore, the jury dsclare that the 
block eyetem, as actually in force on 
certain railroad lines, had it been ap­
plied on the Grand Trunk line, would 
increase the security of its passengers. 
Also, that all the employee of trains 
should have their sight examined at 
least once a year by a competent special­
ist. The jury regret that it has been 
proved that Driver McLeod, of Mc­
Cabe’s train, had bought a quart of 
beer at Artbabasca Station, and this 
against the rules of the said company.

Old country advices infornl vs 
that, on Wednesday, the 24th inst., 
the Scottish peers met in Edin­
burg and elected sixteen of their 
number to represent them in the 
House of Lords of the new parlia­
ment. In this connection, it may 
not be out of place to state that 
there are five classes of peerages 
—those of the United Kingdom, 
Great Britain, England, Scotland 
and Ireland. Those of England, 
Great Britain and the United 
Kingdom confer hereditary seats 
in the House of Lords. The Scot­
tish peerage is represented in the 
Upper chamber, by sixteen of its 
members, as above stated, who are 
elected by their associates at the 
beginning of every parliament and 
whose seats are all vacated by a 
dissolution. The Irish peerage is 
represented by twenty-eight mem­
bers, who are elected for life. 
Many of those who hold perman­
ent seats in the Lords, are mem­
bers of more than one peerage. 
They may have been born in the 
Scottish or Irish peerage, or both;

Wolves

If the North-West Territorial Govern­
ment escapes with a rebuke from the 
free trade press it will get off easy. It 
has been paying a bounty on wolves’ 
heads, and on that account has dribbled 
away $8,000 of the peoplea money in 
fourteen months. For this $8,000 it has 
received the worthless scalps of 1,600 of 
the ravenous animals. The remainder 
of the carcass, skin included, goes to 
the slayers of the wolves, but the great 
benefit of the outlay goes neither to the 
Government nor the slayers, jointly nor 
severally, but into the pockets of the 
ranchers and farmers- A smaller thing 
than this bounty has brought on Liber­
al charges of extravagance, corruption, 
and interference with the natural 
course of industry, ft is pure, literal 
protection. The beneficiaries of this 
protection—the farmers and the ranch­
ers-stand in danger of being pilloried 
by free trade enthusiasts as robbers, 
plunderers, feeders at the public 
crib, boodlers, etc. Their interests 
have been promoted at the expense of 
the whole Territorial country. They 
are making money. Their output of 
cattle, sheep, horses, and other live 
stock runs in-o thousands of bead 
every year. The product of their cows 
runs Into hundreds of tons of cheese 
and butter every dairy season. Thus 
thoy enjoy a measure of prosperity, 
and are a centre from which prosperity 
is diffused over the rest of the «ran try; 
But if the Government had minded its 
own business and left them to mind 
theirs, there would have been no such 
boon in the stock raising of the far 
West. Under the leave-alone poljCT 
each rancher would have done bis own 
wolf-killing, but the wild beasts would 
have multiplied faster than the 
dpmesticated ones. The wolves would 
bare pr yed on the flocks and herds, 
and have kept them thinned out, but 
according to free trade ides'1, just at the 
right number. If without thé bounty 
Alberta could raise only $100,000 worth 
of live stock, and with the bounty $500, 
000 worth, then Liberals ought to indict 
the Government for causing the pro­
duction of $400,000 worth too much, no 
matter though prices do keep up. The 
rapacity of the wolves, like-the compe­
tition of the slautherers from the United 
States, ought, on free trade principles, 
to be left alone. If the young industry 
of the country has not the inherent 
strength to throw off these enemies, 
then the free trader would let the in­
dustry perish. This $8,000 paid out 
now may in a few years be worth 
millions to the part of the country in 
which it was spent- ft has stopped 
the increase of wolves, and prot»ote.d 
that of cattle.

Collision at See.

