The very
first resolution passed ad the ¢on-
ference afforded the opportunity
for presentation of specitic claims
in behalf of any Province. The
resolution reads as follows :

“Resolved—1. That the sab-
ject matter of the resolutions
adopted by the Conference of the
representatives of the several
provinces, held at Quebec in De-
cember, 1902, and which wers
shortly thereafter presented to the
Governmen$ of the Dominion and
which were ratified by the Legis-
latures of the then existing prov-
inces, exceps that of British Col-
umbia, be now pressed upon the
Government of the Dominion for
immediate and favorable setion,
“under reserve of the right of any
province o now submit to such
government memorands in wrib-
ing concerning any claims it may
have to larger sums than those set
out in the said resolutions, or to
additioral consideration or recog-
nition.”

The representatives of Onbario
British Columbia and other Prov-
inces took advantage of the oppor-
tunity afforded them by she reso-
lution and immediately presented
the specific claims of their respec-
tive Provinces ; but not one word
was uttered in behalf of Prince
Edward Island’s claims to special
considerationin consequenceof loss
of population and other disabil-
ities. As we have already set
forth, when dealing with this ques
tion after the termination of the
October comference at Ottaws, our
Province, in consequence of de-
creased population, could only
benefit by an increase in the allow-
ance for Government, in accord-
ance with the resoluticns of $he
Quebec conference of 1887. This
increase was refused as a settle-
ment by the Conservative Govern-
ment of this Province at that
time. In the Quebec conference
of 1902 a change was made by
which our Province would be pre-
vented from losing 0o heavily in
the matter of per capita. This
was embodied in sub section O of
resolation No. 1 of the conference
of 1902, and reads as follows:

“(c). The population as mscer-
$ained by the last decennial census
to govern excep$ as to British Col-
umbia, Manitoba and Prince Ed-
ward Island, and as o these prov-
inces the population to be taken
to be that upon which, under the
respective statues and fSerms
of union in that bebalf, the annual
payments to them respectively
by $he Dominion are fixed until the
actual population is by the een-
sus ascertained_ $0 be greafer, and
thereafter thie actuyal population
80 ascertained to govern.” '

It will be observed thas this
resolution proves that there shall
be no reduection of subsidy on
account of loss of population in
so far as British Columbia,
Manitoba and Prince}Edward Is-
land were concerned. But the
conference af 1906 changed this
resolution ; cut out Prince Edward
Island, the only Province of those
named that had loss in population
and stood to lose, and substituted
therefor Saskatchewan and Al-
berta, $wo new Provinces, increas-
ing in population and already
heavily subsidized from the Fed-]
eral treasury.

LOSS BY STRIKES
In speaking 6o this motion the

Opposition Leader reviewed the

Canadian strikes of recent times,
showing that in some years as
high as 15,000 men were involved
and that the loss of time in 1904
amounted to 280,000 working
days. In eleven strikes during
the last few years the militia was
called out at & coss of $21,298 in
one case and lesser sums in others.
Sometimes there has been loss of
life, more often serious injury, al-
waye great suffering, usually in-
volving large communities and
interests. For example in the
recent eoal strikes in the West the

Mr Borden cousidered that ibe
public interest in these maibers
ealled for public action not only
to provide for the settlement of
strikes but o prevent their oc-
carrence. He deseribed the com-
pulsory arbitration laws of New
Zealand and other countries, and
without asking the Canadian Par-
liament to go so far, -proposed a
full inquiry %o be followed by
such legislation as migh be necess-
ary.

He was anx-
ious that the Nation should give
both parties assistance in putting
an end $o this costly and uncivil-
ized way of settling disputes by
strikes and lockouts.

THE GOVERNMENTIS SATIS-
FIED NOW.

The Opposition Leader did not
get much encouragement from the
Government side. Mr Lemieux,
Minister of Labor, declared that
no more information was wanted,
as everything could be found in
the Labor Gazette 1ssued by his
Department. As for laws, the
amendment he was making to the
Conciliation Act would be all that
was required. It was true that
the basis of settlement which his
act would provide would not be
binding either on the strikers or
their employers. It was trdealso
that his act would only apply to
labor disputes on works regaraed
as public utilities. But that was
as far as Parliament should go.
The Minister was followed by
Ralph Smith, a labor Liberal, who
commended the existing legisla-
tion, and declared that it had been
successful in settling a great num-
ber of disputes, some of which he
menfioned.

HOW THE LABOR DEPART-
MENT SETTLES STRIKES.

The debate stands over. It will
be shown, as it has already been,
by some of the speakers, that a
settlement made by Mackenzie
Kiog after a strike has gone on
for months and both parties are
sick and sired of i$, is not a suffi-
cient remedy.

The Chinese
press had actused the Missionaries of
murder. The Ohinese Government
bas givea satisfactory compensation for
the massacre of the Lazarists and
Marist Brotbers and the destruction
of mission property.

A convention has been signed be«
tween the Holy See, represented by
Mgr. Vico, Nuncio Apostolic, and
the Oongo Free State, represented
by Chevalier de Cuvelier, duly author
ixed by King Leopold, Sovereign of
the said state.

The first Vicar Apostolic of the
New Vicariate of Central Zanguebar
has been nominated by his Holiness
Pius X., on July 23, 1906, viz. 1
Right Rev, Francis Xavier Vogt.

In.1903, the first and only Finnish
Catholic priest sioce the Reformation,
the "Rev. von Christierson, was or-
dained in the Seminary of Saint-Sul~
pice, Paris, where he completed his
studies.

On August 72th, the church of
Kalaupapa, the most beautiful and
largest on the island of Molokai, was
destroyed by fire. I. had been built,
from 1898 to 1goo, by the Rev
Wendelin Moellers

Floods, which have caused great
damage at Senegal, have destroyed at
Kaves, the house of the Missionaries,
who are constrained to live under can-
vas. An exceptionally heavy rainfall
had brought on an extraordinary swell-
ing of the river Senegal. The water
stood two feet high at Kayes. Peo
ple had to go from house to house in
canoes,

Among the Missionaries who have
departed this life during this quarter
we mention the names of Bishop
Amandus Lamaze, Vicar Apostolic
of Central Oceana and of the -Rev
Father Forestier, who both belonged
to the Society of Mary,

ordained priest in 1846 by Bishop
Affre, was one of the signatories to the
document by which New Caledonia
was taken possession of by Fraoce.
