No More Berr rrox Caxava.—The
order prohihiting the imporfation of eat-
tle aud all live stock creates much excite-
ment in Canads, the United States hav-
ing stipuiated by treaty to admit them
duty free from the country until the 1 ith
of March. Tke cstensible motive of the
order is to prevent the communication of
disease to the herds, &e., of this country;
but there is no eattle disease in Canada,
or on this side of the Atlantic, and prac-
tically speaking, the Canadian ports being
closed by ice, mo cattle ean be imported
into the Province until after the expira-
tion of the treaty. The measure was
brought before Congress by Wentworth,
of Clicago, who is belicved in Canada to
have an intcrest in some Western specu-
lations to raise the price of btef by cut-
ting off onc source of supply. It would
have been quite as wise to prohibit Cana-
dian men and women from crossing to
this side lest they should bring the cholera
with them, for there is newther cholera
nor cattle disease in the Frovince. The
treaty has only a fuw weeks to live, and
this petty indircet legislation evidently
degrades the United States in the estima-
tion of the Provincial people.
