The action in preventing the exhibit
at the Guelph fair was taken by the
directors when Ald.

It was peremptorily turn-
ed down, the '‘board taking the ground
that as it was a provinecial show they
had no right to allow an advertising
display of a city of ,another province
in ‘the building where it would" be
seen by farmers and would have the
effect of taking them from Ontario.

The attitude of the management ot
the show is greatly at yariance with
what has been done by other exhibi-
tion boards in.Canada and the United
States. At most of those shows such
as in Billings, Mont., Chicago and
Omaha, the directors are anxious te
get displays of this kind, but in this
connection Guelph has shown a far
narrower spirit than has generally
been displayed.

The Georgia and the Nebraska Come
Together During Tactical Manoeu-
vres of the Atlantic Fleet at the
Drill Grounds at Norfolk—Georgia
is Most Damaged.

Chancellor Lloyd-George, after a
brief vacation, addressed a great
meeting in Carnarvon Hall last night
in both the English and Welgh lan-
guages. Austin ‘Chamberlain, for-
mer chancellor of the  éxchequer,
also addressed a great gathering in
Goet, Shropshire, but had a bad re-
ception, meeting continually with in-
terruptions. He referred only in-
the most geenral terms to tariff Te-
form.
