Hon. J. Harvey struck a strong
chord at the P. S. A. when he
made Personal Patriotism the domin-
ant note of his address yesterday af-
ternoon. ' Important as the duty may
be for the amelioration of civic af-
fairs, it is the key-note of all that is
important in national life as well.

It is one of the qualities largely
lacking in public life, and constitutes
the main danger of democratic gov-
ernmé,nt- This -is glaringly evident
on this side the Atlantic particularly
in the Unitéed Statés and Canada, nor
can Newfoundland plead entire inno-
cence.

The tendency of politics is to be-
come a game of grab, and for poli-
ticians to become the pawns of plu-
tocrats, who subscribe to party funds,
and skim the cream of all that is in
the country. Democracy is deluded
into the belief that the people rule,
whereas they merely make marks and
the plutocratic subscribers and their
political pawns pool all between them.

‘What is the way out?

Personal patriotism. The realiza-
tion of every citizen of his responsi-
bility for the healthy and honest ad-
ministration of the state, and a real-
ization of his personal duty to see
that these principles are effectively
carried out in practice.

How are citizens to become habitu-
‘ated to such a conduct of life?

¥ # By educating the young into habits
of self-government that these prin-
ciples become instinctive and the yery
-spring of their thonghts and @ctions
in matters to public life.

We: find in Ameriea the grossest
forms of the evils we deplore. The
Ballinger-Guggenheim grabs in the

Officer Mcl;‘ean Stabbed
and Chief of Police
Worsted.

Extraordinary Tongh Newfoundiand
Saj'or, Assisted hy Local and Other
Tougis, Give Police the Fight of
Their Lives.

Never before in the history of North
Sydney was such a brutal exhibition
of indifference, mixed with glee, hy
local people, as was witnessed late
last night; while a crowd of over four
hundred citizens watched a lone po-
lice officer struggle with a Samson-
like and ferocious Newfoundland sail-
or. Shortly after 10.30 Chief of Police
McGrath attempted to arrest David
Keefe, a' sailor belonging to the New-
foundland barquentine Callidora. Dav-
id was a bad man in his own country
znd scoffed at the idea of being spok-
en to by the policemen. By way of
showing just how strong he was he
started in to make things nasty for
McGrath, The latter, however, was
game, and despite the fact that his
agsailant was a man of brutal force,
and aided by two of his shipmates,
named John Saber and James Hall, ot
Harbor Grace, Nfid.,, the plucky chief
stood by his duty.

By this time a large crowd had
gathered, the majority of whom hiss-
ed the lone officer and urged his three
assailants in their murderous work.
Fortunately some person in the crowd
fearing McGrath would be killed, sent
the alarm to officer John McLean. In
the meantime McGrath was being bad-
1y used, but fought with a determina-
tion. While lying in the mud with
the brutal Keefe on top off him and
the officers’ finger chewed by the sail-
or, Wm. Murphy, better known as
“Dodger,” happened along and pluck-
ily ran to the single-handed police-
man'’s assistance. ‘For so doing Mur-
phy was jeered at by the patriotic and
good citizens, and incidently received
a badly munched finger as & result of
the. burly sailor’s molars.

Then officer John McLean and sev-
eral members of the Easterh Club
reached the i'ground, which by
this time assumed a crowd of nearly
seven hundred people. The late arriv-

Brutually Stain.

Mutilated Body of Little Alln Kelner|
Found in Louisville Church Cistern
—Janitor has Fled—Eight-Year-0ld
Girl Had Been Searched For Since
Last December — Plumbers, in
Cleaning Out Well, Made the Hor-
rible Discovery. A%
Louisville, Ky., May 30.— With the

finding to-day of her mutilated body,
badly decomposed, in an 'old cistern
under one of the parish houses of St.
John’s Roman Catholic church, Clay
and Walnut streets, part of the mys-
tery surrounding the disappearance
on Dec. 8, 1909, of Alma Kelner, eight
years old, daughter of Fred M. Kel-
ner, was solved. The police are
searching for Joseph Wedling, forim-
erly janitor of St. John's Church. H¢
has been missing since Jan. 14. His
wife is under surveilance.

Frank Feher, a millionaire ‘brewer,
uncle of the child, who since her dis-
appearance has spared neither money
nor time in the search for her, posi-
tively identified the body found to-
day.

Mrs. Lena Wendling, wife of the
missing janitor and housekeeper fo1
Father Schuhmann, pastor of St
John’s Church, in a stworn statement
made before Chief of Detectives Car-
ney to-day, admitted washing the
bloody clothes of her husband short-
ly after the disappearance of the Kel-
ner girl. The detectiveg declare = the
trousers, shirt and hat are still blood-
stained. A little more than a yeal
ago, according to ‘the police records
Wendling was arrested and fined be
cause of improper conduct towards
young girl, whom he- accosted in ¢
street.

The .parents of Alma Kelner haw«
not seen the body found to-day. Botl
are prostrated. The finding the body
after months of search throughout the
United States, was by accident. O1
Saturday the janitor .at St. - John’s
Church told Father Schuhmann tha
water was collecting under one of th¢
parish buildings. Plumbers began t
pump out the water. After pumping
only a short time, the water began t¢
smell bad and later a slimy object wa:
discovered. A child’s foot, with sho:
and stocking on, appeared: The po
lice and corner wére called by Fath
er Schuhmann. _After working fo
five thours. alk <the? fragments of the
body were colleétdd’exeept the top o
the skull and .the~lower part of the
right leg. All'the Tibs on the left side
were broken. “It appears that th:
body was partly burned,” said Coro-
ner Duncan, “and 1 believe quicklim¢
‘was used to aid in destroying thr
body.” :

Father Schuhmann said that he
could remember\ nothing extraordin
ary in Wendling's actions “after = th:
the disappearance of Alma Kelner
“Wendling left the church withou
saying he was going to quit. He saic
nothing even to his wife. He -oftei
talked of returning to his old -homx«
in France. His wife wrote his par
ents at Genlis, Cote D'Or, France, bu!
they had heard nothing of him.”

Wendling is described as 27 yeart
old, about 5 feet 10 inches tall, weigh
about 160 pounds, small black mous
tache and dark hair and eyes

According to the wife’s statement
Wendling was a deserter from the
French army.
