The Invitation of the Sheriff to citie

2en8 to meet in the Court House last
night, met with a ready response.
The large court room and gallery
were filled with a gathering represen-
tative of all classes and creeds in
the community.

_Administrator presided. It was an-
nounced that the Governor and the
Prime Minister in London were issu-
g an appeal through the medium of
The Times and The Daily Mail, and
that Lord Northeliffe was aiding with
the subscription of $5,000 announced
vesterday. This is a gratifving re-
sponse from the heart of the Empire.
But an even more gratifving response
" to the cry of the widow and orphan
came from Canada yesterday. Our
nearest neighbor is anxious to help.
Premier Borden offered on behalf of
the Dominion Government to reccm-
mend to the Dominion Parliament a
grant in aid of the sufferers from our
disasters, provided he had the permis-
sion of the Newfoundland Govern-
ment to do so. This tact and kindly
consideration: on the part of our sjs-
ter state will long be remembered
with gratitude. Now, that our own
citizens have begun to take steps to
cope with. the effects of the disaster
and have resolved to afford every set-
tiement an opportunity of joining in
the movement, we have no doubt with
the assistance of the Govehunent. and
with the generous aid coming from
abroad, mmueh will be done to militate
the worse rigors of the hardships and
destitution which these disasters are
leaving in their train.

How He Was Killed.

As already noted, Henry Pridman,
sealer on the Bonaventure, was kiiled
at the icefields on Thursday, March
19th. - The first day the ship struck
the seals Pridman left his bunk mate,

(Squires. and eante oen deck in the
evening to wash his hands, when he
fell into the hold, a distance of over
20 feet. His head struck first and a
terrible cut was infli ted in his fore-
head. He was picked up in an uncon-
scious- state and brough‘t to the cabin,
where everything possible was done
for him. The next day the doctor of
the Nascopie came aboard and at-
tended the sufferer, but two days lat-

At this season of the year for Farm-
ers with up-to-date ideas is, what ars
thebuﬁmeanstometogetthebelt
returns| from the land.

Fertilizers: must be used liberally
if large returns are looked for. There
are several good chemical fertilizers
which may be recommended, but Sul-
phate of Ammonia has been proved to
give the best returns, and is the most
valuable and economical source of
Nitrogen for agricultural purposes.
For vegetables, grass, and all leafy
crops, about one and a half cwt. per
acre is the best guantity to use, and
this should be applied when the plant
is making it’s growth, as well as he-
fore sowing the seed.

If a liguid manure is preferred, a
14 oz. of Sulphate to one gallon of
water should be used, and applied
once a week for a month. This quan-
tity should not be exceeded.

It is a good plan to reduce the Sul-
phate to 4 fine powder, and mix with
four or more times its own bulk, for
the purpose of diluting the manure,
which is very powerful.

For potatoes the following mixture
is strongly recommended:— z
40 1bs. Superphosphate.

26 1bs. Fine bone meal.

10 1bs. Carbonate of Magnesia.

15 ‘1bs. Sulphate of Potash.

21 1lbs. SULPHATE OF AMMONIA.

1 cwt.

Apply at the rate of 10 to 11 1bs. to
43 square yards.

The use of Carbonate of Magnesia,
in conjunction with Sulphate of Am-
monia, is of great importance in po-

tato culture,
For turnips use the following:—

Make the
glue thick; immerse a stick about
1alf the size of the screw, and put it
into the hole; then put in the screw
and drive it home as quickly as pos-
sible.

To ascertain the freshness of an egg
without breaking, hold it hefore a
strong light and look directly through
the shell. If the yoke appears round,
and the white surrounding it clear, the
chances are. that the egg is fresh. Or
drop it into water; if the egg sinks
quickly and remains at the bottom it
is in all probability “fresh, but if it
stands on end it is doubtful, and quite
bad if it leats. “The shéll’of a fresh
egg looks dull, while that of a stale
one is glossy. :

S. S; Newfoundland Arrives.

A SAD HOME-COMING. STORY
TOLD BY CAPT. WES:. KEAN.

Deeply in mourning, the s.s. New-
foundland, Capt. Wesley Kean, enter-
ed port last night at 9.30 with 125
men short of the crew that she left
here with, 77 of whom perished on
the icefloe and 48 survivors, more or
less injured. The ship anchored on
the quarantine grounds where she
was boarded by Dr. Campbell, Port
Officer, who assisted Capt. Kean in
calling the roll of the entire crew
and compared the lists of the dead
with the living. The ship was then
given a clean bill of ' health. The
names of all who came back on the
Newfoundland are:—Capt. Wes.

CAPT. KEAN’S NARRATIVE.

In grief-stricken voice Captain
Kean told of his trip. It took us the
best part pf the spring to get from
Wesléyville, which we left on March
12th, to the Funks where we got on
March 29th. The ice was very heavy
and we were jammed most of the
time. On that day we got some seals,
a couple of hundred. Monday, or two
days after, the Stephano, Florizel and
Bellaventure came along. Early on
Tuesday morning, March 3Ist. Capt.
Kean got in the barrel angi saw some
of the other ships working in the
seals. The Newfoundland was then
jammed and Capt. Kean remarked to
second hand Tuff how hard it was to
witness the other ships taking seals.

The weather was fin ; right

and clear. The glass gave no indica-
tion of any weather. The master
watches were called and at 7 o’clock
had ‘all the men on the ice. The
second hand was told by the captain
that if weather came on to go to the
Stephano. The captain saw the men
on the ice for several miles and saw
them when they walked towards the
Stephano. It was then about 11
o’clock and snowing a little. Some of
the men he noticed stopped to pick up
seals as he thought. A few minutes
later he saw a batch of men walking
back to the Newfoundland. He steam-
ed a bit and kept the other men in
sight until they got aboard the Steph-
ano. Those who retreated numbering
about 20, came aboard the Newfound-
land about 1 p.m. Fearing that any-
one was left on the ice Capt. Kean
kept his whistle blowing for several
hours. That night there was a terri-
ble blizzard on but Capt. Kean was
not very anxious about those who
went on board the Stephano, as he
concluded they would remain on the
latter ship until the storm abated
when they would be picked up by
him. The next day, Wednesday, April

Ist, the storm increased in violence
ond the Newfoundland was in an un-

safe predicament as the heavy ice
was rafting. At noon the elements
subsided. In the afternoon the wind
shifted from S.E. to N.W. and the
weather was intensely cold. He took
it for granted that the Stephano would
not put the Newfoundland’s men on
the ice during the storm and he got
loose in the ice and steamed towards
the Stephano so as to have his men
‘ransferred. However, he again
zot jammed and failed to reach the
Stephano that night. They were only
1 short distance away from the Steph-
ano but did not know that their men
had left that ship and there was no-

At
daybreak Thursday, Capt. Kean got in
the barrel and saw two men stagger-
ing towards the ship. They proved
to be second hand Tuff and master
watch Mouland. They were unable
to get aboard unaided. When they
were taken aboard, exhausted and
fatigued, they told that they had
been on the ice for two days and two
nights and that most of the men had
died. That was the first intimation
Capt. Kean nad of the disaster and on
learning it became prostrate. Sec-
ond hand Tuff advised him to go and
look for the men who were alive, but
his also had to be abandoned as the
ship was jammed in the floe, unable
to move. That same afternoon Capt.
Kean saw the Bellaventure when the
bodies were all picked up and on
board the latter ship. The Stephane
was also near and had a couple of
dead bodies aboard. My father, con-
tinued Capt. Kean, came on board ‘of
us and called the roll to find out who
was missing and who was saved.

Capt. Wes. Kean feels the loss of
his men keenly.
