Lieut. Shackleton’s
Danger.

Lieutenant Shackleton’s - danger is
that of an explorer who, after cross-
ing 1,700 miles of Antarctic continent
in the expectation of reaching a depot
ship on the other side, finds' that®a
blizzard has torn it from its moorings
and left him without refuge or fresh
supplies. Shackleton left South Geor-
gia on January 11, 1914, and it I8 be-
lieved that he left Prince Luitpold
Land, on the 'South American side of
thle ' Antarctic continent, in October,
1915; He ghould have made the jour-
ney across the continent to the Aus-
tralian side in from four to six months.

The relief ship Aurora duly arrived
at Cape Evans on that side in_Janu-
ary, 1915, and expected to lie there
until word was received from Shackle-
ton. or he himself nfkde an appear-
ance, its own crew meanwhile con-
ducting ' scientific investigations of
their own. It now appears that in
May, 1915, it was-driven out into pack
ice, that it had been held drifting in
the pack ice until two weeks ago, and
that it is just new limping back into
a New Zealand port. - Part of its crew
were left at Cape. Evans, and it is
only comectural what has become of
Shackleton—whether he failed to get
through to the Australian side, whe-
sher he got through but has found it
impossible to maintain himself there
without the expected ship, or whehter
he is living there awaiting a relief
expedition. It is not khown what sup-

Municipal Bill purposes

to grant to the city the
management and control oi Crown
Lands within the city limits, with
power to collect rents and grant leas-
es. Holders of leases of Crown
Lands are called on to register
at the Registry of Deeds, or if the
leases are lost or dostroyed to file an
aflidavit verifying all facts.
who neglect to comply with these
provisions before Dee. 3ist, 1918,
shall be deemed to have lost all right
and title to 'such Crown Lands.

The City Engineer is to prepare
plans on a scale of twenty feet to one
inch, 'showing the location, boundar-
ies and extent of such Crown Lands.

The Council is also to cause a
nuinber of plans to be made (a) re-
lating to streets and buildings; (b)
plan of city, showing watermains,
sluices, hydrants and fire alarm box-
es;. (c) sewers, manholes, catch-
basins and gullies; (d) water
gas mains,'eloctric light and
graph, conduits, etc.; ' (e) showing
surface drains,  fire-hydrants, car
Ilines, ete.; (f) a system of levels; (g)
the Engineer is*to keep a Plan Book
giving . index of plans, etc.

No new street, upon which houses
shall be proposed to be erected, shall
be opened or made by private per-
sons through their own ground, with-
in the limits of the city, without the
consent of the Council.

The Council is to have control of
the development within the city lim-
its, as to new streets, improving
them, laying out building lots, fire-
breaks and recreation grounds. The
Council shall give notice of their pros
posals to owners, who may make re-
presentations before the Council
gives its decision, which is to be pro-
claimed in the Royal Gazetie.

The cost of improvements shall be
assessed upon the lands directly
benefitted thereby, according to the
frontage on the street so cpened or
improved. Persons objecting to as-
sessment may appeal to a Court of
Revision and thence to the Supreme
“Court.

The Council may lay water-mains
and sewerage pipes through existing
streets and assess property which
benefits for cost.

No new street shall be less than
fifty feet wide, and no such new
street shall be opened within 140 feet
of any other street running parallel
to it. No street shall be opened for
vehicular traffic with a’' greater in-
clination than one foot in'every eight
feet.

They could and must make sure
that the resources of England and
the Empire should be employed in ac-
cordance with the principles of ‘the
science and art of war, and to that
end they must be directed by a ming
formed in the theory of war. They
did not need to look for a great man,
simply the man who had learned the
craft of a strategist and was com-
petent in it. As long as there was
a Prime Minister, he would be the
director of England’'s actioh in the
war; common sense, therefore, sug-
gested that the strategist should be
brought into direct personal contact
with the Prime Minister.

This arrangement, the only one pos-
Sible except a military dictatorship-—
which would be madness hefore vic-
tory had revealed a great man—in-
volved a slight change in the com-
position of the Cabinet. The Seccre-
tary of State for War would become
a minister for the adminisiration of
the Army, and the Prime Minister
would undertake the general manage-
ment of the war, directing the Navy
through a naval strdtegist and the
Army through a military strategist.

The Chief of the Imperial General
Staff must also be relieved of admin-
istrative duties, which should be
placed if other hands, so that there
would be two officers—the Minister of
Operations and the Minister of Army
Administration—in direct communica-
tion with the Prime_ Minister, who
would, with and through them, him-
self take charge of the gencral direc-
tion of the war, from which no sys-
tem and no device could possibly re-
lieve them. These changes must be
accompanied by a- decentralization
giving every commander of an army
corps authority 'over all its business.
without War Office interference in de-
tails.

