The whole of the milita* oper­

ations, with their resultant successes, 
of the past week were somewhat 
overshadowed by the exchange of the 
peace notes between the United 
States and German Governments, and 
before the complete text of President 
Wilson’s reply (which it may be pre­
sumed is final) a great diversity of 
opinion as to what the President ac­
tually meant, existed. Now that the 
public are in possession of the docu­
ment in its entirety, the superficial 
perusal of it will dismiss for ever 
any doubt held that Mr. Wilson was 
giving way to Germany and being 
beguiled by German pretence. His 
note makes it perfectly plain that he 
does not trust the enemy spokesmen, 
and he tells them in unequivocal 
language that the only terms which 
can be considered are those of Un-

this region. The other line from 
Mesieree through Luxemburg is now 
closely threatened and is under the 
fire of French and American guns. A 
great southern pocket or sack is thus 
in process of formation, its only open­
ing being the neck between Mens and 
Namur.

Should a 
withdrawal be preferable to surren­
der, these armies will be under close 
fire from the Allies on all sides, and 
having but one available railway 
system, as noted, the task will tax 
the retreating skill of the German 
staff to the utmost. Should they fail 
in effecting a successful retirement 
and capitulate to the Allies, it will be 
safe to assume that the war is over. 
But with the winter season approach­
ing time is against the Allies, al­
though they have reached much bet­
ter fighting ground in their general 
advance, and are not likely to be held 
up in the same way as they were in 
Flanders during ' the closing months 
of 1917. The present obstacle to 
their main progress is the marshy 
valleys of the Lys and Scheldt to the 
North and those of the Oise farther 
South, but if they can.get out of them 
by the early part of November, the 
going will be much better.

With this in view preparations have 
been made for the evacuation of 
Brussels, which have been expedited 
by the capture of Valenciennes and 
the advance of the British north of 
that city, and which should it reach 
Mons, twenty miles west, before the 
Germans can withdraw from the 
dangerous salient between Valen­
ciennes and Ghent, will have the ef­
fect of closing the "pincers" of Foch 
rery tightly and completely. So far 
the rapid advance ot the Allies in 
Northern France and Belgium has be­
wildered the Germans, who have 
jverywhere given ground under the 
steady pressure of the oncoming 
troops, and some reports were cir­
culated early last week that the Ger­
man armies were being withdrawn 
sntirely from France and Belgium.

Aleppo.
The City of Aleppo, which was oc­

cupied by British cavalry and armor­
ed cars on Saturday morning, these 
being units from the army under com­
mand of General Sir Edmund Allenby, 
is in the north of Syria, capital of a 
Turkish province between the Rivers 
Orontes and Euphrates. It stands in 
a large hollow, surrounded by hills of 
limestone, beyond which is mere des­
ert. Its fruitful gardens, celebrated 
for their excellent plantations of pis­
tachios, are the sole contrast to the 
desolation environing the city, whose 
numerous cupolas, minarets, well 
paved streets, and stately houses, 
make it even now, one of the most 
beautiful of the Orient. Until the dis­
covery of the sea-route to India, Alep­
po was the principal trade emporium 
betjveen Europe and Asia, supplying 
the East with silk and cotton fabrics, 
wool, gold and silver work. In 1822 
an earthquake devastated the city. 
Five years later cholera broke out 
and five years afterwards (1832) Egyp­
tian oppression completed the de­
struction wrought by both plague and 
cholera. Increase of trade has 
brought about partial recovery from 
the above misfortunes, and the city is 
still the principal emporium of the 
inland commerce of Northern Syria. 
Its port is Alexandretta, 77 miles S.E. 
on the Gulf of Scanderoon, in the N.E.

Ordination
Service

AT PORTUGAL COVE.
Yesterday morning, 22nd Sunday 

after Trinity, with the approval of the 
Public Health Board, His Lordship 
Bishop White, held his first Ordination 
Service at 8L Peter’s Church, Portu­
gal Cove, there being no sickness of 
any kind in that thriving settlement. 
The church, though small, has a spa­
cious chancel and the attending con­
gregation were thus enabled to wit­
ness the whole of the impressive cere­
mony carried out with the wealth of 
imposing ritual characteristic of the 
Anglican Church, in the performance 
of her sacred rites. At this service, 
Mr. W. J. Rowe, of Queen’s Theologi­
cal College was a made a deacon, and 
Revs. J. A. Meaden, B.A., (Queen's 
and Durham) of White Bay Mission, 
H. Gosse (Queen’s) Change Islands 
Mission and V. W. Cunningham 
(Queen’s) Rose Blanche Parish, were 
ordained Priests. In the laying on of 
hands, His Lordship was assisted by 
Revs. Canon Smith and Bolt, Revs. S. 
M. Stewart, A. E. Tulk, J. Brinton and 
A. E. E. Legge. The candidates for 
both orders were presented by Rev. 
G. H. Bolt, M.A., examining chaplain, 
and the Ordination Sermon preached 
by Rev. A. E. Tulk, of Pouch Cove. 
Rev. J. Brinton acted as Chaplain to 
the Bishop.

