The Firsi Plebiscife.

Schleswig-Holstein, until the
signature of the Peace Treaty,
a Province of Prussia, lies be-
tween the North Sea and the
Ralic. Schleswig was annexed
to Denmark in the 11th century,
and later became an independ-
eni state under Danish suzer-
ainty. At the end of the 14th
century it was attached to Hol-
stein. In the years 1848-50 it
unsuccessfully rebelled against
Danish rule, but was severed
from Denmark by Austria and
Prussia in 1864. In 1866 Prus-
sia defeated Austria, and the
former absorbed the two duch-
jes. Kiel, Germany’s chief na-
val station on the Baltic Sea, is
a town of the provimce. The
jnhabitants are more or less
Danish in their manners and
customs, and were uncomfort-
able and discontented under the
rale of Germany.

Section Four of the Peace
Treaty, relating to the future
of the united provinces, al-
ways claimed by Denmark as
having been filched from her,
provides as follows:

“The frontier between Ger-
many and Denmark will be fix-
ed by the self-determination of
the population. Ten days from
the signing of peace, German
troops and authorities  shall
evacuate the region north of
the line running from the mouth
of the river Schlei, south of
Raphel, Schleswig and Fried-
richstadt, along the Elder
‘(river) to the North Sea south
of Tonning: the workmen’s and
soldiers’ councils shall be dis-
solved: and the territory ad-
ministered by an international
commission of five, of whom
Norway and Sweden shall be in-
vited to name two. The Com-
mission shall ensure a free and
secret vote in three zones. That
‘between the German and Dan-
ish frontier and a line running
south of the island of Alsen,
north of Flensburg and south
of Tondern in the North Sea,
porth of the island of Sylt, will
veta as a unit within three
weeks afte- the evacuation.
Within five weeks after this
vote, the second zone whose
boundary runs from the North
Sea, souil of the island of Fehr
to the Baltic south of Sygum
will vote by communes.

In these days of many changes and

The Trinity Benefit Clud, or as {t
was officlally known till 1902 “The
Trinity Club,” and as it is commonly
spoken of to-day as “The Club,” owes
its existence to an inspiration of
Rev. William Bullock, and is, as I
have pointed out, modelled after “the
club” which formed an essential part
of the equlpment of every English
village in Mr. Bullock’s boyhood days.

The subject of mutual burden-
bearing, and the duty of practical
brotherly love, was brought to the
notice of St. Paul’s congregation, in
a sermon by Rev. William Bullock in
his usual forceful way, and during
the week it was the subject of con-
versation and discussion by the men
at their usual gatherings.

A result of this was a requisition to
Benjamin Sweetland, BEsq., J.P., for
the use of the Court House, to hold a
public meeting to form a Trinity Club
for the benefit of fishermen, shore-
men, etc.

This requisition was signed by
Richard Ash, jr., James Dwyer, Geo.
S. Field, James Eagan and others.

At this meeting, February 26th,
1838, the Club was formed, and Rev.
William Bullock, Benjamin Sweet-
land, Thomas Drawbridge, and Rob-
ert Bayly were appointed a commit-
tee to draw up Rules, and to submit
them to an adjourned meeting.

Rule 7 of those submitted and ac-
cepted, provides that “there shall be
“a general meeting of members of
“the Club on the Feast of All Saints
“and on the Feast of the Purifica-
“tion.” Some years later, to awoid
misunderstandings on the part of
those unacquainted with the holy
days of the church year, the corres-
pondlnE dates of the civil year—No-
vember 1st, and February 2nd were
Sugstituted in the Rule.

The first officers of the Club were
Rev. William Bullock, President;
William Kelson- and Thomas Draw-
bridge, Joint Treasurers; Robert
Bayly, Secretary, and twenty other
members were appointed a managing
committee. At this meeting 76 “or-
dinary m~mbers™” were enrvlled and
paid their entraace fee of five shil-
lirgs. Rev. William Bullock, Thomas
Drawbridga, and Williama Kelron were

enrolled as the 4rst “Hozorary Mem-| 'an

bers.”