The ship Agenor, Capt. Sbellins, of 
Boston, arrived at Gloucester on the 
25th. from Trepani with a cargo of salt. 
A fine trip of sixty-three days is re­
ported. One member of the crew fell 
from a yard arm and was lost over­
board Capt. Shelline reports a col­
lision with the Italian bark Giovanni 
of Venice. Capt, Eppore, off Cape Stan- 
tonio, at 3 a. m., June 1st, as a result 
of which the bark went down some 
time after. Capt. Shelline elates that 
the Agenor was on the starboard tack 
in an eight knot bie. ze. The man at 
the wheel saw the bark loom op in the 
darkness, running tree. He held bis 
couree and tried to attract the attention 
of the other crew by shouting. No 
sign of life exhibited and the Agenor 
struck the Giovanni amidships. She 
began to fill at once and the crew took 
to their boats, although the bark did 
not sink for six hours, daring which 
time the crew made no effort to save 
her. Capt. Sbellins says the bark 
conld have been beached, as land was 
only fourteen mi lee distant. Capt. 
Sbellins took the Italian crew on board 
for ten days, treating them in good 
style. On Jane 11, when one mile off 
Gibraltar, the crew look to their boats 
for the purpose of landing, be sending 
with them a letter to the U. S. Consul, 
explaining that the wreck was not the 
fault of the Agenor. Capt. Sbellins 
says that his ship was not short of pro­
visions, but would have revictualed at 
Gibraltar had he brought the crew 
across, but the crew left of the» own 
free will, and 'hat he did not pat in at 
an European port fearing long delay 
incident to an investigation of the dis­
aster in a foreign court. Capt. Shelline 
says_that Capt Eppore said he was 
awakened jnat before the collision by 
the shonts of the Agenor crew. The 
Agenor displayed her lights and the 
broken lanterns afterwards set fire to 
the shrouds and rigging. The Gio­
vanni was bound to Marseilles torn 
Montevideo, with a cargo of bono.

Five Children Crowned.

The boat was tossed 
about and filling rapidly with water, 
the children were soon struggling with 
the waves. It is said that the eldest 
boy did his best to save bis little gister 
and keep her on the boat aa long as he 
could, but the waves soon overpowered 
the whole group and they sank out of 
sight, fhere was but one girl the 
other four being boys, ?be neighbors 
on hearing of the gad event, collected 
and have been working night end day 
to try and recover the bodies.

Daly and Mr. Hayter Reed, Snperinten- 
dent - General of Indian Affaire, 
also accompanied him to Regina, to at­
tend the opening of the Territorial Ex­
hibition on Monday. From Regioa 
Messrs. Daly and Reed will proceed to 
the Pacific coast, where they will take 
one of the Government steamers, pro­
bably tho Quadra, and visit the Queen 
Charlotte and other islands and the In- 
dian reserves along the northern main­
land of British Columbia. It is no’ 
definitely settled whether fcjr Macken 
zie Bowell will accompany them on 
this trip, but it is most probable he 
will.

An important matter which the Gov­
ernment has lost no time in dealing 
with is the French treaty. It is under­
stood that at Thursday’s meeting of the 
Council an order was passed for the 
transmission tq the Colonial Secretary 
of a copy of the Act relating to the 
treaty passed at the late session of Par­
liament, with a request that ratifica­
tions of the treaty be exchanged be­
tween the Governments of Great 
Britain and France, with aa little delay 
as possible, in order that it may be 
brought into force in Canada by pro­
clamation of tfie Governor-General. 
Those parties interested in tfie treaty 
who have been anxiously awaiting its 
coming into force will see that the Can­
adian Government has not lost an un­
necessary moment in dealing with the 
snbject. The bill passed by Parliament 
was only assented to on Monday after­
noon, and less than three days later an 
order-ic-Council was presented asking 
for the ratification of the treaty.

There was a meeting of the Council 
Thursday morning, which will proba­
bly fie the last important meeting lor 
some time, as by Saturday night nearly 
all the Ministers had left town. Thnrs 
day’s meeting is understood to have 
been devoted to clearing off old busi­
ness, mostly of a routine nature, but a* 
least two important matters were dealt 
witfi. Foremost of these is the Mani­
toba scfiool pise. It is understood that 
an orderAn-Council was passed in 
answer to the reply of the Manitoba 
Government with respect to the reme. 
dial order which will shortly be trans­
mitted to his Honor Sit John Schultz, 
for the information of the Manitoba 
Government. The order in-Conncil is 
based on a report of the M'niater of 
Justice, and, while its contents fiave 
not been npade public, R le regalfied as 
probable it will request of Manitoba a 
more direct statement of its position in 
regard to the compromise suggested in 
the provincial reply. There will at 
least be no suggestion of a .commission 
to enquire into the past and present 
statuSi'of education In >hu province, the 
condition of the schools prior to 1890 
not being the point at Issue, but rather 
what amendments to the Act of 1890 
the Manitoba Government Is disposed 
to suggest in order to comply with the 
spirit of the judgment of the Privy