They might think that ithe Prime
Minister ought to attend to other
things ‘and leave the management of
the war to one or more of higg col-
leagues. But the war while it lasted
was the chief thing, and until victory
had been obtained the otlier things
mattered nething except ‘in so far as
they might be helpful towards victory.

Canada and
Newfoundland

The Montreal Journal of Conimerce
referring to its ‘special Newfoundland
number issued last week, says that
the proximity of the An(:iem' Colony
to Canada would in itself be a reason
why

Canadian readers should feel in
terested in Newfoundland and its af-
fairs. There is, however, a further
reason why our people should teel in-

terested in Newfoundland. Thoss
Canadians who have giver any
thought to the subject desire that

Newfoundland shall one of these days
become a part of the Canadaian Do-
minion. This desire does not arise
fpom any belief that Canada would he
the gainer from union. Indeed, those
best informed feel that from a dollar-
and-cent point of view, Canada could
not gain. But the sentimental idea of
bringing in the old colony is pleasing
to our people, who would still be glad
to see the union, even though the vex-
ed fishery questions which once gave
the projéct importance are now
tled.- It is certain, however,
while desiring the union, Canaca wili
have no lot or part in any confedera-
tion movement until it is; made clear
that the people of Newfoundland, of
their own free will and accord, desirc
to take up the question; and tiat if ax
any time, as the result of negotiations,
the Canadian and Newfoundland leg-
islatures should agree upon terms of
union, these terms should not hecome
operative until the electors of New-
foundland have had the 1'ullestlnppor-
tunity of expressing their
the scheme. A ‘clear and distinct
understanding of this nature should
be in the minds of all concerned.

teferring to the commercial situa-
tion, the Journal believes that New-
foundland’s trade is important
enough to warrant a greater effort on
the part of the Canadian authorities
to encourage it. The trade of the
colony with the United States has . in-
creased, while that with Great Britain
and Canada has " decreased. Less
than a quarter of a century ago New-
foundland’s imports from Great Brit-
ain represented 34 per cent. of the
total, while they are now but 25 per
cent.' Imports from Canada have de-
creased, while those of the United
States have - increased. An inquiry
into the cause of this should take
place, and an effort to bring about
better conditions should be made.

Mr. Clift pointed out that the re-
port of the Board of Agriculture
tabled did not contain a detailed state-
ment of the expenditure of $20,000 for
last year and askedsfor the informa-
tion. He suggested “that the vote in
the Estimates for Agriculture for 1916-
17 be left stand until the statement is
received and examined and members
will be able to deal with the vote in-
telligently.

Mr. Coaker dealt with the report of
the Agricultural Board and disbeliev-
ed the figures that the products from
agriculture - were twice the value of
our annual fishery exports. He strong-
ly opposed the idea of putting the vote
for Agriculture on its old basis again
and voting $20,000 for it. He would
like to- see agriculture promoted but
thought- that picking up hearsay
figures in all-parts of the country and
then have them printed and try and
get people to swallow them was not
the proper,wa.'y to encourage agricul-
ture. He referred also to the bad po-
tato crop around the coast and inci-
dentally remarked that instead of 30
harrels to the barrel, as forecasted by
the Premier, the people were. getting a
few barrels of “marbles.”

Mr. Woodford asked for more
money for agricultural‘' encourage-
ment and suggested that bonuses be
given similar to what used be done in
his district some few years ago when
each member of a Society got $2 for
clearing land (and $2. to those who
didn’t clear it, interjected Mr. Dwer).

When Mr. Woodford finished = Mr.
Dwyer rose and in a practical and
concise speech scathingly criticized
the unwise agricultural policy of the
Government..

Pérmanent Marine Disasters’ Fund,

During the last séssion of the Leg-
islature, an Act was passed author-
izing the appointment of the Perman-
ent Marine Disasters’ Committee, thus
giving ‘legal .sanction and official
recognition to the permanent organi-
zation ‘initiated in April, 1914,

On June 23rd, 1915, this Committee
was gazetted, its m’embership consist-
ing of Hon. J. R. Bennett, Colonial
Secretary, and Mr. A. W. Piccott,
M.H.A., Minister of Marine and Fish-
eries, both ex-officio, Hons. J. Harris,
R. Watson, G. Knowling, J. Alex.
Robinson, Messrs. Ellis, Hepburn and
J. S. Munn. The Committee was in-
structed by the Colonial Secretary,
that under Section 5 of the Act, it had
been ordered that the Committee
should determine all ¢laims under
Section 3 of the 1913 Marine Disaster
Act.

In accordance with this decision
all applications for the $100 grant
under the provisions of the 1913 Act
have since been considered by this
Committee, and when satisfactory
proof has been produced, if the cou-
ditions of the Act have been met, the
necessary authority has been issued
for the payment of the grant. . Ar-
rangements have been completed so
that these payments are made through
the Committee, thus enabling it to
note the date of the payments and
adjust matters should the recipienis
later solicit assistance from the Per-
manent Fund.