Ordination in the Church of Eng­
land, means the rite of conferring 
Holy Orders ut>on deacons and priests. 
Consecration is the word used for the 
rite of making a Bishop. They have 
always been conferred by laying on of 
hands with prayer, and words imply­
ing the character and authority of the 
order conferred. The canonical ages 
for admission into the sacred orders 
were and are—Deacon, 23 ; Priest 24 
and Bishop 30 years; but a deacon 
may be made earlier by dispensation. 
Deacons’ orders are conferred by the 
laying on of hands by a bishop. In 
making a priest, the priests present 
lay on hands together with the bishop, 
not as necessary to the conferring of 
Orders, but as a token of their con­
currence, following the text: "Neg­
lect not the gift that is in thee, which 
was given thee by prophecy with the 
laying on of the hands of the presby­
tery.” 1 Timothy, TV. 15. So in an­
cient times the priests present joined 
with the Bishop when consecrating 
the elements of the Holy Communion. 
In consecrating a bishop the canons 
of the church require the concurrence 
of three bishops, though it is admit­
ted that consecration by one bishop 
(not himself under any disability) is 
valid, though irregular.

Market Notes.
CODFISH.—The demand is excell­

ent for all grades, with soft Labrador 
being bought at from $13.40 to $13.60, 
and in one case in order to complete 
a cargo, it is said that as high as $14 
was paid last week. No. 1, large 
shore merchantable commanded from 
$14 to $14.50; medium and small 
$13.50 to $13.75, with West India all 
the way from $6 to $8.

COD Oil*—Common, which had 
gone off $20 per ton seme little time 
ago, has recovered a little, but not 
much keenness is shown in buying. 
Sales ex--schooners were made last 
week at $360 per tun and a few large 
lots changed hands at $370 and $380, 
but sales at these figures were not 
maintained. It is possible that with 
so much peace Aalk in the air, there 
will be less demand in future at pre­
sent prices. This is also true of re­
fined, which stands at $2.70 per gal­
lon on the local market. A recent ad­
vance of 15 cents in New York may 
boost a ten cent rise here.

HERRING.—Nothing to report from 
any of the fishing centres. All the 
local holdings of last seasons, fall and 
spring, catch are all but exported. 
Prospects for the coming season look 
bright. New York has taken a con­
siderable liking to our pack, of both 
kinds, consequently at present New­
foundland has a hold on that market. 
The Trade Review in its weekly ob­
servations on fishery outlook and con­
ditions, remarks that “it is up to 
our Fisheries Department to maintain 
this hold.” In this we quite concur. 
It will show that this department has 
at last discovered why it was created 
and for what purpose. Split herring 
are quoted at $8 per barrel and Scotch 
pack at $17.

PROVISIONS»—Some lots of Stand­
ard Flour were sold to fishermen last 
week in lots of ten barrels at $14.25 
to $l'4.40. The use of substitutes is 
now being largely practised and peo­
ple are buying than from choice. No 
one is asking for White Flour now, 
nor would it be any use as the stock 
is practically exhausted, and there is 
none to come itv Last week’s Pork 
prices are still holding, while Beef 
which recently advanced one dollar 
in the packing centres of the United 
States, will likely go higher, conse­
quently local prices will have to ad­
just themselves to the rise. Though 
no figures have yet been given out, 
every anticipation is that the next 
consignment of suger to arrive will 
he higher in price, the lowest advance 
being estimated at one cent per pound. 
With importation from the West In­
dies at an end for some time and with 
our supplies of American Granulated 
limited, there is every reason for the 
closest economy in the use of this 
article. The molasses market remains 
unchanged, but it is predicted that 
the wholesale pfllce Mill move up to 
one dollar per gallon by New Year. 
St John’s is still depending on the 
local supply of potatoes, which are 

: selltng from $4 to $4.80 per barrel.

CANADIAN V. C’s.
LONDON, Oct. 27. 