The five story factory of Delaney

The first prize for children 
under oue year of age was awarded to 
Dermot, son of Lord Caslli Crosse, 
eleven months old, who weighed 
thirty-ihree pounds. The prize for 
weight and general developement for 
children oyer onesyear old went to 
Angel!*, daughter of Lord Ashbourne, 
eighteen months old, who weighed 
twenty-eight pounds and had cut 
fourteen teeth.

M-s. Jonathan Rowe, of South At- 
k nsoo, Me., who has been totally 
blind for twenty years, experienced an 
odd partial recovery of her sight a few 
days ago. She suddenly became able 
to see quiet distinctly one afternoon 
about 2 o’clock, but her vision was 
totally obscured again.in two hours. 
Since then she has been able !o see 
every day between about 2 and 4 
o’clock in the afternoon, but during 
the rest of the 24 hours she is as 
blindas formerly.

A ten-year-old boy named Fred 
Dupins, son of Poiiip Ijupins, was 
badly bhrned recently near Memram- 
cook, N. B. A portable m li had 
been located near where the lad lived 
and a fire had undermined the pile of 
sawdust left on the site. The boy 
was running over the burning pile, 
when it suddenly collapsed, precipi­
tating him into the burning mas’, a 
distance of 619 of six feet.

In an action brought by l awyer B. D. 
O'Connell of Lowell. Maes, against Law­
yer Charles Cowley for disbarrnieqt, 
Judge Bond gave his decision the other 
day, suspending Mr. Cowley from practice 
for two years. The charges were conceal­
ment of evidence in the pension case of 
Mary O’Salltvan, and other unprofessional 
acts. Lawyer Cowley is widely known 

Massachusetts and United States 
courts, and in Lowell for years has been 
prominent in legal circles.

The next crop kplletjn of the Manitoba 
department of agriculture will be Issued 
during the first week in August. It is 
understood the estimated yield of the 
wheat crop will be between twenty-five 
and thirty million bushels. This, judging 
by the reports so far received by the de­
partment, wjll be a conservative estimate. 
The orop is heavy beyond all expositions, 
and a magnificent harvest Is anticipated.

Mr. N. Armour, the 
engineer, as quickly as possible reversed 
the engine at the same time shouting to 
the fireman Mr. A. Love who was on the 
tender shovelling coal.

Reeonoilistlon.

This poem was wriiten by an Anglican 
clergyman who was received into the 
Church last May» and who afterwards died 
» fervent Catholic. He was born to the 
North of Ireland, and his father was a 
strong Irish Churchman, who afterwards 
became a Quaker, an act tnat the son 
much renonted. He began his education 
at Trinity College, Dublin, and afterwards 
completed his studies at the Cambridge 
University. He favored the High Church 
party, and got into great difficulties on 
account of his Romanizing tendencies. 
His wife died early and he married again, 
but not very happily and he came tb Aus­
tralia some few y bars back to find more 
congenial soil, but here, too, he had 
troubles and was blamed for his church of 
Rome ways. Somewhat more than a year 
Ago one of the Jesuit Fathers -in Sydney 
met him and was struck by his Catholic 
tone. They came into contact frequently, 
And finally the Anglican announced his in­
tention of giving up his claim to the priest­
hood and of becoming a Catholic at any 
cost. The greatest difficulty he had about 
changing his faith was that he “felt con­
vinced that he was a true priest and truly 
ordained.” Father GallweyY lectures on 
Ritualism and Brady’s book on Irish J 
Orders finally convinced him, and he was 
received into the Church. It meant a big 
sacrifice for him as it separated him from 
his Anglican friends and left him without 
any other resource than to act as artist and 
correspondent to the papers. God quickly 
rewarded him for his sacrifice, and he 
died most peacefully and well prepared, 
being fortified with all the Sacraments of 
Holy Church. He left three daughters 
behind him, and when becoming a Catholic 
It was for them he felt more anxiety than 
f<fr himself. He was asked once by the 
Jesuit Father if he was not afraid to take 
this step, and he replied full of faith— 
*« God has always provided for me when I 
was not in the true faith, and I am sure 
He will not abandon me now when I give 
up all I have for His sake. ” The follow­
ing poem was written just before his bap­
tism, and it shows how full of faith and 
happiness he was in taking the step. May 
his soul rest in peace.