One of the first duties devolving
upon the Committee was the framing
of the Regulations under the new Act.
These having been agreed upon wer:>
submitted to, and approved by the
Governor-in-Council.

The question arose as to
or ,not the Permanent
should consider applications for as-
sistance from dependents of those
lost prior to its appointmeni. It was
decided -after careful consideration
that the Committee’'s work must be
confined to fatalities that have occur-
red since 8th -April, 1914, when - au-
thority was given for the formation of
the Permanent Fund.

In a few cases relief has been ex-
tended to a limited degree,
was found necessayry; but no perman-
ent allocations been made, al-
though it is hoped that the
may be maintained.

The maximum scale of payvments
adopted, and on whielr temporary
grants are based - whilst rot so large
as that of the 1914 fund, whieh was
exceptional, is the best that it is con-
sidered the fund can stand, and is as
follows:—

(1) To widows, annuities of $40 for
a period of five years; in case of re-
marriage, the annuities to cease.

(2) To children to the age’of 15
vears, $25 per year, provided such
were dependent upon deceased and
are in need, in accordance with See-
tion 2 of the Act.

(3) THe cases of other dependents
to be separately considered, and the
course of action decided on apart
from definite scale.

The statement of the Hon. Treas-
urer shows the sum of $27034.88 as
having been raised for the purpose or
the Fund. This income is derived
chiefly from the interest on the 1914
fund and lapses that have occurred
by reason of re-marriage or death of
beneficiaries of that fund.

So far no special appeal has been
made as it is felt that just at prec-
sent our people are called upon to
contribute all possible to other and
at the present time, more insistent
causes.

Immediately upon the approval of
the Regulations, His Excellency the
Governor, forwarded a cheque for
One Hundred Dollars, followed soon
after by a cheque for a similar am-
ount from the Hon. R. K. Bishop, who
also enclosed promissory notes for
One Hundred Dollars each, coverinz
a period of four years.

The fund is also indebted to the
Grand Orange Lodge of British Am-
erica for the handsome donation of
Five Hundred Dollars.

The Committee hopes later -on to
esfablish branches throughout the Is-
land, and it is believed that our peo-
ple will give the fund their heartiest
support.

The Committee regrets that Sec-
tion 10 Of the Act of 1915 is not opera-
tive. In only very rare insiances are
its provisions carried out. It is,
therefore, suggested that if instruc-
tions have not already been issued to
the Stipendiary Magistrates, they
should do so forthwith. The carry-
ing out of this Section of the Act
would prove of great assistance to th2
Comimittee.

At the Committee's first regular
meeting, the officerssef the Disasters’
Fand, 1914, were temporarily appoint-
ed, the lelection of officers not taking
place until October 28th, when the
appointments were confirmed.

New York Man _
Is Jailed in London.

Held on_a Charge of Frand Against
the Belgian Government.

The
l.ady Sybil,

London; March 29.—John Wesley De
Kay, of New York, was arraigned in
the Bow Street police court \c%terday
on the French government's demand
for his extradition on a charge of
fraud against the Belgian government.
The prosecutor, speaking on behalf
of the Belgian government, said the
defendant had participated with a
Frenchman named E. Scharlie in ob-
taining 315,000 francs by false pre-
tences from Belgium. He charged that
De Kay was formerly the agent. in
Europe of Victoriano Huerta,- Presi-
dent of Mexico, for the purpose of
purchasing arms and ammunjtion for
the Mexican government. /He pur-
chased 17,000 rifles and 1,000,000
rounds of ammunition "in Spain and
paid for them, but, the prosecutor ad-
ded, when the European war broke
out the whole shipment was still in
Spain. De Kay then saw a chance,
the prosecutor continued, to make a
fine profit by selling the arms and am-
munition, but Spain was unwilling to
let the arms and ammunition go to
European belligerents. Nevertheless
De Kay, according to the prosecutor,
entered into negotiations with the Bel-
gian government which urgently de-
sired the arms for the Congo.

The Belgian government agreed to*
purchase the consignment, agreeing to
pay ten per cent down and the re-
mainder on delivery. It was provided
that in the event that delivery did not
take place Belgium was to get back
her deposit, less the expense incurred
hy De Kay and his associates in en-
deavoring to get the arms out of
Spain.

The prosecutor said the arms had
never been delivered and that no part
of the 315,000 francs deposited had
heen refunded.

On the other hand De Kay’s attor-
neys maintained that the transaction
~was entirely legitimate. De Kay, t‘hey
said, had made every possible effort to

- deliver the goods, and De Kay would
have been glad to refund the unex-
pended balance, but his money was
tied up in Mexican securities for which
there was no present market. The
hearing was adjourned.

The case against De Kay dates back
to last November when De Kay ar-
rested in London. °At that time he de-
clared there was no féundation for the
charge that there was nothing wrong
in the transaction. .