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 
Four new Victoria Crosses have been 
awarded, three of them to Canadians, 
namely Sergt. Robt Spall, late ot an 
Eastern Ontario Regiment, for (he 
most conspicuous bravery and self 
sacrifice, when during an enemy 
counter attack his platoon was Iso­
lated. Thereupon Spall took a Lewis 
gun and standing on the parapet fired 
upon the advancing enemy, Inflicting 
very serious casualties. He then 
came down from the trench and di­
rected the men Into a sap 75 yards 
from the enemy and picking up an­
other Lewis gun, this gallant non­
commissioned officer again climbed 
upon the parapet, and by his fire held 
up the enemy. It was while holding 
the enemy at this point that he was 
killed. Spall deliberately gave his 
life In order to extricate his platoon 
from a most difficult situation, and it 
was owing to his bravery that the pla- 
toe i was saved. The second Victoria 
Cross was awarded to Corporal Harry 
Garnet Bedford Minor, late of a Cen­
tral Ontario Regiment, tor the most 
conspicuous bravery and devotion to 
duty, when despite severe wounds he 
refused to withdraw. He rushed an 
enemy machine gun post singlehanded, 
killing the entire crew and turned the 
gun on the enemy. Later, with two 
others, he attacked another machine 
gun post and succeeded in putting 
them out of action. Minor then rush­
ed single handed an enemy bombing 
post, bayonetting two of the garri­
son and putting the remainder to 
flight. He was mortally wounded in 
the performance of this gallant deed. 
The third Victoria Cross was award­
ed to Pte. Thomas Dinen, ot a Quebec 
Regiment, for the most conspicuous 
bravery displayed during ten hours of 
hand to hand fighting, which resulted 
In the capturing of over a mile of 
strong and stubbornly defended enemy 
trenches. Five times In succession he 
rushed forward alone, and single- 
hand put out ot action hostile machine 
guns, accounting for twelve ot the en­
emy. His sustained valour and re­
sourcefulness inspired his, comrades 
at a very critical stage of the action 
and were an example to all.

NOON.

AMSTERDAM, Oct 27.
A despatch from Berlin, says the 

Reichstag on Friday, passed in all its 
stages, the Bill mentioning the law 
relating to the Government of Alsace-

The Stoway.
Here is the story told to Mr. Free­

man by Lieut X---- -, of H.M.S. Syd­
ney, and how he rescued some of the 
Germans who escaped from the Era- 
den when our men ended the Emden 
off North Keeling Island.

Lieut. X. set out in the galley to res­
cue these men, most whom were 
wounded. They had * no food and 
water, and their sufferings "during the 
day and a half before help reached 
them were unspeakable.”

“Just as I was about to go over the 
side,” said Lieut X., “a young Aus­
tralian lad—some kind of a boy rating 
—came and asked to be taken along. 
I refused him rather shortly, as I 
thought he would be of more hind-, 
ranee than help in the kind of job we 
had on hand. He disappeared quick­
ly, and I did not see him again until 
we had taken the galley in through 
the surf and were pulling it up on the 
beach. Then he was discovered, curl­
ed up under the thwarts, where he had 
managed to stow himself away be­
fore we pulled off from the Sydney. 
It was a lucky thing he came along, 
for, as it turned out, he was the only 
one of the lot of us who knew how to 
climb a cocoanut palm.

Through the Surf.
"It was impossible to take a boat 

through the surf anywhere near the 
point where the Emdem had grounded, 
but some miles up the beach there ap­
peared to be an opening in the reef 
through which a landing might be 
made. Watching our chances, we 
managed to shoot the galley in with­
out an upset, incidently showing the 
way to the whaler, which had been on 
the point of giving up the job after 
staving a hole in its bottom in attempt­
ing a passage at a less favorable point.

; Mustering my men, I set out to find 
the Huns. It was here that I went 
wrong.

“Knowing that the island was but a 
small one, and having seen a number 
of the Emden's men making off to the 
right from the point where she was 
grounded, I figured that I would be 
likely to intercept them more quick­
ly If I circled round to the left and 
met them face to face than by trying * 
to overtake them. It was getting late, 
and I was anxious to lose no time in 
bringing them together and into the 
boats while there was still daylight to 
see to running the latter through the 
surf. If the Island had been any­
thing but a coral atoll my reckoning 
would have worked out all right; as 
ot was It upset things completely.

Millions of Sea Birds.
“I never saw the place in daylight 

which wo stumbled Into, and so c^n't 
say just what It was; it seemed, how­
ever, to be a sort of wilderness of
reeds, peopled with a million 
birds, many of them nesting. The 
roar of our guns In the battle was as 
nothing to the bedlam of screams 
which arose when| I went slithering 
through "a lot of eggs and flopped full 
length into a rising mass of beating 
wings. My hair was rather long at 
the time, and hadn’t been combed 
since morning. One of the birds put 
a foot through a tangle of It, and then 
nearly beat me Into Insensibility with 
Its wings In trying to kick loose. 
They came batting against us in the 
darkness throughout the several min­
utes we were groping our way to

ing greatly from hunger and thirst. 
As we had expected to be putting back 
to the Sydney within an hour or two 
of the time we landed, we had little 

i food and water save that in the boats, 
and this wouldn’t have gone very far 
with the lot of us it it had not been 
supplemented by the cocoanuts our 
young stowaway brought down for us.