A refuge sure tor every soul that faints ;
Founded by Christ on Peter—mystic rock, 

Built, up by fathers, virgins, martyrs, 
saints.

‘‘One Lord, one Faith, one Baptism,” and 
one Head ;

How much time does it take 
to keep from swearing—to honor your 
father and mother and lawful supe­
riors—to abstain from drinking—to 
pardon your enemies—not to return 
evil for evil—to bear with the faults 
of others f How much time does 
tike to be chaste end pure, to turn 
from evil thoughts, to avoid sinful 
conversation, to shun such md such 
a bid compinion who would be surt 
to leid you into wrong 7 Does it take 
much time to repent when we hive 
dope some wicked, foolish thing? 
Still more, does it tike much time to 
pray morning spd eyeping? In five 
minutes, in ten minutes if the most, 
this greet duty cm be perfectly ful­
filled; end where is the mm who cm 
not, 11 he *° wills, spire some few 
minutes it the begjpping md it the 
end of the day ?

But, then, you will say, ‘ Religiot 
commands so many other things. 
You must bear Mass on Sundays and 
bolydays. You must go to confes­
sion, and go to communion, and does 
not all that take time? That is 
what I mean when I say I have no 
tipye." And what do those who are 
quite as busy as you are, and often 
much more busy, and stijl more ir 
need of gaining a salary, and yet whe 
do alt that and more than that ? I 
know some who never pass one week 
without receiving the sacraments 
How do they find time to fulfil their 
duties? What they do, you can do. 
It is the will that il wanting, and not 
the time. The reason tbit you do 
not find time, just is they find time, 
is because you hive not the deep con­
viction that they have of the vital 
necessity of religion. You consider 
the body bt fore the soul, they con­
sider the soul before the body. Not 
that they neglect their families and 
their own bodily requirements, no ; 
only they know the value and the 
difference of things, and rule their 
liyes according to the truth. What 
would you say if your employer at­
tempted to deprive "you of the time to 
eat? You would leave him and 
would say : First of all, we must live, 
I say to you still more emphatically : 
first of all even before the life of your 
body, take thought for your soul, 
which is the noblest part of yourself ; 
your soul, which fflfjfes of you a man, 
since through the body we aie pnly 
animals ; it is the soul which mikes 
the min, and distinguishes him from 
the beast.

Missions In Slsm.

An interesting account of the good 
vork Catholic missionaries have done 
in the past and are nrw doing, in the 
Vicariate of Siam, is furnished in a 
ecent issue of Illustrated Catholic 

Missions. Siam was the very first 
oart in the East (1662) occupied by 
he great Society of Foreign Missions 
if Paris soon alter its foundation. 
The Vicariate Apostclic of Siam was 
founded as early as 1663. The 
eighteenth century was not a favorable 
one for Catholiciry in Siam, and by 
1800 the mission had arrived at its 
lowest ebb. Much greater progress 
has been made during the present 
century, though the missionaries 
'ament that the conversions are chiefly 
alien residents, rather than among 
Siamese native?. These latter seem 
,itld back by the influence of Budd­
hism and by the jealousy of the Gov­
ernment. At present the total popu­
lation of Siam is 7.000,000 Of these 
note than 23.000 are Catholics, the 
average rate of conversions being be- 
ween 1,200 and 1,600 per year, whilst 
he number of pagan children baptized 
caches 1,700 and sometimes 2,000. 
During the present century the 
number of Catholics in the Vicariate 
has increased from 2,300 to 23,241, 
and they are now served by 41 mission­
aries and 14 native priests ; they have 
54 churches and chapels and 66 
schools. This is certainly a gratifying 
record. The Vicariate is divided 
into 38 districts, subdivided into 
“Christianities.” The clergy 
assisted in their work by 65 catechists, 
6 European Nuns (of the Holy Child 1 
and 58 native nuns in 3 convents. 
The most important work of the 
Society is, according to the funda 
mental rules, the formation of a native 
clergy. The senior seminary con­
tains 18, and the junior seminary 46 
pupils, so that the ranks of the native 
clergy are likely to increase largely. 
Then comes the College of Assump­
tion in Bangkok, where 223 pupil