A Terrible Night
"There was not much chance to rest 

that night on account of the small land 
crabs which kept crawling over you 
the moment you dropped off to sleep, 
and it was not pleasant to think of 
how those more or less helpless Huns 
were faring a few miles farther dov/n 
the beach. We started off at the first 
streak of dawn, and reached them by 
sun-up. The most of them were in 
even worse condition than I had fear­
ed, for it seemed inconceivable to me 
that they should not have contrived in 
some way or other to get hold of 
some cocoanuts to eat and drink. It 
turned out that they had not dons so, 
however, and that, as a consequence, 
a number of them had died of thirst. 
The worst case, perhaps, was that of 
the assistant surgeon, whom I told you 
of as having been wounded and blown 
overboard by a shell. Delerious from 
thirst, he had managed to induce a 
sailor to fetch him a drink of salt 
water, and had died shortly afterwards 
as a result of drinking it. All the open 
wounds, since they had gone from 
twelve to eighteen hours longer with­
out attention, were In even more terri­
ble condition than those of the men 
we had found on the Emden the p-ev- 
ious day.

"Finally, we got all the helpless of 
the wounded on to stretchers and 
started on their way to the boats. 
Schall was the greatest help through­
out, but I can’t say as much for many 1 
of the others of the unwounded, who 
were very grudging in the way they 
lent a hand. Schall put up a stiff 
protest against going off without bury­
ing the dead, declaring that he was not 
going to leave them there for the 
crabs to oat up. When I pointed out 
that we had no implements for dig­
ging. and that I needed his help in 
getting the living off, he saw the 
reason of it and said he would come 
along. We did the beat we could for 
the dead by covering them with prim 
leaves and coral clinkers. . . .

The Lieutenant’s Uniform.
“We reached the Sydney all right, 

and the whaler was Just being hoisted 
in when I heard the Captain's voice 
from the bridge asking where Lieut­
enant X----------- was. I looked up
Just in time to catch him staring down 
at me with open-eyed amazement 

“’Oh, there he is!’ he exclaimed, 
turning away with a grin on his face. 
That led me, for the first time In 
twenty-four hours, to take a look at 
what I could see of myself without a 
glass. It was my turn to grin—and io 
blush. Absolutely the sum-total of my 
wardrobe was my shirt and a seaman’s 
straw liât! Nothing else.

“To ease my feet from boots af er 
standing on the scorching iron de-ks 
of the Emden, I had Shifted to an old 
pair of dancing pumps when I return­
ed to the Sydney, and these, ,18 the 
rush of departure, I had woxnfashore. 
They, and my socks, must have hjen 
scoured off among the coral clinkers, 
and my cap probably when the sea­
bird tangled its feet In my halr. But 
where I lost my trousers, and what 111

Enquiries are being made. Is t^.ere 

not a vaccine with which to treat Ep­
idemic Influenza, and it has been not­
iced by the Toronto papers, that the 
University Laboratory has issued some 
vaccine to different parts of Ontario. 
Two weeks ago when vaccine was first 
spoken of, application was made from 
this Department to the Health Bureau 
of New York, for a supply as soon as 
possible. No answer has yet been re­
ceived to this application, but it 
should came this week. As regards 
Toronto, the University there started 
the culture of organisms for the Man­
ufacture of vaccine, from a supply re­
ceived from the Health Bureau of 
New York, so that the latter are the 
more likely to be first in the field. So 
far, the University of Toronto reports 
for 7,000 doses and this has been dis­
tributed to the towns in Ontario most 
severely stricken with the disease. 
However, acting on e suggestion from 
Mr. Morine, this Department has also 
made application to Toronto, and we 
will probably secure some at an early 
date.

Meanwhile the Health Department is 
issuing further instructions to the out- 

l ports, as to means of prevention, and, 
as we cannot know too much about 
it or be too careful in the precautions 
taken, it is advisable that all should 
read the instructions again very care­
fully and keep strictly to the advice 
given. The church authorities deserve 
the thanks of the community for fall­
ing in line so readily with the sugges­
tions given ; and, it is to be hoped that 
the men will also absent themselves 
from the club'rooms, billiard rooms, 
bowling alleys and any other enclos­
ed space where poor ventilation is lia­
ble to contaminate the atmosphere.