factories at Kensington, Dunk River, 
Eraertld, Stanley Bridge and Hamp­
ton. The cream from these could be 
collected and manufactured into but­
ter at Crapaud, where there is a com­
plete butter making outfit If cen 
trifugal cream separators are put into 
the cheese factories surrounding 
Ohailittetown, viz., the factories at 
Hazelbrook, Hillsborough, Cornwall, 
PTinsloe Road, Marshfield and Long 
Creek, a creamery might be equipped 
in Chailottetown for the manufacture 
of butter from them. The charge to 
meet all expenses of operation to the 
termers who delivered their milk at 
the cream separating stations would 
be 3^ cents per pound of butter. If 
the farmers go into this heartily a 
large and profitable industry can be 
joined to the business of cheese­
making. The Commissioner esti­
mates that if the patrons of these 
factories will turn their attention to 
the sate and profitable development 
of their business, at least one thou­
sand dollars’ worth of butter per 
week can be turned out for export 
during the whole of the winter. The 
milk need not be delivered at the 
separating stations oftener than twice 
a week ; and the skim milk can be 
carried home to the farmers in the 
same milk cans.

are studying Siamese, French, Eng­
lish and all the sciences. The above 
mentioned nuns have 95 boarders 
their school ; whilst the 24 boys’ pri­
mary schools are attended by 1,413 
pupils, and the 23 girls’ schools by 
1,381 children.

The Dairying Industry.

Professor Robertson, Dairy Com 
missioner, and Mr. McLaren, of 
Stratford, Ont., returned to this city 
on Saturday the 20th and crossed 
to Point Du Chene on the Northum 
berland monday 22. At an early hour 
monday morning Professor Robertson 
and Mr. Dillon drove out to New 
Glasgow, and after inspecting the 
cheese factory at that place the Pro­
fessor drove to Hunter River, where 
he took the train for Summerside. 
ft is pleasing to hear that Professor 
Robertson, who has visited all the 
old factories and many of the new 
ones, i* well pleased with the progress 
co-operative dairying is making in 
this Province. The twelve new fac­
tories are located at Alberton, Camp- 
bellton, O'Leary, Emerald, Stanley 
Bridge, Long Greek, Hillsborough, 
Hsxel Brook, Orwell, Cardigan, 
Marshfield ana New Glasgow. Nine 
cf the cheese factories are in charge 
of young men belonging to this 
Province, who have learned the buii 
ness during the past two years. The 
quality of the cheese turned out this 
year is excellsnt, the best that has 
yet been tpade in the Island factories 
in June andjuly, As during pre­
vious years the Government pays 
advances to the patrons who supply 
milk at the rate of about three- 
fourths of the estimated velue of the 
milk," Including the payment of 
wages to cheese-makers, milk drawers 
and others, the amount of advances 
laid through the Charlottetown cffice 
;or June accounts was $23,057 71. 
Besides that, there are payments to 
the patrons of the two creameries at 
Tryon md Crapaud, Two of the 
cheese factories did not start until 
near the end of June and advances 
will not be paid to the patrons of 
these until after the end of July 
The payments on account for July 
will probably exceed $30,000. When 
this co-operative business was started 
in 1892, the payments were only 
about $1,500 pet month. It is pro­
bable that there will be a great in- 
crease in the winter butter making at 
the creameries, Centrifugal cream se­
parators will probably be put in by 
the dairying companies in the lac- 
tories at Montague Bridge, Murray 
Harbor North, Red House, Orwell 
and yernon River Bridge. The 
cream can be conveniently and 
cheaply collected from these to New 
Perth, where there is a complete out­
fit for the making of butter. To 
accommodate the increased business, 

new cheese and butter making 
building( may be erected at New 
Perth, leaving the present building 
for a curing room and store-room. 
By that means a Urge area of coun­
try could obtain «11 the benefit of 
co-operative dairying during the 
winter at a minimum of expense for 
manufacturing plant and with econ 
omy for wages and other charges. A 
irailsr plan of consolidation is likely 
o be adopted by the putting of cen­

trifugal cream separators into the
